B Novi police continue to learn more about the shooting of a
Novi man found dead earlier this week near Twelve Oaks Mall

Afler discovering he compse of a
Novi man in the wooded arcd
between Twelve Oaks Mall and
Interswie 96, police snnounced
they are investizating s murder,

Cameron Wade Sanders, 26, was
found on Menday among the tees,
fully clethed and laying on his hack
with g gunshot wound to the head.

"The Novi man’s body was found
about 2 p.m. by a shaken citizen
lovking for scrup metal near a
Detroil Edison ransformer sire
south of the rear parking wrea sicar
JC Penney.

Novi Police Chiel Douglas
Shaeffer said on Sunday the depant-
ment received a call from a fenmale
friend asking they check on Sanders
at s home.

“QOfficers went o the home and

talked 1o a man who shares the
house,” Shaeffer suid. “The viclim
had not been home for a couple of
days.”

Police said & search of the trailer-
located in the city's west cnd was
conclucted, but no signs of foul play
or a stuggle.were found.

Police additionally said no obvi-
ous evidence was ebiained from the
search:

“No suspect has been identified,”
Shueffer suid. “Ir is o mystery.”

The chiel said officers have con-
ducted several interviews and are
compiling evidence, although no
motive has surfaced yet.

The victim's vehicle was located
in the parking lot of Denny's
Restaurant nzar where the remains
were found.

“The vehicie was owed and is
being processed for possibie evi-
dence,” Shaefler said.

The chiefl said a gate is normaily
closed on the dirt road leading w
the woods where the body was, but
does not know if it was closed at the
time the body was found.

Novi Police combed the area for
clues in the hot sun afier the call
was received and accepted assis-
tance [rom the Michigan Siate
Crime Lab at about 5:30 pm. the
same day. .

Shaefler soid preliminary investi-
gations revealed there was no
allempt to cover the body, but said
the investigation is still in g pre-
liminary phase.

He did not known exactly how
fong the body was al the site, but
estimated na longer than three days.

Shaeffer declined comment on
whether a weapon was found al the
scene,

Sanders has two prior convic-
tions for breaking and entering out-

side of Qakland County.

Shaeffer said he does not believe
the victim grew wp in Novi and a
search of Novi Public Scool records
did net show enrollment.

Sunders is survived by his father,
a Florida resident.

This is the sccond Novi hoicide
investigation in the past six months,

On Nov. 21, ValleyCrest
Landscape Management employee
Michael Henley walked into a Novi
olfice and shot 24-year-old Bryan
Bowden of Madisan Heighls before
killing himself with a single gun-
shot 1o the head,

The murder-suicide took place
on Trans X Drive, enst of Novi
Roud near Fifth Avenue Ballroom.

Months prior, three unrelat-
ed bodies were Tound dead in
Nowvi public places.

All were ruled sulcides by
Novi police.

Flint resident Michael Perkins,
55, was arraigned on Friday in 52-
1 District Court by Tudge Robert
Bondy and was charged with one
felony count each of child sexual-
iy abusive activity and using a
computer to communicate with
another over the Internet to com-
mit child sexually abusive activi-
ty,
According 1o documents
relcased by the Michigan
Department of Atterney General's

Chiltd pornogra-
phy may be used ta show the
child victim that sex between
children and aduits is *normal.*

* Your child receives phone
calis from men you don't know
or is making calls, sometimes
long distance, to pumbers you
don't recagnize. White talking to
a child victim on-line is 2 thril
for a computer-sex offender, it
can be very cumbersome. Most
want 10 talk fo the children an
the telephone. They often
engage in "phone sex” with the
children and offen seek 1o set up
an actual meeting for real sex.

* Your child receives maif,
gifts or packages from someone

You don't know. As part of the
seduction process, it s com-
men for offenders to send let-
ters, photographs and il man-
ner of gifts to their potential vic-
tims. Computer-sex offenders
have even sent plane tickets for
the child to travel across the
country to meet them,

» Your ¢hild turms the com-
puter monitor off or quickly
charges the screen on the mon--
itor when you come inte the
room

* Your child becomes with-
drawn from the family,
Computer-sex offenders will
waork very hard at driving 2
wedge between a child and their
family or at exploiting thair rela-
tignship. They will accentuate
any minar problems at home
that the child might have.
Children may alsc become with-
drawn after sexual victimization.

* Your child is using an on-
line account belonging to some-
one eise. Even if you don't sub-
scribe to an on-line service or
Intemet service, your child may
meet an offender while on-ling
at a friend's house or the library.
Most computers come pre-
loaded with on-line and/or
Internet software. Computer-gex
offenders will sometimes pro-
vioe potential viclims with a
computer account for gommuni-
cations with them,

“These are despicable crimes
that will not ge unpunished,”
said Michigan Attorney General
Mike Cox. “The Internet should
be a place where children can
learn and play free from harm,
nol a place parents have to fear.
By working together with the
Michigan State Police and local
law enforcement agencies, our
Internet  Crimes  Against
Children Task Force will con-

tinue to track these criminals
down and put them behind bars
where they beleng.”

Novi Police Chief Douglas
Shaelfer said Perkins was held
in a Novi jail cell after arrest,
but the depariment played no
other role in the invesrigation
nor the arrest,

A representative from the
Atiamey General's Office said
the case was investigated and
filed through the Michigan
Internet  Crimes  Against
Children Task Force.

The force is a joint effort by
the Michigan S:ate Police and
the Department of Altorney
General.

Other agencies participating
in building the [elony case
against Perkins included the
Detroit  Police Dcpartment,

Ingham  County  Sheriff's
Department, Asn Arbor Police
Department, Jackson Police
Department, the U.5. Customs
Service end the U5, Postal
Service,

The complaint issued by Lhe
Department of Atterney General
alleges beginning in Sept. 2002,
Perkins began corresponding
with an undercover Detroit
Police officer vin the [ntecnet he
helieved was a |4-year-old girl
from Novi.

According to a press release
issued by the Atlorney
General’s office, “in their on-
line conversations, Perkins indi-
cated that he was a school
adminisirator and was a band
teacher in middle school und
high school.”

The complaint stated Perkins

wanled to meet with the girl to
engage in sexual aetivity and
arranged to mest the girl at the
Novi shopping center.

Law enforcement officials
said when the Flint man arrived
at Twelve Oaks Mall on April
9, he was taken inte custody.

Perkins was in charge of the
the district’s Fine Arts Pregram
at the time of arrest and kepl an
office in the Bryant Eiementary
School of Fine Arts, a schoal
spokesman said.

The spokesman said Perkins
was supended without pay.

# Michigan’s economy is not poud.

March 10 832 in  April,
Economists point out that con-
switter spending is an imporiant
component of the cconomy und
that improving consumer expecta-
tions genvrally preview increases
in actual consumer spending.

And the U-M's  Research
Seminar in Quantitative
Econonics April forecast for the
Michigun cconomic outloak pre-
dicted that, “the local econonzy
snaps back during the seeond falf
of 2003, rebounding (o job growth
of 1.3 percent, o lile above the
pace of job creation over the past
25 years ... Job growll then
accelerales into 2004, expanding
ata rate of 2 pereent in the open-
ing quarter hefore cdging downs 1o
averuge a pace of 1.8 percent dur-
ing the year”

These predictions suggest our

You arc in the best situation
fo know if something or someone
belongs in the area of your work-
place or home.

It is
incurnbent on us in public safety
to expand our fecus to include ter-
rorism and weapons of mass
destrnetion, (akland County con-
tzins 11 percent of the staw’s pop-
vlation and many critical infra-
structures, As che can magine,
emergency preparedness is a com-
plex and difficult task. It has been
fnade even morc challenging with
budget cuts from the state.

However, you can rest assured
that Qakland County is committed
o protecting our citizens, our
businesses, and our homeland.
That is why QOakland County has

already allocated 2 million dolurs
dlone 1o purchase new equipment
and train personng! for these
threuts.
During  this
i time ef height-
| ened concem, we
cannot wail for
emergency
respense  money
to trickle down
from the federal
government. Our
immediate goal s
to prepare  for
many  siluations
| that were previ-
ously unimagin-
able. A number of
sieps have
alrcady been
taken by the

Sheriff's  Office
and the County 1o prepare for i
biologieal, chemical or other ter-
rorist attacks.

Since October 2001, when the
nation  expericnced  anthrax
threats, we have provided training
for maif handlers who process the
tens and thousands of preces of
mail that arrive cach week, We
continue bomb search andevacua-
tion training for employces. A
caplain's position was created and
assigned to work in comjunction
with the County's Emergency
Preparedness Unit, ensuring a uni-
fied ond coordinated County
effort.

Sandia National Laboratorics,
the entity thal prevides security
technology for all nuclear facili-
ties in the United Stawes, conduct-
ed vulnerability training sessions
for responders in our County.
These trained individuals now
have the ability 10 conduct these
types of assessments in their awn
communities and jurisdictions.
Yarious Iraining programs will be
continuous for the remainder of
2003 and 2004

In addition, several initiatives
have been put into place in the
event of a hazardous materials
(HAZMAT) contamination emer-
gency. The ability to respond in a
timely, mobile fashion s eritical
when faced with the threat of a
biochemical attack. Three haz-
ardous material mutual aid teams
have been formed with our fire
departments. .

Technician level lraining has
been provided (o 120 fircfighiers
working in thesc consortivms.
Furthermore, lhree  HAZMAT
tnecks have been purchased and
equipped to be able to fespond to
incidenss to absorb, neutralize and
prevent further hazardous contam-

uchard

ination.
A mass decontamination traiier

has been purchased to provide .

fast, warm showers to individuals
who may have exposed 1o contam-
inants, Four inflatable mass
decontamination tents have also
been acquired. These are portable
showers designed 1o clean an
exposed person sulliciently to be
able to enter a medical facility
wilhoul contaminating an emer-
geney room or office. [n addition,
chemical-biological kits have
been purchased for police and fire,
These kits contain protective pear
worn by [irst responders to allow
us 10 provide perimeter security
for arcas of contamination, This
enables MAZMAT teams and
trucks 1o effectively handle a
problem and eliminate threats to
outside arcas. Over 100 of these
kits have been sent to police and
fire agencies thronghout the
County 1o preparc our first
responders to handle these types
of incidents, With our County

Exccutive and our Counly
Commissioners' leadership, we
have been able to fund these
important  initiatives. You should
prepare @ comprehensive disaster
plan for both al home and work, It
is an essential in component in
having the basic tools for prevent-
ing further injury and Joss ol prop-
eny. While law enforcement and
fire service agencies are first
responders in the event of an
emergency, our citizens are ficst
on the scene. Knowing what to do
in all wypes of emergencies is
essential. Whether it is a tornado,
flood, fircor power oulage, you,
your coworkers and your neigh-
bors can take steps and precau-
tionary measures to handle any
type of situation,

For more information on creat-
ing your famiiy disaster plan,
check www.oaklandsheriff.com,
or conlact your local law enforee-
ment agency o fire department
for assistance.

Again, while the probability of
a lerrorist attack here is not as
great as areas like New York, we
must be vigilant, If you see some-
thing that doesn't leokright, please
notify your local authoritics, We
would much rather check cut 100
false alarms than miss one legiti-
mate threat.

That said, you shoujd go about
your every day routing knowing
you are in good hands should an
EMergency arise.
