Investigators now believe the 
motive behind the shooting death 
of a 26-year-old Novi resident 
was robbery. 

Novi Chief of Police Douglas 
Shaeffer said the wallet of 
Cameron Wade Sanders was open 
beside his body when found on 
Apri l 14 near a DTE transformer 
site between die south parking lot 
of 12 Oaks Mall and Interstate 96. 

"There was no money in die 
wallet," Shaeffer said. 

The chief clarified despite the 
visual motive, the investigation 
Continues including other possible 
reasons.

professional ." 
A team of investigators work­

ing on die case said they have 
developed a timeline of who 
Sanders saw where and when 
leading up to the homicide, but 
have not focused on a suspect. 

The Novi man's body was 
found about 2 p.m. last Monday 
by a citizen searching the wooded 
area soudi of die rear parking area 
near JC Penney for scrap metal. 

Sanders was found among die 
trees fully clothed and laying on 
his back with a visible gunshot 
wound to die head. 

Shaeffer said the autopsy 
results revealed Sanders was also 
shot nilmerous times in the body, 
although the shot in the head 
appears as the fatal shot. 

Investigators now believe the 
victim was killed where his body 
was found, but it was not known 
at the time the body was discov­
ered whether Sanders was killed 
at the Novi mall location or 
dumped there after the crime was 
committed. 

A day prior to die discovery, 
Novi police received a call from a 
lady friend o f Sanders asking they 
do a welfare check at his home in 
the city's west side. 

The victim's roommate said 
Sanders had not been home in a 
couple of days. 

A search of die trailer was pcr-
fonned, but no signs of foul play 
or a struggle were found. 

The victim's car was found 
after the body in the parking lot of 

Denny's near where the remains 
were spotted. 

Sanders has two prior Convic­
tions for breaking and entering 
and spent time in a Michigan 
prison. 

Shaeffer said he was on parole 
at die time of his death. 

"CirCumstances surrounding 
his parole do not appear to be a 
motive at this point, but once 
again we are not ruling anything 
out," Shaeffer said. 

Sanders is survived by his 
father, a Florida resident.

Bowman said he too plans on 
attending today's State 
Tninsporlalion Commission meet­
ing.

Lou Martin, spokesman Ibr 
Providence Hospital, said he does­
n't believe ilie delay in the Beck 
Road project will h;ive a nuijor 
ellect on his ho.spilal's plans lo 
complete a 2(K)-bed expansion at 
its Novi Campus, liowever, he did 
nole tlie hospit;ii's hoaril did donate 
11 acres, worth an estimated $} 
million, to the slate for tlie project. 

Five Novi bridges in serious 
condition 

In announcing the deleral of the 
Beck iind Wixom Roiid bridges and 
.̂ 2 other other projects, Jelf said, 
"Preserve I'irsl meiins priilecliiig 
our most viliil IraiisportiUion invest­
ments. Righl now our niiniiier one 
priority is lo be liscally responsible 
and make sure exisiing roads ;ire in 
the best possible condition." 

According to a report written by 
SEMCOG Transporiation Planner 
Cheril Lin Abeel last April on die 
3,.524 bridges in SEMCOG's 
seven-county region, on a scale of 
zero to nine, die Beck Road bridge 
rates a three. The study, based on 
MDOT's 2001 Michigan Structure 
Inventory and Appraisal (MSIA) 
data bitse, listed the bridge iind 151 
Oakland County bridges as "struc­
turally deficient or functionally 
obsolete." 

Beck Road is one of five bridges 
listed in "serious" condition in the 
SEMCOG study. One, die CSX 
Bridge on Grand River Avenue, 
won't be on the list next year 
because it's being rebuilt. 

In announcing April 16 the $2.1 
mill ion replacement of the Old 
Plank Roiid Bridge over 1-96, about 
five miles east of the Livingston 
County, Randy McKinney, niiinag-
er of MDOT's Oakland County 
Transportation Service Center in 
Wiiterford Township, said, 
"Preserving the existing system is 
our top priority." 

However, the SEMCOG study 
listed the bridge as functionally 
obsolete and in fair condition, 
instead orsUudurally deficient as it 
did Beck Road. Old Plank Road 
north of 1-96 is a dirt road running 
past a tree fiirm. Beck Road north 
of the expressway is a paved road 
leading to several crowded indus­
irial parks. 

State Rep. Craig DeRoche (R-
Novi) said he plans on asking for a 
meeting of the House 
Traiisponation Committee May 1. 
"Fixing these roads is not about 
politics, it's about safety," he said.

After more lhan two decades in 
Southfield, Telcom Credit Union is 
folding up ils lent and moving to 
Novi. The 67-year-old credit union 
is moving ils headquarters lo a new 
37,000 square fool building at the 
comer of 12 M i l e Road and 
Cabaret Drive. 

While it's not unusual for com­
panies lo move to Novi , less than I 
percent of Telcom's 31,500 mem­
bers live in the Novi , Wixom, 
Walled Lake, South Lyon area. 
Still, said Russ Kotila, tlie credit 
union's marketing director, "Il's 
been very positive. 1 have not 
received one complaint" from 
members. 

That's because the move is about 
growth. The credit union was 
formed by 10 employees of 
Michigan Bell's Detroit District 
with $5 each in 1936. Today, said 
Kotila, the credit union has $375 
million in assets and 90 employes 
in three locations. 

While credit unions have tradi­
tionally served distinct groups, 
such as church memberships or 
company employee groups, Kodia 
said, "We've deviated from historic 
u-end." He said three years ago the 
credit union's board of directors 
began looking at Washtenaw, 
Western Wayne and Oaklaiid 
Counly for expansion targets. 

"We've identified this market as 
one that's underserved," he said. "I 
jusl can't talk anymore positively 
aboul Novi," he added. "We look at 
tliis as a hotbed. The community is 
salivating for help in financial serv­
ices." 

Like many credit unions in 
Metro DeU'oit, Telcom has under­
gone a spate of mergers, including 
tlie City of Southfield Employees 

and Eaton Employees credit 
unions. Though founded by tele­
phone company employees, less 
than half of ils membership today 
is lelecommuiiications workers. 

Kotila said Telcom has found a 
way to make it even easier to 
become a member. He said anyone 
making a $2 minimum donation to 
the Salvation Army's Bed & Bread 
program is elegible to join. "TWo 
dollars is notliing," he said. 

He said llie credit union's bo;yd 
is expecting the new headquarters 
to lead to substantial membership 
growth. He noted the new building 
has four drive-through lanes. 

He said tile credit union's currenl 
headquarters, located in a one-time 
Sloulter's restaurant al Eight Mile 

and Northwestern Highway, is half 
die size of the new building. He 
added once ihe move is compleie, it 
wil l remain open as a branch. 
Telcom also has a branch in 
Canton. ' 

Kolila said stale law allows cred;^ 
it unions to accept members w h i 
live wiUiin 25 miles of a branch. ) 

He noted lhal even though 
Telcom spent $9 million on ils new 
building, i l sdll had $300,000 iij 
profits to split widi iis members 
and ihc end of lasl year. ;.

A s t o r y o f S u s a r d h a m , I n d i a s t a r t s i n N o v i 
By Umesh Rashml Rohatgl 

On 26llI Jiin. 2CX)I a hig earth­
quake jolted iiic Kuicii in Gujaral 
India, We were in Ori.s.sa, and wc 
weie about to end our trip in India. 
Wc shorten our otiier programs and 
decided io visit tlic area bel'ore we 
returned to USA, What we saw was 
well known. It changed our think­
ing forever and we realized lhat di l-
i'ercnce between the victims and us 
is only we have roof over our head 
and they not only lost rooi'but hope 
as well. We decided to do some 
thing with our limited resources; wc 
decided to help at least one family 
How to .select that family was a big 
question, its wc had no direct con­
tact with any grieved family 

Wc knew Manav Kalyjin Trust 
(MKT) . Wc conlaeicd Mr. Lallii 
Bhai Dcsai Managing Trustee of 
M K T . Lucky for us he was in 
search of lents for victiiiis, was 
unable to get them quickly. It 
became clear io us we may be able 
to get these tents from Pilakhua in 
UP. He wanted to buy 1(X) wc 
added 4 from our side and sent 104 
tents lo Kulch in two weeks time. 
This was a short-tenii solution for 
housing needs. 

Our dream of helping one family 
wilh a pcmiaiient home was nol ful-
lillcd, back in U.SA people in vjiri-

ous cities collected lot of money but 
did have llrsl hand eyewitness 
account. Wc filled lhat gap iuid 
again contiicled M K T but as they 
were busy in helping victims did 
not reply for few nionlhs and in ihe 
mean time we decided to help hun­
dred people and filled one demand 
for it with agencies lhat collected 
money My Civil Engineering train­
ing became handy as I can design; 
calculale the cost of an eartliquake 
resistance home. Our initial effort 
did not bear any results bul our per­
sistence paid in long mn. Afier 
eight months M K T was akso 
approached by some residents of 
Kedia Nagiu- in Riipar sub division 
of Kulch DisUicl. They had bought 
a piece of land near by and wanted 
to get iiway from congested place 
where tliey lost tlieir homes. With a 
stroke of luck India Devclopnienl 
ai)d Relief Fund (IDRF) acceplcd 
our proposal for l(X) homes village 
and sanctioned $50,000. But condi­
tion was I should acl as Project 
Director :ind slay tlicre in India. We 
comniitled our selves Umesh ;is 
Project Director and Rashmi as 
Project Coordinator 

Back in USA wc re.sciirclicd and 
found a similar scheme is under 
review for Turkey EarUtquake of 
2000 by Prof Jan Wampler an 
Architect by profession, of MIT 

Cambridge M A . We were Ircqiient-
ly traveling lo Boston to see our 
newborn Grand Daughter Mcgh;in. 
We took advantage of this ;ind had 
quite a good exchange of ideas wilh 
Dr. Wampler about what we wanted 
and how wc wanted to make a 
change in life (if earthquake victims 
with a difference. 

As we were preparing lo go to 
India ;ind take charge of the projecl 
wc got some liioncUiry help from 
our family and iViends as wcil, from 
Rotary Club of Novi, ;ind Aclivc 
Fiends of The Homeless (AFOTl 1), 
In last week of Jan 21K)2 we went 
there, our design was rejected in 
subscqucnl meeting with villagers, 
wc agreed as Ihcy will be living in 
these homes and hence homes had 
be of their liking, bul we saw lhat 
design should be earthquake rcsisl-
anl. Agreeable plan w;is made ;uid a 
blue priiil of homes layout w;is 
developed and appnivcd, il took 
quite a while from our point of view 
but in Indian context it was done as 
quickly as |iossiblc; in six weeks. 
The Gidund breaking was done in 
March end. Il was decided once 
inoney had been allotted for various 
aclivitics M K T would look illler 
routine supervisions, as wc had no 
knowledge of local language, cus­
toms of Gujarat. But b:ink A/c will 
have Umesh as cosigner with 

M K T ' s Teja Bhai. Villagers 
became 114 instead of original l(X) 
promi.sed but M K T said we should 
nol wony ;ibout it. ;is diey will 
adjust from their ovcriiead cost of 
5%. We stayed in India ulniosl 8.3 
days ;ind visited some other social 
work contacts in many slates. 

We got quite a shock when esli-
iiiate of home came to our notice. It 
was costing sonic $1700 per house 
and we had only %$<X) to give them. 
As these people lost nol only Iheir 
homes bul also llieir livelihood as 
well, GovenimeiU gniiit was not 
uniform ;md will be available in live 
installments and calculation w;is 
based on the damage to the houses. 
These people can come up with 
some labor portion of eslimaie, 
which is quite high about $700. Bul 
lo our surprise wc got help from 
unknown quarters Disciplcship 
Ccnicr of Delhi were looking for a 
project of 100 homes and wanted to 
iiclp lo the lune of $.')00 for concrete 
and blocks for walls. Wc convinced 
them iis home arc joint logelher 
there will be saving in wall us Ihey 
are shared walls. And they agreed io 
do llic all 114 homes. 

Uniqueness about this projecl 
are, ni;iiiy bul to mention few here 
would 1101 be oul of pkicc. The 
money we are giving to victims will 
be returned to village fund in 10 

years ;iiid money thus collected will 
be used lo st;irt new ventures. Sliirt 
few companies like water supply 
and conslruction company electric 
company to take care of mainte­
nance, supply clcclricily lo village. 
Homes iirc all in llic joinl names of 
husband ;ind wife. There will be 
\iW/o employment wilh in village. 
There will he a library, school, and 
dayc:ire for children, primary health 
care cenler, yoga cenler for lie;ilth 
etc. Solar street lights, solar Cliula 
(cooker) for everybody, des;iliiia-
lion stills for water purillcalions. By 
the way various Government 
departinents or research organiza­
tions with in Gujarat already prom­
ised all these things. Even central 
Government home niinistiy dept, 
had promised help in building 
roads, school, community building 
and water supply. We have to make 
project rcfwrts and cost estiniales 
and come up with subsidy money 
and o-- I- - nercent of lolal costs of 
the V,., Tojcets. (This is our 
present neci.. i more money). Lot 
of meetings was done separately 
with woiiic, man and children to 
gauge llieir needs so lhat lliese can 
be iiicoiporaled in plans. By the 
way our son in celehniling his 
daughter's birth with lhe villagers 
donated money lo lake ciire of chil­
dren park equipment. 

At preseiii 84 homes arc fully 
completed. Remaining 30 houses 
will be completed in one niontli. By 
the way we have promised five 
years ol' our time I'or the cause of 
SuLsardliam infrastructure and train 
the folks io run Iheir own alTairs 
aftcAv.irds if villagers are willing. 
Even now we do things differenUy. 
We only provide guidance, direc­
tion information, and talk lo aullior-
ilics on Iheir liehalf villagers diem-
selves have to do ever>' tiling else. 
So far wc have collected and spent 
$110,000 equivalent in Indian 
nipecs and US dollars. For oilier 
infra stmcture we will need addi­
tional niiniiiium of 150,0(30 dollars. 
Excluding villagers labor cost. 

The story is nol complete yet and 
it can not be completed by us as it 
could be further written and will be 
revised many limes in future by us 
and residents of Sursardliam 
togcdier and of course your input 
who lu-e reading this wil l be most 
valuable in lemis of help be it finan-
ciid, emotional or suggestive. 
Hence your input in any form will 
be valuable and will be waited and 
adopted if is consented by residents.

• Used crayons in the "pallet" 
colors of their particular sea­
son to carelully plan their 
design. 

• Transferred their design to a 
6X6 ceramic tile. 

• Painted three layers of 
ceramic glaze, following their 
plan. Ceramic glaze does not 
always look like the color it 
will be when it is fired so it 
was important tor the stu­
dents to follow their colored 
design and to make sure 
there were three layers on 
each color. 

• Parents and staff volunteers 
then helped to clean the bot­
toms of each tile when the 
students were finished, 
checking each one before 
they went into the kiln for fir­
ing. 
The tiles were then fired in 
the school kiln for two days 
at eight hours a day Each 
load was approximately 65 
tiles and they took 24 hours 
to cool down.

A lot 
of that was from cominuniiy 
input. Thai doesn't mean thai 
everybody in Novi wanicd one 
high school, I'm well aware of 
lhal, but i i seemed ilial ihe 
majority of the people preferred 
lo try to i i al one high school, 
which is why we weni ihe direc­
lion we did. We would go back 
to ihal process again, bul in my 
mind il really wouldn't necessar­
ily be what I would wanl that's 
imporlani, it's what ihe commu­
nity would wanl at ihal poinl. I 
don't see ihat happening because 

I think the homework was done 
prelly well and there would have 
lo be a dramatic change in demo­
graphics I Ihink lo have lhat high 
school nol be able lo sustain the 
cnvollmeni ihrough 2010. By 
that liine ihe city wi l l be built 
oul. 

Dave Brown- I ihink that is 
nol an issue lhat w i l l lie facing 
lhc Novi School Dislricl . We 
have built a building lhal can 
accept 700 more sludenls and il's 
going io be maybe 10 or 12 years 
before anylhing like lhal would 
be a challenge wc would be con­
sidering. 1 question whether 
there is enough vacani land in 
Novi for u.s' even lo ever have 
2,400 high school sludenls in llie 
Novi High School. I f i l reaches 
2,400 in any consideralion lo go 
10 .3,000, then I Ihink we would 
have lo seriously consider the 
consiruciion of a second high 
school. When you gel close lo 
3,000, your sciiool w i l l be too 
big. Because of lhc prescnl 
rcduclion in expansion and 
growlh, whal did we have this 
last year, maybe an increase of 
30 or 30 students at lhc high 
school, if you sirelch lhal oul for 
10 years, we slill have enough 
rooiTI because of ihe capaciiy of 
lhc prescnl high school. Wc 
increased i t so we could take six 
10 seven hundred more students. 
Hopefully wc have prepared 
enough now for the future for 
lhal to nol be an issue we have lo 
consider for 10 lo 12 years.

Carol E l f r ing - I ihink bolh, 
the Novi Cominuniiy Schools 
and Delroil Cjitholic Cenlral are 
obviously excellent educalioniil 
oppoilunilics for sludenls and I 
think lhat wc provide certain 
advanlages lo sludenls as does 
Calholic Cenlral. 1 really don'l 
sec a loi changing, you m;iy liave 
a few more sludenls iillending 
Calholic Cenlral now because 
il's a loi closer and logislically i l 
mighl be ciisier for parenls lo 
send ihere sons Ihere. I ihink 
anyone who chooses lo send 
there sons lo Calholic Cenlral 
wi l l make there decisions for llie 
same reasons they did before, so 
i don'l Ihink il 's going lo dra-
nialically change ihe decision 
making I'or people.

I f ihere were 
no charge lo go there, I ihink i l 
would be an issue and i l w i l l 
make i l difficult for us. Anolher 
factor thai we have lo lake inlo 
consideralion is because il isn't a 
school for bolh boys and girls, it 
w i l l make less of an impacl on 
our community. If thai does draw 
people lo move lo Ihis communi­
ty, i l is going io fill up our vacant 
space even more, so it wi l l l imit 
the amounl of people who would 

move out here in atlcnding Novi 
High School. They w i l l draw

Andy Korby, an eighth grade 
student at Novi Middle School, 
lias found a game that he really 
likes. Although some may not 
consider it a sport, he certainly 
does and I'or all ol' the hard work 
he has pul inio it, he has won 10 
trophies, is ranked number one in 
lhe slate for the 17 and under 
group and is not planning on giv­
ing i l up any time .soon. 

The game in question is table 
tennis, or Ping-Pong, as most peo­
ple call it. Korby first started 
playing when he received a liible 
as a Christmas gift from his 
grandmother in 2001. Every day 

since ihen he has been in the base­
ment playing and practicing. 

"I siartcd competing afler a 
while," Korby stiid. "A few of my 
friends play and they gave me 
some directions on how to get 
into tournaments. There arc also 
Internet sites where you can learn 
more about getting into competi­
tion." 

Korby practices every day at 
home with his dad. He also has a 
robot that him feeds balls when 
his dad isn't available. All of lhat 
practice has contributed to his 
success. "You can play different 
events and get more trophies," he 
said. "It's not just one lournaiiienl 
or one event. It goes by a rating 
system, so you can get a better 

rating by winning and you can 
play higher events. You can also 
win money in some of the 
events." 

One of Korby's more meiiio-
nible wins was lhe 200.̂  Michigan 
Table Tennis Championship 
Tournamenl, which was held on 
April i and 6 in Fenton. This year 
he came home wilh tliice slate 
championship lilies for all three 
events he entered in. He won a 
First place trophy in the boys 15 
and under event, a second place 
liophy in the boys 17 and under 
event and wilh his partiieL Kevin 
Zhang I'rom Northville, won the 
Slale ChanipiQn.ship title in.lhi; 17 
and under doubles cvem. 

"My partner goes, to Northville 

Schools and we praciice together 
a lo l , " Korby said. "He has a 
brothcL bul he didn't want lo play, 
so I partnered up with him." 

From here, Korby will continue 
to compete in diffeidi l events for 
probably a long lime. The events 
thai he usually competes in lake 
place in Davison, Michigan, 
which is near the eastern border 
of Genesee County, about 10 
miles east of Flint. The next com-
pelition is near the end of next 
month. 

"When I'm competing, I most­
ly think about how I'm going to 
beat the other person, what their 
strategy is, their weaknesses, 
things like that," Korby said, 
"Another important pari is keep­

ing your paddles clean from dust 
and dirt particles, Soinelimes you 
can play against the same people 
in different events and you can 
play them in the first round in one 
event and then play against them 
in the finals in another event, so I 
try to learn their games. It makes 
it easier for me to prepare for 
lhem. I remember their sliots and 
where ihcy like to hit the ball on 
the table. It usually works unless 
they change their strategics, but I 
can easily iidjust to their styles."

For players like Hermann,

How many young children 
come up through the ranks of 
pee-wce football thinking ihey 
want to be in the National 
Fooiball League?

A n d just how many still have 
a fighting chance after playing 
college football, with the N F L 
draft approaching and the 
excitement in the air? Only a 
small percentage of those who 
dreamt about it originally. 

Novi ' s Ime Akpan is one of 
ihat small percentage. After 
collecting 1,282 yards over l l 
games for the Eastern Michigan 
University Eagles in his senior 
year, Akpan's dream is s t i l l 
alive as his numbers made him 
the third-best nmningback in 
the nation when comparing sta­

tistics. 
Even after working out for 

teams like ihc Detroit Lions 
and the Oakland Raiders, 
Akpan said that it's not so 
much the nerves that are get­
ting to him. 

" I ' m more anxious than 1 am 
nervous," he said. " I 'm anxious 
to see where I 'm going to be at 
and where I 'm going to go. 1 
can't say I 'm nervous, because 
1 know I'm going to go some­
where." 

Akpan is an impressive sight, 
standing at 6-foot-1 and tipping 
the scales at 230 pounds. His 
size is deceiving to many, as his 
speed across open ground and 
through tight holes in ihe offen­
sive line are what helped him 
bum most defenses for a 111 
yards per game average. 

Wi th the draft starting on 
Saturday and running through 
Sunday, there is a lot o f time 
for Akpan to sit back and think 
about where he ' l l go and when

his name w i l l be called. Unti l 
then, he's avoiding most of the 
mock-draft websites and just 
trying to relax. 

" I ' m just playing video 
games and hanging around 
friends," Akpan said. "I 'm try­

ing not to think about it too 
much,but it's still in my head." 

In fact, it's been something 
that has been in Akpan's head 
since he was little. A dream 
that developed while he was 
just a k id in football pads was 
stated clearly with a letter he 
wrote home from camp. 

"He wrote me a letter that 
said he wanted to win the 
Heisman and be the number 
one draft pick," Akpan 's moth­
er, Mi ld red , said. "I've been 
looking for thai letteL and I'm 
sure I ' l l find it." 

Akpan 's mother and father, 
Edward, stil l reside in Novi , 
and both are not only excited, 
but confident as we l l . 

" A lot of people have him 
going high," Mildred said. "We 
are so excited for him and we 
hope he goes the first day. This 
is what he has always wanted. 
We know he ' l l do it, but we just 
have to wait and see what hap­
pens." 

Akpan, who is set to graduate 
from Eastern this spring with a 
major in communication and a 
minor in business marketing, 
has seen the interiors of plenty 
of professional training facil i­
ties to this point. He's worked 
out for the Lions, the Raiders, 
the Seattle Seahawks, the 
C inc inna t i Bengals, the 
Minnesota Vikings, the M i a m i 
Dolphins , the Indianapolis 
Colts and the New York Giants 
—just to name a few. 

" A lot o f teams have seen 
me," A k p a n said. "I feel that I 
compare wi th everyone that are 
expected to be selected, i f not 
beat them, in all the tests I've 
done."
