Three hospital groups, includ­
ing Novi's Providence, with a 
substantial presence in Dciroii say 
they need to move ho.spital beds 
to Western Oakland County to 
remain solvent and serve the 
region's shifting population. 
Long-term opponents of the 
rcque.st counter that there arc too 
many hospital beds in a region 
already and tliiit building new 
facilities will oniy drive up med­
ical costs. 

Regardless of what (he state 
Certilicaie of Need (CON) 
Commission docs when it meets 

in Lansing June 10, the final 
answer could well be five years 
and legions of lawyers away. 

After taking nearly a full day of 
testimony on the question May 
28, commission members were 
told by Assistant Attorney 
General Ron Styka that after the 
Governor's office withdrew Jean 
Landerville's nomination to the 
CON Commission, the commis­
sion lacked authority to act. And 
even if it did have the authority, 
the provision in the Public Health 
Code that would allow it to block 
Providence, Detroit Medical 
Center and Henry Ford hospitals 
from moving beds to Novi, 
Commerce Township and West 
Bloomfield, respectively, is 
unconstitutional, according to 
Styka. 

Representatives of the Novi-
based Economic Alliance of 
Michigan urged CON members to 
vote to block the three hospitals 
from moving beds when the com-
inission meets again JufIe 10 and 
vowed court action if they don't. 

"There is no need for any new 
hospital anywhere in Michigan," 

declared Larry M-irowitz, the 
Alliance's executive direcior. The 
Alliance, which represenis 28 
business and tinion groups, has 
foughi attempts by St. John 
Health System, Providence's par­
ent organization, to move hospital 
beds to the suburbs for more than 
a decade, claiming it would only 
serve to drive up health costs. 

Stifling competition 

On ' the 
other side, 
representa­
tives of 
Providence, 
D M C and 
Henry Ford 
say the state's 
30-year-old 
CON process _ _ 
is being sub- R- Casa lou 
verted to stifle competition. 

Critics of the planned friove 
have charged repeatedly that the 
trio are abandoning the city of 
Detroit. However, Rob Casalou, 
Providence's president, noted that 
one of his institution's most vocal 

opponents, Novi-based Trinity 
Health, closed its last Detroit 
Hospital. Samaritan (Mercy 
Hospital), in 2000. 

Since 1980, Casalou added, 23 
hospitals have closed in Detroit, 
taking nearly 6,000 hospital beds 
and more than 18,000 jobs with 
them. 

Novi Mayor Richard Clark 
noted that financiaiiy-troubied 
DMC, one of only three msijor 
health care systems left in Detroit, 
announced plans to slash its 
workforce by 1,000. Commenting 
on plans by some eiiy activists to 
sue D M C to halt that plan, he 
asked. "How can you enjoin peo­
ple from going broke?" 

Improved patient care 

Bruce Muma, Henry Ford's 
medicar director for Macomb and 
Oakhind coiinties, said his institu­
tion's plans 10 move beds io West 
Bloomfield, "is a small siep for 
us, bu( from the patient's perspec­
tive, there are huge benefits. He 
noted that not only does transfer­
ring patients from Henry Ford's

West Bloomfield facility cost the 
patient between $400 and $2,000, 
but increases Ihe potential for 
medical errors. 

Nabil Khoury an eIIiergency 
room physician at West 
Bloomfield told commission 
members that transferring patients 
causes "undue stress." He added, 
"patients shouldn't have disjoint­
ed care." 

Casalou said that while Novi's 
population alone increased 43.6 
percent between 1990 and 2000, 
Western Oakland County still has 
only 4.2 percent of the hospital 
beds in the county. He noted that 
a third of Providence's admis­
sions in Southfield come from 
Novi. 

Horowitz countered there are

Novi's popular two-term mayor 
will not be making it a hat trick. 

Richard Clark announced at 
Monday's city council meeting 
that he will not be seeking a third 
two-year term. With the clock 
ticking to file for the Nov. 4 gen­
eral election, only two people, city 
council members Lou Csordas 
and Michelle Bononi, have filed 
for the mayor's seat. 

Other potential candidates have 
unfil, 4 p.m. 
Friday to 
bring in the 
signatures of 
100 Novi vot­
ers or pay the 
$100 filing fee 
for the non­
partisan elec­
tions. 

Clark's 
announce­
ment ends months of speculation 
about his future in Ihe mayor's 
office. Concerns about the 
mayor's health surfaced in 
October when he mis.sed the Oct. 
7 and 23 city commission meet­
ings. The previous spring he 
missed several city council meet­
ings and the Pontiac mayoral 
exchange as die result of some 
undisclosed medical tests. 

While acknowledging that he's 
been ill, Clark said at the 
Certificate of Need Commission 
meeting in Lansing May 27 that 
one of the prime factors in his 
decision Is a desire to spend more 
time with his family. 

In announcing his decision to 
step down, Clark observed, "If 
two temis are good enough for the 
president, it's good enough for

Spectacular. Faniasiic. 
Amazing. Brilliant. These are just 
few of Ihe exclamations heard 
from the crowd ihal braved the 
winds last Saturday to attend ilic 
First Annual Wailed Lake Italian 
Chalk Art Festival. 

The efforts of the artists were 
on display on the streets of Walled 
Lake's Historic Lakcfront District 
for all io see. In less ihan five 
hours, over 50 artists ranging in 
age from 11 lo 50, from as far 
away as Kalamazoo, produced 3-
foot-by-5-fool renderings using 
only pasiel chalk. The event was 
open io Ihe public from noon unlil 
ihe final music number of the 
evening's afterglow ceremonies, 
bul thai only begins to describe 
Ihc day and the efforts lo bring the 
event io Ihe cily. 

The Walled Lake Downtown 
Development Authority's 
Promotion Team began meeting 
wilh Huron Valley Sinai Hospital 
in Ihe fall of 2001 lo begin plan­
ning this eveni. It was designed 
from the beginning wilh the view 
of bringing a premier event lo Ihe 
Lakes Area, wilh the proceeds 
supporting Ihe expansions 
planned al the hospital. 

Yet even going back 18 nionllis 
is not enough lo appreciate Ihe 
roots of this festival. Separated by 
both time and distance, this type 
of festival hails from 16lh century 
Italy. Chalk art festivals grew out 
of a need lo bring large crowd.s lo 
showcase new ealhedrals, and it 
spawned a group of traveling 
artists whose lalenis could be seen 
in the provinces of Ilaly through­
out Ihe year. Volunteers from both 
Huron Valley Sinai Hospital and 
the Walled Lake DDA's 
Promotion Team worked nearly 
18 months to see this event 
become a reality. 

Several city blocks were closed 
to traffic, and booth spaces were 
marked Ihe night before Ihe eveni. 
Thai night gray skies were filled 
wilh ominous clouds. When Ihe 
teams began arriving Saturday 
morning, some as early as 6 a.m., 
they were greeted by a rainstorm. 
However, the rains were gone in 
time for the artists to begin, wilh 
the-added- Ijenefit • of-freshly-
clcaned Stfeeis. /• ; 

Several hours before, tlie. event 
would be open lo Ihe public, vol­
unteers, vendors and artists 
arrived lo setup. The artists were 
treated lo a morning breakfast, 
and a presentation on the history 
and influences of pastel art by Jill 
Henry (BFA in Illuslralion from 
Ihe Savannah College of Art and 
Design and an MFA in Drawing 
from Eastern Michigan 
University) and Brian Lehio (Ann 
Arbor native wilh both a BFA and 
an MFA from Wayne Stale 
University). Both accomplished 
artists were available lo the festi­
val through a grant from the 
Michigan Council for Arts, and 
the Oakland County Office of 
Arts, Culture and Film. The artisls 
were then given a box of pastel 
chalk, a bag of assorted courte­
sies, and a square of pavement on 
which lo work. As Jill and Brian 
lent their time and talents to help­
ing the artists, a team of world-

renowned ariisis began the 
process of judging Ihe works. The 
chalk artisls compeicd for prizes 
in boih amaieur/sludeni and pro­
fessional caicgories. 

As both a volunleer wilh the 
Promotions Team and an artist 
participating in the event (albeit 
of the amateur stripe), I had the 
unique opportunity lo see the day 
from both perspectives. While I 
spent Ihe majority of the day talk­
ing io the many artisls, and doing 
what I could lo attend to their 
needs, I also turned my hand al 

' recreating- a Japanese watercolor 
featuring Ihe golden leaves of 
autumn on a backdrop of a misty 
forest, al the expense of several of 
my fingertips. I quickly got the 
impression lhal the artists were 
having a wonderful lime, while 
simultaneously trying to capture 
sharp lines on uneven pavement, 
using crumbling paslcls. Every 
.irlisi I lalked lo fell the day went 
incredibly well, and were pleased 
lo lalk about ihe piece they had 
chosen io do and their personal 
stories. 

Speciaiors were simply amazed 
at the quality and diversity of the 
works on Ihe street. Artisls ranged 
from students from local schools 
and studios, professionals who

Novi city council unanimous­
ly passed il.s 2t)O3-04 budget 
May 19, but not witiiout a iasi-
niinut;; iussle over roiui funding. 

Cily Council Member Laura 
Lorcn/.o unsuccessfully argued 
ill Ijnor of adding: Dcwili Strccl 
lo Ihc city's chip seal program, al 
a cost of $28,000, and against 
planned improvcmcnls io 
Meadowbrook Î o;id. 

Council members, however, 
did ao along with her request lo 
iKkrS.-iO.ilOO lo Ihc budgcl lo 
chip seal Austin Street. 
According Cily Engineer Nancy 
MeClain. Auslin .Slrecl, a quar-
ler-niile long din road lhal 
snakes ;iround the east edge of 
SlKuvood Lake, is one of the 
city's oldest slreels. 

Berry McCuskcr, the cily's 
depariineiil of public works 
director. s:ud the $50,000 bud-
geled for chip sealing Dinser and 
Delmonl drives is essentially a 
demonslialion project lo sec how 
well the [iaving lechnic|uc will 
work in the cily. Novi still has 13 
miles of iinpaved ro;ids within 
the cily limits. McCusker (old 
council nienibers he believes 
chip .sealing these roads will 
s;ive the cily maintenance money 
in Ihc long run. 

Council member Lou Csordas 
said he was opposed lo paving 
IJin.ser and Delmonl al public 
e.xpense. "Thai's what SADs 
(special assessment dislricis) are 
I'or." he said. 

Noling that plans lo widen 
Meadowbrook Road were pari of 
an earlier failed bond issue, 
Lorenzo argued for culling ihe 
project from the cily budget. 
•"The people iiave spoken and it 
Tailed," she. .said. 

Council member Mav 
S:mglivi, who's lived in Novi Ihe 
better pari of three decades, 
declared, "llial road is a disgrace 
lo Ihc cily." He suggesled thai 
tiie porlion of ihe road north of I-
96 is in such poor shape that 

pregnant women could use it lo 
help induce labor. 

While Lorenzo argued that 
planned improvements lo 
Meadowbrook would benefit 
mainly developers who should 
share in the cost. Mayor Richard 
Clark countered thai 
Meadowbrook is in "deplorable" 
condition. "1 don't want lo see us 
back-peddling on this," he told 
council members. 

Despite concenis over the pos-
sibliiy of even greater cuts in 
state revenue sharing later this 
year, Dinser, Delmonl and 
Meadowbrook stayed on the city 
work plan and Austin got added. 

Cily Manager Rich Helwig 
assured commissioners the 
money from existing accounts 
wiliioul changing city $23.96 
million budgei. To fund Ihe 
biidgel, the ciiy agreed lo levy a 
ICMifi milliige rale. Property 
taxes, however, will generate 
just slighty more that half the 
cily's expected revenue for the 
year. 

in earlier budget workshops, 
council members chopped 
$35,000 froiTi the Parks 
Recreation and Forestry Fund 
and another $60,800 from ihe 
Planning Dcpariment, while 
adding $260,000 to the Drain 
Fund lo dredge Meadowbrook 
Lake. 

The ciiy is expecting ai least 
$4.01 million of ils budget lo 
come from Lansing in revenue 
sharing, but the slate has already 
slashed revenue sharing projec­
tions. There could be even deep­
er cuts in .stale funding laier Ihis 
year if the economy doesn'i 
rebound. 

in aiguing for the budgei, 
Clark told commissionioners, 
"There's nothing wrong with 
this economy. We simply have to 
believe in ourselves."

Bulldozers, hard hats and lots of 
dirt will all be fixtures at Novi 
High School this summer, as the 
construction season has officially 
begun. Projects ranging from the 
expansion of parking lots to the 
total remodeling of the cafeteria 
and lunchroom atrium to a brand 
new two-story building arc iakiiig 
place from now until 2005. 

According to Novi High School 
Principal Jennifer Cheal, the phi­
losophy behind all of the consU\ic-
tion stems from three charges 
made by the Novi Community 
School Di.strict's Board of 
Education: 

• to design a facility that will 
support and continue an outstand­
ing academic program within an 
iiesthetically appealing campus; 

• to strengthen career and tech­
nical programs; and 

• to focus on making "big feel 
small," 

"The community passed a bond 
in July 11 of 2001," Cheal said, 
"As the school goes grows close 10 
2,400, how do you personalize ihe 
high school? 1 think that's one 
thing we have always been very 
proud about in Novi - it is a per­
sonalized environment for our stu­
dents and wc work very hard at 
that. It's very important as we get 
larger, to maintain that," 

Taking these three charges from 
the board, Cheal put together a 
committee called the "Research 
and Design Team." It had a repre­
sentative from each of the different 
departments in the building and 
they worked with Assistant 
Superintendent of Instructional 
Services Rita Traynor in 2001. 

"The first thing we worked on 
was, what do we envision as an 
exemplary program for students in 
the year 2005, when this new facil­
ity opens," Cheal said. "We had to 
be visionaries looking ahead and 
we had lo take a look at what a lot 
of the educational best practices are 
out there at the secondary level," 

Cheal traveled and visited 12 
high schools in tlie last six weeks 
of that'school year, both in and out 
of stale, that were large schools 
with over 2,000 students to see 
how they had been designed and 
how they had been functioning. 

"I wanted to do the traveling 
during the school day because it 

was very interesting going to a 
school where they had designed 
the philosophy, but the facility 
wasn't being used to support that," 
Cheal said. "An example of a 
school like that had classroonis 
around the center hub of computer 
labs. When you went io look at ii, 
the computers had been stripped 
out of the computer lab and 
nobody was using it as a hub in 
that particular facility. There were 
study rooms off of some of the 
classrooms, but they were so 
small; you couldn't even fit a table 
in it for kids io work. This was a 
building thai had been open less 
than a year, so they had designed 
something that wasn't functional. 
We wanted to make sure that we 
didn't faii into that same trap and 
we have to first design by that phi­
losophy. We learned a lot about 
what to do and what nol to do,"-

The team came up with idea.s that 
included hands-on/real-life experi­
ences beyond and wilhin school 
walls, work-based learning and 
career development; assessment-
theoretical, practical and self; inter­
disciplinary curriculum philosophy 
and staff; student connectedness 
witIi a sense of pride and belonging 
•md common spaces and efficient 
use of technology and communica­
tion, both internal and external. 

'Those were our basic philoso­
phy pieces and then we started 
designing around that," Cheal said, 
"Obviously, when you are adding 
on to a building, you have to work 
with what you have. If we started 
from the ground up, I'm sure this 
facility would look different from 
what it is now. There is only cer­
tain things we can move or places 
we can add on." 

The Tech Center has been 
designed where the students will 
be able to have hands on experi­
ences, which the school does not 
have now. The classrooms are 
designed to allow teachers to put 
kids in groups. This, in turn, allows 
kids to work together collabora­
tively to apply the content they are 
learning and then to come back to 
a larger group setting. 

"We have more flexibility to 
have more kids working in small 
groups, whereas, if you have a 
classroom and the only way you 
can set up your desks is in straight 
rows, it doesn't allow us to do 
that," Cheal said. "If you look at 
our student service center, one 

whole wing is the career develop­
ment center, so all of these compo­
nents are designed into the 
school." 

The way it is now, Novi High 
School is organized by depart­
ment. There is a social studies 
wing, a science wing and so on, 
but the new design will ctill for 
clusters of inter-depaIlnienta) staff 
Cheal explained tllat people will 
soon see English, social studies, 
math and foreign language in clus­
ters. 

"There will be an inter-depart­
mental philo.sophy on how we are 
grouping people," Cheal said. 
"Right now we have departmental 
offices for staff, there will be four 
tetiching planning centers in the 
buildings lliat will house approxi­
mately 40 teachers per planning 
center and they will be inter-disci­
plinary as well. When teachers dia­
logue, plan together and work 
together, they will have the oppor­
tunity to dialogue cross content. 
It's easier for teachers to do that if 
they have access to each other, so 
that is being facilitated that way," 

One major aspect of the con­
struction that will be prevalent 
throughout is to personalize the 
school, "The cafeteria will be 
turned into two cafeterias, each 
serving around 400 students," 
Cheal said, "They will be open, 
well lit, they will have trees inside 
so you have green .space, benches 
and it's wireless. My vision is, in 
the future, kids can come in with 
their lab top, check their e-mail in 
the morning or finish up a project. 
It will be a real comfortable place. 
Kids need places to gather thai are 
easily supervised and that are com­
fortable for diem to be with their 
friends and still get work done." 

Starting next year, the school 
will adopt an after school tutor 
program. "We want kids to be 
here," Cheal said. "We want kids 
to feel comfortable here, we want 
Uiem 10 have good nurturing food. 
That sense of pride, that sense of 
belonging, common spaces for 
kids to gather that are light and 
comfortable and inviting and safe 
and all of those other things is 
what we want."

B i k e d u o e n t e r t a i n s , t e a c h e s

Clapping and cheering 
resounded from the gymnasium 
of Parkview Elementary ihis past 
Friday morning. A iwo-man 
hicycle siunt team, decked out in 
royal blue and black jerseys with 
'Perfection on Wheels' printed in 
big, while letters on the back, 
performed BMX bike stunts and 
taught the kids about bike safety 
and healthy living. 

"Il all started with me showing 
off on my bike and grew from 
there," said Bill Nitschkc, who 
has been performing bike stunts 
for 23 years. "lis fun and it gives 
us a job. Wc get to do something 
that we love to do and have fun 
for a living." 

Nitscbke and Derek 
Dudelsion, a 12-year veteran of 
Ihc sport, performed two types of 
stunts for the sludenls - Hal land 
and ramp riding. 

Nitschke started off the assem­
bly wiih two rules for the kids: 
pay attention and have fun. If the 
rules were followed, the team 
would perform their dangerous 
and difficuli grand finale. The 
rules were followed exactly. 

Dudelsion started off ihc event 
by showing several different 
stunts and progressed in difficulty 
as he went along. Soon he was 
twisting his bike at odd angles and 
executing jumps off of the ramp. 

Next, Nitschke performed 
tricks on his bike, twirling it 
around while standing on v.vious 
.spots of the bike, all the while 
smiling and waving at the kids 
iind flashing them a Iliumbs-up 
sign. 

After several more tricks, the 
duo stopped and talked to the slu­
denls for about five minutes. 
Nitschke iold of how he became 
involved with ihe sport at age 10. 
As he told his story, Dudelsion 
acted out ihc story on his bike in 
the background. Nitschke 
encouraged the kids to practice 
sports safety and wear a helmet. 

Nitschke ended his talk by say­
ing, "Guys and girls, Derek and I 
would be dead today if we didn't 
wear our helmets because we've 
made some pretty bad crashes." 

Soon the team was performing 
more stunts, while the students 
sat, u-ansfixed on every move the 
bikers made. After both men dis­
played more of their skills, 
Nitschke addressed the students 

again. 
He began his talk wiih asking 

the kids to raise their hand if they 
had a dream of what they wanted 
to be when they grew up. Every 
hand was raised. He then told the 
kids that no matter what they 
wanted io be when they grew up, 
they needed to practice at it to 
become better. Then' he told a 
story of how he was offered 
drugs in sixth grade but refused 
them.

S h i f t i n g b e d s w o n ' t c u r e h e a l t h c a r e c r i s i s 

There':s no doubt about the serious cri­
sis in the Detroit health care .system. Bul 
one proposal under consideration - allow­
ing Detroit ho.spiiaLs to build new beds at 
their facilities in the suburbs - is not Ihe 
reiliedy. 

The issue has caused an enormous stir 
in recent weeks. 

Hospitals .serving the city of Detroit -
Deiroit Medical Center, Henry Ford 
Health System and St. John Health 
System - are losing money largely 

: because most of their patients are either 
covered by low-reimbursement Medicaid 
or entirely uninsured. D M C recently 
precipitated the crisis by announcing 
$300 million in los.scs over the past five 
years and threatening lo lay off more 
than 1.000 staff and close units at 
Detroit Receiving and Hulzcl Ho.spitals. 

The Detroit hospiials say in order to 
survive they must improve their mix of 
patients, which is an elegant way of .say­
ing they want to move hospital beds to 
their suburban sites where patients have 
better-paying insurance plans. 

Other hospitals, including systeins like 
Beaunloni and Trinity Health, as well a.s 
local independent hospitals such as 
Farniington's Botsford, are furiously 
lobbying against this idea. Allowing the 
Detroit outfits to move 300 ho.spilal beds 
into ihcir suburban markets would drain 
more than .$60 inillion from their annual 
revenue stream, they claim. Moreover, 
building 300 new beds represents an 
enonnous capital investment, one that 
may not be needed in relatively well-
served suburban communities. 

For the latest on this issue, please 
see our lead story on the front 
page. 

Included in the plan to transfers hos­
pital beds to the suburbs is a proposal by 
St. John's to build a new hospital in Novi 
at Providence Park. 

All this comes to a head next week 
when the state's Certificate of Need 
Coillmission, whose job is lo decide 
what hospital facilities will get built and 
where, is set to rule on an esoteric provi­
sion of Public Act 619, pas.sed in a lame 
duck session of ihe legislature last year. 
That provision would allow three health 
care systems - D M C , Henry Ford and St. 
John - to transfer hospital IJeds to their 
suburban sites without the state's O K . 

We have no doubt that the Detroit hos­
pitals are facing a genuine crisis, and 
allowing Receiving or Hutzel to close 
plainly would be a disaster. But allow­
ing a piecemeal fix to a critical need in 
the entire health care system makes little 
sense. State leaders should be looking 
for a more comprehensive solution, 
which is the purpose behind the certifi­
cate of need process in the first place. 

Other metropolitan areas around the 
country - Chicago and Denver, particu­
larly - have faced similar health care 
problems in the past. Their solution has 
been to create a unified regional health 
care system that serves under-insured or 
uninsured patients in urban areas. In 
some cases, such systems are financed 
by a "lax" on hospitals throughout the 
state; in others, a regional levy on tax­
payers has provided the funds. 

One of the reasons Detroit hospitals 
want to be allowed to shift hospital beds 
to the suburbs just now is their calcula­
tion that neither the legislature nor 
Governor Granholm have the political 
will to consider a more comprehensive 
solution. They recognize the stopgap 
program under consideration is not a 
perfect solution, but they figure it's the 
only one that they can get through the 
political system. 

This is silly. The only way to get law­
makers to take a wider view of health 
care is for the C O N Commission to 
block the shift in beds, thereby forcing 
our political leaders to consider the 
future of health care in Michigan as a 
whole and over the long term. 

The prospect of having more full-serv­
ice hospitals operating in our suburban 
backyards may sound attractive. But il 
won't look so good if it penalizes exist­
ing hospitals, costs hundreds of millions 
o f dollars in additional buildings and 
equipment, drives up health care expens­
es and health insurance premiums for us 
all.

Even before 
Uic inic on die President's signature wiis dry, 
however, folics in Lansing were .squabbling over 
how to spend die one-time windfall. What a sur-

Gov. Jennifer Granholm 

w.inls to ciUTTiark about half 
for Medicaid benefits for low-
income Michiganders and 
reserve .some more as a cush­
ion for the state School Aid 
Fund. But Senate Majority 
Leader Ken Sikkema 
announced — "announced," 

i not "proposed" — dial $3.% 
million would be used to fully 
fund the Michigan Merit 
Award program. 

Somediing like half of die 
graduating high school seniors 
in Michigan score well enough 
on die Michigan EducaUonal 
Assessment Program iesi to win die $2,5(X) 
Merit scholarship to college. Over die program's 
first diree years, nearly 150,(XX) students have 
applied for die awards — a large and poliucally 
significant consutuency 

Those widi long memories (or diose who 
recendy had kids in high school) will remember 
how die Merit Award program got started. 
Esscndally, it was a bribe ginned up by former 
Gov. John Engler to encourage high school sen­
iors to take die MEAP. Engler was facing a 
growing boycott against die MEAP. Parents and 
kids alike complained dial students were being 
tested till Uiey dropped — regular school exams 
and college entrance tests such as die SAT and 
ACT. For diem, die MEAP was die straw diat 
broke die camel's back. 

Teachers joined in, complaining diey were 
expected to take extra time in class to teach to 

P h i l P o w e r 

die test. And die percentage of shidents taking 
die MEAP — especially in college-bound dis-
Uicls like Birmingham, Farmington and East 
Lansing — plummeted. For diose who felt die 
MEAP was a vital device in reforming ihe 
schools because ii assessed what kids were actu­

ally learning out of die high 
school curriculum, collapse of 
die test would have been a dis­
aster. Hence, universal approval 
for die Michigan Merit Award 
— especially when times were 
flush. 

But evidence began piling up 
diat much of the scholarship 
money was going to kids whose 
families really didn't need it. 
Stories circulated about parents 
taking die Merit money and 
using it to buy care for dieir kids 
when diey headed off for col­
lege. And some people began 
complaining dial public money 
was being used to subsidize kids 

who were going to go to college anyway — "an 
entidement program for die upper middle class" 
was die chaige. 

Maybe so, but there was a lot of gmmbling 
when Gov. Granhohh proposed a budget that 
radically cut back die scholarships from $2,500 
to $500, citing Michigan's budget woes and 
aiguing diat die poor and elderly weic being hard 
hit by tough times. And Sen. Sikkema, sensing a 
natural consuhIency out diere, staited saying that 
restoring fiill funding for die scholarships was 
Ihe (jOP's biggest legisladve priority. 

There are diree diings to be said about all this. 
First, using a one-time windfall fmm die feds 

to fund a continuing piogIam such as ihe Merit 
Awards makes no sense at all. The scholarships 
have been funded up to now ftom Michigan's 
share of the tobacco settiement money, a cash 
distribution dial should last for many years. The 

current funding practice properly matches a 
long-term slate obligation widi a long-term 
.source of funding. It should not be changed. 

Second, if die MEAP test is in fact as good 
indicator of pupil performance in school as 
everybody says, it's ridiculous for state universi­
ties and employers not to ask about MEAP 
results on dieir admission applications and job 
interview sheets. 

Third, if die state budget is as tight as Gov. 
GraIiholm says and if maintaining die Merit 
Award scholarships is as important to die 
Republicans in the legislaWre as Sen. Sikkema 
avers, die obvious tiling to do is work out a way 
to means test die program. Kids from wealUiy 

• families might get a token $500 scholarship, 
plus die recognition tiiat goes widi receiving a 
Michigan Merit Award. Kids fiom poorer fami­
lies might get die whole $2,500 ride, which just 
might be die difference between going to col­
lege and getting a job. 

Overall, a means tested program would cost 
tiie state a lot less dian die full $2,500 Award, 
and continuing die program helps sustain 
MEAP participation and rewards kids who do 
well in school- A convenient aspect of tiiis pro­
posal is diat kids applying to college are already 
filling out family income statements to qualify 
them for scholarships or student loans, so diere's 
no extra papefwoIk to do. 

I realize diis suggestion has die fatal (in 
Lansing, at least) drawback of being a common 
sense way to get die job done. But, who knows? 
Maybe our political leaders will have come back 
firom dieir big bash on Mackinac Island widi 
their heads cleared enough to see dial common 
sense sometimes works.

me. Wc live in a repuliiic ;ind ii 
was never niy office; il vtas 
yours and you sinipiy loaned ii 
io me for a lilllc while." 

Declaring himself lo be a 
small Republican, Clari; said, "1 
firmly believe thai bojirds and 
commissions siiould change on 
a somewhat regular basis." 

He said that while he had 
many reasons for not running 
again, il was still a hard deci­
sion. He insisted that his health 
problems was "not the primary 
reason." 

Clark said it'.s been "an honor 
and a privilege" lo be Novi'.s 
mayor, but now it's someone 
else's turn to 
take a crack 
at it. 

Csordas, 
who was the 
first candi­
date to 
declare for 
the mayor's 
scat, said 
he's been 
asking the 
mayor since 
January about his plans. 

However, ho added, the 
mayor's decision not lo seek re­
election has not altered his cam­
paign plans. He said .that he had 
held off his announcement as 
long as possible out of respect 
for Clark, but finally decided he 
had to commit April 21. 

Csordas, an insurance e.xecu-
tive in Troy, has been on the 
council since 1999. Prior to 
election to city council he 
served on a variety of boards, 
most recently as chairman of the 
Novi Planning Commission. 

He'll be squaring oil against 
fellow city council member 
Michelle Bononi, an environ­
mental planner with the 
Washtenaw County Drain 
Commission. 

Bononi was also first elected 
to the city council in 1999. She 
threw her hat in the ring for the 
mayor's race a week after 
Csordas. A longtime community 
activist, Bononi, among other 
things, has .served as president 
of the hi.storical commission 
and as a member of the Townc 
Center Steering Commlltcc. 

"There's been all kinds of 
speculation," offered Bononi. 
"Now it's a whole new ball 
game." However, she said the 
core issues of city finances and 

the future of the city's undevel­
oped areas will remain the 
same. 

St. Rep. Craig DeRoche, who 
left city council last fail to take 
his .seat in Lansing, agreed that 
the issues remain the same, but 
added the mayoris decision dra­
matically changes the political 
land.scapc. He noted that Bononi 
and Csordas are the "highest 
profile candidates I can think 
of." Although he said he hasn't 
heard of anyone else consider­
ing a run lor the mayor's job, 
DeRoche noted, "Novi has a 
history of people filing close to 
llic deadline, so I would not rule 
out anything." 

With Csordas and Bononi 
st|uaririg off for the city's top 
job. that leaves only one incum­
bent for Ihe three seats up for 
grabs on cily council this fall. 
Dr. M;iv Singhvi was appointed 
lo the council in January to the 
seat vacated by DeRoche 

Three others have filed for 
cily council seats, including 
Novi Planning Commission 
Cliairnian Anionia Nagy, Novi 
Planning Commission Member 
Lyn Paul and former Novi 
police officer Bob Gall. 

Novi political watchers sug­
gest that things will remain rela­
tively rjuicl until afier the city's 
Aug. ."i primary dale. After that, 
things are expected to heat up. 

Both Nagy and Paul support­
ed Clark in his last election bid. 
.Sanghvi, a retired physician, 
was president of the Novi 
Rotary Cluh prior to being 
appointed lo the city commis­
sion. The Rotary Club, along 
with the Novi Lions, is one of 
the largest and most active serv­
ice clubs in the city. Gall is 
widely seen as having the same 
no-nonscn.se straight-oul-of-the-
chute style as Csordas. 

With no real nail to hang their 
hats on, Clark's possible 
endorsements are being eyed as 
a key to the late summer run-up 
to the fall election. 

Saying that he's always 
worked "for the long-term best 
interests of the community," 
Clark said he'll be leaving 
office certain "Ihe city is in 
good hands in the future."

Jobless benefits to continue 

Some 95,000 more jobless 
Michigan workers will qualify for 
federal unemployment benefits as 
they use up their state benefits from 
June through the end of the year. 

President Bush signed legislation 
May 28 extending the federal 
Temporary Extended 
Unemployment Compensation 
(TEUC) program for anotlier seven 
months. The program had been 
scheduled to end May 31. 

TEUC twnefits are paid to work­
ers who exhaust their state unem­
ployment benefits. The program 
pays an unemployed worker up to 
13 weeks of federal jobless benefits 
•it the same weekly rate ihey cbWcct-
ed in state benefits. 

The prognim began in March 

2002 and was continued in January 
2003. Since tlie TEUC prograni 
started, Michigan's Bureau of 
Workers' and Unemployment 
Compensation has paid out $662.7 
million in TEUC to some 228,600 
jobless workers.

Every year when my friend Roz 
picks her first batch of strawberries, 
we celebrate with a fresh shawter-
ly daiquiri. Il is tradition. Tiic after­
noon is spent reminiscing and 
lelaxiiig. 

When it is lithe to leave, I am 
presented widi a bag of bem'cs. For 
variety, 1 like to use the stniwbcnies 
on cereal, eat plain as a low-cal 
snack, and of course, bake a batch 
of bi.scuits and whip some (iesh 
cream for strawbeiry shortcake. 
There is nolliing quite so wonderful 
as a couple of shortcakes spn;ad 
witii butler, siiioliiered with fresh 
cmshcd smiwbcmcs and slathered 
witli fresh cream - for dinner. I 
have been known to do this. 
Sometimes I'll have .ui ear of fresh 
com and a few sliced tomatoes first. 
Soiiictimes I won't. 

Strawbenies arc taken for grant­
ed because of their availability. 
However, they have only been cul­
tivated for a short period. Tlicy are 
a recent development resulting 
from the cross bn̂ cding of small 
wild American slrawbenies with a 
juicy Chilean variety 

Strawben-ies have multiple uses. 
Pureed as a sauce, blended witII 
yogurt' fofcold .soup, iiiixed widi 
salad greens in a soUllli-brcrushed, 
their fragrant essence'is prized the 
world over The (irinic .season for 
strawbenies is now, late spring to 
c.irly summer. 

Choose beirics widi a unifomi 
let! color and green, moist hull. The 
larger the container, the more

chance die berries will be cmshed 
by tlieir own weight and damaged. 

Smiwbenries are high in vitamin 
C and low in calorics. A 3-ounce 
portion contains only 30 calories. 
Do nol wa.sh berries until you are 
ready to use them. Washing ahead 
of time is asking for mold. Remove 
Ihc stem unless it is needed for dec­
orative purposes. 

Strawberries provide, in fny esti­
mation, die most dramatic presenta­
tions. A huge glass bowl filled to 
the brim accompanied with a 
honey-cream cheese dip, brown 
sugar and whipped cream is a sim­
ple, delicious and elegant dessert. A 
silver Uay filled with white and 
dark chocolate dipped shawbenies 
is another suggestion. For a sump­
tuous cocktail, add a strawberry to a 
glass of white wine or champagne. 

Shawberries are rarely cooked 
except for preserves. There is nodi-

ing that compares to homemade 
su-dwbenyi jam, freshly baked bread 
and creamy butter. Blueberries lU-e 
likely the next most popular 
"beny". They are commonly eaten 
raw or baked in pies or tiiniovcrs. 
Bluebemes, like strawberries, 
make a wonderful cold soup. 
Ra.spbeiTies and die not-so-coni-
nion blackberries are classified as 
muldple fiiIits. They are made up of 
many liny segments, each of which 
contains a seed. Tliese txmes iu-e al 
dieir best plain or with just a sprin­
kle of sugar. All shiu'e a common 
peak season, summer. 

Choose fruit Uiat is vibrant and 
deep in color. Keeping die ben-ies in 
small containers will assure a less 
damaged product. Check for mold 
or rot. The benies should be dry 
and fairly firm. Avoid mushy and 
loo-soft fmit. Wash berries jusl 
prior to service. Refrigerate loosely 
wrapped for up to diree days after 
purchasing. All benies freeze well, 
Wash and dry diem well. Place on a 
cookie .sheet in one layer and freeze 
until solid. They freeze die best in 
plastic bags. Remove and u.se as 
needed. 

Berries dial are frozen are prima­
rily good for sauces as die slmcture 
changes after freezing. The follow­
ing recipe can be used widi any of 
your favorite berries. The fmit vine­
gar and liquor may be omitted but 
diey are flavor enhancers. The .soup 
is low c.ilorie and low fat. Serve as 
a firet course or a main light meal. 
If made ahead of time, store in a

Ceridian olfers customers a confidcn-
lial ediics hotline, operated lU'ound die 
clock fnini its office near Philadelphia, 
l-.niployers will pay a set fee per employ­
ee for Ceridian to be on call so nervous 
workers c.an rcpon anydiing from sus­
pected accounting in-egularilies to 
cniixv.zlement to sexual harassment 
without fear of reprisals. 

Ccridkm said the new senice is being 
offered lo help publicly traded compa­
nies comply widi the Sartianes-Oxley 
Act. giving employees a safe place to 
vent suspicions of wrongdoing. A 
spokeswoman said complaints will be 
passed along to die company; Ceridian 
will not keep a record of complaints or 
do .iny followup. 

"Organiz.itions Uiat u.se Ceridian's 
Ethics Hodinc will have a proper venue 
for whistle-bloweî . thus reducing the 
probability lhal an employee will instead 
escalate a concern to the media, lawyers, 
stockholders, board members or govern­
ment agencies," Ceridian's rclea.se 
announcing the service said. 

Employees might be skeptical about 
the \-aluc of complaining about corporate 
wrongdoing when the complaint is rout­
ed right back io ihe alleged wTongdocrs. 
Bui at least someone will answer the 
ftaie.

They've put out fires at the altar, 
fashioned corsages on the fly, ironed 
bridesmaid dresses at the last minute 
and taken drastic action to keep the 
mother of the bride from walking 
out of her shoes on her way down 
the aisle. 

They carry wedding-day emer­
gency kits including such items as 
smelling salts, aspirin, Band-Aids, 
corsage pins, pantyhose, a sewing 
kit, shoe polish, tissues, breath mints 
— as one wedding director said, 
"You name it and it's probably in the 
box." 

"You have to be ready for any­
thing." said wedding planner Linda 
Parrish of Henderson County, Ind. 

Nancy Long, another Henderson 
County planner, is well served by 
the experience she's gained after 
handling more than 250 weddings. 

About 30 minutes before the start 
of one of Long's weddings, a blaze 
erupted in a candelabra of artificial 
and fresh greenery at ihe altar. "One 
of ihe groomsmen and I were stand­
ing about 3 feet away," she recalls. 

"The fire was shooting up in the air 
and was falling on the floor." 

Luckily a fire extinguisher was 
close at hand and ihings were quick­
ly brought under control. 

"ll only aged me 20 years," Long 
said. "The mother of the bride was 
in there helping and she was just so 
calm and cool.

"They have a tendency to steal the 
show sometimes," Parrish said. 

There are "millions and millions 

of tips" to help the bridal party, 
Clark said. 

"It's alwiiys a good idea for the 
bride not to u.se a different hair color 
and fnakeup job and to not wear 3-
inch heels if she's not used lo wear­
ing them," she advises. 

"The last thing you want is your 
groom to look at you and say, 'My 
go.sh. who's that'.'"' 

Despite having lots of experience 
and attempting to prepare for any­
thing, Parrish said she still gets "but­
terflies in her stomach" on the wed­
ding day, but she doesn't let it show. 

"1 want the bride and her parents 
to feel al ease," she said. 

"Thai's my job, and if they think 
I'm not comfortable, things are not 
going to run smoothly." 

Long adopts that same altitude 
and has learned lhat a smile and a 
laugh go a long way toward putting 
people at ease and making members 
of the wedding party feel comfort­
able — starting with the night of the 
rehearsal. 

"That way I know that come the 
day of the wedding, I'm not going to 
have a problem," she said. 

Clark said there's one more little 
detail that's high up on the list of 
ihings to check on well before the 
ceremony goes off: The wedding 
license. 

"It is so often overiooked. You 
don't want to get to the night before 
the wedding and not have the 
license," she said. 

"Without that, nobody will per­
form the ceremony and that wrecks 
everything. You can forget most any­
thing else, but not that."

Because of Alzheimer's disease, Edward 
Birkner lliinks his wife Elizabedi is his sister, or 
maybe die maid. He stmggles to finish sen­
tences. But he siill has his moments. 

Last October, Birkner, 83, wandered from his 
beachfront condo in Madeira Beach, Fla., with $9 
and an American Express card in his pocket. He 
.somehow managed to get to Tampa International 
Airpotl, where he bought a cheap ticket lo New 
York City, pretty much making a beeline toward 
his summer home just north of die city. 

At LiiGuardia Airport, his odyssey look a 
delour Maybe he gave jumbled directions lo a 
cabbie. Maybe a willing stranger gave him ride, 
dien got fed up widi his confusion. 

In any event, he ended up on die shoulder of 
the Connecticut Turnpike, 1,200 miles from 
home, shivering in his short-sleeves. 

Birkner's journey — aside from its resource­
ful cross-counuy scope — typifies a common 
yearning among people widi serious dementia. 
They want to "go home," even though they're 
already home. Tliey fixate on a destination, bul 
have no idea where it really is. 

What saved Birkner was a diin silver ID 
bracelet wrapped around his left wrist, courte-sy 
of the Safe Return program run by the 
Alzheimer's Association. 

The bracelet listed a 24-hour hotline. 
Association computers immediately identified 
Birkner, where he lived, what medications he 
needed and whom to contact if he got lost. 

Widiin hours, his son from Massachusetts 
drove to Connecticut and picked him up. 

Sixty percent of people widi dementia eventu­
ally wander, says Gloria Smitii, direcior of die 
association's Florida Gulf Coa.st Chapter. "They 
can be miles away in a matter of miniiles. These 
folks can really cook." 

Odier identification programs may list a wan­
derer's name md address, which can work if 
home is nearby and die caregiver is available. 
The Safe Return bracelet works anywhere in die 
country. 

Since il began 10 years ago, die Safe Return 
prograni has enrolled 100,000 people. About 
8,000 have wandered far enough for smIngers to 
call in and report diem lost. 

TTie program costs a one-time fee of $40, 
whicTi'lncIû es die bITicelet, ID idgstbr cloUiihg 
and advice on modifying homes io reduce Wiin-
dering. 

Glitzier, more expensive prevention systems 
also have hit die market, including motion sen­
sors for doors and windows, electronic alarms 
and a watch-like wrist band diat emits a radio 
signal, traceable up to a mile away by someone 
canying a receiving antenna. 

TTiose who can afford it can even uack down 
dieir loved ones widi satellites. GPS systems can 
be strapped on a wanderer's wrist. It looks like 
watch and can pinpoint a person's location down 
lo a few yards. The one-time cost is about $400, 
plus a montiily service charge between $25 and 
$35.

The request doesn't come dial often but when 
it does. Dr. David Tobin carefully explains die 
risks of cosmetic surgery to die woman who 
diinks she can no longer live witii her ugly feet. 

Yes, feet. "1 uy to discourage it, but if some­
body wants it done, that's dieir choice," says 
Tobin, a suigeon widi Carolina Foot Specialists, 
which has offices in Raleigh, Cary, Duriiam and 
Clayton, N.C. 

Blame it on society's obsession widi all things 
superficial, but a growing number of women are 
braving surgery in order lo slip perfect feet into 
summer sandals. They're opting for elective, 
nonessential procedures, including bunionec-
tomies, hammertoe cotrections and toe shorten­
ing and lengthening. 

Most foot patients, including 99 percent of 
Tobin's, go under die knife only because dieir 
conditions have become painful and disabling. 
But dial 1 percent just want nice-looking feet. 

In New York City, where style often UiImps 
substance, fashion slaves are making cosmetic 
foot surgeries routine. So much so, that Dr. Stuart 
Mogul, a pediatric surgeon in Manhattan, has 
developed a specialty niche. 

"I've seen a very large increase. The interest is 
definitely diere," Mogul says. "In Manhattan 
there's a pedicurist or manicurist on almost every 
block. There's a good deal of attention, time and 
a lot of money people spend on making dieir feet 
beautiful." 

Mogul stresses diat he only performs proce­
dures that don'i compromise a foot. 'There's a 
small window where you can make changes to 
the foot without changing the function of the 
fool." 

Feet, after all, were never intended to be 
crammed into stiletto sandals. Bearing die weight 
of an adult body is taxing enough widiout die 
contortions and imbalances fashionable shoes 
can demand. Many an odierwise insignificant 
bunion has been exacerbated by high heels, cre­
ating, ironically, a foot diat's uglier — and 
painful. 

But the Hue fashionista has a logic all her own. 
and the quest for beauty is insatiable.

There are times when Kerrlc's 
mind resembles a mincneld. 

"My mind races constantly. I 
can't turn it off," Kerrie says. 
"When I'm having a panic 
attack, I feel like I'm gonna die. 
It overtakes your whole body." 

In an attempt to thwart the 
attacks, Kerrie, a Stuart, Fla., 
resident in her early 40s, holes 
up in her home like a hermit. 

"I was totally anti-social and 
[. would not leave my house for 

weeks at a time," she says. 
"There have been times thai 

everything in my house that 
was edlible was gone and l 
wouldn't eat for two or three 
days. I didn't even answer the 
phone when I had really had 
periods of it." 

Kerrie suffers from agora-
phobia, a fear of public places. 
Hers is one of the myriad mani­
festations of chronic anxiety. 
Caused by chemical imbalances 
in the brain, the condition 
seizes its victims with an 
onslaught oflrrational thoughts. 

" Advances in treatment and 
medicine have made life more 
manageable, and increase in 
public awareness has removed 
degrees of its stigma. Still, it is 
not a topic for casual conversa­
tion. 

"Mental illness," says Kerrie, 
"is not easy to discuss -— at a|l." 

Miami Dolphins running back 
Ricky Williams has openly 
addressed his bout with Social 
Anxiety Disorder. It rendered 
him so uncomfortable with 
attention off the field that he'd 
don his helmet during inter­
views. The condition left hiin 
with a debilitating fear of social 
interaction, lie admitted, to the 
point that he withdrew from 

loved ones. 
Self-loathing is a common side 

effect of SAD, says Dr. Dominic 
"Zack" Zacchco, a Stuart psy­
chologist who lias treated many 
patients with anxiety disorders. 

"You can't make a social faux 
pas if you don't go out," 
Zaccheo says of an anxiety 
patient's reasoning. "Something 
could happen, might happen, 
and they're not in control." 

What fsanxioty? 

• Social Anxiety Disorder: An 
excessive seli-consciousnfess in 
everyday stKial situations. 

• Generalized Anxiety Disorder: A 
chronic anxiety that fills one's 
mind with exaggerated worry and 
tension. 

• Agoraphobia: Fear of about 
being in public places or involved' 
in s'ltuations where escape might 
be difficult.

,No| longer abl^ to blaIne his 
inlerview avoidaince'aiid last-
minute cancellations of speaking 
engagements on the "shyness" 
that embodied his childhood, 
Williams contacted a counselor 
who clued him in to the condi-
tion. He credits counseling and 
medication _ specifically Paxil _ 
with helping him recover. He 
shares his struggles with Social 
Anxiety Disorder on his Web 
site, www.runrickyrun.com. 

For people wrestling with 
chronic anxiety, simply discov-
ering that it is a legitimate dis-
order means a great deal. 

A smile belies the hurt suf­
fered by Patrick Mills, 42, of 
Stuart. "They call it.the dark 
days," he says. 

Mills won the school spirit 
award as a high school senior, 
hut when a car accident claimed 
his sister's life that same year, it 
robbed him of his vibrancy. 

Mills, who's bipolar and suf­
fers froin depression, anxiety 
and schizophrenia, spent years 
in and out of institutitins and 
group homes and even attempt­
ed suicide. He credits 
Christianity, companions, coun-
.scling and medication with help­
ing him recover enough to real-, 
izc his current independence — 
living alone in an apartment 
paid for with state assistance. To 
express his gratitude, he gives 
the gift of laughter. 

The clean comedian cracks up 
audiences at area churches, per­
forming material he's amassed 
over his lifetime. 

"I don't steal jokes," he says, 
"I just rind ones that need 
homes." 

But despite the laughter and 
the gags, the chronic anxiety 
remains, " l can't even drive to 
ichurch witHbt|0th|tfear of get­

t i n g in an accfdeiii or getting 
*killed." 

When panic attacks pound 
him, he retreats to the quiet of 
his parked car to pray and play 
Christian music. It's impossible, 
says Mills, to separate his 
progress from his belief in God. 
Yet it frustrates him that simple 
scenarios make his nerves jump 
like live wires while public 
speaking — most people's great­
est fear — fails to faze him. 

"I can do stand-up in front of 
a couple hundred people and not 
have any anxiety at all," he says. 
"But it's the panic attacks that 
scare nic. I tell God, 'Let me 
have one before or after (a per­
formance), but not during.'"

When Hayes Paschal, 16, jogs through 
his Memphis neighborhood, he stops traf­
fic. Sh-apped to his legs are springy con­
traptions diat look like something out of 
"Star Wars." 

With diem, he can leap half a car length 
at a time, hanging in the air like a deer, or 
overtake any jogger, approaching from 
behind With a breathtaldng "tap, tap, tap" 
.ind 'disappearing down 'a street so qdickly 
one couldn't be siire what just passed. 

He'd be great for pickup basketball since 
he can jump about 5 feet straight up — on 
top of die 18-inch-high platform upon 
which he stands. 

Paschal's toy is a set of Powerisers, also 
described as jumping stills. They're com­
posed of fiberglass springs, in die form of 
large, narrow arcs tipped witii rubber pads. 
Each arc has a padded knee and leg brace 
made of aluminum and a platform with 
two lock-and-release straps for die foot. 
The device for an adult is about 3 feet tall. 
A child's model is about half dial size with 
double knee braces. 

They allow an adult to jump as high as 6 
feet and leap as far as 9 feel. 

Paschal first saw them on T V in 
September. 'Ten or 15 people were mn-
ning across a stage flipping and jumping 
high, and I liked ii righi off," he said, "li 
seemed like die coolesi tiling in die worid." 

He lakes diem out iwo or diree times a 
week. 

"It feels close to flying," he said. "You're 
going pretty fast, and you're off die ground 
a lot." Walking on tiiem is "not at all like 
walking regularly. They're like stilts on a 
U'ampoline — real springy." 

Powerisers are made and marketed by 
Poweriser Co. Ltd. in Seoul, Soudi Korea, 
which also makes medical and beauty-
equipment. ' 

Brian Vick, owner of Superdairyboy 
Toys and Extreme Sports in Mahanoy City, 
Pa., is a primary source for them. 
(Superdairyboy is a nickname acquired 
from his previous work in die grocery busi­
ness.) He said he has sold "more than a few 
hundred pair" since acquiring diem a year 
ago. Adult models cost $395 (tiiere are two 
versions based on die user's weight), and 
the child's model costs $265. 

Powerisers have tiieir limitations. They 
require a hard surface, such as asphalt, con­
crete or dry, hard ground, and die user con-
standy must be moving to keep upright 
The user can stop quickly, if he's not going 
too fast, by jumping straight up in die air a 
few times, 'Vick said. 

Learning to walk in diem requires sup­
port. Paschal learned by walking between 
two cars parked in his driveway. He must 
put Powerisers on by sitting on a platfonn, 
such as die hood of a car, so he can begin 
walking from a standing position. 

Real jumping is the hardest trick. 
Paschal said it took him a couple of mondis 
to leam to leap. 

And dien there's falling and getting back 
up. He is strong enough to rise by putting 
one leg under him and pushing while leav­
ing die odier extended, she said. But a lot 
of people would have to "crawl to a tree." 
or just take them off. 

Vick said most people fall forward on 
die equipment where the pads on die knee 
braces help break die fall. Nevertheless, 
users should wear every kind of protection 
a skateboarder would wear, including a 
helmet and pads and protection for knees, 
wrists and elbows, he said. 

Paschal calls Powerisers more strenuous 
dian tennis, Iacquetball or mnning and 
leaping on one's feet. "It's a good workout 
You get real thirsty. Fifteen minutes will 
tire you out pretty good."

V E G I E T A B L E G A R D E N T I P S 

Here arc .some gardening tips from Dean and 
Kathy Koutsky and Madeline lietsch: 

• Con.sider a cooperaiive garden io share ihe 
chores and tlie harvest. 

• Dcicnnine what veggies you want for cooking 
before planning your garden. 

• Consider planting in beds raised 6 to 12 inches 
off the ground, Tlicy are easy to plant and maintain. 
The Kouiskys installed low wicker fencing around 
ilicir rai.sed beds to deler rabbits. 

• For an instant garden, plant greenhouse-grown 
.seedlings. 

• Weed regularly by hand to avoid having to use 
cliemicals. 

• Make your veggie garden attractive with a mix 
of flowers, or combine plants with contrasting col­
ors, foliage, textures and shapes. Kathy plants pep­
pers, herbs and carrots in ihe front of the garden and 
rangy plants, such as tomatoes, in the back. 

• Rotate crops. Growing a crop in ihe same place 
can eventually drain Ihe soil of essential nukients. 

• Consider going organic, 
• Compost kitchen scraps and plant waste. 

In Ihe spring of IW4, Ihc urban backyard was coinpo.sed of 
a ho-huni w(xxl deck, concrete patio and grass. The tiny side 
y:ird had daylong sun. 

"Wc were longing for a vegetable garden," said Kathy, who 
grew up only with flower gardens.

"Just 6 inches higher makes il physically easier lo plant and 
maintain and the crushed limestone pathways arc more 
defined." Kalhy said. Another benefit: The height, coupled 
willi low wicker fencing, keeps ihc pesky rabbils out. 

Year after year, die Koutsky-BeLsch co-op garden not only 
feeds the body and .soul, bul it cultivates an earthy connection 
between friends. 

"It's inherenliy satisfying growing your own food," Dean 
said. 

"i really look forward to the fun fall cooking ritual for our 
lasagne han'cst feast," Kalhy said. 

Included in the garden that the 
Koutsi<ys and Betsch tend is a tradi­
tional birdbath that helps add to the 
personal flavor of the garden. 

Sculptures decorate areas of the col­
laborative garden to attract the eye. 
These sculptures help accent a garden 
blooming with flowers and vegetables.

Thomas JclTcrson, who in 1769 began lev-
cling Little Mountain near Charlottesville, 
Va.. for a home, loved to be in the garden. 

Peter Hatch, director of gardens and 
grounds for the Thomas Jefferson 
Foundation, which owns and opcraies 
Monticcllo. Jefferson's home, is another 
avid gardener who doesn't hesitate lo gel 
into die dirt. 

Author of the Declaration of 
Independence and third president. Jefferson 
was a "scientist, dreamer, family man, 
expefimcnter, gardener," says Hatch, who 
has been at Monticello since 1977. 

Hatch, who lives in a "company house" 

on the grounds at Monticello, is responsible 
for the "niainlenance, interpretation and 
restoration" at Monucello. 

"Peter is a combination of intellectual and 
hands-on gardener," says Dan Jordan, presi­
dent of the Thomas Jefferson Foundation. 
"His undergraduate training was in English 
literature, and he wriies and speaks inielli-
gently and eloquently. He conveys a genuine 
passion for gardening." 

Jordan's office at the foundation over­
looks the vegetable garden. "I've seen him 
iHatch) on a tractor ... working with his 
hands in a garden. Peter has no peer at what 
he does. His responsibilities are broad and 
complex." 

Jefferson planted a usable kitchen garden. 

Each spring, he would have a contest on 
growing English peas _ who would be the 
first to harvest diem for die table. The win­
ners would have the losers to supper, says 
Hatch. 

An eight-acre vegetable garden at 
Monticello was planted in die 1980s, using 
"meticulous research and Jefferson's docu­
ments." It now has 330 varieties of vegeta­
bles and 170 varieties of fraits. TTiey are har­
vested two or tiiree times a year, and many 
are given to people working at Monticello. 
Some plants are allowed to go to seed so die 
seeds may be harvested. 

Hatch established the Thomas Jefferson 
Center for Historic Plants, now tinder the 
direction of Peggy Comen. The center col­

lects, preserves and distributes plants docu­
mented in American gardens before 1900. 

Hatch directs a field school for students 
from afound die nation as well as hoiticul-
tural wofishops and odier programs and an 
evening conversations series at Monticello. 
He also serves as project manager for die 
Thomas Jefferson Parkway, a $6.5 million 
federally and privately funded highway proj­
ect to create a park along Ihe enû ance corri­
dor to Monticello. 

Monticello is commemorating the bicen­
tennial of die Lewis and Clark Expedition 
with an exhibition in the entrance hall of 
Monticello. Hatch says.

Mosquitoes play favorites. 
John Albright, biologist wilh the Shasta 

Mosquito and Vector Control District in 
Anderson, Calif., said if you breathe out 
more carbon dio.xide and are wanner than 
those around you, you'll be looking good. 

Mosquitoes also are altr.icted to lactic 
acid in sweat, be said. 

Gender seems to make a difference, loo. 
"Women are generally more attraclive to 
mosquitoes than men," Albright said. 

Only Ihe female mosquito bites. She 
needs the protein in blood for her eggs. 

The highest risk times for being bitten 
arc when mosquitoes arc most active, dusk 
and dawn. You can avoid bites by avoiding 
being outside then. 

But Albright said it's a good idea to wear 
insect repellcni any time you're outside 
during mosquito season. Repellents with 
DEET (N,N-dielhyl-mela-lolumide) are the 
iTiosl effective, he said. 

Mosquitoes don't like citronella, a natu­
ral oil used in lotions and candles, bul its 
effectiveness isn't long-lasting or long-
range, he said. 

"It's not like a mosquito flying 200 feet 
away looks down and says, 'Oh no, a cit­
ronella candle. I'm not going there.' It's noi 
going to clear the yard of mosquitoes," he 
said. . 

But, he added, candles can help in a 
small area. 

Bug zappers aren't effective for elimi­
nating mosquitoes, Albright said. 

"There's a real satisfying crackling 
noise, but they are totally ineffective for the 
control of mosquitoes," he said. 

He said (he light in the zappers attracts 
other bugs, bul niosquiloes aren't particu­
larly drawn to light. 

Another product. The Mosquito Magnet, 
is getting good reports, Albright said. It 
uses carbon dioxide, heat, moisture and the 
attraclant oclenol to draw in mosquitoes. 

Albright warned thai the device could 
draw mosquitoes to your home if you live 
on a small property. "But if you have a 
large property and you can put it away from 
the house, that's a good idea." 

The devices arc pricey, he said. Smaller 
models are about $300 and larger are 
approximately $1,200. 

Bats are another option. "Bats do eat a 
lot of mosquitoes," Albright said. 

You can make or purchase a bat house lo 
encourage bats to hang out near your home. 
However, make sure ihcre arc no gaps 
where bats can enter the attic. Otherwise, 
you may replace your mosquito problem 
with a bat problem. 

"Don't slick one (a bat house) right next 
to the wall of your house," Albright said.

1/2 cup (1 stick) unsalted butter 
1/2 cup coarsely chopped fresh sage leaves

1-1/2 cups (18-1/2 ounces) drained artichoke 
hearts from a /ar, cut in large dice 
1 pound (16 ounces) dried fettuccine

1/4 cup lemon juice 
2 bay leaves 
2-1/2 tablespoons kosher salt 
Stuffing: 
1-1/2 pounils herb focaccia bread, cut in 
1/4-inch cubes 
2 tablespoons minced gartic 
2 tablespoons diced celery 
Salt and pepper to taste 
1/2 cup diced onions 
1 tablespoon chopped fresh basil or 1 tea­
spoon dried

Tririi artichokes. Set aside. 
To prepare blanching liquid, saule gariic in 

olive oil in a pot large enough lo hold six arti­
chokes. Add water and lemon juice, bay leaf 
and salt, and bring to a boil. Reduce heal and 
simmer for 5 minutes, covered. 

Place trimmed artichokes in boiling 
blanching liquid and cover. Cook for about 20 
minutes, turning them over halfway through. 
Remove artichokes and place them upside 
down to drain. 

While artichokes are cooking, begin stuff­
ing preparation. 

Bake diced focaccia on sheet pan in 350-
degree oven until lightly toasted. Cool com­
pletely. 

In large heavy-bottom skillet, heat butter 
over medium heat until melted. Saute onions 
and celery unlil translucent. Season with salt 
and pepper, and add gariic and herbs. Cook I 
lo 2 minutes more. 

In large bowl, combine sautecd vegetables, 
focaccia and Parmesan. Slowly add chicken 
broth and mix well. Cool completely. 

When artichokes are cooled, pull out the 
center leaves and scoop out the fuzzy choke; 
discard. Gently spread apart the leaves and 
stuff ihe artichoke with about 1/4 cup of the 
filling. Then, starting at the lowest leaves, 
place a tablespoon of filing inside every leaf. 
Stuff each layer, leaf by leaf, working toward 
the center of the artichoke. Sprinkle with 
paprika. 

The artichokes can be assembled one day 
ahead, wrapped well and stored in the refrig­
erator. 

To heal, steam Ihe artichokes until very hot 
in the center This can be done in the 
microwave by puuing a small amount of 
water in a microwavable container and cover­
ing loosely with plastic warp. Heat on 75 per­
cent power for 3 to 5 minutes, depending on 
whether they are room temperature or refrig­
erated.

Don't let appearances fool you. 

Under the thorny exterior of an 

artichoke are tender leaves and a 

succulent center

The prickly artichoke looks more like a medieval weapon dian 
something lo serve for dinner. Anchor a chain to its stem, swing it 
overhead and imagine the damage to follow. 

Ask any supcrinarkel checker. They've learned to gingeriy han­
dle plastic bags of artichokes to avoid nasty stabs from the single 
thorn at the lip of each leaf. Still, an occasional ouch emanates 
from consumer and seller. 

But, oh, they hurt so good. 
Don't judge this vegetable by its intimidating look. Kitchen scis­

sors disariTi the artichoke by snipping off tiie thorny leaf tips. Then 
conies die good part. 

The flip side of those tough leaves is succulent and earthy, bul 
it's the heart of the artichoke Uiat is the most delectable. The meaty 
center is the reward for your battle scars. 

To get past the artichoke's threatening demeanor, think about its 
ancestry. It's a descendant of the thistle and a member of Ihe sun­
flower family. The vegetable we eat is a bud of Ihe plant's flower. 
If left to bloom, ihe blossom measures up lo 7 inches and is a vio­
let blue. 

At our house, we steam artichokes until die stem is soft, about 
40 minutes. Eating undercooked artichokes is akin to chewing 
bark. Each person gets one, sometimes two, and we tear them leaf 
by leaf, dipping the tender petals into melted butler I like them 
wilh mayonnaise, too, and sometimes a squeeze of lemon. 

Thai's the way California purists cook and dress diem, especial­
ly those who live near Castroville, America's artichoke capital. 
About 90 percent of the U.S. crop is grown in Monterey County 

Eating an artichoke can be indelicate. Forget die knife and fork 
for most of il. fIold a leaf by the narrow end, dip it in somedIing, 
if you like, and scrape Ihe wide end between your upper and lower 
teeth lo pull off the earthy meat. Soon you'll winnow away the 
leaves and be left widi die heart, concealed by yellow leaves and 
the fuzzy "choke." Discard die small, soft leaves and scoop out the 
fuzz with a spoon. 

Now you're at die core of the artichoke. At 1-1/2 inches around 
and maybe an inch thick, the heart won't feed an army. It's a solo 
treat, and most artichoke eaters get a little selfish when it comes to 
ihe heart. You want a bite of mine? I don't think so. 

I cut it into four pieces, savoring each creamy, woodsy bite. 
Here's die weirdest thing about artichokes: They are kid-friend­

ly. I know children who love artichokes for their tactile attributes. 
How fun to be required lo use your fingers when eating vegetables. 
And then to get to the center and find a prize? Way to go, Modier 
Nature. 

You've got two chances a year to eat artichokes, hearty produc­
ers that yield a spring and a fall crop. Look for large artichokes that 
seem heavy for their size. They should not be bruised, but some 
black or brown Iiiarkings are fine on a green artichoke. Store fresh 
artichokes in the refrigerator, with the stem wrapped in damp paper 
towels (shave a quarter inch off die stem before wrapping). 

They can be eaten hot, warm or cold, and leftover artichokes are 
easily reheated in the microwave. It's best not to boil them or diey 
get waieriogged. Canned or frozen artichokes are a great addition 
to quiches and omelets. The leaves of canned artichokes can be 
chewy, so it's best to trim die ends before using. Keep jars of mar-
iiiated artichokes in your pantry to jazz up tossed salads. 

Artichokes are worth the trouble it takes to bring them to the 
table. They aren't the prettiest veggie at die ball, but boy. do tiiey 
know how to dance.

Traveling gastronome 

shares favorite recipes

If you like lo read die culinary recollections of a 
seasoned raconteur rather than a technically per­
fect manual, Arthur Bloomfield's "The 
Gasu-onomical Tourist" (Creative Arts, $18.50), is 
a book for you. 

Meandering from France's quiet Auvergne 
region to San Francisco's boisterous North Beach, 
from lively Lombardy to the seclusion of the 
Carmel Highlands, the onetime San Francisco 
music critic recalls the tastes and smells thai both 
sootiied and titillated him on his mid- to late-20lh 
century travels and seem to have been driven in 
equal parts by musical and gastronomic curiosity. 

The subtitle of the book, "Memories and 
Recipes of a Bistro 
Crawler at Home and 
Abroad," defines the 
scope of diis book. 
Bloomfield doesn't 
venture into the rar­
efied temples of 
haute cuisine, and the 
recipes he hasgadi-
ercd show clear per­
sonal preferences and 
a gifted amateur's 
facility in the 
kitchen. It translates 
into dishes the expe­
rienced home cook 
will find doable and, in most instances, intriguing. 

Think off-beat salads like leeks, beets and hard-
cooked eggs with a walnut oil dressing created by 
a restaurant near Le Puy in France, or his modier's 
cracked crab with a remoulade made from tarted-
up commercial mayonnaise. 

Saying thai Bloomfield's book is a fine guide 
for die experienced home cook does not mean lo 
denigrate the quality of the recipes, but rather 
implies a caveat: Details are at times sketchy. 

A homey fresh mango cake is identified as jin 
upside-down cake, but die instructions fail to men­
tion what you do with it after it comes out of the 
oven (cool on a rack about 20 minutes, dien invert 
a plalter over it and flip il fruit-side up). 

Similar omissions of detail are fairiy frequent, 
and a novice cook might be baffled by the often 
cavalier approach to quantities: "a litde lemon 
juice and some balsamic vinegar" to achieve a 
"proportion of 2-1/2 to 3 oil to vinegar/lemon 
juice," or a boiled chicken with "some" julienne of 
cartots and "several" boiling onions, llow many, 
the novice might ask, is some and several? 

But Bloomfield's love of gutsy food makes up 
for these flaws, as does his idiosyncratic writing 
style that often mixes food with music and other 
non-edible art forms. 

How could you not chuckle at the description of 
a Munich "Magic Flute" with "scenery all loo sug­
gestive of Emmentaler" (he loved the wurstsalat at 
the city's railroad station), or the comment that 
Marcella Hazan's rejection of gremolata witii osso 
buco is "like taking the seventii out of a climactic 
dominant chord in a Beethoven symphony"?

When buying garlic, look for plump, firm heads 

widi the papery skin intact. There are at least 66 
varieties of garlic, so taste varies widely. 

Store garlic in a cool, dry place, not in tiie 
refrigerator or freezer. Freezing garlic alters the 
texture and taste. To make garlic oil, heat die gar­
lic in the oil until the cloves begin to brown light-

ly-
Let tiie oil cool and then discard die cloves. The 

oil keeps for up to a week. 
Generally speaking, one finely chopped medi­

um clove yields 1 teaspoon of garlic. 
Three finely chopped medium cloves yield l 

tablespoon and l2 finely chopped cloves yield 1/4 
cup. Cooked garlic mellows in flavor, especially if 
it cooks slowly or is cooked in milk.

Protect yourself at the cash 
machine 

Do you always obser\'e your 
surroundings before you walk up 
to an auiomaiic teller machine 
(ATM)? Do you have your card 
in hand wlien you approach ihe 
machine? Is your passenger win­
dow up and door locl<ed when 
you're waiting in line at a drivc-
ihrough ATM? If you think these 
sound like "no-braincr" precau­

tions, you're 
absolutely 
right, but dis­
tractions—a 
cell phone 
conversation, 
a looming 
deadline and 
or that 
appointment 
across town— 
can rfiiikc us 

forget we're vulnerable to unwel­
come and fraudulent .ictiviiy. 

PULSE EIT Association, an 
electronic funds transfer networt;, 
offers some simple measures you 
can hike to help ensure your safe­
ty when using your ATM/debit 
card. Share these tips with tlie 
teenagers and elderly loved ones 
in your life.

• If you ob.serve anything sus­

picious at the ATM, cancel your 
transaction and the immediately 
leave the iirea. 

• If Ihe ATM is poorly lit or 
obslrucled from view, visit anoth­
er ATM. Take a companion if 
you're using the ATM after dark. 

• Stand squarely between the 
ATM and anyone behind you so 
that others can't see your person­
al identification nuinber (PIN) or 
observe your transaciion amount. 
Never count your money ai the 
ATM. 

• Scan Ihc A T M for anything 
unusual. If it looks different or 
appears to have any alterations or 
attachnienls io the card slot or 
PIN pad, use a different machine. 

Dflv8-up ATMs 
• Keep doors locked, windows 

up and the engine running at all 
times when waiting in line. 

• Leave enough room between 
cars to allow for a quick exit 
should it become necessary. 

• Don't lower your window io 
use the ATM until you've 
scanned the area. If you see any­
thing suspicious, cancel your 
transaction and leave. 

• If anyone foiiows you after 
you've completed your transac­
tion ai Ihe ATM, proceed lo a 
crowded, weil-iii area and call 
the police, 

Point-of-sale IPOS) Security 
l i Never allow anyone to see 

you enter your PIN into the key­
pad, even if they are assisting you 
with the transaciion. 

• Alwiiys make sure the irans-
action is complete and you have a 
receipt before you leave the POS 
terminal. 

• If you received cash back, 
put it away before leaving. 

• If you use an outside POS 
tennin.il, at a gas station for 
example, approach the area with 
caution. Leave immediately if 
anything appears suspicious.
