200 hospital beds from sites in
Detroit to Novi, West Bloomfield
and Commerce Township respec-

tively.
In the ¢nd it came down [0

whether the CON had a legal right’

to vote, rather than whether mov-
ing hospital beds from Detroit to
western Gakland County would
harm access to health care in the
state's largest city or endanger the
financial well being of existing
hospitals in eastern Onkland and
weslern Wayne counties.

The linch pin of the discussion
was the resignation last month of
Jean Landerville from the CON.
Although  Geveror  Jennifer
Granholm appointed Marquette
resident Bradely Cory to replace
Landerville over the Memorial

Cutting distinction between
hard news and private scandal

Allit taok 0 pet Detroit Mayor
Kwame Kilpatrick off the fromt
pages was for Oakland County
Execulive Brooks Patlersen to get
special treatment when pulled
over for, um, “ermtic” driving.
The public embarrassments of the
mayor and the executive ure by
now well known.

What 1 think deserves somc
reflective consideration, however,
is the proper treat-
ment of such cases
by the news media
— assuming for a
momeiit the media
are  capuble of
going beyond the
National Enquirer
school of scandal-
mongering for its
own sike, In the
case of this news-
paper, we (ry (o
draw 4 distinciion
between the pri-
vale behavior of
public  officials
and instanccs
where private behavior nns the
risk of jeopardizing the integrity
of public cffice.

Over the years, we have known
of a {air number of cases where
Incal officials — mayors, judges.
city counci! members — have
been Inclned to have one o
many as they Leave the goli course
or disphy 2 fondness for members
of the opposite sex who are not
Lhelr sponses.

Our standard in such cases is
that if the behavior dees not inter-
fere with responsible and ethical
conduci of public office, we con-
sider such peceadilloes a private
matter and, therefere, not (o be fit
subject for news coverage,

But should a judge, for exam-
ple, actually preside over a (rial
when inebriated, we would find 2
way 10 dig inte the slery aggres-
sively,

Why? Because a dunk judge
sitting on the bench al a trial is a
judge that has cast aside the
integrily of his public office. This
standard of news coverage, I

beligve,is Ipther more figorous in

defining news than thal comumon--
ly used by the big city papers or
TV stations.

Why? Becaiisg the kind of jour-
nalism we practice-in this home-

Jjournalism - is one that bulances

In Kilputrick's
case, lhree items gained lows of
press coverage: the size and con-
duct of his security dewil, the
“wild parties™ at the Manoogian
Mansion and the firing of the
deputy police chief.

The size of the security detail is
fie for news coverage, if only
because i1 has 0 do with the prof-
ligate expenditure of tax dollars
spent on the mayer's securily.

And if membess of the detail
are driving while drunk or cheat-
ing on (heir overtime reports, (he
Mayor should be held publicly
accountable for fallure to super-
vise stubordinates properly.

Are “wild” parties at (he
Mayor's private residence “news”
under this standard? [ think not, as
long as they are private and do noi
involve violations of the law.

And if the assertions about the
firing of the deputy chief are cor-
rect — (hat he was fired beciuse
his investigations gal 100 close 1o
the mayor — thal constitutes
wholesale dercliction of public
duty for Hizzonor and deserves
Jront page freatment,

My company publishes news-
papers in Qakland County, where
Paucrson is the big boss and by all
accounts z very effective exect-
tive.

1t’s been common knowledge 1o
my editors and reporiecs that
Patterson from tim¢ 1o time likes
to hoist a few, especially in the
company of his varicus cronies.

But vp o now, this kind of
behavior has largely been kept in
private and hence has largely
stayed oul of the news columns.

T think this is proper, as up to-
now there has been Llle evidence
Patterson’s drinking habits have
adversely affected the conduct of
his public office or provably bro-
ken the law.

Tn the most recent case, howey-
er, Pallerson very likely was driv-
ing while under (he influence.
There is clear evidence (hat his
erratic driving patterns could have
endingered others.

And [ cunnot escipe the conclu-
sion thal the Oakland County
sheriff deputies who hauled him
over failed 10 treat him as a likely
drunk driver because they were
scared to hook the big boss.

Patterson will not formally he
charged with violating the law, if
anly because there is no canclu-
sive evidence that would justify
charging him with driving while
under the inlluence.

All this is and will be all over
the front pages ol the papers,
properly in my view and not as
instance of scandal-mongering
media, Making the distinction
between hacd news and mere pri-
vite scandal is not easy, especial-
ly under deadline pressurc and
when the facis arc never us clear
as onc would wish.

I’s especially hard for us com-
munity journatists — whose obli-
gations run simultaneously to
accuracy and making an impuct
on the community — Lo have a
civil regard for the distinction
between private behavior and pub-
lic display.

doesn’t make sense to publish the
arrest and not follow through and
print the dismissal.

So, 1o that cnd, it has been
decided to discontinue the publi-
cation of individuals’ names in our
police report, We fecl that this is
the best route 1o take as your com-
munity Newspaper.

On May 3, 1993, the Faderal Emargency Management Agancy iden-
tiied Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs) in the Cily of Novi, Cakland
County, Michigan, threugh lssuanca of a Ficed Insurance RAate Map
(FIRM). The Federal Insurance znd Mitigation Administration has deter-
mined that modilicalion of the elevations of the flood having a 1% chance
of being equaled or excesded in any given yesr (base or 100-yaay flocd)
for certain logalions in this community is appropriate, The medified Base
Flood Elgvations (BFES) revise the FIRM for the community.

Tha changas are being made pursuant to Section 206 of the Fiood
Disaster Proteclion Act of 1873 (Public Law 93-234) and are in accor-
dance with the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended (Title
Il of Ihe Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, Public Law 80-
448), 42 U.8.C. 4001-4128, and 44 CFR Part 5.

A hydraulic analys’s wes periormed 1o incorporate the placement of
fill in the SFHA and the excavation of saveral detention faciifies. This
analysls bas resulled in a revised delineation of the SFHA, and higher
and lower BFEs for an unnamed pond along Shaw Creek, located
approvimataly 150 faet upstraam of Interstats 96, and three unnamed
ponds along West Branch Shaw Creek, located approximalely 30 fast
southwest of Grand River Avenue. The table below indicales existing and
modified BFEs for selected locations aiong the aflected langths of the
fiooding source cited above.

Homeowners borrow against the
equity in thelr homes 1o pay for
home improvement projects, med-
jcal expenses and college tuition.
But the single mest popular reason
peopic take oul home equity leans is
to consolidate bills. In 2001, accord-
ing to the Consumer Bankers
Association, 52 percent of home
equity loans and 47 percenl of
HELQCs were for debt conselida-
tion.

For many people, & home equity
loan is the smarl way to borcow,
Low interest rates and  (ax-
deductible interest make these loans
an attractive altemative to forking
owt hundreds of dollars each month
to service high-intenest credit cards.
Bul for consumers who have a his-
tory of abusing credit, hame equity
loahs may ot be such a smart way
lo borrow.

The Nationsl Home Equity
Mortgage Association reports that in
2001 there were more than 5 nillion
subprime equity borrower houses
holds—borrowers who could nat
qualify for prime loans becavse of
questionable credit histories.

= You could pay costs similar (o
the ones you paid when yon bought
your home including closing cosis
(estimate 2 percent to 5 percent of
the loan), a property appraisal fee,
application fee and points—the
service fees fgured on the tolal
amount of your loan or tine of cred-
it. Ask your lender whether they'll
be willing to waive certain fecs.

« Relying on your home equity as
a seurce of cash will prevent you
from ever feaming how to suve and
pay for items with cash instead of
relying on credit cands.

Women of all ages can add
muscle, prevent injuries -
and build confidence -
through weight training

“You ¢an be thin with aerobics and
flexible with stretcking,” said Neal
Cordeil, a persona) trainer and an instruc-
tor of filness and weliness at Southwest
Tennessce  Community College in
Memphis, *Bul it's weight training that
builds muscle, and muscle that keeps the
bones aligned and prevents injurics and
breakdowns,” he said, 1 den’t think you
can be physically fit without all three.”

“Muintaining muscle mass is one of
the biggest controls yor have over the
aging process,” said Pam Green, filness
manager at Wimblelon Sportsplex in
Memphis.

High-quality stength work gives us
strength to do daify tasks, helps make it
possible to do uerobic exercise Tor car-
digvascular health and helps control
weighl, because people with more mus-
cle have a higher metubelic rate, she said.

According to American Sports Data,
the fasiest-growing excrcise programs
balance cardiovascular exercise, flexibil-
ity and strength components.

Such a three-pronged workout Is
offcred by Greg Liebermann, owner of
Greg's Gym in Memphis and persenal
trainer for Berry and other clients, nost
of whom are women. .

Lichermann offers a six-week program
that requires siratching at home or the
gym six times a week for 7 to 9 mioutes;
cardiovascular work (walking, biking,
swimming) five or six times o week for
30 or 45 minutes (you work up 1o this
lime); and weight (raining three times a
weck for 45 minutes in his gym.

The [irst six wecks, clients lift mostly
on Nuutilus cquipment, Bumbbells and
barbells ure incomorated as the client
PrOgresses.

“At first people are intimidated by all
this apparatus,” said Licbermann. * ...
Bul they get results right away. And usa-
ally after two weeks, [ have (o slow them
down.”

The shock of the chonge (s most
noticcable in older women, he said.
*They're astounded. They feel powerful”

Weight training gets a lot of press as a
way to combat 0SteOporosis, & common
problem for women and, o 2 lesser
extent, for men. But men and women
both have much mere o gain,

According 1o Liebermann, weight
Iraining helps people naintain lean body
mass, helps develops coordination and
balance to prevent injuries, helps prevent
strokes, lowers cholesterol, fights depres-
ston and cnhances scxua! ability,

What's the best way lo bagin using
weights?

Almost everyone uses both free
weights and machines, said Cordell, But
for a beginaer who has an insiructor, he
recommends  higher repetitions  with
lighter free weights. They provide more
range of motion and mare varicty in how
they can be used, and the balancing they
require helps work out secondary mus-
cles — 2 big plus you dor’t get with
machines,” he said.

(Some advantages with machines are
that they arc safer and easier for begin-
ners who arer’t getting instruction,
resistance can be changed quickly and
casily, and there are some exercises diffi-
cult to do any other way.)

Adter six weeks, you should “wake up”
the muscles by changing the program to
heavier weights and fewer repetitions, he
said. If you gel an injory, drop back to the
first progran to let the muscles recover,
he said.

Attracting butterflies takes planning

Many gardeners actively pursuc and work
al the challenge of tempting burterflies of all
Xinds 1o become regular inhabitnts of the
Tocal landscape,

Horticutturist Mike Keen says there are
some ihings to consider when butterfly gar-
dening. “It's much more than just choosing a
few plams.” he says, though there arc certain-
ly some plants that butierflics favor over oth-
ers,

A healthy population of burerflics relies on
an “interdependent relationship with many
plants. trees, flowers and grasses. All of those
things decide whether you can get a butterfly
to come and whether you ¢an get it to slay.”

Busierfly gardening requires thonghtful
consideration of what the creatures ieed in all
slages of their life cycle,

“It’'s important to understand the life cycles
and whai food sources we need 10 have for

something that starts as an cgg and ends up as
aflying creature,” he says.

The adult stage, for example, needs a lot of
plants blooming in succession so there's o
constant source of neclar. Keen says. “Mass
plantings are important, kind of like a *bulter-
fly buffel”™ he says.

Larva (er caterpillars). on the ether hand,
require a lot of easily accessed foliage to sat-
isfy their “eating maching™ tendencics,

There are ather things that beuerlics need
10 make them want 1o stay in your yard.

“They Jike 1o bask in suany area,” Keen
says. That mukes rocks and pieces of drifl-
wood ameng (he things to place in the garden
area to give butterflics a place to sit in the sun.

They also are attracted to “puddling.”

“Rutterflies need some water source fo
keep them there, and the way to do il is ‘pud-
dling.’™ he says. “And it's very importanl to
remember that it can™t be a clear waler spurce
laid out for them.”

They also nced shelier from the wind
beeavse their wings are rgile.

Butterfly houses that you can build yourself
or purchase seady-made can be good for
recreating aspects of a habital that don’t accur
nawrally.

To aitract and keep butterflies. you'll glso
probably need to reduce the use of pesticides
that prove [ataf to the caterpillar stage, Keen
says. Herbictdes probably won't affect the
insect but might kill its food source.

For plant selection. he suggests a sample
garden that — with the addition of other habi-
tat considerations — would make a splendid
place for burerilies.

Plants include purple coneflowee. dill. hol-
Iyhock. joc-pye weed, globe centaurea. peony,
wrtlehead, swamp milkweed, yarrow, Cueen
Amne’s lace. daylily, “Macine” heliotrope,
payfeather, bolterfly weed, petunia, mountain
luet, annual aster, “Autumn Joy™ sedum. rock
cress, French marigold, blanket flower, nas-

tur-
tium and
goldenrod.

Finally, don’t expect
perfection the first year,

“Tt will take a lot of time, practice and mov-
ing plants,” e says. “Tt's important to recreate
& habitat as best you can. And if you're sup-
plying everything it needs, it might stay right
there. We can try to attract them, but we can't
control what they do.”

Jill Hollingswaorth is very busy
Between working full tme in Denver,
the daily commuic and keeping her
house in Boulder, where she Tives with
her hushand — who also works full
time - finding lime for things like
snowshoeing and 1ennis seemed impos-
sible.

Minnesota dogsa’t imck the number af
people working specifically in the morigage
industry, but according to the state
Depanment of Commerce, which began
licensing residential mortgage originators;
and services in [999, the number of compa-”
nies with active licenses grew almost 30 per-"
cent during the past year, from 1,457 10 L858,

Wells Fargo Home Morgage in’
Minneapolis increased the number of loan
officers on lts staff by 16 percent and the
number of sales associztes by 25 percent,
area manager Doug Winter said. At the com:
pany's processing center in Bloomington, the
staff has grown 12 percent.

Nationwide, there were 413,000 people
working in mortgage banking offices and
brokerages in Janvary, according 1o the
Bureau of Labor Statistics — a whopping 16
percent more than the year before.

Dan Hurdy, former general counsel for the .
Morgage Association of Minnesot, said that |
an eventual hike in mortgage rates and a sub-
sequent wave of layoffs will be inevitable,

Eric Mitcheli, vice president of business
development with Provident Morigage in
Minneapolis, agrees, “IU's going to be like
somebady tuming the faucet off," he said,
“Ir's just going te end abruptly.”

That’s why Armstrong deliberately chose
to fecus on the subprine market, one sector
of the mortgage industry that's more than
likely to oulive the refi boom. A growing
number of people are being forced into high-
er-interest, subprime loans because they have
less-than-perfect credit. .

Winter said that these kinds of increases
are. cyclical and that although yolume has,
been at record levels, they haven't had to hirg
as many workers as in the past. Mortgage
cempanies e shifting to automated applica-
tion nd underwriting software replacing
work once done by individuals.

Alrcady, though, new technology is having
a detrimental impacl on some morgage
workers, Principal Financial Group
anneunced recently that it was phasing out its
traditional residential mortgage wnit and will
sell mortgages only by the telephone or
aonline through its Mortgage Direct unit. An
estimated 500 people will lose their jobs,

Veterans of the industry have seen this pat-
tere: before: The econemy goes inlo a reces-
sion, interest rates fall and mortgage lending
booms.

But the sitation is different this time.
Rates are so low that sorne homeowners have
refinanced two to three times in just a year,
said Mitchell. “We're in a very rare market
right now,” he said. “I's unprecedented.”

According to the Mongage Bankers
Association of America, more than 75 per-
cent of all loan applications recendy were
refinancings. Thal will come to an abrupt halt |
if mates tise, hurting lenders specializing in
refinancing mest. .

A nite increase of only a quarter percent,
for example, could cut the refinancing busi-
ness in half — vinually overnight — forcing .
an estimated 23 percent of all motigage com-;
panies in the Twin Cities to go out of busi-
ness, Mitchell predicts. .

“You're going to see the mortgage industry
be much more comparable to other industries .
that are suffering right now,” he said.

That's why some companies have relied -
