A collection of five hospital 
groups have challenged the con­
stitutionality of a controversial 
state law that would allow three 
Detroit hospitals to transfer up to 
600 beds to west Oakland County, 
inc lud ing 200 to Providence 
Hospita l and M e d i c a l Center's 
N o v i campus. 

June 10 the state's Certificate o f 
N e e d ( C O N ) commission, acting 
on the advice of Ihe state Attorney 
General 's of f ice , opted not to 
vote on whether or hot to block 
plans by St. John's Health System 
(Providence's owner), Henry Ford 
Health Systems and the Detroit 
Medica l Centers ( D M C ) to each 
move 200 hospital beds from sites 
in • Detroit to N o v i , West 
B loomf ie ld and C o m m e r c e 
Township respectively. 

Shortly after officials f rom 
Henty Ford Health Systems filed 
a letter of intent with Mich igan 

Department of Health June 16 
outlining their plans to move beds 
to West B l o o m f i e l d , attorneys 
with v a m u m , Riddcr ing, Schmidt 
& Howlett L L P (representing 
Botsford General Hospi ta l , 
Tr ini ty H e a l t h - M i c h i g a n , 
Covenant M e d i c a l Center, 
Wi l l iam Beaumont Hospital and 
M o u n t C lemens Genera l 
Hospital) filed suit against the 
Department of Health, the state 
Department o f C o n s u m e r and 
Industry Serv ices and Henry 
Ford .

A l o n g with taking steps lo alle­
viate what she sees as excessive 
traffic congestion in the city, 
Sheridan said ihe city needs io 
place more emphasi.s on develop­
ing parks and recreaiion space 
around the cily. She said she 
waichcd as ihe city's open spaces 
slowly disappeared as her chi l ­

"It's very 
important for children to have 
safe places to play," she said. 

Sheridan said her family used

When hfortfiville residents Dave 
and Gindy Stieber, owners of the 
new UpCpiintIy furniture store at 
Fountain ,Walk shopping center in 
Novi , first started looking for new 
furnishings for their home in the late 
1990s, they just couldn't find any­
thing they liked.

The Stiebers celebrated the grand 
opening o f ihe Novi store May 1. 

Known for its unique mix of col­
lections, ihis is ihe seventh store for 
the Canadian-based natailer. Other 
stores are located in Halifax, Nova 
Scotia; Vancouver, British 
Columbia; and Ausdn, Texas. 

UpCountiy is committed to offer­
ing furniture of a modem nature, 
while including selections of classic 
pieces — allowing Ihe customer to 
mix and match styles. 

Many o f the collections are cus­
tom made, designed and built in 
small runs exclusively for 
UpCounUy stores. 

UpCountry president Terry 
Iwaskiw opened Ihe first location in 
Toronto in June 1990. JFhe original 
store was 2,600 square feet and is 
now direcdy across die street from 
the 12,000-square-foot flagship 
store. . 

Soon after opening, Iwaskiw 
began designing and manufacturing 
furniture witli die goal o f slaying 
ahead of .design trends reflected in 
home and style magazines.

"We'd like to have sometliing up 
and mnning by the end of Ihe 
year,"iiccording to Larry Czekaj, 
senior vice president of T C F Bank. 

Members of the Novi Planning 
Comniission approved a prelimi­
nary site plan for the bank branch at 
its May 28 meeting. 

The bank is proposing a 6,000-
square-foot, single-story building 
with six drive-through transaction 
stations on the 2.5-acre site. 

Several members of the commis­
sion expressed concern over tlie 
number of parking spaces provided 
in tlie plan which is in excess o f 
ordinance requirements. 

The plan calls for 93 spaces and 
only 40 are required. T C F Bank 
officials, however, want to provide 
the additional 53 parking spaces for 
Ihe expected future development 
within the Westmarket Square shop­
ping center. 

' T h e problem is that if nothing is 
built north of tlie bank we're stuck 
with a sea of asphalt," Antonia 
Nagy, planning commission chair, 
said. 

There was also concern expressed 
aboui Ihe configuration of the build­
ing and the number of barrier-free or 
handicapped parking spaces, which 
does not meet code requirements. 
The code requirements are based on 
the number o f parking spaces pro-
pased in the area of construction. 

T C F Bank officials, however, said 
the number o f handicapped parking 
spaces provided for the endre devel­
opment is more lhan the number o f 
barrier free spaces required. 

A five-foot-wide pedestrian safe-
iy path will also be consuncted 
along the west side of BeCk Road. 
This is required by the city's Bicycle 
and Pedestrian Master Plan section 
of the Master Plan for Land Use. 

The front o f the bank wil l face I-
96 and southbound traffic on Beck 
Road, according to Czekaj, with the 
drive-through lanes facing the south 
side of the building on Grand River 
Avenue. ' 

Planning Commission member 
Lynne Paul said she was disappoint-

toed with the amount of parking being 
^ o f f e r e d at the bank and thinks the 

proposed building is backwards and 
the front o f il needs to face Grand 
River Avenue. 

"I'm concerned because ihe 
Intent of the master plan is to devel­
op two buildings notth o f this area, 
and the proposed configuration may 
interfere with this construction," 
Paul said. 

"1 have a concern with traffic in 
this area," Nagy said, 

"From a safely standpoint, it 
seems it would tie better to redirect 
the driveihrough to the north and 
have ihe building moved to the 
south," Paul said. 

Commission members, however, 
decided to approve the bank's plans 
to have die front of the building face 
J-96. Czekaj noted that extensive 
landscaping wi l l be done on the 
soulh side of the building, increas­
ing the atiractiveness of the property 
on the Grand River Avenue side, 

"In fact, we exceeded the land­
scape requiremenls for the City of 
Novi," Czack said. "After talking 
with city consultants, \vho arc con­
sidering a new landscaping ordi­
nance, we were sensitive to the pro­
posed new requirements,"

planners on the project,

Il can be as white and shiny as 
a slab o f vanilla Turkish taffy or 
as llat and gray as finely trow­
elled concrete, but in either case, 
a pair o f Nov i entrepreneur's 
think Mold i ie is the next b ig 
thing in composites. 

Recently the privately-held 
company 's material , MoId i ie , 
met the National Institute o f 
Justice's (NIJ) Leve l IV require­
ments for ballistic armor protec­
tion. 

According lo company presi­
dent Lawrence Kimberly, during 
tests at the University o f Day lon 
a one- inch slab of Mold i te 
stopped a 7.62 n i m standard 
N A T O round. " A 7.62 will go 
right through and engine block," 
noted Kimberiy. 

T h e advantage o f Moldite, said 
Kimber iy , is that whi le it "rivals 
steel for strength and stiffness," 
its specific gravity is low enough 
tliat i l floais in water. He tidded 
the material can be screwed, 
g lued and c l a m p e d , just like 
wood. 

Kimberiy and partner David 
Deinarest or ig inal ly started 
developing the material for" use in 
a gol f club driver head in 1997. 
F r o m there their company devel­
oped pieces to replace steel rein­
forcement bars in a plastic cargo 
pallets. The advantage in lhat 
appl icat ion, said K imber iy , Is 
that unlike steel the Moldite bars 
spring back into shape when 
struck by material handl ing 
equipment. 

Another advantage of Moldi te , 
said Demarest, is that a trailer 
made of steel that would weigh 
2,000 would we igh only 400 
pounds i f made of Mold i le . 

Passing the government's NIJ 
tests for armor panels, "is only 
the beginning," said T o m 
Cl inton, the company's C E O . He 
said the company is working 
with Integrated Concepts & 
Research Corporation lo develop 
a wide variety o f military and 
Civi l ian applicat ions for the 
material. 

Demarest noted Moldi te could 
be used to make bridge deck pan­
els that weigh 4 0 pounds | per 
square foot as opposed to 
Port land cement that tips the 
scales at 120 pounds per square 
foot. 

K imber iy added the material 
c o u l d be used to make Instant 
runway panels tliat weigh rough­
ly a quarter of what similar steel 
panels weigh o r cou ld be 
m a c h i n e d into w indow frame 
parts that don't rot like wood or 
promote condensation like metal. 

Part o f what makes Moldite so 
versatile, said Kimber iy , is that it

can easily be bonded with rein­
fo rc ing materials like carbon 
fiber or Kevlar. "Aluminum was 
the breakthrough material in the 
aircraft industry 30 years ago. 
Mold i te is today's breakthrough 
material," he said. 

' He, .said decks, and bulkheads 
• in .today's commercial ' aircraft 
are typically made with an alu­
m i n u m honeycomb material that 

.has layers of fiberglass or similar 
materials glued to it. W i t h 
Mo ld i te , said Kimberiy, fiber­
glass matting can be incorporate 
into the material, eliminating the 
concern for delaminal ion and 
things like electrical wiring can 
be imbedded in the material. 

C l in ton pointed out lhat 
Mold i te won the Aviation Week 
& Space Technology award in 

2001. That was fol lowed up last 
year by A u i o m o i i v c Engineering 
international's readership votiiig 
the material one o f tiie 20 highest 
rated products o f the year. A n d 
earlier this year Aerospace 
Magazine presented the company 
with its technology award in the 

• new advance composite materiai 
category. 

Stil l , for all the accolades and 
ideas, Moldi te hasn't got a prod­
uct in production yet. 

C i t i n g security restrictions, 
Kimberiy and Demare.sl are a li l­
lle fuzzy aboul what they have in 
Ihe works, bul they said the 
should have a product lo market 
by late summer 

"Phase One o f developing a 
military-driven project should be 
complete by July o r August," said 

K imber iy . "Then w e ' l l begin 
Pliase T w o — building a proto­
type." H e said thai product along 
could spell $10 mil l ion in annual 
sales for his company. "That's 
borderiinc scary," 

However, he added, Moldite 's 
business plan is . not to get 
involved in manufacturing, but 
rather license the use of the male-
rial and handle the innovalion 
process. 

"Eventually we'd like to have a 
full innovalion center here," he 
said.

For Nat ional World Hunger 
Awareness D;iy, which was on 
June 5, Vil lage Oaks Elcmentiiry 
participated in a service-learning 
project called "Br ing a Friend a 
Lunch" lo bei icl l l the Food Bank 
o f 0;ikliind County. 

According to Cheryl Girvi in, 
coordinator o f the project at 
Village Oaks, locally, the Oakland 
County Food Bank is trying to 
educate ch i ldren aboul hunger 
issues in A m e r i c a , bul most 
notably, hunger issues in Oiikland 
County. 

"1 challenged the third graders 
to use their own money and to 
compete with the fourth graders 
here," Girvan said. Quite a few 
kids did br ing in their own 
allowance. 1 went to each lunch 
period and 1 spent about five min­
utes giving the kids some infor­

mation about what a food bank is. 
it's kind of a warehouse to store 
ibod and the Oakland County 
Food Bank has at least 200 organ­
izations Ih.ll lliey disperse Ihe 
food to. Most of lliem arc church­
es or shelters o t some k ind." 

Judging by the final numbers, 
"Bring a Frieiui a L u n c h " was a 
success at Vi l lage O a k s as 
$319.80 was rai.sed. Nineteen stu­
dents cleaned out their piggy 
banks and 397 cans, 103 boxed 
goods and 18 jars of peanut butter 
were all collected. 

"The one fact 1 really made sure 
the children understood was what 
a food bank was and what a tradi­
tional soup kitchen was," Girvan 
said. "It's not just a place you get 
soup, and for every four people in 
America who receive a free meal, 
one is 'a chi ld. This program is 
really keying in on children who 
arc hungry. From what 1 have 
gathered from my conversation 
and from my research, this whole 
program is about educating chil­
dren, so they in tum, can under­
stand the impacl o f hunger on a 
local basis. I put all o f the kids to 
a challenge lo not just ask their 
parents for money, but to use their 
own money. The Oakland County 
Food Bank wil l come and co l led 
all Ihc food from us." 

To prepare the students for the

Girvan also gave kids ideas o f 
how ihey can save money: By put­
ting 25 percent of their allowance 
aw.iy for one whole year. " T h e 
poinl there wiis just to li-y to give 
chi ldren ideas that they have 
direct ways they could help," she 
said. "If nothing else, it gave their 
piirents ideas."

J i m Fry, director o f technology 
programs for the N o v i 
Communi ty School District, wi l l 
retire on June 30 after 30 years o f 
service. 

"This is the only district I've 
ever worked in," he said. 

But he, like many of the dis­
trict's recent retirees, will contin­
ue in the field when he opens an 
educational consuUing business. 

"I'm starting my own one-man 
compiiny, J .S . F ry Consulting. I'll 
be consulting and contracting in 
educational technology-he lp ing 
school districts with their technol­
ogy planning," he said. 

F r y worked as a teacher al Nov i 
M i d d l e School for three years, 
then moved to N o v i Woods 
Elementary when il opened in the 
fal l o f 1976, where he taught 
fourth-graders and fifdi-graders 

A native of Birmingham and

Fry said even textbooks can be 
accessed through the Internet 
today.' 

" Y o u have access to online 
research databases just by having 
a driver's l icense," he said. "This 
has made a huge impact o n what 
we do."

"They want more than just a 
good education. They want that 
extra edge," F ry said. 

Fry said he's enjoyed his long 
career with die Nov i schools, 

"It's been a great group of peo­
ple to work with. The school 
board has given dieir support also. 
Everybody really works together 
well, and it's a fun and challeng­
ing place to work," he said.

T h e efforts were 
methodical during the 15 digs (o extract the 
species that are being depleted in our slate and 
to remain o n l y on the designated portion o f 
the site where the bulldozers would'hit. The 
blueprints were present and Ihe tree markers 
were utilized to stay within these boundaries. 
Some of die plant species are dwindling in our 
state and the rescue was speci f ic to bring the 
flowers to our N o v i Parks. A f te r 1 lO-i- hours 
o f Barb's time alone, a y ie ld o f 24 flats o f 
Tr i l l ium, Jack in the Pulpit, W i l d Geraniums, 
and more were planted during River D a y by 
Barb and other interested residents who par­
ticipated in River Day. 

The purpose o f planting these species is 
important. O n e , to pfeserve some o f the native 
species that are being depleted in our state. 
Two , to enhance the beauty o f our parks. 
Three, to help absorption o f water in our 
woodlands which slows the rain fall beforc 
entering our streams. Th is process also helps 
us keep our drinking water a little cleaner. 

I would l ike to acknowledge two individu­
als who have hopefully started a trend. Father 
Elmer o f Cathol ic Central was the first devel­
oper to start the Wi ld F lower Rescue on his 
new Novi site. Th is is an enormously sensitive 
site and are leaving 20 acres o f a 60 acre par­
cel in its natural state. W h e n he led the way 
Mr . Kevin Sull ivan o f To l l Brothers followed 
suit. A new section o f Island I ^ e was also 
loaded with Wi ld R o w e r s that we were able 
to add to the parks. T h i s is a perfect example 
o f how our business partners can give back to 
the City o f N o v i . I applaud these two men in 
this new venture and hope they wil l both lead 
the way for future projects like these in our 
city.

In 1836, the A ld f ich fami ly designated one-
half acre o f iheir farm as a burial site, lt was 

named Knapp Cemetery in memory of H e n r y 
Knapp , who was laid to rest there. Th is burial 
ground is located on 9 M i l e R d . , east of N o v i 
R d . , near the C S X railroad tracks. Most o f the 
graves date in thel9th century, several are s o l ­
diers who fought in the C i v i l War. T h e years 
took their toll o n Ihis field of remembrance. It 
became overgrown and tombstones laid in 
disarray. 

In July 1989 a boy scoul . L i f e S c o u t 
Matthew Hof fman, chose as his project to 
become an Eagle Scout by restoring this 
cemetery. It entailed the clean-i ip o f the 
grounds, repair and restructure of tombstones, 
erection of a split rail fence and the bui lding 
o f a cemetery sign. H i s proposal had the 
approval of his Scout Leaders and the C i t y o f 
N o v i . (The C i t y has title to the cemetery). 
W i th the help o f scouts from Troop #54 and 
#407, young Matt went to work. The scouts 
d id such an outstanding restoration that the 
N o v i Historical Commission posted a plaque 
designating this as a historical site! 

Just recently the split rail fence was 
removed and we were appalled to see that the 
C i t y had sl iced into die cemetery to lay a c o n ­
crete path running parallel to several grave 
sites. This is an extension of the controversial 
new bike patli on 9 M i l e Road. A foreboding 
steel guard rail has also been installed in front 
o f the concrete path. Th is historical and 
sacred burial ground has been v io la ted!

.solidate elections in Michigan. If 
llieir nine-bill package makes it into 
law, elecdons could be held only on 
die foutlh "Riesday in Febmary and 
on the first Tbesday afier ihe first 
Monday in May , August and 
November. Rep. Ward is a fomier 
township clertc. so he knows what 
he's talking alxiut when he speaks

about die "fmsUiation" o f voters nol 
knowing when elections will be held. 

Their arguments are relatively 
sUaightforward. Consolidadng elec­
tions onto certain dates overall saves 
money Michigan has 555 K-12 

school districis and 
57 intermediate 
(county-wide) dis­
tricts. They pro­
duce a lot of elec­
tions, on die aver­
age 60O per year 
around the slate. 
And each elecdoti 
is expensive. It 
costs the city o f 
Farminglon Hil ls, 
for instance, 
$30,000 to mn a 
school eleclion. 

Moreover, con­
centrating educa­
tion elections into 

certain specified dates reduces voter 
confusion iuid apathy and, hopeful­
ly, increases turnout. Shrewd school 
folks — board members, superin­
tendents, principals, P T O ' s , teticher 
unions, whatever — have more dian 
once conspired to schedule elections 
at limes when a low turnout makes it 
possible for a dedicated minority lo 
pass things like bond issues. More 
than once, I've lieiud a school super­
intendent argue, "We Certainly don't 

want all those people voting in our 
election!" 

So on die surface consolidadng 
elections inlo specified dales seems 
like a no-brainer. Wl io can possibly 
argue against somediing lhal brings 
wider democratic participation? But 
tiefore the legislature lurches into 
action, I'd like to add a couple of 
dioughts. 

First, be careful about November 
Our November ballot in Michigan is 
what the political scientists call a 
"bed sheet ballot," which means the 
number of races and propositions on 
it makes the ballot paper look as long 
as a bed sheet. President, U.S. Senate 
and House; governor, slate senate 
and house; local mayon, and city 
councils; judges, be they local or 
statewide; and various stale and local 
propositions. With all this stuff on the 
November ballot, it's easy for school 
matters to get lost in the shuffle. 

Worse, voters are not going lo get 
a lot o f news coverage and editorial 
guidance in November elections. 
Responsible home town newspapers 
such as tills one spend a lot of time 
covering all kinds o f races and inter­
viewing all die various local candi­
dates. B u l time is not endless and 
space in die newspaper is limited. 
A d d i n g school elections lo tlie 
already-crowded November ballot 
can only worsen die crunch of Uying 

to provide solid coverage for impor­
tant local races. 

A belter alternative would be to 
lump logedier all education races 
inlo one single education election. 
Voters could select members of 
local school boards, community col­
lege boards and govcming board 
members of die U - M , M S U and 
W S U . Confronted wilh an entire 
election dealing witii matters educa­
tional, die news media would actual­
ly be obliged to cover tiie races, to 
question candidates, evaluate quali­
fications and question policy and 
positions. "Name" candidates 
would get less of a leg up. Citizens 
would have a chance to diink about 
tlie totality of eductition policy and 
practice in Michigan .— tiie biggest 
single item in tiie slate's budget. 

Inlerestingly, tiiis is exactiy what 
we did in Michigiui prior to tiie 
adoption o f the 1963 Constiiution. 
Back Uien, education races were 
clustered into one spring election 
held in odd-numbered years. I've 
never understood why the 
Constitutional Convention over­
turned such a sensible system. 

M y second thoughts about con-
solidiiting elections are, regrettably, 
"mutually exclusive and jointly 
exhaustive," as my old philosophy 
tutor u.sed to say 

Sure, doing sometiiing to increase 

voter turnout is as American as 
apple pie. High lumout is tiie best 
way to prevent a small , highly moti ­
vated minority f rom dominating 
public policy, whetiier tliat minority 
be members of tiie teacher unions 
pushing for more money to go inlo 
schools or right wing bigots hy ing 
to sabotage education policy 

But the obvious follow up ques­
tion is: In a higher turnout eleclion 
what kind of voter is likely to be 
turned out? D o we really want peo­
ple who have no interest or knowl­
edge in education to be voting in 
droves? What kind o f voting deci­
sion is the marginal (and likely unin­
formed) voter likely to make? 

In oilier words, is increased voter 
participation actually likely to 
improve our democracy? This is a 
problem dial has been debated for, 
literally, cenluries. A n d 1 have to 
confess lhal as I gel older and 
grumpier, I'm beginning lo diink 
dial mere democratic participation is 
not necessarily tiie best solution for 
all o f our .social and political ills.

B o a t i n g s a f e l y 

s e r v e s e v e r y o n e 

Many may not know that waler 
safely is one o f die latge responsi­
bilities of a sheriff. Widi 450 plus 
navigable lakes in Oakland County 
alone, you can see tills is often a 
daunting task. Widi tiie summer 
here, let's work logedier to make it 
safe and fiIn. 

Please take some time to check 
all flie safely equipment on your 
vessel. Make sure tiiat if your boat is 
requured to have a fire extinguishei^, 
you inspect i l . Most extinguishers 
have a needle type gauge. The nee­
dle should be pointing in die g i w n 
or good area. .Also, make sure ihe, 
extinguisher is Coast G u a r d 
Approved. The materials used lo 
assemble die Coast Guard approved 
extinguishers are different from die 
type you may have in your home. 

Li fe preservers also need particu­
lar attention. Approximately 90 per­
cent of all boating fatalities are 
drownings. When a peison becomes 
unconscious or suffers injuries diat 
prevent diem from keeping diem-
selves afloat, diey can soon become 
a victim. Check tiIe life preservers 
for mildew and rotting. Being in the 
boat all winter often subjects tiiem-
to great humidity. 

Life pnsservers musl be Coast 
Guard approved as well. There are a 
number of items on tiie market dial 
are nol Coast Guard approved. 
Items such as ski-bells, inflatable 
swim rafts and water toys are nol 
approved. Look at tiie preservers to 
make sure tiiey are tiie appnspriate 
sizes for die people who will be 
using diem. T h e preservers may 
have been purchased when die chi l ­
dren were younger, and now tiiey 
have outgrown tiiem. Do you have 
enough preservers? A l the very min­
imum, each person on board a 
watercraft must have one. If a boat is 
over 16 feel in lengdi, a wearable 
life jacket is required for each per­
son on board plus one tiirowable life 
preserver. A l l children under six 

musl wear a life presener on any 
Michigan waterwiiy? These are just 
a few of die requirements required 
by law. 

Also, the skipper needs to shiup-
en his or her boat handling abilities. 
Among the duties is to be responsi­
ble and knowledgeable aboul die 
actual driving of the boat, and 
knowledgeable aboul tiie equipment 
items needed to make Ihe outing 
safe and enjoyable. The Oakland 
County Sheriff's Off ice Marine 
Division, in conjunction witii many 
communities, offers die Michigan 
Safe Boating Course. The course is 
designed to leach all die boating 
requiremenls a skipper needs to 
operate safely and widiin tile law on 
our inlaiid and Great L ^ s , Youtii 
between ages 12 anti 16 need a 
Boating Safety Certificate to operate 
a boat. Additionally, anyone bora 
after Dec. 31, 1978 is required to 
have a Boating Certificate to operate 
personal watercraft. 

Next, a hiemendous but often over 
looked piece of information, is tiie 
float plan. Similar to a pilot's flight 
plan, die float plan is infomiation 
about a person's boating hip. Many 
times people have been lost at sea 
for several days to weeks witiiout 
anyone being aware tiiey were miss­
ing. Hopefully, a well-drafted float 
plan will never be used, bul if your 
boat capsizes, swamps or you get 
lost on the wttter; a float plan proves 
itself invaluable. Not only is it 
important to your well being, it 
helps the rescue people find you 
quickly and safely and limits their 
chances o f being pul in harms way. 

So how do you 'Tile" a float plan? 
float plans are nol filed witii any res­
cue organization. But, when a per­
son is deemed missing, die float 
plan can be filed witii the United 
Stales Coast Guard or any local 
agency attempting to locale die 
missing person. The infonmation 
provided to die rescue agency can 
help diem locate die missing person 
or persons more quickly and accu­
rately. Actually, die float plan should 
be "filed" witii a responsible person. 

A person who can fax. E-mail or 
call die conect infomiation into the 
local rescuing agency when it is 
realized a person or people are miss­
ing. 

M a n y items could and should be 
included in your float plan. Names, 
ages, telephone numbers and 
addresses of each boat occupant are 
very important. The boat make, 
model, color, registration number 
( M C number) and boat niune. A l s o , 
include a mapped route of your Uip, 
including die homeport and where 
your tiip will tenninate. Equipment 
should also be listed (i.e., life pre­
server types, fire extinguishers, vhf 
radios, flares, first aid kit, G P S , 
radar, etc). You may also want to lisl 

., any emergency water and food you 
may have onboard. 

N o w one might say all tiiis is 
c o m m o n sense for Great Lakes 
boaters. However, what aboul the 
inland lakes? Many times boats arc 
taken out witiiout anyone's knowl­
edge. Maybe someone wants to take 
die boat out for some rest and relax­
ation. It is times like tiiese, if an 
accident occurs (i.e., capsizing, 
swamping or collision) no one 
would know where you were. 
Rescuers may spend valuable time 
checking to see if tiiey arrived home 
or may be places otiier than on tiie 
water Rescuers could also waste a 
greal deal of critical time Uying to 
determine where a missing person 
was headed. Also, knowing who or 
how many were in tiIe boat helps 
rescuers determine die meUiod of 
rescue dial is most suitable. 

M a n y parents already require 
"float plans" before their chi ld 
leaves die house everyday (i.e., 
where they are going, whal time wil l 
you be home, who are you going to 
be widi , what is tiieir phone number, 
etc.) S o why nol let someone know 
where you arc going and when you 
will be back. Please, file a float plan 
witii someone; it may help save 
your life!

On May 3,1993, Ihe Federal Emergency Management Agency Iden­
tified Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs) in the City of Novi, Oakland 
County, Michigan, through issuance of a Flood Insurance Rate Map 
(FIRM). The Federal Insurance and Mitigation Administration has deter­
mined lhat modification of the elevations ol the flood having a 1% chance 
of being equaled or exceeded in any given year (base or 100-year flood) 
lor certain locations in this community is appropriate. The modified Base 
Flood Elevations (BFEs) revise the FIRM for Ifie community. 

The changes are being made pursuant to Section 206 of the Flood 
Disaster Protection Act ol 1973 (Public Law 93-234) and are in accor­
dance wilh the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended (Title 
XIII of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, Public Law 90-
448), 42 U.S.C. 4001-4128, and 44 CFR Part 65. 

A hydraulic analysis was performed to incorporate the placement of 
fill in the SFHA and Ihe excavation ol several detention lacilities. This 
analysis has resulted in a revised delineation of the SFHA, and higher 
and lower BFEs lor an unnamed pond along Shaw Creek, located 
approximately 150 leet upstream ol Interstate 96, and three unnamed 
ponds along West Branch Shaw Creek, located approximately 30 feet 
southwest of Grand River Avenue. The table below Indicates existing and 
modilied BFEs lor selected locations along the affected lengths of ihe 
Hooding source cited above.

Under the above-mentioned Acts of 1968 and 1973, the Federal 

Insurance and Mitigation Administration must develop criteria for Hood-
plain management. For the community to participate in the National Flood 
Insurance Program (NFIP), the community must use the modified B F E s 
to administer Ihe lloodplain management measures of the NFIP. These 
modilied BFEs will also be used to calculate the appropriate flood insur­
ance premium rates for new buildings and their contents and for the sec­
ond layer of Insurance on existing buildings and contents. 

Upon the second publication ol notice of these changes in this news­
paper, any person has 90 days in which he or she can request, through 
the Chief Executive Ollicer of the community, that the Federal Insurance 
and Mitigation Administration reconsider the determination. Any request 
lor reconsideration must be based on knowledge of changed conditions 
or new scientilic or technical data. All interested parties are on notice that 
until the 90-day period elapses, the Federal Insurance and Mitigation 
Administration's determination to modily the B F E s may itsell be changed.

Promotional products arc an industry 
unto themselves, with last year's U . S . 
sales reaching nearly $17 bill ion. 

T h e marketing technique of plaster­
ing your business's name and logo on a 
pen <ir coffee mug is not just a practice 
reserved for iarge corporations with 
iiiigc pnimolional budgets. Smal l - and 
medium-s ize businesses have 
embraced it with a fervor o f their own . 

T h e reason? It gets the firm's name 
out there each time .someone uses a T -
shirt or mouse pad emblazoned with 
the company logo. 

"Today it's probably more popular 
than it's ever been." says Randy ICug , 

owner o f Proforma A m c r i b i z , a 
Tucson. Ar iz . , franchise distributor o f 
promotional products. "Everybody 
wants to keep their name in front o f 
their prospects as much as possible." 

In addition to clothing items with a 
company's name or logo, hot products 
include stress balls, screen cleaners, 
mouse pads and other desic items. But 
don't discount the tried and true calen­
dar — industry pfofessionals say 80 
percent o f clients who use a particular 
business calendar eventually will buy 
ffom that company. 

"It's common Ioiowledge that calen­
dars hold the greatest response rate o f 
any ad specialty-type item," IClug says. 

That may answer tJie skeptics who 
wonder i f promotional items really 

work. Il depends on your goal and 
what you're measuring, experts say. 
Calendars notwithstanding, it's nirc 
for a customer to call because he or 
she saw the business name and logo 
on a pen or coffee mug. 

But with so many consumer choic­
es, repeated exposure may eventually 
result in a sale, proponents say. 

Patrick Quig lcy , co-owner of Q & A 
Financial Group, a Tucson financial 
services l imi , says he recently met a 
potential client who told h i m he used 
a coffee mug wilh the firm's name 
and logo every day. "One o f ihe rea­
sons he was wil l ing l o see us is 
because we weren't an unknown 
commodity. H e said that."'

Dating services, photography classes and 
singles bars are all places where people can 
meet their potential soul mate. 

But the most likely place to meet someone, 
conventional wisdom goes, is at work. 

That may be the case at large businesses, 
where every f loor and department holds a 
potential match or two. But it's not so com­
mon at small businesses where it's tough to 
conceal a workplace romance — and even 
tougher to work together i f the fire cools. 

A recent Q u i c k B o o k s Small Business sur­
vey found that just 12 percent o f small-busi­
ness owners and managers had ever dated an 
employee. 

More than two-thirds said it wou ld be eth­
ically wrong to do so. A n d 58 percent said 
they would never date a custotneL 

"It's always a very delicate thing mixing 
business and romance," said M J Jensen, who 
owns her own marketing and promotions 
firm in Tuscon, A r i z . 

She learned her lesson early in her career 
when she dated a co-worker, " l never felt it 
worked out," she said. "Usual ly someone 
gets hurt, and the relationship is severed," 

But passing up a possible life partner 
because you work together may prove to be 
easier said than done. Sometimes the heart 
wins out over the head. 

"I wouldn't rule it out s imply on die fact 
there was an employer-employee relation­
ship," said C h r i s L a n d i , president of a 
Tucson online job board. "If it's meant to be, 
it's crazy not to have that person in your life. 
But that's only i f you believe l i fe is above 
work." 

E v e n rational, level-headed people may 
find it challenging when faced with such a 
di lemma. 

"Intellectually, l would say no. It's fraught 
with too many risks," said Janina Latack, a 
Tucson career consultant and coach.

• If you are the boss, feconsideL The 

power differential between a boss and subor­
dinate involved in a romantic relationship is 
never good. 

" T h e key is maturity and open communi­
cation," said Latack. 

Dating a client can be as tricky as dating a 
boss, subordinate or co-workeL 

"If I'm coaching someone, you are already 
in a complex and personal relationship," said 
career consultant Jan Aalberts, ' T o cloud that 
with an emotional romantic relationship 
would cause you to lose objectivity,"

C . Hugh Hildesley, executive Vice presi- : 

dent o f Sotheby's auction house in New 
York, has a lot o f experience backing this 
theory o f patience. It's a virtue that can come 
in handy at auctions. 

A n d being the professional he i s , he offers 
some tips. He has several decades o f experi­
ence in the field o f bidding and even wrote a 
book about it a few years back cal led "Tl ie 
Complete Guide to Buy ing & Sel l ing at 
Auct ion." 

" T h e first rule is make sure y o u see the 
items," he says. ' T a k e a good look at the 
item." T o o many times people bid on some­
thing just because it sounds good. 

Buyers need to understand their own 
response to the art. "Then , i f you fa l l in love 
with it and have a passion for it, figure out 
what sort o f money you're wi l l ing to pay." 

Hi ldesley says unfortunately sometimes 
"people ran away with themselves" during 
the bidding process at auctions and don't 
realize what they're bidding o n or how high. 

" M a k e a decision as to a price range rather 
than an actual b id ," he says. Sometimes 
that's hard, especially in an event where 
there's only an estimated value listed, but it 
is possible. 

In an event such as local charity benefit 
auctions, though, buyers can't g o wrong 
because "It's a fair process and you' re not 
trying to keep a gallery open, you're helping 
a good cause." 

Just remember when bidding and buying 
at auction that it's "a l l under the context o f 'I 
have to have this, '" he says. " T h e idea is to 
live wi th the thing and love i t " 

O n e more tip Hi ldesley offers i ip to those 
bidding at auction: ' 'Don' t j u m p in too 
quickly. Come in towaid the end and stay 
out o f the fray." It's that sort o f patience that 
wins out in tlie e n d .

Remember, it's not the coolness you're 
feeling; it's the absence of heat. 

The next lime you lake refuge from the 
summer sun in llie air-conditioned comfort 
of your home or office, don't express your 
gratitude by saying, "Boy, that A / C sure 
has cooled litis place down!" 

Rather, say, "Boy, the evaporation 
process has certainly allowed a pressurized 
refngeranl to successfully U'ansfer heat 
from this indoor environment lo the out- • 
doors." 

Granted, it's nol great small talk, but it is 
— at the very least — technically accurate, 
says Greg James, of Gene James A i r 
Conditioning & Healing in Wichita Falls, 
Texas. 

"Basically, the air-conditioning process 
works on evapoiaiion," James says. "When 
a liquid evaporates into a vapor, it takes on 
heat from its environment." 

Jusl how does the air-conditioning 
process make hot places cool? Why are 
there units inside and outside? And will a 
hot room cool down faster if the thermostat 
IS set on 50 degrees? 

Cenlral air conditioners are made up of a 
"split system," James says. Outside the 
house is the compressor, also called the 
condensing unit, while the evaporator is 
found inside. The air handler is also part of 
the evaporator unit. 

While the air inside and outside ideally 
remain separate, the refrigerant used lo 
transport the heal from inside to outside 
travels in a continuous loop beiween the 
two environments. 

And since the decision to turn on the air 
conditioning is usually triggered by an 
uncomfortably warm room, that's as good 
a place as any lo begin U'acing the air con­
ditioning circuit. 

The air inside the room is pulled through 
the return air vents in by the air handler and 
into tlie evaporator. Once inside, the wami 
air passes over the evaporator coils, which 
are filled with refrigerant. 

Commonly known as Freon (a Dupont-
owned brand name), refrigerant is a sub­
stance which absorbs heat by changing 
states (evaporating) from liquid to gas, it 
releases heal by changing states (condens-

• ing) ffohl gas back to liquid. 
The refrigerant enters the evaporator in 

its liquid slate and then passes dirough a 
melenng device that decreases the pressure 
on Ihe liquid, causing it to expand and 
change into a super-cooled vapor. 

Tlie warm air passing over the coils 
filled with this vapor loses its heal to the 
refngerant, typically lowering the air's 
temperature by 15 to 20 degrees. 

The cooled air is then blown back into 
the room through a supply vent. 

(Dehumidification is a key by-product 
of this cooling process; cool air simply 
can't hold as much moisture as warm air.) 

Water released from the air condenses 
on the evaporator coils and eolleets in a pan 
or mns down a drain. 

Next, the refrigerant, still in its vapor 
state, flows out of the evaporator and out­
side to the compressor Inside the compres­
sor, the refrigerant serves double duty First 
it's used to cool off the components inside 
the unit, much like antifreeze in an auto­
mobile engine. And second, it's com­
pressed into a hot gas and then relumed to 
its liquid state for use inside the evaporator. 

While still a vapor, the refrigerant is 
dumped into the interior of the compressor, 
cooling of f die working parts. This is the 
only way the unit can be cooled, so it's 
essential that the refrigerant be in the vapor 
stale as it exits the evaporator, James said. 

If, through some malfuncdon, the refrig­
erant is still in liquid fonti when il leaves

The refrigerant is then is compressed 
into a hot gas, which is forced through the 
condensing coils. Outside air is pulled over 
these coils by the fan on top of the com­
pressor This air cools the refrigerant and 
returns it to die liquid state. 

The refrigerant then is carried back into 
the evaporator

A n aianiiing incrca.sc in the incidence 
of melanoma, the most deadly fonn oi' 
skin cancer, has prompted education 
efforts worldwide to warn atx)ut the dan­
gers of sun exposure. 

Doctors have known i'or .sonic time that 
skin ciincer is overwhelmingly cau.sed by 
exposure to sunlight. And although the 
majority of ca.ses are diagnosed in tlie eld­
erly, it is the high doses of sunlight, p;ir-
ticularly to tlie point of blistering sun­
burns, received as children .and teenagers 
tliat cause tiie irreparable cell damage that 
elevates risk. 

Most tccniigers do nol use sunscreens. 
Many say Ihcy will sunburn lo get a tan, 
researchers at Boston University reported 
last ye.Tr after a survey queried more than 
10,000 children. Survey results found that 
only 34 percent o f youths ages 12 lo 18 
used sun.screcn routinely. A like number 
had sulTered three or more sunburns the 
previous summer. By age 17, .̂ 5 percent 
of the girls were using timning beds, also

1 Wear sunscreen with an S P F of al 

least 15 every day, even cloudy days. 
Dermatologists guess that as much as 
80 percent of exposure is incidental, 
occurring when you do things like vralk 
your dog or eat lunch outdoors. 

• People who burn easily, are lair-
skinned, have many freckles, have 
green or blue eyes and/or have blond 
of red hair are more vulnerable. 

• Select a moisturizer or other skin prod­
ucts with sunscreen built in.

outdoors for non-Hispanic whiles, even 
for tho.se who have deep tans. Researchers 
measunsd lifetiine exposure by mapping 
where participants resided and relocated.

Dermatology, when il is still On die sur­
face of die skin and has nol spread to 
blood and lymphatic vessels.

Know thy skin: 
Regularly examining your skin 

for suspicious moles or 
other changes is the best 
way to detect skin cancer. 
Eariy diagnosis can be life-
saving. 

Using a full-length min'or and 
a hand mirror in a brightly 
lit room, examine your 
b()dy on all sides with arms 
raised. Look carefully at 
forearms and undersides of 
arms, backs of thighs and 
groin. Check between toes 
and fingers; look at palms 
and soles. Examine neck 
and eats.

Pisco is a Ikima — an exceptionally good-
natured beast even by llanuis' gentle standards. 
He's one of just eight certified therapy llamas 
in the United Stales, and he's been accompa­
nying owner Carol Lontine into nursing homes 
and assisted care centers for mast of his life. 

' T o become certified, you need to know they 
can be trusted in any situation," says Lontine, 
who keeps 15 llamas at a ranch in Fort Luplon, 
Co lo . Six-year-old Pi.sco is her special pet. "He 
has lo be able to go into a building, he has lo be 
able lo nol be afraid of a clanging noise. He 
can't be spooked by old people staggering, and 
he must be able to be touched by anybody He 
also has to be tolerant of dogs." 

Once die clamor in the lobby has died down, 
Pisco begins making rounds, paying calls on 
residenis untible to make il lo llie lobby. 

" O h , I want to touch you! C'merc, honey," 
88-year-old Alice Blackburn tells Pisco, as she 
encounters him in tlie hall. Pisco dutifully 
obeys, and places his head on her slioulder for 
a hug. " O h , you put your ears forward so beau­
tifully," Blackburn coos io the l lama "Thank 
you. Oh , diank you. You're so .sweet." 

Lontine said Pisco and .she typically make 
two or Uiree visits to nursing homes or a.ssist-
cd-Iiving centers per week. She'd like to bring 
him into hospitals, bul so far she hasn't found 
a hospital willing to let a llama inside. 

lont ine and Pi.sco adhere to suict hygiene 
requirements. He gets a thorough cleaning and 
bnjshing before every visit — and Pi.sco's got 
a lot of wool to bmsh. 

He 's never made a mess indoors, lont ine 
says. A n d this despite die fact thai Pisco some­
times comes inside to hang out with the family 
and watch T V . 

" H e likes to watch football," Lontine says. 
"Once during a game, he got up, went to die 
door and whined to go out. He went lo the 
bathroom, tlien came right back in and finished 
watching the game. He's a .sweetheart, he real­
ly is." 

M a k i n g f r i e n d s w i t h F i d o

M o r e dian 4.7 million people a year suffer 
bites by man's best friend, and many of them 
are avoid.ible, experts say, i f people follow 
some simple safety tips. 

Since most dog-bite victims are children, 
parents need to leach kids how to deal with 
.sUange dog.s, said Scott Al len, a Wake Couniy, 
N . C , animal control field supervisor. Al len 
instrucLs children lo stand still and "act like a 
tree" when approached by an unfamiliar ani­
mal. 

Jennifer Shryock, owner of Family F'aws in 
Gary, N . C , added: "The most dangerous thing 
for a child to do is lo scream, mn or look direct­
ly inio a dog's eyes." 

Shry(x:k said dogs are more likely to bite 
when scared, and a child's scream can be 
frightening lo ihcm. 

A n d when a child or anyone else runs, dogs 
have an insiincttial reaction to chase. 

Looking direcdy into a dog's eyes can be 
interpreted by a dog as a challenge for domi­
nance, Shiyock said. "It's best to turn your 
head and look away. That's really hard for kids 
because that's how we greet people," she said. 
"Plus, diey arc eye-level with the dog." 

A l len uIges parents to teach their children to 
ask permission before trying to pet an 
unknown can ine—from both a parent and die 
dog's owner. 

Shiyock said parents should look for signs 
that die dog is stressed by the prospect o f a 
child's attention. Don't let your children pet a 
dog that is lickiiig its lips, turning its head, 
cowering or moving away "Dogs do give a lot 
of warning signs, and meet us more than 
halfway," she said. 

If you oryour child is bitten, both Allen and 
Shiyock said, immediately wash the wound 
with warni. soapy water, contact a physician 
and report the incident to animal control offi­
cials.

In the Bordeaux region o f France and 
here. Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot and 
other red-grape viuietics come togcilier as 
wines lhal are greiiier than iheir individual 
parts, wilh (annins, cheny, berry and cassis 
fiavore and hints of spice. leaUicr and 
herbs. 

While most domestic wines iu-e named 
for the grape vjuiety from which they are 
made, U.S. ivincmakcis have borrowed 
from the BonJelais, blending several grape 
types into one wine that, more often than 
not, is their most iiileresling, complex and 
expensive. Bul what to call these mixed-
breed wines? Tlierc is, after all, only one 
Bordeaux. 

Some California wincmakers have cre­
ated pioprieliiry n;inies I'or Uieir Bordeaux-
style wines, .such as Opus One, Isosceles 
(by Justin Winery) iuid Insignia (by Joseph 
Phelps). Others label ihein simply as red 
t;ible wine. 

Fifteen yetirs ago, a group of wineries 
began using the Icnn "Meritage" — a 
combination o f merit ;md heritage — lo 
call a l len l ionto domestic wines made 
from at least > two of the traditional 
Bordeaux varieties — Cabernet 
Sauvignon, Mer io l , Cabernet Franc, 
Malbec and Petit Verdol — plus the lesser-
known St. Macaire, Gros Verdol and 
Carmenere. 

Our favorite Meritage and Bordeaux-
style blends ptiir well wilh this recipe for 
Lamb Rib Chops with Dijon Marinade. 

Because the sauce calls for one cup of 
red wine, use one of our recommendations 
to tic all the components logetlier.
