Novi'.s City leaders have uicd 
letter writing ahd attending hear­
ings to save 
the Beck 
Road Bridge 
over 1-96; 
now one city 
council 
member is 
turning to ihe 
power of the 
petition. 

"When the M. Sanghv! 
people 
speak, the government has to lis­
ten," declared Novi City Council 
Member Mav StInghvi. "That is 
ihe way democracy is supposed to 
work." 

In Apr i l Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm withdrew funding from 
ihe Beck Road Bridge project and 
33 others across the state that had 
been part of former Governor 
John Engler's Build Michigan III 
program. Michigan DepartItient of 
Transportation Director Glor ia 
Jeff countered with what the 
administration dubbed its 
"Preserve First" program, which 
is supposed to focus on repairing 
and maintaining the roads and 
bridges the state has rather than 
expanding infrastructure. 

According to Novi C i l y 
Manager R ick Helwig, the 
Beek/I-96 project is currently ofT 
the state's five-year work plan. 
"I'm very apprehensive that it 
could be set aside for another five 
yairs," he said. 

That could force the city to 
come up with a method of refund­
ing $6 million in bond money to 
city tax payers that voters 
approved last year to fund the 

-Jocai matching money" 
Helwig added deferring the 

project could also jeopardize land 
donations from 12/Beck L L C and 
PIovidencc Hospital. Supporters 
of the project say the eity bond 
money and land donations more 
than meet the local match require­
ments for the 80-perccnt federal­
ly-funded project. 

Wrangling over the project has 
led to threats from state House and 
Senate Republicans to cut Jeff's 
.salafy and to force the projects 
back into the state budgei. The 
Governor has countered that she 
will veio any supplemenial budgei 
bill refunding the projects. 

Sanghvi hopes io have 50,000 
signatures on his petition by the 
end of the month. "Maybe it is 
lime for the people lo flex their 
muscles." 

Sanghvi said he plans on get­
ting the support of the N o v i 
Chamber o f Commerce , area 
church groups and others. "This is 
not a one-man operation. We have 
gol to gel the whole comInunily 
invovled," he said, "This is the life 
blood of Novi . Safely demands ii. 
Our economy relies on it."

N o v i residents who l ive in 
Bristol Comers Subdivision are 
upset aboul what's being done in 
the Beck North Corporate Park, 
an industrial district next lo their 
lots. 

They came to a public hearing 
o f the N o v i Planning Commission 
June 11 to compla in about the 

loss of trees behind Iheir lots and 
the potential reduction in future 
property values. 

The hearing followed a request 
by Northern Equities G r o u p of 
Farmington Hi l ls for approval o f a 
preliminary site plan for phase 
two of the B e c k North induslrial 
park. The company is proposing a 
24-unil, light induslrial site con­
domin ium project, inc lud ing 
associated roads and utilities. 

T h e area comprises 63.22 acres 
easl o f Beck -Road , north of West 
R o a d , south o f Pontiac Trail and 
west of West Park Drive. 

Members of the planning c o m ­
mission recommended postpon­
ing approval o f the preliminary 
site plan at the June 11 meeting. 

T h e first phase of the project in 
W i x o m was developed and sold 
three years ago. The second phase 
in Nov i has been presold to a 

group o f individuals. 
The proposal involves an exten­

sion of Hudson Drive to the north 
to Cartier Dr ive , the construclin o f 
two cul-de-sacs, and associated 
utilities for future users of the 
park. N o buildings are being pro­
posed at this time.

T h e amendment would pro­
vide an optional tool with 
greater f lexibil ity toward 
achieving objectives o f the dis­
trict by authorizing use of 
Planned U n i t Development reg­
ulat ions. The Special 
Development Option was not 
part o f the original ordinance.

Residents say the new indus­
trial park wil l increase noise and 
decrease the beauty of their lots 
and serenity of the woodlands. 
. The developer also plans to 
build a berm between the indus­
trial park and the residential area 
to block noise and lights. 

Nov i resident Andrew M u t c h , 
who served o n the planning 
commission for three and a half 
years, said a city ordinance 
states that the city may waive or 
modify berm requirements. 
. But, he feels that the project 
Shows a disregard for the natural 
features of the c i ty 

"It's difficult for me to under­
stand how this got a positive 
reaction. These are h igh quality 
and unique woodlands," M u t c h 
said. "Thirteen acres o f trees 
have already been lost in this 
area. Jf tonight's p lan is 
approved (by city counc i l mem­
bers j there would be even more 
trees lost. The removal or reloca­
tion o f trees should be done only 
if no other feasible location is 

available. 
"P lus , the city is supposed to 

protect homeowners f rom any 
detrimental impact to their prop­
erty," M u t c h added. "1 want the 
applicant to find a way to devel­
op the area and still respect the 
residents and the environment." 

Jason and L inda Roberts live 
on one o f the cul -de-sacs that 
backs up to the industrial dis­
trict. 

" T h i s (development) has 
affected the view f rom our home. 
We're concemed about losing 
more hees and it affected prop­
erty values," L inda Roberts said. 
"P lus , we feel the security o f 
children wil l be coinpromised. 
There are aboui 35 children who 
play in this neighborhood." 

Scott and K e l l i e Ha l le ron , 
who live on Balfour Dr ive next 
to the industrial park, have been 
c o n c e m e d with woodland and 
wetland removal on the Beck 
North property for more than a 
yean 

"Th is clearing has negatively 
impacted our quality o f life as 
residents. Prior to this tree 
removal, the woodlands were a 
natural buffer between two prop­
erties. N o w we have full expo­
sure to the corporate park," they 
wrote in a recent letter to the city 
counci l . 

T h e Hallerons' attorney docu­
mented tree removals o n the 

property as violat ions of city 
woodland/wet land ordinances. 
H e claims such removal witliout 
permits, even under farming, 
violates ordinances and is not 
just i f ied under T h e Righ l to 
Farm Act . Culr ing trees without 
a permit is a considered a misde­
meanor per city ordinance. 

T h e c i t y has said that the ordi-
ijance allows farmers to remove 
some trees. But the Hallerons 
say the ordinance was violated 
because a large amount of trees 
were cut down. 

Northern Equ i t i es recently 
sold the Beck North property to 
A m s o n - D e m b s Deve lopment , 
Inc., who wil l develop the prop­
erty. Northern Equit ies is per­
forming design and construction 
o f roads and utilities. Once this 
portion of the project is cotn-
pleted, the company will have 
n o further affi l iation wilh the 
park. 

Northern Equi r ies has had 
other developments in North 
Beck Corporate Park. The c o m ­
pany recently clear-cut the trees 
to put roads in and planted win­
ter wheat. 

"The City of N o v i has an ordi­
nance governing this subdivision 
that states that- there must be 80 
percent opacity (no light shining 
through) in the winter and 90 
percent opacity in the summer," 
according to T o n i Nagy, plan­

ning commiss ion cha i rwoman. 
"There are a lot o f trees still o n 
the property, but many are very 
young trees not providing much 
buffer between the industrial 
park and the residential area 
nearby." 

P lanning commiss ion m e m -
bcLs suggested a ring road be 
constructed around the property 
that would keep construction out 
of the wetlands and mean that 
less trees would have lo be cu l 
down. 

" F r o m 1998 through 2002, 
Novi has lost 300 acres o f wood­
lands," N a g y said. She noted that 
the developer was able to plain 
winter wheat on their site 
because of a loophole in a city 
ordinance cover ing the liropcrty. 

" M y suggest ion is that we 
revisit this ordinance," Nagy 
added. 

Stewart said the developer has 
no intent to farm any more land 
in the industrial park. 

"I'm sure w c can work out 
something that would be a win-
win situation for all," he said. 

"I'm sure that a reasonable 
resolution can be achieved," 
Nagy said.

If you're one of Uiose parents 
and you're diinking about solving 
your problem wilh a trip to the 
store for a go-ped, a BB gun or 
even a slingshot, diink twice. 

According to Novi Police 
Officer Tim Harper, every spring 
die department gets a spike in 
complaints from residents about 
children riding mopeds and go-
peds through dieir neighborhoods 
and carrying everything from 
blowguns to pellet guns. 

A lot of the problems, said 
Officer Harper, are the result of a 
lack of information. 

For instance, while they look 
good in the store and kids want 
diem in the worst way, most par­
ents are clueless when it comes to 
the rules for mopeds and go-peds, 
said Officer Harris, 

For instance, he noted, most par­
ents don't realize that mopeds can 
only be operated on the streets and 
require a special license, available 
at.̂ the Secretaî of-Stateî f̂fice, 
The good news is, the minimum 
age for a moped license is't5, but 
the bad news (if you're a kid) is 
dial under die age of 19 you must 
wear an approved motorcycle hel­

met and you can't carry a passen­
ger 

Officer Harper said moped rid­
ers must obey ail the same trafric 
laws as everyone else, with the 
exception that they arc reciuired lo 
stay as far to the right on the pave­
ment as possible. 

"Go-peds, which are essentially 
motorized skateboards, are a dif­
ferent matter entirely," said OiTicer 
Hiuper Tiicy are legally catego­
rized as mopeds, but since they 
don'l meet any of the moped 
requirements, they can'l be used 
legally on any Novi Street and 
mopeds can'l legally be used on 
the city's sidewalks. 

'There's nowiicre in Michigan 
where they're legally permitted," 
he said. "They're missing key 
accessories dial would allow them 
lo be used." 

For instance, he noted, they 
don't have the required brakes, 
horn, headlight or rearview mirror 
Since they don't have a seal, a go-
ped's handlebars can't be the regu­
lation height above the seal. 

Officer Harper said lhat while 
mopeds have been around for quite 
awhile, questions about go-peds 
started, popping up about a year

He noted that while mopeds can 
be used on private property, a min­
imum of five acres is required and 
restrictions on how far away you 
have to slay from occupied homes 
and properly lines make their use 
virluidly impossible. 

While BB guns were an innocu­
ous part of growing up for many 
people, in Novi ihe basic rule is, if 
it shoois somelhing, ii's classified 
as a dangerous weapon and it's 
against city ordinance to possess or 
operate it ouidoors. 

According to Officer Harper, 
items on the no lisl include BB 
guns, pellet guns, spring-operated 
guns, slingshots, wrist rockets, 
bow and arrows, blowguns an(i

With the Fourth of July just 
around the comeL many area res­
idents are wondering once again 
what kind of fireworks can they 
legally use at home. 

The short answer? Nol many. 
According to Novi Police 

Sergeant Matt Conquest, "In the 
state of Michigan, if it lifts off 
the ground or goes boom, it's 
illegal." 

For the long legal explanation, 
you can go lo 
www.michigan.gov/msp and 
type the word "fireworks" in the 
search box, but ihc quick answer 
said Sgt. Conquest is that posses­
sion of boille rockets or fire­
crackers could land you in jail 
for up 10 90 days and leave you 
wilh a $500 fine or worse. 

Lt. Tim McNamara recalled an 
incident on Novi's Eastlakc 
Drive in tlieeariy '80s where Iwo 
men were launching boiilc rock-
eis througii the sunroof of their 
van. "One of tiie boltie rockets 
set lite rest of the fireworks on 
lire and the iwo men were 
severely burned over 50 percent 
of their bodies." he said. 

He recaiied anolher lime when 
a man was hit in the eye with fly­
ing debris while playing with 
fireworks and noted tliat every 
year or two Novi's fire rescue 
crews treat a hand injury or two 
as a result of misuse of fire­
works. 

Lt. McNamara said fireworks 
inost often make iheir appear­
ance al parlies, which nol 
uncommonly feaiure alcoliol and 
Ihe mixiure of fireworks and 
alcohol makes a receipt i'or dis­
aster 

Even if it doesn't icad lo 
injuries, the use of fireworks in a 
neighborhood, said LL 
McNamara, often leads to bad

Sgl. Conquest noted lhat while 
every year the deparitncnt gels 
numerous complaints for posses­
sion of illegal fireworks, it's been 
a decade or more since the last 
arrest in Novi for illegal sale of 
fireworks. As always, said Sgt. 
Conquest, the Novi Police 
Department will be strictly 
enforcing slate law and local 
ordinances.

It's not every day that a group 
of Middle Eastern women have an 
opportunity to eat barbecue. 

ilut Michael and Bonnie 
Brown, owners of Brown Jig 
Grinding in Wixom, cooked up a 
baich of tlie sweet meal for a del-
egalioii of Arab women wiio came 
to iearn about business American-
style. 

The 17 women, who hailed 
from several Middle F.aslern 
countries, visited the Wixom plant 
as part of a pilot project, the U.S. 
Dcparlnicnl of Commerce Middle 
East Executive Training in the 
United States ( M E E T U.S.) 
Program. 

This business developmenl pro­
gram Ibr women began June 2 and 
ends tomorrow, according lo 
Jaiiiaiia Jiideli, one of the organiz­
ers of the program. 

The Middle East Partnership 
Initiative (MEPI) funds the pro­
gram. Organizers of llie event also 
included the Arab-Aincrican 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Women were selected to partic­
ipale in the program based on 
their answers in a questionnaire 
regarding their professional and 
educational background. 
Applicants were also interviewed 
to sec how they would fit in with 
the other trainees. 

The women arrived in Detroit 
June 14, attended events associat­
ed with Ford Motor Co.'s lOOtli 
anniversary celebration aiid an 
Arab festival in Detroit over die 
weekend. 

Other stops included a inecling 
with Weight Watchers president 
Florine Marx at the company's 
headquarters in Farmington Hills 
and a visit with staff from 
Standard Federal headquarteLs jn

They left for Chicago after the 
Brown Jig Grinding event June 18 
on their way lo Cedar Rapids, 
Iowa. 

Brown explained how Ihe 

women happened to visit his 
plant. 

" M y niece, Erin Crouch, works 
in llic Dcparliiiciit of Commerce. 
She e-niailed me about a month 
ago and asked mc if I would be 
interested in hosting the women," 
he said. 

"They were cxireiiiely knowl­
edgeable. They seemed very inler-
esled in the precision manul'actui-
iiig ol ' our various parts. We make 
component pans and gauges ibr 
automotive, aircraft, the military, 
food imlustry and constriictioii 
iradcs," Brown saiil. 

Brown said Brown Jig Grinding 
was cslablisliod in 1966. 

"It's a family-owned business. 
My father, Mili icL is 82 and still 
works here. We were in Novi ibr 
20 years by Tiiiiiicrlane Lumber 
and moved to Wixom seven years 
ago," Brown said. He's been 
heading up his father's business 
since 1981. 

Before Hying lo Detroit, the 
Middle Eastcni women spent two 
weeks in Washington, D.C. , Ibr 
general business tiaining and 
training in U.S. business prac­
tices, including e-coninierce irain-
itig. 

"Most of these women already 
have their own businesses or are 
in high-level positions in their 
own countries. They were here lo 
enhance their skills and network," 
Judeh said. 

The women visilcd MidaniaL a 
large Middle lEastcrn owned and 
operated business, while in Cedar 
Rapids. They Hew back lo 
Washington, D.C., for a couple of 
days before returning to the 
Middle East. 

The visitors said they were 
quite impressed witli Brown Jig 
Grinding. 

"It's a family run business. It's 
a stiiall business in terms of 
employees, hul ihcy do really 
well, i l is pertinent to some of 
their industries. One our delegates 
does flooring Ibr sports facilities.

S c h o o l 
Energy Cooperat ive instead of 
i'rom i ixc lon, the former long­
time provldcL 

Koster said he wouldn ' t 
know the new rates f r o m 
Exelon until almost the start o f 
the next school year, which was 
100 long to wail. 

"E.xclon iiiis been giving us 
exceiicnt service in a very good 
price range for a long time," lie 
said. "Il is a huge inul i i -bi l l ion 
dol lar company. 1 was told in 
the winter thai they would re­
evaluate the M i c h i g a n market, 
so I kept cal l ing them and they 

couldn' t give me a price." 
Koster said lhat the savings 

arc clean and they're hard d o l ­
lars, w h i c h is in the districts 
i'avor " W e already know that i f 
we consume tiie same amount 
o f units o f energy next year as 
this year, we wil l save approx i ­
mately $158,387," he sa id ." If 
wc consume less energy, lhat 
amount wi l l be greatcL It all 
depends o n the weather." 

The new company, M I S E C , 
is a separate legal entity that 
has the authority to buy elec­
tricity. 

"I was frank with the E x e l o n 
representative on the phone and 
lie was frank with mc," Koster 
said.

U - M a f f i r m a t i v e a c t i o n c a s e 

At a time when common sense, let alone 
sanity, is in short supply in our public 
affairs, the Supreme (Court's decision on 
the University of Michigan affirmative 
action admissions policy cases is welcome. 

The Court ruled on Monday that univer­
sities may continue to use race as a factor 
in iichieving a diverse student body. The 5-
4 ruling applied to the U-M's law .school 
admissions process, which uses a relatively 
unstructured system to achieve a "critical 
mass" of diverse students. 
But in a split decision, the 
Court also held, 6-3, that 
the tnethod used by the U-
M's undergraduate admis­
sions — to assign an auto-
malic 20 poinls to minori­
ties out of a ISO-point 
index — was unconstitu­
tional. 

Writing for the 5-4 
majority opinion on the U-
M's law school admissions 
case, Justice Sandra Day 
O'Connor wrote: "Our 
conclusion that the law 
school has a compelling Phi l POWSr 
interest in a diverse student 
body is informed by our view that obtain­
ing a diverse student body is at Ihe heart of 
the law school's proper institutional mis­
sion." 

The key issue in both opinions, surely 
the most important having to do with affir­
mative action and higher education in a 
generation, was whether the country has a 
"compelling interest" in promoting diverse 
student bodies at universities. In the 1978 
Bakke decision, the Court ruled that race 
cannot be used to achieve a specific quota 
of races on campus, but that race could be 
used as a "plus" factor in granting college 
admission. 

U-M President Mary Sue Coleman hailed 
the decision as "a tremendous victory for 
the University of Michigan, for all of high­
er education." She also said the University 
would modify its undergraduate admissions 

•system to comport with the Court's ruling. 
I can't say the Court's ruling was a sur­

prise. To have flatly banned taking race 
into consideration in college admissions — 
an objective fervently wished by conserva­
tives — would have thrown the entire high­
er education system in the country into tur­
moil and, very probably, would have result­
ed in the resegregaiion of college campus­
es. Bui ihe U-M's excessively mechanical 
poini-bascd undergraduate admissions sys­

tem has always seemed to me 
ihe triumph of administrative 
expediency over fair-minded­
ness. 

1 .served as a member of the 
University's Board of 
Regents while the affirmative 
action cases were being 
mounted, so 1 have some 
understanding of both the 
moral and practical issues 
lurking behind all the legal 
language. 

The basic practical issue 
for years has been how the 
university could possibly sort 
through the 25,081 admission 
applications (in this case, for 

the class of 2002) for the 5,186 undergrad­
uate places. With a limited number of staff, 
the U-M admissions office has for years 
argued the only way to sift through this 
mass of applications is to award points for 
things like standardized test scores, grade 
point average, geography, athletic prowess 
and, of course, race. 

When confronted with objections that the 
cotnplex grids used to make admissions 
decisions looked pretty mechanistic and 
did not take individual potential into con­
sideration, the office in essence argued it 
had no administrative choice. The universi­
ty will now have lo retool its admissions 
procedures io meet what everybody recog­
nizes is still a nebulous standard as set out 
by the Court. 

The law school, with a far smaller stu­
dent body, considered 5,243 admissions for 

tiie 352 places in the class of 2005. The 
school's admissions process was much 
more individualistic and, if 1 may say, con­
sciously vague and indefinite. Were Ihe 
admissions officers seeking a specific 
quota of minority students? No, bul they 
wanted more than a minimum number. 
What was that? Can't really say. O K . 
Deliberately obscure rules yielded a desir­
able outcome, at least in the minds of this 
Court. 

Overall, 1 think the evidence is pretty 
clear that the system of college admission 
by affirmative action used by Ihis country's 
elite universities over the past 25 years has 
produced exactly the objective intended: 
The mid and upper ranks of business, gov­
ernment and the military are now populated 
by people of many different racial and eth-' 
nic backgrounds. And the country is far 
stronger for it. 

On the down side, 1 am afraid that in 
sanctifying "diversity" as a compelling 
social objective, the Supreme Court has 
accepted the device of defining individuals 
by their racial or ethnic origin in order to 
achieve a desirable social objective rather 
than considering individuals by their own 
merits. 

Plainly, a diverse society is far better 
than a segregated one. But a society that 
tolerates racial characterization as the price 
wc pay for avoiding segregation is sfill a 
society that has a long way to go to achieve 
color-blind justice. 

My sense of the Supreme Court's deci­
sions is that the Justices recognized both 
points of view and struggled to achieve an 
equilibrium of common' sense. Both 
extreme liberals and ultra conservatives 
will be disappointed in its decisions — cer­
tain evidence the Court chose the right 
path.

D e s t i n a t i o n I m a g i n a t i o n t e a c h e s 

N o v i s t u d e n t s m a n y u s e f u l s k i l l s

Il has only been diree years since 
Destination Imagination, a com­
plex problem-solving program, 
was introduced in Michigan. This 
year tiiree of eight Novi learns went 
to state competitions and in its first 
year, Novi had one team dial made 
il lo tile worid level competition. 

Any Novi students in grades 
fourth dirough 12di can participate 
in tile program. According to Cadiy 
Gee, coordinator of the Novi 
Destination Imtigination program, 
sludenls are recmited at die end of 
September. 

"The first competition is a 
regioniil coniiietiiion, and all die 
teams dial end up witii a problem 
solution go to that," she said. "Nol 
every leam makes il diat far tiiough. 
The teams dial come in first, .sec-
ohd and tiiird at tiie n:gional com­
petition go on lo slate finals." 

Gee explained dial the program 
is all extra-cunicular, which means 
very hide problem-solving is done 
during school time. There are some 
high school students tiiat do work 
during llieir semlniu- time, which is 
like a study period, but for tiie most 
pan people meel in garages, base­
ments, living rooms, kitchens and 
family rooms. 

"The problems gel solved widiin 
people's homes," Gee said. "About 
two or Uiree weeks prior lo die 
regional competition, 1 always have 
a dress rehearsal day, so dial all of 
die teams are invited lo come and 
tiiey can pul on Uieir long-lenn 
problem solution. 1 always create 
an instant challenge for diem, 
which is a short temi problem." 

Students go into a room wiUi a 
couple of piirents who run die 
instant challenge. Tliis gives Uiem 
practice for doing a full day of 
competition, since Uiey are going lo 
have long-term and short-term 
competition on regional day. 

"The kids compete by age level," 
Gee said. "There are basically Uiree 
different age positions. There is an 
elementary age which goes tiirough 
grade five; Uiere is a middle school 
age, or level two, which goes from 
grades six dirough eight; and theie 
is a high school level which is also 
called Ihe secondary level." 

The groups are gatiiered in 
teams of students widi at least one 
adult coach. There are between five 
and seven students on a team. Once 

,a team has. been, fgnned it logks 
over tiie profjlems" diat are pub­
lished internationally by 
Destination imagination and 

Odessy of tiie Mind. The non-prof­
it portion of Odessy of die Mind 
has been joined io Dt;stination 
Imagination. The. Michigan 
Cieativity Association (MICA) is a 
creative problein-iiolvitig vehicle 
widiin die shite of Michigan and 
dial's where Novi picks its lead 
from. MICA mecLs annually and 
decides which creative problem-
solving program tiiey are going lo 
go witii. Since ils inception a few 
years back, it has been Destination 
Imagination. 

'The advantages to die students 
are many," Gee said. "They leam to 
be team members, tiicy leam lo 
express tiieir ideas lo a group of 
kids and tiiey learn to listen to otiier 
kids ideas, which is very hanl for 
some Sludenls. They learn all sorts 
of building skills and creativity 
skills. Most of die presentations for 
long-lenn wind up being in die 
fonn of a Hide play, where diey 
have lo present tiieir solution to a 
judge. Tliey leam how lo write, 
tiicy leam how to act, tiicy le;im 
how to create .sets, diey Ictuii how 
to do tile technical parts'and tiiey all 
leam how to use hanimeni, .screws 
and power tools when they are 
being very carefully monitored. 
Sludenls also leam lo talk to 
adults." 

One of die tilings dial happens 
after die long-term competition is 
tiie judges, who <irc lUl tidults, come 
up to tiie kids and talk to dicm 
about tiieir problem solution and 
gel as much out of die problem 
solution as diey can. They find oul 
what dieir dioughl proces.scs were 
and how Uiey gol lo tiiat place. 
When die kids get in dial situation, 
tiiey love to talk aboul whal diey 
have been able to do, noted Gee. 

The International Association, 
which is based in New Jersey, pub­
lishes somewhere between five to 
six problems that students can 
solve. The kids gel togetiier at dieir 
first meeting and start going over 
what die problems are. Gee gives 
diem an inuxxiuction to what tiiis 
kind of problem solving system 
actually is. The emphasis for tiiis 
problem solving is tjie kids acting 
as a team choo.ses Uie problem it is 
going to solve and die learn mem­
bers completely solve it. The par­
ents are diere, not lo tell diem how 
to do tilings, but to act as informa­
tion centers. 

"Adults cannot solve any part of 
tiie problem," Gee said. "If die stu­
dent w.uiiê  to leam how lo tniike a 
costume and Uiey ask adults if 
someone could teach tiiem how to 
sew, we can teach Uiem how to sew. 

bul we can't design Uie costume, 
pick oul Uie materials lo make Uie 
costume, pick oul die palietn lo cut 
it out, or show thetii how lo do it. 
We cim stand over tiiem and iisk 
diem a series of questions which 
varies iiccordiiig lo Uie situation 
involved, ll's Uie who, what, when, 
where, why. Why are you doing 
tills, how ans you going to do iI...lo 
get tiiem lo follow a logical padi so 
tiiat diey will figure out how tiiey 
need to do it." 

If .an adull gives a student die 
idea of whal to do, tiie kids can't 
use it. So, Gee usually gives them 
goofy ideas of tilings so tiiat tiiey 
will gel lui idea. "Once we gel into 
die process, if tiiey arc tiying to 
solve a problem and Uiey ask me 
whal I diink, I teil diem tiiere are 
two ways we could do tiiis," she 
said. "I can ask Uiem questions so 
Uiey come to their own solution, or 
1 could give tiicni a solution I 
tiioughl of, but they can't use it. 
Ninety-nine percent of tiie time 
diey don't want my solution, tiiey 
wimt my questions." 

The kids, by being asked die.se 
questions, leam lo Uiink for diem-
selves. Tliere txK two p;ins lo every 
competition. One is tiie long-tenn, 
where die kids choose die problem 
and tiiey have several montiis to 
work on it; and the short-term prob­
lem, where die students on die day 
of compctilion go into a room with 
one coach and a pimel of judges. 
The judges give Uie students a 
problem where they have some­
where between tiiree and five min­
utes to solve. It might be a building 
problem, an adding problem, an 
association problem, or anyUiing 
else. The kids basically have to 
solve it in improvisadonal manner. 

"One of die diings we have 
found is dial by doing Uiis kind of a 
problem, kids leam how to logical­
ly solve problems in addition lo 
creatively solve them," Gee said. 
"We have had some kids who have 
had learning difficulties in school 
dial have benefited ticmeiidously 
simply by doing tiiis lirogram. Kids 
who couldn't do a particular school 
skill before, now all of a sudden 
can. Even reading is affected witii 
tiie.se kids. The problems are nol 
written on an elementiiry age level, 
Uiey are written on a high school or 
college level. So the kids have to 
leam how to read die problem."

As the last days of June 
approach, it's only natural for 
school administî tors to reminisce 
about the great times tiiey have had 
nol only diis past school year, but 
diroughout many years witii die 
people they worked witii and 
became friends wiUi. 

One person, Dr. Rita Traynor, 
who is retiring after an astonishing 
31-year career as assistant superin­
tendent of Instiiictional Services, 
has left her mark in many ways, bul 
one of Uiose ways is very unique. 
She edited a book called 
Metiiphors for Leadership in hopes 
dial die proceeds from sales go to 
help the Galileo Teacher 
Leadership Con.sortium. 

The book is a collection of 
metaphors dial members of die 
Galileo Teacher Leaders at Novi 
Schools came up wiUi. 

"When we interviewed every 
oUier year to get new leaders, one 
of my questions always was, 
'What's your metaphor for leader­
ship?,'" Traynor said. "They would 
give it lo me. but it was just inter­
esting Io hear how people could 
come at what tiiey were hying to 
do and how tiiey could describe il. 
1 got tills idea diat maybe it would 
be fun lo put into a book dial we 
could sell to make some money for 
Galileo." 

So, Traynor conuibuted about 
$3,000 of her own money to die 
project and Becky Slockbridge, 
Novi Community School District's 
communications/publications 
assistanl, did all of the graphics for 
die book on her own time. 

"We have been selling die book 
individually tiirough teachers in die 
school and we hope to sell it 
tiirough Galileo in the fall," 
Traynor said. "We loved doing it 
Every teacher who was involved in 
Galileo filled out a slip, Uien I edit­
ed it We have gotten a lot of good 
responses. We are excited atxiut il 
and l do think it is saleable, l have 
always wanted to publish a book 
and it has been an exciting experi­
ence. I know tiiat eveiybody on die 
board has been veiy supportive of it 
as well." 

The Novi Community School 
Distiict has been one of nine edu­
cational groups involved in tiie 
Galileo Leadership Consortium 

since Its initiation In 1996. The ini­
tial consortium consisted of five K-
12 school distiicts, two community 
colleges and two intermediate 
school distiicts. The goals of die 
consortium, supported wiUi grant 
money from die W.K. Kellogg 
Foundation, have been: 

• To develop and support partici­
pants in Uieir continuing journey to 
become exemplary professionals 
and models of teachers as leaders 
and learners witiiin Uieir organiza­
tion. 

• To create and develop stiuc-
UIres, stiTiiegies and skills to effect 
organizational change resulting in 
healtiiy learning communities. 

• To establish cooperative rela­
tionships among K-14 educational 
organizations for greater flexibility 
and effectiveness in meeting die 
needs of all leamers. 

"The Galileo Teacher 
Leadership Consortium is a train­
ing session to improve die back­
ground of educators," Traynor said. 
"It trains teachers lo become better 
teachers, but also to become lead­
ers in tiieir community in die whole 
educational field, to look at educa­
tion not just in a nantiw sense, but 
to look at what you can do firom a 
broad sense lo include education 
for kids. It's a tiaining session Uiat 
we gain so much finom. It also 
teaches teachers to do action 
research in die classroom, which is 

taking a lol of tiie dungs dial ihey 
have learned about whal students 
do and putting it together to 
improve education as a whole. The 
total is to improve die background 
of educators." 

The consortium started when a 
group of superintendents came 
together from five different school 
distiicts in 1996. They were able to 
get a grant from the CO-OP foun­
dation for teacher leadership and 
tiiey felt diat Uiere was a need in 
education lo take teachers from tiie 
classroom and really concenn îe 
on teacher leadership. The consor­
tium, backed by die Kellogg Grant 
brings togetiier national leaders and 
spends iwo years working witii 
teachers in differenl ways to get die 
leadership tiaining. 

"We found diat Uiis was an out­
standing way for teachers to get 
good service on leadership diat per­
haps we couldn't afford," Traynor 
said. "They go for two years, Uien 
tiiey come back into die distiict. It 
wasn't necessarily diat tiiey were 
training lo become administî tors, 
but diey were being trained to look 
at education from a larger stand­
point and to ask, "What is it tiiat we 
can do to build a community of 
leamersT'

This is hap­
pening more and more with the 
unconventional fish. We have lots 
of people to call when their favorite 
comes in. Of late, one of my per­
sonal favorites has been bay scal­
lops. If they are available, we.buy 
diem for die restaurant Their flesh 
is creamy white and smells very 
similar to the ocean, l f they are 

quickly seared and finished in the 
oven, an incomparable sweemess 
comes out ... what I refer to as 
"candy of the sea". 

Bivalve mollusks, belonging to 
die same family as mussels and 
clams, scallops have two hinged 
shells and feed on microscopic 
plants and animals which they filter 
oul of the nutrient-rich ocean 
waters. They swim only when 
threatened by clapping their shells 
together to create a jetting effect. A 
single propulsion can cany a scal­
lop up to 14 feet. 

Sea scallops have a niaximiim 
lifespan of 16-17 years and their 
shells can grow as laIge as 18 inch­
es. They become marketable in 
approximately four years. In its 
early life, a scallop grows rapidly 
and its age can be detemiined by 

counting the lines on the outside of 
the shell. 

There ans over 3O0 species of 
scallop wilh diose from, die 
NoIthwest Atlantic being the most 
prized. Guess where ouIs come 
fiom? Fisliing vessels towing large 
chain dredges across lhe ocean txit-
tom collect lhe shellfish. Once on 
board the boat, tfie scallops are 
dumped, shucked, washed and iced. 
Once in a while, whole scallops are 
brought to niarlcet I've used diem 
whole and altfiough beautifiil, 
they'K not piactical or cost effective. 
It is impnadve dial the fishenmen 
use good judgment Mi biinging up 
the dredges before they are too fiill. 
If the scallops are not cleaned and 
iced in the least amount of tiine pos­
sible, they lIeat up and when bagged 
begin to spdi firom the inside out 

Many plants take part in a pIac-
tice called "soaking" which masks 
off odors, udds weight and 
improves appearance. The soak 
solution has a tremendous water-
binding capacity, so 100 pounds of 
scallops becomes 120 pounds of 
scallops in just two days. Salt is 
cheap, so tfiere is a tremendous 
retum on investment 

These "baigain" scallops show 
tfieir true colors in your kitchen. The 
cell walls break down when cocAed, 
and the water is released. The 
trapped odors are liberated and even 
if tfie sea scallops weren't old 
enough when soaked, tfie process 
destroys the rich, sweet flavor. 

Soaked scallops will be wliite in 
color or have white fringes around 
tfie meat due to die bleaching effect 
Generally tfiey will liave no odor or 

foul smell and will tie slimy to tfie 
touch. Unsoaked sea scallops have 
a sweet ocean smell witfi fifm, 
moist meat. Their natural color 
varies fiiom creamy white to tannish 
pink to orange. 

I can't stress enough ... Know 
who you buy your fish fiom. .Ask to 
sInell and inspect it before purchase. 

It is heavenly to open a tin of 
scallops from our purveyor in 
Boston. Tlie ocean smells so real, it 

. is as if you've just returned fiom a 
walk on lhe beach.

Somewhere in Novi, there's a 
young boy who sits down and 
watches ihe Detroit Tigers play­
ing and dreams that one day 
he'll be taking to a Major 
League field.

Maier, a 2000 Novi High 
School graduate arid former 
University of Toledo Rocket 
baseball player, found out 
recently that

In U a i n r 
the first round InolUI 
of Major 
League

the Kansas 
City Royals knew exactly who 
they wanted and Maier was that 
man. 

"It's very e.xciting," said 
Maier, who was recently select­
ed as a first-team Ail-American. 
"Just to get the opportunity to 
play professional baseball is a 
fantastic opportunity. It's some­
thing I've always dreamed of." 

With the second-highest bat­
ting average in the United States 
at the time of the draft, Maier 
seemed like a sure thing for the 
Royals. 

"Quite a few of us had the 
opportunity to see him," said 
Deric Ladnicr, the Senior 
Director of Scouting for the 
Royals. "He has one of the bet­
ter bats in the country, and he's 
put the numbers up consistently 
over the past few years." 

One thing that the Kansas 
City organization did note was 
that they hoped Maier's time in 
the minors would be a limited 
one. 

"We see him as someone who 
can get through the organization 
quickly," Ladnier said. "All he 
has to do is prove that he can do 
it, and his time in the minors 
will be a short one." 

Maier was scheduled to report 
to the Royals' accelerated team 
in the Arizona Rookie League 
June 15. There, Maier will b.e 
introduced into the world of 
professional baseball. 

"There, I'll be using a wood 
bat and getting the hang of the 
different pace of the game," 
Maier said. "Right now, I'm 
looking at just doing my best 
and learning all that 1 can," 

Maier, who stands 6-feet-2 
and weighs in at 195 pounds, 
was one of the first draftees to 
sign with his squad. 

"They gave me a great offer 
and I couldn't turn it down," 
Maier said. "I'm very happy 
with it and very comfortable 
with it. I was ready to sign it and 
get going." 

According to the Royals, 
Maier's contract includes a 
$900,000 signing bonus and an 
invitation next spring to the 
major-league camp. 

"It's all very exciting for me 
and my family," Maier said. "I 
wasn't expecting it to all work 
out this way, but I'm happy it 
did. This is something l'll never 
forget." 

Ladnier noted that drafting 
Maier was never a question of 
when or where. 

"This wasn't a game of chess 
and there was no way we were 
going to wait for another 
round," he said. "This was the 
guy we wanted. The whole point 
of the draft is to ensure the 
future talent and the quality of 
play that individuals can give to 
a major league club 

"This young man has got the 
whole package. He has the tal­
ent and the tools to play profes­
sional baseball and has the 
make-up to build an organiza­
tion around. We live and die by 
the draft, and we look to get 
players that we can develop 
from within. Mitch is the kind 
of player that we want in Kansas 
City." 

Maier was invited to work-out 
with the Royals before their 
game against the San Francisco 
Giants June 13, where he had 
the opportunity to work with 
former All-Star catcher and cur­
rent Royals manager Tony Pena. 
Maier was also in full Royals 
uniform and then sat in a luxury 
box with his family for the 
game. 

Overall, Maier said it's not 
about where he might end up or 
what the future holds for him. 
It's about playing the game. 

"It's just a great experience," 
Maier said. 

"I'm ready to head out and do 
what I do. J want to play and 
have a good time while I'm out 
there." 

Being a native of Metro

Herb Maigic 

These are herbs and plants make good ingredi-
onls for home spa products. Beyond their 
cleansing properties, pick the herbs you like lor 
their scent: 

For oily sldtii calendula, lady's mantle, lavender, 
rose petals, sage. 

For dry skin; chamomile, clover, mint, parsley or 
primrose. 

As an astringent; chamomile, lady's mantle, mint, 
nasturtium, pansy, primrose, rose petals, rose­
mary, sage, violet, wintergreen berries. 
To stimulate; bee balm, calendula, lavender, 
lemon verbena, mint, rosemary, sage, pansy 
leaves. 

As an antiseptic; chamomile, purple cornllower, 

eucalyptus, marjoram, thyme. 

To cleanse; chamomile, lady's mantle, parsley. 

For acne: iris, lavender, lemon balm, artemlsia, 
sage. 

Herb water can be used as a skin toner and hair 
rinse or as an ingredient in olher concxtions. 
Gather herbs early in Ihe morning. Crush 1 
ounce of herbs in a cup oi water. Pour into a 
ceramic or enamel pot, add another cup of 
water, cover and bring lo a boil. Simmer for a 
few minutes, then let cool. Strain, and store the

Bodi of Ihem are ready to hit die sheets, bul 
only one of diem wants to sleep. He's ready, bul 
she's not willing. Or she's frislcy but he's lisdess. 

This "desire discrepancy" can wound and 
even cripple a relationship, says Michele Weiner 
Davis, a dierapisl and author of "The Sex-
Slarved Marriage: A Couple's Guide lo 
Boosting Their Marriage Libido" (Simon & 
Schuster, $24). 

"A sex-slarvcd marriage is when one spouse 
is longing for more sexual closeness and Uic 
oilier is too tired, loo worried about the laundry 
not being done, the bills' being paid, ihinking, 
'What's die big deal, it's just sex,'" says Weiner 
Davis, author of the besl-seller "Divorce 
Busling." 

"What 1 finally learned is, it is a really big 
deal. It's aboul being 
loved, feeling close, feel­
ing aiU'aciive. Tlie low-
desire spouse doesn't get 
il." 

When couples are sex-
starved, "they slop 
spending dme togedier, 
don'l sit nexl to each 
olher on the couch when 
they're watching T V 
don't hold hands," she 
says. "Tlie relationship 
becomes icy, and die 
marriage is al risk for infidelity and divorce. 

"The most common tiling is, ihey're aiguing 
aboul it all die dme. She begins lo feel he has a 
one-UTick mind. He begins lo feel she's frigid or 
an ice queen. Whenever he approaches, she 
recoils and pushes him away." 

Don'l put much stock in Ihe way gender roles 
were assigned in diat paragraph, she says. 

"The most incredible mydi is that die woman 
always has lower sex drive, and that's absolute­
ly, posiuvcly not so," she says. "Sex dierapisis 
tend to agree dial low desire in women is a big­
ger problem, bul men don'l trail loo far behind. 

"Widi women it's sort of a joke; having a 
headache is as American as apple pie. But you 
don'l hear guys going to die locker room saying 
dicy don't want lo have sex. 

"1 want men lo feel less shame aboul diis. 
Women diink it's because diey're unatuacdve or 
dicy'rc doing somediing wrong, but low sexual 
desire isn't a woman's issue." 

Couples who have a desins discrepancy need 
lo lalk about it, she says, which is difficult for 
many partners. 

"It's amazing io me how couples can go for 
years and not Udk about sex. They don't tell each 
oilier what diey like, what diey don't Jike, what 
feels good," she says. 

Furdiermore, Uicy should take Nike's famous 
niarkedng slogan lo heart and just do it. 

"I'd be rich if 1 had a dollar for every time 
someone said lo me, '1 really wasn't in die mood 
for sex when we got started, but once diings got 
moving, il felt good and L got into it' It takes a 
while lo get revved up, but it's diere. People 
have to give diemselves permission," she says. 

Lower-desire parmers who actively start pay-
ing more attention to die sexual side of dieir 
relationships are frequently surprised al die pos­
itive changes in dieir partners' altitude toward 
diem, die family and die relationship. 

"This isn't rocket science. You'ie reaching oul 
in a way diat says somediing, and diey want to 
be responsive," says Weiner Davis. "I call it die 
Great American Sex (Challenge, and anyone 
who has a spouse who's overly critical, in a cave 
or not responsive should tfy It for two weeks and 
see what happens." 

The person wilh die lower sex drive, Weiner 
Davis says, needs lo take die partner's drive into 
consideration. 

"They'll say, 'Get over it,' or, 'Take a cold 
.shower.' What diey're saying is, 'l don't care 
aboul your drive, but I expect you to be monog-
amous.' That's unfair, and l diink it's one of die 
reasons for rampant infidelity, which isn't just 
aboul sex - it's about feeling wanted and appre­
ciated."

Harold Siglar hius been hiring and firing 

people for 25 years, all die while loadiing die 
latter. 

"You just hale to see somebody fail because 
they're not doing die diings diey need lo do to 
be successful," says Siglar, chief executive 
officer of Abilene (Texas) Regional Medical 
Cenler. 

Firing somebody is a dreaded task and 
could cause problems Ibr a business unaware 
of die legal pidalls to avoid, such as claims of 
discrimination or wrongful discharge. 

"It just affects a lot of people when someone 
gets terminated," Siglar says, refenring to die 
employee's family. "So you have to manage 
lhe dynamics of that and die human relations. 
... You have to handle it wiOi compassion." 

The hardest part aboul firing someone is 
taking care to protect bodi die employee's and 
die employer's rights, employers say. The 
employer must abide by labor laws and die 
company's policies. 

The best prevention is being cautious in die 
hiring process, setting clear expectations and 
giving consistent feedback on performance.

"If there's ever 
a legal challenge, 
having to change die reason for termination is 
dangerous," she says. 

Such a scenario could result in a discrimi­
nation case, Robinson says. 

In Texas, an employer does not have to pro­
vide a reason for tenliination, she says. "You 
can terminate someone for a good nsason, a 
bad reason or no reason," she says, "just not an 
illegal reason." 

If die employer is going lo fire .someone for 
a job-related reason, diat reason should be 
documented and die employee alerted before 
bemg fired so he'll know iiow to improve, 
Robinson says. If die employee doesn't 
improve, die employer should document dial 
in die employee's fde before firing die person, 
she says. 

The employer should conduct die termina­
tion in person and as discreetly as possible 
widi anodier member of management as a wit­
ness, Robinson suggests. 

An employer may want to give to die 
employee a written statement explaining die 
reason for leImination, she says. Robinson 
says employers should not refuse to explain 
why die person is fired because dial could lead 
die employee to suspect illegal action. 

In most temiinations, employees are 
relieved of duties immediately, she says. 
Giving advance notice is not required by law, 
but die employer usually pays die employee 
for an additional two weeks of work, even 
diough die employee is not diere for it, she 
says. 

Anodier concern employers have is unem­
ployment claims because diey can affect taxes 
a business pays, Robinson says: 

Employees arc not entided to unemploy­
ment benefits if diey're fired because of mis­
conduct connected widi work or if diey volun­
tarily resign, she says. If employees are fired 
or laid off, diey should get unemployment 
benefits, she says. 

The most cmmn mistake fired employees 
make is waiting ioo long to take action, says 
Susan Hutchison, a Fort Worth, Texas, attor­
ney wilo pratrfices employment law, repre­
senting employees. 

Each case Is unlqde, but for most situations 
employees have from 30 to 300 days, she 
said. Generally speaking, employees who are 
fired should do ttie folloiwng in this order, 
she says: 

• Follow the company's grievance 

• RIe a daim for unemplopent benefits 

witfi tlie state. 

• If discrimination is suspected as a reason 
for termination, file a charge of discrimina­
tion with the state Commission on Human

he writing is often on the' wall. 
However, people rarely think they will be 
fired and are stunned when it happens. 

"Losing your job is one of the most 
stressful events that you can experience," 
says Susaii Hutchison, a Fort Worth, 
Texas, attorney who practices employ­
ment law, representing employees. 

Knowing what to do in case you're fired 
can ease die trauma of the experience. 
Following proper procedures, having doc­
umentation and filing for claims in a time­
ly manner may prevent further frustra­
tions. , 

What's hardest for people who are told 
they've lost their job is holding back the 
tears, says Claudia Clinton, an Abilene, 
Texas,. attorney who also practices 
employment law, representing employees. 
It's best to tiy lo avoid crying or otherwise 
losing dieir composure, she says. That 
means avoiding yelling at the employer. 

Wade Agnew agrees. An employee of 
die International Brodierhood of Electrical 
Workers, he says he's faced the ax at least 
eight times. "I've been fired because I 
needed to be fired and I've been fired for 
just discipline actions and I've been fired 
for standing up for what's right," he says. 

Respond "as calmly as possible," he 
advises. "... Smile if possible." 

Hutchison advises people to.get the rea­
son for termination in writing from the 
employer However, she says, the law does 
not require employers to give a written 
reason and companies are often reluctant 
to do so because they fear it could later 
implicate them iii a lawsuit. 

Attorneys also emphasize prevention. 
Resolving workplace problems can keep 
die ax suspended, at least for a while. 

l f the employee suspects he's about to 
be fired, he should consult an attorney for 
damage control, CUnton says. 

However, Hutchison says employees 
should first try to resolve die problem 
dirough die company's human resources 
department, where diey should file a iwIit-
ten statement. 

"Down die road, if you get into litiga­
tion, die judge and jury are going to want 
to know what you did to try to fix the sit­
uation," she says. A written complaint is 
evidence of how bad die situation was at 

die dme, Hutchison says. 
Clinton agrees, but says if the situation 

looks like it will not improve, the employ­
ee should do everydiing possible to leave 
oh good terms. "Eidier leave widi a good 
recommendation or leave widi a big fat 
check in your hand." 

Most clients who seek Clinton's counsel 
feel they were fired unfairly. "It's sad, but 
I have to tell diem that there's no law diat 
says your employer or your co-workers 
have to be nice to you," she says. 

Although Texas employers don't have 
to have a good reason - or any reason - to 
fire someone, companies cannot discrimi­
nate against employees by fuing diem 
because of gender, religion, race, national­
ity, pregnancy or age, Clinton says. 

"It's very difficult to prove discrimina­
tion unless it's absolutely blatant, and. 
most people nowadays are smart enough 
not to be absolutely blatant in their dis­
crimination," she says. 

While discrimination happens, people 
are also fired for reasons not always pro­
hibited by law. Those reasons often relate 
to dieir relationship widi the boss, Clinton 
says. 

Sometimes a supervisor will feel threat­
ened by die talents of an employee and fire 
dial person, Agnew says. 

In odier instances, someone who wants 
his co-worker's job will tell lies to smear 
that person's reputation; Clinton says, or a 
new supervisor will clean house and hire a 
new stafl'. 

Anodier common scenario is when a 
company doesn't fire a person but makes 
him so miserable diat he feels compelled 
to resign, Hutchison says. That could be 
illegal if either is found to be "intentional 
infliction of emotional distress" or retalia­
tion against the employee for complaining 
al)out_discrimination, she says. 
. The law also protects employees from 

being fired for refusing to take orders that 
involve doing something illegal, Clinton 
says. 

Likewise, some states have "wliistle-
blower laws" diat say if someone in a pub­
lic entity reports an internal violation of 
die law, die whistleblower cannot be fued, 
Hutchison says.

Stephen Key estimates dial 97 percent of patents 
never pay off. That's because people may have a 
clever idea, bul diey don'l research whedier diere's 
a market for il before diey go dirough die arduous 
palenl process. 

"You have io find oul what sells first. Does it 
have sizzle? Does it have legs?" asks Key. 

He heads up Stephen Key Design Inc. in 
"Hiriock, Calif, and he's put a product or two on 
die markel. 

His latest is a rotating label design he calls 
"Twist n Leam," or "Spinformation." It's essentially 
an outer label witii a clear window in il dial allows 
a consumer to twist it lo reveal more text on a sec­
ond label undemeadi. 

The Twist n Leam has been u.sed on items such 
as Rexall Sundown heriiid products, Lawry's sea­
sonings and r>/escafiS instant coffees. 

The idea came to him alter reading an article 
aboul die difficulty of getting enough information 
on pharmaceutical labels. Key said. 

Previously Key had worked in toy design. He 
had made a drink­
ing cup widi 
Disney characters 
dial twisted in a 
similar manner, to 
mix and match dif­
ferent cartoon bod­
ies and heads. 

Used widi text 
instead of car-
loons, his rotating 
design allows drug 
and food manufac­
turers to get 75 
percent more 
infonnation on 
labels. Key said. 

The pharmaceu­
tical indusuy in 
particular has a 
challenge in get­
ting all die 
required Food and 
Drag 
Administration 
infonnation on 
labels as well as 
marketing mes­
sages, says 
Daphne Allen, edi­
tor of 
Pharmaceutical & 
Medical Packaging 
magazine. 

The TWist n Leam design is one of several new 
label technologies aimed at getting more text on 
each product, Allen says. 

Food products can use die device to include 
recipes and marketing infonnation as well as die 
required FDA infoimalion, Key says. 

Anodier of Key's products was Michael Jordan's 
Wall Ball, a toy hoop widi a soft ball for indoor 
play. Key cobbled up a prototype of tiie toy, sent it 
to Jordan's licensing agent and got approval lo have 
it manufactured and marketed. 

"It was a very simple idea. We sold a million of 
diem," Key says. 

Key started his career selling slulfed animals at 
arts and crafts fairs in California. 

"1 made diem during die week and look diem out 
to sell on Saturdays and Sundays," Key says. "It's a 
very difficult way to make a living," he adds, bul il 
helped him leam what is marketable and what is 
not. 

From diere, he went to work for a small toy 
company called Worids of Wonder bic. in 
Fremont, Calif Key worked on die team dial 
developed die Teddy Ruxpin toy, working widi 
engineers to get the mechanical talking bear lo look 
cuddly widi all dial hardware inside. 

Worids of Wonder, now Toy Liquidating Corp., 
grew lo be die fifdi biggest toy company in die 
world widi sales of toys like Teddy Ruxpin and 
Laser Tag. 

Key wanted lo design his own products, howev­
er, and left to go into business for himself in 1989. 
He designed toys for Disney dieme parks, came up 
widi die Wall Ball and a dart novelty toy called 
Sweet Darts. 

Key is now sharing his knowledge, speaking at 
colleges, inventors' guilds and seminars. He has 
launched a second business. Big Idea Guys, to help 
people dirough die process of taking an idea into 
production.

Brown is 
now employed hy Cenlial Market IIEB, a 
Tex;is gourmet grocer)' chain, where he 
serves as ii wine steward and teaches a 
class about beer. Here he offers lips for 
those hoping to brew beer at home: 

L0Cal shops. The first step in home 
brewing, says Brown, is finding a local 
brewing supply shop with a friendly and 
knowledgeable .staff. Be sure to a.sk lots of 
questions, and lei ihem know your beer 
preference, your budget and how much 
time and space you want to devote to brew­
ing. 

Initial investment. A typical initial 
investment for a small homebrew setup is 
around SI00 for equipment and enough 
supplies to produce one hatch of beer. 

Buy glass. Brown recommends buying 
fermcntalion equipment made of glass, 
because it's easier lo clean than equipment 
made of other materials, and cleanliness i.s 
always important when you're working out 
of your home. 

Brews anil batches. When brewing your 
own beer, you're the company owner, 
brcwmasler and customer all rolled into 
one, so make whatever you like. A five-
gallon batch will u.sually gel you 2 1/2 lo 3 
ca.ses of beer, so you' l l have enough lo 
store or to serve to friends at a homebrew 
party. 

Results. Brown think.s there's nothing 
quite like handing your pals some of your 
home-brewed beer and hearing lhal it'.s ihe 
besl beer that they've ever lasted. And llie 
pride of making something yourself will 
taste almost as good as the beer you've cre­
ated.

American lagers. For many beer drinkers, 
the standard American lagers - those mass-
produced brands that keep sporting events on 
the air with their huge advertising budgets -
are all there is to beer. But Pacult sees these 
mild beers as just the starting place. They're 
good beers, bul not great beers, and the goal 
is to get your taste buds headed in a new 
direcuon. 

MlcrobreiWS. The next step, according lo 
Pacull. is trying out some lovingly crafted 
microbrews like Sam Adams and some gutsi­
er small-batch lagers. Beers like ihis offer 
more character and a more concentrated fla­
vor for a bolder taste. 

Brltlsh ales. Pacult considers these ales the 
best in the world. These include brands like 
Sam Smith's, Young's and Fullers. A bitter 
frofn Britain is a good compromise between 
ihe meaty, heavy beers of Europe and the 
lighter Ainerican beers. It's an enjoyable mid-
poinl, and the place where Pacult suggests 
most beer dfiiikers go.

L ike the old gray mare, wc ain't whal we used lo be. As wc 
age, our bodies change. Mosl of us aren't aware of i l , bul 
loss of fliivor pcrccpiioii is not an unusual p.irt of aging. As 
wc get older, our senses of smell and lasic begin to diinin-
ish. We hear ourselves and others saying, "Food jusl docs-
n'l taste the way it used to." 

It's not nostalgia. It's the "graying" of flavor 
Tlicre arc plenty of things lhal ordinar>' people leading 

ordinary lives can do lo respond to these changes as ihcy 
age. But first wc have lo son oul Ihe scmaiilics. Whal wc 
call llavor is ii package lhal includes taste, sinell, texture, 
tempcraiuic cITects and iniiants such as carbonatioii and 
spices. 

Taste: Humans arc bom with aboul 10.000 lasie buds. 
Bul not all of us are similarly endowed. Girls, on average, 
have more lastc buds lhan boys. Young adults have roughly 
250 tiisic buds in each papilla, those liny bumps on your 
tongue, located not only there bul all around the cnlirc oral 
cavily Tasles buds die .ind renew themselves, wilh a 
tuniover rate of aboul 10 days. 

Bul the number of taste buds begins io decrease around 
age 40 to 50 in women and 50 to 60 in men. By our niid-
70s, we may h;ive fewer dian 100 taste buds per papilla. 

Thai's why, as we gel older, foods need to be more 
asscnivc to achieve the same level of iasle lhal younger 
people experience in llie same dish. 

T;isie and mcdicalions also are closely related. Older 
people may be taking lhrce or more daily medicalions. This 
can be a critical factor, since more ihan 250 drugs may con­
tribute to taste disorders. One of the ways in which ihese 
mcdicalions can affect taste * i d smell is by diminishing the 
production and changing the composition of saliva. 

l l i c aging mouth produces less s.iliva, and food ilial's not 
mixed wilh saliva cannol be ia.slcd. Lesser amounts of sali­
va also make swallowing more difficult, digesdon less effi­
cient and dental problems more prevalent. The aging 
mouth's ability lo feel lhe faltiness of foods also declines. 

Medical problems and heatments such as chemotherapy 
and radiadon also may prevent food from tasting good. 
Good flavor plays such an important role in eating, enjoy­
ing and digesting food properly that people who undergo 
Ihese irealments may lose weight and lheir physical condi­
tion may deteriorate. 

Tasle is composed of five primary sensations; sweet, 
sour, salty, bitter and a recently acknowledged fifih flavor 
laste. umami. The overall tasle of any food is a complex 
mixture of them. 

Umami is a multi-dimensional, subtle taste that blends 
well with others. It has been called savory, and it is known 
to expand and round out flavors. 

We tasle it eveiy rime we go to an Italian restaurant 
Parmesan cheese, other aged cheeses, mushrooms, toma-

toes, sun-dried tomatoes and protein-rich foods such as 
steak and seafood all have a very distinctive umami lasle. 
So do seasonings such as M S G and soy sauce. 

Smell: In conlrasl lo lhe five tasles, humans can deled 
some 20,000 differenl odors and 20 different intensities. 

Well, not everybody A new study estimales that up lo 62 
percenl of Americans over 53 have olfaciory impairments 
such as anosmia (no sense of smell) or hyposmia (a greatly 
diminished sense of smell). 

Odor loss isn't uniform and total lasle loss is rare, bul 
tiiere are lwo separate lhresholds - lhe ability lo deiecl a 
tasle (sally) and lhe ability to identify tiie food (anchovy). 

Recent research draws attention to smell disorders in all 
age groups, often undelecled by patients and overiooked by 
physicians. Tests showed tile prevalence of smell loss 
among seniors to be much larger tiian previously apprecial-
ed. Causes vary, from genetics to vimses, chemical expo­
sure, tilings such as Alzheimer's disea.se or head injuries. 

This is how smell works. You bite a freshly cut raw' 
onion. Its aroma is swiftiy delected in two ways; directly 
tiirough your nose, but also tiirough lhe back of tiie mouth 
and up into lhe nose. There are about 5 million smell recep­
tors located in a small patch of tissue tiie size of a postage 
slamp in the roof of each nasal cavity. Like taste receptors, 
these receptors are continually being renewed bul have a 
longer turnover time of between 30 and 120 days. 

The perception of onion odor tiien speeds along a patii to 
tiie olfactory bulb, tiie place in tiie brain where smell is 
interpreted. As we age, tiie olfacloiy bulb "dims." Witii 
degeneralive changes, ifgets "motii-eaten," and our sense 
of smell declines. 

Because of tiiis degeneration, a 65-year-old may require 
2 to 100 times more of an odor even lo recognize i l . A per­
son over age 65 may require anywhere from 2 to 10 times 
tiie amount of taste enhancers - salt, pepper, condiments -
to make a food "taste good." 

The process: A l l of tiiis tasting and smelling is going on 
tiiroughout tiie oral and nasal cavities. The ability to appre­
ciate tiie full flavor of a food depends on several tilings, but 
mostly on really good chewing. 

Chewing starts tiie saliva flowing, and tiie enzymes in lhe 
saliva mix witii the food to begin tiie digestive process. You 
won't tasle anytiiing unless it is initially liquid or mixed 
witii saliva. The mixture of tastes in tiie saliva activates tiie 
taste receptors and sends infomiation to tiie brain, which 
tells us what tiie food "tastes like." 

It all comes down to tiiis. N o food is nutritious unless it 
is eaten, and most food won't-be eaten unless it tastes good. 
When food no longer tastes or smells good to us, we don't 
enjoy it and won't eat much. Loss of flavor can skid us into 
a downward spiral, headed for poof nutrition and poor 
health.

Wes and she spend many evenings 
together in the kitchen of their Temecula, 
Calif., home, cooking tortillas, culling 
up ingredients or fixing lheir favorite 
dish - chicken wilh linguine and 
spinach. 

"You know where your kids are, you 
know whal they're doing and it's good 
experience for lhem," said Rounds, a 
homemaker. 

In 1999, 88 percenl of children ages 6 
lo 17 were fixing meals, according lo a 
national youlh lrends survey by 
Nickelodeon and Yankelovich Partners. 
According lo lhe sur\'ey, 26 percenl of 9-
10 17-year-olds usually made meals for 
lheir family, up from 15 percenl in 1995. 

"Our family unit has changed so you 
don'l have a mom al home cooking lhe 
meals. Kids are more involved in daily 
household activities because a lol of 
Ihem arc fending for themselves," said 
Joan Cir i l lo , aullior of "The Complete 
Idiot's Guide to Cooking With Kids." 

Pareiils who don't want to bother wilh 
lhe guaranteed mess and chaos should 
know that lhe benefits of including chil­
dren in the kitchen are numerous, 
experts say. 

"Our family unit has 
changed so you don't 
have a mom at home 
cooking, the meals."

What's more, youngsters are more 
likely to cat what they make, said Kate 
Heyhoe, author of "Cooking With Kids 
for Dummies.'" '•' '" ' " 

"Parents should involve -their kids 
from the very start. As (children) watch 
someone else in die kitchen, even i f 
they're very young, they leam by osmo­
sis," she said. 

That doesn't mean handing a 3-year-
old a knife and a recipe card. 

" A lot o f times it's not tiie whole 
recipe, it's jusl a few tasks witiiin it -
measuring, getting items out of the cup­
boards, rinsing vegetables, using the 
salad spinner," Heyhoe said. "It's not just 
throwing the kids in tiie kitchen, it's the 
kid and the parent working togetiier. It's 
family time." 

Having children help with meals also 
allows parents to use quality time pro-
duclively, said Heyhoe, who gives tips 
and recipes on her Web site, wwWcook-
ingwithkids.com, 

Wes Rounds learned tiie basics at a 
class al Thornton Winery in Temecula, 
Calif,, called Kids Can Cook. The class, 
for 8- to 13-ycar-olds, was two hours and 
cost $28. 

The chef from the winery's Cafe 
Champagne taught tile youngsters how 
to make rollups, pizza, lemonade, frozen 
bananas and smoothies, They picked 
their owil herbs, made a cookbook, dec-
orated an apron and learned about food 
safety. 

Wes first became interested in cooking 
three years ago, during a family vaca­
tion. His cousins -- one a caterer and the 
otiier a chef at a five-star restaurant - put 
him to work in tile kitchen. 

"It mns in tiie family," he said.

Fast-growing plants for new landscapes and 
impatient gardeners. These "speedy species" 
include climbers, shrubs, conifers, perennials 
and otiiers reputed to grow 
like weeds. The author. 
Sue Fisher, lives and gar­
dens in England, but most 
of the plants are grown in 
the U.S . - California flan-
nelbush, Mexican orange 
flower, rock rose, etc. 

Growing tips and color 
photos of each plant are a 
big help.

And gardens? They have outbuild­
ings. 

"Every garden needs one," said gar­
den designer Kelvin Terry of J.K. Terry 

& Company in Homewood, A l a . "It's a way o f 
bringing the architecture of the home into lhe gar­
den." 

Other designers agree. Whether a gazebo, a small 
potting shed or a well-designed storage building, an 
outbuilding unifies home and garden and serves 
both as an aesthetic aid and a space creator. 

Those who want to add a slruclure lo (heir garden 
can order a kit to install thertiselves 
in a weekend or hire a designer to 
draw something original and have 
i l built by a professional. 

Plan to spend $25 per square 
foot, or more, depending on the 
extravagance of your project and 
whether you build i l yourself 

Before beginning the project, 
designers recommend thinking 
aboul the architecture of the home 
and the utilitarian purpose of tiie 
outbuilding. 

"People want a place to keep 
garden supplies," said garden 
designer Mary Zahl of 
Birmingham, Ala . "They want a 
place lo slore plants, sometimes in 
the winter. A lol of homes don'l 
have garages or storage areas thiil 
arc part of die house, so some of 
my clients want lhe additional 
storage." 

A l l these, Zahl said, are great reasons to add an 
outbuilding to your garden. But she said they 
should come second to the aesthetic value Ihe out­
building adds. "If you go to the greal gardens of lhe 
world, Ihey have outbuildings tiial are a focal 
poinl," she said. 

Terry said a garden stiuclure can act as an axis, 
its walls and comers creating imaginary lines on 
which to build the garden. A carefully placed sUoIc-
lure can compliment the lines in an already-estab­
lished garden. 

Outbuildings range from tiie simple lo the extrav­
agant. 

Fred Murray of Mountain Brook, Ala., uses his 
simple but well-designed outbuilding as a garden 
shed. 

"J use it to keep garden tools and fertilizer and 
stuff like tiiat," he said of the building in die middle

of his gardens. Mun-ay said he had the garden shed 
custom buill lo compliment the home but not dupli­
cate it. 

"It's just a cedar board and batten house wilh a 
shingle roof," he said. " A l l 1 used is some color lo 
make it compatible." 

Camille Butrus of Mountain Brook went a few 
steps further to make her garden house fit in with 
her stone home and complement her Italian water 
garden. 

"My husband wanted a place for lawn mowers 
and that kind of thing," Butms said. "Where he 
wanted to put it, I didn't want anything unattractive 
because it was in the garden." 

Architect James Carter o f 
Birmingham designed a two-slory 
garden house for the Butnis home. 
The bottom floor opens like a 
small garage into the lower garden 
at the back of lhe house, while the 
upper floor is a shaded patio al the 
end of the Italian garden. A steep 
roof and stone archways make the 
entertaining spoi/lawn garage a 
perfect match to the 1930s stone 
home. 

Designers offered some addi­
tional ideas for outbuildings; an 
outdoor covered patio that 
includes a fireplace, a rectangular 
building divided unevenly to serve 
as lawn equipment storage and 
polling shed, a small garden shed 
witii glass ceiling to act as a par­
tial greenhouse, or buildings that 
mimic historic stiuctures such as a 
well or spring house. 

Terry said ihose who hire an architect or garden 
designer should expect to pay $8,000 or more, even 
up to $25,000 or $30,000. The savvy do-it-your­
selfer could put up a 10-fool square outbuilding, he 
said, for $2,000 to $2,500. Terry recommended 
using recycled materials such as windows, doors or 
light fixtures being discarded from a remodeling 
project. 

Terry said those who choose to design tiieir own 
or pick from prefabricated kits should consider 
using the same roofing material or pitch as the 
home, siding in tiie same color and style, and archi­
tectural accents such as a door, outside light or 
doorstep tiial matches tiie home. 

"Try to pull some element out of the architecture 
of the home, and try to duplicate it so it doesn't look 
retrofitted," he said. "Picture tiie outbuilding as big 
furniture."

Weathering post-college 
unemploymeIit 

Tl ie iiational uncmpioyinciit rate 
was 5.7 percent then, noi much 
lower than it is now. Tins year's 
crop of new coiicge grads will com-
pcle wiih unemployed seasoned 
professionals—victims of downsiz­
ing and coiporale restructuring— 
for the same jobs. They're also leav­
ing school saddled with student 
loan and credit c.vd debt. According 
to a recent study by Nellie Mac , a 
national provider of highcr educa­
tion loans, the average undergradu­
ate student loan debt is more than 
$18,000, up 66 percent from 1997, 
Tliixiw credit c;irds into tlie mix .md 
gnids are embarking on their pro­
fessional lives almost $20K in debt. 

i f you are weathering a post-col­
lege period of unemployment, con­
sider employing ihese survival tips. 

Craft a budget .md live within 
your means. Track your spending 
for a month, paying particular atten­
tion to how much you fritter away 
on non-essential iiems like 
Starbucks coffees and tickets for 
sporting eveni.s. A n d then creaie a 
budget. L is l all sources of monilIly 
income in one column and nole 
your fixed expenses, like your rent 
and car payment, in anotlier col­
umn. Allot yourself some spending 
money but be prepared to make 
some temporary but signil icanl 
changes to your lifestyle until you 
secure a job. 

Consolidate your student loans. 
You have until June 30, 2003 lo 
consolidate your Federal Stafford 
student loans al a repayment rate of 
4.06 percent—the lowest level in 
history. (The rate for Federal Parent 
Loans for Undergraduate Students 
( P L U S ) is at 4.86.) Consolidation 
allows you to extend your repay­
ment period well p;ist the typical 
10-ye<u- term for federal student 
loans ilicreby lowering your month­
ly payments. Tliere's a drawback to 
consolidating your student loans: 
while you' l l pay less every month, 
in the long run you'll pay thousands 
o f dollars more in interest bcciiu.sc 
you're extending Uie loan's life. 

A l w a y s make min imum pay­
ments on your credit card bills. If 
you're having trouble making the 
payments, bonow money froni your 
family to pay olT die balance. To 
show them you're serious about 
paying the money back, draw up a 
contract thai rellccts how much you 
borrowed aIid when you expect to 
repay the debt, with interest. 

Move back home wilh mom and 
dad. A temporary living arrange­
ment witli your parents could save 
you between $500 and $1,000 per 
month, depending on your geo­
graphic location. B u l don'l think of 
it as a "free ride." Chimces are your 
parents weren't expecting you to 
move back home after you finished 
college. Volunteer to pay a nominal 
amount for room and bo-vd and 
offer lo help pay for some of the 
household expenses. 

Consider graduate school very 
carefully. If you're considering 
enroll ing in graduate school 
because you can'l find a job that 
meets your preferences, you could 
be making a mistake. According lo 
Nell ie Mae , students who attend 
graduate school borrow, on average, 
an additional $31,000 beyond their 
undeigraduaie loans. Your decision 
to attend grad school should be 
based on your desire lo pursue a 
particular field o f study or acquire 
skills for a particular profession. 
(For help with gauging whether 
graduate school is right for you, 
visit Ne l l ie Mae's online Grad 
School Planning article at www.nel- 
l iemae.com, under "library, arti­
cles,") 

Don' t go without health insur­
ance. If your parents provided 
healUi insurance for you while you 
were in school, you' l l likely find 
yourself without il after you gradu­
ate. Most health insurance policies 
discontinue cover a student or 
reaches the age o f 23 or 25. 
Consider buying a short-term poli­
cy. A s long as you are healUiy, you 
can save money by selecting a high 
deductible of $1,000 or more.

A : Do I have some bad news for you. Nodiing has slopped widi 
Emerald A s h Borer; it's actually moving faster. That's because more 
trees are loaded widi bcedes and more beetles are flying in more 
directions. More bad news: 

Emerald A s h Borer is in 
Livingston County. These iue 
the townships where it has H m P 
been found: Hartland, i i w i i i c 

Brighton, Green Oak, Oceola, OfOWII 
Genoa, Hamburg and Howell. 
If you need convincing, take a 
little drive lo Ihe Livingston Gietchen Voyle 
Counly West Complex al 
Grand River Avenue and 
Highlander Way. Look al lhe ash trees on die wesi side of 
Highlander Way in from of die Sheriff's Department. They are all 
dying from Emerald Ash Borer. A s h uees diroughout die complex 
are in various stales of damage. Even die ashes dial appear lo be 
healdiy are probably infested. Trees widi as litde as ten to twenty 
percent damage cannot be saved. S o , if you wail until you see dam­
age, die cure will be a chainsaw. Y o u need to make a decision aboul 
what you want lo do widi your u w , because, sooner or later, die 
Becde of Deadi will come a-knocking. Guaranteed. Your choices 
arc lo do nodiing or cut il down before die E A B appears or Ueat die 
irec widi an insecticide. You can call a Certified Arborist to inject 
die tree. That is usually done in M a y or June. You can buy a home­
owner product locally lo treat die tree yourself That is best done in 
late Apri l . It is late now bul it is possible dial you may be spared for 
a few mondis or a year, l l ie product is Bayer Advanced Garden 
Tree and Shrub Insect Control. It is a liquid dial is mixed widi water 
and applied lo die root zone. It is done once a year and should be 
done onc^ every year. Because it is kind o f late in die season, diis 
year would be a gamble. So you might want to hope for good odds 
and do il anyway. Or, if die tree is small, you can spray die foliage, 
branches and mink widi liquid Sevin at die beginning of May, die 
beginning o f June and die beginning of July. Spray it widi a very 
good coat. Just remember, diere is very little research currendy 
about how well diese products work. Emerald Ash Borer was only 
identified last July. So choose your padi and stick widi it. 

Q : I have a sweet little snowball bush that has cur ied leaves. 
When 1 uncurled the leaves, they were filled widi awful little 
dark insects. The leaves felt sticky. What are these? 

A : The aphids have landed. Aphids are sucking insects. They 
suck die juices out of die plant and excrete a sticky liquid called 
honeydew. T h e leaves feel like a Post-it Note. Aphids are usually 
easy to kill . They get way harder to kill when diey are wrapped up 
like a burrilo in die leaves. You can use somediing like lnseclicidal 
Soap diat is purchased or liquid Sevin or many odier products diat 
are labeled for aphids. You need a pressurized sprayer. D o not use 
die hose-end diings because diey don't release the same amounl o f 
water and chemical consislendy. A i m to spray into die ends of die 
rolled leaves to kil l youi.pals. B e prepared lo do it again because 
of die rolled leaves. Aphids rarely ldU plants unless die plants are: 
extremely sinall or in padietic condition to begin widi .
