"We met when my cousin intro­
duced us at Christinas party in 
1954 when he was still in law 
school," she recalled. " I thought 
he was very exciting. 1 admired 
his intelligence," she said. 

Bom in Oak Park. 111., Daley's 
father worked for the railroads in 
management and his motiier was 
a homemaker. He received a bach­
elor's degree and a law degree 
from Loyola University in 
Chicago. He was an attorney and 
a veteran o f tile Korean War. 

"We were married in 1956 and

moved here from South Bend, 
Ind., in 1970. He was transferred 
to this area when he was a labor 
relations attorney," said his wife. 

Prior to becoming mayor he 
was chairman 
of ihe Zoning 
Board of 
Appeals. 

"Bob Daley 
was one o f 
Novi 's pio­
neers who as 
mayor and as 
a citizen 
advanced 
Novi early on 
to become ihe great community it 
is today. He was a leader in the 
brand new subdivision o f Vi lbge 
Oaks il l ihe early '70s. and he was 
elected mayor largely because of 
the efforts o f the residents of 
Village Oaks. That was a new and 
upcoming subdivision at the time 
and they saw h im as a leader and 
elected him," said State Sen.

Nancy Cassis (R-Novi). 
"To me and my husband, 

Victor, Bob Daley was a very 
cherished friend. I t was Bob and 
former councilman Guy Smith 
who urged nic to run for city 
council in 1985," Cassis said. " I t 
was in the Smiths' living room. 
Guy and Carol Smith and Bob 
and Joan Daley sat me down and 
urged me to run for city council. 
That's how i i all began for me." 

Bob understood the qualities 
that make a city great, and he was 
always ready with his wit and 
wisdom to guide, nourish and 
mentor, the senator said. 

"Just last summer. Bob and 
Joan were very gracious to me 
and had a photo taken with me 
that appeared in my brochure 
when 1 ran for the Stale Senate. 
Bob wil l be greatly missed. The 
legacy he leaves behind is one of 
determination, fortitude and con­
viction in standing up for Novi 
and its residents. He was a 

tremendous man and supplied me 
wiUi a wonderful understanding 
of economics and taxation which 
have been greatiy helpful to Ine in 
my roles as chair of the House 
Tax Policy and Senate Finance 
committees," Cassis said. 

Although he loved politics, 
Daley decided riot to seek reelec­
tion at die end of his term in 1975. 
"The demands at work prevented 
him from seeking reelection to a 
second term," said his wife, At 
thai time he was regional counsel 
for the Bendix Corp., which is 
now Honeywell, she said. 

His wife said being mayor of 
Novi was obviously one o f the 
highlights of tiieir l ife togetiier. 

" I t was exciting and fun. I t was 
back to grass-roots government," 
she said.

they first moved lo Novi from 
Soulh Bend. 

"He was at Bcndix at the time, 
and I was will) Fedeial Mogul. Wc 
chummed around a lot. It wasn't a 
business relationship. Bob and 
Joan lived right behind us. We 
were neighbors, and I was his 
campaign manager when he ran 
for mayor. We were very active in 
the Village Oaks Homeowners 
Association," Guy Smith said. " In 
fact, he and I formed the associa­
tion in the summer of 1970." 

Carol Smith also has fond 
memories of the former mayor. 

"We hiive been friends for 3.3 
years. Bob was a very special per­
son. He was a brilliant lawyer and 
a wonderful friend, and he also 
had an excellent sense of humor. 
He was always there to help peo­
ple i f they were running for polit­
ical office or in other ways. He 
liked to give advice. Wc had many 
great times together. We traveled 
together, including going to 
Europe several limes. It's been a 
real honor to be a friend of his," 
she said. 

I;d Kriewall of Novi served as 
city manager during Daley's 
administration. 

"He actually hired me. 1 was 
the administrative assistant to the 
city manager, Harold Saunders, 
and when Mayor Daley became 
mayor he hired me as city manag­
er," Kriewall said. " I worked with 
him the whole time he was mayor. 
Bob Daiey represented the new 
suburban resident who was really 
instrumental ,in providing change 
in the community in its early 
st.'iges." 

Novi was really a farming com­
munity in the late '60s," said 
Kriewall. When i l became a city 
in 1969, ihere were a lot o f unmet 
needs and turmoil in the commu-
niiy. The city went through about 
four managers in five years. Bob 
Daley wanted to see some change 
and wanted to sec Novi come into 
tlie 20th century. 

Kriewall said that al l main 
roads were gravel in the early 
1970s except for Ten Mi le, Novi 
Road, Grand River and Twelve 
Mile. 

" In 1973, we paved our first 
mile and a half of roadway -

Meadowbrook Road f rom Nine to 
Ten Mi le and Nine Mile from 
Novi Road to the Meadowbrook 
Lake Subdivision," Kriewall 
recalled. 

JCriewall noted that during 
Daley's administration, the city 
was faced with a lot of new resi­
dential developments, such as the 
Vi l lage Oaks Subdivision and 

Meadowbrook Glens. 
"With that new surge of resi­

dential developments, there were 
a lot of problems with construc­
tion," Kriweall explained. "The 
city required that developers put 
in open ditch drainage on the 
streets, and there were terrible 
problems with drainage in Village 
Oaks. I diink Bob really ran on 

the platform of 'We've got some 
problems that need attention,' and 
he was supported by the residents. 
He wanted to make some major 
changes in the community and 
was really the person who initiat­
ed the tiansformation of Novi 
from a farming community to an 
urban community." 

Carol Smith noted tlIat Daley 
enjoyed a landslide victory in the 
1973 mayoral election against 
Cruppi. 

"He won by a hearty majority 
with 70 percent of the vote," she 
said. "He later talked my husband 
into running for city council and 
Joan was on the school board. 
Then Joan and Bob roped me into 
writing the city charter." 

Guy Smith remembered that 
Daley's mayoral campaign cost 
only $239 in 1973. 

"Joan served on Novi 
Community Schools Board of 
Education for 14 years, Guy 
served eight years on city council, 
and 1 spent three years helping to 
write the city charter. We all used 
to kid Bob that with only two 
years as mayor that he had a few 
years of catching up to do," Carol 

Smith said. 
"He was a wonderful person 

who w i l l be remetnbered for all 
he did for people and the commu­
nity," Carol Smidi said. 

"Bob was a very dear friend of 
mine. I think he did a lot for the 
early development of Novi , " Guy 
Smith added. 

Daley was also a charter mem­
ber o f the Holy Family Catholic 
Church in Novi.

Employees at Providence 
Hospiial's Novi Campus were 
surprised Friday morning io find a 
young fawn wandering in 
between ihe hedge row and their 
building at Beclc Road and Grand 
River Avenue. 

According to wildlife officials, 
however, they shouldn't have 
been. Michigan is home to more 
than 2 million whitctail deer and 
it's a species that has become well 
adapted to ihe urban as well as 
suburban environments. 

"We've got deer in Detroit, 
whitetail in Detroit," said slate 
Department of Natural Resources 
Lt. Linda Morgan. She noted last 
summer she got a call about a deer 
wandering ihe campus of 
Lawrence Technological 
University in Southfield and when 
she got their from her office in 
Livonia, two fawns wandered up 
to her vehicle. 

Lt. Morgan explained that 
because there is no hunting 
allowed in this part of Oakland 
County, "fawns, like their parents 
are not afraid of humans." 

Workers at Providence, assum­
ing that the fawn's mother had 
been killed in a traffic accident 
called Novi Police for help. 

" I get so sick of iiearing that I 
want to scream," said Lt. Morgan. 
"This time of year fawns are 
weaning. If they're eating shrubs, 
they're weaned and Ihey do not 
need to be under foot every 
minute. Even i f they're not

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weaned and their mother gets 
killed, another doe wil l take it. 
People want to rescue fawns and 
they just mess theni up for life." 

Capturing a fawn to "rescue it" 
is just about the worst thing soinc-
one can do for a fawn, said Lt. 
Morgan. "You just leave it alone 
Don't try to rescue it, it's fine. 
People want them feed or pet 
them —- don't." 

Novi Police Sgl. Mal t 
Conquest, said he simply did want 
DNR officials told h im io - "Let 
nature take it's course." He wrote 
an incident report and then drove 
off in his departmenial SUV as 
the fawn scampered off lo the golf 
course that surrounds the medical 
center. 

Before Sgt. Conquest arrived, 
Stephen Weipert, Providence's 
director of support services in 
Novi, left a trail of letluce from 
Ihe side of the building out to the 
sidewalk. "Wc thought it didn't 
know how to gel back out from 
behind the bushes," he said. 

They fawn did appear a bit con­
fused by its retlcction in Ihe build­
ing's windows, but it didn't show 
much interest in the lettuce either. 

Weipert it's the firsl time a fawn 
has wandered up io the building 
like this. "It was a great treat for 
the kids and staff here." 

However, it's not lltc first time 
the facility has had an out of the 
ordinary inicraciion wiih wildlife. 
Wcipcri noted thai for the past 

three years a female duck has 
made a nest in the courtyard next 
10 the facility's phannacy. 

"Tlie interesting part is, she has 
her babies and when they get big 
enough, she pushes them in a 
storm drain, flies over the build­
ing to a pond and quacks ihem 
out," he said. 

This year the duck has three 
young ones almost ready for their 
trip through the sloriii drain and a 
second duck has made lis nest in 
the courtyard.

Zoner stiid he's received "a few 
calls here and there," but he's seen 
no serious reaction from his resi­
dents over Mil ibrd and Wixom's 
actions. 

However, he did express surprise 
lo Millbrd's reaction. "They could 
have had $40,0(X)," he said. Zoner 
noted that with every unit of local 
govemineni facing ilIiaiicial dilTi-
culties these days. "'You wouldn't 
think they'd rather have nothing 
than $40,000."

however, said building construction 
costs were separate from providing 
service. 

Rickabaugh and Poller said 
they'd like to sec a district library 

foniicd, but Zoner said he (liinks 
that's il bad idea for Commerce 
Town.ship residents. According to 
Zoner, his residents have one of the 
county's lowest tax bills while get­
ting a lot of .service lor their 
money. He warned that i f the town­
ship became pari of a district 
library, ihe library would have tax­
ing authority. 

He said he believes coniracting 
for service is a better way to go for 
his community. "You can pave with 
gold as long a.s yoi i ' i i ; willing to 
pay for it," he observed. 

While the loss of access to Iiie 
Wixom and Milford libriu-ies wi l l 
mean residents on the west side o f 
the township wi l l have farther to 
travel to get books, Zoner said he 
doesn't see ihat as a problem. 
"Show me a library that's any bet­
ter than West Bloomficld's."

While a .Supreme Court ruling 
last week requiring libraries 
receiving federal funding to 
install filters to block Internet 
pornography has librarians and 
i-irsl Aniendmenl defenders 
iicross the country wringing their 
hands, don'l look for any major 
ch:inges in Novi area libraries 
any time soon. 

Thill's because libraries in 
Novi, Wixom and Walled Lake 
don't get the federal funding 
that's covered by the coun's deci­
sion. 

June 2.3 the couri ruled. 
"Because public libraries' use of 
Internet software does not violate 
their patrons' I-irsl Amendment 
rights, CIPA (Child Internet 
Protection Act) does not induce 

libraries to violate the 
Consiilulion, and is a valid exer-
ei.se of Congress' spending 
power." 

The American Library 
Association (ALA) had chal­
lenged CIPA in Pennsylvania, 
saying that the statute's require-
menis for filtering software on all 
library computers wilh Inlernel 
access in libraries receiving l:-
rate or Library .Services and 
Technology (L.S AT) grant money, 
placed an unconstilulional bur­
den on adult patrons' First 
Amendment rights. While the 
District Court for Fastern 
Pennsylvania agreed, the 
Supreme Court justices did not. 

"We don't use federal funding 
for Inlernel access," said Novi 
Library Director Brend;i Fvtins. 
Like librarians in Wixom and 
Walled Lake, she said the paper­

work and reporiing requireincnls 
for R-rate funding would cost the 
library more than it could poten­
tially bring in. 

Eviins said six of the 20 com­
puters with Internet access at her 
library are equipped wilh a vari­
ety of filtering software ;md set 
aside for students in eighth grade 
and below. However, she added, 
"It's our belief that the parents 
are ihe people who should decide 
what's appropriate for their chil­
dren." 

In Novi , said Evans, "Wc treat 
children as individuals. Tliey 
have complete ;iccess to the col­
lection." She added ihat while 
parents are encouraged to come 
to the library with their children, 
it'.s. not required. However, she 
added, "It 's the parents' responsi­
bility whether they're there or 
not." 

In Wixom, Library Director 
Linda Potter has taken a slightly 
different approach. I f you're 
under 18, your parents have to sit 
next to you, i f you want Internet 
access in the library. "We feci it 's 
a good solution for us at this 
time. We feel bad for teenagers, 
though," said Potter. 

At the moment, Wixom only 
has three computers wiih Internet 
access. Potter said when the 
library has enough computers to 
create a separate children's room, 
she wi l l probably install some 
son of filtering software on those 
machines. 

Walled Lake's library is a litt le 
looser than Wixom's, but tighter 
than- Novi 's. According to 
Library Director Donna 
Rickabaugh, "We don't have f i l -

"We've enhanced our Internet 
filing claims process by removing 
.some o f the earlier limitations, 
giving more jobless workers in 
the state the ability lo file their 
unemployment claims' online," 
said David Plawecki, a deputy 
director for Ihe state's Department 
of Consumer & Industry Services.

Reserve Bank of Chicago. 

Retailers' short-term sales fore­
casts during May inched upward 
to their highest level since 
November 2002, while the current 
sales measure increased for the 

third consecutive month. 
Looking ahead to the June-

August period, 62 percent of 
retailers expect lo increase sales 
from the same period last year, 
while 14 percent forecast declines 
and 24 percent project fiat sales. 
The results are a seasonally 
adjusted outlook index of 59.0, up 
from 68.9 in April and the highest 
since la.st November's 69.3. 

"This is the longest streak of 
monlh-lo-month improvement 
since late 2001. The slow, steady 
gains maintain Ihe positive 
momentum and point lo belter 
liincs ahead," said Larty Meyer, 
MRA ch;iinnan and CEO.

Their goal is to be invited to com­
pete in the rhydimic gymnastics 
competition at the 2008 Olympics 
in Beijing, China. 

Rhythmic gymnastics is a beauti­
ful, all-female sport diat combines 
the grace of dancing with the skills 
of an acrobat while keeping hand 
apparatus in motion. There are five 
pieces to rhythmic gymnastic equip­
ment - the hoop, ball, rope, clubs 
and silic ribbon. 

The sport began in Europe in die 
early 1900s and was a takeoff from 
the Russian circus and ballet. 
Rhydimic gymnastics finally 
became an Olympic sport in 1984 
and has since increased in populari-

and agility. The scores ok toialed 
with the top 25 percent from each 
age group named to die Future St;ir 
National Team. 

Tlie Sports Club has only been 
ol'I'ering rhytlimic gymnastics for 
three ytws.

"It was a wonderful experience 
for the girls," Buckley said. "When 
diey ciime back from die camp, they 
were so motiviited to become top 
gymnasts."

ments. This deposit, with interest, 
w i l l be refunded i f someone 
decides not to live at Fox Run. 

"We'l l be able to show people 
models of the apartments by the 
beginning of July," Moschetta 
said. 

Activities are even planned for 
those on the priority list. "It's like 
a club," Moschetta said. 

Fox Run wi l l have a grand 
opening celebration in August to 
show off the new facility to ihe 
Novi community.

l l didn't seem pariiculariy special at first 
glance —just a big room al the airport Weslin 
Hotel, jam-packed wilh engineers, marketers 
and iisscrtcd business types. But it ju.si might 
be ihal the conference lasi Friday — "Striking 
Connections for the Alternative Energy 
Industry," sponsored by NexiEnergy — could 
solidify Michigan's leading role in ihe auto­
mobile industry. 

It's been clear for a number of years ihal 
there are all kinds of drawbacks to liasing our 
energy economy of hydrocar­
bons, whether gasoline for the 
intemai combustion engines 
that power our cars or coal for 
the power plants that generate 
our electricity. When you bum 
hydrocarbons, you duinp car­
bon (plus a bunch of other 
nasty stufi) into the atmos­
phere, which in turn generates 
the greenhouse gasscs that 
contribute to global warming. 
Moreover, an increasing per­
centage of our oi l comes from 
abroad, which puts us into the 
charitable hands of various 
Middle Eastern regimes. 

The answer, of course, is to 
develop an alternative energy source. The 
most likely candidate lo dale is hydrogen, 
whether in the form of fuel cells or used alone 
as fuel in an engine. The great advantage of 
hydrogen, of course, is that when you bum it, 
you gel water vapor instead of pollutants and 
greenhouse gasscs. And if wc could figure out 
how to generate the hydrogen domestically — 
a very big "if," given present technology — 
we'd eventually be independent of foreign 
energy sources. 

So the issue is how bc.st lo do this'.' And, 
more lo the point for us in Michigan.'how lo 
do it right here at home'.' l l was this question 
Ihat led Doug Rotliwell, who was Ihe CEO of 
the Michigan Economic Development

P h i l P o w e r 

Corporation (MEDC), to propose back in 
2001 creating something called NexiEnergy. 
Its purpose was to promote ihe developmcni 
of altcnlative energy technologies and pro­
vide tax incentives for business to do 
research, development and manufacturing. 

Ultimately, the MEDC put $32 mil l ion into 
NexiEnergy, which is now chartered as a non­
profit corporation. Under the direction of 
COO Steve Arwood, a, well, high-energy type 
from Lansing, NexiEnergy is busy building a 

building In a Smart Zone near 
the Wayne State University 
campus. And it was 
NexiEnergy thai sponsored 
the conference I attended last 
week. 

The .stakes are b ig for 
Michigan. Currently, 35 per­
cent of all engine manufactur­
ing and 39 percent o f trans­
mission building are located 
in Michigan. I f a new energy 
basis for automobile engines 
is developed and takes root 
outside Michigan, almost 
200,000 of our best jobs 
would be at risk. I f they go 
away, that could be a $10 bil­

l ion hit to our economy. So there is soine real 
urgency in the job Arwood and his colleagues 
have undertaken at NexiEnergy. 

The conference was a real eye-opener. 
Arwood led off by saying that NextEnergy's 
purpose was nothing less than the retention of 
Michigan's economic base. Next came 
Anthony Earley, chairman and CEO o f DTE 
Energy, Ihe company that owns Detroit 
Edison and MichCon. Earley pointed out that 
the utility industry has a big stake In aliema-
tive energy, partly to reduce pollution and 
partly to develop a distributed power genera­
tion system. Just as distributed computing 
replaced the old centralized mainframes, dis­
tributed power generation is the wave o f the 

future: It's cheaper, more flexible and more 
convenient for users. 

Jerry Mader wound up tlie plenary presen­
tations. An engineer who played football 
while he was getting his engineering degrees 
from the U of M , Mader is the advanced ener­
gy technology consultant for the Center for 
Automotive Research, the leading oul f i l in the 
field. 

ff is point was simple: There ate a whole lot 
of people very interested in the alternative 
energy field — the Big Three. DTE, the fed­
eral government, the University of Michigan, 
NextEnergy, to name just a few. The pressing 
issue is how besi to bring all this interest 
together in such a way that the whole 
becomes more Ihan the sum of Ihe parts ... 
and that the whole remains in Michigan. 

"Wc have everything right here in 
Michigan to allow us to pull everything 
together," Mader said, "but we need to devel­
op a collaborative partnership for a badly 
needed national agenda." 

He goi a big round of applause. As ihe 
opening session wound up, it was interesting 
to watch the crowds of engineers and business 
types clustering around each speaker, excited­
ly asking questions and exchanging business 
cards. 

There's a long way to go and success is by 
no means certain, but outfits like NexiEnergy 
deserve a lot of credit, for getting the ball 
rol l ing.

Is i t just me or is everyone getting a bit 
weary of the constant influx o f health 
crises in our society? 

First it was West Ni le Virus caused by 
mosquitoes, then SARS (Sudden Acute 
Respiratory Syndrome), and now the 
dreaded monkeypox. 

What are the symptoms of monkeypox 
anyway? Do you start growing hair, make 
sounds like a monkey and have a tendency 
to constantly groom yourself? 

In June, health off icials in the U.S. iden­
t i f ied dozes of cases o f mon­
keypox in Wisconsin, 
I l l i no is , Indiana and New 
Jersey. People affected by 
the virus had direct or close 
contact with recently pur­
chased pet prairie dogs. 

Heal th of f ic ia ls believe 
these prairie dogs had expo­
sure to a sick pet Gambian 
rat, native to parts of Afr ica. 

A l though monkeypox 
may be a serious threat for 
those who come into contact 
with pet prairie dogs, it 's 
hardly something that keeps 
us up nights when other top- P g d l F l G R l i n Q 
ics l ike unemployment and 
perhaps our plans for the 
Fourth of July weekend loom heavily on 
our minds. 

A n d , while we're on the subject, who 
keeps prairie dogs as pets? A former neigh­
bor o f mine in Northvi l le has an iguana. I 
wondered why she had a red light on in her 
apartment night after night unti l 1 learned it 
was a heat lamp for her reptile. But a 

prairie dog? 
Let's face it, prairie dogs are off icial ly 

considered pests — not pets — in some 
Western states. Several years ago. Farm 
Bureau suggested the rodents be renamed 
"prair ie rats" since they're not a member of 
the canine family and can hardly be com­
pared with man's best friend. 

It seems that unless you live in North 
Dakota, a prairie dog is not viewed as a 
normal pet. And, what do you do wi th a 
prairie dog? They're such hyperactive crea­

tures — popping up out of 
their burrows for such a 
b r ie f time before they're 
back underground. 

You couldn't possibly 
catch one long enough to 
pet it. I can't envision a 
prairie dog sitting on your 
lap while you watch T V 
Taking your pet prairie dog 
to the park on a leash would 
simply be out of the ques­
t ion. 

This leads to another 
question. Since prairie dogs 
l i ve mostly underground, 
how do you simulate this 
environment in your home? 
Do owners of pet prairie 

dogs keep these furry friends in boxes with 
holes cut out o f the tops to simulate their 
natural habitat? 

I 'm getting an image of a pet prair ie dog 
using a litter box. This is not normal behav­
ior. 

Why do humans find the need to domes­
ticate every animal on the planet — includ­

ing an underground pack animal? A n d what 
type o f pet stores offer prairie dogs for 
sale? 

This type of activity seems at the worst 
i l legal and at best immoral. That's one of 
the reasons the federal government recent­
ly banned the sale of prairie dogs as pets. 
Prairie dogs belong on the prairie with 
other prairie dogs (rats) — not w i lh 
humans. 

Recently, the threat of SARS caused peo­
ple to cancel flights to.the Far East and, 
closer to home, Toronto, because of report­
ed cases of the illness. 

This health scare cost the City of Toronto 
thousands o f tourism dollars, not to men­
t ion the loss o f dollars to the airlines in an 
already struggling industry. I f you're look­
ing for a good deal for a weekend tr ip, try 
booking a room in this Canadian city. 

These alarmist health bulletins, unfortu­
nately perpetuated by the national media, 
are Indirectly hurting our economy by 
encouraging people to stay close to home. 

Perhaps we need to take a closer look at 
how the media affects our behavior and not 
be intimidated by far-fetched scenarios that 
affect only a small percentage of people. 

In the meantime, I ' l l never look at a 
monkey at the zoo or those cute l i t t le 
prairie dogs on TV quite the same. 

And . I ' l l stick with my cat as a pet, thank 
you.

Detroit Catholic Central's 
(DCC) new Novi campus, which 
is .scheduled to open in lime for 
the 2005 school year, wi l l be 
located in a heavily-wooded area 
near Wixom and Grand River 
Avenue. As such, representatives 
from die school are taking every 
action possible lo preserve llie 
vegetation and wildlife as con­
struction takes place. 

According lo Catholic Central 
President Father Dick Elmer, a 
long-range strategic plan was 
done to study the demographics 
of die .school's student population, 
"Wc have been in Rcdford since 
1978," he .said. "Right now it was 
obvious that our constituency was 
moving lo the northwest. That 
seemed lo be where it would be 
most convenient for our students, 
for us lo move." 

The building that DCC is locat­
ed at right now is a junior high 
school that was never meant lo be 
a permanent home. It turned out 
to be temporary home for over 20 
years. 

"As a result of that long-range 
plan, it was obvious we would 
have to really tear down and build 
over the school that's there now or 
move lo another location that was

more convenient lo our students. 
So the decision was made lo 
move," Elmer said. 

The property that ihe school is 
moving lo in Novi was donated by 
Frank and Colleen Pcllerilo of 
Lakeside Oakland Development. 
It is 60 acres of land that is very 
wooded and has a lot of water on 
it. "With that land wc decided to 
build a campus that would be very 
naturally beautiful," Elmer said. 
"We really needed all o f that 
because we wanted to preserve as 
much of the water and the trees as 
we could. Unfortunately, we have 
10 take down quite a few U-ecs, but 
we're going to replace them in 
various parts of the cily." 

A couple of concenied citizens, 
Barbara Greenberg, a member of 
the Novi Beautification 
Committee, and Susan Mogil l -
Cousin, a member of the Oakland 
Land Conservancy and the North 
Oakland Headwaters Land 
Conservancy, came forward with 
a proposal that Elmer couldn't 
refuse. They offered to transplant 
the plant life fioni areas that 
would be dug up for the school 
building, parking lots and athletic 
fields. 

" I was certainly very happy 
they came to my office," Elmer 
said. "We sat down and talked 
about it and I told them that by all 
means they could do that, but to 

make sure they didn't take any 
wildfiowers from the parks dial 
we arc going to keep because we 
want them on our land. So we 
actually delineated the area that 
wi l l be dug up for construction. 
It's so dense in there that they 
even need a compass to find their 
way out. That's how heavily 
wooded it is." 

Elmer knew from the start that 
both the planning coinmi.ssion 
and the cily council in Novi are 
very avid protectors of the envi­
ronment and that they wouldn't 
have allowed DCC to lake ever>'-
thing from the land. 

"My dream was to have a cam­
pus just like the one we're going 
to have," he said. "We had to 
design the school in such a way 
that's very linear because of die 
wetlands we would have had to 
invade, bul we made every effort 
not to. We didn't wanl lo lake any­
thing out that we didn't have to. 
Thai's not only my dream, but die 
faculty and staff of Catholic 
Central and the Basilian Fathers 
who teach there as well."

Marvel Comics and director 
Ang Lee have put together a 
film that w i l l appease comic 
purists, and appeal to the 
movie-going public. This is not 
your Saturday morning hulk 
with the Stan Lee voice-overs -
although Lee has a cameo as a 
security guard making rounds 
with Lou Ferrigno - Ihis is an 
action packed monster movie 
reminiscent o f literary Doctors 
Frankenstein and Jeckyll. 

I was excited to see the way 
the CGI hulk turned out. I was 
anxious to see some of the ele­
ments o f the screenplay that 
concerned me. 1 was a litt le 
concerned about the rumors 
concerning elements of Nick 
Nolte's character. 1 can tell you 
I was pleasantly surprised on 
all accounts. 

First, fans of the 
Bixby/Ferrr igno Hulk of I978's 
classic television series predict­
ed doom on the all computer 
animated Hulk of the film. As 
much as I l iked the TV show, no 
human being alive then, now, or 
in the future w i l l be big enough 
to play the Hulk in live action. 
Where the series was almost 
always deliberately slow 

motion, from.Bixby's the phys­
ical change into the Hulk or the 
Hulk 's rampages, the movie 
gives you a sense of the speed 
and power the comic book Hulk 
really had. The CGI Hulk o f the 
film captures the green skin 
tone, the shear mass, and ult i ­
mate strength well suited to Ihe 
Hulk of Ihc printed page: "Hu lk 
strongest there is." At no lime 
was the Hulk's appearance a 
distnict ion. 

There were elements of the 
screenplay that I fell drev.' from 
some of the cornier moments in 
the Hulk's long comic book run. 
No Hulk movie would be com­
plete without Betty Ross, her 
father General Ross, and the 
brilliant introvert Dr. Banner, bul 
gamma radiated dogs? The dogs, 
which belong to Nick Nolte's 
character, .actually turn out to 
have one of the best fight scenes 
in the film. In the film's first 
extended action sequence the 
Hulk battles these dogs, and it 
really worked on screen. The 
Hulk got to flex his muscles, iind 
the audience gels their first com­
parative look at his might. 

Nick Nol le phiys David 
Banner, scientist and the father 
of Eric Bana's Bruce Banner. 
Quite frankly Nolte's perform­
ance is probably his best since 

I994's college basketball film, 
"B lue Chips". There were 
rumors thai the final scene 
wou ld be the revelation that 
Nolte's Banner was the Grey 
Hu lk , and a battle between 
Green and Grey would ensue. 
Without giving anything away, 
by the end of the film I w.is hop­
ing this were true. Once you 
have seen the Bruce Banner 
Hulk in .iciion, you are almost 
rooting that there wi l l be a sec­
ond Hulk just to cap of f the 
action. In Ihe end the movie uses 
a bit o f old Marvel Comic histo­
ry rewrite to make Nolle into a 
vi l la in worthy the Hulk's efforts. 

Mov ie audiences are going lo 
enjoy this film. I t has a great 
story (ihe time tested dichoto­
my o f man and monster), amaz­
ing action sequences, and plen­
ty o f Marvel history for "Tales 
lo Astonish", " Incredible", or 
"Rampaging Hu lk " comic book 
fans. My only warning is that 
due lo the intensity of the film's 
action, and the fact that this is 
more a monster inovic than a 
cartoon matinee, parents with 
young Hulk fans arc to be cau­
tioned. .

F o o d F o r T h o u g h t 

Over the years I have 
given a fair share of 
wine corkscrews as 
gifts. There were rea­
sons for my generosity. 
For instance, my sisters 
have always used the 
wing-style opener, 
which for me is a nui­
sance. Or, whi le on a 
boating tr ip wi th my C h e f 
parents, I fought lo 
remove a cork using the tiny l i t ­
tle worm of a screw attached to 
a bottle opener. I've also given 
corkscrews to friends and staff 
because of their sheer enjoy­
ment of the pleasures of the 
grape. These have not been just 
any old run-of-the-mil l openers 
but beautiful instruments gath­
ered on trips to France and 
California. They're works o f art 
that give and bring happiness. 
There is a certain amount o f 
anticipation and satisfaction 
attached to the act of "popping 
a cork." It is an agerold r i tual 
that may soon be a thing of the 
past i f New World wine makers 
have their way. But, don ' t 

B r a d y 

expect the cork pro­
ducers lo give up 
without a fight. I'll 
explain. 

There are two sides 
to every story and I 
must begin w i t h a 
chronicle of the cork. 
Very early in history 
the Greeks and 
Romans used sealed 
glazed pottery;.yes-

sels to hold their w ine . l ( 
enabled them io keep the finest 
vintages for years. Over cen­
turies o f evolution and war, 
wine preservation techniques 
were lost. During the dark ages 
wine and beer were the bever­
ages o f choice, due to dank 
water quality. Young wine was 
prized, as it had no o f f taste 
wh i le w ine stored fo r any 
amount of time in casks turned 

-to vinegar. Then, in the late 
I7 lh century the Portuguese 
discovered that cork worked 
beautiful ly to seal ,and preserve 
wine, and unti l today they have 
been used exclusively io do just 
that. 

The cork business is no easy 
one. It takes 25 years from 
planting the tree to Ihe first vir­
gin harvest. This is not suitable 
for wine corks. Either is the 
second harvest 12 years later. 
Final ly, after 45 years, the cork 
qual i ty is ap-ropos for its 
inicnded use. Cork is gathered 
f rom May unti l August. Cut 
planks are aged for six months 

, then are.tak9ii|lp speciaiprcpa-. 
' ra t io t i ' facloVies where it is 

bo i led , (cleaning the wood, 
making i l flat and improving 
e last ic i ty) , and then cured 
another four weeks, trimmed 
and inspected for quality. The 
wood strips that past the strict 
tests are sold and undergo an­
other boi l ing process before 
being punched into wine corks. 

A f te r sanitizing they iire sold 
to brokers who then resell them 
to wineries all over the worid. 
At the winery, the corks arc 
moistened, de-dusted, printed 
and treated wi th a paraff in-
based coaling that enhances its 
natural resistance to moisture. 
Stored in plastic bags unti l 

ready for use, the corks are 
loaded into a corking machine 
that compresses them so that a 
secure fit is ensured. Once on 
the wine bot t le , the cork 
expands to its original size and 
provides an airt ight seal. Th is is 
a complicated process that nets 
Portugal $750 mi l l ion dollars in 
business from the United States 
alone. 

Unt i l recently the cork has 
been the iicccpted form o f seal­
ing wine keeping the air and 
bacteria out that would other­
wise ruin i t . Enter Ihe French-
designed screw cap cal led 
Sielvin. The Stelvin was first 
tr ied in the 1970s, an'd in l ight ­
ly controlled tests this reduced 
wine spoilage to almost zero. 
However, because of the associ­
at ion lo "cheap" wines they 
were nol accepted by con­
sumers and production stopped. 

Bu l Ihe wine industry is w i l l ­
ing lo iry again. 

Tired of putt ing tremendous 
effort into developing beauti­
fu l ly structured wines only to 
have them ru- ined due lo a 

faulty cork, winemakers are 
leading an effort to bring back 
the Stelvin. Figures as high as 
5 percent o f the total wine pro­
duction are being tainted from 
mold affected cork. This mold 
produces a "we t burlap" smell 
oi'lcn described as being 
"corked." 

Australia has led the push 
and began in earnest when 13 
Clare County wineries,decided 
to bottle iheir 2000 Rieslings 
under Stelvin. What remained 
to be determined was public 
reaction, which in Australia at 
least, is extremely posit ive. 
California has fol lowed suit. 

But what about the loss of 
romance and ceremony associ­
ated with wine, the bottle and 
cork? Some basic logic needs 
to be addres.sed. The wine, not 
the enclosure, is lo be enjoyed. 
The screw top is an improve­
ment, not an alternative. I l is 
cheaper, easier on the environ­
ment and assures proper aging 
o f fine wine. The use o f ihe 
screw cap makes so much sense 
for wines that are drank young. 

which most are. Why waste nat­
ural resources on a bott le that 
w i l l be opened w i t h i n six 
months? And , freshness is 
assured. 

We have only one wine on 
our l ist that is a screw cap, an 
Australian Sauvignon Blanc. 
This particular wine is one of 
the few that has been on our 
Diamond J im Brady's Bistro 
list long term. I t is,consistently 
available and possesses lovely 
qualities. There was no reason 
to stop offering it because of its 
cap. Just one customer thus far 
has reacted adversely. 

I 'm not ready to decide 
which is belter or worse. Time 
wi l l tel l . Hopefully, for the sake 
of the corkscrew, there is room 
for both.

lers, bul we do have a .strong policy 
for Internet use." 

Children 18 and younger must 
have written parental permission to 
use the library's tliree computers and 
children younger tJian 13 must be 
accompanied by a p>vent or rc.spon-
sible adult. 

"It really ha.sn't been a problem 
for us," .she said, noting that since 
the library got it's computers it's 
only had a problem with people 
accessing pornography twice and 
both times involved young adult 
men the staff hadn't seen before or 
since. 

Rickabaugh said junk E-mail is 
actually a bigger problem for die 
library that people trying lo access 
pomography "Our three stations arc 
right here in front of the counter. We 
don't have thiit much space," she 
said. 

"We Uy not to be the Internet cen­
sor," said Evans. She said she's not a 
fan o f fi.ltcring software because 
when a paux)n has to ask for it to be 
turned off, "Your privacy is pretty 
much gone." 

According to ALA spokesman 
Deborah Caldwell-Stone, the prob­
lem is that for tile most pan, cum:nt 
filtering software doesn't really 
work. She noted that a recent Kaiser 
Family Foundation study found the 
average filtering software on die 
market blocked 25 peficent of the 
medical sites on the Internet while 
still allowing 13 penccnt of porno­
graphic sites to get through. 

While there have been complaints 
of filtering software blocking access 
to websites offering infonnation on 
subjects as v.iried as breast cancer 
and Super Bowl XXX, Caldweli-
Stone said one software developer 
arbitrarily classified Focus On The 
Family's discussion of homosexual­
ity as hate speech. 

"It's been a horrible blunt insuu-
ment," .she s.iid. 

The ALA has called for software 
developers to disclose what they are 
filtering and what criteria is Ixing 
used. Association spokesman Lanra 
Clark warned, "Findings of fact 
clearly show tlIat filtering compa­
nies are not following legal defini­
tions of 'harmful to minors' and 
'obscenity' Their practices must 
change." 

Meanwhile state library oiTicials 
in Michigan say they have no way of 
knowing how many libraries here 
will be effected by the ruling. 

E-rate funding, explained 
Caidwell-Stone is an outgrowth of 
The federal government's Universal 
Service Fund, which was created to 
subsidize phone services for rural 
communidcs where low populations 
density and great distances made 
phone service cost prohibitive. In 
1996 the legislation was modified to 
help schools and library pay for 
Internet service, she said. 

E-ratc funding, said Caldwell-
Stone, ranges from 10 to 90 per-
cents, with schools and libraries in 
impoverished communities getfing 
the lion's shaIe. 

The coun's ruling, warned 
Caldwell-Stone, wi l l lead to a 
widening of die digital divide 
between rich and poor communities 
because it wil l force poor communi­
ties to divert limited resoun;es from 
libraiy services to pay for filtering 
software that doesn't work. 

Aldiough none of the three local 
libraries are effected by the most 
recent Supreme Court ruling, all of 
the area librarians are concerned 
about the possibility of future state 
or federal legislation. 

Caldwell-Stone said library 
boards from Chicago to San 
Francisco have voted not to accept 
E-rate funding or LSAT grants to 
keep from getting entangled with 
federal Iegulations. 

"I've seen E-mails already fIom 
Michigan groups calling for filters 
on everydiing," said Porter, " I don't 
know whens dial's going to end up." 

Evans said she won't be surprise 
if she sees new proposals in Lansing 
next session. 

"Filters." insisted Caldwell-Stone, 
"are neither the best nor most effec­
tive solution. Fillers like unining 
wheels they're best used with very 
small children." 

"Libraries are getting a bad rap," 
said Rickabaugh. "We want to pro­
tect kids, but filtering is a simplistic 
solution lo complex problem."

For Emmeneckcr's parents, 
Steve and Jodi, it was a great 
experience to see their son play 
with Ihe best kids in the entire 
stale. 

"This wasn't just some team 
selected in Oakland Couniy or 
Metro Detroit."

It was a fitting end for a player 
like Emmenecker.

Financially confident consumers'know 
ihey have good ctedit scores and make 
mortgage originators compete for llieir 
business, he says. But other groups see die 
process as a mystery. They tend io diink die 
.sysiem is geared to reject them and haven't 
an idea of tlieir credit score. 

"There are a lot of 700 (credit scores) 
walking right past tlieir main bank bccau.se 
they believe they're going to have a problem 
getting a loan," he says. (Normally, a score of 
620 qualifies for a loan at inaiket rate.) 

Such consumers can be targets for 
predatory lenders who play upon die bor­
rower's main goals: getdng the loan and 
emerging from the process widi dieir dig­
nity intact. People who fear dicir credit is 
worse dian it is, or who don't understand 
the process, ciui get stuck needlessly widi 
subprime loans —loans at above market-
rate inten^t to compensate for greater risk. 

But die risk might not be real. About 40 . 
percent of people with subprime loans 
might have qualified fpr conventional 
loans.

Tlie barter .system is alive and well and 
making somediing of a comeback among 
small and midsize businesses. 

"Barter is one of diose busi-
nes.scs that tends lo really — — 
blossom in a slower econo­
my," explains Tom 
McDowell, executive dinxtor 
of die National Association of 
Trade [Exchanges. "People 
have inventory. They have 
ume and capacity. What diey 
don'l have is customen,." 

About 400 for-profit' 
exchanges across North 
America provide a forum for 
participating busines.ses to 
swap eveiydiing from funer­
als to printing services. The 
amount of goods and .services 
traded through such 
exchanges nadonally rose to 
S4.5 billion la.st year from —• 
S3.8 billion diree yeais earlier, 
says McDowell. 

About 800 busines.ses in northwest Ohio 
and southeast Michigan swap $3 million 
annually in services and pitxlucts dirough 
the Toledo (Ohio) Trade Exchange. 

Memiiership has doubled since the late 
19SOs. says owner Fad Delwiler, who also 
operates excli;inges in suburban IX-troil. and 
Ponip;ino Beach, Fla. 

Swaps have increa.sed 20 percent since 
2000 at die three exchanges, which operate 

under the name Trade 
— — — tixchange of Aniericiu Inc. 

Explains John LindeL 
marketing vice presi­
dent. "When the econo­
my was really good, we 
platcaued. People had 
plenty of money in die 
bank and ihcy weren't 
going (0 travel an extra 
mile to a different dry 
cleaner. Money gets 
light and they're sudden­
ly willing to make a little 
exra effort." 

The operator of a 
Toledo auto repair shop 
estimates he provides an 
average of $1,000 a 

J month in work for fel­
low exchange members. 

Since joining 2-112 years ago. he has per­
formed SSO.CXX) in repairs through the 
exchange on delivery vans, pickups, and 
personal vehicles.

one. Instead, he and other members earn 
credits that diey can spend with any par­
ticipant. 

"The mechanic has used the credits for 
major roof repairs at his business, meat 
from a butcher shop, restaurant meals, 
jewelry and even a piano for his home. 

He spoke on die condition Uiat his name 
not be used because he doesn't want to 
promote additional trades. More swap 
customers would cut into cash sales, 
which are necessary to pay for utilities, 
supplies and oUier expenses not available 
from exchange members, he says. 

The exchange makes money from a 
$275 initiation fee, mondily fees after die 
first year, and a 10 percent commission— 
paid by the sel ler—on every d^de. 

The Toledo exchange includes dentists, 
accountants, printers, restaurateurs, lajid-
scapers, movers, extetminatofs, an art 
gallery operator, and even a scuba instruc­
tor. 

Some members are more popular tlian 
others. "A service station is a more valu­
able client than a doctor to a trade 
exchange," explains McDowel l , the trade 
group leader. "People wi l l change who 
tunes up their car or changes their o i l . 
They won' t make a cliange about who 
cuts into their heart Items that are more 
generic are more successful." 

Some memljers, often people offei ing 
professional services, find almost no 
demand. 'Trade exchanges have got to 
leam to say no," says McDowell . " I f 
you're not going to have customers for 
somebody, you're not doing them a serv­

Day came lu-ound and friends and family filled my new 
swimming pool, 1 didn't miss my fiowers. 

We ,s|)enl two months without a backyard, living under a 
layer of din and mud, and we lost half the fiowers and 
shmbs we'd spent years accuniulaling. But we'd do il 
again. This time, though, we'd know what we were doing. 

The key is to start early. In the summer, you lake your 
place in line. 

"The earlier you get started on your pool, the belter," 
said Jim Crone, .salesman with Mid-South Pool in 
Memphis. "If you diddle around and it starts lo get wann, 
then everybody and their brother will be in front of you." 

Tommy and Brcnda Hill had a pool added last summer 
at Iheir Lakeland, Tcnn., home. Work started tow;ird the 
end of M;iy - high season - and they weren't swimming 
until August. Even though they endured a suniiner of work­
ers in their yard, it was worth i l . 

"It was a little traumatic," Brenda Hill said. "You'd look 
out and there'd be pcopie all over. But of course we're glad 
we have it now." 

The Sossaman family, who also live in Lakeland, were 
lucky. Their snvill pool was built in just 12 days, even 
diough ii was done in c;irly July. 

"And we were gone on vticalion for nine of those days," 
Dennis Sossaman said. 

The two pools are different, but each fits ils owners' 
needs. 

The Sossamans wanted a pool thai complemented the 
natural environment. Tlie oval pool has a black bolloiii. 

The Hill pool has a while bottom, which provides the 
traditional Gulf-water aqua cast lo swimming pools. 

Oflier choices include shades of gray. Lecsa and Lany 
Jensen of Memphis chose a gray for their pool, A gray fin­

ish provides a deeper color lo the water, and as die color 
marbles it calclies the sunlight and twinkles i l off sur­
rounding trees and greenery. 

For a dark finish, black tint is added to the white plaster 
before it's applied lo the gunite shell. The amount of tint 
deteniiines the depth of color There is a noniiiuil charge, 
which usually ranges from $.100 lo S600, for the tiiit. 

Textured finishes, like one that includes small pebbles, 
arc available ill an additional cost. 

While not all pools arc gunile-blown concrete - very few 
people would argue il's the gold-standard for the South. 

Other options include fibcrgliiss and vinyl liner pools, 
which range in cost from slightly less than a basic gunite 
pool to about one-third less. 

Large above-ground pools ;ire available at a I'nidion of 
the cost, which makes tiieni ideal for a light budget or for 
a small space that can't accommodate pool-building cquip-

. ment. 
The cost for a gunite pool begins just under S20,0()0 and 

can increase shaqily, based on size and features. 
Coiiip;iriiig prices is tricky because pool companies lend 

to break down prices differently Some will price by the lin­
ear foot. For example, al $240 per fool, a pool wiih a 100-
fool perimeier will cosi $24,000. 

Others provide a iotal co.sl. Some include more deck in 
the scl price Ihan others do. 

The rtjle of thumb is to check with ihc Better Business 
Bureau, make phone calls, get a few prices and then 
choose. 

Expect to pay more for fcaturcs like a diving board, a 
heater and a spa. Walcri'alls and slides also ratchet up the 
final tally. 

Bui licfore you even call a pool company, pick up copies 
of pool magazines like Pool and Spa Living 
(www.poolspaliving.com) and read .about what you're 
doing. The ads in the back provide a wcaldi of odier Web 
addresses you can visit lo get ideas. 

Remember that some of the fcaturcs available in pool-
rich areas such as Arizona and Florida might not be avail­
able locally. And don't count on die lower prices you see in 
those iu-cas to apply everywhere. 

Pool Pointers 
A few specific points 

to consider about bu i ld ­
ing a home pool: 

Intended use: W i l l 
your family swim in the 
pool or play in it'? 
Swimmers wi l l want 
length, for laps; whi le 
sun-bathers wi l l be 
happy just lloating on a 
raft. 

Sports pools, which 
are shallow on both ends 
arlcl deep in die middle, 
are ideal for gaincs like 
volleyball, 

Light ing, in your pool 
and around i t : A basic 
pool conies with one 
ligli l in the deep end. but 
fiber optic lighting is an 
option if your budget can 
bear it, and niuldple low-
wattage lights in the pool 
can be used instead o f 
one high-wattage light. 

The pool deck: 
Options are endless, but 
what you'll be furnished 
from most companies is a 
4-foot brushed concrete 
or aggregate deck around 
your pool. How you use 
your allowance is up to 
you. You can have a large 
deck at the shallow end, 
for example, or spread i t 

evenly around the pool. 
Take your landscaping 
into account. You might 
want to leave areas 
around your pool open, 
for plants. 

Landscaping: Some 
pool companies provide: 
a design, others wi l l rec­
ommend a designer, but 
it's ultimately up to you. 
Do you enjoy picking out 
plants and planting 
them'.' Then do i i your­
self. I f you don't, consid­
er hiring a professional 
lana.scaping company to 
draw a design and even 
provide ihe planis and 
plant them fof you. Tlie 
cost can add several 
thousand dollars lo your, 
pool, but a basic design 
should be available for 
several hundred dollars. 
Ask your pool company 
representative to recom­
mend someone. • 

Keep reminding your­
self, when yourbackyard 
looks like a constniction 
site (it wi l l ) , your peigh-. 
bors are complaining 
(ihey wi l l ) and you're 
about to mch down from 
the .stress of it all (you 
won' t ) , that It w i l l be 
worth it.

You say you wiint a beautiful garden, but aren't 
sure whether to hiie a landscape professional or tiy 
lo do ihe work yourself. Ainy Fahiiiy, owner of The 
Gardener's Edge in Raleigh, N.C., ofi'ered some 
comparisons. 

" l i is importani lo list those things thai the home­
owner wil l have io do ihai ihey usually don't think of 
in advance," Fahmy said, such as niukiple trips lo the 
dump to get rid of debris. 

"One of the biggest advantages of hiiving a land-
.scaper's help is their ability lo solve unforeseen 
problems while their crew is on the job," Fahmy said. 

For example, during tilling, a plastic comigated 
drain pipe might be nearer the surface than expected 
and gets tilled up, she explained. 

"The landscape profcssiojial will typically fix this, 
trench a new spot for il and lay the pipe so ihiil it 
doesn't interfere with the new plantings," Fahmy 
said. "This could take a homeowner quite a while to 
lake ciu-e of - getting materials, trenching, etc. Time 
is the issue, as always." 

Fahmy worked up some figures for a "typical" 
landscaping job - if there is such a thing. She cau­
tioned that anyone wilh a yard this size shouldn't 
think a job could be done for Uiis price. There could 
be, and usually are, problems such as a steep slope, 
difficult access or existing site condidons that can 
dramatically afi'cct the price. 

With that warning, here's the rundown on a front 
yard measuring 76 feel by 76 feet - 5,776 square 
feet. 

The existing yard is all lawn, wilh a row of foun-
daiioii shmbs aloijg the front of die house. 

The new yard will have a newly .shaped lawn wilh 
hu-gc mixed borders along the property boundaries 
and driveway There wi l l be new plantings to replace 
the existing foundation shrubs. 

Fahmy estimates the landscaper's price for a 
turnkey job al $9,600; a homeowner's DIV price 
would be about $4,500.

T i p s & H i n t s 

Try to water between 5 a.m. and 10 a.m., 
when the sun is low, winds are calm and tem-
peiatures are cool. Under these conditions, less 
water is wasted through evaporation and leaf 
surfaces have a chance lo dry out during the 
day, reducing the chance of fungal diseases. 

To attract butterflies to a garden or yard, 
plant summer lilac, impatiens, marigolds, z in­
nia and black-eyed Susan. 

Pruning can be done al any time of the year, 
but i f the plant is infested with organisms or 
insects, make sure to prune when the infestarion 
is least active. For example, pruning oak trees 
during the sumnier is not a good idea because 
oak wil t is predominantly active during the 
warm months. Check with a local arborist or 
county extension agent to find out the best l ime 
to prune susceptible trees. 

To keep trees and shrubs healthy, use sharp 
tools for trimming since dull shears could 
injure foliage. Ripping branches is no better, as 
it may "shock" the foliage. 

Any prospective home buyer is endtled to, 
and should accompany, the inspector during the 
inspection tour "This is a good way for the 
buyer to obtain important information about the 
house because the inspector m.iy offer mainte­
nance tips and share knowledge about major 
systems and fixtures. 

In the summer, get white clodies whiter by 
laying them in die sun to dry after soaking them 
in lemons and water. Wash as usual.

A molher of two 
grown kids, I'olhird worked for Ihe post 
ollice, a lix'iil com ma/c. the U.S. Census 
Bureau ;ind sold orchids Ix-fore she found 
her calling. Her husband, an engineer who 
has a serious job but likes to laugh, was sup­
portive. 

"I'd rciid about laughter clubs, and Ihen 
Sept. 11 hit and I thought 1 really had lo do 
.something." Pollaixl said. "So 1 coughed up 
$800 ;ind went to Ohio. I never tliought 1 
would have a n;;ison lo go lo Ohio." 

She started the club in 2()01 and gradually 
il gn;w. And no wonder, .said Polhu'd. With 
world tension, a sliding economy and every­
day stress like commuling. the group guffaw 
is ;i way to dellecl the outside world, al le;Lsl 
for 20 minutes. 

Pollard, who has well-earned laugh lines, 
greeted the a'gul.irs one recent morning and 
motioned them to fomi a circle. 

Tlic members began by touching hands 
and laughing a forced, "ha ha ha. ho ho ho." 
They stretched and breadied. then lIioved 
into ihe "Aloha Laugh." (Aloha-ha- ha-ha-
ha). 

"Oh, I forgot io give ihe medical warning 
today." said PollaId. laughing in a more con­
ventional way " I f you have a history of heart 
pain, hernia, arc pregnant or have piles, 
check with your doctor." 

Then the group broke into the Depends 
Laugh, fpllowcd by a Witch Laugh and a 
Ghost Liugh, followed by ihe Wave Laugh, 
Qiicken Laugh and Coyoic Laugh. By ihis 
lime, the crcsccndo of forced ho he's w,ts 
luming to outright spontaneous giggling, 
which il turned out was contagious. It finally 
had reached what Pollard calls "mirthful 
laughier." 

Virginia Drummond. a retired speech ther­
apist, said she leaves ihe club relaxed and 
enefgized "It's inlcrtsting that this came 
from India and it's looked at as strange here," 
she said.

Andy Balogh and 
Ciararniiaro, both of 
Memphis, have been 
running buddies for 20 
years. 

Their first run 
occurred in western 
North Carolina during a 
weekend of white-water 
rafting. Ciararniiaro, an 
ordained minister, took 
27 Episcopal kids, 
including Balogh. 

Ciararniiaro was a 
35-year-old runner, and 
Balogh was a 16-year-
old cross-country run­
ner and soccer player. 
They ran on the dirt 
roads of the Nantahala 
National Forest. 

" l remember how 
neat i i was we had 
something in common 
that was just there," 
Ciararniiaro said. " I liked him. and he liked me. 
Even though l was 20 years older, it was a good 
basis for us to talk." 

They discovered neither was obsessed with win­
ning races.

CiaraInitaro said. 

The camaraderie has continued over two 
decades and expanded into kayaking and biking. 

Balogh even goes to the CIaramitaros' house for 
Christmas Eve dinners. 

" I 'm 36 now." Balogh said. "That's a lot of l ife

experience in that lime frame. Besides my p;u-ents, 
he's been a very fonnativc figure for me in my 
life." 

"Most of the time wc talk about whatever is 
going on in our lives," Ciararniiaro said. "Andy's 
single. He's talked about female friends. He knows 
my life. I've been married 30 years and gol a 16-
ycar-old. 

"We talk about politics. Wc talk a little about 
religion. ... We're not in die same ballpark politi­
cally. I'm more liberal than he is, but he's not a rag­
ing con.scrvalivc." 

Ciarairiiiaro likes that Balogh doesn't u-eat him 
like a minisicr. 

"Once you are ordained a minisicr and people 
know you're a minisicr, they sort of ireal you in a 
stninge way. Andy never docs tlial. We're just 
friends." 

Ciaramitiiro is now with the United Methodists, 
working part-time in 
counseling, home-
schooling his son, being 
a .scoutmaster and help­
ing lead summer scout 
camp. Balough is a 
salesman. 

Ciararniiaro estimates 
they've traveled to 50 
races together and mn, 
hiked or paddled hun­
dreds of times. "There 
have been times when 
we'd run or bike two or 
three times a week," he 
said. 

They don't train 
together as consistently 
as they used to. Balogh 
runs faster than 
Ciaramitaro's 10-minute 
miles. "We both feel like 
we're in pretty good 
shape. Andy is faster. 
I 'm pretty strong. I seem 
to run forever." 

But the pair still set out on adventures together 
several times a year, ranging from the 
Appalachians to the Rockies. 

The tru.st between ihem has built up like the 
miles. 

Despite the age difference, it's nothing like a 
father-son relationship. 

"It's more like brothers," Ciaramltaro said. 
"He's got me through races I would never have got 
through. I've got him through some things that 
have been difficult in his life. It's just been Mend-
ship."

A good dog will iry anything once, but 
as with human extracun-icular activities, 
nol every dog is cut out for every sport. 

Knter Miiggie Bonham. Tliink of her as 
a son of guidtmee counselor for dogs. 

She tries her best lo steer dogs to the 
right pastime for them and Iheir owners. 
Her latest book, 'Tlie Simple Guide to 
Gelling Active Widi Your Dog (TF,H. 
Publications; $12,95), walks readers 
Uirough ihe ba.sics of 22 canine activities, 
from simple treats such as chasing 
Frisbees and backpacking to more com­
petitive sports such as sledding and lure 
coursing. 

"I gol the idea two years ago," says 
Bonhiim, 39. "After writing about dog 
agility, 1 started iliinking about all the other 
fun things lo do with your dog, but diere's 
no book to tell you how io gel started. I 
wanted to give novices an idea on how io 
start and where lo go for more references." 

A dog writer by 
p r o f e s s i o n , 
Bonhain, author 
of six books, widi 
a sevendi due out 
soon, splits her 
time between 
writing about 
dogs and doing 
stuff with Ihem. 
"I've done al least 
half the acdvities 
included in the book," she says. "And I 
know people who are into die olherhalf." 

Dogsledding is Bonham's favorite 
canine activity, and she has the dog teams 
to prove it. She and her husband live with 
22 Alaskan huskies, Alaskan malamules 
and various other rescued pooches. 

She's also active in agility and dog 
backpacking. Two years ago she organized 
die Canine Backpackers Association, die 
nation's first backpacking club for people 
and dogs. 

While backpacking and agility are op«n 
to virtually all breeds, sledding jsrnuch 
iTiorc specialized, and people who think it 
looks like fun need to know what diey're 
getting into, she says. 

"Hands down, sledding is die most 
expensive canine sport," she says. "Throw 
in the truck, die harness, die sleds and die 
number of dogs you need - you're easily 
talking over $50,000. Just to go out and Uy 
i l with one or two dogs, you're looking at 
spending under $2,000, but dial's sUII pret­
ty expensive." 

Bonham certainly didn't start out diink-
ing .she wanted to take up dog-sledding. 
Fifteen years ago, she was jusi a software 
engineer living in Denver who found her­
self wiUi a big dog and a big problem. 

"He was a Newfoundland/Samoyed 
mix," she says. "He was a difiicult dog to 
train, but I don't give up on anything, cer­
tainly not on a dog. One day I learned 
about weight-pulling. I thought, 'Maybe 
dial's somediing he'd like.' So I put a har­
ness on him and I discovered he liked to 
pull tilings - not heavy tilings, but pulling 
and ranning fast. And he had ihis look on 
his face like 'It's about dme you figured 
out what I'm supposed lo be doing.'" 

Once her Newfie found his pa.ssion in 
life, he became a better dog. "Not a perfect 
dog," she says, "but a better dog." 

There's a lesson diere for people who 
live with tfoublemaking dogs, .she says. 
'There's somediing wrong when people 
try lo make dogs act die way we want diem 
io act. Maybe we should look at what it is 
ihey were bred to do and then come up 
widi things like dial for them to do."

Herbal baths are a "great way to relax, 
heal and support healdiy skin function," 
says herbalist Kami McBride of 
Momingsun Herb Farm near Vacaville, 
Calif. 

Gardeners growing herbs always have 
more than they need, so draw a badi, add 
herbs and submerge yourself after a tir­
ing day in the garden. 

Her basic recipe for the herbal brew is 
to bring 4 gallons of water and 2 to 3 
cups of fresh or dried herbs to a boil in a 
large poL Then simmer for 15 minutes 
and carefully pour the "tea" into die bath 
water You may want to strain out the 
leaves to avoid clogging the drain. 

Here are a few of McBride<s hertral 
bath recipes: 

• Invigoradng Badi: 4 gallons water, 
1/2 cup rosemary, 1/2 cup calendula, 1/2 
cup yarrow leaves and flowers. 

• Bedtime Bath: 4 gallons water, 2 
Clips lavender, I cup chamomile.

Bobby Flay's earliest food memory of his 7-year-old 
daughter Sophie is when she was a toddler, crawling 
around Ihe kitchen as her niolher made pasta. 

When her mother look the pasta from the cupboard, 
Sophie reached for die tomatoes on a lower shelf. 

"She knew ihey went together," says Flay, the owner o f 
Manhattan restaurants Mesa Gril l and Bolo and the author 
.of four cookbooks. 

Sophie has since become the inspiration for a chopped 
salad that was featured on one of Flay's Food Network 
show, "Hot off the Gr i l l " (Monday-Thursday, 11:30 a.m. 
EDT). He also hosts "Food Nation" (Tuesday, 9:30 p.m.) 
and a new third show, named after one of his cookbooks, 
"Boy Meets Gr i l l " (Saturday 1:30 p.m.) 

Sophie's grown righl along with her father's career as a 
celebrity gril l jockey and chef; So, in preparation for 
Father's Day, Flay recounts some of Sophie's and his cook­
ing adventures. 

He also passes on a few grilling tips for those who are 
cooking for Dad on Dad's day off. 

While other young.slers grow up eating frozen fish sticks 
and American cheese, Sophie feasts on lobster. She also 
likes "the stranger things," her dad says, like octopus and 
whole fish. 
§ome toddlers pick french fries off their parents' plates. 
Nol Sophie. "At dinner, she would sit on my lap and eat 
capers off the plate," said Flay, who is now divorced but 
spends most weekends with his daughter. 

It's no surprise that Sophie likes what is traditionally 
thought of as adult food, he says. "Give them food. You've 
got to let them eat what you cat." 

Sophie is the only reason Flay appears regularly at Walt 
Disney Worid's Epcol Food and Wine Festival. " I do it 
because I can lake her," he says. "She 'plates' the food," he 
adds, using the chef's term for arranging food artfully on a 
plate. 

At home, Sophie frequently asks Flay i f she can help 
him in ihe kitchen. I f he's making brownies, she'll stir in 
the cocoa and flour, he says. "She really learns a lot about 
food from watching me cook." 

Flay asked his parents fof- an Easy Bake Oven when he 
was 7. Sophie also has one now that she's 7, but doesn't 
reallj' use it, he says. It looks more like a microwave, and

gr i l ls ' - by herself. Flay has some advice for the older kids-
who plan to fire up the grill on Father's Day. 

Flay's own preference is something simple. " I l ike very 
casual grilled food, especially in the suinmertime," he says. 

Anyone can gril l a piece of fish, but put a twist on it by 
creating a fish laco spread. Same Ihing goes with burgers. 
After the meal comes off the gri l l , offer a sampling of veg­
etables, cheese and condiments to go on top. 

'To me, that's a simple but really fun idea," he says. 
"Cook the things that you're comfortable grilling and eat­
ing, and make odier things lo go alongside of them." 

As for Sophie, she's nol so sure she wants to fol low 
Dad's footsteps, even though she loves his food.

Few cookbooks thai take a global view of 
cuisines succeed, bul "Essentials o f Asian 
Cuisine: Fundamentals and Favorite Recipes," by 
Corinnc Trang (Simon & Schuster, 593 pages, 
$40), does as well as can be expected. 

Trang is lhe award-winning author of 
"Authentic Vietnamese Cooking" and she current­
ly teaches in die Culinary Arts program at Drexel 
University in Philadelphia. 

It is the right book in the right place at the right 
time. .Americans believe in diversity and stand at 
the crossroads where an overview o f Asian 
cuisines, which also identifies some of the differ­
ences between diem, is apropos. 

If you could own just one pan-Asian cookbook, 
this would be the one. I l contains the most up-to-
date information and contemporary interpreta­
tions that stay within the boundaries o f the cuisine 
and tradition. 

Trang includes the cuisines of eight major 
nationalities in the book: Cambodia, China, 
Indonesia, Japan, Korea, Philippines, Thailand 
and Vietnam. 

Trang's job is made 
easier by the fact that 
Chinese cuisine is the 
diread that lies together 
the culinary traditions 
from Korea to the 
Philippines. "In seeking 
out the basic principles of 
China's regional kitchens, 
1 believe it is possible to 
establish a way of bring­
ing to life all of the great 
cuisines of Asia for any cook who cares to leam," 
she writes in the introduction. 

Without being simplistic, she traces some of the 
major themes in each culture and sums up the fla­
vor profiles and major techniques of each ciiisine. 
Most of the time, she walks the line between 
authenticity and popular know-how radier adroit­
ly, aldiough I found some points loo generalized. 

One of die strongest elements of die book is the 
black-and-white photography of Asian markets, 
produce and faces, taken by Trang herself They 
lend an intimacy io her words and experiences; 
otherwise, it's another cookbook with beautiful, 
siudio color .shots. 

The Ibookis-ingredient, .lists dci rioi. suggest. 
Americanized subsiitutesf;-and as, a ..result |the 
recipes give authendc results. (There is a list of 
mail-order sources for ingredients that may not be 
readily available in areas without sizable Asian 
populadons.) Her cooking instmcdons are clear 
and easy, perhaps the strongest element of the 
book. In only a few instances out o f the 300 
recipes does she nol note the country of origin of 
a recipe. 

I could nilpick; The Chinese translations are by 
and large from die Cantonese rather than the pre­
ferred Mandarin, the official language o f China. 
Without question, her uaditional Vietnamese 
recipes are die strongest. Some contemporary 
recipes are also strong. The following raw beef 
salad, Korean style, is one of diem. 

R A W B E E F A N D A S I A N P E A R S A L A D 
(Serves 4 to 6) 
2 tablespoons Korean or Japanese dark soy sauce 
1 tablespoon granulated sugar 
1 or more teaspoons sesame oil 
1 medium garlic clove, minced 
1 scallion, root and dark green ends trimmed, 
and 6-inch stalk sliced thinly 
12 ounces top round or fi let mignon, lightly 
frozen and cut into 2-Inch strips 
4 to 8 young romaine lettuce leaves 
1 Asian pear, peeled and jullenned into 2-Inch 
long matchstlcks 
1 quail egg or small chicken egg 
1 tablespoon pine nuts, lightly roasted and finely 
crushed, or 1/2 teaspoon toasted sesame seeds 

, Whisk togedier die soy sauce and sugar until 
ihe sugar is completely dissolved. 

Stir in the sesame oi l , garlic and scallion and 
allow the flavors to blend for about 20 minutes 
(after that time, strain the dressing i f you wish). 
Add the beef and toss to coat evenly. Al low to 
marinate for 10 minutes, refrigerated. 

Drain die beef completely. To serve, line a plate 
with the lettuce leaves, pointing die ribs toward 
the center. Mound the beef in the middle of the 
plate on lop of the leaves. Around the beef scatter 
the julienned Asian pear, or toss the beef and pear 
togedier Make a small wel l in die center and ." 
break the raw egg in it. Sprinkle widi die pine nut 
powder or toasted sesame seeds and serve chilled. 
You may wish to consume the beef wrapped in a 
lettuce leaf. 

Note: This recipe uses uncooked beef and raw 
egg, which may be risky to eat. You may sear the 
beef before chilling it and slicing It, and you can 
omit the egg. 

M e l t i n g C h o c o l a t e 
Chocolate can be temperamental. A single 

droplet of condensation or liquid can transform 
free flowing melted chocolate into a 

tarry grainy mass. In kitchen lingo, 
die chocolate "seizes". This can 
diwart even the best cooks. 

To avoid diis, make sure die 
bowl is bone dry, die chocolate is 

evenly chopped and no unwanted l iq­
uid is added. Chocolate must be melted gendy. In 
pre-microwave times, die consensus was to use a 
double boiler or a bowl set over barely simmering 
water. Today, a microwave is die method of 
choice. 

Although machines vary, chocolate melted at 
50 percent power, stirred periodically, is pretty 
much foolproof. 

If the chocolate does seize, whisking in room 
temperature water can sometimes salvage it. In 
general, add a quarter of the chocolate's weight in 
fluid ounces, i.e. for l pound chocolate use 1/2-
cup water.

There are two basic kinds of life 
insurance: term insurance and per­
manent policies. 

Term insurance provides basic 
protection for a certain period of 
time. I f you die during your cov­
erage period, the proceeds of the 
policy are paid to your benefici­
ary. Premiums for "annual renew­
able term" insurance are based on 
age and thus increase each year as 
you get older. In contrast, level-
premium term policies provide a 
fixed premium for a specific term. 
While the initial premiums wil l be 
higher, Ihey won ' l rise on an 
annual basis. 

Permanent l i fe insurance, 
sometiines referred to as cash-
value insurance, is priced and 
designed to provide life long pro­
tection. Unlike term insurance, 
permanent life insurance com­
bines the death benefit with an 
investment element. The annual 
premium is higher than what is 
needed to cover the risk of your 
death in ihe early years of the pol­
icy. 

The insurance company invests 
the excess amount, so over time 
the policy builds up a cash value. 
The policy's cash value is differ­
ent from its face amount, which is 
the money that is paid at death or 
policy maturity Cash value can be 
influenced by your insurance 
company's financial results that in 
turn are affected by mortality 
rates, expenses and investment 
earnings. To access the cash value, 
policyholders can cancel the poli­
cy and receive the cash value as a 
lump sum, or take out a loan 
against ihe policy. The loan must 
be repaid with interest or your 
beneficiaries w i l l receive a 
reduced death benefit. 

The three most common types 
of fiermanenl insurance are whole, 
universal and variable life. 

• Whole life premiums remain 
steady over the l i fe of the policy. 
You periodically pay the premium 
amount specified in the policy. 

• Universal life allows you lo 
pay premiums in any amount, sub­
ject to maximums and miniriiums, 
and reduce or increase your'death 
benefit during the life of the poli­
cy. In doing so, you choose a larg­
er cash build up and smaller death 
benefit, or a smaller cash build up 
and a larger death benefit. 

• With variable l i fe you choose 
how to invest your policy's cash 
value in slocks, which means your 
death benefit and cash value wi l l 
fluctuate depending on how well 
your investments are faring. 

Much of die infonnation com­
piled for diis column comes from a 
handy guide by the American 
Council of Life Insurance (ALCI).

In addition to talking about die dif­

ments. Additional storage space is 
also available, and covered carports 
provide convenience to residents. 

The open bar kitchens include 
pickled oak cabinelIy witi i textured 
countertops and Whiripool appli­
ances, including dishwasher and 
microwave.
