With more and more businesses, schools and programs being 
established on a daily basis, consumer choices are increasing at a 
high rate. Choices for parents on where to send their children to pre­
school or kindergarten are also increasing not only within the public 
school system, but with private schools and daycares as well. 

Programs such as an optional full-day preschool and an optional 
full-day kindergarten have been introduced at the Novi Community 
School District for next school year. Those programs, combined 
with the half-day programs that the public schools offer, combined 
with the 28 daycares and private preschools in Novi give parents all 

the options they need to make the best decision ihHy possibly can 
when i t comes to where to enroll Uieir children. 

These options, however, worry some of those private preschools 
and daycares. Geetha Rao, owner of the Novi/Northville Montessori 
School in Novi , believes dial even with the new full-day programs 
in the public schools, parents who have brought their children to her 
school in the past should continue to do so. 

" I ' m not putting down public schools - they are very good - but 
these are crucial years," Rao said. " I f you give just one year of 
Montessori to your child, it will make that child's life. Two-and-a-
half- to 6-year-olds always learn math more than later. The way we 
teach is by touching and feeling. That's bow they learn. Everything 
is hands-on in our school. You learn through the fingertips. Our chil­
dren learn French at this age and they wi l l never forget it." 

Rao explained that her school is individualized for the care of the 
child. "We teach all parts of the child's nature and also the develop­
ment of the child," she said. "That involves giving them a ground­
ing.

Getting to work for Dale Cason 
and Kelly Sexton can be just as 
much a hassle as for anyone, but 
once tliey'te there, they are on top 
of the worid. 

Cason and Sexton are de|)ulies 
with the Oakland County 
Sheriff's Department's two-and-
a-half-year-old aviation unit. And 
while their fellow deputies and 
the rest of the world spend Iheir 
days slogging through the fumes 
and Ihe congestion, lhe.se two 
spend theirs 700 feel above 
(iakland County's 910 sc|uare 
miles. 

According to Sheriff Michael 
Bouchard, each of lhe county's

helicopters can cover as much ter­
ritory as 12 deputies in p;ilrol ears 
in less time, and they do i l with an 
impressive array of liigh-tech 
equipmeni, "We' l l cover half the 
county in a typical day," said 
Cason. 

The sheriff's American 
Eurocoplers can travel from Iheir 
base at Ihe Oakland County 
liiternalioiial Airport in Waterford 
Township to Mi l ford in under 10 
minutes, a trip thai averages about 
four times thai amount by car 

"I l 's a whole new way lo serve 
Ihe couHly," .s;iid Cason, who's 
been with the sheriff's office for 
24 yciirs. " I l i e sheriff is very 
proactive," he added. 

Prior 10 getting ils own helicop­
ters, when lhe Oakland County 
Sheriff's Office needed air sup­
port, i l had to rely on the cities of 
Warren and Detroit or the 
Michigan Slate Police helicopter 
based in Lansing. 

The sheriff funded his aviation 
program by privatizing inmate 
food service, which saved Ihe 
department $1.6 mill ion annually 

The aviation unil's mission, 
said Cason, is to provide support 
for the sheriff's ground operations 
and assist the county's 42 other 
law enforcement agencies. He 
said that's lakcn on an added 
urgency since the terrorist attacks 
of Sept. I I . Me said the Sheriff's 
Office is in regular contract with 
the Federal Office of Homeland 
Security, and there are a number 
of locations in the county that are 
being routinely watched. 

Cason noted that while lhe 
sheriff could have followed the 
lead of many law enforcement 
agencies around the country and 
saved money wi th a military sur­
plus helicopter, "just becau.se 
they're cheap, doesn't mean 
they're good deals." He noted the 
venerable Huey is noisy, has high 
maintenance costs and consumes 
much more fuel that newer 
machines. 

While Warren uses a small 
training helicopter made by 
Switzer dial carries a pilot and 
one observer, Cason said hs 
agency chose the five-passenger 
Aslar 350 B2 for its ability lo 
cairy more people and equipmeiit. 

In the aftermath of a disaster, 
the sheriff's aviation unit can pul

computer equipment, mapping 
systems and radios. Cason and his 
fellow pilots can even transmit 
video images directly to the coun­
ty's emergency operations center 
in Ponliac via microwave. 

The sheriff opled not to pur­
chase a helicopter with medevac 
capabilities because of the coun­
ty's highly urban nature and its 
large number of hosptials. 
"You're never far enough away 
from a hospital to make it effec­
tive," said (iason. 

However, that doesn't mean it's 
not a lifesaver. Since going into 
service, Oakland County Sheriff's 
Office helicopter crews have 
located several Alzheimer's 
patients and plucked .stranded 
snowniobilcrs from ice flows on 
Macomb County's Lake St. Clair. 

According lo Cason, the 

department currently runs two 
shift patrols from 8 a.m. to mid­
night five days a week with four 
full-time pilots and five tactical 
officers borrowed from the 
department's arson, traffic and 
marine units. However, he added, 
the department can pul a helicop­
ter In the air any lime the need 
arises. 

Sexton, who recently complet­
ed her pilot training at Bijan 
Aviation in Ann Arbor, is the 
department's newest pilot. 

Like Cason, Sexton had no 
prior mil i tary flight experience 
before taking to the air for the 
sheriff Sexton, who's been with 
the department three years, flew 
as an observer widi the unit a few 
times before deciding she'd like 
to become a pilot. 

Cason had been a private fixed-

wing pilot for 15 years before the 
sheriff formed his aviation unil, 
and Cason decided lo learn how to 
fly helicopters. " I ' ve always 
enjoyed being a cop," he said, 
adding that doing i l from the air 
just brings it to a new level. 
"There's a high level of excile-
ment here. There's a lol of train­
ing an dedication." 

Recently Cason was flying over 
Oakland Township in the county's 
northeast corner when he he was 
notified that road units were chas­
ing a murder suspect from 
Vermont in Rose Township. In a 
matter o f minutes he was able to 
catch up to the suspect and pro­
vide deputies on the ground with 
information as the suspect sped lo 
his evenutal .suicide at US-23 and 
Center Road. 

I f the iiiaii had decided lo flee 

on foot, Cason would have been' 
able 10 track him, even dirough 
the trees wi th his Forward-
Looking Infrared (FLIR) Thermal. 
Imaging System. He noted FLIR. 
can even detect the heat of a 
weapon or other object that's been' 
thrown away for several minutes.-

Cason said he sees his unit as a 
"growing asset for the county." He 
said he'd eventually like to see the; 
sheriff add another helicopter and' 
a pair of smaller fixed-wing air­
craft, but that's several years, 
away. In die meantime, Cason and 
his colleagues wi l l be up there,' 
watching.

"He had won every 
race, three in row, and the kid he 
lost to was a kid he'd beat earlier 
in the diiy. It comes down to who 
flinches." 

Alex said he was "kind of nerv-
ou.s" sitting on top of the hill on 
Rochester's Thi id Street waiting 
for the beginning of the Second 
Annual Detroit Auto Dealers 
Association (DADA) Soapbox 

Derby Classic. "You have keep 
concentrating and drive a straight 
line. 

Il's a formula that's brought 
him a st.ick of trophies since he 
began racing this spring, includ­
ing second place and Spirit Award 
at the DADA Soapbox Derby 
Classic June 28-29. When the 
gale goes done, he said "every­
thing goes quiet and all 1 hear is 
the wheels." 

Alex, whose severe asthma pre­
vents him from competing in 
most sports, said he was inspired 
by the Disney film "Miracle in 
Lane Two," tiie true story of a 
Justin Yoder who overcame his 
disability to win Soapbox Derby 
glory. He tidded when he and his 
dad saw ihe Soapbox Derby dis­
play at the DADA booth at the 
North American International 
Auto Show in January, he knew 
what he wanted to do.. 

For Paul it was sometliing of a 
second chance. Growing up in 
Dearborn Heights, he saved up

enough money for the required 
Soapbox Derby parts, but he 
never built a car " M y dad was not 
real handy," he recalled. 

Alex and his dad ordered a car 
from the American Soapbox 
Derby Association and began 
work out in their Novi garage. 
"We've been spending a lot of 
time together in the garage," said 
Paul. "1 won't touch the car, i f 
he's not out there." 

"Physically, you can put the car 
logelher in four to six hours, said 
Paul, who's the program manager 
for General Motors Corp's 
Quadraslreer program. "But lo be 
competitive, you're looking at 
three to six weeks work. There arc 
a lot of litilc adjustments that can 
be made and each track is a lil l le 
different." 

In llic end, said ihc senior 
Grougan, it really comes down to 

who is the best driver "You're 
always looking for advantages. 
There's the road slope, manholes 
and cracks to be avoided. You're 
look Ibr wiiys increase speed, but 
you're scnibbiiig off speed with 
wheel input." 

In llic Supcrstock Cla.ss Ihe 
Alex races in, which allow the ear 
and driver to tip the scales at a 
total of 230 pounds, racers can hit 
speeds or 22-23 inph at Rochester 
and as much as 30 inplI at a pur­
pose-built track in Sagimiw. 

Alex began his rookie season 
with two races in Saginaw, fo l ­
lowed by three more in Lancaster, 
Ohio. "There's a race somewhere 
every weekend," observed Paul, 
"•i'liere were a few guys who 
drove to Central Florida for races 
over Christmas break and 
Chicago liolds some indoor win­
ter rallies." 

Paul said Ihe local association 
alternates races at a club track in 
Saginaw and in Rochester. He 
added the group is talking about 
staging an indoor race this winter 
at the Siivcrdomc or Cobo Hal l . 

Paul said one of the attractive 
things about Soapbox Derby rac­
ing is the cost. While a go-kart or 
junior dragster can run into the 
thousands of dollars for a compet­
itive machine. Soapbox Derby can 
be built for under .MOO. He added 
they can also be easily put in the 
back of a pickup or minivan. 

Anoll ier attractive factor, he 
said, is the family friendly atmos­
phere. He said a lot of families get 
a trailer not so much for the car, 
but all the camping gear they 
bring alojig for a race weekend. 

Alex's little brother, David, 
who' l l be a first-grader al 
Deerfield Rlcnienlary this fal l . 

plans on racing in the National 
Derby Racing Association as soon 
as he turns 7. 

Alex said he plans to "race as 
long as 1 can," which in Soapbox 
terms is 17, but at this point he's 
not looking lo motorsports. " I t 
costs a lot of money," he noled, 
"but only lime wi l l tel l." 

In the meantime, he's looking 
to next season. "We' l l get 'ein 
next time," he said. 

Paul is certain his son w i l l . "It 
was phenomenal. A lot of people 
looked at us at the beginning and 
said, 'Who is this kid'.'' But now 
he's looking good and running 
good. It 's quite a feeling of 
accomplishment."

Novi, said Auler, is die first com­
munity he's worked in since gradu­
ating from college in 1982 dial 
doesn't have a community recre­
ation foundadon. "It's anodier way 
io get more people involved in parks 
and recreation," he said. 

He noted diat while working in 
Carmel, Ind. the community recre­
ation foundation tiiere raised and 
spent S8 million in one year for a 
community park. 

Aldiough Novi has 683 .teres of 
parkland, including die 384-acre 
Lakeshore Park on Walled Lake, 
Auler said, "We have a lot of needs 
here. We are way behind." 

Many of diose needs for diis com­
munity of 50,000 arc likely to be 
detailed In the commission's five-
yw plan. 

Commission members >ve 
expected to look over plans io 
upgrade die f IRi of 10 .sofiball and 
eight soccer at the Community 
Sports Park at 8 Mile and Napier 
roads. Noting dial none of the heav­
ily used fields diere have inigation, 
Auler said diey decade-old park is 
"in dire need o f improvement."

Hotels & Re.sorts Worldwide in 
White Plains, N.Y., .sold 15 hotels 
in several slates to HEI Hospitality 
of Norwalk, Conn. The conversion 
w;is supposed lo take phiee Jan. 1. 

Ownership of the hold tiaiis-
feried honi Starwood to HEI June 
24. i lB l purchased the hotel in a 
joint venture with I'nidenliiil Real 
Estate Investors. The property is 
operated as the Sheraton Detroit 
Novi and will lie managed by 
Smilezzz/ Hospitality, a subsidiary 
of the new owner. 

Sheraton spent .$4 million reno-
viitiiig all guest rooms in preparii-
lion for the conversion, according 
10 Debra Schultz, general manager, 

"We wil l spend another $1 mi l ­
lion on the lobby, restaurant and 
meeting space within the next 
ye.ir," Schultz said. 

Schultz came to the Novi loca­
tion four years ago to oversee the 
changeover. 

"This deal happened very quick­
ly," Schultz s;iid. " In fact, Ihis was 
Ihe fastest conversion in Sheraton 
history." Sheraton was established 
in 1935. 

"Wc actually luaintaincd the 
same nianiigement team ofthe pre­
vious hotel," she said.

The dilTerent proj­
ects thai came aiioul from the let­
ter ranged I'roiii Weh page design, 
lo Weh page evaluation, lo mar­
keting research, to brochure 
design, lo mass niailing of fliers, 
among others. One group even 

worked on developing an employ­
ee handbook. 

"Businesses come up with the 
projects and wc select from those 

projects whai we think Ihe kids 
would be capable of handling and 
they do it within the confines o f 
this class," Hams said. "Whatever 
die finished product is, they Ihen 
have a final presentation to the 
business where they do an oral 
presentation with a PowerPoint 
presentation that goes along wi th 
it, and they give them a written 
report of all their findings and all 
their backgrounds." 

An example of a presentation 
was a group of students that did a 
Web page design, told the busi­
ness what they considered, why 
they went the way they did and 
they presented the Web page and 
explained how to keep il up to 
date. 

"A lot of the businesses wanted 
die kids to come and witness the 
atmosphere of Ihe facilities and 
even get a lour of what their busi­
ness was like and have a good feel 
of their business as a whole before 
they worked with them on the 
projects," Harris said. "We think 
that lhe class worked better in die 
fall than in the spring, though. 
We're worried that to go again 
next fall after wc just did il in the 
spring, we wouldn't get enough 
projects, so we're not running it at 
all next year We have to have 
enough students for two sections 
to do the class and wc only had 
enough for one section this year, 
so rather than run it with ju.st one 
teacher, which we didn't want to 
do, we decided to hold off one 
ye:ir and then start it up again the 
year after."

Village Oaks and Orchard 
Hills Elementary Schools wi l l 
look a little different from Ihe 
inside this fall, as both wi l l 
have new carpeting and tile 
installed. The main reason for 
the change, however, is nol for 
cosmetic reasons, bul it's to 
remove some non-friable 
asbestos tiles, which weie put 
into the buildings when dicy 
were first built. 

According to Sieve 
Sherwood of Pro-Tech 
Environmental, non-friable 
asbestos is nol harmful unless it 
is broken, in which case, 
asbestos fibers could be 
released into the air "We were 
hired lo come in and remove all 
the asbestos fioor tile at Village 
Oaks, and we were iisked lo 
just get it out of Ihe area and 
make il safe lo work for chil­
dren and for teachers," he said. 
"We're getting il out of here 
and differenl contractors are 
putting in all new carpeting." 

Sherwood said that Ihe pres­
ence o f Ihe non-friable 

asbestos was discovered when 
Nova Environmental Inc. did 
testing on both of the schools. 
"The whole flooring had 
asbestos - all the classrooms 
and hallways, but it's not 
harmful though," he said. 

Steve Woodman, who is the 
job supervisor for Hazar 
Beslos Corp., is working on 
Orchard Hills. He also .said that 
the non-friable asbestos is not 
harmful. 

'This is just basic lloor tile 
il^at they pul in the school 
when it was built," he said. " In 
some areas of Orchard Hills 
there was bad tile, but there 
was non-contaminated tile on 
top of it and other parts have 
carpet on top of it." 

Orchard Hills was built in 
1958, and at die lime die danger 
of asbestos wasn't really known. 
According to Woodman, it w.is-
n't until die late 1970s and early 
•80s diat legislation started to 
take notice of it. 

"The asbestos floor tile in 
both schools is considered 
non-friable, which is harm­
less," Woodman said. "We're 
just being on the safe side and 
taking it out."

The 
research and design committee for 
the course musi now presenl it to the 
Curriculum Council in cariy 
October for approval before il can 
move ("orward with the implemcnlii-
lion process at Ihc .school. The 
Cuniculuni Council is a group of 
teachers, community members and 
administrators, who meet on a regu­
lar basis to look :U the cuniculum 
that is involved in all of die classes 
in the whole districl. 

According to Heidi Stephen.son, 
who wrote lhe curriculum for the 
))i-6gram, If the Curriculum Council 
approves i l , die child developinent 
classes will sttut in the 2004-05 
school year and tlie child care class 
will Stan in 200.5-06. 

'The rea.son wc ju-e doing lliat is 
Ix-causc the school will be com­
pletely finished with the constnic-
tion then ;md al.so, in order for tlie 
kids to lake Ihal last class they have 
to have the first two classes," 

Stephenson said. "So. we are setting 
up Ihc lirst two classes the first year 
and then by the tinie wc have a 
group of kids who lux; ;ible lo go into 
the child care class, we will have the 
center ready and kids ready to work 
in i l , " 

Students who wil l be allowed lo 
participate in llIc child ilevclopmeni 
clas.ses will be sophomores and jun­
iors. In order lo participate in the 
diird cliiss, die child care course, 
students will have had lo lake at 
least one complete year of the child 
developnienl classes and they luivc 
lobcatleiist l7yc;u-sold. 

The course will slail olT in the 
first class, which is Child 
Development 1. There, sludenls will 
leam development in the womb of 
children, pregnancy, tlie importance 
of dilTerent foods and help for Ihe 
modier and for Ihe father.

A l the Child C:irc Course, stu­
dents will be working mostly with 
prescliail children and will be talk­
ing about developing lesson plans 
for working with children.

Slephciison said dial Ihe idea of 
this class lirsl came about seven 
years ago when she was first hired 
into Novi Public Schools. "We did 
nol have a life maiiagemcnl pro­
gram al all at Novi High School," 

she said. "They hired me lo build a 
program and one of Ihe cliisses lliat 
we wanted was a child develop­
ment/child care course. One ol" our 
cun-eiil elas.scs is called conleni|X)-
rary relalioiiships iuid that cliuss has 
;i little bit of child development in it, 
but nol enough to satisfy the slate 
guidelines for a child development 
piogram." 

A l lhe lime, Novi High was the 
only school in the Kensington 
Valley Conference that did nol have 
a child development program. "We 
worked really hard die past two 
yeiu-s lo develop a cuniculuni and 
get it lo the point where we could 
implenienl i l , " Stephenson said. 
"Wc thought die perfect time would 
be when wc were building on lo the 
high school so we could just build a 

briiiid new classroom as we did i l ." 
The first step in lhe process was 

gel Ihe cuniculuni from the .state. 
Once that was done, Stephenson 
and oilier members of Ihc Research 
and Design Coniniiitee spoke lo 
Brighton and Monroe High 
Schools. "Those schools were 
extremely helpful," Stephenson 
said. "Wc spoke to them in lengllIs 
about what tiieir programs entailed 
and what lliey did to get il started in 
their coniniunily. Aller we did that, 
1 wrote the child development cur­
riculum and I took il lo die depart­
ment chairs al the high school. Tlie 
department chairs okayed il in 
Oclobcr of 2002 to go lo die school 
board." 

A quick survey with graduating 
seniors at Novi High confinned 

what Siephcnsoii suspected all 
along. There was a tremendous 
interest in the course among die stu­
dent bcxiy. "Wc did tlie survey in 
May righl before tliey left and wc 
asked how many of lliem were actu­
ally going into a child cenlercd pro­
gram," she said. " I t was really over­
whelming. It was about percent 
of our seniors righl now were think­
ing tliey were going inlo .some type 
of child centered career, like ele­
mentary school teachers or even 
pediatric radiologists. We also 
talked lo the underclassmen and we 
had a really good feeling because 
about 60 percent of those kids .said 
diey were iiilercstcd in lhe classes as 
well. I f it's approved, I lliink die first 
year is going lo be really big and 1 
hope it grows from there."

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Mark TNvain was right. Water — 
whedier lapping our shores in the 
Great Lakes, rippling in our inland 
sUeams and lakes or running cool 
and dark in our underground 
aquifers — defines Michigan unlike 
any other place on earth. Even 
images taken from satellites in outer 
space spangle Michigan in a setting 
of deep blue fresh water. 

For us today, water is die source 
of our identity, die savior of our fami 
economy, die sparkle of our tourist 
business. Folks in 
Michigan might 
now be jealous of 
places where diey 
pump valuable oil 
right out of the 
ground, but I sus­
pect diat 50 years 
from now oar water 
wil l be substantial­
ly more valuable 
gallon for gallon 
dian peh-oleuni. 

For much die rest 
of die world, how­
ever, water is liter­
ally a matter of life 
and death. The 
global shortage for clean, fresh 
water is a harsh reality today and 
will get far wor.se in die near future. 
A l l around die globe, people are just 
itching to get hold of our water. 
Which is why we need to get our act 
togedier about water — right now, 
before die thirsty around die worid 
unite to glom on to it. 

Once Gov. Jennifer Granholm 
and state senate majority leader Ken 
Sikkema get dirough snapping at 
each odier over die state's budget, 
diey should put dieir heads togedier 
and make maintaining control of our 
water a big-time bipartisan priority. 
Gov. Granholm is on record as 
wanting to preserve our water 
resources, and Sen. Sikkema, who 
used to head the West Michigan 
Environmental Coalition, is one of 
die few Republicans around widi 
environmentalist credentials. A deal 
between the two is bodi obvious and 
important. 

P h i l P o w e r 

Problem is, our water and how to 
maintain control over it is not a sim­
ple matter. It's a very complex tangle 
of state, regional, national and inter-
nationid law. politics and regulation. 
A leading authority in Micldgan is 
my old friend, Tom Baldini, who for 
eight years was die U.S. Chair of the 
International Joint Commission, the 
US-CanatIa body that by treaty has 
jurisdiction over all water issues 
along our borders. 

According to Baldini, the issue 
cannot be solved 
just by Michigan 
alone. Nor can it be 
completely 
resolved among 
the eight states and 
two Canadian 
provinces border­
ing the Great 
Liikes. And it cer­
tainly should not 
be dumped into the 
hands of die feds. 
(Think a mciment. 
How many votes in 
Congress do 
Michigan and Ihe 
other Great Lakes 

states have? How many do 
Cidifomia, Florida and Texas have? 
QED.) 

Back in 1985, al the urging of 
then Gov. James Blanchard, the 
Great Lakes goveniors and die pre­
miers of llie two Canadian provinces 
bordering die lakes signed die Great 
Lakes Charter, an infomial agree­
ment to consult widi each odier on 
water diversion issues. One idea was 
to conduct an inventory of water 
resources and dieir use. But die fami 
lobby, scared diat farmers would be 
blamed for using (and wasting) too 
much water, killed diat. Each state 
was also supposed to come up with 
a water conservation plan, as well, 
but dial idea got, urn, hung out lo 
dry. 

In 2001, the Great Lid^es state 
governors and premiers signed 
something called Annex 2O01, a 
non-binding (of course) agreement 
to develop a blueprint for water 

management diat has never been 
fully implemented. Worse, most 
authorities think Annex 2001 is 
unlikely to stand up in court, if chal­
lenged. 

The prevailing national legal 
audiority dates back lo 1986, when 
Congress passed the Water 
Resources Development Act 
(WRDA). The Act says there sh;ill 
be no new or increased diversion of 
great lakes water without the unani­
mous approval of all Great Lakes 
governors. Tliat's fine, but it's a mat­
ter of debate how much protection 
WRDA really provides. 

Worse, there is an international 
dimension to the problem, and it's 
called the North American l-ree 
Trade Agreement (NAFTA), a bind­
ing treaty on the United States tliat 
says no one state can inhibit free 
international trade.

The 
report concluded dial if we wimt to 
control our water, we've got to adopt 
niles and practices for water use and 
diversion that are consistent for 
Michigan and for other stales iind 
provinces around Uie Great Lakes. 

And it's exactly diose lules and 
practices dial are die biggest .stum­
bling block, whether between 
Michigan and die odier Grfeat Lakes 
states and Canadian provinces or 
between die governments and die 
various constituencies dial have eco­
nomic interests in keeping diings 
unregulated and unmeasured. 

According to Gov. Granholm, 
'The lidces are ours and we're going 
to keep them." Fair enough, 
Governor, but you've got to take die 
lead in assembling a coalition dial is 
powerful enough to do the heavy 
lifting required.

Bui tlie other waves, the more ubiqui­
tous UvA niys. ;iro .still getting through. 
And as ;iny dermatologist wil l iell you, 
L'VA rays aa-n'l exactly lianiiless. 

UVA rays penetrate even more into the 
skin, damaging deeper tissues .md break­
ing down collagen and elastin. the proteins 
that give skin its laulness and eliisticily. 
Tliars why UvA rays are also known as 
"aging rays." 

A case in point, Kilmer says, is a 65-
ycar-iild patient of hers who spent 40 
ye.irs driving a .school bus.

suascreen as routine as puning on your 
seat belt. 

Most sunscreens proieci the skin 
against IFvB rays - something a car win­
dow already takes caie of. Instead, derma­
tologists suggest sunscreens such as tiiani-

uiii dioxide and zinc oxide, which block 
botli types of rays. 

Dr. Ann H.ias. anotlier Sacramento-area 
dermatologist, says motori.sts who are par­
ticularly sensitive to the sun may yvant to 
think about additional protection. 

Companies such as Coolibar and 
SoluiTibra, for example, .sell sun-protective 
clothing. Drivers who are worried about 
brown spots on their hands, for example, 
can buy gloves that offer protection when 
grabbing the steering wheel at the sun-
prone 10 o'clock and 2 o'clock position. 

Another option is a window film called 
Llumar, which blocks out 99 percent o f 
both UvA and U v B ray.s, proiecling not 
only a car's interior, but also a motorist's 
skin. 

"Or ihey may want to consider com­
muting in the early morning or early 
evening when the sun isn't so bad," Haas 
says.

Parents aim to rid sctiool luncil lines of junk 

food

A visit to her daughter's middle school cafeteria 
lelt Leslie Pomeroy reeling. 

Foregoing hot lunches, hungry kids piled into ihe 
snack line at Southern Hills Middle School in 
Boulder, Colo.., forking over their lunch money for 
a diet of cookies, candy bars, potato chips and other 
unhealthy eats. 

"It was all high carbs, high sugar, high saturated 
fat - stulT like Snickers ;ind Doritos," she says, 
•nicre was a bowl of fniit (hat .sat at tlie end of the 
snack line, but we're lucky if they sell one apple a 
day." 

Appalled by the prospect of ever-fattening ieens,' 
Pomeroy assembled a group of parenis who vowed 
to riti their school - and perhaps llie entire Boulder 
Valley School District - of junk food. 

So far, the group has persuaded Southern Hills to 
take a closer look at Iks snack fare and has begun 
assembling possible replacemenks. 

"Some of Ihe parents are just absolutely horrified 
about what's being served in the snack line," says 
Carrie Hausfatlien chairwoman of the school's par­
ent-teacher organization. 

Southern Hills' snack .selections aren't unusual. 
For years, schools around the country have sold 

less-tli;in-healtliy snacks, sometimes going so far as 
to sign contracts yvilh fasi-food franchises or soft-
drink companies. 

Such contracts, and the increasing number of 
overweight schoolchildren, recenily led California 
to ban junk food from public .schools beginning in 
2004. Los Angeles al.so has banned ihe sale of soft 
drinks from its district's scliooLs. 

Pomeroy and several other .parents began work­
ing with the PTC and the adfninistration late last 
fall to find new prodiicts for^ihe school'^ytjack line. 
The challenge, they say, js io come up with items 
that students still will buy, since the money made in 
the snack line helps finance the district's hot-lunch 
program. 

"Tliis is a revenue maker," Ilausfathersays. "The 
bottom line is that we don't want to take money 
aivay from the disirici." 

The parents also are worried about ihe cost. 
Healtliier products under consideration - such as 
PowerBar-brand energy bars or Pirate's Booty 
cheese pull's - are mon; expensive than junk food, 
sometimes by as much as $ I an item. Some parents 
and district officials are concerned that students 
from lower-income families could be priced out of 
the snack line. 

Tlien there's the challenge of finding a distribu­
tor. Pomeroy .says il's easy to find companies that 
distribute candy bars and potato chips; healthier 
foods are another matter. 

The .school has welcomed the parents' involve­
ment, even going so far as to host student taste tests 
of the proposed replacemetiis for ilie snack line's 
junk foisd. 

Pomeroy thinks Southern Hills wil l become a 
model for how the district should handle nuhition. 
Once that happens, she hopes, the district can 
become a model for the stale. 

"Wc have an uphill batlle," Pomeroy concedes. 
"But so what? It's worth fighting for."

Nationwide, moms are being targeted with a new 
message: You'll be a hero lo your kids i f you smoke 
outside the hou.se. 

Doctors have long advised mothers to stop smok­
ing, bul the message turned off some women 
tiecausc quitting isn't easy. Now, public health 
workers have another message they'd like mom to 
hear: that by smoking in the house, she is endan­
gering lhe health of her children. 

ll's a risk that has taken on ufgenoy as research 
increasingly has documented the hamiful effects of 
secondhand smoke. A national advertising cam­
paign focuses on what happens to children who 
breathe the 4,000 chemicals and more than 40 car­
cinogens known to be in tobacco smoke. 

The campaign uses TV and radio ads to target 
women who smoke and have children under 6. 
These smokers spend the most time in the house 
with their childien and may change their behavior i f 
they realize the health of iheir children is at siake, 
research indicates. Furthemiore, many young 
women continue to smoke. 

Bui homes are not subject to state or federal 
smoking regulations - and are unlikely to be. So ihe 
federal Environmental Protection Agency, the 
American Medical AssocialIori and the Consumer 
Federation of America are taking a softer appiDach 
using public service ads that reach out to parenis of 
Children under 6, specifically moms. 

'What people have tealized is that a nicotine, 
addiction is really a hard thing for people lo stop," 
said Dr. Peter Dehnel, a pediatric lung specialist and 
head of the Children's Hospitals' Physician 
Network, " l t doesn't do a lot of good to make peo­
ple feel g u i l ^ about that" 

But smoking outside reduces the risk to children, 
lJehnel said. "Anything to reduce the exposure o f 
non-smokers lo secondhand smoke is a good idea. 
Ideally, you'd find a way to help die people in the 
house to quit smoking, but i f that doesn't woik, ihis 
Is kind of the next step."

When Pam Hoy lived in Delaware, she 
never yvorried about getting atUicked by fire 
ants. But that all changed when she moved 
to Texas. 

"Up north you run around barefoot in lhe 
grass. Here, you jusi don't," says Hoy, who 
noiv contends yvilh 10 fire ant mounds in 
her yard in Corjius Christi. 

Since Hoy has lived in Texas, she's had 
some serious nin-ins yviili the aggressive 
fire anis. The most alarming atliick came 
when fire ants invaded her son Brandon's 
crib 

"1 had put him doyvn for nap in his crib," 
recalls Hoy "I t was awful. He had at least 
20 bites'on him. After thai yve yvatched 
everyyvhere for those nasty things." 

Brandon, now 16, had a mild reaction. 
Most people who gel slung experience itch­
ing, burning and yvhite bumps at the site of 
lhe sling. Applying ice at the site or taking 
antihistamines is usually enough to relieve 
tlie pain. 

About 1 to 6 percent of people stung by 
fire ants have severe reiictions, according lo 
the Texas Allergy, Asthma and 
linmunology Society More people have 
died in Texas from fire ant slings than in 
any oilier stale. 

Symptoms lhal may require iinniediate 
medical attention include shortne.ss of 
breath, thickening of the tongue, nausea, 
sweating, dizziness or chest pain. 

Stacy Cole, manager of Orkin Pesl 
Control in Corpus Christi, says fire ants like 
to make their homes on the edges of patios, 
walkways and sidewalks. They especially 
enjoy wide open spaces. "Fire ants prefer 
newer grounds," he says. "In older neigh­
borhoods, fire anls just don't like the 
shade." 

To kill fire ants, Cole recommends apply­
ing granular baits called Fiprinil and Amdro 
instead of liquids. Apply the product around 
the outside of the mound rather than on top 
of i t 

"When they find the (bail), they will lake 
it back to the mound and the queen will 
eventually die,"'lie says; ' 

' Fireints'J^'abit the'^isle'm' two-lhircis of ' 
Texas imd'tlie .southeastern portion of the 
United Slale.si'says Dr. Bart Drees, director 
of the Texas Fire Ant Research and 
Management Project at Texas A & M 
University in College Station. The pests 
originally came from South America 
through Mobile, Ala., in the 1930s and 
spread to other .states. Controlling fire ants 
and the medical bills related to ihem costs 
Texans $1.2 billion a year, Drees says. 

Fire ants are extremely dangerous to 
young children and Ihe elderly he points, 
out. 'They don't realize they are in a haz­
ardous situation until ihey get many stings -
and it happens very quickly," he says. 

Leon Liiile has seen fire anls attack and 
ki l l baby rabbits and calves al his bam in 
Flour Bluff, Texas. 

Last summer Little yvas slung while 
working on farming equipment near fire ant 
mounds. In just seconds, the anls had 
crawled up his pant legs. "I had to come out 
of my britches lo gel ihem ofl" of me," he 
recalls.

If lawn mowers and cars were equipped 
with .sen.sors that kept them from njnning 
over sprinklers, people would sleep better 
at night If pipes didn't bn;ak and heads 
didn't clog, there would be no sprinkler 
nightmares. 

"Bul everyone has to deal with damaged 
sprinklers," says Joe Sanchez, an irrigation 
specialist at California Slate University. 
Fresno. 

The most common problem, he says, is a 
clogged head or nozzle. "It's also the easi­
est repair," he says. "A lot of times people 
wi l l think the whole sprinkler is broken and 
has to be replaced. The first thing diey 
should do is unscrew the lop, flush it out 
with water and put i l back on." 
, Also common is damaged or broken-off 
nozzles." 

Before replacing anything, Sanchez 
says, flush out the sprinkler head. "I f dirt 
has gotten in there while the nozzle is off, it 
still might not work right when you put lhe 
new nozzle on." he says. 

Sanchez says to keep plenty of parts on 
hand. "Know what size your pipes are," he 
says. "You should have extra lengths of 
pipe, couplings, valves, PVC glue i f you 
have PVC pipe, and sprinkler heads or noz­
zles. I f some of your nozzles are high-rise 
for hard-to-reach places, have some of 
tho.se. I f you have .shrub nozzles for lower 
places, have some of those. 

"An inrigalion saw or a hacksaw is handy 
for cutting pipe." 

Most of all, Sanchez says, "Stay with the 
same sizes and brands. Don't try to mix 
them. You wil l probably have trouble." 

.Also important, says Sanchez: Know 
where your water shut-off valve is. 
"HopefiIUy, the shut-ofi" valve is .separate 

• Irom the house shut-off valve so you won't 
be turning off the waler to the house," he 
says. " I f you have gushing waler coming 
from a sprinkler, mm off the valve, then try 
to figure out what is wrong."

Don't do anything dangerous in the 
garden yvhilc I'm gone, Norman 
Klein's wife iidiiioiiishcd him before 
leaving on an out-of-town trip. 

Dangerous? Gardening is supposed 
to be tlicnipculic, peaceful, occasion­
ally strenuous - but surely not dan­
gerous. 

Klein's garden is llic exception. 
The G.'i-year-old gardener should have 
heeded his yvife's advice, because the 
iiexl day he found himself Hal on his 
back atop a large barrel cactus amicd 
wiih 2-itich-long fishhook spines. 
Several were slicking in his biickside. 
His left ami yvas stuck on ii nccdlc-
sharp iigjive, and his right arm was 
caught on another cactus. 

Klein had slipped as he was tiying 
to weed some cactus planted in a 
raised bed along the back fence. 

He couldn't get up. He was stuck. 
After a few niinules. he managed to 
tear himself off the cactus plants, tak­
ing dozens o f spines with him. 
Bleeding and in pain, he hobbled next 
door, yvhcre his neighbor pulled cac­
tus spines out o f his backside, one 
painful prickle at a time. 

A fonner oral and facial surgeon, 
Klein lends thousands of cactu.scs in 
his Ranclio Cordova, Calif., yard. 
With common names such as "horse 
cripplcr," "fire barrel" and "Argentine 
toothpick," it 's no wonder Klein

somclimcs describes his pruning, 
tidying and planting chores as d;in-
gcrous. 

The iKiiiic "cactus" comes from the 
Greek "kiiklos," which means thistle. 
The spines protect the plants from 
browsing ;iiiim;ils ;md make no dis-
linclion among humans, deer or 
rodents. 

Now yvlien he gardens, Klein car­
ries a piiir of tweezers in his pocket 
for removing bits of spines and 
thnnis. His suigical skills have come 
in handy on several occasions, he 
said. 

Spines aside, Klein has eveiy inch 
of ground - siive space for yvalkways, 
a stone palio and narrow gravel paths 
tlirougli the garden - briiiiiiiing with 
opuiitia, aloe, ccrcus, ecliinocactus, 
yucca and scores of other members of 
ihe.Cuctace;! family. Altlimigh he Iuid 
no master plan when he started, his 
aiTaiigcmeiit of shapes and colors :uid 
his placement o f boulders and mean­
dering paths show a keen eye for 
design and a Hair lor drama 

Golden barrel cactuses, one of his 
favorite varieties, are planted at inter­
vals and tie the garden logcllier. 

Prickly pear - with Hat broad, blue 
or green paddles and golden, red or 
black spines - arc planted along the 
back fence. With minks 2 feet or 
more across, they give the garden iin 
air of iiiaturiiy. Hundreds more cac­
tuses in pots and in. the ground ;ire 
arranged along walkways and around 
the patio. Not an inch of ground is 
wasted. 

"I've got sotnetliing nobody else 
has. If you understand the time and 
risk involved, you can have a garden 
like this," Klein said. "I've probably 
polled up, planted or dug up 50,000 
cactus plants over the years, and I've 
gotten to be quite skilled al it." 

Despile the dangers involved in 
working with an 850-pound prickly 
pear or a 500-pound barrel cactus, 
Klein wouldn't have ii any oiher way. 
Cactuses are his passion. He spends 
hours in his garden watering, weed­
ing, dividing and nurturing his collec­
tion. 

And i f shows: There's nary a weed 
nor a stray leaf, not a rock or bil of 
gravel out of place. He waters every 
three weeks, a job that lakes about 
four hours. His hoses are h-ashed by 
the end of the season, Klein said, 
from catching on cactus spines. He 
fenilizes every six weeks with a 
water-soluble fertilizer 

"F.ven though it's time-consuming 
and physically demanding, i l really 
isn't work at all." Klein said. " I love

Your yard furniture is looking a tilde rough 
around the edges. The paint is peeling and 
cracking. Rust is showing ihrftigh. 

This could be the year you shell oui for 
new patio funiilure. But, you wonder, how 
long will the furniture last before the paint 
starts chipping or the rust starts to show? 

And, iruth be known, you like your old 
wroughi-iron furniture and the pair of metal 
garden chairs handed down from GIandma. 
Repainting is only a temporary fix; you're 
looking for something more permanent. 

The answer may be in the small print of 
some patio furniture ads that proclaim, 
"Powder-coated for durability" as one of the 
selling points. It doesn't apply only to new 
furniture, says Don Weber, an owner of Cap's 
Sandblasting & Powder Coating in Fresno, 
Calif 

In fact, among the pipes, valves, motorcy­
cle and automobile parts, frames and acces­
sories freshly powder-coaled is a variety of 
outdoor furniture given new life. At Cap's are 
chairs, melal plant stands, iron barbecue 
frames and wroiight-iron patio tables, lounges 
and umbrella stands. Some folks even have 
their kitchen stand mixers powder-coated. 

Powder-coating sometimes is refen-ed to as 
dry painting. The tiny dry particles, which 
look and feel like powder, ate applied in an 
electrostatic process. A t Cap's, anything dial 
will be poyvder-coaled is first sandblasted to 

• make sure it's clean. 
After the powder is sprayed on in a booth, 

the item is baked in a large, walk-in oven until 
the powder melts and bonds to Ihe surface. A 
garden chair will bake for about 45 minutes at 
400 degrees and come out looking bfand-new. 

To ensure durability, workers at Cap's put 
items through the process twice. As soon as 
the item cools, il's ready to go. No wet paint 
to dry. No .dust particles in the paint. No fin­
gerprints. Powder-coaled items wi l l wiihstanil 
extreme temperatures and won't rust. 

Patio furniture and fencing are a big part of 
Don Brown's business at Visalia Powder 
Coaling and Aluminizing in Fresno. He uses a 
three-step process for patio furniture that is 
going to coa,stal .ireas. He sandblasts the fuI-
niture, aluminizes it by .spraying on a coat of 
hot aluminum material and then powder-coats.. 
i t 

"The aluminizing wi l l protect liie furniture 
from the moist sail air," he says. 

The added process also doubles the price of 
a typical powder-coating session. 

"1 love seeing people's faces when they 
come to get their furniture," he says. "They 
bring it in and ask us to make it look better 
They can't believe what ihey see. It looks 
brand-new." 

Powder paints come in a variety of colors. 
Most metal items can be powder-coated. 
Weber says items should be taken apart 
before being powder-coaled for a belter job. 
Screws or nuts and bolts will be placed on a 
board and powder-coated, too.

K elly Chessin hiis one of the toughest 
jobs in the tech world. She's a pro­
fessional punching b.ig. 

Actually, Chessin is a crisis 
counselor, apparently Ihe only one 
employed ful l time by a lechiiology 
company anywhere in the country. 

She has a degree in psychology from San 
F-rancisco Slate University and spent several 
years working for a suicide hotline. 

Now she deals wi th the emotional turmoil of 
computer iiiclldowns. 

"People get upset - very, very upset," 
CTiessiii says. "They yell. They cry. They need 
someone lo listen to Ihem iind lei Ihem vent. 
That's what I'm here for." 

She works for DrivcSavers, 
which specializes in recover­
ing data from even the most 
ilevaslated computer system, 
such as a laptop crushed 
henealli the wheel o f a 
Mac World shuttle bus or a 
PowerBook that spent two 
days at the bol lom of the 
Amazon River (both true sto­
ries). 

The Novalo, Cal i f , compa­
ny liiis performed emergency 
salvage operations for lhe likes 
o f George Lucas, Bruce Willis 
and the makers of Ihe "The 
Simpsons." Tliese arc the go-to 
guys when ordinary PC repairs 
ju.st won't cut i l . 

And they see a clear need 
for having a mental-health 
professional on slafT. 

"There's a whole range of 
emotions people go Ihrough 
when they lose data." says John Christopher, a 
DrivcSavers engineer. "From anger to grief." 

When the company receives a call from 
someone who's cleariy lost it - which can hap­
pen several times an hour - Chessin conies on 
tlie line lo help the caller rediscover their happy 
place. Then Ihe engineer returns to discuss the 

technical problem in detail. 
Christopher says he often sees Chessin slip­

ping out of the office between calls to blow off 
steam. 

" I l ciin be pretty stressful," he says. "I t 's easy 
for her to get wrapped up in people's lives. 
There's a lot riding on our ability to find solu­
tions." 

Che.ssin, 29, says her^suicide hotline experi­
ence is invaluable in helping dislraught com­
puter useni handle a data disaster. 

"I t 's similar," she says. "Bu l when people 
call a hotline, you need to help them find their 
own solutions. Now 1 can offer solutions to 
people's problems." 

Another key difference: People who call a 
suicide hotline u.sually 

I don't call back. That 
would be for one reason 
or another, of course. 
But people who seek 
help from DrivcSavers 
do frequently call again 
lo say thanks. 

"That's really nice," 
Chessin says. 

DriveSaven has 40 
employees. The compa­
ny handles about 1,000 
ca.ses a month, with the 
typical recovery job 
costing $900. 
DrivcSavers boasts a 90 
percent success rale for 
bringing bytes back 
from lhe dead. 

Bul first, customers 
need lo chill out. 

Chessin's technique 
is essentially 

unchanged from her hotline days. She keeps her 
voice even and listens patiently as Ihe caller 
works out his or her issues. 

"A crisis is a crisis is a crisis," Che.ssin says. 
"You've got to get the person calm and see what 
can be done to solve their problems."

Last y w , Roseville, Calif, p<venls who 
wanled lo sign dieir kids up for-suniiiier 
swimming classes had to rise al dawn and 
stand in line for hours. Now, il's just a matter 
of a few clicks o f the mouse. 

In Davis, Cali f , parks and iccreation per­
sonnel used to watch mail-in registration 
cards pile up for weeks before lo.ssing them 
inlo big tubs and randomly drav/ing die win­
ners. 

But after launching an online regislralion 
program , dieir recreation lottery is done by 
computers - and lakes ju.st seconds. 

Cities-are olTering a growing number of 
online services, from booking tee umes al 
golf courses lo paying traffic tickets ;ind util­
ity bills and applying for simple building 
pennits. 

Residents and city olficials are basking in 
Ihe joys of c-govemmenl because, in addi­
tion to the convenience of taking care of 
business from home, die services bring diou-
sands of dollars to city coffers with a mini­
mal amount of stalTelTort. 

"Everybody is going that way," said Tony 
Sianco, an expert on e-governraent at 
George Washington University in 
Washington, D.C. 

Roseville's Parks and Recreation 
Department implemented online registration 
for a handful of classes about a year ago, 
according to director Mike Shellilo. In 
FebmaIy, die city added youth camps and 
the popular summer swimming lessons that 
.served 5,400 kids last year. 

The first day of regismItion~600 of the 
700 sign-ups were done over ihe Iniemel, 
Shellilo said. " In one day, $60,000 in rev­
enue came into the city widiout iinyone in 
our office ever having lo handle i l , because 
Ihe money was immediately deposited," he 
said. 

"We knew it would be successful, but Ihe 
volume and overnight success was surpris­
ing. We drought people would ease inlo it, 
bul really what people did was jump on i l." 

Now, roughly 80 percent of class registra­
tions are done over the Internet, Shellilo said. 

"I l was very expensive for our .staff, very 
inconvenient and not very customer-friendly 
for our citizens," Shellilo said. "So, to diink 
about 2,400 registrations happening without 
anyone coming into the office in person, and 
still taking in dial amount of money - it's a 
huge convenience for our residents and an 
enomious cost savings to our city." 

For die city of Davis, online regisUadon 
for rccrealion classes was the city's first 
foray into e-govemment, said Diane 
Medlock, an adminislrative analyst with the 
city's Parks and Community Services 
Department. 

"Our finit three days, we had 81 percent of 
regisUTidons online. And during die firet 24 
hours dial we had die recreation schedule 
posted on Ihe Web, it was downloaded 2,449 
times. So it's going great." 

Many city officials .say signing up for 
yoga online is just die beginning. Already, 
job seekers can apply for posidons with tlie 
city of Roseville and submit resumes over 
the Internet. Residents can put books on hold 
al the library, schedule building inspecdons 
.md sign up for conferences spon.sored by the 
city.

He makes a sugar-free version sweet­
ened with Splenda and a reduced-fat ver­
sion with Neufchatel cottage and ricotta 
cheeses. 

Both are good, he said, but not as good 
as traditional versions. 

Cheesecakes, which require lots of 
expensive ingredients, are nol cheap. 

Whole cakes at The Cheesecake

Whether a person is just leaming or a longtime 
home chef, tools and gizmos make cooking easier 
and fun, say home cooks such as Marie Wenman. 

'They're like toys for cooks," Wenman said as 
she browsed the shelves of a kitchen supply store 
in Gig Harbor, Wash. " I like to look at all o f die 
new things out there." 

Ron and Cadierine Ruud, co-owners of Gourmet 
Essentials in Gig Harbor, credit celebrity chefs, 
talk shows and television networks dedicated to 
food for the consumer interest in culinary gadgets. 

"As soon as it's on the Food Channel or Oprah, 
customers wil l come in looking for the same tool," 
Catherine Ruud said. 
I Bed Bath & Beyond, a national kitchen and 
housewares retailer, has a renowned gadget wall to 
display culinary tools from floor to ceiling, said 
Bari Fagin, a Bed Bath & Beyond spokes-
woman."The gadget wall for cooks is what a candy 
stole is for a child," Fagin said. 

The more popular - and marketable - gadgets 
usually are inexpensive, streiimlihe die cooking 
process and make cooking fun, Ron Ruud said, 
hems that are easy to use and cost less dian $10, 
such as garlic peelers, garlic presses and die toma­
to sheer, have been favorites among Gourmet 
Essentials' customers, he said. 

"What turns out to be a person's favorite gadget 
is usually die one that you didn't diink you needed 
until you saw it," Fagin said. 

Jack Azizeh of Gig Harbor, who considers him­
self to be an amateur chef, said die garhc press is 
probably the most vital tool in his kitchen. 

Catherine Ruud said she would need at least four 
tools: an instant-read thermometer, 0 X 0 potato 
peelei; microplane graters and a tomato corer. 

Azizeh said he's always on the lookout for die 
latest and most popular kitchen tool. He reads food 
magazines. He watches cooking shows. He fre­
quently scans the shelves of cooking supply stores 
to see what's out there. 

" I f (a tool) makes i t easier or makes cooking 
more fun, then I like i t ," he said.

"We provide a combination of 
an old-fashioned meat market 
with the new-fangled deli," says 
Cami Muonio, who owns the 

business along with her hus­
band, Byron. 

Lyon's Marketplace w i l l cele­
brate its fourth year in business 
this fall, and the Muotlios say 
they are extremely satisfied with 
the continuous growth o f their 
business. The Muonios started 
their market sharing space with 
an ice cream store. But, after six 
months of that combined ven-
ture, they bought out the busi­
ness, eliminating the ice cream 
section in order to expand their 
meat business.

Company, Boar's Head, Dietz 
and Watson are among the top 
quality lines that share space 
wi th hard-to-find ilems like 
Oldani salami and headchce.se. 

"Among our groceiy staples 
are Guernsey Dairy and 
Cantoro's bread," Byron said. 

He picks his bread up every 
morning from Livonia's 
Cantoro's Italian bakery and his 
bagels from the Detroit Bagel 
Factory. While it makes an early 
start to his day, the fresh bread is 
one reason why I^yon's 
Marketplace is proving to be a 
niche in the sandwich market. 
Cantoro's bread is also sold by 
the loaf and is distributed to 
local restaurants. 

In addition to the walk-in 
business, Lyon's Marketplace 
also offers catering services. The 
same products you see at the 
counter are what go onto their 
trays and into their salads. The 
fresh taste appeal is just right for 
the corporation looking for a 
tasty yet light business lunch.
