Former tenants of an apartment 
in Novi may be charged with ani­
mal abuse and/or abandonment as 
well as child neglect following the 
removal of 64 cats from Ihc prem­
ises last week. 

Oakland County Animal 
Conirol officers removed the cats 
July 18 from a townhouse located 
at 2.3962 Chipmunk Trail at Novi 
Ridge Apartments located on Ten 
M i l e Road between Novi and 
Meadowbrook roads. 

Three of Ihe cats were already 
dead by the lime animal control 

officers arrived at the scene 
Friday morning, according lo Sgt. 
Jerry McNair, supervisor, 
Oakland County Animal Control 
in Auburn Hills. The remainder of 
the animals had to be euthanized. 

"We gol a call from the Novi 
police last week, and we service 
lhat area," McNair said Monday. 
"We were out there on July 16 and 
left a lag on the door instructing 
the tenants lo conlaci us. The off i­
cer had gained entry to llie apart­
ment on July 17, and we were 
contacted again," he said. 

Novi Ridge Apartments man­
agement declined to comment on 
the situation. But McNair said 

management hired a company lo 
clean out Ihe apartment July 18. 

Workers dressed in blue plastic 
suits and masks hauled away 
everything from the apartment, 
including appliances and furniture 
July 18. The odor from the town-
house could be detected just 
standing on Ihc sidewalk outside 
the building. 

"The siluation was bad. We are 
preparing our findings for the 
Oakland County Prosecutor's 
Office. At this point, we don't 
know what the charges wi l l be," 
McNair said.

Novi police have identified the 
second man in an early-morning 
carjacking 
July 15 at 10 
Mi le and Novi 
Roads. Police 
are seeking 
Daniel 
Will iams, 25, 
of Detroit on a 
warrant charg­
ing him widi 
carjacking, Q. W i l l i a m s 
armed rob­
bery and felonious assault. 

Will iams' reported companion, 
Brian Jones, 26, is being held in 
the OaJdand County Jail on a $1 
mil l ion cash bond, charged wi th 
caijacking, arnied robbery, felo­
nious assault and possession o f a 
stolen credit card. 

Novi Police Detective Sgt. 
David Molloy described the pair 
as "long-lime associates" with 
extensive criminal records. Jones 
had been released on parole May 
27 for a 1999 conviction stem­
ming from a Livonia stolen car 
case. 

Livonia police stopped Jones in 
a stolen 2003 B M W X-5 at the 
corner of Schoolcraft and 
Merriman less than a half hour 
after it was reported taken at gun­
point from an l 8-year-old 
Plymouth boy at a Speedway gas 
station in Novi. 

Investigators believe the car­
jacking was triggered by the 
SUV's "spinner wheels." 
According to an investigator diere 
have been three caijackings in 
Metro Detroit in recent mondis 
involving vehicles equipped with 
spinner wheels, which can retail 
for as much as $5,000 a set. 

Livonia and Redford police lost 
a while Buick driven by Jones' 
alleged accomplice in the Novi 
carjacking. Molloy said investiga­
tors believe the car was a 
LaSabre. but they have yet to 
locale i t or the semi-automatic 
handgun Jones' reportedly used to 
lake the BMW. 

Three teenage girls, along wid i 
a 19-year-old Farmington Hil ls 
man, in addition to the Plymouth 
teen, escaped the robbery without 
injury. The two young men report­
edly followed die stolen B M W 
and the white Buick following the 
robbery, but lost it in traffic on J-
275 near Eight Mile. 

Minutes later, however, Livonia 
and Redford police took Jones 
into custody. At the time o f his 
arrest, he reportedly had a credit 
card in his possession that had 
been reported stolen in a 
Wyandotte robbery the day before 

the carjacking. 
Magistrate Andrea Richardson 

set bond for Jones at $1 mil l ion 
during his arraignment July 16. 
Molloy noted that carjacking and 
armed robbery are punishable by 
up to life in prison. Given Jones' 
criminal background, he could be 
prosecuted as a habitual offender. 

Jones is scheduled to appear 
before Judge Brian MacKenzie for 
preliminary examination July 2J. 

Mol loy noted that Crime 
Stoppers is offering up to a 
$1,000 reward for Informadon 
leading to the arrest of WIUiams.

"We know who lived there from 
the lease agreement, but they're 
gone.

State Sen. Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi) announced that lawmakers 
have passed a balanced budget 
that pliiccs heavy emphasis on 
educalion and roads - without 
raising any new taxes on 
Michigan families. 

"This budget rcllects the prior­
ities of the Republican legisla­
ture, and maintains that education 
wi l l always be priority luiiiibcr 
one," Cassis said. "iZnsuring ihc 
preservation of the Merit Award 
Scholarship ;iiid the $6,700 pcr-
pupil allowance is critical to 
giiaranleeiiig that our liard-work-
ing students are rewarded and 
receive the best educ;ilioii avail­
able." 

Among Ihc provisions ham­
mered oul by legislative leaders 
and Ihe goi'criior include rcslor-
iiig 17 of the 34 deferred road 
projects, including die 1-96 and 
Beck Road Interchange. Cassis 
was inslrumcnial in making sure 
the projccl was restored. From 
archilecting the project's inclu­
sion in the MDOT Five Year Road 
and Bridge Plan, lo working al a 
grassroots level to command 
atlenlion lo ihe severity of Ihc 
iiilerchange, Cassis has been 
working tirelessly to see that Ihe 
community's efforts pay off. 

"Af lcr years o f preparation, 
numerous economic inveslincnis, 
and a $6 million bond approved 
by Novi volers, wc are convinced 

that all o f our efforts got the 
aiteiitioii of Gov. Granholni and 
Director Jeff," Cassis said. 
"There is so much at stake in 
rebuilding this interchange. 
From health, safely, and econom­
ic development standpoints, it is 
critical that Ihis project be com­
pleted." 

While ensuring that education 
is the top priority. Cassis empha­
sized that all this wtrs accom­
plished without raising taxes. 

"A fi.scally responsible budget 
with no new taxes was critical, 
and I am pleased this goal was 
rciichcd in a coopenitivc fashion 
for Michigan families," Cassis 
said. 

DeRoche 's r e a c t i o n 

Slate Rep. Craig DcRoche 
expressed .satisfaction about Ihe 
way Oakland County did in the 
budget compromise. 

"i .ooking back at where we as 
a sl;ile were six months ago, I 
think we have come a long way," 
said DcRoclie, R-Novi. "At least 
three great things came out of this 
budget process that wi l l benefit 
Oakland residents." 

"In the education budgets we 
relained the per-pupil foundation 
grants for K-12 students and 
saved the merit scholarships. We 
also were able to get funding for 
the l-96/Beck Road interchange. 

A l l thi-ee of these issues were 
strong priorities for me and the 
House Republicans. 

" I am disappointed in the 
amount of revenue sharing that 
wi l l be cut for the cities that make 
us the 38lh Districi. I voled for 
tho.se cuts with confidence that 
when the Legislature returns in 
September a more equitable solu­
tion for the distribution of rev­
enue sharing funds w i l l be 
worked out."

Gillian Mashni, pwner of GiGi 
& Co. hair salon at 24263 Novi 
Ud. in Novi, and her staff mem­
bers have served the residents of 
Novi for .seven years. But Mashni 
was looking lor soiiiclhing new 
and fresh for iheir clients. 

.She found it when she and her 
staff fccently learned some inno­
vative techniques from celebrity 
hair designer John Sahag of New 
York. 

Sahag was the feature artist at a 
hair show in Royal Oak attended 
by Mashni and staff members 
[ylargie Funke and Johanna 
Novak. 

Regarded as a creative genius 
and current trendsetter, Sahag is 
known for the development and 
application of special dry haircut-
ting techniques he's been using 
for 30 years. 
: "Much like creating a sculp­

ture, Sahag visualizes a shape and 
then removes the excess hair," 
according to Anna Lewis, a local 
salon consultant. 

" I t takes years of practice and 
discipline to master the art. 
Typically, a hair dresser wil l start 
by applying a portion of what he 
dr she has learned in their evcry-
t(ay work. It all begins wi th 
changing the way you think aboul 
hair," Lewis said. 
I Mashni explained lhat to cut 

liair dry, a stylist inu.st first flatten 
the hair with a flat iron. 
: "It 's more work to cut hair dry 

because you have to gel it straight 
first. This way, you're working 
with a clean canvas," Mashni said. 
She also recently look a class on 
Japanese hair straightening and is 
incorporating some of these tech­
niques with Sahag's.

June job less ra te increases 

Michigan's seasonally-adjusted 
unemployment rate rose by four-
tenths o f a percentage point to 
7.2 percent in June, according to 
John Palmer, deputy director for 
Workshop Programs, Michigan 
Department of Career 
Development. 

Employment declined by 
10,000, and unemployment 
increased by 22,000 as the slate 
civilian labor force added 13,000. 

The state's jobless rate in June 
was the highest monihly rate for 
the state in 10 years. 

"The labor market remained 
weak in June," palmer said. " In 
the past year, job losses contin­
ued to mount in manufacturing 
and in professional and business 
services. The auto sector has cut ' 
11,000 jobs since June 2002. Job 
growth in other large industry 
sectors in the state has been slug­
gish." 

Over the year, the number of 
unemployed in Michigan 
increased by 54,000 or 17 per-

clarifications 

i woiiici like to ciarify two issues recently 
iKidrc.s.scd in the July 17th etiition of the Novi 
News. 

The first issue is the request by Toll 
Brothers lo remove an historical bani from 
their site. City Council and Toll Brothers 
entered into a Residential Unit Development 
agreement. The RUD contained specific lan­
guage that Toll Brothers must l<ccp the histor­
ical barn on their site. The question the 
Planning Commission had to answer is 
whether the removal of the historical bam 
constitutes a major or minor change to the 
agreement, not whether the relocation o f the 
bam to Maybury would be feasible. 

Since the RUD agreement was entered into 
between City Council and Toll Brothers, the 
planning commission's finding was that the 
request by Toll Brothers to change the agree­
ment should be remanded to City Council 
since it is within City Council's purview to 

make changes lo agreements that tlicy have 
entered into. 

We are all saddened by the tragedy at 
Maybury, however, our decision had nothing 
to do with Maybury, hut rather the legality of 
making a change to an existing agreement. 

The .second point o f clarification is Catholic 
Central's parking situation. The Planning 
Commission's approval of the preliminary 
site plan included a stipulation that Catholic 
Central receive approval from some facility 
within the area for parking during football 
giimes. The Planning Commission specifical­
ly requested final site plan approval to make 
sure that an agreement for parking was 
entered into.

: Contract talks between the 
UAW and the U.S. auto industry 
got under way last week. They are 
coming at a bad time for every­
body. 
: The last contract was negotiated 
back in 1999 when the l iv in ' w.is 
easy and die provisions were ricii: 
The UAW got 3 percent annuai 
wage increases (plus cost of living 
adjustments) for four years, a ban 
on plant closings 
and a fat and vir­
tually cost-free 
health care plan. 

Things are dif­
ferent this time 
around. The B ig 
Three, which col­
lectively made 
$18.2 bil l ion in 
profiis in 1999, 
made only $1.2 
bi l l ion in 2002. 
Ford is losing 
money and 
Chrysler is strug­
gling to stay otit of p i f j i p o ^ e r 
the red. Wall 
SU'eet analysts are 
speculating that pension liabilities 
could push one of the domestic 
automakers into bankruptcy with­
in a decade, possibly one reason 
why Ford's stock is down 80 per­
cent since 1998 and even GM's is 
off 40 percent. 

U.S. manufacturer share of the 
domestic car and tmck market has 
dropped 13.5 percent since 1993, 
including a frightening 73 percent 
to 63 percent slide in tlie last 
seven years. Declining market 
share means fewer jobs, especial­
ly here in Michigan, where the 
auto industry is still the mainstay 
of our manufacturing base. The 
state has lost 172,000 manufactur­
ing jobs—that 's 19 percent of the 
total — since 2000; the UAW-rep-
resented job loss alone is 52,000 
since 1999. 

The optimists disiniss all this as 
negative natter from die chattering 
classes. They point out that 
Detroit has survived through 
tough times before and that 
domestic quality and manufactur­

ing efficiency seem to be picking 
up. And they say there's nothing 
like a good dose of good times to 
revive Michigan's most importiint 
industry. 

Maybe so, but my old friend 
and director of the Center for 
Automotive Research, Dave Cole, 
makes a good argument that the 
basic business model of American 
auto companies is broken. 

First, die indus­
try's basic manu­
facturing strategy 
has always been 
that it's cheaper 
per unit to keep 
factory output as 
high as it can go 
and to rely on 
incentives to keep 
selling the cars. 
OK, but in order 
to sell its cars 
against competi­
tion from 
Japanese manu­
facturers, U.S. 
companies have 
had to engage in 

heavy di-scounting. Buyer incen­
tives now come close to reducing 
the actual selling price to the vari­
able cost to manufacture. 
Remember the old saw about sell­
ing stuff below cost but making it 
up for it in volume? 

Second, the U.S. auto industry 
has about 20 percent more manu­
facturing capacity than it really 
needs. Faced with substantial 
structural overcapacity, a normal 
company would promptly close 
plants. But the auto industry is not 
normal because its UAW contracts 
forbid quick or easy plant clos­
ings. And UAW members who are 
laid off when manufacturers man­
age to shut a plant get 95 percent 
of their wages guaranteed. 

Third and worse, even i f it could 
downsize, die Big Three's compet­
itive cost disadvantage against for­
eign-owned U.S. manufacturing 
plants keeps getting worse. Of 
course, die transplant plants are 
non-union, which helps in all 
kinds of ways. And, being new, the 

transplants have a younger work 
force and fewer expensive retirees 
than the domestics, U,S. auto 
executives now figure the fringe 
benefits, health care and pension 
costs for tiieir UAW-rcpresented 
work force add up to a cost differ­
ential o f around $10 per hour, or 
someUiing like $ i ,000 per car. 

The bottom line: The domestic 
auto industry has too much capac­
ity that it can't sell without 
ruinously expensive incentives. It 
can't .shrink output because o f 
union contracts. And even i f it 
could shrink, it would still face 
enormous cost disadvantages 
against foreign-owned plants. 

Which gets us back to the nego­
tiations Uiat started last week. The 
Big Three need a ton of conces­
sions, but they must bear in mind 
that whatever contracts are ham­
mered out must ultimately be 
acceptable to the union rank and 
file. An angry work force is hard­
ly a competitive advantage, espe­
cially when many Airierican cus­
tomers already think U.S.-made 
cars are below foreign quality 
standards. 

The UAW, for its part,'is facing 
an equally difficult situation made 
more complex by the fact that the 
union, unlike the companies, is 
essentially a political instiiution: 
A leadership team Uiat doesn't 
deliver at contract time is not like­
ly to enjoy a long tenure in office. 

Both parties ought to recognize 
that issues of survival are working 
this time around. The real ques­
tion is whether the UAW recog­
nizes a scary parallel: The history 
of the United Steelworkers Union 
that contributed to the slow, 
steady strangulation o f the domes­
tic steel industry and ultimately to 
the marginalization o f the union 
itself.

The sliock and horror of 9-
11 brought all the fire deptuliucni 
chiefs to ihe table." 

While ihe county appropriated 
$1.7 million to bolster firsi rcspon-
ders in the wake of last yctir's tcrror-
isi attitcks and tlie federal govcm-
mem kicked in another S7(X),()00 for 
equipment and training for the 
county's police and fire depart-
inents, each of tiie fire depaitracnts 
in the county's four HazMat coiisor-
liums have agreed lo liave iheir fire 
fighters Uained as i-iazMai techni­
cians and io conmbute $ i ,000 annu-
ally lo the maintenance for llic .̂ 5 
i/2-foot, 40,000-pound truck 
assigned to liieir area, 

L;my Waligora, Milford's Fire 
Chief and hciid of the West Oakland 
HazMal Mutual Aid Team, noted 
thai jusl since the program began. 

90 Oakland County fire fighters 
have become HtizMal technicians. 

Now the ones in this pari of ilie 
county have a vchicie equipped with 
the latest in personal protection 
equipment and items needed to safe­
ly handle everyUiing from exotic 
clietTiicals to nidiological and bio­
logical tlireats. 

"Before," noted Wixom's Aciing 
Fire Chief Jefi'Vuchasz, "we had to 
rely on Oakway (a mutual iiid group 
of commuiiilies jilong Woodward 
Avenue) or Pontiac." 

That meant ihal in llic event of a 
m.tjor dieiTiical spill, that sophisti­
cated help couid be an hour or more 
away. 

While Wixom and Walled U k e 
have active annual insiicction pro­
grams for businesses in tlieir com­
munities, neitlIer they nor commu­

Novi's Historical Commission is 
looking to the future to explore the 
city's past. 

"Novi's histor)' as a fanning com-
iiiuniiy may not be my personal his­
tory or my family's history, but it's 
where our community came from," 
observed Katliy Mulch, the com­
mission's chairman. 

The commission meets monllily 
in the Novi Township Hall on 10 
Mile Road between the Historic 
Fucrst Family Fannslead .tnd Ihe 
Novi Public Libnuy. Tlie group's 
next meeUng will be Aug. 21. 

Novi, noted Mutch, for much of 
j'ts history, has been a place people 
•went through on their way to soine-
'^hcK else. Before the French set-
t̂jed Detroit, the Grand River, 

Shiawasee and Pontiac trails criss-
'.crossed what would become Novi. 
-: She added that most people don't 
-realized that the vast majority of 

ibily limits and that the famed Walled 
. .llui;s-oa.sino-aiid amusement parii 

•that lured thousands of Deiroitcrs 

away from ihe summer heat in the 
first dcciides of ihe 20lh Century 
stood in what's now the cily of 
Novi. 

Mulch said cointiiission meiiiticrs 
have been exploring ways of brings 
ing Novi's history to its residents. At 
the commission's July 17 meeting, 
members discussed plans for sever­
al publications. 

According to Mutch, the com­
mission i.s eyeing creating a chil-
drens' book looking at Novi's fann­
ing heritage and pamphlets dis­
cussing the township hall and the 
nearby Fuersi fann, site of the first 
township ineeling in the 1830s 
when i l belonged to Cyrenious 
Simmons. 

Orginally built in 1876, die Novi 
Townshi'p Hall stood on Novi Road 
on a site now occupied by Pmera 
Bread uniil 1986 when il was 
moved io its pix:sent site and the 
commission was created. Mulch 
said the new township hall pamphlet 
will not only look at the history of 
tlie .,llujJding,,,byJ^Jhg,.^wd^^ 
local govemmenl from a tiiwiiship' 
.supervisor and - some appointed 
fence watchers to what ii is today 

Mutch said ihe commission has 
been discussing plans to m.ike tiie 
hall, wiiich is not much bigger than 
the garages of some of the city's 
high end homes, more aecc.s.sable to 
tiic public. "It can be used as an 
exhibit space, but diere tire limiLs," 
said Mutch. 

Given ihe building's small space, 
she said it's unlikely io be ever used 
as a city museum. She said il's more 
likely lo be used as a site I'or wed­
dings and small group meeligs. 
"There's a shortage of meeting 
space in ihe city," said Mutch noting 
tliat frequent all availtible space in 
the library, schools and civic center 
am booked. 

The township tiall, said Mutch, 
was in "pretty bad shape" when die 
commission first took over responsi­
bility for the structure.

One of lhe first ihing thai 
gamers wi l l nolice wiih this i idy 
l i l l le package of a game is ihe 
controls arc prelly easy lo learn. 
Lei's lake a sleallh-kil l for 
example. A sleallh-kil l is a 
move where you gel lhe u l i i -
maie drop on an unsuspecting 
enemy. With a quick move, you 
ki l l Ihem, silenlly of course, and 
rid yourself of whal could have 
been a problem in the form of 
being seen or heard. Instead of 
having to hold R2 and press lhe 
triangle while rolaiing the ana­
log slick in a connler-ciockwise 
direelion like some games 
mighl l iy lo gel you lo do, 
"Tenchu" simply has you press 
the .square buUon lo complele 
lhe move after being sneaky 
enough lo not be heard or seen 
to lhal point. 

Beyond using your handy 
kalana lo deal wi ih your ene­
mies, there are a jiumber of 
items that can be empioyed as 
wel l . Everything from ninja 
throwing .stars to poison darts 
and paralyzing food can be 
used. No, you won't find laser 
guns or grenades in Ihis game. 

as il 's only the 1500s and all of 
those goodies have yet to be 
thought o f by villains. 

Beyond items, abilities can be 
learned as well . For exiimple, 
after performing nine stealth 
kil ls during any particular mis­
sion, a ski l l that can be learned 
is that o f "ninja sight" where 
you can sec further than before 
and throw items that distance.

Hallacy has crealed a "l iol spol" — a 
loc;ilioii where Inlernel access is available via 
Wi-l- i , ;in indiisiry-slandard lechnoloiiy whose 
name suiiuls for "wireless ndelily." Thousands 
ol' such lidl spols ;ire springing up across lhe 
naiion. some available I'or a lee, some free. 

Among Ihe beneficiaries of Hallacy's hoi 
spol are lhe cusi(}iiiers of a nearby golf course. 
"I l 's eonvenieni for my buddies wlio are golf­
ing and want lo check on Iheir slocks," 
Hallacy said. 

People like Hallacy are jusi one indicalion 
ih;il Wi-l-'i is lhe hollesi personal lechnology 
irend 'lo liil lhe nalioii in an olhcrwise grim 
year for Ihe hard-pressed I'C and lelecoinniu-
nicalions induslrics. 

Inilially markeled lo consumers as a way lo 
link multiple computers in a home network. 
Wi-l-i is now being used lo achieve a much 
bolder goal: Wireless Internet access almost 
anywhere, anytime, al a speed of 11 megabits 
Ihal is ;iboul ^00 limes faster than iliosi wire­
less plione Weh access. 

Wireless hot spols are prolifeniliiig, some of 
ihem run for free by iiltruistic individuals, and 
others ojier.ued by businesses lli i i l use then) to 
dislriliule advertising. .Siill olher companies 
sell Wi-l-i aece.ss lo the public for a fee. 

.Some corporations provide Wi-l-i networks 
for use only by their employees. In December, 
ATiVr. IHM and Intel ;innounecd that lliey had 
formed Coineta Networks to create a nation­
wide for-pay Wi-f-'i network with 2(),()0l) 
access points by Ihe end of 2004. 

iiaiii icy is a member of Ihc Twin Cities 
Wireless U.scrs Group, a mixlure of hobbyists 
ami business people fascinated by Wi-I-i. 
Several members use Wi-l-i lo broadcast iheir 
Internet connections to perfect strangers in the 
hope of creating a multitude of free Internet 
access points, or hot spols, throughout lhe 
metro area. The service area of these hot spols 
depends on Ihe si/.e of the antenna being used; 
il can range from MH) feet lo several miles. 

•'The goal is nol to make money," Hallacy 
said. "Some people do it just because they are 
interested in the technology. For others, il's 
more of a give-and-take, Ihcy see it ;is a shar­
ing Ihing." 

Anyone can gain access to such a publicly 
available VVi-l-'i network by moving Iheirconi-
puter wiihin range of i l . Conipulers ouiruted to 
openiie wirelessly wi l l automatically sec Ihe 
Wi-l-i nelwork and conned lo lhe Inlernel. 

Many of the group's members don't Icll 
Iheir Inlernel service providers that they're 
giv ing ;iway free to others the liileniel service 
Ihey p;iy for fear of being cul off. Those who 
give ;i\v;iy free Inlernel service are poleiilially 
adding Inlernel traffic lo iheir service 
proi'idcr's nelwork wilhoiil generiiling addi­
tional nionlhly service fees. 

Their fears might be jusli l ied. Minnesota 
Roadrunner, die Internet unil of Time Warner 
Ciible, said customers who appear lo be giving 
away free wireless access wi l l be given the 
choice of being cul off or of subscribing lo a 
business-class of Inlernel service lhat is at 
least twice as expensive as residenlial service. 

Greg Wallgren, CEO of SurfThing Inc., a 
Minnetonka, Minn..-based Wi-Fi service sell­
er, provides Wi-Fi networks al 44 
Minncapolis-St. Paul locations, including 
Holiday Inns. Consumers can use llic service 
for free; corporate cuslomers pay SurfThing 
SI 99 a month per location for use of the Wi-Fi 
network and a single computer kiosk (for 
users who don't have laptops) and an addi­
tional 599 a month for extra kiosks. 

Wallgren said he provides the Wi-Fi .service 
10 customer locations at cost and ihal his firm 
is supported by advertising revenue. 

He doubts there are enough consumers wi l l ­
ing lo pay for a Wi-Fi services like his. '^If 
you're charging for Wi-Fi , good luck," 
Wallgren said. "It just doesn't make sense."

Trash collectors envisioned for a different type of refuse

sp;ice exploralion. 

Kumar Ramohalli owns a \5-
year-old paleni for a robot lhat 
would collect the treacherous sp;ice 
junk, bul not until NASA appropri­
ates the necessary funding, 
Ramohalli says. 

The agency monitors larger 
pieces of orbiting junk ;ind lesls 
Iheir effects on spacecraft. But 
NASA has nol funded any efforts to 
colled space refuse. 

"Orbital debris is something that 
needs attention, because it's only 
going to gel worse," says 
Ramohalli, a professor of aerospace 
and mechanical engineering. "There 
have been many serious collisions 
with .satellites. In f;ict, il happens on 
a regular basis." 

Ramohalli's space janilors would 
hover in place and use small 
amounts of propellanl lo seek out 
lhe biggesl pieces of junk drifting 
by and reel iheni in with Iheir robot­
ic arms. 

The arms would position the 
object on a .soUir collccior ihal 
works on llie same principle used to 

start a lire with a magnifying gla.s.s. 
As lhe sun's power above llie 

almo.sphere is ;iboul double that on 
Earth's surface, the collecuir could 
easily soften the pieces enough I'or 
die arms to break them apart, says 
Bruce ISabin. a ihermal engineer al 
Raytheon Mi.ssile Systems Co. and 
former doctoral student of 
Ramohalli's. 

Aficr til l ing up vvith debris — 
eaeli craft could load at least ,3,000 
pounds of m;iteri;il — Ihe robots 
could be programmed either lo 
plunge into the occ;in or burn up re­
entering the atmosphere, or could be 
retrieved by a shuttle or olher space-
crall. Ramohalli says. By gleaning 
and separating found parts like solar 
panels ;»id antennas, the robots also 
could use some of the junk to 
increase iheir power and extend 
Iheir lives. 

Bul Ihc orbiling trash colleclors 
won'i come cheap. 

"They would cosl aboul $10 mil­
lion each with launch costs adding 
another $15 mi l l ion," Ramohalli 
says. He envisions a team of 10 lo 
12 robots scouring Earth's orbit. 

Currently. NASA has no plans for 
removing space junk. Ramohalli 
says. 

The U.S. Space Comnland moni­
tors every piece larger than a soft-
ball with ground-ba.sed radars, and 
NASA steers shuttles away from 
close encounters. The agency also 
h;is a group Ihal Ibr 1.5 years has 
studied what objecis traveling al 
17,000 mph can do to spacecraft. 

"Kumar's idea makes as inuch 
sense now as il ever did," says John 
S. Lewis, a researcher at the 
University of Arizona's Lunar and 
Planetary Laboratory. "The problem 
is, in a climale of decreasing budg-
ei. nobody wanls lo reprogram 
funds 10 pick up garbage."

Surveillance cameras lhat snap a pic­
ture and boom out a Wiiming arc die 
newest diing in crime fighiing. 

"So far it's been working," said Steve 
Berry, Gmnd Terrace. Calif.. a.s.sistant 
cily manager. In December, maintenance 
crews placed a camera aiop a pole in a 
local park io monitor the restrtwmii, die 
snack shack and odier areas plagued by 
gnrffiti. "We usually have been hit eveiy 
week, but not anymore." 

In San Bernardino. Calif., Xavier 
Leon, die city .streets superintendent 
uses cameras to deter a different type of 
criminal, with the same result The city's 
two cameras monitor what were once 
prime locations for illegal dumping. 

" l l acis as, really, a good deleffcni," 
Leon .said. 

The business owners whose buildings 
back up lo an alley in San Bernardino 
hope 10 tiecome one of Leon's success 
stories. "This place is atrocious," said 
music siudio owner Jim Palmer, who 
widi other tenants cleans up die mat­
tresses, sofas, dishwashers and house­
hold garbage between visits by city 
workers, who come eveiy few weeks to 
cart away the mess. 

The possibility o f eliminating such 
maintenance, and ils cost is patt of the 
appeal of the cameras. 

A $3,2(X} camefa and die cost of labor 
required to move it and change die film 
are a significant savings over die almost 
$35,000 that GIand Terrace spends year­

ly to clean up graffiti. San Bernardino 
spends about $75,000 a year to clean up 
illegally dumped ttash. 

The cameras are programmed to come 
on al a certain time each night. When 
passersby step in from of a motion-acti­
vated sensor, they are greeted by a voice 
that alerts them dial they are in a closed 
park or an illegal dumping zone. The 
recording also warns that tiieir pictures 
wi l l be taken and that diey will be prose­
cuted for any criminal activity. 

No one has yet been prosecuted as a 
result of die cameras, but Benry and 
Leon say dial's ftIrther proof die cameras 
are working. It seems dial once the warn­
ing sounds, most people don't stick 
aiDund long enough to have iheir picture 
taken.

Therefore, he seeks oui 
honiclown specialties and presenis ihem in 15 
inviting recipes llial range from traditional lo 
inventive: Peppery baby back ribs with smoky 
tomato biu-becue .sauce, Hawaiian chicken wiih 
grilled pineapple and papaya salad, miso-crusted 
scallops with grilled bok choy, pork loin chops 
adobado with grilled chili rajas, peppery duck 
breast with Creole gravy. 

Kelly weaves in a lol of history and colori'ul 
lore, he doesn'l shy from addressing conlenlious 
issues thai surround lhe subject and he discusses 
aslulely such lopics as fuels, equipmeni, lech-

' niques, unusual ingredients and the like. 
A l least one new grilling book each spring 

claims lo be lhe only grilling book you'l l ever 
need. Kelly's book, with ils many mouth-watering 
photos by Maren Caraso and smart, compact and 
helpful recipe gra|)hics, doesn't make dial claim,

It's reslauranl food, bul il's made appealing lo 
home cooks both by llie use of ingredients com­
mon lo mainsu^eam markets and by generally con­
cise and friendly directions. 

Few grilling books have ch.npiers on soups, pas-
las, pizzas and desserts as extensive as "High 
Heal." Nol surprisingly however, so few ingredi­
ents in some of Ihose recipes call for grilling ihal 
some readers likely will question whether they jus­
tify firing up lhe grill. 

Dishes run lo a refined, involved style of 
California and Mediterranean cooking, fine for 
restaurants and Saturday night entertaining bul nol 
the. usual fiire of the casual backyard barbecue 
party 

"Good Housekeeping Gri l l ing Cookbook," 
by the editors of Good Housekeeping (Hearst 
Books, $19.95) 

Good Housekeeping 
gets hip with its firsl 
cookbook on grilling. 
Bul the book's editors 
also don't sacrifice tiieir 
reputation for providing 
readers witii a deluge of 
practical lips. 

What's more, all 
recipes have been triple-
tested, boasls a sticker 
on the cover, which 
should bolster the confidence of bolh buyer and 
cook. 

Every recipe is confined to one page, and many 
are illuslraled with a lanlalizing photo. Virtually 
every page also offers a punchy lip: "Peach halves, 
brushed witii jam and grilled, make a wonderful 
summer dessert." 

Recipes for "All-American BBQ Chicken" and 
filet mignon with horseradish sal.sa are expected in 
any book bearing die Good Housekeeping impri-
maleur, bul tiie edilon, also gel daring wiih such 
playful and internationally flavored dishes like ihe 
fiame-cooked chicken saltimbocca and the 
Korean-slyle sesame .short ribs. 

"Fi re Up The Gr i l l ! " by the editors of

" I don'i know whal I am going lo make loday," says 
veleran insliuclor and chef Warren Mah of Ihe Florida 
Culinary Insliluie in Wesl Pahn Beach, 
" l l all depends on whal's in lhe field." 

Soon, Mah and his sludenls are stand- , 
ing in Sanwa's fields, casting Iheir eyes 
over rows of lushly green vegclables. 
Lunch wil l include kohlrabi, Chinese 
broccoli, bok choy and ils younger, 
more lender sibling, Shanghai bok choy, 
all fresh from the ground. 

Tli is is the cooking school's firsl off-
campus class, and 40 people signed up 
10 lour Sanwa, a grower of herbs and 
Asian vegclables, and see a demonslra-
lion by Mah. Apron's is a Publix ven-
lure wiih .schools lucked inlo stores in 
Sarasola and Tampa. 

Chinese and olher Asian vegclables 
are becoming more common in main-
slream grocery slorcs, wiih bok choy 
and nap.i cabbage, also called Chinese 
cabbage, available almosl everywhere. 
Asian groceries and olher produce mar-
kels carry more variely, including slen­
der eggplants, daikon radishes and 
kohlrabi, a lubcr dial's related lo kale ;ind cabbage. 

Chinese vegetables are a good alternalive for people 
trying to expand their vegetable repertorie beyond 
broccoli, green beans and zucchini, Mah says. 

"Asian veggies arc a little more bitter than Western 
ones," he says. "But the fiavor is fantastic." 

The nulrilion is there, loo. Mosl Chinese vegetables 
are high in vitamins A and C, especially Chinese broc­
coli. They also contain antioxidants shown lo help 
reduce the risk of some cancers. Plus, they are low in 
calories and generally fal- and cholesterol-free. 

As Mah improvises, with prep help from several 
Apron's chefs, he lectures on lhe properties and appli­
cations of each vegetable. 

Firsl. he talks about bok choy. With ils chunky while 
stalks and dark, leafy lops, bok choy looks like a cross 
between celery and Swiss chard. It's closer lo chard in 
tasle. with an unexpected spiciness from Ihe raw 
leaves. The heat mellows in cooking. 

"Cook it very simply." Mah says. He serves it with 
just a drizzle of sesame oil so the audience can experi­
ence il relatively unadorned. Overcooked bok choy 
becomes mushy and unappetizing; cook i l quickly.

Bok choy is a common ingredienl in Asian slir-fries 
•bu lwou ldbc a uisly addition to western'Vegetable 
.soups, as long as it's added in the lasi minutes of cook­
ing. Tlie thick stalks need to be cul uniformly so Ihey 
cook at the same rale. Sanwa also grows Shangliai bok 
choy, which is more tender and smaller than the more 
common bok choy. Choy means "wli i le vegetable" in 
Cantonese. 

Kohlrabi isn't slocked in many grocery stores, wliich 
Mah says is a sliame. "I l 's a fanlaslic vegelable that 
should be used more in weslern cooking," he says. 

Kohlrabi is a member of lhe crueller 
family. Ils orange-size, knobby bulb 
develops underground, and its leaves 
grow above. Both are edible, though lhe 
bulb is mostly used. Tlie pale llesh tastes 
like an iipple crossed with a potato: 
slaicliy. yet a little sweet. It can be grat­
ed into salads or chopped for stir-fries. 

Because of its sUarchincss, peeled 
kohlrabi can be fixed like maslied pota­
toes. It also can be julienned and served 
as a erudite with dip. 

Chinese broccoli, soiIielimes called 
Chinese kale, has glossy, blue-green 
leaves with slender stalks, much thinner 
than western broccoli, l l looks like rapi-
ni, whicli is becoming more available in 
grocery slores, bul i l is nol as bluer. 

Mah saulees slender slalks and fanlike 
leaves quickly in a li l l le vegetable oil 
and then dresses ihem wiih earthy oyster 
sauce. Tliough il 's a typical ingredienl in 
beef slir-fries. Chinese broccoli would 
be ;i fine vegctible side dish on ils own. 

Steam or saulc unlil soft and season with sail and pep­
per, maybe even a pal of butler if lhe d i d allows. 

Sanwa also grows daikon radish, cilanlro and 
Chinese eggplant bul didn't have any ready to pick on 
the day of the class. Cilanlro, someliines called 
Chinese parsley, is used in Asian, Latin, Indian and 
Caribbean cooking. In Chinese cooking, lhe leaves and 
stems iire frequenlly used lo garnish salads, or the 
leaves are sprinkled on lop of slir-fries. 

Daikon radish, which looks more like a while 
parsnip than a red radish, is crisp and juicy with a 
slightly sweet llavor. l l can add crunch lo a slir-fry, bul 
il's mosl delicious graled in a salad. Like a carrot il 
should be peeled. Daikon can be found in mosl grocery 
slores. 

There are many varieties of eggplant and Chinese 
eggplanl niighl win tlie prize as the loveliest. Il's usu­
ally pale violel or amelhysl. .sometimes while, l l has 
none of the bittemcss of ils larger cousins and is even 
sweeter. In Chinese cooking, the skin is usually left on. 
Chinese eggplanl is often u.sed in a spicy Szechuan dish 
laced with hoi chili paste, garlic, sugar and vinegar, 
among olher ingredients.

O Y S T E R S A U C E 
This thick, concenlraled sauce is the e.irthy 

combination of oysters, brine and soy sauce. 
Vegetarian versions often are made with tofu 
instead of oysters. Oyster sauce is common in 
Cantonese cooking, especially stir-fries. I l 
brings a richness to dishes without overpower­
ing olher ingredients, thanks lo the lack of 

' .sugar and sharp spices. Bottles of oyster sauce 
lire often set on tables and the sauce used as a 
condiment. 

P L U M S A U C E 
The pink sauce in clear packets that accom­

panies Chinese takeout is also called duck 
sauce because it is commonly served with lhat 
fowl. Plum sauce is a sweet-and-sour condi­
ment made with plums, apricots, sugar and 
seasonings that include toasted mustard seeds, 
garlic and ginger. Pork and spareribs are often 
accompanied with plum sauce, and a generous 
dipping adds sweetness and punch to egg rolls. 

H O I S I N S A U C E 
Hoisin (HOY-sihn) is a thick, reddish-brown 

sauce mostly used as a table condiment for 
dipping skewered, grilled meat and as a fla­
voring in meat poultry and shellfish dishes. 
Hoisin, also called Peking sauce, is a 
Cantonese version o f sweet bean .sauce, pre­
dominantly found in northern China. Hoisin is 
made from fermented soy beans, salt, wheat 
flour, sugar, vinegar, garlic, chili and sesame 
oil. Depending on die manufaclurer, it might 
include pumpkin.

Advisers, financial and relationship, say communication is key

Money may not be the nxit of all evil, bul 
it sure stirs up its share of marilal problems, 
exiierts say. 

MaiTiJige counselors .say il is a chief topic 
of disagreement in maniiiges and a leading 
cause of divorce. One rcceni study found lhal 
the :iverage couple argues ;iboul money 
about once ejich month. 

"Money can be a problem, especially if 
one person is handling the money and the 
other doesn't like the way they're handling 
it," said (^ecil Clifton, a licensed clinical 
siKial worker in Evansvillc, Ind. 

And couples who can handle other prob­
lems well often will stumble over money 
is.iue.s, .s.-iid Lynn Kyle, executive director for 
Family and Children's Services, an 
Evansvillc counseling agency. "People deal 
wilh money differently dian they deal with 
other issues," she said. 

But solving money differences is a lot like 
solving odier marit.il disputes. The solution 
begins widi communication, experts said. 

"Managing the financial part of a marriage 
is often the key to having a successful mar­
riage overall," said Rick Paul, clinical direc­

tor of Ihe Southwest Indiana Menial Healdi 
Cenler in Evansvillc. 

Money causes anxiety among people i'or 
many reasons. It helps couples accomplish 
goals, iicliicve 
lifestyles and 
offers social 
prestige. 

"It's a very 
p o w e r f u l 
thing," about 
which ihere are 
often disagree­
ments, said C. 
Diane Bily, a 
somatic thera­
pist who co-
authored the 
book "Our 
M o n e y 
Ourselves for 
Couples" widi therapist Kay Lesh. 

Money is also a topic veiled in secrecy for 
many couples. Parents often feel uncomfort­
able talking to children about money, and the 
.secrecy extends throughout life, Ealy said. 
As a result, "it's easier to talk about our sex 
lives th;m it is about money," &dy .said. 

Kyle said there are two kinds of money 
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disputes in mamage. 
One is a surface money dispute that con­

ceals an underiying problem. Perhaps one 
spouse is upset about not getting enough 
attention from die odier. Tliis may erupt in 
an argument over a bill, Kyle said. 

The oUicr wiiy money can all'ect relation­
ships is directly. Tliis includes questions of 
who handles die money and what a couple's 
financial priorities are. "An important part of 
a functional marriage is to have some agree­
ment on what to .spend and what lo .save," 
said Paul. 

Things can be further complicated for 
today's two-income families when one 
spou.se makes most or all of the income, or 
when a couple is having trouble meeung 
expenses or is overwhelmed in credit-card 
debt, Clifton said. 

How does one best address diese prob­
lems? The key is to talk about money, 

experts say. " I f you communicate, you can 
negotiate how lo spend it," said Clifton. 

Breaking down the .secrecy is die key. 
"Just keep talking and keep li.slening," Ealy 
said.

For one of those notoriously risky 
dot-com bu.sinesscs liial gol off the 
ground jusl before the country slipped 
inlo recession two years ago, 
Cincinnati's Swapalcasc.com doesn't 
have much room lo complain. 

During 2002, lis second full year in 
business, Ihc company traded car leases 
I'or roughly 6.'50 customers, about twice 
what il did Ihc previous year, according 
lo Ron Josepli Jr, vvlio launched the 
business wilh his brother Richard in 
Oclober 2000. 

The IWO are executive directors of the 
Joseph Aulo Group, which owns 18 auto 
franchises in Greater Cincinnati, 
i5aylon iind Columbus, Ohio. 

Now their dol-com is spreading its 
wings, w'Uh a 200.'! sales goal of dou­
bling llie number of deals from last year. 

Il has rooni lo grow, i-.ven i f i l reach­
es iis goal this year. Swiipalease will 
have played a role in just a fraction of 
llie cslimriled 14 million c:ir leases in 
the United .Stales. 

Al its most fundamental level, 
Svvapiilease provides a Web site where 
people who want lo unload ii car Ica.sc 
can advcrlisc iheir vehicle and the terms 
of Ihc lease. 

Once Ihe current lessee and a 
prospective lessee liavc reached an 
agreenicnl, Swapaleasc handles the 
somelinies compliciiled paperwork. 

Loss of a job or a driver's license, a 
growing family or a simple desire lo 
drive somclhing different arc among the 
niosi common reasons why people want 
10 gel oul of a icase early, Schrotcr said. 

Ilesides reaching more and more peo­
ple who Wiint lo dispose of Iheir. leases 
— about 5,000 vciiicies arc iisled now 
by the company — Swapaleasc aiso 
plans lo expand on a business-to-busi­
ness basis. 

Swapaleasc developed oul of a com­
mon problem faced by customers on the 
showrooni Iloors al Joseph dealerships. 
They wanted a new car but already had 
a icasc on anolhcr one. 

"Mo.st people arcn'l going to pay lo 
gel oul of a Icase and ihcy went home 
disappointed," Joseph said. 

Creating the online service opened up 
a couple of revenue sireaius for 
Swapaleasc and the Joseph Aulo Group. 

"Il iillows Ihe dealer lo .sell a car and 
11 allows Ihc customer lo dispose of a 
ica.'ic without gelling heal up," said 
Schrotcr. 

Swapaleasc charges $49.9.5 to list a 
vehicle on its Web site for an unlimited 
length of lime and a $95 fee if and when 
the Iciisc is transferred. 

Aulo dealers pay Oat fees between 
$250 and $500 a month to use 
Swapaleasc services. About 5 percent of 
the vehicles on Ihc site are leased vehi­
cles that are being offered for sale, pri­
marily because some banks don'l allow 
leases lo be assumed. 

in general. Ihc new lessee winds up 
taking over the existing lease for llic 
balance of Ihc term, making monthly 
payments and living within any niilcage 
rcslriclions. 

One of Ihc big advantages is thai the 
person ivlio a.ssumcs Ihc lease doesn't 
have to come up wilh a down payme'nt, 
Schrotcr said. 

The amoiinl of the upfront payment 
has a direct correlation on the monthly 
paymenl, which means that the second 
lessee benefits from the down payment 
made by the original lessee.

Empty ncslers and .senior home buyers want lo live 
nc.ir family and friends. They want maintenancc-firte 
homes. And diey want houses and communities diat 
promote a sense of siifety and security. 

Those arc among the findings of a recent survey of 
280 builders who built housing taigeted at buyers age 50 
and older Results of die survey, conducted for die 
National Association of Home Builders and 
Countfywide Home Loan.s, were announced at the 
Seniors Housing Symposium spon-sored by NAHB ear-
liCT diis year. 

A huge 77 pen:«nt of mature buyers wanted to live a 
maintenance-free lifestyle: They'd had it widi cleaning 
out gutters, painting and yard work. More diian half — 

52 percent — said Uieir motivation in relocating was to 
be closer to children or family Only 19 percent said diey 
were moving because Uiey wanted to live in a warmer 
climate. 

A-sked where dieir 50-plus customers were relocating 
from, builders (who could indicate more dian one 
response) rcportal that their buyers were moving from a 
different community in die same state (57 percent) or 
from widiin the same community (58 percent). 

A l l diis suggests that builders wil l do well to focus 
their marketing efforts on potendal buyers who live 
locally, not only on out--of-.slate retirees. 

Strategically placed streedights. home sccuiity sys­
tems and controiied exits and entrances were die top 
diree features builders offered to their security-con­
scious buyers. 

Builders also responded to die increasing technologi­

cal savvy of their mature buyers. Nearly 70 percent 
nationally offered structured wiring; 60 pen:ent offered 
high-speed Internet service. 

The survey showed that 22 percent of builders said 
"most of die seniors" were willing to pay extra for tech­
nology options and upgrades; 69 pen;ent said some 
were willing to pay, and 10 percent said none were wi l l ­
ing to pay. 

The builders include a number of features and ameni­
ties that make their homes accessible for senioIs or odi-
ers with physical challenges: no-step enhances, wider 
doois and hallways, grab bars in the bathroom, lever-
handle dooIs, non-slip floors, higher electrical ouUets 
and lower light switches and first-floor master suites. 
Only 7 percent of builders said most of dieir buyers are 
resistant to diose features, fifty-three percent said some 
are resLstant and 43 percent said none are resistant 

Sixty percent of mature buyers pay cash for dieir 
homes, tiie survey showed. Twenty-seven percent made 
large down payments (30 percent or more); 9 percent 
made down payments of 10 to 30 percent and 4 percent 
put down 10 percent or less. That is in line with what 
buildei^ see along die Suncoast Many older buyers who 
have sold a house up North and walked away widi sub­
stantial profit pay cash for dieir new Florida home. 
Some do so for the peace of mind of knowing die house 
is paid for and a surviving spouse wil l not have to woity 
about how to pay die mortgage. Odiers find the house a 
ljetter investment dian die stock maIket 

TVenty-four percent of die buyers were paying more 
dian die value of dieir previous home. FoIty-one percent 
paid about the same, and 36 percent were paying less 
than die value of dieir former home.

The most iinportiiiil lliing lo 
remember is to start slowly, 
according to Bill Wiirner, a 
clinical massiige therapist al 
Warner • Muscular Therapy 
Clinic m Anderson. 

"Don'l gel inlo a rigiiL pro­
gram rigid awiiy." lie says. 
"Jusl go oul iind play and liy 
not lo lake it loo seriously. 
You'll strengthen your muscles 
iiiid not hurl yourself by over­
doing i l ." 

Coiiiiiiiltiiig oneself lo doing 
stretching exercises for just 
minutes a day is die lirsl .step 
lowiird il lit lioiiy. it mighl mil 
seem like much, inil every 
sticlcli counts. 
. " I 'd rallier have .someone 
(strelch) Ihiui aiiylhing else. Ifa 

. person is nol sirclchiiig and sils 
at a desk all day every day. their 
muscles arc going lo gel shorl-
ov iimi ligjiler every year." 
Warner says. "The key is really 
trying lo do a lillle sliclch here 
and il lillle sirelch there, 'i'ake 
live minutes a day." 

He says common inisiiikes in sireltliiiig include 
over-iep'elilion and forcing it sirclch. Never force 
yon body inlo a position lluil causes pain. A l l Ihis 

Limbering Advice 

When stretching, remember 
these tips: 

• Stretch your hamstrings. Tight 
hiamslrings are common and 
can lead to lower-back pain 

• Stretch'your calf muscles, 
especially if you wear high 
heels. Women who wear high 
heels can end up with tight 
calves and Achiljes tendons 

• Breathe deeply while stretch­
ing. Don't hold your breath. 
Inhale before you execute the 
stretch, and exhale as you 
move into the stretch. 

• Don't bounce. Ease in and out 
of each stretch, breathing 
deeply; 

• Don't stretch hard before 
warming up. Very gentle 
stretching before exercise is 
OK, but stretching afterward is 
better and will result in a 
greater range of motion 
through the joint and muscle. 

• Don't over-stretch. Mild dis­
comfort if line, but stop if you 
feel any pain.

'" i l ie 'no pain, no giiin' theory 
does not apply to.slielcliing," he 
siiys. "You should only have wliiil 
can be described iis 'modei-iile 
lightness,'" 

Also, one should avoid a .jiir-
ring, bouncing sirelch (called a 
ballistic stretch), but strive to 
niiiinliiin a more sialic posilion. 

"Your muscles have a sirelch 
rellex, an inherent proleclive 
mechanism. When you apply a 
ballistic stretch, this iionnal icac-
lion is lo conlriict in order lo pio-
lect itself," Stoker says. "You're 
forcing a strelch Ihal's neither 
safe nor productive." 

He suggests warm-up aerobic 
activity prior to sirdcliing, such 
as 5 or 10 minutes walking or rid­
ing il slalioiiary bike, lo increiise 
blood flow lo the muscles. 

Of course, one who is new to 
slretcliiiig or exercise in genciiil 
certainly shouldn't expect to be 
able lo be a human prelzel riglil 
off the bat (withoul requiring 
medical attention). Training the 
muscles lo stretch lakes lime, bul 
is well worth Ihe wait. 

"Consistency in stretching is 
really importaiil." Warner says. 
" I f you jusl trciil (the muscle) 
gently and you coiistanlly remind 
it again and again, it becomes 
more Ilcxible. If you can become 
more active lhan you were, 

you've won. Even i f you did nolliing liut stretch, 
your body would feel wonderful. You'd slill be oul 
of shiipe but you'd be ready to get in shape." 

Lower back: Lying on your 
back, clasp one hand under 
each knee. Gently pull both 
knees toward your chest, keep­
ing your lower back on the 
floor. Keepyourneckstraight 
and flat on the door 

Hamstring #2: Sit on floor with 
one leg straight and the otiier 
bent at the knee. You should 
not sit on the bent leg. The heel 
of your bent leg should touch 
the Inner tfiigh of your straight 
leg. Keeping the extended leg 
straight, lower your upper torso 
to your thigh. 

Calves: Lean fora/ard against a wall 
with both feet facing fonivard. Put 
one leg straight back and keep the 
(oiward leg slightly henl Keep your 
back heel on the floor, and slowly 
lean closer to the wall until you can

"A niiijor conlributor is wear­
ing flip-Hop .siindals wilh piijier-lbin 
soles every d.ay to school." 

nip-flops have lillle lo no arch sup­
port, bringing pain and inlliinimiUion. 
The clinical name for a common condi­
tion lhal leads lo sore heels is plantar 
fasciitis,- which is cau.sed by ciironic 
innamniiition of the connective tissue 
extending from die heel bone to tlie ties. 

Crane rccomniends wciiring sandals 
wiUi rcii.sonably strong soles and iireh 

support. "Espcciiilly lor girls ;ind young 
women, lliickcr-soied sandiils wilh sup­
portive iirclrcs might not be considered 
stylish, bul i f you wiinl lo wear .siindals 
riiosi of the lime, jou' l l iivoid heel piiin if 
you choose sturdier, jxTbiips le.ss-l'ash-
ioiiiible styles." 

The miriibcr of people wearing open-
toed shiK'.s. including flip-Hops, is on ihe 
rise. 

"i'eople are certainly wciiring ojien-
KK-d sli(x-s more, even in the colder cli-
maies." said Biii BixMtge, president of 
the Niilional Shix Reiailci-s AssiK'ialion 
in Columbia. Md. "They may nol wear 
them in snowstoniis. bul they're wciuing 
ihciri yciii-rouiid in many places. Kids 
an." saying there arc no mies about when 
you can wear certain shoes, and if there 
are, they'll break Ihem."

"Plantar fasciitis' is prelty common in 
a podiatry olTice," Clark said. " Ib is time 
of yciir I'll .see more plantar fasciitis 
because people have cabin fever <iiid get 
out .and exercise and they've gained a 
feiv pounds." 

He tells his piiu'ents lo wear lace-up-
style shoes, such as cross-training snetik-
ers, instead of slip-ons. 

For people who .ire overweight, wear­

ing slioes wilh liltle inch support can 
Iciid lo more serious problems, 

"Obesity in younger pci)[ liiis 
liecoine a niiijor heiilth problem and heel 
pain is a conseiiiience of il," Crtiiie said. 
"Being ovei-weight and wearing inappro­
priate footwear arc common contribut­
ing factors. The pain is most noticeable 
iilter getting oul of lied in Ihe inoming. 
and it tends lo deciciisc alter ii few min-
ulcs and relums during die ikiy as lime 
on the feet increases." 

However, Cliuk said jieople who sttind 
on their I'eet all day at work and people 
wlio have a colliipsiiig arch iilso iiie at 
risk for plantar fasciitis. 

Tliere are .several coniiiion ircatmenls 
of plantar fiisciitis: anli-innammatory 
medications, padding and strapping of 
the foot and physical therapy. 

Patients also should sUv'teii tiieir calf 
mu.scles rcguliiriy. avoid wearing flat 
shoes and widking biu-efcxit. use over-
the-counter iurh supports and heel cusii-
ions .and limit the frequency of extended 
piiysical activities. Crane recommended.

Bikrani Yoga and Power Yoga, the odier new 
high-intensity yoga gaining |iopularity, represent 
a trend towiinl more vigorous, or Americanized, 
fonns ofthe Fii.stem exercise. 

Some yoga practitioners iire unsettled by Hot 
Yoga's premise. Tliey wony programs lhal stre.ss 
tltness may push people seeking an aerobic 
workout into overstretching and injury. Odiers 
are fine with it, ihough, even i f they're not per-
sonidly inlo ihe practice. 

Researchers rc|xirt yogii can licnefit people 
with asthma, arthritis and high blood pressure. 
For inactive |X'ople, stretching can improve fit­
ness, according to a Hiilincniann University 
(Phiiadeiphiii) study publ led in die Journal of 
the Americiin Medical AssiKiation. The study 
showed that the fomi.al lycngtu- style of yoga 
helped wilh repetitive surss injuries. 

"As a practice, yoga stimulates every part of 
your body." victoria said. "Obviously, certain 
people are more receptive (to the exh-a heat) I f 
you have certain things going on in your body, 
heat wi l l help, but widi some, it won't."
