• Lyon Twp. resident viewed as pioneer 
in measurement, control technology

Henry Patton 11, a resident of 
Lyon Township, former resident 
of Novi, and founder and presi­
dent/CEO o f Acromag, Inc., in 
Wixom, died July 23 from com­
plications fol lowing a heart 
attack. 

A key figure in the develop­
ment of process measurement and 
control technology, Patton found­
ed Acromag in 1957 in DeU-oit 
.and remained active as CEO until 
his recent illness. He was regard­
ed as a pioneer in the field of sig­
nal conditioning, originally adapt­
ing magnetic amplifier technolo­
gy for use in process control 
applications. 

Under Patron's leadership and 
engineering expertise, Acromag 
grew into a mt^iti-million-dollar 
International corporation, relocat­
ing to Wixom in 1965. 

"He was a brilliant man and an 
excellent engineer." said Robert 
Greenfield, communications man­

ager for 
Acromag, 
who worked 
with Patton 
for more than 
13 years. 

"No matter 
what subject 
he studied, he 
became an 
expert at i t , whether it was engi­
neering, business, photography, 
music or burglar alarms," 
Greenfield said. He explained that 
when officials decided it was time 
to purchase an alarm system for 
Acromag that Patton thoroughly 
researched the product line. 

"He also cared about the wel­
fare of his employees. His number 
one objecdve was job security for 
his employees. He ran the compa­
ny conservatively to maintain sta­
ble employment for his workers," 
Greenfield said.

Police didn't have to look hard 
for the second suspect in a July 15 
armed carjacking in Novi. 

According to Novi Police 
Detective David Molloy, Daniel 
Will iams, 25, was apprehended 
about noon July 22 as he walked 
up to the parole office on DeU-oit's 
Clinton street to meet with his 
probadon officer. 

Mol loy said Williams was on 
probation for a auto Uieft convic­
tion stemming from a 1999 inci­
dent in DcU-oit. 

Novi Police say Williams was 
die wheelman for Brian Jones, 26, 
who diey say took a 2003 B M W 
X-5 at gunpoint from an 18-year-
old Plymouth boy at the 
Speedway gas station at die cor­
ner of Novi and 10 Mile roads. 

The SUV was recovered in 
Livonia less than an hour after the 
carjacking, and Jones is now 
being heW on a $1 mill ion bond at 
the Oakland County Jail, charged 
with carjacking, armed robbery, 
felonious assault and possession 
of a stolen credit card. 

Mol loy said both men have 
extensive criminal records and are 
long-fime associates. He noted 
Jones had only been out of prison 
since May, paroled on a'1999 auto 
theft conviction. He said the pair 
could be prosecuted as habitual 
offenders. 

The Plymouth teen was accom­
panied by a 19-year-old 
Farmington man and three Novi 
teenage girls. None of them were 
injured in the incident, which 
police believe was triggered by 
the SUV's "spinner wheels," 
Molloy said within a week of the 
Novi incident, spinner wheels 
were the target of a carjacking in 
Warren and two mdre in Livonia. 
However, he added, it's not 
beleived the cases are directly 
related. 

Molloy said investigators have 
yet to locate the white Buick 
Williams reportedly used in the 
carjacking or the semi-automatic 
handgun Uiey say Jones used.

Designed by ihe late Gordon 
Buehrig. recognized as one of ihe 
lasi great individual car designers, 
the Speedster is one of the most 
sought-after cars of ils era. With 
an impossibly long hood, enor­
mous flaring pontoon fenders and 
a ragtop Uiat looks more like a 
cap, the Speedster looks fast. 

A metal tag affixed lo the dash 
of each o f the some 140 cars built 
between 1935 and '36.signed by 
Auburn, Cord, Dusenberg's chief 
test driver Ab Jenkins attested to 
the fact that the car had been test 
driven in excess 100 mph at the 
factory's grounds in Auburn, Ind. 
Coppola found another metal tag 
beneath the debris in the golf bag 
compartment behind the rear seat. 

The tag, which had once been 
glued to the dash, read, "This car 
especially made for E.A.. 
Schwarzkoff." A teacher friend of 
Coppola's did a little research and 
discovered that Schwarzkoff had 
been a famous opera diva in ihe 
mid 1930s. "Now there's some 
history for you," said Coppola, 
waving the tag which he plans on 
using as a keychain tag his car. 

Of course Aubums, Cords and 
Dusenbergs were never blue col­
lar cars. The Meadow Brook 
Concours d'Elegance is marking 
its 25th year with a display of 25 
Dusenbergs. Organizers say it's 
ihe most significant collection of 
cars in one place since six Bugaid 
Royales were brought together at 
Pebble Beach, Calif.

Legislation State Sen. Nancy 
Cassis (R-Novi) sponsored requir­
ing the Michigan Department of 
Treasury to publish their letter rul­
ings was signed into law, ensuring 
that the public wi l l now be able io 
easily access those rulings. 

'Th is new law is a viclofy for 
taxpayers," Cassis said. " I t has 
always been my commitment to 
make Michigan laws more tax­
payer friendly by ensuring that 
people have access to all the infor-
madon they need in making sound 
tax decisions in compliance with 
state laws and regulations." 

Letter rulings are official deci­
sions made by the Department o f 
Treasury thai respond io questions 
posed by taxpayers on issues that 
may be unclear in the law. In the 
past, the publishing of letter ru l ­
ings was common practice. Over 
tile last three years, however, the 
department has cut back in publi­
cation. 

"If. die IRS publishes their fu l -
ings, i t is just common sense that 
tiie State o f Michigan follow suit," 
Cassis said. "We afe here to serve 
the people of Michigan, and this 
law { H o v i d e s better access to pub­
lic information." 

The legislation. Senate BiU 121, 
passed wi th overwhelming bi-par­
tisan support boUi the House and 
Sena^ unanimously. The bi l l w a s 
signed by the governor a n d 
assigned Public Ac t 92 of 2003.

1940 LaSalle Club Coupe. " I t was 
all restored by me," he said, smil­
ing broadly. Five years later the 
Concours judges recognized his 
1939 Cadillac as the most signif i­
cant G M car at the show. 

Today Coppola has seven cars. 
Including ihe Speedster, in his 
collection. "It 's not about quanti­
ty, it's about quality. This is qual­
ity. I've been tilrough every bolt," 
he said wi th a wave to the 
Speedster. 

"Sometimes," said Theresa. "1 
think it's a little over excessive. 
But I 'm very proud of him. He's a 
very talented man."

A native of Portsmouth, va., 
Palton was die eldest son of Henr>' 
W. Palton, M.D.. of Jonesborough, 
Tenn., and Osborne P. Monris Patton 
of Knoxville, Tenn. 

At die dme of Henry's birth, Dr 
Patton was on the staff of die 
Portsmoudi Naval Hospital. As die 
Navy assigned Dr. Patton lo various 
duly sladons, Henry moved widi die 
family, crisscrossing die U.S. many 
times. His modier died in 1935 
while die family was living on die 
Great Lakes Naval Training Station 
in Illinois.

Sometime later. Dr. Palton mar­
ried Alia Lec of Bremerton, Wash., 
who raised Henry I I and his younger 
brother, David. During World War 
II , die family lived in San Diego, 
Calif. Henry II was accepted inlo the 
Naval oniccr Training Program and 
served his enlistment at the 
University of Colorado in Boulder 
until Ihe end of die war. Dr Patton 
died in June 1945 overseiis while his 
son was in college. 

Ration Wiis discharged from die 
Navy and remained at die 
University of Colorado, where he 
earned a bachelor's degree in elec­
trical engineering. 

When his slepmodier, Alta L.ee 
Patton, remarried and moved to 
Lansing in 1946, Patton started 
working at the Board of Electric, 
Light and Power in Lansing. 

He also worked for die Baldwin 
Co. in Cincinnati, Airpac in 
Baltimore and die Collins Radio Co. 
in Cedar Rapids, Iowa. Widi the 
support of some of his fellow engi­
neers at Collins and odiers, Patton 
formed Acromag on die west side of 

Deutiil in 1957. 
Recognized as a corporate leader, 

Patton was asked to participate In an 
educational program for young 
entrepreneurs at Harvard University. 
He was featured in a Time magazine 
article aboul die program during diis 
time. 

After Acromag relocated to 
Wixom in 1965, Palton lived in 
Novi. During the laie 1970s, Paiton 
tried to diversify die business and 
purchased the viking Clock Co. in 
Foley, Ala. He lived in Foley for sev­
eral years, attempting to tum viking 
inlo a successful company. 

However, a major hurricane 
dcsuxiyed bodi die market and die 
community infrastructure where 
viking sold its producls along die 
Gulf Coast. Patton remained in 
Foley until Acromag could sell die 
clock business, then moved to Lyon 
Township so he could focus on die 
Wixom business. He remained a 
resident of Lyon Township until his 
deaUi. 

Palton is survived by his bodier, 
David, of Wichita, Kan. 

Interment took place at Old 
Jonesborough Cemetery in 
Jonesborough, Tenn.

,1 Wheeler said he is thrilled to be 
"jparl o f Ihc Novi dining and enter­

tainment scene since the family 
has been trying to find a spot in 
Novi for a while. 

"We tried to buy Country 
Epicure a few years ago, but the 
deal fell through," Wheeler said. 

"1 talked to the people at Local 
Color, and Pclcr Paisley told me 1 
should talk to Tom Cclani, who 
owned this properly," Wheeler 
said. 

The site had been vacant after 
Vic's Market closed a couple of 
years ago.

Construction al Novi High 
School and the brand new Novi 
Woods Elementary School 
building is moving right along 
as scheduled, and in a few 
cases, ahead of schedule. 

According Io Arthur Eckerl, 
project engineer for Skanska 
Construct ion, when students 
return to the high school in late 
August, they w i l l find that Ihe 
first course of asphalt w i l l be 
placed on the Ten Mile parking 
lot, the soulh parking lot off 
Taft Road and the bus loop just 
west o f Ihe eafeleria. They 
should also expecl lo sec Ihe 
structural sleel up and some 
masonry walls starting to come 
out of the ground on Ihe new 
two-slor'y addition. 

"The south parking lot off of 
Taft Road is the new, very 
large parking lot just north of 
the baseball f ie ld," Eckerl said. 

"The front office area should 
also be completed and Ihere 
wi l l be some temporary prolec-
l ion put in unti l November 
when we start doing Ihe new 
atrium area between the cafete­
ria and Ihc existing school. We 
arc actually ahead of schedule 
by one year on the Ten Mile 
parking lot. Originally i t was­
n't supposed to be done until" 
next summer, but we saw an 
opportunity and we jumped on 
it." 

Eckerl explained Ihat the 
reason why only the first 
course o f asphalt w i l l be 
placed by Ihe time school 
starts is because of the contin­
uing construction which wi l l 
be done next suinmer. 

"Everything is on schedule 
with the parking lots," he said. 
"Next summer the new stadium 
main entrance is going to be 
done, the loading dock area 
w i l l be done, the music addi­
tions w i l l be done, the tennis 

courts w i l l be done and, in 
November, we w i l l be starting 
up on the atrium and cafeteria 
renovations. We w i l l start inte­
r ior renovation next suninier as 
wel l ." 

For the two-story addit ion, 
structural steel is r ight on 
course. Concrete w i l l fol low 
after underground uti l i t ies are 
in place and water main work 
has started in that faci l i ty as 
w e i i . Grading on the soulh 
sports complex w i l l be done 
and the pool is progressing 
right on schedule. 

"The cei l ing is now com­
plete in the pool and in the 
next week or two we w i l l begin 
the footings i'or the addition 
portion o f Ihe pool ," Eckerl 
said. " In the front office area, 
which w i l l be the new main 
off ice, finishes are going in 
there r ight now. The athletic 
office renovation w i l l be pretty 
close to complete in August 
too." 

Skanska Project 
Superintendent B i i i Oiszewski 
is in charge of the new Novi 
Woods school. L ike Eckerl, he 
also said the bui ld ing wi l l be 
ready once students return. 
"We are on schedule," he said. 
"We are scheduled lo lei the 
tciichei's move in by August 11 

- and we are looking at the final 
fire marshall inspection proba­
bly August 6. Basically all we 
are doing now is hanging a few 
l ights , doing some painting 
and finishing up some floor 
work." 

The construct ion crew is 
now in the process o f setting 
up to refinish the main corridor 
of the school. There are also 

handful of rooms and special 
entry ways left to be painted. 

"The entry ways \ v i l l be 
painted w i th n iu l l i - eo lored 
paint which actually mixes in 
the spray gun," Olszewski said. 
"They should be s lan i i ig lha l 
Illis week loo. We are nieeting 
with tiie archilecl here shortly 
to go over our final check l ist . 
I have a few windows which I 
have to set yel, bul on Ihe 
whole wc are in f inish mode."

• Entrepreneurs 
open new blind-
cleaning business

If you have blinds on your 
windows at home or work, 
cleaning them is a chore that's 
akin to removing the dust from 
underneath your refrigerator. 

It's sonieihing you can always 
pul of f until tomorrow. 

Bui a new mobile business 
that just opened in May in this 
area - Dirtyblinds.coin o f Novi 
- s imp l i f i es this daunting task. 

Entrepreneurs Dave Kcnney 
and Phil Cirka of Novi have 
partnered in the new business. 
They w i l l be on hand at the 
Sidewalk Sale, Shoppin' Jubilee 
and Health Fair in downtown 
Northvil le Saturday to pass out 
inforiuation on their high-tech, 
blind-cleaning machine. 

"We thought this idea would 
be a good venture. There isn't 
another business like this in the 
Novi-Norlhvi l lc area," Kenney 
said. 

"Wc clean all types of blinds 
with an ultrasonic device. I l has 
a six-foot tank that's divided. 
We put aboul six io 10 inches of 
water in ihe iank. One side is 
Tilled wi ih a cleaning agent and 
water. The olher side is fo r rins­
ing and includes a dry ing 
agent," he explained. 

"We are trained and certified 

to operate the equipment," 
Kenney said. 

When ihe mobile business 
comes to a home or business, 
Dir iybl inds.com workers 
remove the blind with the head-
rail still attached. 

"We pull ihe cord, close it, 
take it to our truck, then open 
the blind six io eight inches and 
put ihe entire blind into the 
ultrasonic tank," Cirka 
explained. 

After a couple of minutes, ihe 
blind is moved io the rinse tank. 

"We have set cleaning times 
for different types o f blinds," he 
said. "It's usually a minute lo a 
minute and a half. The maxi­
mum for any type of bl ind 
cleaning is about two minutes,". 
Cirka said. 

"It's l ike when you get your 
ring cleaned al the jeweler's. 
It's the same basic principle, 
jus i on a larger scale," Cirka 
said. "Ultrasonics is just in its 
infancy. There's a lot of applica­
tions for this lechnology. 

"As soon as you put the blind 
in the tank, you can see the dirt 
l i f t ing away. And i f you look at 
your hands while they're in ihe 
water, it even cleans the dirt and 
oi l from your hands," he.said. 

In the trailer, they take the 
blinds and stand Ihem up side­
ways io drain the water off. 
Then they carry Ihcm into the 
house and put them back up. In 
15 to 20 minutes, they're com­
pletely dry. Some material 
blinds, silhouette, honeycomb 
and pleated blinds take a little 
longer to dry, Cirka said. 

Clients include both residen­
tial and commercial accounts. 

"We're just getting started. 
This is an ideal service for hos­
pitals, nursing homes, restau­
rants, offices or any business or 
home that has blinds," he said. 

" I f your blinds arc not 
becoming to you, they should be 
coming to us," Cirka. 

Kenney said the new business 
is starting to catch on. "Right 
now, people are finding out 
about us through word of 
mouth. But we're starting io 
advertise in the area," he said. 

The ultrasonic cleaning 
device is a safe and quick pro­
cedure, and it also lubricates ihe 
mechanical parts of the blind, 
according io ihe partners. 

"We clean most types of 
blinds, including steel Venetian 
blinds, mini-blinds, honeycomb 
bl inds, wood blinds, woven 
wood blinds, silhouette blinds 
and others," Cirka noted. 

"We charge by the linear fool 
- using the width of the blind 
only," Kenney added. "And we 
also give free estimates."

• Smal l Town 
Design Initiative 
offers new look 
for c o m m u n i t y

It's always a good idea to find a 
fresh approach when embarking 
on a new venlure. - , . . . -

Walled Lake city planners 
recently gol some advice from 
landscape architect design stu­
dents from Michigan Slate 
Universily (MSU) in East 
Lansing. 

In the university's Small Town 
Design Initiative program, stu­
dents are asked to tour a city, take 
pictures, and invent new design 
concepts for possible use. 

Students visited Walled Lake in 
January, taking a tour of the ciiy 
and later developed several ideas. 

Residents were invited to meet 
with the students in Apri l to offer 
feedback on students' first draft of 
13 various design concepts of the 
city. Students then incorporated 
citizens' comments in the final 
images presented to the commu­
nity recendy. 

Members of the community 
had a chance to see the fifth-year 
students' final designs at a special 
gathering on the evening of July 
14 at Lakes Baptist Church in 
Walled Lake. 

Warren Rauhe, a landscape 
architect who serves as an associ­
ate professor and director of the 
Landscape Architect Program at 
MSU, presented an overview of 
the students' ideas. 

Casey Ambrose, chairman of 
the Walled Lake Downtown 
Development Aulhority, and 
Leslie Meyers, director of plan­
ning and development for the City 
of Walled Lake, also attended the 
presentation. 

"This is the final meeting in the 

journey," Rauhe told the audience. 
Rauhe said the goal of the 

Small Town Design Initiative is to 
formalize the university's rela­
tionship with small communities 
and for the students lo be able to 
help towns by finding solutions to 
problem areas. 

"Their goal is to turn words 
inlo images. But it's nol a consult­
ing service. It's more of a starting 
point," he said. 

"It's also a way to put our stu­
dents in louch widi communities." 

"Their ideas wi l l be put inlo a 
final report, and we will give lhe 
city digital images as well," 
Rauhe noted. 

"We should have a product that 
w i l l be useful in a lot of ways. It's 
a 'here's-whal-il-could-look-like' 
approach." 

The area in question included 
Pontiac Trail from E. Walled Lake 
Road to E. Wesl Maple Road. 

Major design elements includ­
ed entry elements lo the cily thai 
are eye-catching; Pontiac Trail 

being treated like a ci ly street wi ih 
a tree-lined boulevard and pedes­
trian amenities; and an Historic 
Walking Dislricl that is pcdesiri-
an-friendly and showcases its 
location along the waterfront. 

Students felt a markclplacc 
could be a gathering place I'or res-
idenis, and a landijiark and park 
could provide a meeting place and 
mark the significance of the city's 
wetlands. 

"Tlie students found lhat many 
residents work outside of V/allcd 
Lake, so at the end of the day, 
they want rccrealion and/enter­
tainment locally," Rauhe said. "In 
the past. Walled Lake was an 
entertainment mecca for the 
Metro Detroit area." 

Pontiac Trail would be Walled 
Lake's "Main Street" with the 
concept of the boulevard coming 
up very strong, according lo 
Rauhe. 

The sludenls suggested new 
streetlights, paving and more 
shops for Walled Lake, with plaza 
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areas throughout lhe communiiy. The major eoncepl is for the

I am 83-years-old and wanl lo 

I 
don't think il"s fair tliat licoplc born 
iielwecn the years of 1917 and 1921 
get less Social Security lhan ollicrs. 
Can you explain this io me? If I'm 
being notched out of my fair Social 
Security share, I want i l back.

Dear Notched, 
You're not being "notched." I 

promi.sc! Over the years tlierc'.s been 
a lol of confusing misinfonnation 
out there aboui notch babies but the 
inilh of tlie matter is that you are 
probably being treated fairly and are 
gelling your fair share of Sixial 
Security bcnelll.s that Congress 
intended. Let ine explain. 

"Notch Babies" are |)coplc bom 
between 1917 ;ind 1921 who receive 
Social Security bencfiis calculated 
using a dilTcrcnl fonnula liian peo­
ple bom befoi'c or after that time. 

The reason i'or tiie Notch Baby 
.syndrome began back in i972 when 
Congress eiuieled changes to the 
Social Security law that established 
annual cost-of-living (COLA) 
increases in Social Security benefits. 
The formula lhal was sei by law was 
flvivwiai and actually paid too much 
lo benellciaiicii, and i f this wu.sn'i 

con-ecled the .system was iit risk of 
going bankrapt. Therefore the law 
was ch;inged in 1977 to fix lhe for­
mula, bul by that lime, many people 
bom bcuvcen 1910 and 1916 had 
alrciidy retired and had their henefils 
calculated using the inconecl for­
mula. Congress, in a compassionate 
move, opted nol to lake iinylhing 
away from Ihose retirees, therefore 
Ihose lieoplc iire receiving addition­
al money. Congress, in another 
conipassionate move, w;is also con­
cerned about the impact of this 
cli;uigc on lieoplc about lo relitc, so 
a special •'"transition" fonnula was 
created I'or people who were within 
five ycam of retiremeni age when 
lhe law was changed. 

There are three "classes" of 
Social Security beneficiaries. 

• Benefits for people bom before 
1917 iirc calculated under the incor­
rect 1972 formula, so Ihcy are actu­
ally getting a windfall (additional 
money), compaa'd to the original 
intent of Congress. 

• People bom between 1917 and 
1921 are paid the bcncfil.s calculated 
using eitliercoiTed 1977 fonnula or 
the transition fonnula, whichever is 
higher. 

• Tlic test of us! People bom afier 
1921, who have their benefits calcu­
lated using the con-cct 1977 fonnu­
la. 

Further confusing the Notch 
Haby issue il that some people loi-
gel lhal Social Securily ix-ncllls are 
dc|x;ndenl on Ihe eamings ol lhe 
person whose work recoixl is calcu­
lated. In other words, the moi-e Ihat 
was paid into Social Securily. ihc 
higher the hencllts will he. So. 
someone bom in 1916 with a high 
income would have a significanllv 
larger benefit than a low-income 
heneficiiiiy horn in 1917. 

There are some phony fiintl rais­
ing groups lhal solicit funds Irom 
people (whom they call victims) 
iiorn during llie 1917-1921 period. 
'I'liey want your money to help lix 
the problem, bul lememiier. Ihere s 
no problem lo lie fixed, so don't send 
your money! 

The bolloin line is that if you are 
a Notch Baby you're not being 
cheated out of your Socitil Secuntv 
benelTls which is figured by Ihc coir 
reel Social Sccunly lormula. lhe 
people who are acltiallv gelling the 
incoiTccl Social Sccunly amount are 
the lolks bom lielween 1910 and 
1916. Bul since it s more lhan Uncle 
Sam intended lo give them, they 
iiren 1 complaining. But then again, 
iieilher would I.

fheii last fhursday, Presidcnl George W. 
Bush was in Michigan, raising 
a reported $2 million al a 
.$2,00()-a-plalc fund raiser at 
Ihe Ril7, Carleton in Dcarboni, 
and speaking al the Beaver 
Aerospace & Defense compa­
ny in Livonia. There, he touted 
his .'S.'ISfl-billion lax cut over 
the iie.xt 10 ycai's as a boost for 
jobs and the economy: "The 
more money people have in 
their |X)ckels, the moi-e they 
demand goods and services. 
And Ihe more ihey demand 
goods and services, the more 
someone is willing lo produce 
gixxls and services." 

Mis eomiiieiiLs lie al the core 
of our present economic prcdicanicni. By all 
righls, Ihe macroecononiie slimuli already in 
place — a federal budget dcfieil now estimated 
al $4.'i() billion, rc|x;aled eiiomious lax cuts, 
inleiesl rales al 40-year lows — should by now 
haic produced a leirilic fKKim. Bui no boom is 
in sight. 

So what's going on here'? 
Kalliy's classmates in Wisconsin understand a 

big part of it. Al l over llie counlry whal were 
once solid jobs in manufacturing have simply 
evaporated. Companies have gone bust, unable 
to compete wilh cheaper foreign labor; jobs 
have been exported lo lower w;ige countries, 
first Io Mexico and now to India or China, And 
now it isn'l jusl the melal-bciicling jobs on the 

line dial arc al risk. The higher value-added jobs' 
in engineering and infonnation technology are 
moving abroad, especially lo India, where :in 
enormous pool of well educated Engiish-speak-
ing pcopie arc willing lo work for whal we 
would regard us licnnics. 

The olher part of the no-jobs puzzle emerges 
from dry data provided by the federal Bureau of 
Labor Statistics. Enonnous productivily gains 
stemming in very large part from tlie invest­
ments niiide in information lechnology over the 
past decade arc enabling businesses lo displace 
labor while mainlaining oulput. And with top 
line sales stubbornly Hal or even negative, busi­
nesses have no choice but to lay off workers io, 
mainlain profit margins. 

Both dicse factors — the evaporation of our 
manufacturing base and the productivity revolu­
tion — lie at the heart of the puzzling phenome­
non of die 'jobless recovery." In Michigan, for 
example, ihc cuiTcni jobless rale is 7.2 percent, 
Ihe highest .since 1992. And since President 
Bush entered ofllce, Michigan has Iosl 140,000 
inanufacluring jobs. Il's hard for mc lo sec how 
tax cuts alone address the fundiuiicnlal changes 
in the labor market that have led lo so much per­
sistent uncmploymenl.

That.pcrson is 
Phyllis Clancy, and C l i r i S C. D a V l S 
in case you haven't 
driven on Eight Mile near Novi 
Road on Monday afternoons as of 
late, you probably haven't seen 
her and her husband, Michael, 
standing on the traffic island hold­
ing posters advocating peace in 
Iraq. 

I've received a few phone calls 
— anonymous ones, naturally — 
from readers who wonder two 
things. First, they ask why a 
woman who "isn' l even from 
Northville" (NEWS FLASH: she 
is from Northville) is getting cov­
ered in the Record, and second, 
they insist she hasn't received per­
mission lo engage in the demon­
stration (NEWS FLASH: she has 
received permission lo engage in 
the demonstration.) 

Phyllis has jumped through the 
necessary hoops to have her voice 
heard, folks. She's gol a view­
point, and whether you agree wilh 
her polilics or nol, in llie United 
Slates of America (of which 
Northville is part, last lime 1 
checked a map) you hiive the right 
to raise a stink when something 
gels under your skin. Provided 

you raise that 
slink in accor­
dance with feder­
al, slate and local 
laws, pelitioning 
the government 
for a redress of 
grievances is 
allowable. 

Obviously, 
Phyll is' right to 
speak out against 
the war in Iraq 

' ddein' t jiut her 
inside a bubble, 
and those who

If the 
callers who left messages for me 
would have also left a phone num­
ber, 1 would gladly have called 
them biick and invited them lo 
cither write a letter in opposition 
or to stage a demonstration of 
their own. Bodi approaches would 
have been given the same level of 
attention as what Phyllis has done. 

Hey — fair is fair, right? 
As I wrote three months ago, 

when U.S. forces helped knock 
down a statue of Saddam Hussein, 
that moment took on special 
meaning for the Iraqi people 
because for the first time in a very 
long lime, citizens were able,lo 
voice Iheir opinions and let their 

true feelings show. Scenes of 
Baghdad residenls dragging the 
statue's head through the streets 
and beating it whh shoes may 
have been tremendous PR for 
Washington, but there's no deny­
ing that the joy of tho.se riding 
along on the deposed dictator's 
steel cranium was genuine. Thai 
freedom — the freedom to stand 
up and say "This is what 1 
believe" — is something we often 
lake for granted in this country, 
bui il's a precious, precious right, 
and it's one wlio.se defense often 
comes wilh a big price tag. 

To Phyllis: speak your mind, 
and provided you follow the rules 
of the game, don'l ever be 
ashamed to speak your convie-
lions. Just understand that the 
squeaky wheel gets ihe grease, 
and sometimes that grease gets 
dumped, rather than applied in 
gentle drops. 

To Phyllis' opponents: she's nol 
the only one who can carry a piece 
of cardboard. Got a beef? Write 
me, or gel oul there and have a 
demonstration of your own. 
Freedom o f speech doesn't mean 
freedom from speech. I f you don't 
like whal she's saying, say some­
thing else. ( I f you've already writ­
ten a letter for publication, thanks 
You're helping move dialogue just 
as much as Phyllis is.) 

A variety of opinions is central 
to any working democracy. 
Expressing those opinions can be a 
messy process, but it's been done 
in diis country for 227 years, and 
we're still here, stronger than ever

F o c u s o n c h i l d r e n ' s v i s i o n 

Summer is half over, and 
already parents are getting bom­
barded with back-to-school lists. 
Besides researching the proper 
daycare or school to enroll your 
child in, parents akso have to fit in 
all the medical appointments that 
need to be made before the back-
to-.school rush. Many schools 
require sports physicals and then 
there is the trip to the dentist and 
the pediatrician. But what aboul 
your child's vision and eye health? 

Most parents are unsure about 
when to take their child for an eye 
exam with an optometrist. Many 
assume that screening tests done 
by the pediatrician or school are 
an adequate substitute for a full 
eye examination. Most parents 
believe that if Uieir child passes a 
vision screening that it must be 
enough. However, there are some 
real shortcomings with these 
vision screenings. The testing pri­
marily focuses on evaluating dis­
tance vision, without testing for 
deficits in close vision or visual 
processing. The vision.lesl done in 
a pediatrician's office is just a 
small part of a comprehensive 
medical evaluation and in school 
settings the children may have 
many distractions. 

Concern for the effectiveness of 
vision screenings has been high­
lighted by six separate national 
studies Ihat show screenings done 
in such settings miss a vision 
defect in one out o f six children. 
This is a big concern when 80 per­
cent of everything a child leams 
depends on ihe function of die 
vi.suai system, vision problems 
can affect a child's scholastic, ath-

letic and social performance i f 
they are nol diagnosed and treated 
in time. 

Attention on children's vision 
has risen on the slate and national 
level. The Cenlers for Disease 
Conlrol(CDC) put vision loss high 
on its agenda and identified ten 
vision objectives relating lo chil­
dren. They recognize vision disor­
ders as the leading cause of hand­
icapped conditions in children, 
with amblyopia being the most 
common pediatric eye disease. 
Amblyopia is a permanent loss of 
vision in one eye due lo improper 
eye muscle alignment (lazy eye) 
or a large uncorrected difference 
in eyeglass prcscripiion between 
the two eyes. When children are 
young and their visual system is 
developing, i f either of these two 
conditions are present, the brain 
could "ignore" ihe weaker eye and 
not develop i l properly. However, 
i f the condirion is diagncsed by an 
eye doctor at an early age, it can 
be treated with either glasses or by 
wearing an eye patch to help the 
weak eye develop. Thus, although 
amblyopia is permanent loss of 
vision in children older than 10 or 
11 years, it can be successfully 
treated at younger ages. 

One of the saddest things 1 have 
to do is tell a parent that their 
child is too old be treated for 
amblyopia, when i f I had seen dial 
same child when they were four or 
five, I could have helped them. 

The state of Kentucky began a 
nationwide movement by passing 
a law in July of 2000 mandating 
that a child cannot enter kinder­
garten without having an eye 

examination by an eyecare spe­
cialist. Once the new law was 
passed in Kentucky, data showed 
that neariy one in seven children 
examined needed glas.ses and 5 
percent had a major undiagnosed 
vision condition. 

What if parents are unable to 
meet the cost of their child's eye-
care? There are many programs 
including the local Lion's clubs as 
well as a nationwide program by 
the American Optometric 
Association called v lS ION USA. 
v IS ION USA is a year-round pro­
gram that offers free examinations 
donated by local optometrists for 
the working poor Earlier this year 
I had the opportunity to examine a 
family of three children dirough 
this program. The oldest child had 
a permanent visual loss from 
amblyopia, but the younger girl 
was given a prescription for glass­
es to hopefully prevent the condi­
tion. Eariy intervention makes all 
the difference in the worid for a 
child's visual development. Jt is a 
shame to see this condition still 
leaving so many children widi 
permanent vision loss when it is 
so easily prevented. 

When you make your back-to-
school to-do list, consider whether 
your child's vision has been prop­
erty examined.

East sneaks by West in All-Star game

Ii may not have been the 
score-fesi that some fans would 
have liked, but the 2003 
Michigan High School Football

In the end, it was the defense

row. 

"I felt l did pretty well as a 
whole," Chandler said, and then 
added diat it was the entire corps 
that held the West.

• shut them down and we managed 
to hold them scoreless for- diree 
quarters. Overall. I diought we 
did pretty well." 

The East didn't have die stellar 
offensive capabilities that one 
might expect from an All-Star 

team, but, then again, they only 
had a week to praciice. 

"It takes a lot longer than a 
week to put together an entire 
offense," Chandler noted. "I 
thought that as a team we went 
out there and did what we were 
told." 

Chandler also noted that he 
felt the West squad may not have 
had their entire team on the same 
page.

My mother gives all lier chi l ­
dren salt I'or Chrislmas. enough lo 
last the year. She is a member ol 
The Grain & 

ration tliat goes inlo Iheir prodiic-
l ion. As can be imagined, froni 
its name, salt is one of their niiijor 
goods. 

Salt's history as one of the 
world's oldest commodities is 
interesting and intricate. The ear­
liest written record of salt pro­
duction dates back lo 800 BC in 
China. The technique used was 
simple hut reliable: boil ocean 
water in clay vessels unti l 
reduced to pots of salt crystals. 
The Chinese rarely sprinkled salt 
on their food, it was loo expen­
sive, bul added i l in the form of 

various condiments. Sonie exam­
ples would be soy sauce, which is 
soybeans fcrincnicd in salt, also 
known as lactic acid fermenta­
tion. The beans arc covered with 
approximately their weight in 
salt, allowed to "brew" between 
64 and 71 degrees. As tlie beans 
begin to rot, the sugars break 
down and produce ladie acid, 
which acts as a preservative. 
Unlike the Chinese, the Roman's 
used sail crystals to directly lla-
vor their food. The most common 
to us was on salad greens. The 
lerm salad is derived from their 
word "sailed". 

The ancient Egyptians wor­
shipped dead liodies believing 
them to he a vessel conneeling 
Ihe earthly life lo the afterlife. Il 
was idciil to h;ive ihc body per­
manently preserved. Egyptian 
burial sites have been found thiU 
conlain 5()00-year-old corpses 
wilh llesh and skin intact. The 
dry salty desert sand protected 
them and this natural phenome­
non held Ihe rudiments of an idea 
about preserving flesh - one of 
tlie oldest uses of salt.

lefrigeralion became the norm, 
salt was Ihe iiuijor way to pre­
serve fish: anchovies and salmon, 
(gravlox), are sonie examples. 
Although difllcult to find, salt 
cod remains one of life's true 
pleasures. There is nothing that 
compares lo Ihe famous brandiide 
de moru liie Provenciil dish of salt 
cod, olive oi l , gadic, milk and 
cream. 

Anolhcr favorite is thinly 
sliced cured salmon on garlic 
cronies wilh capers iind thinly 
sliced red onions. Other siilled 
foods include hams: Italian 
Pioscuitio, French Biiyonne, 
Germany's Wesiplialian and 
Virginia's Smithf ield, aged 
cheeses, olives, corned beef and 
an incredible array of pickled 
products. The famous chou-
croiile. or pickled cabbage, had 
its beginnings in China and later, 
the Germiuis and French devel­
oped llicir own styles. Earliest 
condiments included garum, a 
fish and salt sauce that surfaced 
in Greece in ')00 AD. A cousin is 
nuoc nam, Vietnamese fish sauce. 

Not to be missed are the 
famous Worcestershire and 
Tabasco sauces, mustard and 
ketchup. The original ketchup. 

developed by the English, was 
maiie from a base of anchovies. 
The name is derived irom an 
Indonesian fish and .soy sauce 
ketchap ikan. Ketchup, as wc 
know it lodiiy, is truly Ainericiin 
made wilh an American plant, the 
tomato. 

A 1920's booklel writlcn by 
the diamond crystal salt company 
of St. Claire, Michigan offers 101 
uses for table salt. In reality, llic 
figure quoted by the modern salt 
industry sites 14,000 uses. Salt is 
not only jusl valuable as a preser­
vative and I'or flavoring. It melts 
ice, is used in gunpowder (salt­
peter), iis a cure in poultices and 
salt batli.s, in glass making and 
textile manufacturing and in the 
chlorine form as liquid bleach. 
Chlorine was the "mustard gas" 
that was used during WWI . 

Salt's most important role is 
tiie liiainlcnancc of life. Sodium, 
in tlie form of sodium chloride 
plays an importiint piirt in many 
bodiiy functions, it activates Ihe 
first enzyme present in the 
mouth, salivary amylase, pro­
duces hydrochloric acid, a secre­
tion necessary I'or digestion, is 
imperative I'or respiratory func­
tion and Iraiismits nerve impulses 

I Visit Shawtimes.SonyPiGtures.com 
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and moves muscle tissue includ­
ing the heart. The bottom line is, 
we could not survive without salt. 
Griinlcd, there arc some people 
who need to restrict their intake 
and should do so. Tiie average 
human iiody contains 250 grams 
of salt (four shakers worth), to 
maintain these luiictions. It is 
always being lost through bodily 
functions and must be rciilaced. 

1 am especially conscious of 
salt use at Diamond Jim Brady's 
Bi.slro. One of the first ihings that 
i do upon entering our resiauriint 
is to try the soups, chilies, accom­
paniments and sauces. Anything 
that is prepared ahead of time 
gets the tasle lest. Mostly, what 1 
am looking I'or is good flavor. 1 
want natural flavors to sliine and 
to do so requires the addition o f 
salt. We do not use table salt but 
kosher. It is coarse grained and 
docs not contain any additives. I 
also think that a lesser amount 
produces llie same effect as the 
fine-grained refined salt. 

We don't depend on .salt exclu­
sively for flavor, it is an enhancer. 

Fresh ingredients don't require 
much salt, a sprinkle iiere, and a 
sprinkle there Reduced sauces 
are intense enough for jusl a 
pineii. Often time with soups, I'll 
sulistilute a dash of lemon juice 
for some of the salt, and at home 
I love a .s(|ueczc of lime on an ear 
o f grilled corn instead of .salt. 
One of my favorite, favorite 
meals is just picked baliy lettuce; 
beautiful toniiUocs and fresh 
inoz/.ardla drizzled wilh olive oi l 
and a touch of Celtic sea salt. 
This Celtic salt is my mom's gift 
and is farmed in the salt marshes 
in Brillany, France. The light gray 
crystals form around liny parti­
cles of clay and micro algae, 
picking up liieir flavors. It's a 
wonderful treat. Not only docs it 
have a dc/ighlfu/ flavor [trafile 
bul is packed wi th minerals such 
as magnesium, calcium and 
polassiuni. 

Thanks I'or the salt mom! You 
must really love nie.

Here are some favorites to spruce 
things up: 

• New rose varieties. I f you're tired of 
garden-variety roses, look for two new 
blooms this season: Hot Cocoa and 
Eureka. 

"They're just ijoth so colorful; they're 
fragrant and the colors on both are 
knock-out colors." says Jan Shannon, 
master gardener and finit vice president 
of the Corpus Christi (Texas) Rose 
Society 

Hot Cocoa is a smoky chocolate-
orange color and Eureka can range from 
bulier yellow io apricot gold. Both need 
at least six hours of direct sunlight to 

bloom. 
• Water fountains or ponds. Heighten 

Ihe sense of sound in the garden with an 
inground founiain, an increasingly popu­
lar way to add waler to the landscape. 

They're a great water source for 
wildlife, too, says John Watson, who 
built the rose garden fountain at the 
Corpus Christi Botanical Garden. 
Watson has built fountains from clay 
pottery and statues to add interest. Be 
sure to stock your birdfeeders for diose 
new garden guests. 

• Painted wooden benches. Hand-
painied garden scenes can ium a plain 
wooden bench into a work of art. 

'To a person who re.illy spends rime 
in his or her yard, it just enhances the 
environment," said Thelma Adam.s. 
owner of Adams Flowers and Nursery in 
Rockpori. Texas. And die bench makes a 
vard more inviting if placed in die patio, 

the Iront porch or beside a green­
house, she said. 

• Potted mini-gar­
dens. Blooming gar­
den pots are an excit­
ing way to brighten 
land.scapes during 
spring months, says 
Debbie Pinkerton. 
buyer for G i l l 
Landscape Nursery in 
Corpus Christi. Mixes 

include annuals, perennials, blooming 
tropical plants, shrubs and vines. 

Pinkenon recommends these combi­
nations for sunny environments: Antigua 
marigolds with Dalberg daisies; gerani­
ums, petunias and alyssum; Victoria blue 
salvia with new gold 
laniana (perennial f^-
pot); fenileai laven­
der, Mexican mint 
marigold and pros­
trate rosemary. 

• Butterfly gar­
dening. Add plants lo 
attract certain 
wildlife — in this 
case, butterflies. 
Their favorite plants inlcude passion 
vine, butlerfly weed and flowers widi 
landing pads such as daisies and pentas, 
planted in sunny areas. Muddy puddles 
provide male butterfly with essential 
minerals needed for mating. 

"If you plant for butterflies, you 
shouldn't spray (pesticides) for caterpil­
lars," said Jane Deisler-Seno, who 
helped develop an outdoor butterfly gar­
den at the Corpus Christi Museum of 
Natural History. "In return, you get die 
beautiful butterflies In your yard. You'll 
have to tolerate a little bit of leaf chew­
ing." 

• Aluminum and copper ddcor. The 
copper dragonfly with blue metal mesh 
wings in Art Babbitt's yard will last a 
long time. "More people are doing out­
door art diat w i l l survive in Texas than 
diey ever have before." said Babbitt, co-
owner of Patio and Interiors in Corpus 

Christi. "We have a very highly corrosive 
place to live." 

Babbitt says people are buying more 
free-standing or wall-hanging cast alu­
minum fish, birds and seahorses and cast 
resin signs dial read. "Welcome to my 
garden." 

• Rock designs. A diIee-foot high 
rock wall and a teHaced walkway are 
just a few additions dial Nancy Douglas 
has added to the landscape of her Padre 
Island hoIne. The yard was featured in 
last year's Corpus Christi Garden 
Council's spring garden tour and shows 
die growing trend in die use of rocjp in 
landscapes. 

"It gives (my home) a cozy Cottage 
look — a warm look." lJouglas says. 
"I've brought rocks back from all over 
llie worid."

Want to be llie victim of an un.scrupulous con­
tractor? Here's how: 

• Hire the first "contractor" who comes to your 
door to point out a "problctii" with your home, claims 
to have materials "left over" from ;iiiolher job or just 
"happen.s" to be in the neighborhood. 

• Don't check with your state's consumer protec­
tion office, Better Business Bureau or court clerk's 
oflice to see if any complaints, criminal charges, law­
suits, judgments or liens have been filed against the 
coniractor. 

• Succumb to ihe high-pressure spiel of a "coii-
iracior" whose sales tactics include a "loday only six;-
cial" or a "limited price" ofl'er 

• Don'l iisk for references. 
• Don't bother with a written contract. 
• Sign a bkmk coniraci or one lhal doesn't include 

all the costs and supplies. 
• Don't check with your homeowner's insurance 

policy to .see if it covers the repairs that have to be 
done. 

• Pay the contractor, in full, before he or she starts 
the job. 

Sounds ridiculous? Of course. 
But you might be surprised how many homeown­

ers fail to protect themselves and their bank accouiils 
when Ihey hire a "he seemed so nice" coniractor to do 
everything from .sealing the driveway to building a 
new addition. 

Fortunately, most contractors are reputable and tal­
ented craftsmen and women who take pride in their 
work, return calls promptly show up when they say 
they wil l and pay iheir employees and suppliers on 
lime. 

Bul le.ss ihim reputable contractors are out iind 
about Irying to make your money their money All too 
often they succeed. 

But "Many of these unscrupulous contractors can 
be put out of business if consumers learn how to pro­
tect Ihemselves," says Pennsylvania Allomey General 
Mike Fisher, whose office includes the state's con­
sumer protection bureau. 

Here's how: 
• Start your .search for a competent contractor 

early — at least a year in advance for major work. 
Consult with family members, friends and co-work­
ers who have lirslhaiid — not word of mouth — 
experience with the contractor they recommend. 

• Ask the contractor for at least Ihree references 
relating to the kind of work you want done, call each 
one aild ask i f you can see ilie work. No references? 

.ISow.ork.: . ; ,, i,^,,,. , 
• Insist dial Ihe conU"acl include: A complele 

description of the work to be done; the type, quality 
and warranty of materials lo be used; a start and fin­
ish date; a penalty clause for failure to complete the 
work on lime; all the financial terais and payment 
schedules; a guarantee that old materials will be 
removed and a ihree-day, righl-of-cancellation notice. 

l i Also insist that the coniractor: Secure all the 
proper pennils; has liability and workers compensa­
tion insurance and keeps the job site clean and safe 
for die duration of the work. 

• If you have questions about die quality of the 
work, contact your local building codes officer. 

• Make a reasonable down payment. Don't make 
die final payment until you are completely satisfied 
with die work. No exceptions. Money is the ultimate 
leverage. 

But, when it's lime to pay up, do it.

Americans love big lawns of lush, healthy, green 

grass, and few patches of turf are more inspiring, or 
more carefully tended, than professional baseball 
fields. Of course, ballparks have die advantage of 
highly miined groundskeeping crews, but there's no

Field, one of the oldest and most famous parks in 
baseball and home of the Chicago Cubs. In a worid 
full of Aslroturf', Baird uses his green thumb to keep 
die natural grass field looking tip-lop for die boys of 
summer. Here he offers his expert tips for maintain­
ing die perfect lawn: 

• The "step test": To test your lawn's health, says 
Baird, all you have to do is step on the grass, then 
move your foot and examine die spot you stepped on. 
I f die grass springs back up, it's a good sign that your 
lawn is healdiy 

• Water: Baird believes in giving his lawn a good 
soaking once a week, l l works far better, he finds, 
dian watering every day. 

• Mowing: Make sure your lawn mover has a very 
sharp blade, so you get a nice crisp cut. When the 
grass grows back, it will be much diicker. 

• Autumn: Baird recommends slaying a season 
ahead widi your lawn care, which means taking care 
of your grass during die autumn so it's as healdiy as 
possible before die onset of winter. 

• Spring: In die spring, he suggests giving die lawn 
a good raking to get rid of die dead material dial has 
accumulated over die winter. This will allow die grass 
to breadie and grow. 

• Weeds: A good healdiy lawn will keep weeds 
from developing, but if your lawn is weak, it's going 
to have weeds. So make sure lo take care of your lawn 
so it stays diick and healdiy and looks as green and 
beautiful as die ones diat die pros play baseball on.

annually renewable raw material that can replace 
petrochemicals in fiber and plastics. 

Biodegrad;ible, fire-resistant com fiber is now 
available in competitively priced bedding prod­
ucts. It's .scheduled to hit the U.S. fashion m.trkels 
by next fall or spring 2004. And soon grocers and 
delicatessens will follow Japan and Europe's letid 
in selling food in eleitf containers made from 
corn-based resin. 

Leading this new trend are chemists at Ciu-gill 
Dow, who have invented a process they hope will 
revolutionize the way the worid makes fabrics, 
food packaging and hundreds of odier products. 

Cargill Dow's patented com resin is a form of 
plastic lhal can be spun into libers. The technolo­
gy wiis developed by agricultural processing giant 
Cargill Inc. .ind petrochemical producer Dow 
Chemical Co. in a joint venture that began in 
1997. Cargill Dow is a stand-alone company. 

Products made from com resin can decompose 
in composting landfills within 50 days and could 
dramatically reduce pollution as well as the 
worid's reliance on cnide oil To make polyestera, 
plastics and olher products, said Patrick Gruber, 
vice president of Cargill Dow. 

"Vi'e really Ciin displace petrochemicals," he 
said. "We can make products that work! We ciih ' 
reduce the overall environmental footprint. We 
can make it more clean and green and more eco­
nomical. We can do all of that with die technolo­
gy we have loday. Tliat's prelly exciting." 

Many government iind industrial leaders are 
watching. Cargill Dow's process is "hugely sig­
nificant," said Brent Erickson, vice president of 
industrial and environmental biotechnology at the 
Biotechnology Industry Organization in 
Washington, D.C. 'This is the leading edge of a 
revolution that we're seeing in biotechnology." 

Cargill Dow and its competitors are taking 
industrial biotechnology into various manufactur­
ing .sectors and are creating a market dial could 
exceed $280 billion by 2010, Erickson said. 

"This is part of whal is called die 'third wave' 
in biotechnology, the blooming of industrial tech­
nology beyond healdi care to make consumer 
goods," he said. 

It's an industry bom in die Midwest dial will 
spread across raral areas woridwide, boosting 
economic development and providing new mar­
kets for farmere, Gmber said. The market poten­
tial is huge. Each year, 150 million tons of fibers 
and 140 million tons of plastic are sold globally, 
said Michael O'Brien, a Cargill Dow spokesman. 

More than two-thirds of the $1.5 trillion global 
miu-kel for industrial chemicals and plastics poten­
tially could be .served by these renewable materi­
als, said Jim Sioppert, senior director for industri­
al bioproducls development at Cargill Inc. 

Cargill Dow recently announced alliances widi 
87 parmers woridwide lo help produce and sell die 
new com fiber under die brand Jngeo. A combina­
tion of Latin and English, die word Ingeo (pro­
nounced in-gee-oh) means "ingredients from die 
earth." Each company has agreed to use environ­
mentally sound practices in production. 

Ingeo is the first manmade fiber derived com­
pletely from raw materials lhal can be grown 
every year, Cargill Dow said. It represents a new 
era of meeling die worid's textile needs while lim­
iting die impact on natural resources, Gruber said. 

Cargill Dow is moving loward sustainable pro­
duction that would use renewable energy — from 
plants, wind and sun — to fuel its manufacturing 
plants radier dian coal and natural gas, Gruber 
.said. 

The ability to use renewable crops to displace 
oil has political implications, too. Just look around 
offices and homes to see all of die petroleum-
based plastics — packaging materials, clodiing, 
caipeting, bedding — derived ftxim imported oil.

Living in a surveillance society

Forget 1984. George Orwell would 
be scared lo leave his house in 2003. 

From surveillance cameras and gov­
ernment databases to corporations that 
track whal you buy and who you e-
mail. Big Brother is seemingly every­
where these days. 

Take a trip lo the grocery store. Drive 
too fast, or run a red light, and you 
might be photographed. Once inside 
the store, there's a good chance you'l l 
be caught on camera again. 

And when you check out. that dis­
count card you hand the cashier allows 
the store lo record everything you've 
just bought — and compare lhal lo past 
purchases in order to market new prod­
ucts loward you. 

Stop in al the office to check your e-
mail, and beware your snooping bosses 
— they can legally read your most inti­
mate messages and track what Internet 
sites you've visited. 

Duck into your local library to check 
out a book. But remember, the govern­
ment can now keep tabs on what you're 
reading, thanks lo recent anti-terrorism 
legislation. 

The combination of rapidly advanc­
ing technology and strict anti-terror 
measures adopted after the Sept. I I , 
2001, attacks on America have created 
a society, some fear, where everyone is 
being watched. The rush to prevent the 
next tenorist catastrophe or prevent 
routine crime has put Americans' Civil 
liberties at risk, others argue. 

But as more and more corporations 
collect customer information, privacy 
advocates worry dial such data ult i ­
mately wil l be absorbed into govern­
ment databases that already track such 
intimate information as fingerprints 
and DNA. 

"All of this information that's col­
lected has to go somewhere." says 
Stephen Keating, executive director o f 
the Denver-based Privacy Foundation. 
"The power lo monitor Individuals in 
the hands of just a few can lead to dis­
astrous consequences." 

Surveillance cameras may be the 
most widespread indicator o f today's 

snooping culture, but civil liberties 
activists say they may not be the 
biggest threat. Ralher, it's the govern­
ment's posl-9/11 efforts to aid law 
enforcement's pursuit of terrorists — 
namely the 2001 USA Patriot Act — 
that has some people truly frightened. 

"After Sept. 11, we as society decid­
ed that national securily was a much 
more important value than privacy," 
Keating says. "So, on a number o f lev­
els, civil liberties have taken a back 
seal." 

The Patriot Act expanded police 
powers to help facilitate the tracking of 
terrorists, allowing broader surveil­
lance o f suspected terrorists and the 
detainment — for an unspecified 
amount o f lime — of foreigners under 
investigation. 

Richard Collins, a professor of con­
stitutional law at the University of 
Colorado, agrees that some o f the 
measures in the Patriot Act surely raise 
concerns about civil liberties. But, he 
says, there hasn't been any demonstra­
tion that the government has abused its 
powers. 'There are all kinds of govern­
ment databases, but they're mostly 
quite abstract. 1 don't know of any 
immediate effects." 

One of the Patriot Act's more talked-
about provisions is the federal govern­
ment's newfound ability to obtain war­
rants to search suspected terrorists' 
library records — without the patron 
ever knowing. The law specifically bars 
librarians not only from informing 
patrons of the federal searches, but 
even confirming that they look place. 

A University of Illinois study of 
1,020 public libraries conducted in 
January and February 2002 revealed 
that 85 libraries, mostly in large urban 
areas, had been asked by federal or 
local agents for information about 
pati-ons in connection with the Sept. 11 
investigation. 

Now, the Justice Department is 
preparing new anti-terror legislation 
that would, among other diings, allow 
Americans' citizenship to be stripped i f 
they're found to be supporting groups 

designated as "terrorist organizations." 
But il's not only government that 

worries privacy advocates. Companies 
are increasingly using databases lo 
learn more about their customers' buy­
ing habits.^ One of the most common 
examples is the discount card used by 
grocery stores. 

Store officials insist the data Collect­
ed by these cards aren't sold or even 
personally identifiable. It simply helps 
better gauge demand for produCls and 
how best 10 stock stores. It also allows 
lhe grocery chains lo directly target 
certain discounts to customers liased on 
whal they've previously purchased. 

Companies lhal track their cus­
tomers' buying habits may also be 
forced to divulge such information 
under Court order. Internel-serviee 
provider America Online, for example, 
turns over the names of its users to 
investigators armed with seiirch war­
rants. 

At the same time, companies' ability 
to track data also greatly benefits cus­
tomers. Banks, for example, might 
automatically freeze an account i f 
uncharacteristic charges suddenly are 
made on the check card. 

Keating, head of the Privacy 
Foundation, wonies that such private 
databases ultimately wi l l merge with 
governmeni-conlrolled information. It 
already goes the other way Private 
companies may purchase public 
records from local, state and federal 
agencies and combine them into one 
easy to use format. 

"The real power of the surveillance 
society is the database," Keating says. 
"It's Ihe way information is collected 
and stored and matched with other 
information that's used to profile indi­
viduals. 

" I mean, every day we go into stores 
that are monitoring us with video, bul I 
don't think most of us are offended by 
that. But whal i f that video became part 
of a file that the government kept on 
us? You might have some real prolilems 
with that."

There's such a plediona of more seriously 
inientioned "reunited" Web sites — associat­
ed widi such interest groups as friends, grad­
uates, relatives, comrades-in-arms, even 
Quakers — diat die two Wiltshire, England, 
computer engineers couldn't resist. 

"We set up a spoof," Harvey said, "ln die 
first week, the average number of vi.sitors a 
day changed from five and 10 to nearly 
200,000. ... Thankfully diings have calmed 
down a litde now." 

The irony doesn't escape die pair, who 
confess dieir own brushes widi the law are 
limiled to being "chased out of more dian one 
apple orchard as kids."

So, Harvey and Breach made die Convicts 
Reunited site a going concern; access 
remains free, widi expenses dcftayed by 

online sales of T-shirts bearing die site's logo 
— a striped-unifomi jailbird behind bars. 

Also offered: a searchable database of ex-
cons, chat rooms and offbeat crime-related 
news. 

Several participants answered a reporter's 
questions posted on the site. One, signed on 
as "Maria," said she was paroled from the 
Utah State Prison 14 mondis ago. She found 
die site and logged on, "hoping for support 
and underetanding from odiers like me." 

Was diere temptation lo return to a hfe of 
crime? "No way," Maria replied, diough she 
allowed, "One diing I learned: It is easier to 
be inside (prison) dian it is to be outside."

I l 
also helps diat die rappers lend, their 
voices and a number of exclusive 
tracks to the game.

Widi 
Konami's release of Worid Soccer 
Winning Eleven 6 International, diose 
in die Stales can finally see why. 

It doesn't have FlFA's polished pres­
entation; Winning Eleven's greatest lia­
bility is its repetitive commentary and 
average graphics. But i f you're not 
impressed with die visuals, just watch 
die bouncing ball. The ball physics are 
die most realistic in any soccer game, 
and the same is true of the player ani­
mation. 

Put simply Winning Eleven looks 
and acts like real soccer, with controls 
that allow you to do just about anydiing 
with die ball dial real players do, 
including a variety of shots, passes and 
dribbling options that include faints, 
loop shots and heel passes. 

That depth continues into die game's 
primary mode, the Master League, 
where you start as a diird-division team 
and work your way to championship 
fonn by beating the game's nearly IOO 
national and club teams. UnfomInately 
Winning Eleven doesn't have the 
license to have die real teams and play-
ere, but dial's ea.sy to overtook once die 
action starts. 

Impressive as it is. Winning Eleven 
still may not bc everyone's choice. It's 
tailored for aficionados — accordingly, 
die game assumes a lol of knowledge. 
If you watch a soccer match and won­
der why die players spend all that time 
just passing die ball lo each odier 
instead of chaiging to the goal, you 
might hie at a loss here. Otherwise, for 
soccer fanatics, and for diose who want 
to be, nodiing beats Winning Eleven.

Love ihcm or hale them, job fairs 
arc slill happening. But they're dif­
ferent from during the boom limes a 
few ye:irs b;ick, when all you had lo 
ilo was show up wilh a resume and ;i 
pleasant enough personality and 
expect to walk away vvilh a job. 

Now, )'ou're probably not going to 
gel hired on the spot, and i f your 
background is in telecommunica­
tions, information lechnology or 
another weak sector of Ihe economy, 
you're likely to be shut oul. Many 
job fairs are limited lo particular 
fields such as health care, w hich typ­
ically require specialized training. 

Boyd, who a year ago lost his job 
designing instructional programs for 

Kudos Information, became di.sen-
chanlcd wilh job fairs after meeting 
wilh several lechnology employers, 
only lo be lold ihere were no more 
openings but lo go ahead and submit 
his resume. 

"Somcliiiics they take your 
resume, soiiiclinies ihey don'l," said 
Boyd, who lives in Cary, N.C. 

"Il's oilcn a situation where you 
stand in line for 2(1 iiiiiiules lo shake 
hands and then that's it." 

Slill, job fairs have benefils i f you 
go wilh rcalislic expectations: You 
c;m niiike important contacts, maybe 
sel up an interview, get your foot in 
the door, put a face lo a name. 

Durhiim Technical Conimunily 
College in Durham, N.C, recenlly 
hosled job fairs I'or nurses, respirato­
ry therapists, denture makers and 
phamuicy Iechnici;ins. '•There's a 
niullilude of jobs for lhe.se folks," 
said Tom Russo. die college's career 
services direclor. 

Responding lo critics such as 
Boyd. Betsy Wadington, a 'i'irginia 
Beach, V;i., consultant, said employ­
ers arc loo money-conscious lo send 
a recruiter to a job fair and pay the 
regislralion fee, only lo collect 
resumes. 

"livery company there has open­
ings and wanis to hire." she said. 

Plus, job fairs are a good place lo 
network, she said, jidding there is no 
substitute for meeting lace to fjice 
wilh an employer "You have the 
chance to make a good impression 
and be remembered, and that will 
never go away." she said. 

Even so, job fairs are only as good 
as the job market. 

Going to a Job fair? Betsy Wailington, a 
Virginia Beacll, Va., consultant ivho tielps 
organize job fairs, offers these tips for 
Increasing your chances of getting hired, or 
at least landing an intetview: 

• Take your resume and plenty of copies, it's 
not enough to simply hand out your calling 
card. I f an employer has a chance to look at 
a piece of paper that summarizes your back- -
ground, it just makes it so much easier to get 
a conversation going," Wadington says. Plus, 
It makes you look prepared. 

• Dress professionally. This doesn't mean a suit 
and tie, but it does mean something nicer 
than jeans and a T-shirt. Wadington recom-

. mends business casual, such as a neatly 
pressed pair ot pants or skirt with a nice shirt 
or blouse. Also, don't eat or smoke while • 
meeting with employers. 

• Practice introducing yourself. You need to be 
concise. Two minutes or less is all the time 
you might have to tell an employer what 
you'reabout 

• Smile and be interested, it will give you an 
edge over job seekers who are less enthusi­
astic. Also, don't let recent disappointments or 
dire predictions ot anothernecession show on 
your face. "If you come with the attitude that 
you're not going to get hired, that's going to 
transfer to the employer," Wadington says. 

• Try to get the most out of eveiy conversation. 
If it's obvious you don't fit an employer's 
needs, say so and move on. But first ask 
whether he knows of another employer look-
Ing for someone with your skills. "Companies 
are really good; about passing ak)ng other 
opportuniti'es," Wadington says. .

One "verified" ihat Ihe password 
change on my eBay accouni had been 
successful. A second rcpoilcd thai the 
"hint" question lo recover my pa.ssword 
also had been swilched ;il Ihe giant online 
iiuclion site. 

1 didn't do eilher. Someone hud 
hijacked my eBay accouni. 

Over Ihe nexl 15 days, 1 would be 
informed ihal 1 had bouglil an 18,1-inch 
LCD monilor ($4:i9) and lli;il I was 
walcliiiig bids on a $99 office compulcr 
desk with keyboard tray, 

1 iiiiniediatcly reported each of lliese 
bogus moves to eBay. Its responses were 
neither swift nor reassuring. 

Auloiiialed fomi e-mails thanked me 
I'or reporting the problems. Finding a 
human to talk to at eBay was almosl 
impossible. Trying lo figure out whal. if 
anylhing, eBay was doing wilh Ihe reports 
was impossible. 

And it reinforced the lesson for those 
who Ihink they've taken all necessary 
security precautions: The people who pull 
these schemes arc relentless and have a lot 
of tools al Iheir disposal. 

"Wc began noliciiig die practice last 
year," eBay spokesman Kevin Pursglove 
said. "We Ihink the pcr|ietralors have 
undertaken a number of dilfercnl meihods 
10 get eBay u.ser information." 

That includes spam e-mail. An eBay 
user responds, inadvertently giving away 
.some account infornialion. Or .i buyer or 
seller may share inl'onualioii wilh a Ihird 
parly 

Scam artists can buy "dictionary" or 
"gaming" software. They'll go to a site 
such as cB.iy, find a sub.scriber's name, 
then use the software to lest various pass­
word combiiialions to cnick an account. 

And sometimes users will get an e-mail 
that appe.trs to come from eBay and has a 
link lo a Web site that mimics eBay But 
il's a fraud, too, trying to gel you to reveal 
personal infomialion. (Olher sites have 
been victimized this way loo, including 
PayPal, according to a recent report,) 

None of the e-mails 1 received asked 
for personal infonnation, and 1 did nol 
respond lo them. Nor did 1 want the 
would-be sellers who thought they were 
dealing with me, nol knowing whether 
they were legitimate. I u.sed, or attempted 
10 use, eBay's much-touted Safe Harbor 
system for reporting problems. 

However, 1 found it to be an almost 
impeneu-able maze. It was difficult to fig­
ure oul exactly where lo go lo report this 
kind of problem. 

EBay also has an unlisled phone num­
ber, and none posted on its site, making it 
even more frustrating. When i did get a 
number and called. I got nowhere. The 
complaints have to be sent online. 

More than a week after my first com­
plaint, someone from eBay called to veri­
fy my phone number, but refused to leave 
a callback number. 

The only hint I had dial something was 
being done came 15 days after the first 
bogus e-mail. 1 received a blank message 
from eBay with the word "suspension" in 
the address. I went to eBay, did a member 
search and found dial the accouni had 
been suspended — finally. 

Pursglove said it shouldn't have taken 
dial long for my problem to be handled, 
and 1 should have gotten some official 
response afier die account was suspended. 

"In most instances, we will work with 
the authorized registrant and clarify the 
silu.ation and try to rectify it within that 
business d.iy." he .said. "It's possible that 
someUiing slipped dirough the cracks." 

He also said eB.ay is working to 
improve Safe Harbor to make il easier for 
people lo report such problems. As for 
tips people can use: I was correct in going 
directly to eBay and not responding to die 
e-iTiail or sellers, Pursglove said. He also 
suggests that people make regular checks 
of dieir accounts, maybe weekly, to make 
sure nodiing is amiss. 

In my case, die account was one 1 had 
long forgotten. Dormant accounts should 
be clo.sed, PuRglove said. If people have 
problems, die best way to report them is 
to send an e-mail to spara@ebay.com.

Q: How did die idea occur to you? 
A : It's just an outgrowth of a hobby for 

the la.st six or seven years. I'm passionate 

about it. and it bed into my lifelong love of 
comic books .ind die whole idea of super 
heroes, so I just married Uie two concepts. 

Q: How do you do diis — go from an 
idea lo die finished product? 

A: I design die figures myself. I wrote up 
die idciis for die initial 10, passed diem to a 
sculptor with no artwork and he did a very 
good job of capturing what I wanted. The 
way diis whole diing works is diat you get 
a sculpture made out o f epoxy putty, dien a 
master mold is ca.st and dien a production 
mold is made.

As baby boomers march dirough 
iheir middle yc:u-s (40 is die old age of 
youlh. 50 is the youth of old age), 
they're likely lo notice an increa.se in 
meiiioi-y burps. Mosl ("Why did 1 walk 
iiilo Ihis room?", for example) are 
hamilc.ss. 

I5ul such slippage may cause a body 
10 wonder i f ihey'rc experiencing 
"Oldlinier's Disease" — a precursor lo 
the dreaded Alzheimer's disease. 

Experts agree that memory seems lo 
lose some power in Ihe mid-years, but 
il's usually not a portent o f dementia. 

As early as one's 2ds, mental speed 
begins to decline. "We jusl don'l nolice 
11 unlil sometime in our4()s." said Robin 
Wesl. a professor of psychology S|K-
cializing in memory and aging al Ihe 
Uiiiveisily of Florida. 

Memory lo.ss is diffcrenl from 
ah.seiil-miiidedness, which is often a 
lack of paying allenlion, she said. 

On Ihe whole, women don't seem lo 
lose memoiy more quickly dian men 
do, said West, but estrogen docs appear 
10 have an elfed. 

•'Clciiily, estrogen plays some kind of 
role in helping us lo think, recall fads 
and preserve mental function," wrote 
Marianne Legato and C:irol Colman in 
••What Women Need to Know" 
(Oliiislead Press, 2000). 

Studies have found Ihal older women 
on homione replacement therapy 
(HRT) were less likely to develop 
Alzheimer's disease Ihan ihose who 
were nol hiking honiiones, the book 
stales. Olher studies have shown that 
young women do better on memory 
lesls wlien they ;u-e in the first half of 
Iheir mcnsimal cycle and iheir estrogen 
level is higher. 

Among possible explanations for 
why "senior moments" increase in the 
middle yeai-s is tlial the cmsh of respoii-
sibiliiies — childrert,'agiiig"'p'afejife;' 
jobs, househoids — can' riiidse people 
feel as i f they're not as .sharp as they 
oniw were. 

Certainly, iife is more conipiex, tech­
nical and detail-oriented liiun jusl a few 
generations ago, Nol only is there more 
10 forget, the sheer volume of words and 
iiiiages that we see and hear every day is' 
nia.ssive. 

From a scientific perspective, the 
middle-aged brain loses some cells, said 
Molly Wagsler, program director for 
neurop.sychology of aging research at 
the Nulional Inslitute on Aging in 
Belhe.sda, Md. 

Moreover, Ihere may be sublle 
changes in the workings of cells. 
Researchers are studying changes in 
cell membranes that may cause Ihe cell 
10 "fire" more slowly and may require a 
longer "rest" period between functions, 
said Wagster. 

The institute's research has not 
shown positive findings about gingko as 
a memory boosler, she said. But show­
ing promise in lesls on rodents and dogs 
is an iiicrea.se of anti-oxidaiils, she said. 

Tlie good news is that middle-aged 
people are on the upswing in tenns of 
lil'e experience and wisdojn, .she .said. 

The medical term for middle-aged 
memory loss is "benign senescent for-
gelfulness" or "age-associated menioiy 
impainiient." 

A more advanced stage is mild cog­
nitive impaimient (MCI), followed by 
various levels of dementia, .said Amy' 
Kiesweller, a geriatric psychiatrist at the 
Medical College of Ohio, 

When memory lap.ses interfere wilh 
daily aciiviiies, people should .see their 
d(x:lor, who can ask diem a .series of 
questions to get a general idea of an 
individual's mental slate, said 
Kiesweller. The physician mighl refer 
die patient to a specialist such as a iieu-
rologisl, neuropsychologist or a geri­
atric psychi.atrisl for an evaluation, she 
said. 

Memory books often recommend 
dial people imagine mental pictures as 
memory aids, but diere are several tech­
niques, experts said. 

On the other hand, a little forgetful-
ness may not be such a bad thing.

But Judy Guadalupe presses on, leading a 
class with a dozen moms wlio.se allenlion is 
necessarily iiUermitteiil. Faced with a group 
dial is doing everything from yoga to nursing 
to changing diapers al any given niomenl, 
Guadalupe maintains calm. 

And she recognizes that yoga for Mom and 
baby is mostly just for Mom. 

"Sometimes we do more with the babies 
because they're calling for that," says 
Guadalupe, a mother of three — including 4-
mondi-old Rhia, who waiches the room as 
Mom teaches. "But I slart widi die moms and 
get as much stretching and breathing in as I 
can before the babies start wanting diem." 

Il may not be elegant, but the fad that there 
is a yoga cl.xss for moms and babies is an indi­
cation that yoga—once an exotic curiosity of 
die counterculture — is quite mainsti'eam.. 

Though its roots in an ancient philosophi­
cal .system are still strong, yoga is being 
adapted to modem lifestyles and contempo­
rary concerns — much to the dismay of some 
yoga purists. 

An inl'omial survey of yoga participants

"They're just tiiere, tiiey're so present," she 
says, "In any practice, die intention is to bring 
ourselves to die present moment. We don't 
have to gcf to someplace to attain enlighten­
ment; we just have to become present. That's 
dieir gift to us. We get to join in tiiat enlight­
ened moment. They are our teacher;." 

This attiftIde—familiar to anyone who has 
wiUiessed die myriad distinctions in a moms-
and-babies yoga class—has a flexibility bom 
of necessity 

Anyone accustomed to a more focused 
yoga class would find mom-and-baby yoga to 
be a Ihisti^ating experience. But it's practical 
for a modier who might oUierwise get no time 
on die yoga mat al all — and it .says a lot 
about how die definition of yoga is being 
sttetched. 

"You don't want to take out tiie spiritual 
aspect of yoga — die union of body-mind-
spirit," Guadelupe says.

There is no single reason diat some people 
deal Willi inten.se stress better dian others, but 
scientists delving into the biology of coping 
believe they've identified one biochemical 
diat helps make a difference. 

It goes by die prosaic name neuropeptide Y, 
orNPY. Researchers say diis neurotransmitter 
is probably die mosl abundant peptide, or 
small protein, in die human brain. It is found 
elsewhere j h die body, as well. 

A jack-of-all-trades, NPY helps regulate 
appetite, circadian rhydims, blood pressure 
and anxiety. And possibly more. 

"If we could somehow bottle diis!" said Dr. 
Matthew Friedman, executive dinsctor o f the 
National Center for Post-Traumatic Stress 
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Disorder. 
Research at die center has shown that peo­

ple whose NPY levels soar during traumatic 
experiences are more apt lo bounce b.ick with 
healdi intact. 

Combat being one of die most traumatic 
events in human experience, die military 
wants to know how to help titiops cope well. 

But tantalizing findings do not a superman 
potion make. "The field is so young dial wh.it 
we feel we're sure of might be wrong," said 
Dr. Charles "Andy" Mofgan, a psychiatry pro­
fessor at Yale University and a neurosciences 
resfearcher at die National Center for Post-
Traumatic Stiiiss Disorder 

The military's interest has enabled Morgan 
to conduct a .series of .studies over die past five 
years on natural NPY levels in troops under­
going survival ti:aining. 

The first was done at die JFK Special 
Warfare Training Center and School in Fort 
Bragg, N.C, and involved 70 men in a pris­
oner-of-war experience. 

Bottom line: Before die exercise, the sol­
diers had comparable NPY levels — or base­
line levels — in dieir blood. During die height 
of the ordeal, eveiyone's NPY levels rose, but 
diose people whose levels rose higher per­
formed better, and diey later were less apt to 
report feeling "spaced out" or odier symptoms 
of what psychiatrists call dissociation. 

Afterward, eveiyone's NPY levels came 
down. But a difference was still evident 

Those feeling lingering tiauma had depressed 
NPY levels — levels below baseline — 
whereas NPY levels reUImed to baseline in 
diose who recovered easily. 

Even more intriguing, die ones who had die 
highest NPY levels and who experienced die 
least trauma had somediing else in common: 
they were Cireen BeIets — special forces sol-
dieiis uained fof the most dangerous missions. 

But Morgan isn't ready to chalk it ail up to 
genes. "There are people who afe successful 
who don't have a lot of NPY, but maybe have 
a lot of deteImination," Moigan said. 

Still, it seems safe to say diat NPY is influ­
ential in dampening die emotional effects of 
intense stiess — the kind of trauma induced 
by combat, a nasty car accident or sexual

Night after night, in cily after city, 
audiences watch die woman in a 
leotaid, a blood-red tear in Ihe fabric 
evoking her broken heart, spin and 
wrap and dangle her body from a 
suspended hoop. 

The aerial dance is about loss in 
die tale of dLsenfranchisemenl told 
in the Cirque du Soleil show 
"Quidam." 

The audiences see only poetiy. 
But sheer physical sticngth keeps 
Holly Rollins aloft. If her .irms give 
oui she will use her legs to grasp the 
hoop so she does nol crash to die 
stage 25 feet below. 

Rollins and "Quidam's" 55 other 
performers bain until excmciating 
physical moves become so pro­
grammed in dieir bodies diey can 
give dieir psyches to the drama. 

"The very best part," Rollins says, 
"is when I go very close to die peo­
ple in die front row, and I can see 
dieir faces." 

They are entianced. Tlie physical 
has become spiritual. 

Mosl of die Quidam performers 
would put die title "actor" before 
"adilete" to describe their calling. 
Yet diey invest offstage hours in 
pushing, dien coddling, the bodies 
diey use each day to tumble, climb, 
swing, lift and pirouette. 

Physical therapists Bronwyn 
Claassen and Nadialie Chartier tiav-
el widi die tioupe, working stressed 
muscles and sprained joints widi 
hands smeared in oil. They find 
physicians at each tour stop, should 
diey be needed. They remind per-
fomiers of appointments for mas­
sage. 

"Yesterday I had to find a doctor 
for one of our artists who fiactured 
his foot at the last stop," says 
Claassen, 36. '"He's a flyer. The 
flyer is someone who gets dirown 
on lop." 

The artist, tossed aloft by team­
mates, turned a flip before landing 
feet-first on die shoulders of a man 
standing atop two odiers —only to 
fall. 

Most of die medicine Claassen 
administers is for sore muscles and 
sprains, says the former dancer She 
previously toured as physical diera-
pist widi Austi-alia's production of 
"Cats." 

Performers range in age from 
about 12 to 52. The majority are in 
their 20s,. culled from circuses in 
Europe or award-winning gymnas­
tics teams and other sports clubs. 
They train for diree to four mondis 
at Cirque du Soleil's Montreal home 
before being offered a contiact widi 
one of Cirque's eight shows. 

Rollins, a dancer and gymnast, 
heard about Cirque du Soleil when 
she was teaching guests how to 
swing on a ti-apeze at a Club Med in 
die Bahamas. " I loved being in die 
air," she says. 

"Quidam" performers, says 
Rollins, must pace diemselves for 
die bmtal demands of 10 shows a 
week and life on die road. 

"You have to find ways to stay fit 
but not tire yourself for die show. 
Some days I'll do some light jog­
ging in die morning," says Rollins, 
30, a vegetarian. "Some days I feel 
tired and decide my body is telling 
me it needs more sleep." 

Training is often about building 
upper-body su^engdi and maintain­
ing flexibility. "Quidam" coach 
Matdiew Sparks, 32, says the goal is 
not to see how much more you can 
curl, but to support one's own body 
weight, for long periods, in 
masochistic positions. 

Performers take saunas and soak 
in hot tiibs. They attend in-house 
Pilales classes. 

Therapy, says Claassen, often 
includes "bilateral work" to com­
pensate for ovemse of one side: 
"They're always spinning their body 
one way — I want diem to spin in 
die odier," she jokes. 

As adiletes, die perfomiers must 
sometimes be reminded dial injuries 
or exhaustion demand a retieat to 
die wings. 

"I understand die mentality of ' l 
don't care how much it hurts, I have 
to do it,'" Claassen says. "The hard 
part is to convince (someone who's 
injured) diat it is going to take 10 
days to heal."

Union Disclosures: The Big 
Freeze 

Tlie year 1959 doesn't .stand out 
in Uie annals of American iiLstoiy 
a.s particuiarly interesting, but a 
iiandfui of occurrences bacic tiicn 
left dieir marl<. Alaska became the 
49th state, Fidel CasUo seized 
tiowcr in Cuba iuid Congress creat­
ed a law designed lo end union cor­
ruption. 

Back when Ike was president 
and cars had fins, Ihere was agree­
ment on Capitol Hill that some­
diing had to be done to thwart ille­
gal union aclivily Lawni:ikcR, 
both DeniDcrals ;uid Republicans, 
approved the Lalxir-Miuiagcnient 
Reporting and Disclosure Acl, 
which included form LM-2, squir­
ing unions to repoil e.xpense.s. But 
;icconding to recent testimony by 
die National Ixgal and Policy 
Center, die Ibniis mn'l veiy help­
ful in shedding light on union 
s[)cnding. 

Georgia Rcpresenl;itive Charlie 
Norwood, in a statement before the 
House .Subconimillec on 
Workforce Protections, said die 
rcporling and disclosure provisions 
of die act arc failures becau.sc die 
nciirly half-century old LM-2 fomi 
only requires dial expenses be li.st-
ed in broad categories, Uicrcby 
allowing for illegal or questionable 
disburscmenls. 

But U.S. Secretiuy of Labor 
Elaine Clwo has decided to tum up 
the heat and add .some light for die 
little guys. Recently, she launched 
a fomial en'ort to revise the LM-2 
fomi so dial, Ibr die first time, 
union members will be iible to 
examine financial transactions of 
joint uiisLs and stibsidies managed 
by dieir unions. 

Secretary Chao's propo.scd 
update would nol only give union 
members more detailed infornia­
lion about die financial activities of 
dieir unions, but do il in an easily 
understood formal dial would be 
made public on die Labor 
Department Web site. And in a 
move dial must cen.iinly frighten 
union bos.ses, she's offering to give 
them, free of charge, new reporting 
softwiuc. 

You can imagine dicir inidal 
reacuon. Chill oul, they said. All 
that reporting and disclosure stufi' 
would create an undue burden on 
unions, what with having to actual­
ly fess up to cash outlays. It's 
enough to make a small-business 
owner chuckle, Tlie.se regulatory 
chiTiiges would be a walk in tlie 
park compared to tlie heavy load of 
papenvork and massive red tape 
faced by Main Street busines.ses. 

When did di.sclo.sing the w a y 
you spend your members' dues 
money become iui undue burden? 
When you're afraid diey might 
leam that you're spending It in 
ways diey op(X)sc. 

Not only will this improved dis­
closure process help union mem-
beni exercise dieir democratic 
righls, but it will aid diem in detect­
ing financial misconduct by dieir 
bosscs-somediing Sccreiiuy Chao's 
agency knows about. 
Investigadons of union financial 
fraud bring an average of 11 crimi­
nal convictions a monUi-more dian 
640 convictions during tlie past five 
years. 

Congress should add a little fuel 
to diis fire too. Labor unions can't 
remain frozen in dme. Tlie mes­
sage to union bosses should be 
clean 1959 is history and so are 
diose w h o laugh at die laws of the 
land.

"So with the upholstery, 
construction and bar experi­
ences, 1 put all three together 
inlo what 1 call the 'Sofa King 
Suite'," he said. 

Watching siicoms, a favorite 
pastime while growing up, 
gave Ormanian his ultimate 
inspiration. 
• "My favorite is Friends. Al l 
the sitcoms',' f rom The Cosby 
Show, Third Rock from the 
Sun, back to Happy Days -
they always have a sofa that 
they gather around.
