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City moves on parks, rec pian

More than a year in the making
and 138 pages long, Novi's parks
and recreation plin calls for
spending $1.57 million en capital
improvements each of the next
live years, but there appears 1o be
litle support to raise xes of
issuc bondls to support the effort,

Still, Novi Parks, Recreation
and  Foresiry  Commission

Chairman David Paul said he was
heartened by Nevi City Council's
unasimans vole to move the plan
(prward.

City Coucil got its [irst look al
Ihe document during a joint meet-
ing with the seven-member com-
mission Aug. 19

The city has been withoul a
parks and recreation plan singe
1998, :

That means Novi bas been inel-
igible for state and federal grants

for parks and recreation for nearly
five yoars.

Parks and Recrention Dircctor
Randy Auler said he first leamed
the city was without a plan when
lie took over his post in November
2001, He said since the city"s last
parks and recrealion plan was
approved by city council in 1992,
he decided 1o “start from scraich.”

In the decade ending with the
2000 census, Novi's population
increased 44 percent, -lopping

47,000. Novi's populalion regent-
ly passed the 50,000 mark and
according to estimates (rom the
Southeastern Michigan Council
of Governments, it's expected (o
top 72,000 by 2020.

That, according to National
Recreaticn and Park Association
standlards will leave the city short
somewhere between 80 and 100
acres of parkland.

could check on the residents.
Normally, they only work from
about 3 p.m. to T p.m., serving
residents their eveming meal at 3
pm. Bot when the power went
off just after 4 p.m. Aug, 14, the

stall was placed in high gear 10
care for Lhe senior citizens.

“They were wonderful during
the blackeut — from the moment
we lost power unlil 7 a.m. the nex
morning they were up and down
the halls monitoring the residents.
They said the power outage
reminded them of similar criscs in
their country,” DeBard said,

The retirerent  community
assigned three residents to each
staff member during the black-

blackout

out, “They would report back fre-
quently on bow their residents
were doing and if they needed
anything," DeBurd said.

Emergency lights were on in
the hallways for a few houts, but
they evertnally went out about 3
am, whea thé batieriés died.
“Fortunalely, by that ime most of
our residents were asleep,”
DeBard said.

However, the  Oakland
Livingston Human Service
Agency expects to serve ai Jeast
48 families at ils emergency food
assistance program next moath
and  according  to  agency
spokesman Trudy Loug, *T know

" we have not saturated the market”

According 10 the 2000 Censvs,
which includes family income
data For 1999, 5 percent of Novi’s
familics earned less than $24,999
that year. According to the
agency, a family of four caming
$23,920 annually is eligible for
Ihe emergency Food ussistance
JrOETaL.

“We're a comeunily of afflu-
ent people, you wouldn't think
there arc people who ane StUg-
uling, but there are,” said Jan.
McAlpine, manager of Nowi's
seqior center.

The 2000 census Jisted 128
Novi fanilics earning less than
$10,000 annually; 63 families in
fhe $30,000 to $14,99% range and
430 families in the $15000 to
§24,999 range.

According lo Long, individuais
under the age of 59 can eam up to
130 percent of the poverty level
and individuals 60 and cld can
eam up to 160 percent of the
poverty level and be eligible.
That, she said, means an adivid-
ual younger than 5% can carn up -
to 511,674 annually and an indi-
vidual 60 or older can eam up to
$24,368 annually.

Long explained that income
difference is a fesult of the
increased medications most sen-

McAlpine said she believes
mast of Novi's Jow-income resi-
dents are senior cilizens. She said
she expects no more than three or
four of the families al the food
distribution not te be seniors.
“There are a lot of people who
make do on $560 u month,” she
said.

The human service agency,
said Long, has been conducting
food distributions in March, June,
September and December for
years. Novi's next food distribu-
tion will be from 12:30 to 1:30

. pa. Sept. § at the Novi Senior

Center ot Meadowbrook
Commons, 25075 Meadowbrook,

Long said the foods distributed
are always different, but a family
of four gets enough to cat for four
days. The September distribution
will include twoe pounds of:
almonds, six pounds for flour,
four cans of asparagus and (wo
cans each of salmon, tung, beef
stew, chicken, peaches, pears and
apricots.

Anyone who meets the income
guidelines, but has not registered
for the program, can sign upand
receive food the day of the distri-
bution. To do so, individuals must
bring social security cards for all
family members, verification of
household income and photo
identification. .

McAlpine added the city’s
Faith Commurity Presbyterian
Church and Holy Family Catholic
Church alsa have food distribu-
tion programs.

taxes or bond issues.”

Declaring herself “a numbers
person,” Lorenzo said funding of
police, fire and roads would have
to come first and “parks and rec
comes after that. That's just the
way itis”

Curzently Novi generates 32
percent of its parks and rec budg-
ct from fees and charges while
nearby Canten collects 61 per-
cent of its parks and ree budget
that way.

Former commission member
Bob Shaw noted that places Jike
Troy and Canten, which generate
a higher percentage of their
budget from fees, also have

things that Novi lacks, such as -

municipaily-owned goll courses,
aquatic centers and community
centers that can be rented oul for
events such as weddings.

The city's Parks, Recreation
and  Forcstry  Commission
expects to have its final proposal
campleted by the end of its Oct. 9
meeting and to the city council
by November.

Tonight some Walled Lake
homeowner is going to be sur-
prised to find a fire truck parked
behind their pizzn delivery person.

Fhere's nething to be con-
cemed about; it will just be the
Walled Lake Fire Department
kicking off it's “Did You Check?"
program.

For the next 12 weeks, Walled
Lake fircfighters will follow a
Jet's Pizea delivery driver to a
home someplace in the city und
check their smoke alarms.

. Fire Chief Ken Van Sparrentak
said if the smoke alarm works, the
homeawner will get a free pizza.
If nat, they’ll get brand new
smoke alarms with 10-year lithi-
wm baticrics donated by Walled
Lake's Melvin’s Hardwaie or the
Home Depot store in Commerce
Township.

Chief Van Sparrentak said he
tried the idea - which he got from
a New Hampshire fire fighter
while attending the Nationat Fire
Academy - for the first time last
year in Ferndale where he was
serving as fire marshall. Of the
nine homes inspected there, only
three gol free pizza.

Noting that 2,670 people dicd
in home fires natlonwide last year,

/ Chief Van Sparrentak observed, ™
Our first ling of defense in the
event of a fire is Lhe smoke
alarm.”

According to the National Fire
Prolection Association, every 19
seconds a fire depariment
responds 1o a fire somewhere in
the United States and someone

dies in 2 fire every two hours. The
assaciation estimates (hat having
operating smoke alarms In the
home cuts the odds of dying from
in a home fire by half, While il's
believed that between §5-90 per-
cent of homes have a smoke
aarm, i’s likely a third of hem
are not properly maintained or
operating.

Chief Van Sparrentak noted that
Walied Lake, like many of the
surrounding communilies,
requires hard-wired smoke alarms
in all new construction. However,
there are many homes that were
built Jong before smoke alarms
were tequired. He said the recent
tragic death of a pregnant Pontiac
woman und her five children sim-
ply underscored the importance of
having warking smoke alarms’ in
the home.

Joe Martino, who along with
partner Larry Lavigne owns the
Walled Lake Jet's location, sald

his partner “jumped all over it,”

when the chief approached them
about participating.

“From my own experience.”
said Martino, “I don’t check my
own smoke alarms as often as [
should”  While Chicf Van
Sparrentak staried out to recruit
scveral pizza restaurants, Martino
and his paniner offer to back the
whole promotion. “This just
seemned like the right thing to do
far people,” said Martino.

Chief Vim Sparrentak said he'd
like to see every homcowner in
Walled Lake switch to smoke
alarms equipped with }-year
lithium batteries. Buill with both
phote electric and ionization sen-
sors, they're sufer, he said.
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ters offering free, smoking hot pizzas

He said Melvin’s Hardware, o
Walled Lake fixture since the
early '40s, donated 24 of the
alarms, which cest beween $20
and $30, and Home Depot donat-
ed apother 15.

Weiss said he suspects a
lot of peaple are hesitant to call
their local fire department for a
home inspection,

Weiss said this is the second
year his store has donaled smoke
alarms to the Walled Lake Firg
Depariment. “We really want 1o
help cut and make sure the com-
pany is safer.” he said,

Clilef Yan Sparrentak, who iook
over as Walled Lake's top fire
fighter Jast month, said “Did You
Cheek?” is just the first in a serics
of progamshie hopes to nlroduce
10 the community to highlight the
importance of fire prevention,

Cable company trims bill
following Blackout 2003

The ice cream may have melted
in the freezer and you may be siill
resetting all the clocks in the
house in the wake of the Greal
Biackout of 2003, but there is al
least onc bright spot,

If you live in Novi or parts of
Northville and Walled Lake, your
cable bill will be a litle bit small-
er this month.

Novi City Council Member
Lou Csordas, whao also sits on the
South  West  Cakland  Cable
Conunission, said that
Brighthouase Networks anrounged
Aug. |8 that it would issue aulo-
matic credits to customers alfect-
ed by the bluck out.

“We're a new company and
we're trying to do new things.”
said spokesman Leigh Bryd, “It
Wwas 2 crazy time. We're just iry-

ing to be your hometown cable
company.”

Brighthouse, a division of
Advance-Newhouse, took over
operation of the cable system that
Serves Novi, Farmingion,
Farmington Hills, Livonia and
Redlord Township in April. The
company has more than 80,800
customers in (he five communi-
lies.

Bryd said that while the cable
systems was lully operationgl dur-
ing the black out, it was virtually
impossible  for customers  to
dceess thelr televisions or com-
puters due to the loss of power.

“The power blackout aflected
all ol us" said Bob McCann, vice
president and general manager of
Brighthouse Networks, "and it
most certainly was not the fauli of
Brighthouse Networks,”

McCann said — credits will be
automatically placed on cvery

aclive customers account within
their next billing eycle. He added,
“customers need not call regard-
ing scrvice credits; they will be
automatically placed on their
accounts.”

“We are very proud ol the
efforts of our employees and their
dedication to serve our cus-
tomers.” McCann said, "Like all
of us, our employees were affeci-
ed by the bluckout bul sacrificed
their time to insure thal our cus-
temers came first. 1L is important
that we step lo the forefront and
insure thitt our customers are not
billed for services they could not
receive even though this liability
should reside elsewhere”

Burcaus in the sk,

“Lonsumers can ulso come to
use for our Dispule Reselution
Program,” he said. In this pro-
wram, stafl” at the Burean act as a
mediatur o help work oul proh-
[ems betsween businesses and con-
SUMTS,

“As i nunprofit organization we
can mediae o dispute between i
business and a custormner, and we
du have quite a hit of success with
that, If we have o situation in
which & busmess is nob cooperal-
ing with us, copsumers can go
through Small Claims Court,”
Barns said.

Ruras poted thut 1F a business s
i member ol the Better Business
Burcau and is not willing 10 coop-
erate in trying to resolve a dispute
with a customer. the business
toses its memhership in ithe organ-
ization.
“That's why iUs a good idea lo
see i a business is a member
hefore doing business with them,”

Burns said.

The Bureau does more than just
try 1o resolve disputes between
businesses and consumers, how-
eve

‘Mauny people think of the
Bureau as just a place to Indge o
complaint. But the Bureau also
provides  consumer  education
services. We have tips on numer-
ous business issues, and we have i
customer service history on more
than 35,000 area businesses,”
Buns suid.

‘The Bureau also has a Web site,
www.casternmichiganbbb.org.
“We huve an inleractive database.
Consumers can louk up a bus
by name, wddress or phone num-
ber,” Burns suid.

“We report on hoth member
and nonmember businesses in eur
database. And, we don’t give pref-
crence to i business just because
theyre 4 member,” he added. The
Bureau’s reporting period covers
the Jast three years.

Burns said i o consumer can'l
resolve a problem with a business
wnd decides to seek kegal uction,
the customer must file a claim al
the District Court cated closest
to the business in guestion.

*The filing fee is reasonable.
Then. you ein etther serve court
papers o the business yoursell,
you citn hire semeonc 1o serve the
papers o send them by certilied
mail,” Burns said.

If the husiness fails to respond
anee the owner has been served
court papers, & CONSWNEr ran
obiatn o defuult judgoent from

the copn.

“This gives the consumer docu-
mentation that @ <lam was filed
and the court awarded (he cus-
Lonier & cerlain amount of noney.
The consumer can then pive
notice o the company (hait they
owe the money,” Burns said.

Finally, il the business in ques-
tion still dovsn’t respond, the con-
sumer can file a motion with the
court to have a lien placed on the
business.

“After alien is placed on o busi-
ness, if the company Irics to sell
the business or refinance the busi-
ness or praperly, it won't be able
to without {irst paying off the
lien." Burns explained.

1e neted that when consumers
file & complaint with e Beuer
Business Buseau against a compa-
ny, it must be in writing.

“Consumers can either have us
mail them o complaint form or
obtain one online. This  just
inshres that we have all the facts
from the consumer,” Bums said.

The Betier Business Bureau is
only effeetive, Burns neted, if ic's
used.

"Our system revolves around
community interaction, T some-
one has u complaint and deesn’t
log it with 68, we have no record
of any problems with a business,”
he said.

When former teacher Murray
Bunks, who won the teacher of

& e year award in Vermont during
his 10 years on the job, was asked |

by the Novi Community Schocl

District te come and speak Lo their
® teachers, he jumnped at the chance,

He had spoken 1o Novi teachers in
f ihe past aboul the relatienship
between the qualily of their life
and the quaiity of their work and
had enly positive memeries of the
cxperience.

The first time around, which
wis two years ago, Banks spoke
about how being happy, resied,
joylul and focused, people’s lives
will be full and it will help with
_ their jobs as
well.  This
time, howev-
er, the focus
shified w0
change - but it
wasn'l a lec-
ture on the
siress of
change, or
how difficull
it ls. This
change all stems from (he state of
Michigan’s Education Yes pro-
gram  and  the  Federal
Government's No Child Left
Bchind program.

“Given lhe amount of change
we're facing in education today,
how can we do a great job with
it? he asked.

“One of the challenges we are
facing in education is accounta-
bility and standards for both stu-
dents and teachers, We want to be
able to measure the outcomes aod
what huppens is we have tcachers
who love teaching and who are
joyltul teachers, Now we ure suy-

ing, I'm sorry, but now you st
do this and it must be done by this
date, then we have to measure the
oulcomes. Teuchers are now feel-
ing the pressure of that and (he
Tact thal they have to get students
ready for lests. Where is the joy in
teaching in hae? Is their intensity
o get their objectives accom-
plished overcoming he joy of
teaching?”

Bunks spoke about the inlensity
that teachers should possess o

s, but
he also said i's possible to also
retain their joy for teaching in the
process.

“We can do bath,” he said. “IUs
Just very difficult, especinlly if
yiu have been teuching a while
and you have certain siyles of
teaching and now you feel the
pressure. In Novi, which is differ-
ent than many school distriets [
work _with, there is additionat
pressure from the community.
They have very high expectutions
for the chitdren in thix comntuni-
ty. More children in this comnu-
nily go o college than in muny
other commnities that I go w and
that means there is a very subtie
pressure from the communily and,
in turn, that puts sume pressure on
wachers.”

Banks explained that the focus
of his presentation was (o utilize a
lot of humor and stories because
so many times in siaff develop-
ment, the focus of i presentation
is you must do this and you must
do that.

drew an enthosias-

the workers, and organized lebor
was a big part of the coalition that
elected and re-clected Williams te
the governor's office six times.
The UAW's agenda in those days
was very broad and socially inclu-
sive.

Last week, I bad a conversation
with a leng-time friend, now
retired after a carcer in UAW lead-
ership. Cur talk was mingled with
nostalgia, regret and a sad, sim-
mering anger at what had hap-
pened to o once-shining inslitu-
tion.

“We haven't changed with the
times,” my fricnd started out.
“People used to know darn well
why we had a urion, what is was,
what it did for us. But these days,
when both parents are working,
often on different shifts, they are
50 rushed in getting the kids from
one soccer game to another ...
they never talk about where the
money comes from.

“What the kids get in scheol,
from the newspapers, from the TV

.. it's all negative about labor
unions. Even children from union

families show a certain animosity
toward organized labor, One guy
know brought home his SUB
check ("“Supplemental
Unemployment Benefit”, which
pays 95 percent of wages when a
UAW member is laid off) and
said, 'Look what GM gave me!’
Can you imagine that!”

My friend was concerned about
the ncgotiations now going on
between the UAW and the Big
Three, especially since labor casts
for the domestic manufacturers
are substantiaily higher than for
the non-union transplant factories
in the South. “The workers in
those plants don’t know the slight-
est thing what we're about. They
look at us (the UAW) the way
poor people Jock at rich people.””

[nternationz] trade and global-
ization may make it tough for
American manufacturing, accord-
ing to my friend, but realities have
10 be faced and adapted to instead
of merely standing against change
of any sorl. “We're not even urg-
ing people to buy U.S.~made cars.
In the old days, you had to worry
about getting your tires slashed if
you parked a Japanese-made car
at Solidarity House, But even after
9/11, when we could have talked
about America and how important
it was 10 support it, we didn't”

‘What most troubled my friend
was the slow, sad diminution of
the UAW from a broad force for
socizl and cconemic justice to just
another ¢concmic interest group.
“We should be talking, leud and
clear, about the good things, e
bad things, the hopes, the dreams.
We don’t seem to have any dreams
any more” My friend paused,
then burst out, "And it hurts my
heart, what's going on.”

teries and bottled water, you
might want to consider gelling
yourself prepared for  the
inevitable next time,

In another life, I spent several
years in hurricane country. Every
year on June 1, the beginning of
the season, [ and many of my
neighbers would check our go-
box — a plastic snap-lid container
with enough provisions to last for
a few days.

Oh, sure, you could slide down
to Dundec and pick up a ton of
dehydrated gourmet meals at
Cabelia’s, but you really don’t
have to spend all that much, and
most of what you need can be
found within a few minutes of
your house.

First, the box shouid be ne big-
ger than you can comfortably
carry by yourself and fit easily
inte your vehicle. Pick a gamish
celor so you won't be tempted to
empty it out and use it for some-
thing else.

On the lid tape a checklist of
last-minute items you need to ke
with you like insurance policies
and medications. The last thing
you want to do is be safely sitting
in a motel in Muskegon and real-
ize geandma’s insulin is back at
the house, If it is an emergency,”
without a list, you wil forget
something important. Heck, with-
out a list, if it's a trip to Cedar
Pointe, mest people will forget
something important.

Do you have a battery-operated
radio? Sitting in a comfortable air

conditioned house in Brighton, it
occured 1o me that if you could
see the goif-shirted anchors, you
probably weren't effected. If you
have a batiery-operated radie,
when was the last time you tried
to use it? If you don’t have one,
get one. It dogsn't have to be any-
thing bugely fancy, buz one with
weather band would be nice. Store
it in your go-box and store a
week’s worth of batteries in 2
ziplock bag. If you leave the bat-
tery in the radio, it may corrode
and wreck the tadio before you
ever get a chance to use it

box. Area stores will be soon
switching from summer to fall
merchandise.

1f you kave an all-electric
house, consider getting a two-
buener camp stove, When the grid
goes down, your microwave and
stove are really big paperweights.

He died in 1977 at the age of
92 after a short illness. { remem-
ber everyone marveling at how he
ilte two eggs or more a day, buner,
milk, cream and ice cream and
here he lived 10 ke healihy ull of
his 92 years; Today, all we hear is
1o, "avoid epgs becausc of the
negative elfects they cause”.
Could it be. maybe, that it isn’t
the eggs but ali the other garbage
we load into our syslems?

Let’s ¢onsider mutrient density.

We have a “calorie budgel” for
cach day. The food choices that
we make as we “spend” this budg-
2L must supply nuteients as well as
fuel, The urick is to choose foeds

that are low in calories but high in.

nutrients before using up your
allatment of ealorics.

This siluation presents a “catch
22" dilemma for modem people:
eat more food and you risk obesi-
ty, eat Jess and you risk nutrition-
al deficiis. Thus the food caten
must be more nutrieat dense.

Enler the cgg.

The cgg is one of nawre’s better
nutritional efforts, designed as a
tatal life support system for the
developing chick, One serving of
vwo large eggs provides 160 calo-
rics and 9 percent of the daily
requirement for prolein, vitamin
A, riboflayin, jron, vitamin $, und
phosphorous needed by the aver-
zge woman. It pravides this using
less thun 19 pereent of the daily
caloric requirement. Thus, eggs
arc a nutrient dense ford and a
good nutritiongl barguin.

Eggs are unique in that they
contain a halanced distribution of
nearly every nutrient known (o be
essenitial (o humans. Eggs contain
afl recommended  dietary
allowances (RDA), except vita-
min C and niaciz, As a source of
high quality protcin, cggs cannol
be beat. They are rich in eight
essential amine acids or building
biacks of protein that cannot be
manufsctured by the body. Like
epgs, foods that contain all eight
arc called complete proteins.

An egg contains adl of its fat {6
grams) and cholesterel (265 mil-
ligrams) in the yolk. This is where
most of all the other nutsients are
found as weil. Remove the yolk
and you seriously alter the protein
and nutdent content the egg has to
offer.

Finally, -eggs are a bargain

when it comes (¢ the feod budget,

Next in line for protein economy
is heef liver, followed by peanut
butter. Thus the egg is one of the
least expensive of the high quality

Many annuity salespeople promote what is
known as a 1033 exchange.” This i a provision

But the fact that a transaction js tax-free does
not autormalically make il a good deal, Since anmu-
ities vary, the new product might be befier or
worsc than the one you have, Even if it is better, it
may nol be enough of an improvement lo justify
the drawbacks of switching.

Rend the fine print yourself or get help evaluat-
ing the switch frem a more objective source than
the annuity salesperson.

M Death benefit. Some variable annuities guar-

Everyotie's garden should be her own, so
don's be afraid tojust do what you like. If you
like the look of pink flowers side by side with
purple, then go for it. I's your ganden, s¢
design it the way you want 1o, amd enjoy
doing iL.

Harry Eauder's Walking Stick is a
tree with a split personality.

Its summet persona is rather plain,
Clothed in limp, slightly crumpled
feaves, iU's a plant you'd walk by with-
out stepping. In facl, many gardeners
plant Corylus avellana “Contorta” ina
pot and hide it among other plants for
the sumimer.

But come December. winter strips
the plant of its dowdy summer garb to
reveal a twisted jumble of branches
with gray-brown bark. In March,
masses of bright yellow calkins up 0
8 inches long hang frem the bare
branches. This sight alore is worth liv-

ing with the plant’s common appear-
ance for holf the yeur.

Also called contoned fifben, con-
torted hazel and corkscrew hazel,
“Contorta” was discovered in the mid-
1800s growing in a hedgerow in
Ergland. It is related 1o the European
filbert, though it doesn’L normally pro-
duce nus. The plant gets its common
nare from Sir Harry Lauder, a vaude-
ville comedian from Scotiand who
had a collection of walking sticks
made from unusually shaped tree
branches.

“As the plant ages, Lhe branches
become more interwined, and it looks
Tike a reflection of itself,” said Warren
Robents, superiniendent of the

University of  Califomia-Davis
Arboreium.

The slow-growing “Coniorta”
eventually reachies 8 to 10 feet tall and
spreads up to 5 feet across. Classified
as a deciduous tree or shrub, it prefers
fll moming to carly afterncon sun,
wants rich soil and demands regular
water.

It is typically grafted onto another
rootstock, so suckering — shoots
coming up from the rootstock — is a
problem. The suckers are easily distin-
guished from the main plant by their
straight stems, They need to be cut er
they will oveitake the plant. Some
corkscrew hazels now come grafted
on a rootstock that does net sucker.

world of inheritance

A Calilornia state legislator has introduced a bitl thit would
give many children conceived and born in the state afier a parent
has died — thanks to frozen sperm or eggs — the same inheri-
tance rights as other children.

Assemblyman Tom Harman, R- Huntington Beack, is taking a
go-stow approach to give peaple plenty of time (0 think through
the implications of his bill. The measure would, under cenait
conditions. give so-called posthumously conceived children the
right to receive Social Security survivor benefits, says Warren
Sinsheimer, an estate lawyer who helped drafl the legislation.

It also cotld prevent an estate from being distribuled for up 1o
twa years if the person who died left “genctic miaterial” and evi-
dence saying he or she would like the material (o be used to pro-
duce a child who conld be an heir.

The number of posthumiously conceived children has been
growing, and 5o has the debate over their inheritance rights, Tn at
Jeast four states, lawsuits have been filed seeking te collect Social
Security survivor benefils for children conceived and bom after
the death of a parent.

The debate took on greater urgency amid reports that soldiers
and sailors were freezing their sperm belere shipping out to Irag,
Mast said they wanied 1o be uble 1o father children if a cheirical
attack left them sterile. But ene 20-year-old military wife was
quoted as saying. “1 want my husband’s legacy to carmy on wven
if be doesn't come back.”

Inheritance rights are determined by state laws, The Social
Security Administration looks to these laws 1o see i posthu-
mieusly conceived children will recgive the survivar benefils that
go 1o children whe lase a parent, Such kids get them in some
stales and nol in others. :

“We've allowed benefits in four cases involving six children,
and seven cases have been denied.” says Mark Hinkle, an SSA
spokesman,

“The law tight now in Califomia says that in ordcr fo be treat-
ed as a child of a decedent. you huve to be bomn-within 300 days
of that person’s death,” says Sinsheimer. “There also has to be
proof that you were the offspring of the deceased™

Under that law, a posthumously conceived child probably
would mot qualify for Social Security survivor benefits in
California, Sinsheimer says, If Harman’s bill became law, the
child could, under certain conditions, qualify for survivor bene-
fits and enjoy the same inheritance rights as other children.

Sinsheimer says he could envision scenarios where the pro-
posed law wonld creaie an ecenomic incentive to produce achild.

“Let’s assume ty grandmother died 40 years ago and left a 81
billion trust. It termisates on my death and goes to my chitdren,
1 die, and 1 don’t have any children. But T have some sperm on
deposit. My wife might want to use that sperm to have a child and
e guardian of that §1 billicn-dollar inheritance for 18 years
instead of having it go 1o my evil uncle or grandmother's favorite
charity.” he says.

rush of uctivity from the comer of his eye.
About 20 yards away, 10 men were
hurtling his way, pushing a 750-horsepow-
er crumpled hetp of sheet metal.

And
race teams aré always on the move — only
Lwice is the serics in the same location for
a two-weck pericd. )

Add o that the fact that a crewmati or
race car driver needs his hot dog or pork
tenderloin the instant he shows up at the
grill — lest he be late [or getting a car to
technical inspection or to run qualifying
laps — und the task becomes even more
daunting.

“I think it's challenging — which is
what 1 like about it)” said Lisa Marie
Freeman, NASCAR’s exceutive chef,

No matier whom they're feeding, the
NASCAR cooks can handle the curves —
from teams raiding the garage arca with
busted cars to the weather. *

During a recent race weekend, Sheila
Lumpkin, who cooks for Evemham
Motorsports, fought gusting winds and
pelting rain to create the culinary delights

For Lumpkin, Zimbelmann ad the rest,
the ruce weckend actually begins on
Wednesday with airip to the grocery store,
Budget isn’t usually their biggest concem;

About 7 a.m., Zimbelmann fires up his
customtized gill. As his bacon sizzles,
Zimbelmann ¢leans the inside of e feam
hauler. By about § am., his drivers and
crewmen are stopping by for beakfast.

Onee everyone has finished eating, he
cleans the grill, gels the food ont for Jurich
and goes right back to cooking.

woekends, Lumpkin uses some of thatl
time to see what other cooks are preparing
and to usk for recipes. )

“We're gl friends,” Zimbelmann said.
“We're a taveling circus. [ somebody
zuns oul of something this week, 1'll help
them. | tun out of something nest week,
they' Nl help me. We have some fun with
each ollter, but we hefp out.”

While the team cooks usualty have only
grills for their meals, Frecman’s NASCAR
hauler is equipped with almost a full
kitchen.

“There, Freeman, a culinary school grad-
uate who speciulizes i preparing wild
game, makes more than 500 meals a
wegkend. And they're Jow-fat. She prides
hersell on using lean, fresh cuts of meat
and keeping lots of fruits and veggies on
hand. She consults o nutritionist before
each rage fo create a healthy menu that will
lake advaniage of Jocul food specialtics.

“We work (ogether,” she said of the
team cooks. “I's muazing. ‘They have
quile a job (hemselves. We always chat
about what we're doing. 1'm still learning.
§don’t think I'll ever stop leaming.”

IU's the informal word for
Unsolicited Commercial E-mail
(UCE), the formal term for the
junk that drowns out normal
Internet discourse.

‘The word hay u strong foathold
in the pepular lexicon, When 1
asked five coworkers recenlly (0
tell me the first word that popped
into their heads when | said
~spam,” four of them said e-mail or
pop ups. Even a Joyal SPAM fan
said she thought of junk e-mail and
oot the meat,

According Lo a recent online poll
by CBS.MarketWatch.com, 74 per-
cent of consumers surveyed said
they wani 2 do nol e-mail list mod-
eled after the Do Not Call registry.
But experts say that a do not e-mail
list woa't solve the problem of
sparn because of two reasons: the
majority of spummers are decep-
tive and hey fkely wouldn™t com-
ply with the list and sccondly, i’s
very difficul; to urack down the
companies that violue the fisL,
Some bulk ¢-mail spammers,
accarding k» Consumer Repons
magazine, use proxy servers based
in places like the Ukraine,
Singapore and China to hide their
identities,

How are spammers getting our
e-mail addresses? According to the
Federul Trade Commission (FTC),
spunmers use special computer
programs called “harvesting sofl-

are” 1o search chal rooms,
inlcmet pages, newsgroups,
resames and u hosl of ather Web
ferums. Anything that contains the
*@" is fair game.

What you can do

While the junk e-mail filters
offered by your Inteet Service
Providers (ISP} should be firstin
yaur spam blocking line of
defense, there are proactive steps
you can take [ protect your ¢-mail
address from harvesting programs.
Here are some idens from the FTC:

+ Use a separate sereen name for
chatting, If you use Intemet chat
rooms, create 1 screen name that’s
not Associated with your e-mail
address and use only that name.

» Sct up two ¢-mail addresses.
Give one to your friends and foni-
ly and us the ather for everylhing
else, SpamMotel.com enabies you
10 5e1 up free disposeble forward-
Ing addresses yeu can use for
Tnternet purchases, chat rooms and
for posting on public Web pages.
When a spammer sends e-mail 1o
your disposable address, the mes-
sage is forwarded 10 your actual e-
mail zddress along with informa-
tion like when the address was cre-
uted, how many c-mails you've
received from that sender and the
date the sender last sent you e-
mail. You can go in at any Gme and
delete the address.

» Use a unique e-mail address
like jim2jacksond7@...com.
§pammers often vse “dictonary”
attacks. This is the practice of
sending messages to maly address-
¢3 using various letier and number
combinations, such as Jack! or
lack?, etc. And unless you know
the sender, don'( reply to their ofer
1o take you off their list: it's just a
ploy to see if your address is valid.

In addition to employing these
strategics, Consumer Reports
advises consumers not to disclose
their addrzss to any site without
first revicwing its privacy policy.
And don'l forget to uncheck
“check boxes” that grant the sile or
its partners permission (o send you
information on products or services
you didn’t sequest. One more
thing, try 10 aveid forwarding chain
Tetters, petitions, personal accounts
from people you don't know or
virus wamings, these may be a
play by spammers 10 get your
address.

In the meantime, what can you
do about the spam in your ¢-mail
box? Ferward it to your ISP, says
the FTC. Ofien your 1SP's e-mail
abuse address is abuse@yourisp-
fatme.com or postmaster @yourisp-
name.com. [oclude a copy of the
spam, along with the full e-mail
header, and at the top of your mes-
sage state that you're cornplaining
about being spammed. Also report
