More than 70 years after a 
spark from a passing train 
reduced three-quarters of Wixom 
to a.shes, the city is taking steps to 
rekindle its downtown. 

Wixom Ci ty Council voted 
Aug. 26 to sign a contract with 
Oakland County, allowing the city 
to create a Downtown 

DevelopiIieni Authority and keep 
$9.1 million in county ta.xes over 
the next 25 years. 

T!ie money wi l l be used to help 
pay for some $30 million in infra­
structure improvements the city 
plans to make in a 265-acre area 
centered on Pontiac Trail and 
Wixom Road. 

City Manager Michael Doman 
looks out from his office on 
Pontiac Trail and sees a village 
center where children watch 
responsible adults interacting 
daily in a pedestrian-friendly 
environment that combines com­
mercial and residential uses. 
"This has never been done any­
where nationwide," Doman 

declared. 
"They're building someplace to 

coiiie home to," said Oakland 
County CoiTimissioner Jeff Potter, 
who championed the program 
before the county commission. 

Under the contract Wixom has 
signed with the county, the city 
can levy a two-mill tax on proper­
ties within the D D A and keep any 
increased county tax revenues 
generated by improvetricnts to 
properties within the authority for 
up to 25 years. 

Under the terms of the tax 
increment financing authority, 
however, the city is limited to 
keeping no more than $9,1 mil­
lion in county taxes. Once that or

Novi artist David Barr has 
once again helped create a piece 
of art thai w i l l grace the land­
scape for generations to come. 

Barr collaborated with 
Redford Town.ship artist Sergio 
De Giusti to create 
"Transcending." a new monu-
meni in downtown Detroit's Hart 
Plaza honoring labor. 

The work, dedicated at a spe­
cial day-long ceremony Aug. 20, 
celebrates almost three years of 
work by labor aciivisis and the 
two local artists. 

The $1.5 mil l ion project was 
funded by the Michigan Labor 
Legacy Project. Gerald Baniom, 
direclor of ihe United Auto 
Workers Ford Department, 
served as president of die non­
profit organization. Ban-
described members of the project 
as a group of people from a vari­
ety of organizations involved in 
labor history. 

"These are idealists and 
dSamers who want to get the 
M^sage of their lives and labor's 
aSompIishments to ihe public," 
B i t said. 
.:.i^1ore thajI 120 artists submit-
5 blind proposals for the monu-
ngnt. The jury that selected Barr 
a l l De Giusti 's idea included 
S a h a m B e a l , . director of the 
a t r o i t Institute of Arts. 
^ I t was fitting that the artists 
:iampleted "Transcending" — 

name of the new sculpture in 
"Sowntown Detroit's Hart Plaza 

— prior to the Labor Day 
Weekend. 

The monument honors both 
workers and labor activists — 
those engaged in the struggle for 
worker's rights that has been as 
much a part of the Detroit land­
scape as the sculpture itself. 

"Transcending" is the largest 
work of art honoring labor in 
North America. The two stainless 
steel arcs reach 63 feet into the 
air and were designed by Barr. 
The arcs sweep up to a point 
where they almost touch. The 
gap represents the unfinished 
work of workers. Many union 
workers helped construct the 
landmark. For example, the 
stainless steel pietes were weld­
ed together by Capital Welding in 
Southfield. 

Barr had 14 granite boulders 
placed around the base of the 
monument. He cut and polished 
the boulders in Vermont and had 
them shipped to Detroit on 
trucks. The boulders range from 
three- to seven-feet high and fea-
tiile bronze reliefs designed by 
De Giusti. Each relief tells a 
story about ordinafy workers. 

Pavers with more than 40 quo-
tadons from people who were 
iihportant to the labor movement, 
such as Martin Luther King Jr., 
Eugene Debs, Frederick 
Douglass. Eleanor Roosevelt and 
former Walter Reuther. 

The monument also has a time 
capsule with mementos of labor 
families, such as labor caps, a

Two-year-old A n n Marie 
Shawley was supposed to be back 
with her mother in Emmett today 
following a Labor Day weekend 
visit with her father in Novi . 

Instead, Ihe toddler's mother is 
planning a funeral and the girl's 
22-year-old stepfather is facing 
charges related to her death. 

"It's one of the worse cases I've 
seen in 33 year of law enforce­
ment - and I've seen a lot," said 
Novi Police Chief Doug Shaeffer. 

He said emergency room offi­
cials at Novi ' s Providence 
Hospital called police after the 
girl's father brought her in about 
10 a,m, Monday with multiple 
injuries, Including brain damage. 

Chief Shaeffer said the child 
was treated at Providence Park 
before being transferred to a spe­
cial treament unit at Royal OaJc's 
William Beaumont Hospital. He 
said doctors at Beaumont declared 
the child dead at 7:05 p.m. Tueday 
and took her olTall life support. 

Beaumont spokesman llene 
Wolff said that child's family has 
asked that the hospital release no 
information on the case. 

Oakland County Medical 
Examiner Dr. Ljubisa J. Dragovic 
said the child was one of six autop­
sies scheduled for Wednesday. 

As of press rime Wednesday, 
Nov i Police and the Oakland 
County Prosecutor's Office were 
still invesrigadng and discussing 
possible charges against the step­
mother.

gavel, badges and photographs. 
In an interview at hi-s home last 

week. Barr said he went io school 
with De Guisti at Wayne State 
University in the '60s. "The 
Michigan artist community is 
.small enough that we know of 
each other's work," he said. 

Barr taught art at Macomb 
Community College and just 
retired about a year and a half 
ago. He was also an an instructor 
at Liiwrence Technological 
Institute and Wayne Slate 
University. 

He said the blind proposal is the 
most democratic way to select an 
idea for a major work of art, and 
that the idea for the Vietiiain War 
Meinorial in Washington, D,C. , 
was selected in this manner. 
Surprisingly, a jury used the idea 

of Maya L in , a 21-year-old art 
student, for the famou.s memorial. 

"It was a dream to be selected 
for this project on the basis of the 
idea alone," Barr said. 

Barr noted tliiil todiiy's workers 
should be thankful for ihe benents 
attained by yesterday's laborers 
and labor activists. 

"The message from manage­
ment today is thai, 'We wil l give 
you a health plan, a pension plan, 
work limits, disability pay, preg­
nancy pay.' But those benefits 
were actually fought for in the 
workplace. We need something to 
remind people how this all came 
about," Barr said. 

"There's a huge difference in 
Ihe workplace from 1900 to 
200.3," he said. "Name one of 
these benefits that was in place in 
the 1920s." 

Barr said Ihe perks today's 

workers enjoy arc the result o f 
many sacrifices from labor 
aclivists in ihc past. "The labor 
movement was martyrdom. 
People died for these causes, and 
many of them died on the job," he 
said. 

He believes improved work 
conditions even led to a longer, 
healthier life for today's workers, 
"The average Aiiierican male in 
1900 lived to age 44. We have 
added almost 40 years io life 
expectancy because workers have 
demanded Ihesc benefits," Barr 
.said. 

"We've made a better America 
and a better society," he said.

05, Novi ollicials and representa­
tives of other suburban water u.sers 
met with Detroit Water and 
Sewef-age Dcparimcnl oflicials A u g . 
19 to open rate discussions for tlie 
coming year. Novi and Detroit offi­
cials expect to have final proposed 
water rates in hand by Dec. 15. 

Blackout pay 

Novi city employees will have at 
least one bright spot in the wake o f 
the Great Blackout of 2003. Tia 
Gronlund-Fox, the ciiy's human 
resources director, announced Aug. 
22 that city employees who were 
sent home as a result of tlie power 
failure will be paid their regular pay, 

while city employees who worked 
Aug. 15 wi l l be paid extra. In a 
memo to City Manager Rick 
Helwig, Gronlund-Fox wrote tliat 
union employees and adminisU'ativc 
employees eligible for overtime pay 
will be paid tiine-and-a-half for ihc 
hours tliey worked. Administrative 
employees who receive compensa­
tory tiine wil l have the option of 
being paid straight time for the 
hours they worked or adding llial 
time lo tlieir vacation b;uik. 

Hea l th Insurance 

Despite an expected 6,45-pcrcent 
increase in health insurance cover­
age through Blue Cross Blue Shield, 
wliich covers more Uian half tlic 
city's active and retired worker pop­
ulation, it doesn't seem likely the 
city will .shift to a self-funded health 

care program. According to Tia 
Gronlund-Fox, the city's human 
resources director, only three of 12 
companies contacted presented the 
city with complete pro|)osals - and 
tlie least expensive of those would 
have cost nearly $20,000 more than 
the city is paying already. Gronlund-
Fox told city council members that 
unless renewal rales for tlie ciiy's 
remaining carriers. Blue Care 
Network, Healtli Alliiince Plan and 
M-Care, come in significantly high­
er than expected a self-funded 
health insurance plan is off the table 
for tlie foreseeable future. 

N e w paperworic 
City building oflicials are expect­

ing better record keeping and quick­
er iaspections for builders with tlie 
implementation of a new building 
inspection request process. Builders 
in Novi have to file a one-page form 
with the permit control officer in 
order to get a inspection for new 
construction or addiiions where 
there are environmental concerns or 
any other reason where a bond has 
been posted. "This wi l l keep 
builders a litde moic on tlieir toes," 
said Building Official.Don Saven, 
adding, "but it is their money and 

we want to get it back to them." He 
added it will keep tlie various city 
departments res|X)nsible for inspec­
tions on their Iocs and ensure ilie 
inspections iire completed in a time­
ly fashion. 'This is sonictliing we've 
needed for a long time," said Saven.

"They'd complain thai local 
nightclubs had Ihice problems 
-the crowd was too young, the 
music was too loud, and it was ihe 
wrong kind oi ' music," she said. 

Now, ihe business partners have 
brought a bit of New York lo resi­
dents of Novi with their new club 
al 40280' Grand River that just 
opened Aug. 22. 

The club is located on the north 
side o f Grand River beiwccn 
Meadowbrook and Haggerty in 
Ihe building thai formerly housed 
die restaurants the Red Timbers, 
Uicn the Timbers and, most recent­
ly, Bi l ly 's on Ilie River. The siic 
had been vacant for a couple of 
years after a fire destroyed the 
building. 

"1 used to come here when it 
was Billy 's on the River, and I 
thought it would be a good place 
for a club," Dellore said. 

The Manhalian Club owners 
plan lo open a comedy club, clev­
erly naiTied Lower Manhattan, on 
the lower level of the building this 
(all. 

Dellore, Who's lived in Novi for 
25 years, and Early, a former resi­
dent of Norlhvillc who now lives 
in Novi , shared the same vision for 
tlie club. 

"Karl ' s a friend. I've known 
ilIim about a year. He was looking 
for a partner and investor, and I 
just jumped in," Detlore said. 

Although Detorre is new to ihe 
nightclub business.

lEarly also created Ihe club's name. 

"He wanted something high-
end and high-class, and he thought 
Ihe Manhatlaii Club said it al l ," 
Detorre said. 

The club offers 18 different 
types of maninis, and ihe owners 
are thinking about creating a spe­
cial signature Manhattan with a 
special Iwist on the cocktail 's 
basic ingredients of whisky and 
sweet vermouth. 

The Manhali;in Club features a 
top-shelf liquor selection and a 
large selection of wine. 

About 30 people are cuncnily 
employed al the establishment, 
iind Dellore said the club is still 
accepting applications. 

Patrons can listen to live music 
six nights a week. Types of music 
will include an eclectic mix of 
jazz, blues, soft rock, Motown and 
dance music, according lo Christie 
Keilh, Early's a.ssistant. 

The mosi siriking aspect o f the 
bar is Ihe dramatic New York sky­
line etched on the mirror behind 
the bar. "Karl found a poster on 
the Internet and modeled ihe etch­
ing from that," Dettore said. 

Rather than a traditional straight 
bar, ihe design features three 
horseshoe bends. "It's a more per­
sonal setting — made for conver-
saiion," Deilore explained. 

The club also has seven televi­
sions and a sound system widi 42 
speakers. 

"No matter where you sit, you 
hear the same level of music," 
Detlore said. "It's designed to 

allow conversation, but you're still 
able to hear the music. And, the 
music is louder on the dancf 
floor." 

Dellore and Early also plan to 
install a top-of-the-linc smoke-
eater in Ihe club. 

The decor features red, blue and 
purple with lighting by Lighiology 
of Chicago, a company owned by 
Detorre's brother, Greg K a y 

The club's chef, Joey 
DelVecchio, graduated from the

Arts and lbrmei-|y worked for Cafe 
Cortina in Farmingion Hills. 

"1 got a map of Manhalian, 
looked at street names and incor­
porated lliem into the names of my 
dishes," he said. 

Times Square Veal Riccardo -
sautccd medallions of veal with 
artichokes, two wines, lemon and 
whole butter - also incorporates 
his late father's name. 

"I got my interest and talent in 
cooking from my dad. He was 
president of a ski club when 1 was 
growing up in Troy and did all ihc 
cooking for the club's oulings," 
DelVecchio said. 

"I used the theme of a mcliing 
pot in my menu. No mailer who 
you are, you' l l be able to find 
someihing you like." he said. 

Other entrees include Cathedral 
Parkway Cherry Chicken, Park 
Avenue Filet, North Shore Salmon 
and Lenox Avenue Breast of 
Chicken. 

"I decided not to include ihc 
landmark East River when naming 
my entrees. East River Flounder 
just doesn'l sound loo appetizing," 
DelVecchio said. 

Appetizers, soups, salads and 
sandwic,hes are also available, and 
the club offers carryout and cater­
ing. 

"I w i l l take special menu 
requests with a 24-hour notice," 
DelVecchio said. He also plans to 
serve desserts tablcside in the 
future.

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.State Sen. Nancy Cassis (R. 
Novi) introduced a bil l package 
recently to phase out the lax on 
employer-funded health benefits 
under (he Small Business Tax. 

The goal of the package is to 
create jobs and stop layoffs, pro­
vide and expand health benefits, 
>ind sharpen Michigan's compet­
itive edge. 

"Michigan is one of only two 
states that impose a tax penalty 
on employers who supply health 
benefits to their workers," 
Cassis said. The slate o f 
Washington is the other state 
that has Ihe tax. Michigan 's 
small business tax went into 
effect in 1975. 

"We oughl to be encouraging 
businesses lo fund health care 
packages for workers, not dis­
couraging them with a capri­
cious and arbitrary tax," Cassis 
said. 

Charlenc Long , managing 
director of the Walled Lake 
Downtown Development 
Authority, supports the legisla­
tion. 

Ed Deeb, president o f the 
Michigan Business and 
Professional Association and the 
Michigan Food and Beverage 
Association, in Warren said, 
I'The cost of health care insur­
ance has gone up about 23 per­
cent per year for the last three 
years. This impacts small busi­
ness owners probably more than 
anybody, because employees of 
small businesses rely on Ihis 
insurance to lake care of their 
families. 

"And, employers use health 
care to attract and keep employ­
ees. They need to be able to 
offer these benefits to be able to 
jcompetc with larger corporation. 
•Our organization has been fight-
]ing for Ihree^years fo,g?t some 
relief on health care costs for 
bur 21,000 members who 
employ 160,000 persons. We 
think the passage of this b i l l 
package would be a godsend for 
the business community and 

urge the legislature to adopt Ihis 
package," Deeb said. 

"Small businesses are ihe 
backbone of our economy. 
Anyihing that can be done to 
alleviate their financial burden 
and help them create more jobs 
and/or provide more health ben­
efits is a plus for everyone," 
Long said. 

"Whether we are in good or 
bad economic times, we should 
always be looking for ways lo 
help our business owners to 
expand and become more com­
petitive, thus continuing to grow 
our state's economy," she added. 

Eliminating the punitive tax 
on health benefits wi l l provide 
the economic incentive for 
employers to olTer increased 
benefit packages, hire more 
workers and expand their busi­
nesses. 

"(Employees) want top pay 
and top benefits, but they conic 
at a cost to business owners of 
less money for advertising, 
updating equipment, or adding 
new employees," said Lsaly 
Szetela, president of 
Vettesloraiions in Southfield. 
"Senator Cassis ' proposed bills 
wi l l be very beneficial." 

Cassis said she w i l l soon 
announce hearings on the legis­
lation. 

Tom Davis, a representative 
from Cassis' office in Lansing, 
said Tuesday that hearings 
should begin the first week in 
October. 

Opponents of the bill package 
say that with recent cutbacks in 
state shared revenues that 
Michigan needs as much tax 
income as possible going into 
the general fund. 

"Our response to that argu­
ment would be that we can't 
afford ,not to eliminate thi.s lax 
penalty," Davis said. 

Davis said it is estimated that 
businesses w i l l save about $15 
million dollars in the first year i f 
the tax is eliminated on employ­
er-funded health insurance. 

"Some people might view that 
as a reduction in state revenue of . 
$15 mill ion. But, i f you allow 
employers and businesses to 
keep that much of their own 
money, they're going to invest it 
in their business, have less lay­
offs, and be able to purchase 
more health insurance," Davis 
said. 

The tax Jipplies to all busi­
nesses in the state with 
$250,000 in gross receipts, 
according to Davis.

The Cassis Care and 
Competitiveness Package has 
three principle objectives: to 
create jobs in Mich igan and 
reduce the need for layoffs; to 
provide and expand health bene­
fits for Michigan workers; and 
to sharpen Michigan's competi­
tive edge and improve the state's 
economy. 

Cassis believes it's wrong for 
employers to be penalized by 
having to pay higher taxes for 
providing health benefits to 
employees. 

She says the punitive tax on 
health benefits restricts the abil­
ity of some smaller businesses 
to provide health benefits to 
their employees. 

Her theory is that the 
increased tax takes money away 
from job growth, employee 
retention and capital investment. 

The five-bill package, i f it 
passes, would eliminate the 
Healthcare Addback from the 
Small Business Tax base over a 
five-year period. 

The lax penalty employers 
pay for health benefits would 
decrease by one fifth (20 per­
cent) each year for five years, 
after which it would be eliminat­
ed. 

" W e ' l l see a tangible benefit 
in Nov i i f this b i l l passes," said 
L o u Mar t in , chairman of the 
N o v i Chamber o f Commerce 
board of directors.

You could use those dol­
lars to invest in people and 
equipment," he said. 

Last week, the Mich igan 
Manufacturers' Associat ion 
released a survey that showed 
that rising health care is over­
whelming employers as they cut 
costs, and jobs, to remain prof­
itable. 

The report said that 41 percent 
of the survey's respondents indi­
cated that their companies were 
laying off workers or reducing 
hir ing to cope with annual 
increases in health insurance.

Two members ol' the 0:iiiliind 
Inlen7)cdi,Hc SciiooJ DKlricl Boiird 
of Education have resigned aniid 
accusations of extravagant spending 
on travel and gills, but i l appears the 
ilIrec remaining meinlicrs will nol 
follow suit even liioiigii Gov. 
Jennifer Grahnolm and Mii;c 
Flanagan, executive director of Ihe 
Michigan Association of iilieniiedi-
ate .Sciiool Administrators, have 
called for iheir resigiiaiinns. 

The Delroil Free Press reported 
Aug. 22 that board olficials had run 
up excessive expenses. Four days 
later, Tony Rothschild, sccrelary. 
and Helen Pmiow, a inistcc. both 
(umed in their resignations at a 
board meeting. A l Tuesday's bo;u-d 
meeting, DiAiinc Cagle 
Leilermann, vice prcsidenl, and 
Janet Thomas, trea.surer, defended 
tiieir jobs while the board president, 
Carol Borich, was out of town for 
personal rca.sons. 

Foniier Oakland Intermediate 
School District Superintendent 
James Redmond was fired in 
January for allegedly using school 

disliicl money for pcrsoniil flying 
lessons iuid for ofl'ering unautho­
rized stall' biiyouls. He lias since 
filed a $2 million breach of coiiraet 
suit. This spring, Ihe office of 
Atlomey General Mike Cox iiegan 
investigating Redmond's misman-
agenicni of I'unds, including ihe 
funding of the district's new S.'̂ O 
million building in VVaicrlbrd. Dan 
Austin, the district's inierini supcr-
intendeiit, Iws asked Cox to.broadeii 
the investigation lo include the 
entire district. 

Novi Community School District 
Superintendenl Enimell Lippe 
believes that the media alleiilioii 
being given to Oakland Schools 
lately is because of Ihe incidents 
which happened lasi spring relative 
lo llie management of funds and 
money 

"Now the focus is on. more 
specifically, tlie board of education 
members," he said. "There are 28 
school districts and Oakland 
Schools provides a lot of services lo 
lliem all. I think one disadvantage 
we have in Novi is the location of 
Novi Schools in relation to .the 
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B O A R D M E M B E R S

The American Heritage College 
Dictionary defines a lobbyist as a 
person engaged in trying to influ-
enee legislalors or other public offi­
cials in favor or against a specific 
cause. That is why Brian Whiston, 
director of governmental services 
and lobbyist for ihe Oakland 

I Inicniiediaic School-'District,; feels 
that the' recent reports' of expenses 
he made to cover a golf outing for 
two while attending a legislative 
conference in Palm Springs, Calif, 
and a tram ride for a group of legis­
lators and lobbyists were legitimate ' 
expenditures - even if Oakland 
County taxpayers did finance them. 

Whislon alrejidy reimbursed the 
district $166.50 for the golf ouling 
and $83 for the tram ride after 
Oakland Schools Board of 
Education members Helen Pniiow, 

a imstee, ;md Tony Rolh.schild, sec­
retary, .announced tlieir resignations 
during a board meeting Aug. 26. 
Boili of them, along with President 
Carol . Borich, Vice President 
DiAnne Cagle Leilermann and 
Treasurer Janet Thomas, are 
accused of spending exuberant 
amounts of ttixpayers' money on 
luxury hotels, European vacauons 
iind expensive restaurants. 

According lo Jim Koster, the 
Novi Community School District 
a.ssistiuil superintendenl of business 
and finance, all taxpjiyers in 
O.ikland County, including those in 
Novi, Jjiy taxes to the Inlcfmediate 
School District. He hopes ilial citi­
zens realize tlial allegations of lavish 
spending are not directed ai anyone 
in ihe Novi School District. 

'The average guy on the street 
.sees a headline that reads 'School 
Bo.sses in Oakland Live It Up' and 
tliinks all .schools are that way," he 
•said. "That's a crazy headline. The 
only sad thing about diis is that 
we're all tlirown in Ihe same basket 
on tliis issue and it's just not Uiie." 

When asked about Whislon's 

s|x;nding, Koster said thni he felt it 
was ju.stified. 

"IBrian, ;is a lobbyist, is U'enien-
dous," he said. "He has been able to 
persuade those powers thai be, that 
goveni us, to our benefit many 
limes. Tliat's the way il .should be. 
Tliat hikes skill, that takes persua­
sion iuid it takes dinner, golf and 
Irani rides. That's exactly what it 
hikes. That's the nature of ihe beast." 

Wliiston lobbys on behalf of 28 
local .school districts and Oakland 
Schools to make sure funding 
comes back to the schools. He is 
partly responsible for chiuiging the 
policy to tome up with a funding for 
schools from counting 50 percent of 
tlie kids from tlie previous school 
year and 50 percent from the cuffent 
school year lo counting 20 percent 
for llie previous year and 80 percent 
for the current year. 

According to Whiston, this 
change brings back about $6 million 
a year in additional revenue to 
schools in Oakland County. He also 
said that' when Gov. Jennifer

"It's all relative.-., because ihey 
have a lot of services, they provide a 
lot of special education services, a 
lot in career education, a lot of pro­

fessional development activities as 
fiU' as stalT is concerned as wcii as 
numerous oilier programs. It's up to 
us 10 pick and choo.sc those which 
we liiink are bcneficiai to our staff 
and to our kids." 

Stale Rep. Ruth Johnson (R-
Holly) is calling for reimbui'semcnt 
of miss])enl funds. A mcmiicrof the 
Lxigislalurc's Education Comniitlec, 
Johnson ;ilso said she will propose 
legislation allowing void's to elect 
disuict board members. 

Meanwhile, filling the vaciuicies 
left by Rotiischild and Prulow is llic 
task at hand. 

"Tlie board met last night, lis­
tened lo comments from school 
board members in the public, 
regiirding appointment of people to 
replace tlie two boaixi members who 
stepped down lasl week," said 
Shelley Rose, director of communi-

cjiiioiis and marketing for Oakland 
Schools. "People had different opin­
ions on whether it should lie done al 
the ISD level or the Michigan 
Dcp;irtmcnl of Education Board of 
Education level. 

Rose said ihe vacancies arc being 
posted in Ihe newspaper as a public 
noiice for any citizen who would 
like to be a member of tiie boiuxl to 
submit a letter of interest. The 
appointments have to be Itikcn by 
September 26. If the ISD board does 
not do that, it reverts to the 
Michigan Boiird of Education. 

Oakland Schools recently 
released the results of a survey, 
which co.sts $30,000, which county 
residents rated the district. 
Respondents gave the district a C in 
money management. Forty-four 
percent gave tlie districi a negative 
job rating in managing its money 
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Granholm issued a proration, 
Whiston helped by working with 
legislators and other lobbyists to 
incn:ase the foundation allowance 
on various years, which brought 
back tens of millions of dolliirs to 
schools in Oakland County 

Those services, along with many 
others, are why Whiston believes his 
expenses were legitimate. "1 under­
stand people questioning these 
expenditures, iuld I think dial's fair. 
But I think willi the question of ihe 
expenditures, they ought to under­
stand how the system works and 
they ought lo understand llie good 
things we do," he said. "I suppose i f 
I just read in the paper ihal this guy 
kept going out to lunch and spend­
ing $30, $50 or $100 on lunch, I 
might think, 'Boy, diere is some­
thing wrong with that guy.' But if I 
understand that taking diose lunches 
helped us to be able to bring back 
literally hundreds of millions of dol­
lars to the taxpayers in Oakhmd 
County because of building those 
relationships, tlien I think it does 
shed a different lighi." 

Wliiston explained that the num­
ber one issue tliat people always say 
they think is important is education. 
Therefore, he thinks it's important 
that policymakers have cx|x:rts in 
educauon helping tliem understand 
the issues, wlIich is his role. 
.„..;.!Ihefe are people who lobby for 
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businesses and ilierc iire people who 
lobby for the environment," he said. 

• "Legislators cannol lie experts in 
100 dilTcrenl subjects, so Ihey 
depend on their stalT, otiier legisla­
tive members and lobbyists to 
understand the issues. That doesn't 
ineaii we iilways agree. 1 may take a 
legislator out to dinner and tlien they 
certainly don't always agree with 
me, luid that's tiie way the system 
should work. We just want to have 
Ihe opportunity lo share with them 
our side ol'tlic issue. My job entails 
building relationships so tliat legis­
lators know who you are and so ihey 
can trust tliat you me going to be 
honest wilh them about how tilings 
impact tlicm." 

Wlii.ston further expiained tiiat 
people should understand that legis­
lators get ini'onnation from a lot of 
dilTerent groups - some in support 
of public education and some 
opposed. He thinks it's important 
that they get to know him and build 
a relationship with him .so tliat there 
is a husl tlial when information is 
shared, that it's in the best interest of 
that legislator. 

.\s i'or all the money spent on 
expensive vacations iiy aii the hoard 
members, Whiston beiieves they 
were justified as long as they were 
going to contcrenccs. "I tliinli going 

to conferences is a very important 
part of tiie professional development 
of the school board member," he 

'said. "1 happen io have an education 
background as a school board mem­
ber, but there are a lot of school 
board members who don't have iui 
educational background. School 
board membeis have to have a way 
of learning about iliosc issues so dial 
when superintendents do come for­
ward and talk lo dicm, they under­
stand thcni." 

That means, according to 
Whiston, tliat they may have to 
attend classes put on by the 
Michigan Association of School 
Boards or Ihey may go to tiie nation­
al .school board conference. "I think 
tliose are important tools lo help 
school boiu'd members leam about. 
what diey'rc doing," he said, " in 
temis of tlie Oakland Schools board 
members going lo conferences, 1 
congratulate diem for doing dial. 1 
think we ought to be talking about 
the school board members who 
don't go to conferences and aren't 
taking ilie lime lo leam and lo be 
professional."

Oakland County Executive L . 
Brooks Patterson has hammered 
away on the quality of life 
theme. That, along with business 
and industrial development, has 
helped make the county the 
nation's second wealthiest. 

Improving the quality of life in 

Oakland County, goes 
Patterson's mantra, helps attract 
business and industry - and 
attracting more business and 
industry helps pay for the cost of 
improving the quality of life in 
ihe county. 

Novi residents can have as 
good a local park system as 
they're wil l ing to pay for. 
Some city officials would like to 
sec user fees play a greater role 
in the parks and recreation budg­
et. Well, then the cily needs to 
invest in more active recreation 
facilities that people would be 
will ing to pay for. 

The question is, what is the 
public willing to pay for? No 
public official is going to stand 
up in favor of building a water-
park like the two run by the 
county without heavy public 
support. 

Novi residents have already 

made it clear they don't care for 
spending public money on 
anolher golf course. Despite 
being in the midst of the biggest 
surge in popularity in hockey in 
decades, the city's ice arena has 
been an underwhelming success. 

Oakland County seems to have 
done well with "The Fridge," the 
slate's first refrigerated toboggan 
run and the walerparks- at 
Waterford Oaks in Waterford 
Township and Red Oaks in 
Madison Heights. 

While Novi seems to have a 
lot of park land, it appears from 
the city's parks report not to be 
enough, not all in the right places 
and not tenibly well equipped. 

So what does Novi want? 
It's been said that no one ever 

erected a statue to a committee in 
the park. True enough, but with­
out a committee there often isn't 
a park to put a statue in.

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I don' i want lo he apocalyptic 
about i l , but the contracls the 
U A W wil l be ncgotiuling with 
the Big Three this fall could go 
a long way to determine ihe fate 
of the domestic auto industry, 
Ihe union and the entire econo­
my of Michigan. 

How come? To pul it bluntly, 
the foreign-owned "transplant" 
manufacturing plants, nuislly 
located in the South and entirely 
non-union, are eating the 
domeslic auiomakeis' lunch. 
A n d , i f present 
rhetoric are to he 
believed, neither 
Ihe companies 
nor the U A W 
seem much 
incl ined to get 
serious about 
addressing their 
basic mutual 
problems this 
liiTie around. 

Fi rs l , considei 
what has hap­
pened in the auto 
market in recent 
years. Time was, P h i l P O W B r 
the domestic auto 
companies dominated the mar­
ket; virtually all their employees 
were UAW-represented. But the 
B i g Three market shaie started 
dropping in the 1970s. By the 
l ime the Honda opened the 
Marysvi l le , Ohio plant in 1982, 
the domestic market share was 
down 10 around 80 percent. The 
slide has only accelerated, with 
the B i g Three market share 
plummeted from 73 percent to 
63 percent in the past seven 
years. 

O f course, declining market 
share translates to fewer U A W -
represented workers. In 1991, 
G M announced a plan lo cut 
74,000 jobs and 21 plants, 
including six assembly facil i­
ties; in 2002, Ford announced 
plans 10 close two assembly 
plants. Today, aboul one in 
seven autoworkers are nol U A W 
members, and some experts are 
laikWg 'iib'6Wl"25 • p 6 \ ) n i ' ' 6 f the 
total auto workforce being 
nonunion by 2010. 

W h y is this happening? You 
get different lakes, of course, 
but a good place to start is with 
labor costs. Most experts calcu­
late there is a $10-per-hour 
labor cost difference between 
the union domestic plants and 
non-union factories. 

As diicct per-hour wages aie 
roughly the same between trans-
phinl and domestic plants, a big 
pan of the cost gap has to do 
with health care costs. The labor 
force of the transplant plants is, 
by and large, younger and theic-
fore somewhat healthier than 
thai at the domeslic plants. 
Moreover, the U A W labor con­
tracts offer very generous (and 
very expensive) "first dollar" 
health covenige. 

Is the U A W wil l ing lo baigain 
aboul health care 
costs? Not i f you 
listen 10 U A W 
President Ron 
Gelllefinger: ' 
"Wc are nol 
going lo pick up 
premiums. We'fe 
nol going lo pick 
up co-pays. 
We're not going 
lo pick up 
deductibles." 

Another part 
of the labor cost 
gap has to do 
wilh pension 
costs. Pensions 

arc complicaied matters, but in 
essence ihe foreign-owned 
plants have "defined contribu­
tion" pension plans. The compa­
nies put in $ X per week, which 
is invested; the employees gel 
the money when they retire. 
Pensions at the domestic auto 
plants, on the other hand, arc 
"defined benefit" plans; 
retirees' income is based on a 
formula that includes wages, 
years of service and age. 

Because the value of lhc 
stocks that mosl pension funds 
use as investment vehicles has 
dropped so much in recent 
years, the rules governing pen­
sion accounting are requiring 
the Big Three to contribute b i l ­
lions of dollars just to prop up 
their, pension plans. W i l l lhc 
U A W consider shifting from 
pensions from defined benefit to 
defined contribution? " N o , we 
won't look¥t''tKat';"'a'cftii'ding lo 
U A W P-resident Gelllefinger. 

The U A W says lots of other 
factors are involved in the slide 
of domeslic auto fortunes, most 
of them the responsibility of 
management. They point to poor 
design and weak investment in 
new domestic models, saying it 
isn't their I'ault that domestic 
automobile product sells so 

badly. They say American com­
panies wasted lots of capital in 
liuying expensive foreign brands 
such as Volvo, Jaguar and Saab, 
ralhcr than investing in lhc pro­
ductivity of U .S . plants. A n d 
they point to badly deteriorated 
relationships wi lh companies in 
the supply chain. 

Regardless of which side is 
right in Ihe argumenl — and I 'm 
inclined lo believe llicrc is nicril 
on both sides -—: neither union 
nor companies looks as though 
they are gearing up for a full­
blown elTori to overcome the dis­
advantages domeslic aiiloniakers 
lace against the foieign-owned 
transplants. Best guess by expe­
rienced observers is that this 
year's lalks wi l l wind up with the 
U A W allowing the automakers to 
dose some plants but doing little 
dram;itic lo close the $10 per 
hour cost gap, thereby leaving 
the really tough issues lo the next 
generation of aulo executives 
and union leaders. By which 
lime il may be loo lale. 

Ill a good piece previewing 
Ihis year's negolialions lasl 
week, ihe Detroit Free Press 
quoted Comcr ica chief econo­
mist, Dav id L i l l m a n , to the 
effecl that to assure their mulual 
survival both lhc automakers 
and the U A W need lo find ways 
10 cut at least $2,000 in cost per 
vehicle, improve quality and 
increa.se the resale value of Iheir 
cars and trucks. "Instead of 
using this period lo really even 
the playing field in lef-ms of cost 
and belter product," L i l l m a n 
said, "we continue in a lime 
warp of the '50s. It's getting 
away from them. They are talk­
ing lo Ihem.selves and the wal l . " 

1 suppose it's only human 
nature for this generation of 
U A W leaders and aulo executives 
lo want to duck really tough 
issues this lime around. But if the 
consequence is the steady down­
ward slide for all of Michigan's 
core industry, sometimes I wish 
there could lie representatives of 
all of us silting at the bargaining 
table holding both company and 
union feet lo the fire.

Taubman Centers, Inc., of 
Bloomfield Hills, who owns Twelve 
Oaks Mall in Novi, announced 
Tuesday that it declined Simon 
Property Group's unsolicited hostile 
cash tender olfcr made in conjunc­
tion with Wesifield America, Inc., 
ihe U.S. subsidiiiry of Wesifield 
America Tmst. 

About 31.5 million, or less tlian 
39 percent of lhc iipproximate 81 
million shares of Taubman Centers 
voting stock, were tendered into the 
$20 per share olfer. The offer totals 
more than $1.7 billion for the 
Taubman shares. 

"As we have previously stated, 
ihis amount is clearly insuliicicnt lo 
meet Simon's own minimum 
Tender Offer condition or lo pur­
chase the company since at least 
two-thirds of Taubman Center's 81 
million issued or outstanding voting 
shares...musi approve any sale vnm-
action or amendment lo die corjxi-
rate charter," the announcement 
said. 

"Taubman Centers' Board of 
Directors has unanimously deter­
mined that the Simon olTcr is inade­
quate, and that it does not believe 
that maximum value will be realized 
by selling the company al this time." 

Simon Property Group and 
Westfield America, Inc., announced 
that they have extended their offer 
iIntil midnight on Oct. 3, unless the 
offer is further extended. 

lleadquartered in Indianapolis, 
Simon Property Group is a real 
estate investment trust ihiil owns and 
manages regional malls and com­
munity shopping centers. It current­
ly owns or has an interest in 239 
properties with 184 million square 
feet of gross leasable area in 36 
states as well as nine assets in 
Europe and Canada. 

Wesifield America Tmst is the 
second-largest property trust listed 
on the Australian Stock Exchange. It 
owns a majority interest in the 
Westfield AIneIica portfolio o f 63 
Westfield Shoppingtowns, which 
are home to more than 8,400 spe-

cially stores and cover 64 million 
square feel in 14 stales. 

In declining tlie offer, the slate-
menl went on lo say, 'Taubman 
Centers has increased its financial 
guidance twice since the Simon 
offer was made. Our collection of 
upscale regional mall assets cannot 
be replicated. They represent the 
mosl productive portfolio of region­
al malls in die United States and 
have always been and will always 
lie highly coveted." 

Taubman Cenlcrs, Inc., a real 
eslale inveslineni Inisl, owns and/or 
manages 30 urban and suburban 
regional and super regional shop­
ping cenlcrs in 13 slalcs. Stony 
Point Fashion Pih-k in Richmond, 
Va., is under construclion and will 
open Sept. 18, Construction on 
Northlake Mall in Chiirlolte, N.C. , 
will begin later this year and will 
open in iiill 20()5. 

Taubman also acquired an addi­
tional 25 percent interest in 
MacArlhur Center mall in Norfolk 
Va., July 10, increasing the compa­
ny's stake to 95 percent in Ihe devel-
opmcnl. 

Offers in the propo.s'ed hostile 
takeover have been made .several 
times since the initial proposal on 
Dec. 5.2002. At no point has Simon 
had sufficient shares lo complete 
the transaction, according to a 
spokesperson from Taubman corpo­
rate hcadqujirters. 

We.stfield America joined Simon 
in die takeover bid on Jan. 15,2003, 
after Taubman rejected an initiiil 
offer for $17.50 a share on Nov. 13, 
2002. 

"The Board believes tliis is not 
the time to sell the company at all. 
We're taking whatever steps that are 
necessary to protect the sharehold­
ers of the company," the Taubman 
spokesperson said. 

Taubman rejected another offer 
for $20 a share on Jan. 21. 
Interestingly, both the Indiana 
Attorney General Steve Carter and 
die Michigan Attoniey General 

Mike Cox have become involved in 
discussions about the hostile 
l;ikeovcr bid. 

A ruling from federal U.S. 
DislricI Court Judge Victoria 
Roberts stripped Taubman of its 
ability to block tlie hostile takeover 
by Simon last month. A 15-page 
brief filed by Cox said that Roberts 
erroneously inferred a "deemed 
acquisition" concept not found in 
Michigan law. 

Tlie case, which is currently on 
iippciil lo tlie Sixtli Circuit Court, 
heated up lasl month when Carter 
filed a last-niinule amicus brief on 
behalf of llic Simon Group. 

Cox inimedialcly put his legal 
team in action and filed a brief Aug. 
4. 

"Tliis entire debate is about an 
out-of-state corporate mider trying 
to manipulate Michigan law to 
allack tlie voting rights of Michigan . 
.shareholders," Cox said in a slale-
nienl Aug. 4. 

"I iun filing this brief with one 
simple message: Michigan workers 
and job providers will nol stand 
alone in diis fighl," Cox said. 

"Tlic legal sliikes are bigger lhan 
Taubman's and Simon's inlerests 
combined," Cox said. "Michigan 
law has long sought lo prolecl die 
voting righls of shareholders and 
small businfcsscs. Simon and their 
allies should not be allowed lo turn 
die law on its head at the expense of 
sharcholdcn;." 

Ironically, while Taubman is a 
Michigan company. Simon is not 
incorporated in Indiana and is not 
subject to Indiana law. The compa­
ny, which is headquartered in 
Delaware, iictually falls under 
Delaware's laws. 

The appeals process is underway 
on the takeover bid, wiUi die Sixth 
Circuit Court in Cincinnati .setting a 
date for oral arguments lo begin Oct.

He know.s 
tliat he can use th.at fear to return and 
once again claiiri his dominance as 
tlie number one fear«d killer in the 
aica. 

As he gains strengdi, Krueger 
finds dial his return is becoming 
more and more possible. There is 
just one problem though, Voorhees 
has taken it upon himself to do what 
he docs best - kill everyone in sight. 

including potential victims that 
Krueger was planning on oRing 
himself When Kmeger is finally 
completely back, he figunss that 
Voorhees'job is done and decides to 
send him back to Hell for good. He 
underestimates his suiingth, howev­
er, and ihcrein lies the fun. 

The climax of tlie movie, of 
course, is the epic battle between the 
two mad men. Each one displays his 
own power to try lo defeat the otlier. 
There are times when die audience 
is thinking that Voorliecs is winning 
and times when Kmeger seems to 
lie the victor and it iill leads up to die 
final dramatic scene when the win­
ner is finally revealed. Or his he? 

Fans of die two movie franchises 
will walk away from diis film feel­
ing satisfied, but wanting more, lt is 
a modem classic which should, not 
be missed.

For Stuntman turned actor Ken 
Kirzinger. the number 13 has 
proven to be a bit lucky. 

Not only was he the stunt coor­
dinator on the eighth installment 
of the "Friday the 13th" movies 
as well as "The 13th Warrior," 
but he found himself iipplying for 
the coordinator job for "Freddy 
versus Jason" and failing to get it 
— he got something else instead. 

"I actually applied to be the 
stunt coordinator and inter­
viewed for that," Kireinger said 
during a phone interview. "I was 
very lucky, because the produc­
ers noticed iny build and within 
iwo weeks, they had me back in 
auditioning for the part of Jason. 
It just blew me away, but I 
jumped at the chance." 

From blowing things up to 
hacking folks up, Kirzinger 
found hihi.self taking a step from 
one side of the film-making 
process lo the other No longer 
was he planning stunts and set­
ting himself on fire, instead he 
was too bu.sy putting on the hock­
ey mask that has become known 
as the face of fear itself. 

"I 'm very fortunate to be able 
to play such an incredible role," 
Kirzinger said. "Jason is a highly 
recognizable character. In fact, so 
recognizable that you could easi­
ly call him the Frankenstein of 
this genef'ation." 

Prcpping for such a rol? wasn't 
too hard for Kirzinger. 

"I 'm such a fan of the series," 
he said. "In that alone I had done 
a lot o f preparation. Growing up, 
I watched all of the movies and I 
even worked on number eight. 
With all of that background, plus 
(director) Ronnie Yu's input, we 
were able io bring this version o f 
Jason to life." 

And bringing him to life was 
the easy part — as many folks 
know, the trouble with Jason is 
kilhng him. 

"I think that's what makes him 

such a scary character," Kirzinger 
said. "He's not going to run after 
you and he's not afraid of any­
thing you can throw at him. 
Instead, he just walks along, 
waiting to get his chance because 
he knows either sooner or later 
he's going to get you." 

Fans of the character wi l l have 
noticed that Jason does some­
thing in this new film that he nor­
mally hasn't done in the past —-
react to a situation. 

"He's not really the kind of 
character that reacts to anything," 
Kirzinger .said. "The ' biggest 
reaction I had to do was in the 
dream world when the waicr 
siaris •coming down on Jason. 
Other than that, you can say that

Jason's reactions are subtle 
ones." 

For Kirzinger, it wasn't so 
much landing the role that made 
him realize how big it was but 
rather a completely different situ­
ation altogether. 

Having worked on the movie 
" X - M e n 2" with director Brian 
Singer, Kirzinger said that he was 
surprised when his trailer 
received a call while they were 
on location outside of Vancouver. 

"I was told the director from 
X-Men 2 wanted to come and say 
hi," he said, "lt was the middle of 
the night, and he wanted to come 
meet Jason and Freddy. We posed 
for pictures and he and tlie eight 
other people he brought with hiin 
all acted like little kids. That was 
when the realization of how big 
this character really is hit me." 

Putting on the mask wasn't all 
that hard for Kirzinger, and he 
noted that he was just glad he 
didn't have to play tlie role of 
Freddy. 

"Robert Englund, as you know, 
has always been Freddy," 
Kirzinger said. "It literally took 
hours each day for him to get 
ready for the shoot. I don't know 
if I could have done it, but he's 
been doing it for so long that it 
didn't even bother him." 

With one horror flick under his 
belt and the world of poss bilities 
opening before him, would 
Kirzinger be will ing to pu1 the 
mask on if asked to do s) once 
again? 

"Without a doubt," Kirziiiger 
said. "It was a great experience 
and I'd love to do it againi Who 
knows, maybe I ' l l even end up 
with an agent out of all of this. It 
that hiippens, then great. But, I ' l l 
always be ready i f they need me 
to be Jason ever again."

Regardless of what lime of year 
i l is, we're all interested in culling 
fals and calorics from our diets. 
Here are some hints that n^ay help 
you. The quote, "You are what 
you eat" is so true. Working in a 
kitchen, it is very easy lo pul on 
five or len pounds wiihoui even 
irying. A l Diamond Jim Brady's 
Bislro, we 
siress dial 
whoever 
makes a 
recipe, tastes 
it before i l 
ever reaches 
your plate. 
This should 
hold true al L . 
home also. C h e f B r a d y 
Follow the 
directions, and then lake a bite to 
insure that the seasonings are as 
they should be. If you're making a 
meatloaf or meatballs, cook a bit 
of the mix and then try i l . Better 
10 fix it now than lo serve a bland 
meal. Just lake a taste. Dinner 
comes later. If the food is satisfy­
ing to begin with, your hunger 
will appeased pleasantly. 

Diet food need not taste bad. 
Just be sensible. For instance, try 
culling your fat intake in half 
You' l l be amazed at how easy it is 
to drop two or three pounds very 
quickly. A l our restaurant. 
Diamond Jim's, we marinate fish 
and lean meat in citrus juices with 
fresh herbs and garlic. For added 
flavor, grate some ginger root and 
add it along with a little low .sodi­
um soy. Drain, pat dry and bake or 
broil. Serve a baked potato gar­
nished with chopped chives and 

Ihe lowest fat cottage cheese you 
can find or no fat yogurt. Steam 
some spinach or asparagus and 
you have a nutritional, very low 
fat meal. 

Salads, for me at least, are the 
hardest to keep free of calorics. 
Heaven is a mixture of greens 
loaded wilh chopped eggs, bacon, 
Roquefort, lopped with a inixlure 
of French and Bleu Cheese dress­
ing. Afler eating ihis type of salad, 
1 think 10 myself, "Good bye biki­
ni, hello, one piece!" Afler exper­
imenting, I've found that some 
pink grapefruit sections, crushed 
Szcchwan pink peppercorns, a 
dash of homemade vinegar and 
touch o f flavored oil do a lot to 
dress up an otherwise boring pile 
of lettuce. 

And then comes desscri. 
Believe it or not, there arc loads of 
recipes that eater lo the person 
searching for a reduction o f fatty 
ingrcdienls. My favorilc lalely is a 
serving of no-fat frozen chocolate 
yogurt. For less than one hundred 
calorics, it kills the sweet tooth. A 
simple fruit cup with fresh ground 
nutmeg and a fling of cinnamon 
gives the added advantage of 
fiber. 

Remember, it is very important 
to eat when your body tells you 
to. Too many people wait until 
they are starved, thinking that by 
not eating on a regular basis, the 
weight itielts off. How wrong they 
really are! 

A bite in the morning wi l l do 
a lot to Slave off the hunger 
pangs that are sure to hit later in 
the day. Oatmeal, cream of 
wheal or dry cereals without fat 

or sugar are great energy 
starters. A plop of no fat plain 
yogurt can be an alternative to 
milk. Keep a piece of crunchy 
fruit at reach to avoid the temp­
tation of the "not-so-good-for-
you" snacks. Biting in lo an 
apple is work, it satisfies. 

Lunch can also pose problem. 
Purchased sliced meals are loaded 
with sodium and fat. Read the 
labels. Better yet, purchase whole 
turkey breasts and roast them. 
Slice just enough for the day and 
refrigeraie the rest for up io three 
or four day.s. Freeze leftovers in 
large pieces lo avoid dehydration. 
Whole grain breads are better 
than Wonder bread, and mustard 
preferable to mayo. Load up sand­
wiches with lettuce and tomatoes 
as a filler. 

Poach whole chickens, skin 
removed, io use for .salads. Keep 
the liquid for later use. A can of 
tuna, low-fat collage cheese with 
fruit or an omelels made wilh egg 
whiles are other slandbys. Keep 
lunch light and have a snack later 
as you need the energy. 

A few final thoughts... Fat has 
roughly 9 calories per gram. 
Protein and carbs only have, four. 
The rule of thumb: you ciin eat 
twice as much of die latter two for 
ihe same amount of calories. 
Reducing your fat is a must to 
loose weight. 

Also , get out and move. 
Exercise serves dual purposes. 
You ' l l burn calorics; increase 
metabolism and firm up the flab­
by areas. Last, but nol least, do 
nol become discouraged.

Role-playing game fans across 
the globe have known the special 
qualities of Iheir genre for quite 
sometime, and it seems that with 
each pa.ssing year there are more 
and more legions of fans drooling 
for the next R P G title to come out. 
Well, the wait is over for PS2 
owners, as Sony has produced a 
gem in the form of "Arc the Lad; 
Twilight ofihe Spiri tsf - n - ' ; 

This is the newest installment 
of a long-running series that dates 
back to it's first Playstation One 
release in Japan in 1995. But, the 
title and it's two spawns didn't hit 
the beaches of the United States 
until 2001 in the form of "Arc Ihe 
Lad Collection." 

Even though that particular col­
lection drew the attention of plen­
ty of R P G fans, I can icll you that 
the newest addition to the series 
blows them out of the water. It is 
a beautifully done R P G that does­
n't try to lest our patience wilh 
new styles of gaming incorporal-
ed into it, but rather lets us enjoy 
the things we love about RPGs. 

This "Arc the Lad" title takes 
place in the same worid as the 
other three, but in a much later 
tifne frame. The events of the first 
games are referred to, but only as 
folk lore and not as history. 
Though the story is one that-many 
gamers have come lo recognize as 
a traditional plot line in thisfgenre. 

it's also entertaining and worth 
the time spent in front of the tel­
evision. 

The plot has plenty of twists lo 
keep gamers guessing throughout 
the majority of the game, with 
the player taking to the world via 
two points of view. 

One is of Kharg, ihe prince of 
a small kingdom that is learning 
the tricks of the trade as a war­
rior. The other view is that of 
Kharg's brodier, .Daic, who is 
hal^humari and 
half-deimos.

The idea of having the gamer 
switch viewpoints throughout the 
game between that of Dare and 
Kharg as well as their buddies and 
environments is a welcome fea­
ture to "Arc the Lad." Truthfully, 
it keeps the game moving smooth­
ly along and gamers wil l find 
UIemselves not gelling bored wilh 
a stale story or the same old char­
acters each lime they sit down to 
the controller.

Twilight of the Spirits" definitely 
does that and more. I found 
my,self not only playing this title 
as I would any other game, but 
planted to the chair and refusing 
to put down the controller until I 
cleared the next challenge in front 
of my characters. Then, it was the 
next one and next one and so on 
and so forth. 

The only complaint I have 
about this particular title, and this 
is purely cosmetic and nothing 
that hurls the game play experi­
ence in any way, is the facl that I 
can't change the name of my 
characters.

"The lancets we sell now are not just for witshing your hands and shaving, 
but they're really pieces of architecture," said Bill Antonetz, general manag­
er of Moore Supply in Corpus Chrisli. Tcxiis. 

Sleek, contemporary handles and spouts 
have become eye-pleasing features that add 
luxury 10 a room, Antonet/. said. 

"We've sold faucets (with arched spouts) 
that lo<ik like swans, and faucets dial look like 
iiiiything bul faucets." Antonetz said. 

Custom finishes — in both single-conUxil or 
widespread (common three-piece style) 
designs — bring antique charm to any bath­
room. 

In high demand for lavatory faucets are: oi l -
rubbed bronze that appears almost black: 
weadiered copper diat turns green as it ages; 
and Tuscan brass diat resembles die color of an 
old, shiny penny, said John Duke, showroom 
manager at Fcrgu.son Bath & Kitchen Gallery in 
Corpus Christi. 

"They've come a long way from chrome and 
polished brass," Duke said. "Everyone is trying 
to gel a more rustic, old-American look." 

Brushed chrome, brushed nickel and 
Venetian bronze with copper highlights also are 
popular picks. 

Dull gold (French gold) has repKiced yellow-
tone polished brass. And clear acrylic handles, 
which eventually tum cloudy becau.se of mois­
ture and debris, are starting to fade out, Duke 
said. 

Hiindles come in numerous styles including 
scroll, knob, lever, cross handles and wristblade

• Think about the room's floors, cabinets, walls, counlertops and lighting to 
delcrmine whether a traditional or modem fixture would be best, Duke said. 
Look at doorknobs, cabinet pulls, hinges and accessories to keep die same 
motif. 

• An antique brushed copper faucet will clash with a shiny silver towel rack. 
I Just the right faucets can give a kitchen or bathroom a facelift. 
"It gives it a totally restored look," Duke said. "Even if you live in an older 

house, it can be done. Just make sure it matches." 
The most popular kitchen faucets are made from brashed stainless steel dial 

coordinates with trendy stainless sieel appliances. Versatile shiny chrome com­
plements just about any surface or color of sink. And choose biscuit-colored 
faucets to match cream- or almond-colored appliances. 

While the kitchen faucet is used most frequendy in die home, Antonetz said 
diat people retreat to the master badiroom to be pampered. 

Trends in the baditub call for showerheads diat mimic falling rain and body 
sprays, which are placed on die sides of the showen: 

"They're almost considered like a human car wash," Antonetz said.

We asked four artists — diree kids and an adult — to 
create lamp shades for us. You're looking at dieir cre-
adons. 

The lamp kits came from Allumiiiare Lighdng of 
Decatur, Ga. Friday Shamblcn, who heads the company, 
created die K i d Print Lamp Kit to pre.serve the art diat 
her nieces, 3 and 5 years old, gave her as gifts in a more 
permanent way dian posUng it on die refrigerator. 

" l had die strange belief, from phy.sics, that when you 
pass light dirough somediing, it dirows die eneigy of 
whatever it's passing through into die room," Shamblen 
said. "I love my nieces, and I love eveiydiing diey bring 
me. I wanted to keep somediing of dieirs living and pre­
serve it." 

The kit consists of six jars of paint, brushes, paper 
paint dishes and a sheet of paper made from die leaves 
of the lotka bush, which grows in Nepal. It's a renewable 
resource, and "it accepts paint vefy well, but it's translu­
cent," Shambled said. 

The artists paint the designs of dicir choice on the 
paper, which is sent back to Alluminare to t>e turned into 
a lamp shade. There's a choice of brushed metal or brass 

legs for die lamp and of black, navy, red oi' nat­
ural ribbon him for the shade. The lamp and 
shade are shipped in about a week. 

The cost: $59, plus $8 for shipping and han­
dling. 

These lamps seem to have "grandparent gifts" 
painted all over diem. But diere's no reason why 
kids should have all die fun. Adults can create 
unique lamps to match a room's decor. 

Shamblen has, she acknowledges, "about 10" 
of her nieces" lamps in her home. They were 
"very definitely" part of product development, 
she says. 

" l have a long, narrow hallway, and I have one 
of die lamps on a timer. When die hall is lit, witfi 
diek handprints and stufif, it's a ruce way to wel­
come yourself home."

But Realtors say they work. 
The top suggestion may be one of the least expen­

sive bul one of die most diflicull lo convince sellers 
to do. De-cluller each room in your house, sending a 
fair amount of your home decor and belongings lo a 
sioriige unit or to a favorite charity 

"One of Ihc biggest mistake sellers make is lo wail 
uniil dieir house is sold to stait moving stuff out," said 
Tom Swallow, broker with ReallyPro Melro in Sail 
Lake Cily. "Don't wait. Move a lot of il into a storage 
unil now. The house will feel roomier, brighter and 
more cheerful." 

De-cluttering is especially importanl for owners 
who collect things or those who have decorated their 
homes in a particu­
lar style.

Sellers willing to .spend more money neutralizing 
dieir homes should consider light-colored carpet iind 
paint and fixtures. Realtors say Dark colors can 
make some small homes appear even smaller. 

Need some inspiration? Palli Wardley, an associate 
broker for Coldwell Banker Residential Brokerage in 
Heber City, Utah, recommends visiting a model 
home in a new subdivision. 

"People prefer brand-new homes," she said. "That 
is why you have to make your home so beautiful and 
clean dial people feel good about one that is not new." 

"If you have die time before you have to show 
your home, light some candles, put on soft music and 
(if it is daytime) open your blinds," she said. "You 
want an ambiance" just like diose created by new 
home builders. 

That also means no pels inside the home, Wardley 
said. Indoor pets often are one of the biggest turn-offs 
for potential buyers who have no pets indoors due to 
personal preference or allergies, Depending on how 
die animals act or if diere is evidence diey have dam­
aged die house in some way, they also could tum off 
people who are used to having their pets indoors. 

Above all, Wardley and olher real estate agents 
agree dial sellers should think clean. 

"Cleanliness to me means no dishes in Ihe sink and 
dial die counlertops are clean." she said."... If you 
walk into a house widi unmade beds, clothes on the 
floor and kitchen and badi in a mess, it doesn't show 
nearly as well as a home dial's ready lo show." 

Anodier recommendation: Leave die house while 
it's being shown. Wardley and odier real estate agents 
say too many sellers have to be coaxed out of dieir 
home. "Buyers feel more comfortable if the sellers 
are not diere," she said.

Trillin is promoting his book, "Feeding a Yen" 
(Random House, $22.95), a collection of updaled 
food c.s.s:iys lhal originally appeared in Tlie New 
Yorker. 

He's relaxed, pleasant iind friendly — not Ihe 
food snob I'm ex|X"CUng. 
After all, this is the man 
wlio went to Oiiliciii in 
search of pimienlos de 
Padron, who keeps a list 

•thai he calls Ihe Register of 
Fnistralion and 
Deprivation, ioods that he 
Ciui gel only by traveling lo 
their countries ol ongin. 

Trillin, a cro.ss between a 
humorist, an essayist and a reporter, will probably 
be remembered as the niim who popularized 
modern food coinmenhiry. A native of Kansas 
Cily, Mo., he began writing i'or The New Yorker 
in 1963. In 1967, he began a series lhal didn't end 
until 1982. He traveled die counlry in search of 
iiilcresling slorics lliiil became lui ode lo food. 

"I realized lhal writing about eatingwas a way 
10 write about my subject: die country. ... I was 
going lo a strange city every three weeks, mid if I 
didn't want loejit in (tlie hoiel restiiurani), I had to 
find a place to eat." he says. 

In, 1967, he gues.ses, you could have talked lo 
100 educated people and they would have been 
hard-pressed lo name ii chef. "Il was harder to 
find a decent place to eat," he says. 

1 lave we gone loo iar in llie other direction with 
all the celebrity chefs? "1 don'l know thai eating 
in the counlry has changed lhal much," he siiys. " i 
think the inajorily of people are doing whal ihey 
iilwaysdo." 

Wliai h;is changed, he says, is it^estauivuil 
(J t'chiiitiing" of America.*"The chaining'o^merica 

'd bail," he .says, "t remember doing ji'sibry on a 
resiaurant in a feniole counly in my home .stale. 
The story was about a hog factory going in, and it 
was opposed by the locals. 

"Tliere was a wonderiul farm restaurant there, 
a choice of live vegetables with your meal — 
imagine. Il was there for the people who ciime lo 
town lo gel supplies, and 1 realized the place was 
only there because the town wasn't big enough 
for McDonald's. I think it's a shame." 

Trillin .sees his job iis finding and writing about 
Ihe inleresling stories behind die foods of a cily. 
Cincinnati is a ca.se in point. People have intense 
iirgiimenis over who has die best chili, lie says, yet 
people always want to take him to Cincinnati's 
live-diamond resiaurant. He's not interested in the . 
fancy restaurant, and he's not interested in resolv­
ing who has the best chili. He's interested in tlie 
fad thill people feel passionate on the subject.

c o n n o i s s e u r 

Enjoyed for centuries, beer is more popular 
than ever before, with breweries from ChWe lo 
China offering ales, lagers and stouts lo an ever-
thirsty global community. 

If you've iilw.iys stuck lo one brand of beer, 
dipping a toe in the wider world, with ils hun­
dreds of distinctive flavors and colorful brand 
names, mighl seem intimidating. Wiih a little 
help from a beer expert, however, you can Icam 
all you need lo know to become a sophisticated 
sultan of suds. 

R Paul Pacult of Wallkill , N . Y , is editor of the 
Spirit Journal newsletter and die author of "The 
Beer Essentials: The Spirit Journal Guide lo Over 
650 of the Worid's Beers." Here he offers his 
expert iidvice for developing a taste for great 
beer: 

• American lagers. For many beer drinkers, 
Ihe standard Americiin higers — those mass-pro­
duced brands lhal keep sporting events on the air 
with their huge iidvertising budgets — are all 
there is lo beer. Bul Pacult sees these mild beers 
as ju.st the starting place. Tliey're good beers, bul 
not great beers,, and the goal is lo gel your tiisle 
buds headed in a new direction. 

• Microbrews. The next step, iiccording to 
Piicult, is Uying out some lovingly crafted micro-
brews like Sam Adams and some gutsier small-
batch lagers. Beers like this offer more character 
and a more concentrated flavor for a bolder taste. 

• British ales. Once you've begun lo appreci­
ate microbrews. it's rime to move on to British 
ales, which Pacult considers die best in the worid. 
Tlicse include brands like Sam Smith's. Young's 
iind Fullers.

' future workers lo reap the full rewards of their 
work, wliilc paying rcliremeni benefits io 
swelling ranks of retirees. 

Wat.son Wyatl estimates that in the decade 
starting in 2010, the Jivenige annual growth 
rate of the U.S. labor supply will be le.ss tlian 
half the 1.13 percent yeiirly gain of die 1990s 
— a trend reflected, or amplified, in otiier 
developing countries, from Gemiany io South 
Korea to Ausu-alia. 

Meanwhile, far more people will be 60 or 
older in the foreseeable future. In 20.10, more 
than a quiuler of the U.S. population will be 
in that group, up from 16 percent in 2000. 

"In most of tlie developed economies, the 
retirement burden rMc will increase by about 
half over the next ihree decades — and in 
.some cases, by considerably more," Nyce and 
Schieber wrote in a recent edition of tlie 
Milken Institute Review magazine. 

"We've spent a lot of time looking iit 
whether or not we've goi a funded or unfund­
ed (Social Security) system," Schieber said. 

Bul he .said that debate masks a larger 
question surrounding Social Security: "What 
we really need to be looking at is the size of 
:tJ)e pie, how it's going to grow over time and 
how dio.se growth rates will be in meeting 

•people's aspirations." 
As the number of retirees grows and the 

number of workers supporting them declines, 
the economies of the United States and other 
industrial counhies seem likely to be hit by 
slower rates of productivity growth — making 
ihe size of the pie grow more slowly even as 
more reiirees seek their slice, Schieber argued. 

One solution may be a politically unpopu­
lar decision to keep people in ihe wori^force 
longer, raising Social Security retirement ages 
for ihe second dme in the past 70 years. 
Delaying retirement even for another year or 
two means more economic output and a 
smaller Social Security burden on workers, 
Schieber said. 

"I 'm not advocating that we chain people 
to Ihe mill until they're 80 years old," he .said. 
"We're trying lo raise questions about the evo­
lution of the economy of our society." 

Tliough some economists challenge the 
conclusions of Nyce and Schieber, they make 
the case that the numbers don't add up to 
prosperity for workers or retirees in ihe years 
aliead if nothing is done to change Social 
Securiiy. 

The burden of paying retirement benefits 
-to tens of millions of baby boomers "implies 
-tliat workers' living standards will not only 
'grow more slowly than their productivity, but 
' wi l l also grow more slowly than die living • 
'standaixls of retirees," Nyce and Schieber 
: wrote for the Milken Institute. 

But another economist contends the past 
, 30 years have been rougher on U.S. workers 
: than the oudook for the next 30 years promis­
es to be. 

' From 1973 to 1995, government statistics 
suggested millions of American families saw 
litde or no increase in their standard of living, 
said Dean Baker, co-director of Ihe Center for 
Economic Policy Research. 

looking ahead, wralcers indeed may pay a 
larger share of thdr incomes for the retire-
mem benefits o f ihdr eldei?, bul productivity 
gains of 2 percent a year—close to tlie aver­
age of feoent years — would pay for Social 
Security taxes and rewaids for woIkeIs Iising. 
albeit at a muted pace. Baker said. 

"We will need more taxes to pay for 
letiiees because we're living longer time 
spans," Baker said. "It's exacfly « * a f s hap­
pened orver die last 60 years."

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aycheck after paycheck, you've diligently contributed lo your401(k) 
retiremenl account and have a handsome sum of money built up. 

Now you're considering borrowing against your401(k). Most plans 
allow tiie account-holder to do this. 

But is i l a good idea to siphon money from that nest 
egg, which for many people will be die major 
source of income when they retire? 

"For .some people it's a good option," says finan-
citil adviser l^roy Simpson of Redding, Calif. 

Simpson says people who borrow from 
their 401(k) must remember that any 
money witiidrawn isn't going to be 
invested in die market, .so die chance 
for gains on that money disappears 
with Ihe loiin. 

Barbara Briggs, a financial 
adviser in Burney, Ca l i f , 
doesn't like the idea of bor­
rowing from one's 401 (k). 
"It's nice if you know you 
will be able to pay it 
back in a real short peri­
od of time, but 1 have 
.seen .some disasters," 
she .says. 

A401(k)plan is a 
retirement account 
that allows workers 
in private companies 
to make contribu­
tions of pre-tax dol­
lars. You can start 
withdrawing from 
your 401{k) after die 
age of 59 without 
being penaliz.ed. 

Tlie 401(k) contribu­
tion limitro.se to SI 1,000 
annually in 2002, and will 
continue lo rise — reaching 
$1.5,()0Oby20O6. 

Typically, a 401 (k) plan will 
allow you to borrow 50 percent 
of the amount in your plan, not to 
exceed $50,0(X). 

Interest rates on a 401 (k) loan vary 
by each pimi, but the rate mo.sl often u.scd 
is the prime rate plus I percent, according to 
the Profit Sharing Council of America, a non­
profit oi^ganization ba-sed in Chicago. 

A 2001 survey by the Profit Sharing Council revealed 
that 24 percent of die people who participate in a 401(k) plan 
nationwide have an outstanding loan balance on their account. 
Tlie average balance of those loans was $7,000, the survey 
found. 

Financial planners may debate the wisdom of boirowing from 
a 401(k) account, but Ihey agree die loan should be used for non-frivolous things. In 
oiher words, don't borrow from your 401 (k) to pay for that vacation or new car. 

Ed Ferrigno of the Profit Sharing Council says the would-be borrower has to keep 
in mind the true price lag on the loan. "The tnie costs are the fore­

gone earnings," says Ferrigno, vice president of 
Washington, D.C., a/T;iirs for the organization. 

If by borrowing you lose an opportunity to 
earn 15 percent on the money you witii-

drew, that would be the true cost of the 
loan, he says. 

"It's (the loan) not free," 
Ferrigno says. 

When you borrow from a 
40l(k), you're "withdraw­

ing money froiri your 
account balance .and 

replacing it with an 
l O U , " according to 
the Profit Sharing 
Council. 

"That l O U con­
tinues lo generate 
interest from

Joshua is among a rising 
number of young children 
and teens suffering from 
dental decay, some den-
tisls say. They report fill­
ing more cavities, 
installing more crowns 
and pulling more baby 
teeth than in previous 
decades. 

A t the root of the prob­
lem, they say, are sugaiy 
foods and super-sized 
drinks that have become 
more accessible to chil­
dren through school vend­
ing machines, juice boxes, 
quick stops and fast-food 
restaurants. 

A l so to blame are sugary drinks and 
foods marketed as "healthy," such as 
sports drinks, clear drinks, fruit punches 
and trail mixes and increasingly busy 
schedules that have made denial mainte-

Here are some dental 
tips for parents to pass 
along to their children: 

• Use only a fluoridated 
toothpaste, approved by 
the American Dental 
Association. 
0 Umit access to sugaiy 
beverages and foods. 
• Offer sodas with meals 
to reduce frequency 
exposure to sugar. 
• Don't let kids sip sug­
aiy drinks for long peri­
ods of time.

The straight dope? It's not your par­
ents' weed anymore. What's on tiie streets 
now is much more potent than .several 
decades ago. 

Studies and reports show that street pot 
seized during drug arrests in tiie late 
1990s was twice as potent .is tiiat confis­
cated in tiie late 1980s and four times die 
strength of that picked up in the 1970s. 

Articles in scientific journals show that 
average levels of letrahydrocannabinol, or 

- T H C , an active ingredient in marijuana 
dial produces the high, have risen from 
roughly 2 percent in tiie 1970s to an aver­
age o f 5 percent two years ago. 

"The U.S. Drug Enforcement 
(Adnunistration) actually monitors the 
T H C content of tiieir .seizures," .said Tenill

The newest trend in tanning doesn't involve tiie 

sun or a tanning bed, .ind it is as fake as a beauty 
contestant's smile. It is spray-on lanning. 

Introduced a few years ago, spray-on tans swept 
tiirough Hollywood. Now the fake tan has hit 
Florida. 

At D . l . Body & Boutique on Davis Islands in 
die Tampa-Sl. Petersburg area, most clients are 
from die loe-ring set 

Many avoid tanning beds because of potentially 
harmful ultraviolet rays. These clients also shun 
tiie sun, fearing skin cancer and wrinkles. No one 
wants lo look "leatheiy," said penise Bamett, a 
spray-tan customer. 

These clienls are also loo busy lo baste hours in 
die hot sun. A spray-on tan lakes minutes and lasts 
about.̂ a week. It's die microwave version of lan­
ning. 

The mist contains tiie same product found in 
many over-the-counter, self-tanning products: 
dihydroxyacetone, or D H A . 

Approved by the federal Food and Drug 
Administration about 30 years ago, D H A reacts 
wldi amino acids on tiie skin's surface to produce 
a bronzed iippearance. 

But self-lanning products came witii com­
plaints: sheaking, pumpkin-colored patches, skin 
dial looked like Tang.

Enter technology.

Three pivoting nozzles spray a fine mist over tiie 
entire body for 15 seconds. You turn around and : 
die back is sprayed for anotiier 15 seconds. The ' 
client can towel off immediately, Callaway said. 

Witii botii metiiods, flie client emeiges brown. 
But die instant brownness is caused by the bronz­
er in die mist.,Il lakes hours for die D H A to react 
witii die skin to cause tiie more lasting, deeper 
darkness. Clients are asked not to shower for four 
to six hours afterward. 

Costs differ from salon to salon, but generally a 
spray-on technique — by hand or machine — 
costs about $25 lo $35. Some salons offer legs-
only or face-only spraying for $10 to $20. 

At tiie Davis Islands salon, client Jane Toombs 
emerges ft-om her session. She walks out of tiie 
room. Her cheeks glow. Light bounces off her 
shoulders. She's visiting friends in Seattle soon. 

"1 want to look like I come fi'om Florida," she 
said. 

O n e - S t o p b a c k c a r e

At any given time, 60 percent of adults in tiiis 
country suffer ftom serious back pain. Now tiiose 
living in Southern Arizona can be treated at a cen­
ter dedicated solely lo tiieir needs. 

T\Icson Orthopaedic Institute's new Spine 
Center brings togetiier tiie lafgesl group of fellow­
ship-trained spine specialists in Arizona, said Dr. 
Stephen Curtin, who heads die center's team of 
tiiree surgeons, two physicians and one physician's 
assistant. 

"Back pain is die No. 2 reason people go to tiie 
doctor, next to upper respirtitory infections," Curtin 
said. 

The Spine Center treats patients who have suf­
fered serious back injuries and tiiose with long­
standing problems like curvature of the spine. The 
doctors also treat die more "garden variety" cases 
— tiiose unfortunate individuals who one day 
bend over to pick sometiiing up off the floor, tiien 
start lo straighten up only lo find tiiey cannot. * 

The center is part of die larger T\Icson 
Orthopaedic Institute, which is part of the Thcson 
Medical Center campus. 

T M C paid for construction of the iwo-stofy, 
$8.2 million glass and concrete slIijcture and 
anotiier $ 1.2 million to buy out practices and bring 
togetiier 16 surgeons specializing in tiie treatment 
of shoulder, back, hip, knee and otiier skeletal 
problems. 

The hospital funded tiie project tiiat teams T M C 
and die sujgeons so tiiai tiiey share tiie costs and 
tiie prestige of a high-profile operation. 

TTie Spine Center houses two operating rooms 
and wil l eventually have two more. • 

The Orthopaedic Institute includes a physicsd 
tiierapy department, a convenience for back 
patients and otiiers treated at die facility. 

The center offers patients comprehensive cafe 
for back pain in a single location, said Curtin, who 
is president of tiie Tbcson Orthopaedic Society.' 
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Labor Day F l e x i b i l i t y 

L.et's face i l : Labor Day i,s a 
big deal in America. 

For many youngsiers, ii'.s tile 
lasi day before ihey go back io 
school. For politicians, Labor 
Day is the start of the campaign 
season—an opportunity to stand 
on a bunting-wrapped platform to 
seek the favor of the voters. 

But on September-i, 1882 -
the first Labor Day—it was a 
"workingman's holiday," the 
brainchild of the "Central L;ibor 
Union in New York City. There 
was a demonstration followed by 
a picnic. Later, parades and 
speeches became part of the day. 
By 1894, more than .30 states had 
adopted the idea and Congress 
decided to make the first Monday 
in September a national holiday. 

The U.S. Department of Labor 
(DDL) Web site points out that 
"Labor Day is a creation of the 
labor movement and is dedicated 
to the social and economic 
achievements of American work­
ers." Fair enough—if you 
include some of America's hard­
est workers: small-business own­
ers. 

In business, there arc employ­
ers and employees, but workers 
are the men and women who toil 
side-by-side whether owner, man­
ager or stock clerk. 

Labor Day has evolved over 
time - fewer parades, for exam­
ple, and more speeches. 

It is unfortunate that the Fair 
Labor Standards Act (FLSA) has­
n't kept pace with the times. The 
F L S A became law in 1938. It 
provides minimum standards for 
wages and overtime. It estab­
lished two classes of employees: 
blue collar and white collar—and 
requires those who are lower paid 
(blue collar) to receive overtime 
for work beyond 40 hours a 
week. White-collar employees 
are not eligible for overtime. 

Few changes have been made 
to die FLSA in its 65 years. The 
regulations were last updated in 
1949. Some of die job classifica­
tions li.sted then don't even exist 
today: keypunch operator, straw 
boss, gang leader and leg man. 

More importantly, lifestyles 
have changed. Census data 
shows that in 1999 almost three 
quarters of households of married 
couples widi children had both 
parents working. Women make 
up nearly half the work force. 
Commuting has added hours to 
the workday. Employees want 
more flexibility on the job, more 
dme with their families. 

Small-business owners want to 
accommodate those desires, but 
die FLSA won't allow it. U.S. 
Rep. Judy Biggert (13di Dist. -
111.) and U.S. Sen. Judd Gregg 
(N.H.) have introduced legisla­
tion to help. They want to give 
employers die option of paid time 
off or wages for overtime 
worked—an arrangement federal 
government employees have 
enjoyed since 1978. 

The A F L - C I O has organized a 
campaign to derail the legislation, 
claiming that this is really an 
effort to end overtime for 
employees. They worry diat 
employees would face unpre­
dictable work schedules. But 
diose issues have been addressed 
widi safeguards to protect 
employee and employer. 

So far the votes aren't there to 
pass die bill in the House and die 
Senate has not even held hearings 
on die proposal. It would be very 
ironic i f lawmakers thumbed their 
noses at a plan for family flexi­
bility, something their own 
employees have enjoyed for 25 
years.
