Nikole Miche l le Frederick 
wailed as Judge Robert Bondy 
fially read out the charges Sept. 3 
in the 52-1 District Court against 
the woman who lists her residence

Dressed in a black shirt and 
white pants, with her hands 
shackled to a wide brown leather 
belt, Frederick rocked b:ick and

Hours later Novi Police 
described how no one could hear 
the smiling brown-haired tod­
dler's cries because her mouth 
had been covered with duct tape 
while she was beaten and burned.

Shawlcy, investigators said, saw

For most of us, getting to work in the 
morning means spending long periods of 
time stuck in slow moving traffic, inhaling 
vast quantities of exhaust fumes. 

For Roy Prentice, the morning commute 
comes down lo stepping out the back door, 
taking a deep breath of rose-sceiited air and 
•striding across the yard to the barn. 

Prentice and his family live a life 
that has become all but a dim memory in 
Soudieast Michigan. He's the farm manag­
er for Toilgate Farm, a 160-acre spread at 
the comer of 12 Mile and Meadowbrook 
Roads. 

Sept. 14 Prentice and his. team of 
Percherons, Tim and Tom, will help Novi 
residents get a glimpse of farm life as they 

give wagon rides from 1 to 4 p.m. at the 
Sixth Annual Fuerst Farm Family Day at 
tge'.corner of 10 M i l e and Taft Roads. 

Like the Toilgate Farm, the Fuerst Farm 
once covered 160-acres, but all that's left 
arc an arts and crafts bungalow, a bam and 
a few outbuildings. According to Novi 
Historical Commission Chairperson Kadiy 
Mutch, some of the doors and windows, as 
well as part of the foundation for the Fuerst 
family's 1930s bungalow came from the 
Greek Revival home the farm's first owner, 
Cyrenious Simmons, built on the site a cen­
tury eariier. 

Simmons, said Mutch , hosted Novi 
Township's first township meeting at the 
farm. In 1986. the newly-formed Novi 
Historical Commission had the old Novi 
Township Hall moved from its original site 
on Novi Road (near where Panera Bread 

now stands) to a spot just east of the Fuerst 
farmstead. 

A year later Michigan State University 
look responsibility for the Toilgate Farm 
from the Americana Foundation, which had 
been created by the farm's last owner, A d o l f 
Mayer, who wanted to save the property 
from development. 

These days Toilgate serves mainly as a 
conference center and demonstration site 
for M S U extension service agents in the 10-
county .southeast Michigan region. While 
agricultural scientists at M S U do crop 
research at other farms around the state, 
"This farm is more oriented toward home 
owner horticulture," said Prentice. 

More than 150 volunteers maintain a rose 
garden, a shade garden, a children's garden,

Novi's Dcpanmcnt of Public 
Works has lx;cn gelling feiv nio.s-
quilo complaints this year, but 
la'al olficials aren't sure if il's the 
result of spending more on conU'ol 
measures or just a drier lhan nor­
mal summer 

Last summer Novi's 
Dcpjirimcnt of Public Work.s .spent 
,$19,223 on mosquito control 
measures. This year that was 
baisled lo $49,000. 

"Wc haven'l found a culex 
pipens larva ycl, " said Benny 
McCuskcr, Novi's director of pub­
lic works. Of course, he added, lhal 
could change lliree days after a 
good raui. 

McCuskcr nolcd lhal while Novi 
.liiid a wet spring, llic area is aciual-
ly in lis third year of iinusuidly dry 
conditions, "We've got wetland 
areas lhal are complclely dry," he 
said. 

Of the 455 confirmed cases of 
Wesl Nile Virus in Michigan at the 
end of die 2002 season, 155 were 
recorded in Oakland County. Thai 
year 33 people, mainly elderly, 
died statewide of the illness which 
is transmitted from birds to 
humans by mosquito bites. 

Lasl summer llie Oakland 
County Heallh Department began 
encouraging local communities to 
step up mo.squilo conuol elforl.s. 
Only four of Micliigan's 83 coun-
ly's have counlywide mosquilo 
control programs. They all lie 
along die Saginaw River Valley, 
and Ihe oldcsl. Midland County's, 
was formed in 1984. 

In Oakland Counly, mosl -com­

munities have relied on larvacid-
ing, which is considered by many 
die mosl elTeciive and environmen-
laly sound inelhod of mosquilo 
conuol. 

Novi contnicted witli Chicago's 
Clark Masquito lo apply larvacides 
lo ;m;as of standing water on city 
property McCusker .said many of 
die city's homeowner's associa­
tions have been paying private con-
miclors to do larvaciding for years. 

Until recently, diough, it was 
primarily a comfort, issue. Public 
Works employees routinely fog 
public areas where people gather, 
like the city's balllields. 

In addiuon to die larvaciding, 
McCusker .said city crews have 
been cleaning and repairing the 
city's 9,000 catch basins. 

He added the cily also sent out a 
fiyer to every city resident eitflier 
this year and lias offered mosquito 
control tips to homeowners 
Uirough die city's public access 
cable channel.

Lance Shipman, landscape, 
Novi Planning Department, 
explained that in icrm.s o f height 
that the trees would be lower with 
a wall than with a berm, but that 
they would also grow. The ever­
greens would also significantly 
reduce the light bouncing off the 
building, and a wall can be as 
effective in blocking noise ;is a 
berm, according to Shipman. 

"1 also like the development, 
could support this as long as the 
nearby residents are protected," 
Markham said. 

Commission member Larry 
Papp wanted to know i f the doors 
were large enough to allow semi 
Iractor-lrailer.s lo unlo.id on .site 
and what time they would be 
unloading. Niles said the .30 foot 
by 7 foot dpors would be large 
enough to allow trucks of this size 
to unload and that he did not have 
a track delivery schedule since no 
tenants h.ivc signed on yet. 

"I'd like to have a bcnn and a 
wall. Or, I'd at least like lo have 
the wall be the same height as a 
berm," said Toni Nagy, director.

k e e p s t r e e t r i m m e r s b u s y

Wiih more than .six million a.sh 
tree.s iii the metro Detroit area 
dead or in declining health, local 
tree trimming companies like 
Northvil lc 's A l l .Season Tree 
Service ;ire busy. Busy like Lucy 
in the chocolate factory, busy like 
a kindergarten teacher wiih 25 
charges, busy like a fox in a hen­
house. 

"A day hasn't gone by that we 
haven't cut one," crew leader 
Jeremy Stubbart said of the 
deseased ash trees. 

With the thousands of dying 
ash trees in the Norihville and 
Novi areas idonc. tree trimmers 
have about all the work they can 
handle. A l l Season's crew was 
busy on ;i recent Wednesday ailcr-
noon in Novi's Dunbarton Pines 
subdivision taking out a stand of 
four dead ash trees in a backyard. 

Stubbart. A l l Season's chain-
saw wieldcr and stump grinder, 
has been working for the 
Northvillc-based service for seven 
years and said he likes the day-to­
day aspect of the job; "1 like doing 
this. It's alwiiys a challenge when 
you get lo the job and you've got 
to figure out how to do it (drop a 
tree) without busting up the 
place." 

Sonic of the factors that 
Slubbarl hud to consider at this 
Novi job were how big the trees 
were, where they were lociited, 
how to keep dropped limbs from 
damaging the surroundings, and 
how to allow for the most efficient 
cleanup. 

In 20 minutes. Stubbiirt, wilh 
the assistance of climbing spurs 
strapped to his ankles, had 

ascended a 40-foot ash tree with a 
roaring 15-pound chainsaw dan­
gling from his waist and cut il 
down piece hy large piece and 
then reduced the trunk to four 
neat little packages. 

Taking a quick break in the 
noonday sun. with sweat dripping 
off his sunburnt skin and taking 
swigs from a water bottle, 
Stubbart talked about their current 
gig-

"For us, this is a small job," he 
said. The four, relatively small ash 
trees in this homeowner's back­
yard didn't require any major 
strategy, but sometimes they do. 

"The si/.c of the trees and how 
they're phiccd goes into how 1 do 
it. If limbs were hanging over the 
house, I'd have rope them down," 
Stubbart said, refering lo a more 
complicated method of bringing 
large limbs down slowly with 
ropes. 

"It is nice", he added "when 
you can just drop 'em, but some­
times you can't." 

Looking towards a growing pile 
of ash trees bits that were being 
spit into a duniptruck by a power­
ful chipper, Stubbart ;idded, "It's 
good for business bul it's terrible 
to sec all these trees dying." 

A l l Season Tree's Marlenc 
Jczewski (co-owner and husband. 
Ed, was home nursing a broken 
;inkle) stopped for a moment amid 
the diescl funics, smell of chain-
saw oil and fresh-cut trees to talk 
about their 14-ycar-old business. 
The recent ash tree die-off lias 
noticeably affected the business 
and the speed with which they can 
get to customers. 

"We're backed up four to five 
weeks, and it u.scd to be eight 
weeks," Jc/ewski said about how 

.soon A l l Season can gel lo local 
jobs. "It's devasting, it's over­
whelming" Jezewski said of all 
the ash trees dying. "Earlier this 
summer I've h;id to say lo cus­
tomers '1 can't trim, I 'm too busy 
to trim.'" 

Jezewski works herself and her 
crew hard, but not loo hard. They 
put in a regular eight hour day. "1 
want my crew to come back 
lomorrow," she said. 

Ed and Marlene Jczewski usu­
ally spend a day on the weekend 
doing estimiites for jobs and then 
join their crews in Ihe field while 
completing them on the week­
days. Seventy-five percent of A l l 
Season's work recently has been 
devoted to the removal of dead 
ash trees, 

The four-tree job Marlene and 
her crew of four were tackling 
th:it day in the Novi neighborhood 
was estimated to cost its home­
owner $600. Jezewski noted as 
she picked up another 40-pound 
log to carry to the chipper. 
"People ciin only afford so much 
at a time. They've got lo pick and 
choose what to cut and when." 

Business for local tree trimmers 
should remain funeral-march 
steady in the coining years, unless 
a cure for the ash borer infestation 
is found. 

Looking al a nearby neighbor's 
set of ash trees Jezewski notes, 
" I ' l l probably be coming back 
here next summer for their trees."

Bon-Tec I Development Co. of 
Novi recently reached an agree­
ment with the city of Tecumseh 
near Dundee to buy 85 acres of its 
Bonner Farm property for a new 
residendal community 

Ed Kriewall, fonner city man­
ager and a principal owner of 
Bon-Tcc 1, sent a letter dated Aug. 
8 lo die city slating the linn 
agreed to the city's final price of 
$900,000 for the farmland, 
woods and wedands in die city's 
soulheiLst comer. 

"We have an agreement on the 
price," Kriewall said last week. 

The two parties have been 
negotiating the price of die prop­
erty since the first of the year. The 
city originally asked for 
$996,000, and Bon-Tech coun­
tered with offers of $500,000 and 
$690,000. 

The $900,000 from die sale of 
the land wi l l go toward 
Tecumseh's West Chicago 
Boulevard sUeeuscape, which is 
slated to begin next year. The 
project, which wil l enhance the 
city's West Chicago Boulevard, 
iyijl iniflude idixoraliVe^ 
tffiiKcipliig? new cur6si 'gutters, 
bili'e paths and odier improve­
ments at a cost of about $2.3 mil­
lion. 

The Michigan Department of 
Transportadon reccndy awarded 
llie city a $375,000 Small Urban 
Program grant for infrastructure 
upgrades as part of die project. 
The department already awarded 
$660,000 lo die city for die proj­
ect, which means it needs to 
come up widi about $400,000 in 
matching funds for die grants as 
well as other costs. 

Bon-Tec was die only develop­
er lhal submitted a proposal. 
Kriewall said die subdivision will 

include 142 moderately-priced 
condominiums imd 50 houses. 
The condos will cost from about 
$150,000 to $200,000 each, widi 
die homes in die $200,000 to 
$250,000 range, according to 
Kriewall, 

"Tlie development wi l l proba­
bly be called Bonner Hills or 
something like that," he said, 
reflecting die name of die fomier 
Bonner Fann, 

Kriewall said Bon-Tec I 
learned about die vacant property 
by reading an advertisement 
about die land in die Oakland 
Press, Kriewall said. "We've 
been working widi die cily for 
dinee yeiirs on diis," he said. The 
city had owned the property since 
1991. 

Kriewall said dial Tecumseh, 
which is soudi of Ann Arbor and 
west of Dundee, is sdll a rural 
environment but is rapidly chang­
ing widi die influx of people due 
to die popularity of the massive 
hunting store Cabela's. 

"That [store] has become a reg­
ular indusuy, bringing hotels and 
restaurants to die area," ICriewall 
said. 

"The whole area around 
Dundee is taking off," he added. 
A newDainilerClirysler engine 
plant is also on schedule to be 
completed in Dundee next year, 
which will bring even more resi­
dents to die area. 

Kriewall estimated that the 
deal won't be finalized for about 
60 days and that consUucdon on 
die condos and homes won't be 
completed for at least a year to 18 
mondis or longer.

Well, it took a little while, bul 
teachers finally have contracts in 
place I'or the new school year, anri 
Bob Schram, executive director of 
human resources, couldn't be 
more happy 

A tentative teacher conlract 
agreement wtis reached on Aug. 
13, when a full bargaining teams 
meeting took place, but it was 
officially ratilled on Sept. 4 when 
the Novi Community School 
District Board of Education rati­
fied the Novi Education 
Association contiiict, which 
includes all tc;ichcrs in the dis­
trict. 

Also ratified by the board was 
the Novi Educational Support 
Personnel Association contract, 
which includes all secretaries and 
para-professionals in the school 
district, the Novi Food Services 
Employees Association contract, 
Ihe Novi Transportation 
Bargaining Unit conlract and Ihe 
Administrative contracts. In addi­
tion, the board approved Exempt 
Employees wage adjitstments for 
the 2003/2004 school year and the 
2004/2005 school year. 

According to Schram, teachers 
received a two-year contract with 
a I-percent pay increase I'or Ihc 
first semester and an additional 2-
percent pay increase for the sec­
ond semester, which is equivalent 
to about a 2-percent increase for 
the whole year. For the second 
year on the conlract it's a fiat 2 
percent at the beginning of the 
school year. A l l the conlract pack­
ages are exactly Ihe same in terms 
of salary for the 2003/2004 work 
year. 

"We iire very plca.sed with the 
contracts," Schram said. "We 
were asking our teacher stafi' 
especially to bare with us because

tlie'eih'ph'iisi.'; on assessment, but it 
was sure helpful that we had a 
very good start to school. 
Everybody has started school 
with a contract, which was for­
malized on Sept. 4. We are very

pleased and we know we all have 
sonic challenges lacing us in this 
school year." 

Schram explained that negotia­
tions started in early May and 
were coiiiiileled in mid August. 
"That was more delayed than nor­
mal, but we had some unique cir­
cumstances this year," he said. 

Novi Union President Teri 
Moblo is pleased with the agree­
ment as well. "Our members are 
very happy with the contract," she 
said. "We feel it wiis a very fair 
and equitable settlement. As 
always we're very happy to bar­
gain in a district where wc have 
always collaborated very well. Wc 
have worked on many things 
together and we have usually 
been able to work out very reson-
able settlements." 

The fact that the contract was 
ratified later than usual was not an 
issue with Moblo either. "That 
didn't indicate any difficulty at 
all," she said. "We talked about all 
the issues, we tried Id beias col-, 
laborative as possible and cre­
atively tried to solve the problems 
and to creatively try to address the 
issues that both sides have. I think 
this contract is refiective of the 
fact that both sides got creative 
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and worked within the confines of 
the budget and what the state 
gives school districts. Our mem­
bers think that the settlement was 
fair and it was equitable and we're 
glad to have a two year agreement 
and basiciilly we look forwiu-d to 
getting on with the job al hand, 
which is to educate our students 
in Novi." 

Moblo explained that it took 
some time to work some things 
out, bul that's not unusual I'or dis­
tricts not lo be settled before 
.school ends. In fad, in Michigan 
right now, about 600 school dis­
tricts aren't .settled yet. 

"One of the things that we were 
waiting for is, we wanted lo make 
sure that the budget was in tact for 
the state," Moblo said. 

Details of the transportation 
bargaining unit contract include a 
salary increase of 1 percent as of 
July I, 2003, 2 percent as of 
January 19,2004 tind 2 percent on 
July 1,2004. 

• Administrative contracts 
include a wage rate increase of I 
percent in the 2003-2004 year 
effective July 1, 2003 with an 
additional 2 percent on January I, 
2004 for all 260-day administra­
tors and January 19, 2004 for all 
210 and 215-day-adminisu-ators. 
In addition, the wage rate for the 
2004-2005 school year shall be 
increased by 2 percent. 

• Exempt employees wage 
adjustments include percent base 
p,iy increases for the 2003/2004 
school year of I percent effective 
July I, 2003 with an additional 2 
percent effecfive January I, 2004 
for all full-year employees and 
January 19,2004 for all less-than-
full year employees and 2 percent 
base pay increase for the 
2004/2005 school year. 

The only groups which do not 
have contracts yet are the mainte­
nance and custodial staffs. A 
negotiating session wil l be held 
next week. •

"The ,Michij.Mn Curriculum 
l-ramcwiirk is siimcihing that all 
scliiiols in .Michigan are looking 
al," Ciocilerl said. "It has been 
around for ;i really long time. It's 
all p;irl of relramiiig, but this part 
is not new. Teachers in this build­
ing have been paving attention lo 
this I'ur a long time. In addition, 
school districts have been looking 
al the Michigan Curriculum 
r'ranicwork when they redesign 
Ihe curriculum. Curriculum 
design is really lluciil . we contin­
ually look al il to make il better 
and to make sure il goes along 
with the Michigan l-ranicwi)rk." 

In addition lo Ihe content slan-
datds. there :nc lour standards for 
teaching and learning whicli have 
It) be done wiih higher order 
lliinkin);. .Substance of cimvcrsa-
lidii is tthcii children ha\'c a 
chance lo discuss, have rlialogiie 
with each other, work in groups 
and talk Ui each other :ilioiit ;in 
issue.

According to Goedert, the

Village 
Oaks will look at its assessmeni 
standards and change some of the 
ways iIkii icsIs are given. 

"If you give kids a true-or-fal,se 
quesiion. they don't have to know 
much to gel a .SO percent," 
Gocdeil siiid. "Now wc can s;iy, 
wc Ictiniecl iibout we;iihcr and we 
learned about governinent and 
now whal wc have lo do is to 
write a pretend letter to the mayor 
and say why they shouldn't skate­
board in public parks for instance. 
Thai way Ihcy have lo lake the 
information, and they have to 
know something <5n the subject. 
With this assessment, us part of 
this refraining, we arc giiing to be 
selling the assessmeni standards 
and mtiking sure lhat our assess­
ment of studeiits meet tlie.se stan­
dards." 

Students aren't the only ones 
who will have new standards set 
for them. Village Oaks is also 
making sure that its teachers are 
getting the training they need in 
order to leai.li the conlcnl slan-
darils, assess lo Ihe standards and 
the studenis arc learning Ihe stan­
dards. 

A major p;irt of refiumiiig is 
making sure the school achieves 
adciiuate yearly progress. Goedert 
explained lhal if the students who 
altciid her school do not make 
adequate yearly progress, money 
can be lost. ;iiK.I teachers ;nid prin­
cipals c:iii be ino\'e(l ;iround lo 
tliriereiit schools. 

"I don'l sec lhal happening 
here." Goederl said. "I think wc 
arc going lo make adequale year­

ly progress, bul we are making 
sure children in all groups make 
A Y R The largest group of chil­
dren is Caucasian children, but we 
need to make sure that all of Ihe 
sub-groups, like Caucasian boy.s. 
Hispanic boys, limited English 
speakers, special education stu­
dents, ect. all qualify as well. 
They all have to be making Ihe 
same growth as that highest 
group. That's whal we mean by 
adequiile yearly progress, ivc'rc 
having to pay attention to particu­
lar groups of children and really 
focusing on all those students." 

Goedert recently gave her 
teachers a scenario on how to deal 
wit_h the whole issue of Adequate 
Yearly Progress. She told them to 
protend that MI<:AP lest results 
from the last couple years were 
received from the slate. 

"Lets say we look at our group 
and we see that our Hispanic boys 
are al a certain level on the MEAP 
test and we know lhal our 
Caucasian girls were lower than 
lhat," she said. "What are we 
going to do about that'.' We would 
have lo design strategics to 
address those issues. That's pan 
of adequate yearly progress and 
No Child Left Behind. We don't 
want lo leave a child behind and 
we also don't want to leave 
groups of children behind. It all 
comes riown lo numbers. They're 
going lo be looking al populations 
of numbers." 

This is called dc.segregating 
students according to a particular 
type. '"It is called No Chi ld Left 
Behind and it is called Adequate 
Yearly Progress, but we're look­
ing at groups of kids really to 
make sure there's no pocket of the 
population that's not making the

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same gains as the rest," Goederl 
said. 

Goedert made it clear that 
Village Oaks leachers arc nol 
:ifraid of ihe changes going on 
starling this school year. "It's nol 
a threat al all," she said. "They 
look at it in terms of giving stu­
dents direction and giving them 
support and giving them informa­
tion. Teachers love to leam new 
things." 

One aspect of tidequale yearly 
progress lluit teachers know least 
about right now is tlic Michigan 

Assessmeni Standards, bul 
Goedert is relying on her teachers 
love for learning lo solve that 
problem. 

"Teachers arc the epitome of 
life-long learners, so 1 don't ,sce 
anybody afraid of it," she said. "I 
sec them being invigorated by it 
and welcorriing the direction. We 
have way more teachers this year 
teaming and working together. 
They're trying to work smarter 
together and really combining 
efforts as a working team and set-
ling strategies. I think we wil l al.so 

see them paying a whole lot of 
attention to the results of all of 
these assessments. Those who 
didn't know how lo use Excel 
before now have a reason to leani 
it because we can sort by different 
types of children and check them 
to make sure they're learning."

No Breakfast program at Novi 
Scl lools 

At the Novi Community School 
District Board of Education meeting 
on Sept, 4. a public hearing took 
place so citizens can voice there 
opinion on whether or not they 
wanted the district to adopt a break­
fast program. Since nobody showed 
up, however, the board decided not 
to offer the program for the 2003-04 
school year. 

According to Superintendent 
Emmett Lippe, the public hearing 
was held because tile school district 
claimed less than 20 percent of its 
lunches free or reduced prices in 
2003-04, "We have not offered a 
breakfast program in Novi schools 
in the past," he said. "The statute 
states that i f you have less then a 
certain percentage of students who 
have ftee or reduced hot lunch, you 
have the right not lo offer a break­
fast, but you must have a public 
hearing as to whether the public or 
the students would like to see a 
breakfast program. So every year 
we have this hearing and the board 
decides whetlier or not to have the' 
breakfast." 

To determine if a student receives 
free or reduced hot lunch, the feder­
al government has a system, in 
terms of income and Ihe number of 
youngsters in the family, as to 
whether a family qualifies for free or 
reduced hot lunch. 

"In Novi we had less than 20 per­
cent," Lippe said. "The total we had 
was 1.85 percent, which is consider­
ably less than the 20 percent. 
Therefore, we decided not to have a 
breakfast." 

Student Handbooks for a l l 

the Novi Community School 
District has developed a in"" • student 
handbook which will be distributed 
to every family in Novi with one or 
more students enrolled in the school 
system. Each school in the district 
develops its own handbook every 
year, and this year is no different, 
but this is the first time Novi has put 
out a district wide handbook to 
complement each one. 

According to Lippe, the hand­
book will cover issues that each 

individual school handbook will 
not, such as rules, regulations and 
policies. 

"There are certain things that 
legally we have to notify people of 
and we really want the individual 
school handbooks to get away from 
things like sexual harassment and all 
of those legal issues," Executive 
Director of Human Resources Bob 
Schiam said. "It was recommended 
a couple years ago to come up with 
a student handbook." 

School board members, adminis-
mitors and attorneys compiled infor­
mation for the handbook over the 
summer. It was finally approved on 
Sept. 4 and the next step is to get it 
printed and distributed. 

Each individual school will come 
up with its own handbook, but they 
just won't deal with some of the 
issues that this one wil l . 

'The legal notices are ones which 
we must tell students about," 
Schrani said. "Those policies affect 
all grade levels. It talks about acci­
dents and illnesses and it gives i) 
notification on asbestos and sexual 
harassment, detentions and suspen­
sions and weapons- in the schools, 
among many other issues. In addi­
tion to all of that, we added some 
things that we thought would be 
helpful, such as infomiation on No 
child left behind, infomiation on 
homework, information on fund 
raising, infomiation on field Uips 
and dress codes. Things that aren't 
necessarily legal notices, but would 
help out." 

Teaching Schedule Change 

The Novi Community School 
Board of Education released Novi 
Education Association President 
Teri Moblo from her part-time 
teaching assignment for a period of 
up lo two years in order to coordi­
nate a pilot program for the 
Michigan Education Association. 

"The Michigan Education 
Association received a grant from 
the National Education Association 
to pay me and my job now, for the 
next two years, in addition to being 
the Union President In Novi, will be 
to increase political activity in our 
state," Moblo said. " M y job will be 
to increase political involvement 

witliin tlie union in Michigan within 
tlie M E A . It's a very exciting oppor­
tunity for me because political 
action has always been something 
that 1 have been very interested m. 
Every decision made about public 
education is made by an elected olTi-
cial and therefore it's very important 
that we get people elected to office 
who are fully prepared to fund pub­
lic education and who understand 
public education. This is going to 
give me the opportunity to do more 
in the area of getting those kinds of 
people elected to office." 

M a s s exodus 

It was only about 11:15 a.m., but 
it looked like 1:55 p.m. as students 
poured out of every exit of Novi 
High School on Tuesd.iy. 
Construction crews around the 
school had struck a cable outside die 
pool area and it didn't take long for 
tlie whole building to lose power. 
The result was die cancellation ol 
tlie rest of tiie school day. 

"I don't know exactly what time it 
was, bul I was at a meeting at the 
centr.il ollice when I got a call from 
my secretary that we were losing 
power in just phases of die build­
ing," Principal John Lawrence said. 
"So, 1 talked to my Assistant 
Principal Randy Gawel and lhat a 
cable outside Ihe pool area was hit. I 
don't know if it was marked, or it 
wasn't marked, 1 don't know the 
details, but 1 talked to Chris Becker 
from Skanska brielly and he said it 
would lake them probably an hour 
to make the determination where the 
problem, bul he couldn't tell how 
long it would t;tkc to fix it." 

At tliat point tlie decision was 
made to cancel school for die rest of 
tlie day. "We don't have power and 
from what 1 understand, we'll prob­
ably have a lot of these and this is 
not im uncommon occiin-cnce when 
you have so much construction 
going on," Lawrence said. 
"Everything went very smooth 
tliough. When I returned to the 
school all Uie staff luid students were 
in Uie hallways with their books and 
everyone was very calm. 1 really 
commend die staff and students for 
how they handled the situation."

said. "An activity fee charges slu-

Just in case parents in Novi 
were running out of options as 
to where they should send there 
youngsters to school, they now 
have a new one. Soma Yapa, a 
native of Srilanka, India has just 
started her own Montessori 
.school in her home and is look­
ing for students to teach. 

Yapa first started teaching the 
Montessori method in her native 
land, which is in the southern tip 
of India. She then moved to 
Minnesota as a Montessori 
teacher, but when her husband, 
who was a psychiatrist, couldn't 
find a place to work, the two 
moved again to Wisconsin. 
Since then, her husband passed 
away and since her son is a doc­
tor who lives in Novi wi ih his 
three children, she moved here 
to start up her business once 
again. 

"I have been doing this for 40 
years now," Yapa said. "I went to 
Minnesota because I knew 
somebody who referred me to 
the prii icipal. When my kids 
were small I didn't teach for a 
while, but then they went to col­
lege and I started all over again. 
I 'm licensed by the state of 
Wisconsin and I received my 
diploma from the Montessori 
Etiucation and I 'm proud to say 
that my certificate has been 
signed by Dr. Montessori's son." 

At first, Yapa worJced for the 
Montessori of Our Lady School 
in Livonia, but she didn't enjoy 

it too much, so she went the 
independent route. 

"It was too hard for me at that 
school," she said. "I had lo get 
up at 5:30 in the morning and 
get ready to go early before the 
traffic came. So, I thought 1 
would start my own business 
because I have enough room. 1 
live alone in my liouse." 

According to Yapa, kids who 
go to day care don' l get any edu­
cation, so she is offering some-
tlilng to children of Novi that 
tliey can't get anywhere else. 
"Were the kids have the freedom 
to learn whatever they want," 
she said. "We are called 
Montessori because we create a 
good environment so that the 
children can pick whatever Ihey 
want and work by themselves. 
The difference belween 
Montessori and day care or reg­
ular school is, in Montes.sori you 
respect the chi ld . That's the 
most important thing because 
they are small, but they arc also 
adults in their own minds. So, 
you have to most often give in to 
the child's needs and create an 
environment. According to Dr. 
Montessori, from two and a half 
to six years old is the best time 
I'or a child to learn, bul 1 take 
children younger then that." 

Yapa likened the situation to 
churches. She explained that 
each church does things differ­
ently. Some of them teach very 
rigidly and some students study 
to impress parents, but some 
also know that D r Montessori's 
proper teaching is not to push 

the ch i ld to learn. 
"1 .see a lot of competition in 

Montessori schools, but on the 
other hand, day cares don't 
teach at a l l ," Yapa said. "It's 
more of a play time. We teach all 
areas, inath, language, geogra­
phy, history, music, painting, 
drama. A l l of those things are 
subjects that the children le.irn 
while they are here. Montessori 
also teaches them to be inde­
pendent. They learn to pour 
water from one container to 
another without spi l l ing . As 
much as the kids enjoy doing 
tliese activities, they also learn 
to be independent. M y 
Montessori school creates a 
home environment where chi l ­
dren can be very comfortable 
and ihey have freedom." 

Yapa runs ihe school and she 
has one teacher who helps her 
out. She currently has two chil­
dren enrolled at the .school, but 
she says that she can have up to 
12 children at one time. 

Rema Menon, a Farmington 
H i l l s resident who brings 
Sandeep, her two-year-old son, 
to Yapa's Montessori .school is 
very pleased with the results so 
far 

"1 wasn't looking to put him 
anywhere really, but I saw an ad 
that Soma left at one o f the 
stores and I just came by 
because I was curious," she said. 
"1 prefer to put Sandeep in an 
environment where he can learn 
instead of just a day care place, 
so 1 came here with my husband 
and checked it out. I liked it

because it was more like a home 
environment, so it appealed to 
us. M y son really gelled into his 
environment and he is learning 
the alphabet right now, so I 
thought that would be more use­
ful for him instead of just play 
time ill a day care." 

Price o f enrollment to the 

school is $40 and $130 per week 
after that. Drop in is also avail­
able. School hours are 8:30 a.m. 
to 4:30 p.m. Day care is avail­
able from 7 a.m. to 6 p.m. Ha l f 
day is iilso available from 8:30 
a.m. to 12:30 p.m. Yapa's 
Montessori .school is located at 
47326 Butler Lane in N o v i .

Increased parking space around 
Novi High School, combined with 
a whole lot. of construction, has 
forced Principal John Lawrence 
and his staff to increase safety 
precautions around the school. 

Lawrence knows that accidents 
Mejiound to happen, however In 
fact, one minor oiIe already has. 

Just in the first week of school, 
a student who was walking out to 
her vehicle in the 10 Mile parking 
lot was struck by a car which was 

'backing up. The student only 
received bruises around her ankle, 
but the high school staff is doing 
everything it possibly can to pre­
vent any further incidents. 

According to Lawrence, the 
accident, which happened after 
school hours, was investigated 
and he was able to obtain all of its 
details. 

"It was an accident that could 
have happened anywhere," he 
said. "It could have happened in a 
mall parking lot or it could hap­
pen with someone backing out of 
their driveway. Any time a student 
is injured on high school property, 
I 'm very concerned about that. It 
wasn't a serious injury. She was 
knocked down, but whenever 
something like that happens, for 
my peace of mind, I need to know 
all of the details." 

Novi High School has more 
parking than it has ever had. 
When construction is completely 
finished, there wil l be one more 
lot that wil l open up at the west 
end of the brand new wing that is 
now occupied by all the construc­
tion crews. The trade-off to all the 
parking lots, however is that 
some green space was lost, which 

Lawrence regrets. But witli the 
size of the .school growing to 
potentially 2,400 students in the 
nol-so-distant future, more park­
ing space is needed to accommo­
date the demand. 

"Right now we are in good 
shape," Lawrence said. "I don't 
feel that students are in jeopardy, 
but it's going to take a lot of coop-
eration from students and parents 
who are entering school property 
before school starts to drop the 
kids off as well as at the end of the 
day. We always tell the kids about 
safety. We always watch the jsark-
ing lots very closely, and when we 
see that students are driving reck­
lessly we wi l l stop them and talk 
to them about that. If students 
continue to drive recklessly, they 
wil l run the risk of losing their 
parking privilege." 

In terms of safety,'the parking 
lols are continually monitored the 
entire lime students are in the 
building as well as a little before 
school and a little after school. 
The parking capacity on the 10 
Mile lot has more then doubled 
since last school year so there is a 
tremendous flow of students com­
ing in from that side as well as 
parents dropping students off in 
the morning. That concerns 
Lawrence because it has 
increased the amount of traffic in 
that area. 

"The first thing in our minds is 
student safety," Lawrence said. 
"In fact, I have been out there 
every morning this week just 
observing and helping direct traf­
fic along with others from the 
administrative staff to make sure 
that students are out of the line of 
traffic and flow. It's going to take 
some time now that we have each 
parking lot in place for us to 

tweak our system and method for 
getting cars into our school prop­
erty safely and off of school prop­
erty safely without possibly jeop­
ardizing students safety. We're 
working on that." 

Lawrence explained that there 
is a large amount o f parents drop­
ping students off, and he-has even 

• noticed diat number growing as 
the student population grows, 
which he believes adds to the 
already congested Taft Road and 
10 M i l e area. He would like to .see 
the bus transportation system 
being utilized a bit more. 

"Wc have this wonderful trans­
portation system in place 
already," he said. "We have an 
exemplary bus transportation sys­
tem that students ride, but yet it 
could be utilized more. So, 1 jusl 
wonder why so many students are 
actually driven to school and are 
not riding the bus. That's one of 
the questions that I have, and I 
think that maybe the answer is 
convenience. Students may not 
want to spend that amount of time 
on the bus, or they might have to 
get up a'litde eariier in order to 
catch the bus. That, in my mind, is 
probably the safest mode of trans­
portation for students coming to 
school and also leaving school." 

Many students also hitch rides 
to school with friends, which is 
also fine with Lawrence, because 
the schools parking situation is 
such that it is able to accommo­
date every student who wants to 
park. In the past and most recent­
ly last year administrators had to 
limit the number of students who 
could park and there was even a 
lottery. Now, however, the park­
ing has come back full force. 

"We have plenty of spaces and 
we have spaces left over, so we're

in very good shape as far as park­
ing," Lawrence s.iid. "We don't 
have to do the buddy system like 
list vcar cilhcr Any student who 
wants 10 drive,, seniors and jun­
iors, can drive cars now." 

One major concern is security 
during nighttime events at the 
high school. School administra­
tors have been working closely 
with contractors and the Skanska 
Construction Company to have 

, lighting.up In.the parking lots. 
. The 10 Mile^ lot wasn't, scheduled, 

to be finished until next year, but 
it 's 'well ahead of schedule and it 
was also able to be accommodat­
ed with lighting. According to 
Lawrence, by the time daylight 
savings comes around, 95 percent 

of Ihe parking lots will have light­
ing up and working. 

Lawrence also explained that 
whenever a student is injured on 
school property - any kind of 
injury, not just, outside or inside -
there is an accident report form 
filled out, there is a follow-up 
with the parents and there is even 
a follow-up beyond that so admin­
istrators are able to make sure that 
the students are fine and it has 
.becp.tal^en care,.,,,^ imiH ijiiv, „• 
•. :f ."lf ,weihave a traffic,'aaaidenh 
oul. here on lOiiMile iRoad; and 
unfortunately we do from time to 
time, students hurrying to get to 
school or whatever may be the 
case, parents are contacted imme­
diately," Lawrence said. "We send 

our staff out to see i f there is any­
thing we can do to help out. That 
is something we w i l l watch as our 
10 Mile rush increases. Of course, 
not having the Grand Iliver bridge 
doesn't help, so after November 
when they're telling us the bridge 
will be back functioning, I antici-. 
pate the situation on 10 Mile w i l l 
be a lot better It takes cooperation 
from die students that they contin­
ue to act safely and watch where

Tliank you, Angic Bnider, for pointing out tlic 
connection between the new Cofmnuiiily 
Recreation Plan's recommendation lo acquire 
more parkland and the ciiy's very reccni sale of-
-curiously enough-atiout the saIric amount of 
parkland. Actually the parkhmd shortfall is 
greater than 100 acn;s. Everyone should look at 
the Community Recreation Plan and comment. 
Everyone should also know that the Plan is .sub­

mitted to llic Michigan Department of Natural 
Resources in order to apply for grants from llie 
Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund. The 
M N R T F program is primarily for piirkland 
acquisition and also p;irk development projects. 
But here's the Catch-22 for Novi: 

Novi's chances for getting a M N R T F grant are 
bleak for one main reason: wc very likely don't 
qualify for llic program becau.se wc have succes­
sively .sold, leased, blocked access to, and con­
verted huge amounts of our parkland to non-park 
uses, and wc have not replaced i l ! In addition lo 
giving about 1(X) acres of passive parkland in 
North Novi Park to a private developer 
(Sandstone), city council authorized the loss of 
additional passive park iicreagc in Power Park for 
the high school expansion. We an; losing more 
park acreage ticcausc the Novi Schools are going 
to u.se the school-owned Spirit of '76 Park for an 
expansion of die bus garage. The M N R T F Board 
is unlikely to award a grant to a city that has dis­
played such a poor stewardship hLslory. You have 
to ask yourself, why would tliis public agency 
spend its precious dollars on a community thai 
equates its parks as "cash" and gives mere lip 
.service lo the quality of life that parks, uecs and 
open spaces bring lo a community? 

And to make matters worse, we have a coun­
cil hell-bent on not creating any new parks, 
although plenty of promises to replace parkland 
were made. The city-owned Garfield mitigation 

site, about 100 acres in size, could have tieen 
used as passive parkland with public access, but 
the council restricted access lo the public for 100 
years with an easement. The beautiful, city-
owned property at Old Novi Road and 13 Mile 
Road (al the south end of Walled Lake) could be 
master planned as parkland, but the city can't be 
bothered. The parks and recreation department 
even requested it, and still the council nsftised 
because the City might want to sell this beautiful 
lakefront propeity! Another lOO-acre property, 
recommended as a new park by Friends of Novi 
Parks, hit the brick wall that is Novi city council. 

The anti-park, anti-tree, anti-sidewalk, anti-
stewardship ethic our current city leadership 
espouses in the short-term wi l l k i l l this 
Community Recreation Plan with the DNR, and 
harms us all in Uie future.

The result, o f course, is yet 
anolher cost advantage for 
Chinese manufacturers. 

These concerns are amply 
buttressed by the employment 
data. A m e r i c a has lost 2.7 m i l ­
l ion manufacturing jobs over 
the last three years, wh i l e 
M i c h i g a n has lost 169,000 
nliinufacturiilg jobs or nearly 
19 percent o f total manufactur­
ing employment since June 
2000, according to the U . S . 
Bureau o f Labor statistics. 
There are now 378,000 people 
looking for work in Mich igan , 
53 ,000 o f them long-ter in 
unemployed and so eligible for 
an extra 13 weeks o f jobless 
benefits under federal law. 

Worse, according to econo­
mists, even though the coun­
try's overa l l unemployment 
rate is barely beginning io fal l , 
Mich igan ' s continues to rise. 
Whi l e the national jobless rate 
for Ju ly was 6.2 percent, 
M i c h i g a n ' s increased to 7.4 
percent, a 10-year high. It is 
true that unemployment statis­
tics are usual ly the last to 
improve in a recove'iy from a 
recession, but it's clear that we 
in M i c h i g a n are lagging behind 
even an anemic recovery 
around the rest o f the country. 
People are starting to talk not 
about l h e "jobless recovery" 
but the "job-loss recovery." 

So (for those wi th long 
memories), when the country 
catches an economic c o l d , 
M i c h i g a n often comes down 
with pneumonia. 

A s is often the case with 
very serious diseases, it's very 
easy to diagnose what's wrong 
but much harder to prescribe a 
cure: I ' l l take a (hesitant) crack 
at that in next week's column.

Plus, the 
Pearl Harbor bombing took place 
far away in Hawaii and early on a 
Sunday morning when most peo­
ple were asleep or getting ready to 
go to church. 

The shock and grief on tiiat 
fateful day had to be just as great, 
however, to tiie citizens then as 
the September I I , 2001, events 
were to us.

Now people have to leave for 
tiie airport diree hours before tiieir 
domestic flight is scheduled to 
depart and heightened security at 
airports and elsewhere will con­
tinue to remind us forever of the 
day our worid was rocked.

The ceremony will not only pay 
tribute to Michigan Prisoners of 
War and Missing in Action soldiers 
but it wi l l also honor three 
Michigan soldiers with the place­

The "return date" is ciUier tlic 
date the soldiers were found or 
their remains were found. 

The ihree soldiers who will be 
honored ai this ceremony are 
Phillip Paul Stevens of Twin Lake, 
who has a brother who lives in 
Commerce Township; Donald 
Nellis Thore.sen of Detroit and has 
a son who lives in Trenton; and 
KenneUi Many Widon of Detroit, 
who has a sister who lives in 
Brighton.

He 
served in die Navy in Viemam and 
has been missing for 36 years, 
according to McClain.

"The main reasons we, as the 
next generation, have this ceremo­
ny every year are to remember and 
honor all prisoners of war and sol­
diers missing in action. Every pass­
ing day is one diat is gone forever. 
Make sure it is one in which you 
have done something for others, 
especially diose who cannot do for 
diemselves. We sdll have 57 men 
from Michigan just in die Vietnam 
War who are still missing. We, as 
Americans, are die ones who must 
do .something for Ihem, because 
they caii't," she said. 

McClain said there are 1,883 
men still missing from die Vietnam 
War, and the search continues. 

"It's an ongoing effort that won't 
end until the fullest possible 
accounting has been achieved," she 
said.

Is Lyon Township ready for 
some professional b;iseball7 

A meeting held lasl week al 
Brighton's Genoa Woods confer­
ence ccnier posed llial very qties-
lion as local business leaders mei 
wilh rcprcscnlalives from lhc 
l-rynlicr League, an independeiil 
minor league baseball organiza-
lion. 

Officials from Lyon Township, 
die Soulh Lyon Area Chamber of 
Commerce and local business 
owners lislencd lo a prcsenlalion 
aboul liie league, which is look­
ing 10 expand from ils currcnl 12 
icams. 

Reprcscnling die league were 
Bi l l Lee, commissioner and for­
mer major league player. 
Direcior of Developmcnl Leo 
Tricli, and John Swialek, prcsi­
denl of lhc Washinglon (Pa.) 
Wild Things, one of die Frontier 
League's currcnl teams lhat arc 
liascd in eight Midwestern stales. 

•Triuh said the plan is for lhc 
IcagUe l i i rcadi I tileiiins, allow­
ing for iwo divisions of eighl 
teams each. Localion is a faclor, 
as die hope for geographic-based 
divisions is lo reduce some of lhc 
league's iravel expenses. 

Charlie Robertson, director of 
llie South Lyon Area Chamber of 
Commerce, said that last week's 
meeiing rcnecled lhc "very early 
talking .stages" of bringing pro­
fessional baseball lo the town­
ship. However, she said, the com­
bination of interest, location and 
feasibility indicates a strong 
poienlial for die area playing host 
10 a Froiilier League club. 

" A variety of people have 
come forward lo either invesl or 
rally community support for 
minor league ha.seball," 
Robertson said. 

Lyon Township was the only 
metro Detroit community visited 
by I'ronlicr League officials, 
Robertson said. 

Frontier League officials on 
Aug. 6 also traveled lo Traverse 
Ci ly where inveslors seem poised 
lo field a leam. 

Devclopnienl Direcior Trich 
said dial conventional wisdom no 

longer applies, and Lyon 
Township's proximity to an exist­
ing major league team is not pro­
hibitive of minor league success. 

"We found out that major 
league cilies have fans, and we 
have been successful in the 
Pillsburg area, in St. Louis and in 
Chicago. Detroit would be an 
ideal localion," Trich said. 

Existing franchises in compa­
rable-sized communilies indicate 
ihal Lyon Township is a suitable 
match for the league, Robertson 
said. 

"We're at a point where 
inveslors and local government 
are at the table to bring cost-
affordable, family entertiunment 
to Lyon and its surrounding 
areas," she said. 

More lhan jusl biiscball was on 
lhc lable, lliough, as communilies 
wilh minor league leams have 
reaped addilional benefits, 
including lhc various uses of ball 
parks. 

"Il's a great concept, from 
either a baseball standpoint or 
concerts," said Jay Feldmaii, 
owner of Jiiy' Chiivroltf,' 'vvho 
atlended lasl week's meeting. 
Feldman's automobile dealership 
in Highland Township wi l l soon 
have a companion bu.siness in the 
Lyon Crossing complex. "It 
could bring a lot of people to the 
area; it's a great opportunity i f 
the numbers make sense." 

League officials presented evi­
dence to support those numbers. 
The Froniier League began play 
in 1993, with eight cilies fielding 
teams in high school, college or 
community parks. A rough debut 
season saw the cancellation of 
two teams, which were replaced 
the following season and added 
to by 1996, an expansion that 
included the Kalamazoo Kings in 
Michigan. By 1997, the league 
expanded to an 80-gamc sched­
ule, and Ihe Evansville (Ind.) 
Oilers welcomed more than 
100,000 fans during die season. 
Expansion coniinued in 1999, 
with ball parks now being built 
exclusively for Frontier League 
teams in River C i l y (Mo.) and 
Cook County (III.). 

Overall, league attendance in 
2000 altracted more than 

700,000 fans, more than 10 times 
the number of ticket-buyers lhat 
ailended games during ihe 
league's firsl season. 

By 2005, the Froniier League 
hopes to expand further, and 
Lyon Township is among the 
leading candidates for a ball club. 

Local business leaders were 
impressed by Ihe Froniier 
League, which in lum left wilh a 
favorable impression of ihe area. 
. "We were impressed by lhc 
growth," Trich said. "We were 
told of some of the plans for the 
inimedialc area. We also didn'l 
expect Ihe turnout, and the inter­
est level was higher lhan antici­
pated." 

A number of questions need to 
be answered before a baseball 
team could lake the field, to 
include the obvious requirement 
of a stadium. Lyon Township 
Superintendent Chris Olson said 
that two potential locations were 
being considered within the 
township, likely S l M g W C r d i T d -
Rivcr Avenue. corri4Qi-.fii.'«j(!j;;,^-, 

" M y understanding is that 
minor league basebalVJiii'if been a 
success in both Grand Rapids 
and Lansing," Olson said. "It 
sounds like a great opportunity 
for the area. It seems like a good 
fit." 

South Lyon Mayor John Doyle 
J r said that the initial conversa­
tions have been positive, and lhat 
such a high-profile project would 
do more than bring baseball to 
the area. 

"The collateral economic ben­
efits could be substantial," Doyle 
said. "With the development in 
the township and in our down­
town, it could help change die 
makeup and ideniiiy of the com­
munity." 

Robertson said that the eco­
nomic benefits are two-fold: Jobs 
would be created in connection 
wilh a leam hosting more than 40 
games per season, and spin-off 
businesses would have opportu­
nilies both baseball-related and 
otherwise.

Nor would you want to use pea gravel without the 
contra.sting borders created by those clipped hedges.

"A rock border would look too hot. too unfriendly. 
Pea gravel worlcs (for pathways) because of the green. 
It connects everything, bringing order and a sense of 
peace to the garden." 

But there's one thing Hendershot'.', carefully clipped 
hedges can't do: keep rabbits from nibbling on the 
herbs he's trying to grow inside a ridy Iing of german­
der. 

"Tliey hop right over it." he says with another laugh.

"This is uiiit|uc. eien for people who 
make doll houses." said Haskins. "There's 
no such thing being done, ll 's a lifelong 
hobby. If I get soiiielhing new (in my home). 
I'll sit clown and make one i'or my doll 
house." 

When a friend offered to build Haskins 
her lirsl doll house 12 ye;iis ago. she weni 
shopping for kils and didn'l see anything she 
liked. Rather than build a Victorian house, 
for ex;iinple, she decided to build a replic;i of 
her own house so she would have an ongo­
ing project. 

The one-story doll house doesn'l have a 
roof; it's lopped willi a piece of glass that 
docs double-duty as Haskins' dining nxim 
lable. 

"We put i'lxid on die lable al parties, bul 
everyone moves llic food oul of die way to 
sec." said Haskins. "It's a conversation piece, 
and my friends really enjoy i i . " 

There arc very fcii' slore-lxiughl pieces in 
her doll house. Most accessories and furni­
ture are made with either clay or balsa wood. 

H a s k i n s i s now in the p r o c e s s of 
b u i l d i n g a new d o l l h o u s e home 
that s h e p lans to u s e a s a mode l for 
a h o m e s h e hopes to b u i l d s o o n . 

Doll house furniture can cost hundreds of 
dollars in stores. 

"It can be a very, very expensive hobby," 
said Haskins. "But if it's not all by hand, it 
kind of defeats the purpose." 

Haskins has a difficult lime finding some 
matches, especially when it comes to fabrics. 

She had to paint flowers on the curtains and 
bedding in a bedroom by hand because she 
couldn't find fabric with such tiny flowers. 

"Il has 10 be on a (1 -inch-to- 1-foot) scale," 
said Haskins. "1 look constantly. Everywhere 
I go, I'm looking for things I need. 

"If somediing doesn't work out the way I 
want, 1 do it over," she added. "I've made 
many things twice, or temporarily." 

Last year Haskins decided that her real 
house needed a new look. To prepare for a 
remodeling job, she moved the kitchen in her 
doll hou.se to the front of the building and 
enlarged the living room area. When builders 
asked how she would like her real home 
remodeled, she pointed lo the doll house and 
said, "Just like that." 

Now Haskins is working on her second 
doll house, which will represent a house she 
plans to build within the next two years. Her 
husband, a retired builder will oversee con­
stniclion. 

"(The doll house) is a nice guide," said 
John Haskins, .52, who also will use regular 
blueprints to build their new home. "You can 
actually .see what you're doing. It's not just 
lines on paper It gives you an idea of what 
you're building before you start." 

The new doll house still is in the begin­
ning stages, although the basic structure has 
been built and one room already has pol­
ished wood llooring 

The Haskinses haven't decided what 
they'll do with their first doll house when 
they sell their current home. They've talked 
about leaving il for the new owners. 

"But who would do this?" asked Lynn 
Haskins. "Who would keep it up?"

Everyone wants to live in a safe, 
affordable home, but looking for a 
new place to live can be a serious 
drain on one's energy and time.

Once you find an apartment. West 
says it's essential to inspect it before 
milking the final decision about mov-
ihg in : 

• Check for new windows. Newer 
windows will keep street noise out 
better than older ones and are also bet­
ter at keeping in the hot air in winter 
and the cool air in summer 

• Ignore the furniture. When you 
walk into an apartment, remember not 
to focus on the furniture and d6cor 
Don't let somebody else's bad taste 
ruin a perfectly gtxid apartment for 
you; tiy to see beyond the decoration 
to the basics of the rooms. 

• Check the water pressure. Go into 

the bathroom and check the water 
pressure. In West's experience, many 
older apartments actually have better 
water pressure than the new ones. 

• Inspect the elevator If the build­
ing has elevators, make sure they're 
clean and that the inspection certifi­
cate is updaled. The condition of the 
elevators will give you an idea of how 
well the building is maintained. 

• Ask about the super Ask if the 
super lives in the building. It's always 
good to have a super on-site; i f you 
get locked out of the apartment or if 
your toilet overflows, he is right there 
to help you.

Red and blue fish greeted tiny Ani Madson 
as she plunged into the world. The strong con­
tractions that thrust her through her modier's 
birth canal splashed her gently into a kiddie 
pool full of wanii water. Seconds later, she 
Wits at her mother's brea.si, lifted there by lov­
ing amis. 

Ani's purple body quickly turned pretty 
pink as oxygen pumped dirough her young 
lungs. For mother Amy Mad.son, tlie lingering 
trauma of labor and delivery seemed to dis­
solve into the water, where she remained to 
admireher third child. 

Husband Pete knelt behind her his anns 
enveloping diem. Gazing into her daughter's 
alert eyes. Amy b.uely noticed midwife Kerry 
Dixon checking vital signs, or the delivery of 
the placenta a few minutes later 

About 20 minutes after Ani's birth, Amy 
stepped from die birthing pool to her bed. 
Dixon checked mother and child, then left the 
parents to sleep, their new daughter cradled 
between them. It would be daybreak before 
Tyler 4, and Juul, 1, padded across the hall in 
their Minneapolis home to discover their new 
sister 

Madson is one of a growing number of 
women choosing water birtli to deliver their 
babies. Like her -some give birth at home, but 
more hospitals ;ire oll'ering i l as an option. 

Advocates of water births cite many advan­
tages over bed births: Mothen; who immerse 
iheiiLselves in warm water are more relaxed 
during labor and delivery. Tlie water's buoy­
ancy lakes the weight olf their bones and 
body, allowing them lo move more easily and 
comfortably during labor As a result, they 
have shorter easier labors and u.se fewer if 
any, painkillers. 

The wann water .stretches and softens the 
skin of the epidural area, so episiotomies are 
rare, advocates say Water birth babies also 
.seem calmer, diey .say, because of die gende 
transition from wami womb to warm water 

Little re.se;irch has been done to prove or 
disprove diose claims. 

For that reason, die American College of 
Obstetrics and Gynecology takes no posidon 
on the pracdce. In Britain, where it has been 
common for decades, a 1999 study of 4,032 
births found the perinaUiI death rate for babies 
bom in water comparable to the deadi rate for 
other low-risk deliveries — about 1.2 per 
1,000 births. 

Many modiers with low-risk pregnancies 
'are choosing water birUi as a safe, gende 
option. 

"1 diink diey're wonderful," said Sharon 
Riester a certified nurse midwife and family 
nurse practitioner at St. Elizabeth Hospital in 
Wabasha, Minn., where 80 percent of modi-
ers-to-be choose water births. 

"They need much less medication. There's 
much less perineal U'auma. Babies are calm," 
she sitid. "Second-dme moms definitely call it 
a wonderful experience compared widi tradi-
donal bed birtli." 

At MeUiodist Hospital in St. Louis Park, 
Minn., Madson went into the water for labor 
relief during her second son's birth. She had 
barely gotten in the tub when she was ordered 
out after her first strong conu-action. After 90 
minutes of labor, Juul was bom widiout com­
plication, but Madson felt mshed. Her history 
of easy birth and her desire to have greater 
control over the process were factors in choos­
ing a home water birth for her third baby. 

She has no regrets. 
"I've always been comforted and .soothed 

by wiimi water," said Madson, a nursing stu­
dent. "It was .still as painful, but I was much 
more in touch with what was happening. I 
wasn't panicking witli Ani ; I knew dial I could 
do it. 1 never thought I wimted to die. I just 
wanted it to be over." 

•The water took the weight ofi' my body," 
.she said, gazing at her dozing newborn daugh­
ter "Al l I felt was the birth." 

Q&A: Water Births 
B What are the benefits? 

Several European studies suggest that 
mothers using water birth have shorter 
labors, require less pain relief and have less 
epidural tearing. No large studies have been 
done in the United States to assess the 
benefits or risks of births in water. 

B i s it safe? 
A study in the British Medical Joumal of 
4,032 water births found an infant death rate 
of 1.4 per 1,000 births, about the same as for 
all births following low-risk pregnancies. 

H Why doesn't the baby drown? 
An inborn mechanism called the dive reflex 
prevents babies from breathing underwater 
for the first six months of their lives, accord­
ing to Barbara Harper, a nurse who founded 
Waterbirth International. 

• Who can consider water birth? 
Polices at HealthEast Care System, which 
ov?ns Woodwinds Health Campus in 
Woodbury, Minn., and St. Joseph's Hospital 
in St. Paul, Minn., state that a healthy woman 
with a nomial, low-risk pregnancy of at least 
37 weeks is a candidate, with caregiver 
approval. She should not have had a 
Caesarean birth previously

W earing stfelchy black tights that cover a 
modest belly, Emily Hahii drops a 
Styrofoam block on the lloor next to a 
woven bkmket and a blue mat. 

She joins a circle of 20 women — 
some, like Hahn, are four months pregntml, while others 
are much closer to the big day and a little nervous about 
one-legged balance po.ses. Bul all are excited about an 
evening of prenatal yoga. 

"I'm a big adilete," says Hahn, 33, of Boulder Colo. "I 
am used to triadilons, road cycling and mountain biking. 
But now I swim, lift and hike. Yoga is for stretching. I 
want to maintain some semblance of fitness during my 
40-week joumey." 

Just what type of exercise, at what level of iniensity and 
for how long remains a mystery for most pregnant 
women, particularly atliletic pregnant women, because 
diere's no consensus in the medical or fitness communi­
ties about die dos and don'is of exercise during pregnan­
cy. 

According to .idvice from the American College of 
Obstetricians and Gynecologists, pregnant women may 
exercise for 30 minutes every day, as long as there are no 
medical complications. 

But diese vtigue guidelines don't even come close lo 
addressing die difference between the couch potato and 
die triadilete. 

Until research catches up with demand, the most 
important diing women can do is talk to their doctors and 
do what feels comfortable, experts say. 

D r Lorr.nine Dugolf, an ohstelrici.in at the University ol' 
Colorado Health Sciences Center encourages pregnant 
women lo continue exercising I'or a healthy pregnancy but 
warns women not to pick up any new, intense sport or pro­
gram. 

Women should remember three main things, Dugoff 
says: 

• After the first trimester never lie flat on your back 
because the sheer weight of the baby compresses the infe­
rior vena cava (die large vein thill returns blood to the 
heiirt from the lower body) and compromises blood flow 
to die uterus and, hence, oxygen lo the modier and baby. 

• By die second trimester avoid exercises that rely on 
a good .sense of biilance, because your center of gravity 
shifts during pregnancy. In odier words, no basketball or 
jumping sports iind, definitely, no rock climbing or inline 
skating. 

• Finally, DugolTsays, don't overextend yourself 
Tliere are no hard and fast rules about whether to exer-

ci.se during pregnancy, says Dr Karen Kaufman, an obste-
U îcian at Boulder Women's Care, a clinic affiliated widi 
Boulder Community Hospiiid. Just as long as there are no 
risk factors during pregnancy, such as high blood pressure, 
there's no leason pregnant women have to stop being 
active. 

"Every body is different iind every pregnancy is differ­
ent," Kaufman says. "The most important thing is to listen 
to your own body." 

Yoga is an excellent wiiy to sUiy in tune widi your phys­
ical body, says prenatal yoga leiiclier Anne Harper, of 
Boulder who practiced yoga ihroiighout her own preg­
nancy two years iigo. Flexibility, strcngdi, biilance and 
increased circulation iye till benefits of yoga. Harper says. 
And in yogii, one leams deep brealhiiig, which can help 
with relaxation during birth. 

What women choose to do in class depends on comfort 
level. Harper says: "&ich person has to slay in touch with 
whal feels righl." A good leachcr will know how to mod­
ify class lo keep it safe. 

Tlie medical establishment has come a long way from 
the days when pregnancy was considered a disease slate 
and women were told not to lift a finger Kiiufman says. 

However pregnant women must be careful, Kaufniim

says. She recommends keeping Ihe heart rate less diiin 140 
beats per minute during exercise to make sure oxygen is 
available to die fetus. Sweaty cliisses, such as spinning, in 
a small, closed room could ciisily overheat the body. 

And no niiitter where you are exercising, if you feel 
fatigued, light-headed or your muscles tire exhausted, 
stop. 

For die m.TJorily of women who don'l have medical 
problems, exercise is a real benefit during pregnancy, 
Kaufman says. 

"Exercise during pregnimcy u.sed to be a big scare, but 
it's really not. It's a state of well-being and health."

Nationwide, about 50 million people endure chronic 
pain, widi a large percentage going untreated, iiccording 
to die American Pain Foundation, a non-profit group lhal 
advocates on behalf of consumers. 

Even if diey did seek medical care, die patients would 
probably face a lengUiy wait because of a shortiige of 
physicians who specialize in pain management. But wail­
ing is better dian sufl"ering in silence, experts say 

In die past 25 years, pain-management pracdtioners 
and drug companies have made advances, but the demand 
is much greater dian the supply and diere are limitations. 

"We are seeing some improvements over die past five 
or six years, but it doesn't come close to being enough lo 
treat everyone out diere who is suffering from pain," said 
Micke Brown, a nurse who specialized in pain manage­
ment and serves as a spokeswoman for die American Pain 
Foundadon. 

"We need to research odier dmgs. There seems to be a 
stall in providing die money for re.search by dmg compa­
nies and our own government. Tlie odier side of it is edu-
cadng more medical personnel in pain management." 

Robert Finnegan, medical director of die University of 
Utah's Pain Management Center said die key to treating 
pain is taking a mulu-di.sciplinary approach because 
chronic pain affects people physically and mentally. 

"You have to treat die whole person," Finnegan said. 
"When you have chronic pain, it's depres.sing and it 
builds up behaviors on your part." 

The clinic offers die services of physicians, physical 

Iteatment options 
These are some of the common treatments for back 
pain: 

S Rhizotomy: A rhizotomy is done by creating a lesion 
or burn in the pain fibers to decrease pain and 
improve function. The procedure involves placing a 
needle alongside the facet joint, which provides 
stability and guides motion in the spine. Next, a 
controlled heat lesion is made to decrease the 
sensation of the facet joints. The patient is given pain 
medication intravenously. 

B Lumbar epidural: Nerves travel through the epidural 
space to the back and legs. During an epidural 
injection, anti-inflammatory medicine is put into the 
epidural space to decrease inflammation of the nerve 
roots. The doctor will direct a small needle using X-ray 
guidance into the epidural space and inject a mixture 
of numbing medicine and anti-inflammatory. 

dierapists and pain psychologists, who teiich patients cop­
ing skills. 

About half of the paUenls at die center have back 
injuries. OUier common problems are related to die knees, 
feet, hands, abdomen and pelvis. 

Chronic pain affects die nervous system, changing die 
levels of serotonin and norepinephrine, which alter moods 
and help block pain, Finnegan .said. To bring diose levels 
back to normal, some pain management specialists pre­
scribe selecuve serotonin re-uptake inhibitors (SSRIs). 
such as Celexa. SSRIs were tradidonally created to treat 

depression and anxiety. 
Another advance has been the coiiU'oversy-plagued 

dmg OxyContin. an opiate-based piiinkiller 
The Food and Drug Administration approved 

OxyContin in 1995. Purdue Pharma L.P. made the drug 
so it would work over time, giving pain sufferers a steady 
stream of relief over 12 hours. But some people use Uie 
drug for illegal purposes; they tamper with die time-
release by chewing, crashing or dissolving the pill into 
liquid fomi and dien eating, snorting or injecting the solu­
tion, which produces a rash similar to heroin. 

Dr Charles Bova, who specializes in pain management 
in Park City and Salt Lake City, Utah, said die 
OxyContin contixiversy .shouldn't scare physicians away 
from prescribing die drag to patients who need it. 

There is a reluctance on die piirt of some physicians to 
prescribe opiate-based niircolics, Bova .said, because Ihey 
don't know a lot about diem, are iifraid of being duped by 
addicts and may not have die time to monitor each 
patient. 

The OxyContin problem isn't likely to go away any 
dme soon, even diough die drug's manufacturer is woric-
ing on making it tamper-prciof The new painkiller won't 
be on die market for four or five years. The tablet wil l 
deliver pain relief over dme but would use an opioid 
antagonist to block die narcouc if .someone tampered widi 
i t 

Finnegan believes diat pain management needs to be 
emphasized more in medical school. That way. he .said, 
patients who only need medicarion can get it fiiom their 
family doctors, cutdng down the wait for people who 
need to see a pain specialist for treatment.

Dentists, however, do comment. Tlie 
American Dental Association is against 
gum with sugar and in favor of the sug­
arless variety. 

"Chewing sug;u-less gum in modera­
tion may actually be good for you," says 
Sacranicnlo dentist and A D A member 
Gary Lemeii. "It c;in get rid of ftxxi par­
ticles stuck between your teeth. But if 
you cliew the kind with sugiU". you real­
ly should bmsli your icedi scxin after you 
finish chewing. Excessive gum chewing 
— even if sugiU'less gum is u.scd — can 
grind down die teeth, so that should be 
avoided as well." 

As an occasional Ire-al. gum is hann-
less. In fact, it's one of the most populitf 
products with a food value — minuscule 
though lh;it may be — that we pul in our 
iiioiiths.

dilTerenl gums than any other "We 
knew, for example, people loved original 
Juicy Fmit. It's been selling well for 
more than a century. But Ihey also told 
us they wanted something that was like 
it bul a little bit different. We did exten­
sive consumer testing, trying dilTerent 
fiavor combinations until we came up 
with two — Grapemielon and 
Strapplebeny — that everyone seemed 
to like They also wanted the flavor to 
lasl longer, and it does in the new Juicy 
Fmits." 

Populiu- gums are divided into numer­
ous categories: taste (traditional brands 
like spearmint), breath-freshening (usu­
ally strong mints or chlorophyll), bubble 
(same .is any other gum, save that it has 
more latex), sugitfless and more. They 
al.so come in sticks, .slabs, pellets and 
several other shapes. 

Sugarless gum now outsells sugared 
gum. In 2001 in the United Stales, sug-
ariess gum sales lopped $562.5 million 
wliile sugared gum .sold "only" $495.1 
million. 

Any way you chew iL gum is a major-
league player in the food industry. Add 
tiiose two figures and you'll see ihat total 
sales arc well in excess of $1 billion a 
year, just in this counhy. Woridwide 
gum sales are well over $3 billion. 

Wrigley's has long been tlie dominant 
company in the gum field, garnering 
about .50 percent of all sales. Cadbury 
Adams USA is second with about 30 
percent The remaining 20 percent is 
divided among about 20 other compa­
nies. 

Chewing gummy substances is a favored pasttime 
Although people have chewed 

gummy substances since prehistoric 
limes (usually In the foim of tree resins), 
chewing gum as we know it — with a 
distinct sweet flavor in a commercial 
package — was developed in the United 
States in the 19th centuIy. 

Early American settlers chewed a gum 
made ftom spruce resin and beeswax. 
One version. Stale of Maine Pure Spruce 
Gum, became the first commercial gum 
in 1848. A gum made of paraffin wax 
came out shortly aftetward. 

But the big American push came two 
decades later with a little help ftom 
Mexico. Antonio hopez de Santa Anna, 
the famous conqueror of the Alamo, 
while in exile in the United States in 
1869, asked New York inventor Thomas 
Adams if he could make synthetic nibber 

out of chicle, a resin from ihe sapota tree 
thai grows extensively in Mexico. 

Santa Anna sent a ton of chicle to New 
York'. Adams experimented wiUi it for a 
year without luck. He was about to dump 
his unused chicle when he saw a little girl 
purchase a paraffin wax chewing gum in 
a drugstore. 

If chewing wax had appeal, chewing 
chicle would have even more, he rea­
soned, since it is .springier and. unlike the 
wax gum. lasts indefinitely. He cut the 
chicle into bite-sized sticks and packaged 
them in tissue paper. This gum, which he 
called Adams New York No. I, was 
unsweetened and unflavored except for 
the slight natural flavor of chicle. 

Chicle is still used in some gums, but 
most modem ones have a base that is all 
or largely synthetic. Chicle, however. 

was such a popular base that an Adams 
gum brand. Chiclets, incorporated it into 
its name. (Chiclets, by the way, was the 
first candy-coated pellet gum, and its ori­
gin goes back to the late 19th or early 
20th centuiy; i l is still made by the 
Adams company, which is now loIown 
as Cadbuiy Adams USA). 

In 1871 Adams added licorice flavor­
ing and named his new gum Black Jack. 
It became a sensation and was popular 
for decades. Adams periodically reissues 
it and two other '"nostalgia gums" — 
Beemansandaove— for shoit periods. 
Fliilip Dobbs. senior vice president of 
Cadbuiy Adams U S A , says it next wil l 
do so Oct 1 "when thq^'ll become avail­
able for three of foiIr months."

Slowly. Very, very slowly. That's the key 
lo making your own mayonnaise. 

When it's lime for homegrown tomatoes, 
David Duncan prefers his homemade may­
onnaise as an accompaniment. 

Homemade mayonnaise doesn'l have the 
preservatives, and it has all fresh ingredients, 
"Also, you can exactly control its flavor," he 
says. 

Duncan, chef and caterer in Knoxville, 
Tenn., for more than 20 years, easily cooks 
and talks at the same lime. No di.sruption. 
No chaos. No mistakes. 

"I love tomato sandwiches," he says, 
adding that he prefers wheat bread over soli 
while bread for traditional sandwiches. 

For pimiento cheese sandwiches, he 
makes pimiento mayonnaise and .stirs sonie 
of it into a package of shredded, shiirp 
Chedd.ir cheese. Il couldn't be quicker or 
easier 

He uses regular vegetable oi l . "You can 
use olive oil ," he says, "but it can affect the 
flavor Sometimes you want olive oil flavor." 

He lets the oil drip through a small hole in 
the pusher of the food processor " 'Drizzle ' 
is the important word," he advises. 

Mustard is a must to help the mayonnaise 
emulsify. His recipe calls for either Dijon 
mustard or dry mustard. "You get more bile 
to it and a sliffer miiyonnaise with the dry." 

"Hear that sound?" he asks as the mayon­
naise thickens in the food processor. If the 
mayonnaise doesn't go together, throw it out 
and start over 

Following is his classic mayonnaise 
recipe: 

C U S S I C H O M E M A D E M A Y O N N A I S E 
2 egg yollts 
4 teaspoons fresh lemon juice 
1 tabiespoon Dijon mustard or 2 teaspo0ns 
dry mustard 
1/2 teaspoon salt (or to taste) 
Dash blaclt pepper 
Dash paprika 
1-1/4 cups vegetable oil 

In the bowl of a food processor or blciideL 
combine egg yolks, lemon juice, Inustard. 
sail, pepper, paprika and I tablespoon of the 
oi l . Process or blend to combine wel l . Add 
oil in a thin steady stream until the mixture 
thickens. Then add more quickly. 

(You may put 1/4 cup of the oi l in the 
pusher of food processor and allow i l to drip 
through the small hole in the bottom. Then 
slowly pour in the remaining oil.) 

Adjust seasoning to taste. Refrigerate 
until ready to use. 

• You may substitute 1/4 cup Egg Beaters 
for the yolks. 

• L o w cholesterol variat ion: Substitute 
one whole egg for the two egg yolks in the 
above recipe. Proceed as directed wilh 
remaining ingredients. 

• No cholesterol: Substitute one egg 
while and one tablespoon water for Ihe egg 
yolks in the classic recipe. 

• Gar l i c mayonnaise: Add one whole 
peeled clove of garlic to the egg and other 
ingredients and proceed as directed. Add a 
dasli of Tabasco, if desired. 

• Pimiento miiyonnaise: Add one small 
(2-ounce) jar of diced pimicntos, which have 
been well drained, lo the egg and other 
ingredients and proceed as directed. 

• l l e r h mayonnaise: Add 1/3 cup of 
chopped fresh herbs lo the egg and other 
ingredients and proceed as directed. 

• Herb blends: Equal parts of parsley, 
tarragon, chives or chervil. Or : 'Thyme, 
oregano, sage, rosemary, marjoram, basil. 

Mayonna ise sa fe ty 
• Use clean, fresh eggs. Check expiration 

date on carton. 
• Use pasteurized eggs, which have been 

heal-trealed to destroy bacteria. 
• Refrigerate homemade mayonnaise. 
• Do not leave food containing homemade 

mayonnaise at room temperature longer than 
one hour. 

• Store any salad using homemade mayon­
naise under refrigeration because of risk of sal­
monella. Use commercial mayonnaise (con­
taining preservatives and pasteurized) for any 
dish lo be left unrefrigeraied.

Fried Chicken 
For tender, tasty fried chicken, marinate 

the pieces in buttermilk overnight in the 
refrigerator. Put flour and seasoning in a 
medium-sized paper or scalable plastic bag.

Set the coated chicken spaced on a rack 
while the oil heats up so any excess flour 
fails off, the coating dries and the bottoms 
don't get gummy. 

Use just enough oi l or shortening to come 
halfway up the side of the chicken pieces 
and heat it until moderately hoL about 375 
degrees on a deep-ftying thermometer. 

For the crispiest skin, place the chicken 
skin-side down in the o i l and cook until 
golden brown before turning.

With such an assortment of reward caids lo choose Irom, how do you pick the best 
one? 

The first thing lo remember is lliat you don't want a c;u-d that costs you more than 
the giveback is wonli. How can that happen? 

If you're among the roughly two-thirds of card holders who ciiny a balance each 
month, rewards typically aren't worth the price you pay in tlie fomi of higher interest 
rates. 

Interest rales on reward cards tend to be around five percentage |X)inls higher tlian 
non-rebate cards. So what the card issuer gives with one hand, it "hikes back fivefold 
with Ihe oilier," McKinley said. 

Card companies say the higher rates are needed to help pay for the givebacks. It's 
also a way to fatten profits. 

If you're a revolver, you'd probably be better off forgetting about freebies and focus­
ing on gelling a card willi the lowesl rale, McKinley says. Ollierwise, you could end up 
spending a couple of hundred dollars in extra interest for rebates thai lue worth much 
less. 

Plain-vanilla low-rate cards cliaige interest rates starting al about 4 percent or 5 per­
cent, compared wilh about 9 percent for reward cards, with some charging as much as 
19 percent. (You can find a list of low-rate and reward cards at CardWeb.coni.). If you 
pay off your balance each month, the biggest factor lo consider when choosing a 
reward card is the annual fee. 

Unless you're a bigger-lhjin-averagc spender, you should slick wilh a iio-fcc card, 
since the rewards you cam rarely make up for shelling out $30 to $50 or more a year 

No-fee cards are easy lo find, except when i l comes to airiine rew.-yd cards. Lssucrs of 
airiine cards say tiiey need to charge annual fees to offset costs because many of the 
cards are held by companies that typically pay ofi" their balances and don't incur the 
interest charges issuers count on. Overall, 60 percent to 70 percent of air mile cards 
don't revolve, McKinley says. 

If you use your card a lot, charging $ 1,000 a month or more, and rack up a free ticket 
fairly quickly, then paying an annual fee can still make sense. 

However, i f you're like the average ctirdholdcr — someone who chaiges aboul 
52,800 a year — it would t;ike nearly nine years lo earn the 25,0(X) points typically 
needed for a free domestic ticket. (25,0(X) divided by 2.8{X) equals 8.9 years). 

If you paid an annual fee that whole time — say $50 — that "free" llighl actually 
would end up co,sting you $400. 

McKinley favors airiine Ciu-ds tied to a p;ulicular airline inste;id of generic c;u-ds that 
let you to earn fiighls on a vjiriely of carriers because the latter may limit ihe value of 
the ticket you earn. 

Besides weighing .innual fees, you'll have to settle on the type of reward you w;iiit to 

earn. 
Cash-back cards offer the advantage of nexibility. bul taking a rewtrd in the fomi of 

merchandise can give you more b;mg for the buck. 
Take die airiine cards. E;ich poinl ciimed lowiu-d a free ticket typically has a cash 

value of 2.5 cents. Th.H coinpares wilh cash-back cards that cam cash at llie rate of 1 
cent or less foreveiy dollar charged. Once you've .selected a card, be c.veful not lo 
make any late payments. Not only will you gel hit witii a late fee. you could lose tiie 
rewaiti points you eimed dial month.

Bridging tiie gulf between good and bad credit can lake yeais, but beginning 
tiie process is as simple as sitting down lo fomiulate a monthly budget. 

Even tiie pros have to do it. 
"I have a binder tiiat 1 keep everytiiing in, so I know at all dmes how much I 

owe on the mortgage and the bills," said Karen Holland, West Texas regional 
manager for the nonrprofit Consumer Credit Counseling Service. 

The service helps clients manage debt tiirough counseling, education and 
repayment plans. 

One's creditwortiiiness is important because it's one of Uie main metisures 
lenders use to approve home and car loans. Applicants witii poor credit can be 
rejected for loans or ieceive loans witii higher interest rates tiian people witii good 
credit scores. 

A credit record is negatively affected by things such as a high debt-to-income 
ratio, missed payments and credits cards witii balances at Uieir limits. Altiiough 
consumers have too much debt for a variety reasons — including divorce, illness 
and loss of a job -— some people spend until tiiey've accraed a credit card bill 
minnrihg die sticker price of a compact car, Holland said. 

"We Ihink of that as basic mismanagement of funds," she said. 
To avoid such a scenario. Holland recommends: 
• Drafting a budget outlining income and debts. 
• Using cash or a check to pay for basic necessities and necessary bills, such 

as car and mortgage notes, and using the remaining money to pay debt 
• For tiio.se witii multiple credit card debL picking one card to pay more tiian 

the minimum due. Use all available money lo repay tiie selected credit card and 
repeat until all credit card debt is paid. 

• Not carrying a balance on credit cards. 
Dick Harris, an Abilene, Texas, attorney, said consumers should weigh tiic pros 

and cons, as well as considering income streains and as.seLs, before applying for 
bankruptcy 

"If you only owe $3,000 to $4,000, it would be stupid to file for bankruptcy," 
he said. "But if you owe $200,000 and you're working for Wal-Mart, you're never 
going to be able to pay for it — it (bankroptcy) Is probably tiie only way. 

"Somewhere between tiiere, you have to decide which is worse."

Many of the big corporations now

apparel. 

Resistance lo gay and lesbian culture 
going mainstream is felt ftom botii sides. 
As much as society has abandoned old 
stereotypes, Uiere are .some stereotypes tiiat 
linger, which has kept advertisers fi-om 
tiirowing tiiemselves headlong into die 
market. 

"A lot of advertisers don't have Uie com­
fort level yet to do what it takes to pull that 
off," said Howard Buford, founder and 
chief executive officer of Prime Access 
Inc.. an advertising firm in New York Uial 
largets tiie gay and lesbian communiiy. 

Todd Evans, president and C E O of 
Rivendell Media in New York, which pairs 
gay media publications with advertisers, 
said Uiat his company started off in 1979 
witii only 20 publications. That number 
has grown to more Uian 200. 

"I tiiink we're just on Uie verge of get­
ting advertiseni to include (Uie gay and les­
bian population) as a mainstream markeL" 
he said.

Though companies seem to liave their pick of 
out-of-work skilled workere. lliey also are .suf­
fering in the current niiukei. Unhappy workers 
who aren't motivated .ire one of tlie liltle-kiiowii 
economic effects finn.i face in today's tough 
economy 

The findings are reported in 'Talent Flow: A 
Strategic Approach lo Keeping Good 
Employees, Helping Them Grow and Letting 
Them Go," written by University of Colorado 
professors Joe Rosse and Greg Sweiisoii, co-
directors of tlie University of Colorado-
Boulder's Center for 
the Integraiive 
SludyofWork. 

The book was 
publislied in 2001 
— bul .some of its 
lesser-known find­
ings .Ti-e more rele­
vant today as the 
jobless silualion has 
only gotten worse. 

'The part of the 
book that didn'i get 
as much allentioii 
are these facts iibout 
dissatisfied employ­
ees," Rosse said. 

Rosse also said that employers cannot hire ;til 
tiie people they want and :it the same time lu-e 
liangiiig onto poor performers. 

'They're scared that if tiicy fire .someone, 
tiiey won't be able to replace iheiii," he said. 

A n unintended result: Sonic employers are 
expecting many of their workers and new hires 
to do Uie work of several people, and many act 
as i f employment alone is all tho.se workers 
need. 

"On the exU'enie end, there iva some employ­
ers who are still miffed" about the exorbitant 
.salaries and benefits Uiey may have doled out 
when the economy was good, Rosse said. 
'They think, 'Now, it's our chance'" 

Too many employers "expect a person lo do 
everything," he said. 

Tlio.se workers, in turn, won't be in for the 
long haul. 

'The workers may look at it as their job, even 
if they feel like they are getting tlie short end of 
tiie stick," Rosse said. "And when the economy 
tums around, they think, 'I'm ouila here, 
because I'm being iiiislrealed.'" 

But some companies work hard to buck ihat 
hend, .saying that how they treat their employ­
ees now helps with their long-temi success. 

Working with employees, with an eye on 
what the company will be like when the econo­
my turns upward, is important, Ros.se said. 

"The communication link is critical. 
Employers who work with tlicir employees on 
positive solutions face far fewer problems." 
Rosse said. 

The worst tiling employers can do is assume 
that their workers are fine iis long as tiiey're 
employed, Rosse said. And he said that's exact­
ly what many employers iire doing. 

"Wliat they should be doing is monitoring on 
a regular biisis wliat people arc concerned about 
and what tiiey need in order to do llieir jobs bel­
ter," Rosse said.

Tlie magazine says that al the very least, 
boomers will inherit $1-trillion in llie next 
decade, including $l61-billion this year alone, 
but longer-tenn projections are not reliable. 

Today's seniors have both unprecedented 
wealtii and unprecedented living exiienses. piu--
ticularly for healUi care. Wliellier it's for fun or 
for necessity, m.ony of Uiem will spend their 
children's inlieriumces. Otiiers will bypass their 
boomer children, giving tiieir money to Uieir 
grandchildren or stashing it in college .savings 
plans on tiieir behalf 

A government poll a few ye;irs ago found tiwl 
just 8 percent of Americans had ever received a 
bequesL most of tiiem for less than $25.0(X). 
Based on Ihal data, i l is likely that fewer than 20 
percent of boomers will gel an inherihmcc. Most 
of the people who get b'r, bequests .ire alre.idy 
wealUiy. And whiles are more likely lo inherit 
money Uian minorities. 

Those boomers who receive an inheritance 
may spend it differenUy tiian tiieir p;irents did. 
The magazine speculates about the likely possi­
bilities: second homes, educational programs, 
exotic travel, luxury cars, psychotherapists, cos­
metic surgery, debt repayment, college tuition 
for late-in-life children and gifts lo charity.

Drivers who accumulate seven or 
more points on their driving records 
in a iwo-yciir [Xiriod will be fined a 
SICX) driver responsibility fee annu­
ally Each point beyond seven will 
carry an additional $50 fine. Tlie 
.secretary of stale will collect the fees 
each ye;ir that die [xiint total on an 
individuiil driving record is seven or 
more points. Drivers wi l l have two 
montiis to pay tlie fine or have tiieir 
license .saspcnded. 

Bad drivers won't find it dilTiculi 
10 rack up seven points on tlicir 
license. Drive 11 to 15 niph over die 
speed limil: tlirec points; make an 
illegal turn on red (blow through a 
yellow arrow): three points; drive 
five to 10 miles over llie speed limit: 
(wo points. Voila—seven point.s. 

Driven, found guilty of driving 
drunk, eluding Uic police, leaving 
tlie scene of an accident, injuring or 
killing a construction worker, or 
vehicular homicide or manslaughter 
will be have to p;iy a $ 1,000 fine for 
two years. 

Stale ofilcials expect to raise $65 
to $75 million from tlie new penal­
ties, money they say, will help 
Michigan's financial crisis.

Operators arc avail­
able Monday through Friday from 8 
a.m.-10 p.m. EST. Consumers ciin 
also visit http://www.nhtsa.dot.gov/ 
to file a safety defect complaint 
online and download information on 
child .safety .seat recalls, aniilock 
brakes and child rcsu^aints, vehicle 
crash test reports, vehicle safely and 
theft ratings and trafiic safety educa­
tional materials. 

Federal Highway Admini.stration. 
This agency oversees highway trans­
portation pingrams in cooperation 
wilh stales and other government 
agencies.

Mill 's 2nd Annual Art Fair. You' l l 
discover original arts and crafts 
by talented area artisans including 
unique stained and painted glass; 
blown gla.ss; woodworking, from 
bird houses to one-of-a-kind gar­
den arbors; colorful pottery; 
scented candles; hand-sewn blan­
kets and mgs in a wide array of 
patlcms; unusual baskets; beauti­
ful jewelry; scenic paintings and 
nature photography; and even lea 

sampling and cookies for the chil­
dren. 

Each artist wi l l have a separate 
booth set up to display their 
works in the grassy area sur­
rounding historic Greenock M i l l . 

There wi l l be entertainment 
provided for your pleasure by 
vocalist/guitarist A m y Heard, 
along wilh her accompanists as 
well as Highland piper Richard 
Grieves to entertain with his dis­
tinctive, lilting sounds of the bag­
pipe. 

Rhonda Fackert, owner of the 
Greenock M i l l and Art Fair 
oiganizer says, "It's not your ordi­
nary art fair that is so large you 
have lo walk for blocks and 
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blocks and get wom-oul trying to 
see it all It's a neighboriy, small­
town atmosphere where you'll 
have time to'get to know the 
artists and be able to appreciate 
the love and quality of craftsman-
ship that goes into each and every 
piece of work." 

Baked goods, hot dogs, pop­
corn and soft drinks will be pro­
vided by the Green Oak 
Township Historical Society as a 
fund-raiser to restore tlie 1856 
township hall. 

There's free parking and no 
admission charge for this gala 
event. It starts at 10 a.m. Saturday 
morning and activities continue 
uniil 5 p.m. It's an eariy fall art 
faIr you won't want lo miss. 

Tucked away in the country­
side, about three miles wesl of 
South Lyon, you'll find Historic 
Greenock M i l l . It was first estab­
lished in 1836 as a sawmill in 
what is known as Rushton. In 
1840 it became a gristmill where 
local farmers would bring their 
grains, wheat and com for grind­
ing and preparation for market. It 
was a natural location due to the 
flowing stream and dam used to 
power the water wheel and grind­
ing stone. 

In 1866 a post office was added 
and mail would be picked up and 
delivered by horse-drawn wagon 
twice a week between South 
Lyon and Ann Arbor. 1884 
brought the Grand Trunk 
Railroad to the Rushton slop 
which became a general store, 
cider mil l and an American 
Express office. Famiers would 
bring their crops and milk to the 
railroad siding for shipment lo 
Detroit and other markets along 
the way. 

A fire occurred in 1971 partial­
ly destroying the structure but 
rebuilt in 1978 using the remain­
ing foundafion and what was left 
o f ciincrele walls and heavy 
beams. The Fackerts purchased 

the mill five ycare ago. The busi­
ness has been open for tiiree 
years. 

Jim Fackert owns his own pro­
fessional stage lighting business 
and wlien he has time, helps his 
wife, Rhonda, wlio runs the 
Greenock M i l l business. They 
continue to restore the mill to its 
originai, historical condilion 
using arcliive photos taken in tlie 
1800s and eiu-ly 1900s. 

Inside you'l l find Ihe heavy, 
hand-hewn structural beams, 
hardwood plank llooring and 
shelving recreated from the gen­
eral store photos. There are large 
pieces of mechanical equipment 
standing idol since the grinding 
slopped generations ago but it's 
never the less fascinating to study 
as Rhonda explains the function 
of each piece; 

"Our next project is lo recreate 
tlie old water wheel and get the 
grinding stone operational again," 
said Rhonda. Bom and raised in 
South Lyon, she graduated from 
Soulh Lyon High School. Her 
father. Grant Dale, was the town's 
police chief unlil 1974. Rhonda-
.splits her lime between operating 
the store and raising two sons 
(and has been a soccer coach). 
She is on the Township Zoning 
Board of Appeals and is an aclivc 
member of the Green Oak 
Township Historical Society. 

She has two dedicated and per­
sonable helpers, Peggy 
Kogstrom, who has been with 
Rhonda for a year now and ehjoy.s 
the relaxed atmosphere and 
friendly customers. Jenny is an 
enthusiastic college student who 
helps out during the summer and 
when she's not at school. 

Today Greenock M i l l slill 
serves as a general store of sorts 
and is a popular afier-school stop 
for neighborhood children where 
they quickly discovered the large 
selection of nickel, dime and 
quarter jawbreakers, dots-on-

paper-strips, gumdrops and all the 
candies that in the 1800s use to be 
"a handful for a penney." 

Greenock M i l l is open year-
round, and besides your basic 
groceries, ha.s a wide selection of 
orgiinic herbs and gifts including 
holiday items for all occasions 
including. Most of the artisans 
that will be present at Saturday's 
art fair have their work on con­
signment and it can be purcha.sed 
any day during business hours 
and for any season. Believe it or 
not, a farmer .still brings organi­
cally raised fresh chickens and 
eggs lo Greenock M i l l . 
Oganically grown vegetables are 
also available through Rhonda's 
co-op food business called The 
Greenock Food Buying Club. 
Members come in lo pick up Iheir 
orders when they amve once a 
month at lire mill . 

Jf you can't make the 2nd 
Annual Art Fair this Saturday,' 
make a point lo drive west on Ten 
Mile Road through Soulh Lyon 
(cross Pontiac Trail), approxi­
mately three miles to the end and 
turn Icfi (south) al Rushton, then 
go about 1/4 mile on the right. 
Greenock M i l l is set back off tlic 
road so don'l pass i l up (maybe 
the first weekend in October 
when you attend the South Lyon 
Pumpkin Fest?). 
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
