According to Jacob, people

For instance, she said, a holistic
physician may recommend the
use of herbs te conwol a border-
line condition rather than a syn-
thetic drug.

Novi Woods curriculum right on target with state benchmarks

" Quitiquit alse believes that the

districi is wérking as a whole and |

is not just isclated with each indi-
vidual school. The district is try-

Challenges of the job

The challeage with the lower
end students,it serms.of headem
ics is, figuring cut why they'ré not
making the grade and then (o lig-
ure out how 10 devete the stafl’s
services to them because obvious-
ly, in a big classcoom: environ-
ment, it's not working. Quitiquit

brought up the fact that the safl
needs to explore brain research 1o
find out how the kids learn and
also o find out il they have uny
special issues that may wareant o
different kind of program.

“1 think i will present chal-
lenges to us," Quiliquit sid, "1
knaw that Novi Woods and also
Orchard Hills has a very large
non-English speaking population
and we still are responsible for
cducating these ehildien, bat that
presents a whelc other challenge,
Are we responsible for educating
those kids? Absolutely, and we
wre going to have to figure oul
how to do iL”

One thing that Quitiguit is not
teo wortied about, howgver, is her
school’s curriculum. The stall
ek a rereat before the school
year started 10 look at all of these
issues and observed that the cur-
rieulim is very much on largel
wilh state benchmiarks, That just
confirmed that what is being
taught in the classroom is the
right thing, which in turn, mude
everybody feel confident that they
were doing they shoull be doing.

1 think that Novi Schools®as a
whole is doing what it needs todo

Principals are leaders

Quitiquit explained that “No
Child Lelt Behind” puts princi-
pals in & new light. It tells princi-
pals them they are (he leaders of
cach building and they are respon-
sible for whit happens in their
schools, whereas belore, they
were more- looked upon s man-
agers of cach building, “That's
fing with me," she said. “I'm OK
will that. I think we have beconic
more imvolved in the cuzricalum
and the education of our kids. It's
forcing uy 10 be the educational
leaders and that's the way it
sheuld be”

Because most Novi elementary
schools are K-4 buildings, teach-
ers don't have the opporwunity to
lest students again in (he {iftth
grade. Quitiquit comypared the sit-
uation to weighing apples and
cranges because aler kids move
on to filth grude, they have a dI-
forent group ol children in the
fourth grade which must perform
better then the group that moved
on, She understands, though, that

According 1o John Fitzgereld,
dircetor of linuncial services for
Ouaklund Schools, @ fiber-optic

network wias buile and the fund-
ing used for it was predominant-
ly spevial-Ed related.

“We have had separate find-
ings that have directed us (o
remedizne the funding sources
1o an appropriate level” he said,
“We have contacted an outside
lirm that did thase cost alloca-
tions wnd they have worked with
us 1o determine whal s an
approprizte level”

Ouklud Schoels has three
operating funds a the [SD level:
Cieneral-educution money;
vocational -education  maney;
and  special-education money.
The funding sources to build a
S0 million  administration
building wnd 1he {iher-optic net-
work were [rom afl three areas,
but subsgyguent findings have
cone [o the conelusion that spe-
clal-sducation was over lunded.

Conference will join together two
countries for endless possibilities

Twa years ago, in (he aftermath
of Sept. 11, Detreit’s Arab com-
munity was under siege, under a
microscope, and torn from with-
out and within,

For many, the
issue was merely
survival, and the
way lo do thal,
many  thought,
was to keep their
heads down, The
idea that  they
could counter per-
ceptions by put-
ting on a huge
inkrnational con-
ference  would
have scemed a
mirage.

But that's exact-
Iy when and why
the Arab-American Chamber of
Commerce went to work. AL the
suggeslion of the government of
Bahrain, they threw themselves
inlo planning a world-class intema-
tional business conference, Nosser
Beydoun, execunive director of (he
chamber and & dekegate to the Arab
Leagug, saw it as crucial.

“Our goal was not just te pro-
mote understanding and knowl-
edge of our two cultures, though
of course we want 1o do that”
Beydoun said. “Our geal is 10
make this area a global leader, an
international trade center, and to
bring jobs to the region.”

They knew that wouldn't hap-
pen if they brought together acol-
Tection of third assistant minislers
and some professors, So from the
start their goal was to get world
leaders: Sectetary of State Colin
Powell; Prince Saud al-Faisal, the
Sandi forcign mwinister; and
Crown Prince Shaikh Sakman bin
Hamad al-Khalifa of Bahrain.

To their own community’s
amazement, they got them, along
with a host of other Arab digni-
téries and top American corporale
and goverament leaders: Richard
Wagoner, * CEO  of General
Moelors; Donald Evans, Secretary
of Commerce, and the CEOs of
companies like Hewlett-Packard,
Bocing, Intel, Pepsi-Co. and*a
fleck of others.

“How did we do it7 Well, we

asked. And then we asked again,
often three times,” Beydeun said,
chuckling. Subtle lobbying by
another puest at the confercrice,
Amire  Moussa,
sccrelary general
of the Arab
League, undoubt-
edly helped.

But the Bush

And so a galaxy of business and
government leaders will all crowd
inte Detroit and Dearborn, the
informal capital of the North
American Arab world, for a three-
day mecting beginning Sunday.
The conference, which cost $3
million 10 stage, is cafled “Onc
World. Two Cultures. Endless
Possibilities,” and is designed,
Beydoun said, 16 enable the policy
leaders to put together an “action
plan to enable a future rich with
ecenomic collaboration, culural
dialogue, and jnnovation.”

“The United States does $35
billion in trade a year with middls
eastern countries, and it isn’l just
about oil,” Beydoun said. He
should know. When he took over
the Arab chamber four years ago,
it had barely 100 members and
could not pay its bills. Ithas 1,100

members now, and (he ability 1o
do u conference of 1his scope.

“We' have changed and T think
we want — we need lo sce real
change In the relationship
between the United States and the
Arab world.” Beydoun, a 38-year-
old Lebanese native considers
himself both an Arab and fully
American; he has lived in this
country, mostly in Detroit, since
he was 4. Though estimates of the
region's ethnic population vary, he
maintains that the area has
380,000 Arab-Americans, easily
making it the largesl concentraied
Arab population outside  the
Middle Easl.

That population, however, is
vinnally as diverse as the United
States, It include Shiites from Irag
who defiantly learn no English,
and  therouphly  Lebanesc
Chyistians whose fumilies have
been here for penerations, don't

speak a word of Arabic and have

taken pains le disassociate them-
setves from the Musiim world.

Beydoun hopes (o bring them
all together, and 1o make non-
Arab Americans more comfort-
able living with and trading with
the Middlc East. That won’t hap-
pen overnight, he knows, [t will be
many years before eillver commu-
nity recovers from 9-11.

But he has converted one very
prominent non-Arab; Dettoit
Mayor Kwame Kilpatiick, who
enthusiasticatly threw himself into
helping make he conference hap-
pen. When new mayors of Detroit
take office, they have often gone
abroad looking to snare iovest-
ment and jobs. Some have gone 1o
Gemany; others to Japan. Mayor
Kilpatrick thinks he sces a differ-
ent future: his first trip was o
Dubai.

Weighing in on the dileramas posed by cats and dogs are pet owners and pro-
fessionals Shirley Lehman, an owner of Kritter Sivers in Fresno, Calif; Vikki
Campbell of Madera, Calif,, a dog trainer; Kathy Huxtable, i
a Fresno dog behaviorist and nutrilionist, and Brenda
Forsythe, a veterinarion at Cedar Veterinary Hospital in
Fresno.

Huxtable empathizes with peaple whose nzighborkeod
cals use their planting beds as litter boxes. She's expei-
enced it.

“What I have Tound that works best is 4 mixture of

Dogs that jump or climb may just be looking for more
room to roam, Huxtable says using the side of the house as
adog run could be the answer.

foods like pasta, rice and bread, he says.

Bolster, of Corpus Christi, Texns, is one of a growing
number of people trying low-carb diets like the Atkins
diel. Sugar Busters, the Zone and “Scmercize” by TV
personality Suzanne Somers.

Low-carh dicts, particularly Atkins, arc populas for ene
reason: they give people permission to eat all the fat and

meat they want, And uniike Weight Watchers or Jenny

Craig, there's no program (o enroll in or meetings to
atiend. Anyone can Iry it {excepl for those with kidney
diseuse, Dr. Robert Atkins warns), and most people lose
weight when they cut out carbs. Cmened

Balster, a fanvily practitioner, believes in the diet so
much that he's writing a book about it, For the first time,
he said, doctors ane taking nolice of the diet first made
popular by Atkins, who has been preaching his low-curb
menu since the 1970s.

The green light to consume fat and protein with aban-
don certainly sounds alluding. But because carbohydrates
are all but eliminated, the list of forbidden foods inchudes
spaghetti, mashed patatoes, sodas, beer, (Tuit, cookics,
candics and desserts.

Ouch. With that many no-no's, iUs casy to sce why
most dicticians caution clients who want 10 jump on the
low-carb bandwagon.

“Peple don't tend 1o stay on the {Atkins diet) for vesy
Jong,” warns dietician Ashley Musick of the Corpus
Christi Medical Center.

Researchers say taking drugs via nasal sprays may become common practice

Nasal aprays boust a pumber of advantages over other
metheads of admimistering drugs,

First of all. ey get womnd people™s fear of needles

“If you compare maabedelivery i an mjection. the
patient 15 going to be wmene Hkely o accept {the msal)
Toute of delivery,” satd Dr. Denise Sokas, assistant pro-
fessor of pharmacy and therapeutics at e University of
Pinsburgh School of Pharmacy.

Nasal sprays let drugs reach the bloodstream rpidly
and thus take effect more quickly. Viagm pills, for
jnstance, can take up to an hour 1o work, causing some
men to become impatierl, take more of the anti-impo-

tency drug and perhaps ovendose, Rescarchers at the
University of Kentucky in 1999 developed a form of
Vizgra that could be taken through the nose instead by
pill and that works almost immediately.

Nasal sprays might &lso be used to deliver medica-
tims thit cim'L be taken orally, such as insulin and other
prateins thal are destroyed in the stomach and intestine.

“The nasal route is very much in research right now
because of pmteins, and gene therapy. and lorge male-
cules,” said Dr Ashim Mimn, chaiman of the Nasal
Prug Delivery Focus Group of the American
Asseciation of Pharmacentical Sciemtists, “Those are
very difficult to deliver other than by giving injections.”

Here's a ook at advances and issues in the develop-
mens of nasal delivery drugs:

M Advantages

Nasal delivery offers particular advantages for vac-
cines. Injecied vaccines cause an immune response
throughout the body that provides projection from infec-
vion. Nasal delivery of vaccines not only produces this

systemic immune response, but also 2 Tocal immune
response in the nasal ining, providing an additional bar-
rier of protection.

Also, te nasal passages ane rich in blood vessels.
which makes it easier for the drug to be absorbed into
the bloodstrearn and cause the systemic immume
response.

The convenience of using a nasal spray for vaccina-
lion is ancther benefit,

Challenges
The main problem with delivering dmgs through'a
nasal spray is getting them to stick.
The nose is lined with mucus and tiny hais called

“cilia **The mucus is a defense mechanism that the body

uses to keep out particles;” said Suman, The cilia sweep
the mucus 10 the back of the nasal cavity, where it is
swallowed, about every 20 minutes. A lot of a nasally
delivered drug thus gets swallowed and destroyed.
ingredients are afien added to sprays 10 help the dug
stick to the nasal cavity and promote its absorption.

M Insulin

Most diabetics would prefer an alternative to their
daily injections of insulin. One of the main difficulties in
nasal delivery of insulin is making sure the right dose is
administered,

H Other hormones

While Americans can take nasal caleitenin for osteo-
porosis, Europeans have a wider array of hormones thay
can be taken as nasal sprays. Among those are estrogen,
testosterone. and leuprolide, 2 hormone suppressant.

B Relieving pain

Another good candidate for nasal deivery is pain
medication, Instead of swallowing a pill and waiting
half an hour for pain relief, a nasal spmy would relieve
pain almost instandy. Several already are aveilable for
migraines, like GlaxoSmithKline's Imitrex and
Magnum’s Migrenal. . '

Severe pain, tke that experienced by cancer patients
or following surgery, might be treated by nasal delivery
of endorphins, the body’s natural painkillizg malecules.
