Sept. 19 was a bad nighi to have 
your car parked outside if you live 
between Mcadowbrook Lake and 
Village Oaks subdivision on the 
city's east side. Novi police are 
seeking three men in connection 
with a spate of car,bui;glaries there. 

The first call came in to Novi 
Police at 2:35 a.m. when a 58-year-
old Novi man called to report he had 
been awakened by the sound of the 
door on his 2000 Ford AeiDstar 
being closed. Over the next two 

hours more than a half dozen resi­
dents in the neighborhoods flanking 
Nine Mile between Mcadowbrook 
and Haggerty Roads on Novi's cast 
side called to report their vehicle's 
burglarized. 

Search the neighboriiood near 
Sunrise and Ladene, the site of the 
first report.

Most of the people repotting their 
vehicle buiglarized said nothing was 
taken. 

However, a 47-year-old woman 
said $35 was taken from her 2000 
ChiyslefTowne & Countiy, while a 
Headierwood resident said two cell 
phones and somewhere between 10 
and 20 CDs were taken from his 
2002 GMC Envoy. 

According to Novi Police 
Detective David Molloy, the biggest 

single thing residents can do to foil 
auto buî glars is simply lock their 
doors and keep valuables out of 
sight. 

He said that with litde physical 
evidence at the crime scenes, the 
department's surveillance units have 
increased acdvity ln the area. 

Detective Molloy said a laÎ ge per­
centage of auto buglaries in the city 
seem to be the work of juveniles and 
often the stolen property is found 
tossed in a yard a few homes away. 
He said last fall several east side 
teens were arrested in 
Mcadowbrook Glen following a 

rash of car bui;glaries there. 
He said juvenile car buf̂ Iars most 

frequently suike between 11 p.m. 
and 4 a.m., simply opening 
unlocked vehicles and taking what's 
in plain sight. 

Detective Molloy said Novi resi­
dents could cut the auto burglary 
rate by 90 percent by locking their 
vehicles and taking their .valuables 
inside at night.

Dearing was an accountant for six 
years before she stiuied her own 
business. 

"We want to employ people, and 

we want to give lheni benefits. 
When we go beyond p;iynienl of 
wages, we're penalized for dial," she 
noted. 

"My biggest single expense is 
liibor. When people ask me how the 
business is doing, I tell tliein 'We're 
just hanging on by our lingemails,'" 
she said. "1 think we'll niiike it 
ilirough diis dinicult economic time, 
but we need some help. We've cut 
out vision and dental insurance. 

raised co-pays and dissolved our 
profit-sharing plan. We've done 
everything we cm. Why should we 
as employers be discouraged from 
providing healtli care insurance? I 
thought this was what we were sup­
posed io do." 

Jeffrey Emerson, owner of 
American Oc;ir & Engineering in 
Weslland, said he spends over 
$60,000 a year for the Single 
Business Tax for his 42 employees. 
"And I spent S.̂ 00.000 ibr lieaidi 
care insurance with die last 20 |ier-
cent increase," lie said. 'The tax is a 
burden on small business. We're 
barely making it," he noted. 

"Anything you can do to put 
money back in pur pockets would 
help," he said. 

John Krcger, director of public 
policy for ihc Detroit Regional 
Chamber, said, "This legislation 
will go a long way to helping the 
state achieve its goals." 

James Ralph, owner of James 
l̂ alph Iiisurance Company in 
Soutlifield, said, "This will go a 
long way in helping to make health 
insuKuice more affordable." 

Legislation could build 
revenue stream 

'This issue is sometliing we've 
heiird about for five yeare.

TlIey all see 
liie Single Business Tiix its a prob­
lem," said Dan Hunter of the 
0;ikl;md County Economic 
Development Cor|50ration. 

"i know that it will [lA'cct tlie slate 
budget, hut this legislation will help 
us lelaiii jobs and build a revenue 
stieiun," Hunter said. 

"As an employci; 1 worry about 
health c;ue costs going up," said 
Mark Biirsamiiin, a Novi dentist. He 
believes the sljile t;ix impo.sed on 
businesses that provide health insur-
iuice is a disincentive to having full-
time employees. 

"As ii healdi ciU'C provider, one of 
the things I've seen is tiie decline in 
health care insurance iieing provid-
e<l. If we can do sonicliiing to bal­
ance health care costs, that would 
luiieliorate the problem a little bit," 
Barsamian said.

"I want to olTer Uiem full healtii 
c;ire coverage and a retirement pkin. 
But with douhle-digit increases in 
hcallh care insurance, 1 can no 
longer do this," she said. 

'Removing this ka. would help 
greatly It s basically a payroll lax," 
Jolicoeur said. 

"Anydiing yoti can do to encour-
iige manufacturing Jobs is very 
important," said Frank Kreinbel of 
Columbia Marking Tixjls of Mt. 
Clemens. "And anything you can do 
to reduce healdi care costs would be 
very helpful, too." 

Daryl RaIn.sey, owner of Melvin's 
Hardwiu-e in Walled Lake, said her 
family-owned business that she 
rccenily pua'ha.sed from her failicr 
is suoiggling because of high taxes 
and healtti insurance costs. 

'The costs of doing business ;irc 
getting greater every year, especial­
ly with 25 percent increases in 
healih insurance. We've had a 
$.'150,000 loss over tlie last three 
years. And small businesses are the 
biickbonc ofourcominunity. 1 think 
diese changes arc a firet step," she 
.said. 

Gary Naeyaert of the Michigan 
Road Builders Association also 
gave his support io the legislation. 

"Wc think ihe money could be 
bctlcr used for businesses io buy 
more equipment iuid hire more stall' 
Uum in ihe state budget," Naeyaert 
said.

night, which prohibits campaign 
supporters from demonsiraling or 
displaying campaign materials. 

For the seven caIididaies who did 
show, roads, traffic congestion and 
taxes fonned a coip theme. 

Bononi led off the night promis­
ing "no new taxes" and an emphasis 
on public safety. A planner with the 
Washtenaw County Drain 
Commission, Bononi promised 
well-phinned city council meetings. 

Csordas, an insunmce company 
execuiivc, pointed to his 30 years of 
senior level management experience 
as a reason to give him ihe city's top 
job He cited controlling growth and 
taxes as tlIe (wo main issues facing 
the city. 

Jockeying for position on city 
council, Gatl cjited his 27 years as a 
Novi Police officer, while Meyer 
focused on his skills in teaciiing 
logic and communications skills. 
Nagy noted that she had been elect­
ed by her peers as chairman of ihe 
planning commission. Paul pointed 
to her training as an oncology nurse 

and work as an interior designer as 
reasons to vote for lier. An Indian by 
birth and American by choice, 
Sanghvi promised to bring his val­
ues of "ttudi, fairness, goodwill to 
all" iodic city council. 

On the question of tile city budg­
et, Bononi called for a conservative 
spending plan, adding she lielieves 
at least $1 million could have been 
shifted into capital improvements. 
Csordas countered diat he dosen't 
.see a problem wiili the cily's budget 
and that tlie size of ihe city's rainy 
day fund is a good diing. 

City council candidaie Gait 
warned dial more state budget cuts 
are on die way and suggested mov­
ing ail state doilars to die city's cap­
ital improvement funds. Meyer said 
he believes increased building in the 
city will hold off ilie need to raise 
taxes. Nagy said it's important for 
ihe city io pursue stale and federal 
grants to help Jceep its budget bai- , 
anced. Paul said things like creating 
a park foundation to accept dona­
tions and making sure developers 
meet construction standards for 
infrasmicture will hold the citys 

costs down. Sanghvi said increiising 
the amount of commercial develop-
iiieni in die city is crifical to keeping 
residential liixes down in the city 

Nearly all the ciindidates suggest­
ed ih;U getting outside grant money 
will be important 10 die city. Tliey 
also urged residents to give ilicir 
input into Ihe update of die city s 
master plitn, slated for completion 
next summer 

On the qucslion of die possiblity 
of widening 10 Mile Road. Gatt 
came the closest to supporting the 
idea, saying it's "up to the people to 
decide, not die council." Sanghvi 
also suggested residents "will tell 
you if it needs widening." 

Planniiig commission members 
Nagy and Paul bodi noted diai ques­
tion was settled four years ago. 
Csordas said the question is no 
longer an issue, and Meyer flatly 
said lie's opposed io widening the 
road.

handing oul stickers, leinporary 
hiloos, coloring books and lire 
helmets to local youngsters. 

Like firefighiers in Wixoni, 
Novi firefighters will be pushing 
for residents in the city's older 
neighborhoods and mobile homes 
to pill smoke detectors in their 
homes anil for residents of newer 

neigliborhood.s io check to make 
sure their system is working prop­
erly. 

"People need to have an 
awarensss of checking their 
smoke detectors," said Johnson, 
noting that a smoke detector can't 
save lives if the battery is dead. 

According to the National 
Center for Health Slalislics, 
Michigan ranked J 0th nationwide 
for fire falalilies in 1999 with 17.9 
deaths per million population. 
The national average that year 
was 1 L.l deaths per million. That 
saine report indicated that 80 per­
cent of those deaths occured in 
the home. 

Walled Lake Fire Chief Ken Van 
Sparrcntak said il'.s especially 
i/ii[X(rlanl Io reach children, since 
they are jiniong the inosl vulnerable 
when il conies to fire. Young chil­
dren, according Io the Center for 
Disea.se Control, tire 3.5 limes more 
likely to die in a residential fin; as 
the rest of the stale's population. 

"We want everyone to walk 
away with a lilllc more knowl­

edge and have fun," said Chief 
Van Sparrentak. His department 
will hold its open house from 
noon to 4 p.m. at the Walled Lake 
Fire Slalion on East West Maple 
Road next to the Walled Lake City 
Hall. 

Walled Lake's Police 
Department will al.so join in to 
help make local kids safer by 
offering parents free fingerprini-
ing and DNA kits. 

Chief Van Sparrentak said 
Walled Lake Fire Fighters will be 
offering a hoi dog lunch for $2.

Paul has been appointed for her 
second term as a Platining 
Commissioner. She currently 
serves on various subcommittees 
of ihe Planning Commission, 
which are the Budget Commiltee, 
Implementation (City Zoning 
Laws), and the Environmental 
Commiltee. Her professional 
background is diverse. She has a 
Masters degree in Nursing with a 
specialty in Oncology (Cancer) 
Nursing. She is currently an 
owner of an Interior Design busi­
ness.

going 10 look at nialh and reading 
and we're going to continue lo do 
that. This doesn't mean that we 
haven't done lhat in the past. We 
have always lotiked at math and 
reading." 

The Me;idows stall' h;is always 
taken a look at the MEAP scores as 
they come in from fourth grade .md 
have tried to make sure that when 
Uicy look at ihe MEAP scores from 
seventh grade, to look at how the 
growili has looked. According to 
Falls, tlie results have been very 
good. 

"1 cim show lhat our children have 
improved, and lhat says to nic tilat 
our stalT is doing a great job in terms 
of teaching Ihc basic skills," Falls 
said. "The refraining is probably nol 
very new for us because we have 
been doing a lot of ihe data analysis 
on die results." 

Falls explained illat there is a 
meeting once a mondi where the 
stalT gets togctlicr by grade level to 
talk about cuniculum issues and any 
other issues lhat come up. It gives 
them an opportunity to hear what 
everybody is doing. In tliis case, 
that's 19 classrooms in lifdi grade 
and 18 classrooms in sixth grade. 

"We do that once a month and 
dial's what's different than the odier 
elementary .schools. How do you 
bring togellier fourth grade teachers 
from live different schools? That's 
pretty difficult," Falls said. 

Meadows has two reading spe­
cialists who have done before-
school and after-school programs 
over the yeiu .̂ 

"We always measure our growth 
and we also take a look at ways of 

ifymg children who need addi-. 

irk with them in tlass, they do 
pull out groups and it is a challenge, 
especially wilh E L L children, our 
English Language Learners. We 
have foreign language teachers who 
do an outstanding job working witlI 
tliose children and we are very for­
tunate that they have been willing to 
offer a class for our E L L children 
who have no English skills what so 
ever." 

The staff has tried to support its 
E L L kids through the regular for­
eign language program as an 

English class taught by foreign lan­
guage teachers. There ;ire many 
Japanese children at Meadows, so 
ihey have been able to ofi'er a class 
eitlier 24 weeks out of the year or 36 
weeks out of the year, one day a 
week. They tried to address that, but 
it's still going to be a challenge 
down tlie road as dicy start identify­
ing more of iliese children. 

"We're working cooperatively 
wilh (Director of Community 
Education) Bob Sleeh, who's work-
iiig on some after-school tutoring 
groups in community education and 
also ELL," Falls said. "We have to 
identify what level die children can 
speak in English. Tliere's a place­
ment test dial we give, and it has 
been given by some of Bob Steeh's 
teachers to help support our class­
room teachers." 

More focused 

Falls believes tliat there are many 
real positives to the "No Child Left 
Behind" issue, but he still has some 
rc.servaiions about it as well. He said 
that one of die positives is that it has 
enabled the Novi Community 
School Disuict to sit down and say, 
'We're going to have a focus, and 
that focus is to make sure that our 
children have adequate yeaiiy 
progress.' He explained diat in the 
past diere was an overall umbrella of 
long-ninge goals, which were a col­
laborative process widi community, 
business, teachers and adminisUoi-
tors in the disuict. 

'That is an outstanding sU'ategic 
planning process, but at die same 
time each building had its own indi­
vidual goals," Falls said. 
"Sometimes those goals would criss 
cross because we didn't have a cen-

?^l';^o^,|;Biit hpnestl)'; for the first 
time'tills/district''n^ a uiie 
focus in terms of trying to make sure 
that we're working towards ade­
quate yearly progress." 

Falls believes that it is very 
important that his staff doesn't nar­
row the curriculum just to teach 
math and reading. He said that diere 
are too many other children in this 
district who probably don't need 
remediation, yet at the same time 
diey meet diose higher level diink-
ing skills dial still need to be offered. 

"We're here for the kids." he said. 

"We have to socialize llicni and wc 
want to make sure they are produc­
tive citizens and I Uiink diiil gets lost 
in 'No Child Left Behind.' Where do 
we talk about that? Schools were 
originally designed lo niiike sure 
that we iu-e all demaratic partici­
pants, but dial is getting lost in the 
whole process of math and reading. 
Schools were designed lo make sure 
that we would survive as a democra­
cy, and I get worried dial lhat is 
being lost." 

Falls is also very concerned dial 
some of the other attempts to 
change public education will in fact 
lead to some aspects being lost. 

"1 truly think lhat 'No Child Left 
Behind' is set up in such a fashion 
that no school can be successful," he 
said. "Tlierefore, by 2012, my best 
guess, if they make no changes in 
the law and keep it die way it's set 
lip now, dial Uicrc will not be a pub­
lic .school in die nation diat will be 
satisfactory." 

Falls explained that a child has to 
score 70 percent to have a passing 
grade on tlie MEAP test, so all chil­
dren, whether a special education 
child, or ;ui ELL child who docsitt 
speak any English, have lo get 70 
percent on Uie MEAP, or his school 
is not going to be proficienl. 

"The oUier criteria is, 9.S percent 
of die students have to take the test," 
Falls said. "But let's say I have 30 
ELL children and dircc don't take 
tlie test for whatever reason. Then I 
don't meet the annual yearly 
progress. How much control do I 
have over that? Not very much. The 
bottom line is, I think tliere are a lot 
of positive aspects of No Child Left 
Behind. There's no quesdon diat our 
.schools have to do a belter job widi 

. our low-achievers. There's no ques­
tion diat our:schools liave t̂o-do :) 
better job widi our high-achievcrs. 
This is all part of our accountability 
and we will do the best we can, but 
I will be'die first to tell you, I diiiik 
Novi Schools are fantastic. The 
learning and die teachers and the 
dedication dial we see here are by 
far die.besi."

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I'm a member of the Executive 
Committee of the Michigan

when Gov. Jennifer Granholm 
met with us back in February. 

We discussed how best io 
encourage high-tech siart-up 
companies, entrepreneurs and 
vcnlurc capitalists here in 
Michigan by conimercializing 
discoveries made 
in labs al slate 
universities. Wc 
all agreed it's 
likely ihai of 
Miciiigan's eco­
nomic i'ulurc will 
emerge from this 
sort of technology 
transfer, but how 
to accelerate this 
process has been 
a vexing problem 
for some time. 

The governor 
urged the MEDC 
to sponsor a sum- Dhj l Pnij ipr 
mil conference on 
technology trans­
fer to bring together the universi­
ties, the entrepiencurs and the 
folks from state government. And 
lo and behold, around 200 folks 
took part last Wednesday in the 
"Governor's University Suiiiinil 
on Economic Developmeni and 
Collaboralion." ' 

Al firsl blush, ihc conference 
could have been a irain wreck. 
The universilies have been feel­
ing put upon because the slate 
over ihe pasi three years has cut 
Iheir revenue something like 20 
percent in real terms, yet folks in 
Lansing also want ilieni to be 
doing a lot more lo move discov­
eries out of their labs into the pri­
vate sector. Entrepreneurs and 
venture capitalisis grump ihat the 
best thing for state government io 
do is just slay out of the way. And 
entrepreneurs, venture capitalists 
and universities all consider ihc 
apparatus of slate government io 
be clumsy, bureaucratic and iii-
suited to this task. 

Gov, Granholm spoke, point­
ing out thai creating new high-

tries. Four work groups (each 
consisting of representatives 
from universities, liie business 
community and slate govern­
ment) iiad leed up a scries of per­
fectly sensible recommendations: 
Look around the country for Ihc 
best university by-laws and poli­
cies to promote technology trans­
fer; figure out how best to match 
Ihc supply (of technology) at uni­

versities with the 
demand (for tech­
nology) from 
entrepreneurs and 
venture capilal-
ists. So far, so 
good. 

Bul an underiy-
ing assumption, 
at least by some 
folks from state 
government, is 
that technology 
transfer can be 
called forth more 
or less on 
demand. That just 
isn'l so. 
Technology trans­

fer is nol top-down; it's a bottom-
up process. It is nol something 
that can be called forth by 
Ixireaucralic dictate or by the 
command of even the most sym­
pathetic policy-maker. It is slow, 
iiesilant. confingcnl, unstructured 
and often un-planned. Most 
iniporlanlly, there is no liullel — 
silver or otherwise — that will 
unfailingly link research discov­
ery, entrepreneurial interest, ven­
ture capital funding and corpo­
rate start-up. 

Many people agreed that the 
fundamental problem here is one 
of culture ,.. everybody's culture. 
Universities are mainly teaching 
and learning institutions. Noi sur­
prisingly, their culture is academ­
ic and somewhat risk-averse, 
although there arc some 
researchers who arc champing al 
the bit to commercialize their dis­
coveries. The culture of state 
government is hirdly academic, 
bul even more risk-averse. And ii 
tends to be top-down, bureaucrat­
ic and slow. Changing these cul-

.leclt''jbb'i!"'i<1tl 'ii'eip"replilc!e':ihe"i iUrcS is"not,easy,'although'most': 
thousands of jobs being lost in agreed that th'e universities — 
manufacturing -and otiier indu.s- especially the University ot 

Michigan and Wayne Stale — 
had made real pf'ogress over the 
pasl few years. 

By contrast, the culture of the 
entrepreneurial community is 
entirely different. Risk is not 
only something to be grudgingly | 
accepted; it is welcomed as the 
gi'cal spur to success. Tasks that | 
state governnieiits or university 
administrations would chew on 
for months are for entrepreneurs 
in the flush of creation a matter 
of a few days. Impatient, mercu­
rial, driven, demanding, self-
jibsorbed, passionate — all Ihcse 
words characterize that strange 
and wonderfully creiUivc minori­
ty of people. Their mantra is, 
"Live by. the sword, die by the 
sword;"' and the I'aci is that they 
love il. 

Finding a way lo encourage 
this culture and not strangle il is 
lough, especially wiicn one con­
siders how utterly different arc 
Ihc cultures of the automobile 
industry here in Michigan and the 
high-tech firms in Silicon Valley. 

To illustrate, as Ihe conference 
drew to a clo.se, most participants 
fell pretty good — maylie even 
slightly self-satisfied — that il 
rcpre.senled the firsl step in what 
should become a regular dia­
logue. Bul then Bill Orabone, a 
quintessential entrepreneur type 
from Ann Arbor, got up. "What 
are you people talking about 
when you say 'study ihis" or 
'consider that'? Who's really 
going to drive this process? 
Where's the iiction? Much of 
what Ihis conference has consid­
ered is essentially mediocre!" 

There could nol have been a 
better illustration of Ihc gap 
lietween the cultures. Bridging 
this gap is Ihe most difficult prob­
lem we face in Michigan if wc 
are lo accelerate technology 
transfer and foster a thriving 
entrepreneurial sector.

Forty years later, he sprawls in a 
comfortable ciiair in his suite in 
the assisted living 
center in 
Southfield, look­
ing biearily across 
the room at a 
framed collage of 
family pictures, 
several showing 
his famous brother 
and himself 
together. 

Eari knows, 
wiihout asking, 
Ihai i saw his 
brother commii 
murder. So did 
millions of other 
people. He wasn't 
there. He had just 
left his dry cleaning plant on 
Livernois when word came on ihc 
radio thai Lee Harvey Oswald had 
been shoi. 

"And ihey .said ihe fellow that 
did the shooting is Jack Ruby, 
owner of the Carousel Niglii Club 
in Dallas, and I immediaiely knew 
it was my broiher because that 
was the name of the club he 
owned," Earl Ruby, now 88. told 
tlie Warren Commission. 

What he didn'i tell them was 
that Jack called him later that day, 
from the Dallas jail. "1 was sur­
prised he could call me. l thought 
you only got one call," he rasped, 
a tube in his no.se slightly affect­
ing his speech. 

What did he say? The answer 
seems startling. "Eari, I think 
we're going to gel a lot of good 
publicity out of ihis," Jack said. 
Which is exactly what Eari 
tlioughi ioo. He thought they'd 
book his broiher; maybe keep him 
overnight, and ihat he would be 
released as a hero. "I was naive; 
we were naive," he said. 

There have been a lot of books 
speculating about Dallas's second 
most famous murder. Some 
believe Jack Ruby was ordered by 
the Mafia io wipe oui ihe presi­
dent's assassin. Others ihink he 
was tied to other conspiracies. 

Earl Ruby is sure he knows. 
After all, he knew his broiher bei-
ter than anyone else. "We did 
everything we could together We 

says in an old smoker's voice. "I 
loved him. He owed mc $16,000, 

you know. When 
the FBI a.sked 
why I gave him 
ihe money, I said 
'I loved Jack.' I 
didn't care if 1 got 
it back." 

One feels that 
he is telling the 
tmlh. They had 
grown up in 
Chicago, in a bro­
ken home iind in 
rough neighbor­
hoods. Earl 
bought a dry 
cleaning business 
in Detroit in 
i960. Jack went 

to Dallas, to join a sister and open 
some nightclubs. 

He was, by all accounts, emo­
tional, flamboyanl, and occasion­
ally violent. And everyone who 
knew him said he became 
unhinged by the assassination. 

"Jack just did ii on impulse," 
Eari says, closing his eyes. "He 
loved President Kennedy. He said 
he felt worse when he was shoi 
than he did when our parents 
died." 

What happened thai day, he 
said, was that Jack, who owned a 
couple seedy nightclubs, went lo 
Western Union io wire some 
money to one of his strippers who 
needed rent money. He saw a fuss 
over al the police department, and 
walked over and weni in. He was­
n't supposed to be there, bul he 
knew all the cops. 

They came inio his nightclubs; 
Jack, who was a notorious street 
brawler, who, not long before, 
helped a couple cops out of a jam 
with his fists. Besides, he liked 
cops and liked to hang around the 
police siaiion. Nobody questioned 
his being there... 

Until he blasted a shoi inio 
Oswald's abdomen, ripping apart 
his internal organs from his slom-
ach io his spleen, killing him 
within an hour. "You killed my 
presideni, you rai!" Ruby 
screamed before he was husiled 
off io a cell of his own. 

"Jack never meant io kill 

ed to make him suffer." The his­
torical record, however, doesn'l 
bear that out. Ruby told the D;illas 
police immediaiely afterwards 
that he hoped Oswald died, and 
Ihat he wanted to spare Jackie 
Kennedy the horror of having lo 
testify during any trial. 

Instead, Jack Ruby fired a shot 
that gave birth, and eternal life, to 
a million conspiracy ilicories. Earl 
Ruby hired famous attorney 
Melvin Belli to defend him. "He 
was ;i bum. I despised him in the 
end," Eari says. Most experts, 
indeed, feel that Belli did a terri­
ble job, and should have gotten a 
second-degree murder conviction. 

Instead, il was niuidcr one, and 
the chair. Bul Jack Ruby never 
reached it. His body and mind 
quickly deteriorated. His jailers 
gave him Pcpto-Bismol, until they 
belatedly discovered he was full 
of cancer Barely three years after 
he killed O.swald, Jack Ruby died, 
with the faithful Eari at his side. 

Now, his brother doesn't have 
much time. He has been negotiat­
ing with an author who wants lo 
write a book called "My Brother 
and Me," but Eari wants money, 
and the proposed author wants 
him to turn over all his papers 
firsl. 

What does he want the book to 
say? "To tell ihe story of the real 
Jack Ruby, and me, how we grew 
up together, and thai he was nol a 
rotten guy." Never will be, not to 
an old man whose life itself has 
been defined by a single bullet. 

By the way, does it bother Earl 
that he will forever be remem­
bered as the broiher of Ihe man 
who? ... Eari siniles. Not at all. 
One part of Jack's prediction the 
day he shot Oswald came true. "It 
was very good for business. 
People came in lo see me because 
of il, came in to my place so Ihey 
could talk to me." Pause. "Like 
you are doing now."

Tlic crowd poured from ilie 
slands and ihe teams gailicred 
in Ihe eiidzones at the Novi 
High Scliool football stadium, 
and liic rain started to come 
down about the fans and play­
ers as the Wildcats began 
chanting their fighi song. 

One could have ihoughi, ai 
lhat very momcni, thai ihe rain 
was a perfect symbol of the 
tears of agony for the South 
Lyon Lions, or tears of joy for 
ihc Novi Wildcats. 

The Novi football ieam, 
under the guidance of Tab 
Kellepourey, kepi their record 
unblemished and took their 
destiny in their own hands with 
a 17-15 victory over ihe Lions 
Friday. The ioss for South 
Lyon, however, was their first 
of the year and knocked ihetn 
into second place in the confer­
ence standings. 

"Il was sweet," said Josh 
Woods, a junior running back 
with Novi. "Wc knew South 
Lyon was going io be a tough 
team, and you have to respect 
them for that. But we showed 
them what kind of team they 
really are, and we showed 
everyone what kind of Icam 
Novi is." 

The Wildcats have prided 
themselves on being one of the 
best defensive corps in the 
Kensington Valley Conference 
this season, and they proved 
that 10 be ihc truth after hold­
ing one of the top quarterbacks 
in ihc slate to 242 yards on a 
2l-for-42 passing day. 

"Wc knew they'd let 
(Dennis) Reedy throw the ball," 
senior linebacker Trenton 
Sisson said. "That's what they 
did on lapc, and they weren't 
going to change what they've 
been winning with." 

Sisson knows the sipooth-
hess of Reedy's passing belter 
than any other defender on ihe 
Novi squad. With ihc game-
tying conversion on ihc line 
and the scoreboard reading IT-
IS Novi's advantage, ihe Lions 
were forced to throw inio the 
endzoiic in hopes of finding Ihe 
scored knotted up when they 
were through. 

Sisson, however, had other 
ideas. 

As Reedy lifted his hand off 
ihe ball wilh his eyes locked on 
a receiver, Sisson made a break 
into the path of ihe ihrow and 
snagged ii for the only inter­
ception of the night for Novi. 

"We've been coached to 
know when the quarterback 
takes his hand off the ball, he's 
about to throw,'; Sisson said. 
"When I saw his hand come up, 
1 broke towards the direction he 
was looking and came up with 
the intcrcepiion." 

And how did ii feel to have 
lhat ball securely in his hands? 

"It's possibly the greatest 
feeling ever," he said. "My 
hands just clo.sed around it anil 
I caught ii. It was a two-point 
conversion, so I could have just 
knocked it down, bui I caught it 
out of instinct I guess." 

The interception actually 
came off of the second attempt 
at ihe two-point conversion for 
South Lyon. The first found a 
wild pitch ihat Scooter Curtis 
had to pull off the grass, being 
slammed for an 11-yard loss by 
defensive tackle Ryan 
Pritchard. The play was aided 
by an incidental faccmask call 
that found the ball being moved 
halfway io the goal from the 
point of the tackle and an auto­
matic replay of the down. 

After the interception, ihe 
Lions lined up for the onside 
kick, but found the ball being 
gobbled up by ihe sure hands of 
senior tight end Chris Scott. It

took one bounce, and then 
found the senior curling up 
around it in a text-book recov­
ery. 

"I was happy lo sec the ball 
coming my way," Scott said. "I 
knew better than try to pick it 
up and move it, so I just fell on 
it and covered it up." 

From there, ihe Wildcat 
offense took over. Sophomore 
David Carnegie took the ball to 
the right out of the jet wing for­
mation and 16 yards up the 
field. The Lion defense held 
ihe next three plays to two 
yards each. With fourth and 
inches, the Wildcats lined up in 
their familiar jet formation and 
handed ihc ball to the 230-
pound frame of senior Josh 
Buck, who made short work of 
the defense for the first down. 

Two plays later, with Novi 

kneeling on each of ihem, the 
clock ran out and Novi was 
suddenly in ihe driver's scai for 
ihe conference iitlc. 

"We know where we stand 
and what the conference looks 
like right now," senior quarter­
back Mike Hart said after the 
game. "Wc have to pliiy just 
one game at a time and treat 
everyone like it is for the K V C 
title." 

That was the way the 'Cats 
played for this game as well. 
The defense was solid, and the 
offense adjusted when it had to. 
After a first half with the 
Wildcats running a solid mix of 
passes and runs, the Lions 
made good adjustmenis and 
forced the Novi gridders to turn

R a n k i n g s m e a n s q u a t

What's in a ranking anyway? 
A bunch of coaciies, or sports 

writers and sportscasters, fill out 
a ballot and fax in the results dial 
rank teams throughout the state 
from first tiirough iOth. Most of 
these people, however, haven't 
even seen the teams they are vot­
ing for (or that they aren'/ voting 
for). 

At the time the .South Lyon 
Lions football team came to 
Novi Friday, they were ranked 
fifth in Class A by the Associated 
Press. A loss like the one they 
took against Novi would no 
doubt drop them from that rank­
ing, and quite possibly out of the 
Top 10, and may find the 
Wildcats taking a place on that 
list instead. 

"Last year, we weren't ranked 
and we were the underdogs in 
nearly every game we played," 
senior defensive back Kerry 
Kreutzberg .said following the 
South Lyon contest. "We'd prefer 
not to be ranked. Really, who 
cares? It's just some number next 
to your school's name. It's not 
going to change the way we play." 

But, alas, sometimes it does. 
Teams who find themselves 
ranked by the "experts" often 
find themselves suffering from 
super-team syndrome - they just 
can't see themselves being beat 
by another unranked team. 

Though that probably wasn't 
the case with South Lyon, it was 
proven that it doesn't have to be 

another ranked team that brings a 
Top 10 squad to their knees. 

"Wc .saw it happen tonight," 
senior quarterback Mike Hart 
said. "If it happens, and I hope it 
doesn't, we'll keep it in the back 
of our minds all the time. It 
doesn't matter what team we 
play, they'll be out to prove 
them.sclvcs against us." 

For the coaching staff of the 
Novi Wildcat football leam, get­
ting ranked was something they 
were hardly worrying about. 

"It's been .so long since we've 
been ranked, I don't even know 
what lo say," said head coach Tab 
Kellepourey when asked about 
the possibility of being ranked in 
the state after his team's win over 
South Lyon. "If it happens, it 
happens. There's nothing we can 
do about it." 

The Wildcats have a slew of 
opponents left this season, but 
none that have boasted the 
weapons that South Lyon, 
Brighton, Howell or Chelsea 
have. Hartland, Milford, 
Pinckney and Northville remain 
on Ihe schedule for Novi. 
Hartland is currently 2-3 overall 
and i-3 in the K V C , while 
Pinckney is 0-5 and Milford is 2-
3. Northville, which is a non-
league game and always one of 
the biggest of the year for Novi 
in the game that finds the winner 
earning the coveted Baseline Jug, 
is currcndy 1-4 on the season. 

"We have to take one gafnc at 
a time," senior light end Chris 
Scott said. "It's one game at a 
time just like we've been doing 

since day one. Yeah, we want to 
be undefeated in the K V C , but 
we can't do that until we win one 
game, then another and then 
another. We can't look past any­
one." 

Senior linebacker Trenton 
Sisson agreed. 

"It would be great to be KVC 
champions, and that's one of our 
goals," he said. "But we can't lay 
stake to that claim until we beat 
everyone. We're not the champs 
until the trophy is in our hands." 

So what are the Wildcats going 
lo do if and when their ranking 
finally co/nes? 

"We're going to go out on 
Monday and stari practicing," 
junior runningback Josh Woods 
said. "Then, we'll practice all 
week. Come Friday, we're going 
to play some football and we're 
going lo go out with winning on 
our minds." 

The Wildcals are slated lo visit 
Harlland tomorrow at 7 p.m. before 
hosting Milford Oct. 10 at 6:55 
p.m. in their annual homecoming 
gfune. Last year, Novi was the only 
team to beat Milford, topping them 
in tlie regular .sca,son and then beat- . 
ing them in die playoffs to elimi­
nate die Mavericks from post-sea­
son contention.

to their ground game. That call 
was answered without question as 
Buck, Carnegie, Hart and Josh, 
J.W. and Jarrell Woods combined 
for 167 yards throughout the sec­
ond half.

Souih Lyon, which has a 
threatening team to any squad 
in the Kensington Valley 
Conference, was as serious of a 
risk of bringing a loss to Novi 
as any other team ihe Wildcats 
have run against this year — 
which is one of the reasons 
Novi was so happy to escape 
with an 18-39 victory. 

"They are a team that is 
capable of winning," Novi 
coach Bob Smith said. "We had 
to take them as seriously as wc 
take any other teams oui there. 
They are a deep team and their 
Jv squad matches up with pret­
ty much anyone in the coni'er-
ence." 

The Wildcats definitely 
weren't complaining when they 
had the top three runners cross 
the line wearing the familiar 
green-and-white of Novi. 
Junior sensation Mark Moore 
and senior Eric Jo.seph were 
firsl, crossing the line side-by-
side for a time of 16:45, while 
junior Amol Huprikar notched 
a 16:46 for third place and a 
career-best. 

"Amol has really set himself 
up this year thanks to ihe work 
he put in during Ihc summer," 
Smith said. "He has put the 
time and energy inio making 
himself a great runner, and 1 
saw ihat way back in August." 

The Wildcat pack was then 
broken up by South Lyon's Jeff 
Tschirhart, who ran to a fourth-
place finish with a time of 
17:14, while Novi's Spencer 
Ornes finished fifth with a 
17:18. 

Another South Lyon harrier 
by the name of Andrew Keller 
finished sixth in the run. col­
lecting a 17:27 for his efforts, 
while Justin Namm of Novi 
took seventh with a 17:32 io sel 
a career-best mark. 

"We had some good runs for 
everyone," Smith said. 

The Lions weren't oul of 
contention though, and injuries 
to the top three runners from 
Novi could have easily meant a 
differertt outcome. 

"If we didn'i have our lop 
three front runners, we would 
have lost," Smith said after 
glancing over the score sheet. 
"That's the kind of threat South 
Lyon is. Anyone who runs 
against them has to give them 
the respect ihey deserve." 

The Wildcats are gearing up 
for the final stretch of their sea­
son through October, and the 
first major test of the Novi har­
riers' individual abilities will 
come Saturday at the Oakland 
County meet. 

There, Smilh said .he is plan­
ning on Idling his guys break 

. qut and run without worrying 
'about pack times. " 
" '"They Can gonli-out wtlhoUt 

thinking about the pack or 
keeping together," he said. 

Moore wiii no doubt appreci­
ate that, as lie, Joseph and 
Huprikar have been packing 
their times throughout the year. 

"He may be ii little rusty at 
first," Smilh .said of Moore. 
"But, it won't take long and 
he'll be back in old form." 

Novi's biggest dilTerence 
this year when it comes to see­
ing how Moore will break out 
in his I'irsl real chance to do so 
is ihai ihey don't have another 
front runner thai has truly chal­
lenged him all season as Brian 
Gilchrist did in 2002. Joseph, 
however, has been striving to 
keep strides with his fellow 
'Cat, and will be looking to 
take over the role Gilchrist 
played last year. 

"Eric has a lot of potential," 

Smilh said. "He sees himself as 
an all-state runner, and he's 
capable of il. He has a good 
view of what hcis and what he 
Wiil,>bc'tibie tCi'accompii,Sh:'"' ' 
' But that doesn't - mcaii all 

runners who deserve all-stale 
status are going to get it this 
year - and that's not a bash on 
the Novi harriers who are hop­
ing to get il. 

"This is probiibly one of the 
most competitive cross country 
seasons ever," Smith said. 
"Guys who are all-state runners 
won't necessarily be gelling 
all-stale honors, and a few guys 
who aren't all-slate niighl step 
up for that one race and get it. 
That's how coinpelitive cross 
country is."

Ultrasound business 

gives parents-to-be 

a closer look

When Kadiryn McTlgue-Floyd was pregnant 
widi her linsi baby a ycat ago, she longed to see 
inon; of her growing son before he was bom. 

For her, the traditional medical ultrasound wasn't 
enough. It was difficult to make out facial details, 
sometimes even distinguish an arm from a leg. 

Then, she discovered three-dimensional ulu î-
sound — sometimes referred to as 3-D imaging — 
which provides clearer, color, real-life images. . 

She was .so impre.s.scd with Ihe technology that 
she and her hu.sband, Gregory Floyd, spent neariy 
,'{60,(XX) on die 3-D ulrasound equipment and 
opened Womb Widi a View in Fresno, Calif 

The business offers women and dieir families a 
longer, closer look ai dieir developing babies. 

While some medical offices and hospitals offer 
the 3-D technology, Womb Wilh a View is not a 
medic;il diagnostic center. There are no doctors or 
nurses. Tbe ultrasound operator, diough trained on 
the equipment, is not a medical professional. 

Think of Ihe business more as a photo studio for 
unborn babies. 

Expectant inodlere pay $150 for a 30-minute 
imaging session of Uieir unborn baby Tliey walk 
asvay wilh a CD-ROM, witli images diey can e-mail 
lo friends and family; a "live 3-D" video or DVD of 
llie .session for home viewing; and four color prints. 
The .session al.so includes a report on die heart rate 
and gender detenninarion, if requested. 

This new way of taking snapshots of unborn 
babies is growing in popularity. ; , 

Womb With a View.lisIdiffercnt fromidieitradi-
lional ultrasound selling. "Il's deliberate that we 
don't l(X)k like a clinic or a hospital," said McTigue-
Floyd. 

Business has been booming since die studio 
opened. McTigue-Floyd and her small .shiff had per­
formed 425 ultrasounds in about two months after 
Ihey opened. "We didn't expect it to be diis kind of 
re.sponse." she said. 

Clients have included expectant women whose 
husbands are stationed at Lemoore Naval Air 
Station and are serving in Iraq. They have used die 
CD-ROM to e-mail ulhasound photos lo dieir hus­
bands. 

Brenda Redd, .seven months pregnjmt, came in lo 
see her second baby — a girl named Alyssa. She 
said she's had ulunsounds in the past, including widi 
her now-12-year-old son. but diey don't come close 
to diis technology 

"It's just fun lo see the different stages and how 
she's growing," said Redd, accompanied by her 
modier. Donna Bandsma. Together, diey were glued 
to die monitors dial captured Alyssa's every move­
ment. 

Womb With a view is careful not to mislead 
women into thinking lhat die ultrasound can replace 
a medically ordered ultrasound. Clients are required 
lo gel dieir doctore lo sign off on die elective proce­
dure, which is also a way to ensure customers are 
getting proper prenatal care, McTigue-Floyd said. 

Study says drivers distracted

Talk on a cell phone while driving, and you may 
.soon be talking to a bumper. 

A recent study showed dial drivers who tiilk on die 
phone are more prone to rear-end collisions than any 
other type of crash. 

Of all crashes involving cell phone asers, 45 per­
cent were rear-enders, according to researchers at die 
University of North Carolina Highway Safety 
Research Center. 

Drivers talking on cell phonescau.se about 1,500 
car crashes a year in North Carolina, researchers 
estimated. 

That's less dian 1 percent of all car crashes, but il's 
still too many, said Jane StulLs, associate director for 
social and behavior research at die center. 

Crashes involving cell phones are less likely to be 
serious dian diose not involving phones because 
most crashes involving cell phones are in urban 
areas, where low-speed crpshes are more common. 

Drivers involved in crashes while talking on cell 
phones typically failed lo reduce speed, ran red 
lights, followed odier cars loo closely, failed to yield 
or went too fast 

The shIdy, based on a review of North Carolina 
Highway Patrol crash reports, gives new ammunition 
to supporters of a state ban on cell phone use while 
driving. 

Drivers who used cell phones were less likely dian 
diose who don't lo perceive talking while driving as 
a distraction, and diey were less supportive of a ban. 

The shidy also found: 
• Drivers most often talking on cell phones were 

between 25 and 39. A higher proportion of users dian 
non-useis drove SUVs. 

• Drivers spent an average of 14.5 minutes per 
day talking on die phone while driving. Talk time 
decreased as die driver's age increased. Men on aver­
age talked longer dian women. 

• One in four users had a hands-fiee device, 
aldiough diey did not always use it when talking.

Properly aimed landscape 
lighting brings out beauty 
and creativity of gardens, 
pools, ponds and homes

Kiiren Menn doesn'i need daylight in order to 
admire her professionally landscaped yard. 

When night falls, Menn's Mediterranean-style 
home, palm trees and plentiful combinations of 
pink and purple pcnta and Mexican petunia are 
illuminated by her front-yard landscape lighting. 

"It really makes il striking at night when 
someone's driving down the street," said Menn, a 
real estate appraiser in Corpus Christi, Texas. "1 
like a lot of light for security." 

In Menn's front yard, architectural lighting 
shines against her Ian stucco house; uplighting, 
which is placed on die groqncj,!rises lo highlight, 
herpalrfiiUTjes; and a/iii'lights; Which' are shaped 
like mushrooms, are placed in her flowerbeds to 
unveil bursts of color and a large boulder.

kind of adds Ihe final touch to your house. 
Homeowners can choose palm trees, 

flowerbeds and structural arches as focal points, 
said Chris Thompson, president of Soudiera 
Lights of Corpus Christi. The key is lo keep Ihe 
lighting even. 

"You want your eye to focus on the house or 
the landscape; you don't want it to focus on the 
light," said Tliompson. "That's what we try and 
accomplish. It really gives Ihe landscape a lot of 
depth." 

Thompson recommends solid copper, brass or 
composite lighting fixtures. Avoid plastic and 
painted aluminum because diey wear down fast, 
he says. 

Techniques include moon lighting, path light­
ing, shadowing, silhouetting and grazing —just 
to name a few. 

Then there's the issue of safety. Certain light­
ing can keep decks and steep outside stairs ft-om 
becoming walking hazards, and security lighting 

• illuminiites areas where burglars might hide. 
Wilh landscape lighting, folks can bring out 

columns, rocks, murals or art, according lo Andy 
Perez, landscape designer at C-Scapes Coastal 
Landscape S|iecialist of Corpus Christi. 

"If you have a nice landscape and are viewing 
it during Ihe daytime, then you arc probably 
missing out on ils real beauty," Perez said. "You 
can showcase a lot of particular items at night 
lhal you would normally overtook during the 
day." 

Perez determines where lights should be 
placed only after yards have been landscaped. 

Landscape lighting can be a simple way to 
make front and back yards with pools and water­
falls even more appealing. 

Lights should be placed on steps leading into 
a pool area, as well as hidden widiin plants and 
boulders surrounding die pool. 

"Ninety percent of time is spent looking at the 
pool." Perez sard. "We actually design where we 
want the lights inside die pool. You definitely 
don't want a light dial's going to stare at you in 
the face." 

ln some cases, homeowners who'd rather buy 
and install lighting kits diemselves place empha­
sis on the wrong areas. First, decide what kind of 
atmosphere you want to create, how many lights 
you want, what type of lights and how intense 
you want die lights, Perez said. Drawing il oul on 
a sheet of paper might be a good start. 

"Most people just use (landscape lights) lo 
highUghl die padiway from die driveway to die 
iiont door and around die flower beds," Perez 
said. "It loob more like an airport landing strip 
dian anydiing else."

Jim Applcton, a master gardener, describes 
himself as a "tool junkie." If he can't find a 
tool lhal meets his demands, he makes 
one. 

During a meeting of 
Sacramento, Calif-area master 
gardeners last spring, Applcton displayed 
some of his homemade lools, including a 
watering wjuul. 

"I created it i'roni commercialiy available 
parts," says Apiilcton, who gardens in Rio 
Linda. 

He cannibalized various products lor brass 
valves, nozzles, necks and fiexiblc ho.se connec­
tors (which stop kinks) to crcalc his idea of Ihe 
perfecl walcriiig w;ind. 

The secret is to borrow from products wilh 
threads so you can assemble the parts. One big 

improvement in his homemade wand 
was a lever shuloff valve in 

front of Ihc grip, rather than 
behind. It allows one-
handed operation as you 

turn il on and off with 
your thumb. 

"Most watering 
ivands have Ihc shut-
off lever behind your 
hand so you have to 

use both hands (one 
lo hold it, another to 

shut it oil')," says 
Applcton. 

Among his favorite purchased 
lools are Feico hand pruners. Serious gar-

West deners use a leather bell holster for 
Country onboard stowing of hand pruners. 
Work Applcton has devi.scd a way to fonii-fil Ihe 
Gloves holsters lo Ihc pruneL 

"Soak Ihe leadier in rubbing alcohol 
until il's saturated, then stick your pruner in 
diere good and tight," he say.s. "Poke and prod 
Ihc leadier lo die shape of Ihe pruner and let it sit 
(pruner loo) all night. 

The alcohol won't hurt the pruner The next 
morning ihe holster will be formed lo the 

shape of the pruner and il will 
stay lhat way." 

Among his favorite tools 
are Fiskars gear loppers 
and Ihe Hcnningsen 
Circlehoe. Applcton says 
Felco, Fiskars, Union-

Tool and Corona have 
been reliable brands. He also 
prefers some of Gardena's 
lools. 

For specialty lools, he 
often reaches for a "sur­
vival machete" from 
Ontario Knife Co. to 
divide perennials and a 

Smith & Hawken digging 
fork. 
With all tool purchases, 

look for high quality, he says. 
"Whenever you buy a tool,

Pros offer advice on how to 
make moving day go smoothly

Moving day; It should be a time of exhilafaiioii 
and excitement. Perhaps you're moving to a new 
town, perhaps a new slate or new country, widi all 
sorts of people to meet, places to explore and 
adventures to experience. 

Even if you're moving just across town, it's a 
major date in your life; a turning point, really. 

So why do we dread moving day so much? 
First, moving is a lol of work — even if you 

hire someone to move you. Second, things can go 
wrong; in particular, your valuables can be bro­
ken, lost or left behind. 

People in the moving business say the best way 
to ensure a smooth move is to get die process 
started early, as much as six weeks before your 
planned moving day. 

If you're even considering hiring a moving 
company, the pros say lo start by getting estimates 
— in writing — from at least three firms. 

Never get an estimate for your moving job over 
tlie phone, said Jim Hawley. co-owner of All 

County Moving and 
a-T-i j . Storage in Stuart, Fla.

All County Mom anil things yourself, the small 

Storage stuff like lamps and 
such," Hawley said, "you 

can save yourself some money." 
You also might save cash by doing all or some 

of the packing. 
Steve Stromak, co-owner of Treasure Coast 

Moving & Storage, a Mayflower Transit repre­
sentative, said to be wary of any estimate that's 
significantly less than the others. 

"The estimates should be pretty close," she 
said. "One that's way out of line is probably that 
way for a reason; you'd better find oul why." 

Hawley suggests checking oh a mover widi the 
local Better Business Bureau. "If a mover is rip­
ping people off or breiiking lots of stuff,*' he said, 
"diey (die bureau) won't let Ihem be a member. 
It's lhat simple." 

According to the Florida Movers and 
Warehousemen's Association, a trade group, 
some additional questions you might want to ask 
include: 

• How long has die company been in business? 
• How does the company handle claims for 

damaged or delayed goods? 
• Docs the company have an on-time delivery 

record? 
• Does die company provide storage and pack­

ing services if needed? 
"The better prepared you are for a move, the 

less time die mover has to spend on your job," 
Hawley said, "so the more money you can save."

• S I X W E l E K S O U T 

Decide what must go and what can be left 
behind. To help die process, make a diagram of 
the floor plan of your new home and begin 
arranging your furniture. Think about having a 
garage sale, selling items to second-hand stores 
or donating them to thrift shops. 

• F I V E W E E K S O U T 

Start gadiering boxes If you're doing the pack-.' 
ing. 

• F O U R W E E K S O U T 

If you're moving major appliances, schedule 
disconnection and servicing a few days before Ihe 
move. If you're doing die packing, start with sel­
dom-used items. Heavier items go in smaller 
boxes, lighter items in larger boxes. Label the 
contents of all boxes and pack carefully. 

• T H R E E W E E K S O U T 

Self-packers should start dieir serious packing. 
As best you can, box essential items logedier and 
write "load last/open first" on these boxes so you 
can get to important items quickly. Hold a garage 
sale. 

• T W O W E E K S O U T 

Make arrangements for moving pels and house 
plants. Empty secret hiding places to remove 
valuables and spare house keys. 

• O N E W E E K O U T 

Dispose of toxic or flammable items dial can't 
be moved. Drain the gas and oil from gas-pow­
ered tools such as lawnmowers. Put your "load 
last/open first" boxes in a separate place so die 
mover can identify diem. 

• M O V E - O U T D A Y 

When die movers arrive, empty and defrost 
your refrigerator and freezer; clean bodi with dis­
infectant and let diem air out. Remove linens 
from die beds and pack in an "open first" box. 
Review details and paperwork with movers. Take 
inventofy widi die van operator. 

• M O V E - I N D A Y 

Plan to be present when die moving van 
arrives. Check die inventory sheets as items are 
unloaded and direct die movers on where to place 
items. When all items are un-loaded, unpack only 
what you need for die first day or two. Give your­
self at least two weeks to unpack.

Insurance companies blacklist 
certain canine breeds

Dog-bite claims arc taking a chunk oul of insurance 
companies'coffers. 

In an effort to crack down and cover themselves from 
further losses, some insurance companies have blacklist­
ed breeds. 

For example, Allstate Insurance Co. in California 
won't provide new coverage to people who own Akitas, 
boxers, chow chows. Dobcmian piiischcrs, pit bulls. 
Rottweilers, wolf hybrids or Prcsa Canarios. company 
spokeswoman Lisa Wanamaker said. 

Allstate's li.st is b!i.scd on infomiation culled from out­
side sources, including the Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention. Wanamaker said. 

The CDC reports the number of registered dogs rose 
only 2 percent nationwide from 1986 to 1994. But the 
number of reported biles increased .̂ 7 percent over the 
same period. 

"There is a lol of breeds of dogs out there, it's just 
tho.sc particular breeds lhal seem io be causing the 
headaches," said Joe Gibson, a partner of SH Insurance 
Services, an independent brokerage in Redding, Calif 

Gibson recalled a recent phone conversation his olTlce 
had widi a woman who had five pet pit bulls and wanted 
home insurance. "Wc told her the only way we could sell 
her insurance was if she didn't have those pit bulls. She 
said she would have to make a decision," Gibson said. 

Most, if nol all, mortgage companies will not allow 
escrow without homeowners insurance. 

Annual claims insurers paid on dog bites rose from 
$250 million in 1997 to $310 million in 2001. industry 
numbers show. 

The insurance indusUy esiimaies dial dog attacks 
account for one-diird of liability claims on homeowner 
policies. 

But die American Veterinary Medical Association says 
.singling our specific breeds isn't a sensible solution. 

Spokeswoman Sharon Granskog said blacklisting dogs 
can create a false sense of security. "It's a matter of 
responsible ownership and socializing and training ihc 
dog cofrecdy." Granskog said. 

Bill Wilson, spokesman for die Independent Insurance 
Agents and BroJtcrs of America, suggests homeowners 
check widi their insurance carriers before getdng a dog.

Financial advisers say 529 collegc-
.savings plans are a great way lo save 
for college, ollering lax-free growdi, 
tax-free withdrawals for at \easl die 
near-ienn future and parental control 
over how the money is spent. 

Yel, only 4 peiceni of children 
younger than 18 have 529 accounts, 
according to Cemlli Associates. The 
Boston reseiuch linn says investors 
held $20 billion in 529 plans at die end 
of last year, with die average account 
conlainiiig $6,500 vs. $6,300 at die end 
of 2001. 

Il's nol hard to understtuid why more 
people haven't piulicipated. Interest in 
529 plans rose after federal tax law 
changes in 2001 made wididrawid of 
cjunings t;ix-frcc if u.sed for higher 
education expenses. But die diree-year 
bciy market made many parents 
believe it was fruidess lo save for col­
lege, particularly in light of rapidly 
incre<ising tuition costs. 

Instead, in;my have focused on 
replenishing dieir retirement siivings, 
also decimated by die market. 
Financiid advisers say diesc parents 
made a wise choice. 

"While there may be scholarships 
for college, dierc aren't scholarships 
for rctircmcnt," says Federated 
Investors vice presideni Donald B. 
Jacobson, who runs die Pittsburgh 
investment fimi's 529 plan. 

Now dial die market 
has lumed — at least 
for die time being — ' 
investors may be more 
willing to consider 529 
plans. But before dicy 
do, diey should consid­
er two recent develop­
ments: die latest round 
of federal tax cuts and 
problems some states 
arc having widi pre­
paid luidon plans — 
529 plans that let 
investors buy future 
luidon credits at today's 
prices. 

Most financial advis­
ers don't expect die lat­
est lax cuts will dimin­
ish interest in 529 
plans., even diough die 
legislation reduces die 
tax rale on capital gains and dividends 
and accelerates lax rate reductions con­
tained in die 2001 tax law. For most 
investors, die benefit of having dieir 
savings gnaw tax-free will sdll be too 
big to ignore. 

"Wc haven't seen any impact and 1 
don't dlink we'll see any impact," says 
Bruce HaHington, die 529 plan director 
at MFS Investment Management in 
Boston. 

However, die lax cuts could make 
529 plans less of a slam dunk for some 
investors. Solving dial equation is com­
plicated by the fact dial some of die tax 
cuts are temporaiy — diough dial's 
nodiing new for 529 investors. After 
all. die tax-ftce wididrawal feature of 
529 plans is set to expire after 2010. 

While many financial advisers 
believe favofiible ueauiient for with­
drawal of earnings will be extended 
beyond 2010, Jay Heller, president of 
HJ Financial Group in suburban 
Philadelphia, isn't so sure. "It depends 
on what the deficit is at dial point," he 
says. "You have to assume diere's a 50-
50 chance." 

Heller, a certified public accountant, 
points out lhat wilhdrawals of eiunings 
from 529 accounts for non-college 
purposes arc tiixed at nomial rales plus 
a 10 percent penalty tiix. Tliat's a pret­
ty big consideration if you think you 
child won't go to school after high 
school or if you diink you'll need the 
money for retirement or un emergency. 
"Widi a 529 plan, you lack flexibility," 
he says. 

For diat reason, advisers say parents 
should consider other aliematives, 
including investing in a tax-managed 
mulual fund in dieir own niuiie. Ttw-
managed funds shy away from divi­
dend-paying stocks and manage dieir 
buying and selling widi im eye to limit­
ing capital gains distrihulions. Another 
option I'or investors who im;n'l in high­
er tlx brackets is a Coverdell 
Education Savings Account. While 
diey have lower annual contribution 
limits dian 529 plans, diey'll let you 
pay for primary and secondary school 
expenses as well as college. 

The pre-paid tuition plans put die 
responsibility for investing wisely on 
die states. They are ba,sed on die prem­

ise dial invesmient 
earnings wdl grow 
faster dian college 
costs, a supposition 
dial has been sorely 
tested in recent years. 
Colorado has given up 
trying to win dial 
game and other stales 
are putting tighter 
re.sirictions on dieir 
pre-paid plans. 

For die most part, 
however, financial 
advisers believe die 
tax-free 529 plan may 
offer die best route for 
college savings. So' 
much so dial Ccrulli 
Associates expects 
529 plan assets to 
grow lo $ 145 billion 
by 2008, a compound 

annual growdi rate of 40 percent 
There is one odier alternative — sav­

ing nodiing for college. That's a route 
some advocate, noting diat die more 
people save, die more diey tend to be 
penalized when diey go blocking at 
die doors of die college financial aid 
office. Vmually all of a child's savings, 
and a portion of die parents' savings, 
are counted against eligibility for aid. 

But Paricer/Hunier senior vice-presi­
dent Maik Luschini notes die income 
ineligibiliiy Iequirements for receiving 
significant aid are so low dial most par­
ents who fail to save for college would 
"gel very litde or nodiing" fiom die 
financial aid office.

Confusion over how 529 college-savings plans 
work is one factor dial has prevented investors 
from opening accounts. Plans are sponsored by 
each slate and some states have signed up more 
dwn one inveslmciil finn lo spon.sor Ihem. 

Moreover, parents arc confused by die options 
for investing their money, die fee shucture and 

odier considerations, such as whedier lo 
invest in your slate's 529 plan or 

one offered by another 
state. 
So here's a quick 

primer on how 529 plans 
work. 
Like 401(k) retirement 

savings plans, 529 plims allow 
earnings to grow free of federal 

taxes. But wilhdrawals from 529 
account earnings aren't subject to 

federal taxes as long as diey're used for 
tuition, books or odier higher education 

expenses. Congress authorized die tax-free 
wiilidniwals only dirough 2010, bul many 

financial advisers expect die benefit to be 
extended. 

Some slates ofi'er tax incentives for residents lo 
invest in their 529 plans, either making conhibu-
licins liLX deductible or exempting eiunings from 

state laxes. 
Taxes may not be an issue because die 
lax savings could be ofl'set by ;m out-of-

slale plan's lower fees or superior 
invesUneni performance. 

States sign up investment 
finns to operate dicir 529 
plans. TIAA-CREF is the 

largest 529 plan spon.sor. Other 
sponsors include Vanguard, 

Fidelity, T. Rowc Price, Puuiam 
and, locally. Federated Investors. The 

fimis offer investors die choice of port­
folios lhat coiilain a number of dieir mutu­

al funds or investing in funds individually 
Most 529 plans charge annual fees for 

maintaining iiccounts under a certain size, but 
most also waive the fees if you conuibute a min­
imum amount monthly or quarterly. Delaware 
charges $25 annually for accounts under $20,000 
unless you contribute at least $25 monthly 
through payroll savings or an automatic U'ansfer 
from a bank account. Federated Investors, which 
ofi'crs a plan dirough Oregon, charges a $30 
account fee annually for accounts under $25,000. 
Tlie fee is waived for tiiose who automatically 
U'ansfer $50 monthly or $ 150 quarteriy from dieir 
bank. It is also waived if die investor or die col­
lege-bound student is an Oregon resident. 

If you buy from an investment adviser, expect 
10 pay a sales charge or similar fees. 

Finally, you'll pay a fee to the sponsor for man­
aging your money. Those fees are- based on die 
funds in your portfolio, bul expect to pay a liltle 
more dian you would jf you invested in die same 
funds in a non-529 account. Generally, slock 
funds .ire more expensive lo manage dian bond 
funds."' 

There arc a few odier tilings about 529 plans to 
keep in mind. 

First, parents control die money. While diere 
are advantages to saving for college using 
Unifonn Gift to Minors Act accounts, money in 
dio.se accounts belongs to die child once he or she 
reaches die age of maturity At dial point, your 
child ciui use die money for a sports car or a trip 
to the race U~ack instead of college. Also, all of tile 
savings in a child's contiol typically are counted 
against any potential financial aid from a college. 

Widi 529 plans, "you don't relinquish control 
at Ihe age of majority I diink dial's important," 
says Thomas McConnell, a senior vice presideni 
for Delaware Invesuilcnts. And control of the 
money stays widi die parents, whose savings typ­
ically aren't fully included in a college financial 
aid eligibility calculations. 

There are also estate tax considerations. 
Wcaldiy individuals can reduce dieir estate tax 
burden by opening 529 accounts for dieir children 
and grandchildren. While gifts to individuals are 
normally limited to $11.000 annually 529 rales 
pemiit making five years of contributions at one 
time. That means a husband and wife can make a 
lump sum gift of up to $110,000 into a child's or 
grandchild's 529 plan.

Tlic Bundl ]ian developed by Nordic 
W'-AK in 1950 and made famous by a l%6 
Pillsbury Bake-OiT second-place winner 
appears lo be slipping in popiilarily. In 
1993. 21 pei'cenl of American iiou.seholds 
had Bundt pans; iasl year that number fell 
lo 15 percent according lo Ihe Nl'D 
Group, a market research linn lhal iracks 
how Aiiici'iciins eat and cook. 

Nordic Ware's p;ilcnled Bundl pan. 
iilong wilh kiiockofl's such as Caiplialon's 
bum ;iml We;ii'eve)''s crowninirsl. needs a 
smashing good public relations campaign 
because, truly, the lluled c:ike pan is the 
cookware for our hectic limes. 

A Bundl is a luokled pan lhal leaves ii 
decorative impression on the cake, some­
thing like a Jcll-O mold. A high-sided 
round pan lhal has a column in llie middle, 
a Hat bottom and slightly angled sides is 
I'or aniiel food cake. 

Maybe the folks at Nordic, who are 
quilc surprised liy thc.failiiig figures given 
Ihe "lens of lhou.s;inds"of pans Ihey ni.ike 
a year, should coiieli wedding planners 
and salesclerks aboiu Ihe Bundt's benellls. 

For instance, a Bundt cake need not be 
iiejilly frosted like a layer cake, nor is 
there any need lo align layers. For a fiincy 
i'cle. dress up a Bundl with a sprinkling of 
powdered sugar or maybe a sticky glaze 
lli;il runs down the sides haphazardly. 

Cakes baked in 9- by 13-iiich pans are 
easy but areii'l much lo look at, especially 
if you've glopped batter on the edges. 
Iinerl a Bundt p;in onlo a plalc and you're 
left with a decorative design lhat a recljin-
gular. Hat cake can't match. 

Oh. yes, llie Bundl pan has something 
lo oiler. Or al least il did w;iy back when. 

The story begins in Minneapolis, circa 
1950. Members of the local chapter of the 
Hadassali society asked Nordic Ware 
founder H. David Dalquisl lo make ii pan 
pallemed after the kugelliopf lhal liad 
been sent to the club's president by her 
grandmother in Europe. In it, she made a 
rounded cake wilh a hole in the middle. 

The women called the cake a bund, 
which means "alliance" or "band" in 
Geniiaii and ftir a cake implies sharing 
with il group.

Housekeeping article that featured a cake 
made in Nordic Ware's pan before 
Dalquisl applied for a patent. He got it, 
and the trademark name is still properly 
written capital "B." Tlie generic descrip­
tion is fluted cake pan. 

Slill, the Bundt didn't hit its zenidi until 
1966 when Ella Rita Helfrieh of Houston 
won second place in Ihe Pillsbury Bake-
Olf for her tunnel of fudge cake. 

Nordic Ware, though, is nol playing 
dead. The company extols the healtii 
virtues of the Bundt lo a diet-obsessed 
country. No icing means less sugar, diey 
say 

'The Bundt pan remains Ihe most pop­
ular baking mold in America," says 
Claudia Ross, an executive a.ssistant al 
Nordic Ware. She says that Nordic's affil­
iation wilh Williams-Sonoma, purveyor 
of all kitchen things upscale, has been 
fruitful. Tlie cake pans Nordic developed 
for the company are selling well, she .says. 

Tliose molded pans turn oul cakes in 
the shapes of sunfiowers, cathedrals, stars 

• and roses. Fleur-de-lis are made with one 
pan. There are even Bunddette pans, 3-
inch mimics of the big guys. 

Besides cakes, Ross says, Bundt pans 
can be used lo make breads, molded sal­
ads and even ineatloafs. The mini-Bundts 
can be used to miike candles.

Chris Pollan. who runs the Cheese Store of 
Silver Lake in Los Angeles, has this advice: 

• Regions. According lo Pollan. a good 
strategy is to pick wines and cheeses lhal 
come from the same region. You mighl 
choose a specific area of France, say. or 
choose bodi your wine and cheese from your 
own community 

• Complimentary tastes. Be aware of the 
acidity of bodi the wine and the cheese, and 

don't put iwo strong tastes together, as they to hard and mild to strong, how can you know 
will clash. Instead, pair complementary when a particular variety of cheese is no 
tastes. This creales'a great sensation in your longer good to eaf? And what's the best w.iy 
mouth by gelling Ihe 
enzymes going boih ways. 
And dial's what vou strive 
for. 

• Triple crenie. Triple 
creme cheese is a great 
malch for champagne. 

• .Sheep's milk. A Ba.sque sheep's milk 
goes well with a red wine from southern 
France.

Lake in Los Angeles, has these expert tips for 
cheese care: 

• What to look for: When buying a cheese, 
Pollan always looks for a nice color, a good 
composition of the rind, general cleanliness 
and the condition of the cheese's fiesh. 

• A point: Most cheeses ripen widi time, 
and there's an exact time when they are at 

their fullest Havor. The French call this "a 
point." Il is usually easy lo tell when a cheese 
goes past this point and starts to go bad. 
Softer cheeses will develop an ammonia 
smell, while harder cheeses tend to fall apatt 
rather than getting rancid or bitter. 

• Perishable. Cheese is delicious as a 
snack, meal or recipe ingredient, but you 
should never forget that it is perishable and 
needs to be cared for properly 

• The life of a cheese. When it comes lo 
storage and shelf life, die general rule is diat 
Ihe harder a cheese is, the longer it will last 

• Wrap it up. Cheese should be wrapped 
in plastic wrap, foil or wax paper and stored 
in your refrigerator's vegetable crisper. Every 
lime you take il out and use some of it you 
should rewrap it in new wrapping.

Drink and drive? Never But driving under 
die influence of food? That's a different stoiy. 
Everyone does it — sips suneptitiously from a 
steaming cup of coffee waiting for die light to 
him green, scarfs down french fries on die 
drive home. 

And die fact has nol escaped fcxid mar­
keters, who are making cupholder cuisine — . 
foods specially designed and packaged to fit 
into a car's cup holder — one of the hottest 
fiends in die food indushy. New products 
range from Church's filed chicken bites lo 
M&Ms in a canister, all feeding die need lo 
keep food in easy reach for driven; and passen­
gers. 

The good news is dial these specially 
designed products make il easier, neater and 
maybe even safer to eat in die car. But consid­
ering Americans' cun-enl smiggle widi obesity, 
dial's also die bad news. 

"More and more people are eating out of 
dieir cars, so .dl of our clients are looking for 
portable products," says Barb Stuekey, vice 
president of marketing for Malison & Co. in 
San Francisco, which develops new food and 
beverage products. 

Some of die products on die market'ilidude 
Campbell's Soup at Hand, a pop-top 10-ounce 
microwaveable eonltuner of soup in a range of 
flavors. Frito-Lay has its Go Snacks, 8-inch tall 
hourglass containers of bile-size Dorilos, 
Cheetos and other snacks. Nabisco has Go 
Packs, plastic cups of mini Oreos, Rilz Bits. 
Yoplail's drinkable yogurt conveniendy fits in 
a cup holder, loo. 

It's not just grocery items. "Our forecast is 
dial you'll see more tradilional fast food items 
—hamburgers, french fries, pizza and lacos — 
morphing into a cup holder cuisine fomiat," 
Stuekey says. 

But aren't french flies already way too easy 
to eat in die car? 

"What if you wanted lo dip them in 
ketchup?" Stiickey asks. "What if diere was a 
way diat Ihe french fries already included die 
ketchup?" 

Developing a new food for in-car eating is a 
little more complex dial just sticking il in a 
cup. The packaging is impoIiani: The contain­
er needs to fli nicely in die hand and in a stan­
dard ear cup holder, of course. 

But die food inside die container often mu.st 
be reformulated, too. Soups and yogurts 
should be creamy - r not too mnny (you'll spill 
it) and not too chunky (you mighl choke). 
Snack foods should be bite-size, so you won't 
be left holding half a cookie or cracker. And 
chips should be rounded — no sharp edges. 

Consumers pay extra for all diis added con­
venience and cleanliness, but diere are otiier 
costs, loo. Safe driving is one concern. 

''Obviously il would be better if you only 
drove die car when you were driving," says 
Jane Slutts, a University of North Carolina 
researcher who worked on a 2001 study on die 
role of driver distraction in U'affic crashes. 
Eating and drinking ranked higher dian cell 
phone use but lower dian adjusting climate 
controls in a list of driver distractions in nation­
al crash data. 

Stuns juspecis incidents of being disUTiclcd by 
eating and drinking are underreported. like most 
crash dati. If you're going to eat and drive, il 
would be iiest to avoid "mes.sy, drippy, spiiiy kind 
of diings," Slutts says. 

Crash diet 
Neatness counts when it comes to safe­

ty and driving while dining. In this list of 
dangerous foods compiled by an auto 
insurer, il's usually the cleaning up after 
yourself that causes the most distractions. 

Here are the lop offenders, from bad to 
worst: 

10. CHOCOLATE: Drivers instinctively 
try to clean smears and stains instantiy

22 million small firms. Their vot­
ing records provide clear evidence. 

But many odicrs .should b>e 
labeled tme siiollygoslers-publicly 
proclaiming their support of die 
American free enlerpri.sc system 
simply to woo entrepreneurs to the 
ballot box, while in reality, their 
official votes htmii, not help, small 
fimis. 

As campaigns arc gearing up for 
die nexl election cycle, tho.se .seek­
ing public office arc increasingly 
filling the air with polirical promis­
es ;md great exhortations.

How alxiul Social .Security 
reform'.' Small-business owners 
prefer personal retirement accounts, 
bul die snollygosters aren't about lo 
vote courageously here. 

Surely evciyone favors protect­
ing small businesses from those 
frivolous lawsuits tlial drive up their 
costs of operating and keep dieir 
insurance rates on a never-ending 
upward spiral. Tliink again. Many 
officials who loudly bleat dieir love 
for small linns are aiiiong the firsl 
lo take political contributions from 
trial lawyers. So, how do you diiiik 
diey vote when it comes to legal 
reform? 

America's iiusincss builders have 
a b.isic desire to be unfettered by 
oppressive govemmeni and to oper­
ate in a free, competitive environ­
ment.
