Since day one, Deerfield has 
worked very hard on keeping in 
line with goals and objectives 
and benchmarks for the state 
and in correlation with Novi's 
curriculum. The school's cur­
riculum is the same as the rest 
of Novi's, so it is very much in 
line wilh what it's doing as a 
district in addressing "No Child 
Left Behind, the slandards and

M O O T set to a w a r d c o n t r a c t fo r B e c k R o a d b r i d g e r e p l a c e m e n t

Work on the long awaited Beck 
Road bridge replacement could 
begin before the snow flies, bul 
just barely. 

The Michigan Department of 
Transportation opened bids for the 
first phase of the project Oct. 3. 
Prince Bridge & Marine LTD of 
was the apparent low bidder at 
$4.76 million. 

That was 8.51 percent below die 
state engineering estimate of 5.2 
million and $1.22 million below 
the high bidder, Williamston-
based Midwest Bridge Company, 
which came in at $5.98 million. 

Work on die deck portion of die 
Beck Road Bridge over 1-96, said 
an MOOT spokesman, is supposed 
lo be completed just shy of a year 
from now. That is expected to be 
followed by ramp contsraction. 

"This is very good news for us," 
said Blair Bowman, president of 
die Novi Expo Center. Bowman's 
firm plans to be in front of die 
Novi Planning Commission early 
next year widi plans for a new 
Novi Expo Center and plans to 
have it open by spring 2005. 

Plans to replace the aging 
bridge ground to a halt last spring 

when Gov. Jennifer Granholni 
canceled 34 road projects across 
the state, including the replace­
ment of the Beck and Wixoni 
Road bridges over 1-96, that had 
been originally approved as part of 
former Gov. John Engler's Build 
Michigan 111 program. 

Tlie move outraged Novi cily 
officials, who had urged city vot­
ers in 2002 to approve $ 18 million 
in road bonds, a diird of which 
was earmarked to help fund the 
project. It also upset officials al 
the Road Commission for 
Oakland County, who complained 
they had been pressured by state 
road officials to move up their 
time table for improvements to 
Grand River Avenue between 
Beck and Wixom roads in order to 
facilitate the bridge project. 

ln July, after months of acrimo­
ny between the governor's office 
and Novi's legislative delegation. 
Gov. Granholm announced she 
was putting 16 of die 34 projects 
she had originally cancelled, 
including die Beck Road bridge, 
back in the pipeline. 

MDOT spokesman Rob Morosi 
said that while some work could 
begin before die end of diis year's 
construction season, "I don't fore­
see any monumental groundbrcak-

ing." 
MDOT isn't expected lo offi­

cially award the contract, until the 
end of die nionlh, and wilh ihe 
on.set of freezing iemperaiurcs, all 
road contruction is expected to 
grind to a halt by Thanksgiving. 

Still. State Sen. Nancy Cassis 
said she's pleased the project 
finally move forward. "People 
have been wailing more than 10 

years for this. I can hardly wait for 
it to begin." 

Sen. Cassis added she's pleased 
the project came in under budget. 
"I always applaud things that 
come in under estimates." 

Cont-srucdon of the bridge deck 
over 1-96 is not expected to ham­
per iraffic on Beck Road. 
However, once construction 
begins on the interchange, h-affic 

IS expected to be diverted to 
Wixom Road. Work on die inter­
change is expected lo lake eight 
months to complete, once die 
bridge deck is finished.

deregulating the electric and natu­
ral gas industiies. 

Still, said Cassi.s, tlie inflexibili­
ty of die CON process shows tliat 
it needs to be overhauled. Cassis 
said die commission has repeated­
ly refused to take into account the 
rapidly-increasing population of 
west Oakland County. 

"This is veiy much a health and 
safety issue," she said. 

Freshman State Rep. Craig 
DeRoche agreed. "It's high time 
this area was served by a hospital. 
It's absurd we arc being denied 
access to quiility health care by 
legal gamesmanship." 

He noted that four years iigo 
when his wife's fever sliot up lo 
105 degrees, he nislied her to the 
emergency room at Providence's 
Novi Campus, only to sec her 
uunsferred to Providence Ho.spital 
in Soudifield. He added die same 
diing happened when Novi's 
mayor, Richard Cliu'k, suffered a 
heart attack. 

Both DeRoche and Cassis said 
diat at certain times of day traffic 
makes trying to gel to a hospital 
east of Novi a lifc-ihreateiiiiig 
experience. 

According to DcRoche, when 
die state House and Senate passed 
legislation last winter approving 
die bed transfers, "the legislative 
intent couldn't have been clearer." 

Dr. Vinod Sahncy, a senior vice 
president with Henry Ford, noted 
diat many states, ihe most recent 
being Wisconsin and Ohio, have 
dropped die CON process alto­
gether According to Dr Sahncy, in 
die 20 states that don't have a CON

prwcss, "you take a risk - iuid if 
you make a bad decision, you live 
Willi it." 

Peg Reilimer, vice presi '.ent of 
planning marketing and d velop-
mciit at Botsford. counlea'd that 
it's consumers who live w th die 
result of bad decisions. She noted 
that in tlie three years .•'ince Ohio 
rciiealcd its CON law there has 
been a dramatic increase in die 
number of facilities going after 
high-profit medical specialties, 
leaving mission-driven nicv'ical 
facilities "holding the bag." 

According to Reihiiicr, once 
you get past die emodonal argu­
ments, it conies down to fairness. 
"Tiicsc two organizations got a 
pass on jumping through all Uic 
lioops everyone else docs." 

While Saiiney said he thinks 
Judge Gidding will hand down a 
decision wilhin a week, Rob 
Casalou, Providence's president, 
said he thinks it could take as long 
as December However, Ciisalou 
said regardless of who wins at die 
circuit level, die loser will surely 
appeal. 

Casalou, who has been tiying to 
get a hospital built in Novi for 15 
years, s.iid he's taking the long 
view that his organization will 
eventually succeed. 

He said he hopes to be in front 
of the Novi Phinniiig Commission 
ill Januiuy with plans fora building 
to liousc 300 patients at the hospi­
tal's Novi campus.

The "Great Chicago Fire" 
burned out of 
control for 
three days on 
October 7, 8, 
and 9 in 1871. 
That fire 
claimed 250 
lives and over 
2,000 city 
acres! At the 
same time in 
Pishtigo, 
Wise, fire 
claimed another 800 lives. Boih 
fires recorded our largest loss of 
lives in fire history. 

From these tragedies, we 
learned Ihe need for fire preven­
tion. President Woodrow Wilson 
declared the day of these fires Fire 
Prevention Day. In 1922 Fire 
Prevention Week was proclaimed 
by President Warren Harding, 
always to be observed during the 
week in which Oct. 9 falls. 

Being safe from fire in the 
home is no easy job. It lakes a 
conscious effort on the part of all 
members of the family, from llic 
youngest to the oldest. To help 
your family work at fire safety in 
the home, the Novi Fire 
Department has these tips for 

home fire safety. 

1. Install and maintain snuila' 
detectors 

Install at least one smoke detec­
tor on every level of your home; 
this includes ihe bascnicnl. •|licre 
should be one outside each slce|i-
ing area, in apartineiil buildings, 
there should be a smoke detector 
in each apartment. 

Install, test and iiiaiiuaiii smoke 
detectors according to llie iiianu-
I'aclurcr's directions. Keep Ihe 
face of llic detector clean and free 
of dust and cobwelis. The dcleclor 
will usually ciiiil short beeps 
when h-Mcr'ics begin lo lose 
power. Replace dead batteries 
ininicdialoly. 

2. Praclicc EDITH — ICxit 
Drills In Ihe I Ionic 

Design an escape plan for llic 
family. Make sure special provi­
sions arc made for infants, elderly 
and handicapped persons. Always 
have two ways out of ;iiiy looiii, 
including basements, in case 
smoke or names m;ike one w;iy 
unusaiile. Be sure that everyone 
knows where lo go when Ilicy gel 
out of tlic house. Pick a place lor 
everyone to iiiccl. Never go back 
into a building that is on fire. In an 
apailniciit building, use only the 
stairs as an exit, never an clevalor.

Check Ihe cords on 
appliances; have cords replaced if 
they are frayed or broken. Do not 
place extension cords under rugs 
or in other places where they may 
be stepped on and broken. If you 
replace a blown fuse, make sure 
the new fuse is of the same 
amperage.

A Novi demist convicted on 
i'cderal tax evasion charges will 
start the new year in i'cderai 
prison. 

Federal Judge Arthur Tarnow 
senlenccd Dn Timothy Kosinski, 
45, to 30 monllis in a federal 
prison followed by two years 
supervised re!e;ise and fined him 
$60,000. 

The judge also ordered 
Kosinski to file eoireclcd tax 
rclurns for 1996-98, which could 
cost him close lo $2 million in 
back taxes and penalities. IRS 
spokesman Stephen Moore said 
Kosinski's lawyer told Judge, 
Tarnow Frid;iy thai his client h;!s 
assets lolaling $4 million. 

"The cost of free enterprise ;ind 

a coinpelitive business atmos­
phere does not include tax eva­
sion ;iiid stealing from honest lax-
payers. Bul when it does, the con-
seciucnce can be stiff, as Dr 
Kosinski learned loday," said act­
ing Special Agent in Charge 
Sandra L. Carter, following 
Friday's sentencing. 

Kosinski, his wife, Barbara, and 
a Detroit business partner, Melvin 
Pliillips, were jiccused by federai 
invesligalors of trying to make 
millions of dollars disappear 
Phillips was sentenced to 24 
months in fedend prison after sign­
ing a plea agreemeiit widi federai 
prosecutors in March. Kosinski's 
wil'e has yet to stand trail. 

Kosinski, who started the year 
as ihc Ihe presideni of Ihe 
Oakland County Dental Society, 
now faces the loss of his denial 
license. According to a 
spokesman for the state 
Depiirlmcni of Consumer and 
Industry Services, the Public 
Health Code requires the iiianda-
lory sumniaiy suspension of a 
health professional's license 

upon conviction of ii felony. 
Kosinski graduated with a 

bachelor's degree from 
Kalama'/.oo College in 1979 and 
then went on to get a master of 
.science al Wayne Slale 
University School of Medicine in 
1981 and his DDS from the 
University of Detroit Mercy 
School of Dentistry in i984. 

Kosinski earned the Academy 
of General Dentistry's "Award of 
Merit" for technical writing.' He 
was named UD-Mercy 
Dentisiry's Alumnus of ihe Year 
in 2001. 

He built a nalionally-known 
praciice specializing in implants 
in Bingham Farms, and was the 
president of T.J. Construction, a 
firm Ihat completed several con­
struction projects in Detroit and 
Norili Carolina for :i German aiilo 
parts supplier 

A year ago June, Kosinski and 
his wife were indicted on one 
count of conspiring with Phillips 
to impede, impair, obstruct and 
defeat the lawful ibnciions of the 
Internal Revenue Service and

wiih muliiple counts of structur­
ing transactions to evade report­
ing requirements. Kosinski was 
also indicted on five counts of 
subscribing false personal and 
corporate lax returns. 

June 16, a federal jury found 
Kosinski guilty of ;dl six charges. 

According to the indictments, 
the German firm paid T.J. 
Construction $41.8 million 
between 1995 and i998. Federai 
prosecutors said the trio made 
more tiiaii 800 transactions dur­
ing the same period, iaking more 

than $7.6 million from accounts 
with Comerica and Standard 
Federal in order to hide a cash 
payroll. 

Moore said Kosinski will soon 
be rcceiveing a letter from ihe 
federal bureau of prisons telling 
him where to report in Januai^ lo 
begin serving his sentence.

"She likes the conceptual part of 
the process, and is just as visual as 
1 am.

"1 was lold diat 1 might have 
better luck as a model in L.A., but 
1 struggled trying to break into the 
business," he recalled, 

"Then, one day on a plane ride 
to Chicago from L.A. in 1990, a 
gentleman gave me his business 
card and said he was filming a 
movie in Chicago and was look­
ing for actors," Croteau recalled. 

He landed a role in a science 
fiction movie called "Them," and, 
ironically, some of it was filmed 
in the Detroit area. "Eventually. 1 
thought it would be better to be on 
the other side of die camera cre­
atively," he said. 

Croleau studied journalisni, 
multi-media presentations and 
film as part of a communicalions 
degree al Madonna University in 
Livonia. He look on some design 
jobs working as a graphics artist 
right out of college.

"We're pleased lhat Simon 
Property and Westficld America 
have withdrawn their tender offer. 
We will continue to run the busi­
ness for die benefit of all share­
holders," Taubmiiii officials said 
in a prepared statement. 

Simon's Oct. 3 announcement 
noted lhat about 19.6 million or 
24 percent of the 'approximalely 
81 million shares of Taubman 
Centers voting stock were ten­
dered into the offer 

"As we have previously staled. 

this amount is cleady insufficient 
to meet Simon's own minimum 
Tender Offer condition or lo pur­
chase the company, since al least 
iwo-lhirds of Taubniaii's Centers' 
81 million issued and outstanding 
voting shares — approximately 
54 million voting shares — iiiusl 
approve any sale transaction or 
amendnieiil to llie corporale char­
ier," Taubman officials said. 

"Taubman Centers" Board of 
Direclors has unanimously dcler-
niined lhat it is not prcp.ired to 
recommend the sale of Tmibmnn 
Centers al an inadequate price, 
and that il docs nut believe that 
maximum value will be realized 
hy .selling the company at this 
lime," officials said.

Mary Anne Wizinsky loves il 
when she sees a light turn on in a 
child's head. She knows it when a 
student doesn't understand the 
material she is teaching, but when 
that student finally gets it she can 
see it in his or her eyes and face. 
To Wizinsky, or "Ms. Wiz," as her 
students call her, that is the most 
rewarding thing about her job. 

Ms. Wiz worked as a physical 
education teacher for 10 years 
before moving into a classroom as 
an English language arts teacher 
She didn't quite abandon every 
aspect of her former job, however, 
as she incorporates many different 
interactive physical activities into 
the classroom. She believes that if 
students are involved pliysieally 
and emotionally in their lessons, 
they will retain the mlormation 
that they are being taught.

For that reason, when Wizinsky 
does a question-and-answer ses­
sion in her class, she throws foam 
balls, stuffed animals and squeaky 
toys to students who answer the 
questions, a practice that she finds' 
to be fun for her students, but at 
the same time educational as well. 

'Willi kids at this level, it's 
very engaging for them," 
Wizinsky said. "In today's society 
we have multi-stimuli going on all 
the time, so 1 feel just to take 
notes and lecturing is obsolete. I 

think students like to see lots of 
things going on, so I throw foam 
balls, stuffed animals and I have a 
squeak toy I use for commas. 1 
think the kids are much more at 
home in tlie gym, so all I did was 
take part of the gym and move it 
into the classroom with me. 1 
found that basically the kids are 
learning more .and they're under­
standing things, but tjiey'rc also 
retaining it more." 

Wizinsky knew lhat she wanted 
to be a teacher back when she was 

in high school. Growing up she 
attended Novi schools and had 
many teachers that she says 
impacted her at a very high level. 
In fact, her favorite teacher grow­
ing up, Cliris Hayward, is still 
teaching at Novi High School 
today. 

"She was my gym teacher and 
she is why I became a gym 
teacher myself," Wizinsky said.

that we were a dynasty in the 
1970s. We played all the lime and 
her ability to show passion is what 
I kind of carried along with me in 
my leaching." 

When students move on from 
the middle school to the high 
school, Wizinsky would like them 
to remember her for the environ­
ment she created. She always tries 
to make learning fun and believes 
that if a teacher can only create a 
pleasant learning environment, 
students can learn anything they 
are being taught. For that reason, 
she said she wouldn't change a 
thing about her job. 

"The children al this age arc so 
not inhibited," Wizinsky said. 

"They say what's on their minds 
and it's very authentic and diey 
really appreciate the little things 
you do for them. Il's a very 
rewarding careen Learning should 
be long lerin versus taking a quiz 
and forgetting the information 
right afterwards. When they catch 
the balls they're physically 
involved or emotionally involved, 
they remember information. 
That's wliy I do it, to make it 
more long term." 

Wizinsky's most memorable 
moment teaching ironically 
involved a student whom she had 
to correct many limes for talking 
out of turn. She explained that one 
day, many years ago when she 
was talking to the kids, .she asked 
them wliat was one thing they 
thought that she loved in life. The 
student blurted out, 'leaching.' 

"That to me was my most 
rewarding moment because what­
ever I'm doing with the kids, diey 
see I'm passionate about il," she 
said. "The foundation of teaching 
is building a relationship with 
children and the adulis you work 
with." 

Though she doesn't want to 
change anything about her job, 
one thing she would like to see in 
the future is more focus. "I think 
that in our country as we're mov­
ing towards higher levels of tech­
nology and kids are learning more 
and more earlier and earlier," she 
said. "I would like to see all peo­
ple continue to focus on the cli­
mate instilled in the buildings first 
and that way the academics 
comes much easier and faster. 
Globally we need to continue to 
focus on the climate I think."

Goal is to graduate a lMhole

Njus said lhal when he lakes 
soiiK-Diie on a lour of Deerfield 
and he lalks lo ihem ahoul learn­
ing, he explains lo ihem lhal Ihe 
sclinnl doesn'l jusi wani lo gradii-
ale brains liiim llicrc. 'fhe slalf 
waiiis 10 giiiduale a whole child, 
lie say s lo Ihem dial ihe key lo a 
learning cdiiiiiuinily is kids being 
ciiti.igcd.

.So whal are ihis child's needs'.'" 

Njus believes lhal his leachers 
;irc doing cxlremely well in 
adjnsling lo Ihc dislrici's refrain­
ing for die fulure llieiiie. "I have a 
\ery highly liilenied group of peo­
ple here," he said. "Somclimes I 
feel like I'm holding ihem all 
logelher and gelling Ihcm moving 
in liie same diicclion because they 
jusi want to do so much. It's nol 
whal are we doing, bul how well 
iire we doing and whal do we need 
lo do to change'.' So, they're righl 
on the edge of change and willing 
lo move forward." 

Reframing is nothing new 
The whole concept is nothing 

new lo Deerfield. Njus and his 
stall have been talking aboul it for 
three years along with the rest of 
the district. Njus believes that 
because the whole district is 
adjusting so closely together that 
it will iie a success. 

"What's good aboul the way we 
are moving in llic district is Ihat 
it's very much a 'We' district." he 
said. "All of our schools are mov­
ing along in the same direction 
and we have the same expecla-
lions for all of our kids. Wc are 
al.so looking at different buildings 
and say, if I'arkview is doing well 
in a certain arc;i, wc s;iy, how can 
we take what they ;ire doing well 
lo help us do heller'.' If we're 
doing well in an area, how can we 
lake what we're doing well and 
share il willi others'.'" 

Though Njus sees the beiielils 
of Ihe "No Child left Behind" and 
"Hducation Yes," he also believes 
Ihat it's an unfortunate concept 
thai schools which are doing 
exireiiicly well in terms ol aca­
demics, could be labeled as lad­
ing because ihcy can'l move the 
bar enough. He said that il a 
school is pcrl'oniiiiig al a ."iO-per-
ccnt ievcl. it's much easier lo 
move up thai .5 or 10 percent. Bul 
if you have a school district like 
Novi in the HOlh or yOlli per­
centile, to move lhal bar is 
exiieiiiely difilcull. 

"Whal I think is good about the 
emphasis of these expectations hy

the sliile ;ind hy the federal gov­
ernment is that we need to be very 
sensitive lo all of our kids." he 
said. "Making sure that we're 
meeting the needs of every child 
and every group ;ind not just say­
ing we're doing a great job is key. 
On the other side. 1 am alw;iys 
thinking - if I'm leaching to meet 
a certain goal, am 1 missing what 
Ireally need to do'.' I really wani 
lo make sure lh;il I'm keeping the 
kid al the tenter and making sure 

that we're meeting the needs of 
the whole chi/d and helping lhal 
child learn and grow and not put 
any pressure to performjust io get 
good grades on a lest, but to help 
that child in every way we can to 
be successful. We can't lose per­
spective." 

"We are in this business 
because we love kids and we want 
to do ihe best for kids," Njus 
added. "We have knocked our­
selves oul to do the best job we 

can do before ihey ever talked 
about Education Yes and No Child 
Left Behind. Tiiey just changed 
the focus, in a way. It gave us a 
different view and perspcclive of 
wliat we're here for."

They held die nindi annual 
Govemor's Educadon Sumniii 
conference a couple of weeks ago 
in Lansing. It was die biggest one 
ever, widi 1,000 people attending 
and 40O more turned away for 
lack of space. But, not surprising­
ly, die summit didn't get much 
allenlion, and disappeared almost 
without a trace in the maw of the 
big-dnie media machine. 

It was important, diougli, 
because it marked a signincant 
change in direction for 
Michigan's policies on c.irly 
childliood and education, a 
change driven by whal brain sci­
entists and doctors have come to 
understand about early child 
development. It turns out dial 
children leam 
most rapidly 
from a very, very 
early age — 
probably starting 
literally at birth. 
Much of infants' 
brain and person­
ality development 
takes place by die 
time iliey get lo 
age 5 or so, after 
which leaming is 
slower and emo­
tional healdi is 
moreproblemat- p ^ . , p^^^^. 

What's very 
interesting about diese findings is 
dial diey highlight an enonnous 
disconnect in our society between 
what we know and what we do. 
What we know is dial kids are 
best able to leani when diey are 
very, very young. What we do is 
to start children in kindergarten at 
age 5, exacdy die point at which 
dieir capacity to leam starts to 
slow down. 

Consider, furdiermore, die 
enonnous misallocation of bil­
lions of dollars arising from diis 
dLsconnect. For some years now, 
a group of heavyweights from die 
business, education, human serv­
ices and foundation communities 
have been meeting to chew on 
diis issue. Called "Ready to 
Succeed," diis group has spon-'- >' 
sored some interesting advertis­
ing campaigns on radio and TV, 

all around die dieme of "Be a 
hero from age zero" and urging 
parents of newborns to "hold, 
talk, read, play," and so fortli widi 
their children. The idea is to get 
the practical consequences of sci­
entific findings into die heads of 
ordinary parents. 

The Ready to Succeed folks 
had a willing audience in Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm, who immedi­
ately latched on to die idea, now 
repackaged as "Project Great 
Start." At die educadon summit 
she announced a sweeping plan to 
use donations instead of lax dol­
lars to promote die idea that "edu­
cation begins al age zero." Tlie 
slogan will be on grocery bags 
from Mcijer's, on public service 

announcenienls 
on T V in church 
bulletins and in 
videos in doctors' 
waiting rooms. 
"We need to hit 
diis from all 
directions if we 
are to create a 
movement, if we 
are to change 
people's minds 
about when edu­
cation begins," 
Granholm said in 
her keynote 
speech. 

All tills promo­
tion is well and good. Bul it does­
n't cut to die concrete core of 
what needs lo be done if we are 
to bring our child care and educa­
don system kicking and scream­
ing into die 21 si century. 

Turns oul die best in die world 
at all diis are die (gasp) French, 
who operate a system of maternal 
and childcare centers for every 
family widi children as part of die 
national health system. The cen­
ters start widi prenatal care for 
modiers and babies, continue widi 
home visits after the baby is bom 
and provide very early childhood 
education. The whole system is 
linked in a continuum of care 
from birth to grade school, and 
mosl experts say it's die very best-
part oftlie French educlation sys-f • 
icm; The English have a similar 
system, called "Sure Start." 

Of course, we probably can't 
get to die French or English sys­
tems overnight, even assuming 
we would want to. Tliey are very 
expensive and fit pcrfectiy into 
Ihe French/English culture of cra­
dle-to-grave social services diat 
cost taxpayers a ton. But it does 
represent a model dial might use­
fully be adapted to American con­
ditions. 

Gov Granholm offered a start 
in her speech at die summit when 
she said diat 17 Michigan ele­
mentary schools on a federal list 
of 213 uiiderperforming schools 
diis fall will open Family 
Resource Centers widi stale 
social services workers on hand 
10 help solve family problems. 

The idea of co-locating social 
services, public health and eiu-ly 
childhood care in elementary 
school buildings has been kicking 
around for years, especially in 
communities widi deeply rooted 
social and economic problems. 
So suppose you add a child care 
specialist and a teacher to die 
Family Resource Centers. And 
suppose you expanded die pro­
gram to all 213 underperforming 
schools. And suppose furdier... 
you gel die point. 

Tlie big problem with all sum­
mit conferences Is to figure out 
"what's next" after die conference 
is over Edging toward a serious 
early childcare and educadon sys­
tem is die obvious "next step." It 
will lake a lot of tugging and 
hauling on a whole lot of con­
stituencies tiiat are invested in die 
system as it now is, but it's well 
wordi die effort. And it could be a 
defining objective for a very 
smart Governor witii diree school 
age children and a demonstrated 
interest in policy innovations in 
the field.

F i e g e r , K e r v o r l d a n - l i f e ' s c h a n g e d 

For die better part of a decade, 
Geoffrey Fieger and Jack 
Kevorkian dominated the news 
agenda in a way dial scarcely 
seemed believable. 

They were, in a sense, charac­
ters out of an adolescent novel, 
two brilliant, in-your-face bad 
boys who got away widi diings 
nobody else could — and 
changed die country's way of 
looking at a major social issue. 
Time and again, die unemployed 
padiologist would help some ill 
person commit suicide. 

Time and again, diey would go 
into court, captivate die media 
widi dieir antics, openly own up 
to what tiie dien-Dn Kevorkian 
had done — and win an acquittal. 
Once, they even 
took die whole 
juiy out to an 
expensive dinner 
party afterwards. 

During one 
trial, Kevorkian 
sat widi his fin­
gers in his ears. 
During anodier, 
he dressed up to 
look like Thomas 
Jefferson, diough 
in fact he looked 
more like a minor 
footman from a 
bad movie about 
King Louis X l v 
During anodier, 
he refused to even show up, say­
ing he had better things to do. 

Somehow, die judges let him 
get away widi all diis. Geoffrey 
Fieger roared like-a lion, said out­
rageous diings to die jury 
("Unfortunately die judge has 
itiled diat I can't tell you about 
my client's prior acquittals,") and 
even more outrageous diings 
about die prosecutors. He specu­
lated whedier his enemies' parents 
coupled widI farm animals. 

Once, he moved for an Immedi­
ate dismissal on dIe grounds dial 
die prosecutor was spineless "and 
in die state of Michigan a case has 
to be tried by a vertebrate." 

Odier lawyers would have been 
staring at some bars, (jeoffrey got 
a wagging finger. 

The odd couple teamed up in 
1990. Sue years later, assisted sui­
cide Kevoridan style was de facto 
legal in metropolitan Detroit 
Kevoddan lived in a house 
(jeoffrey owned, filling Its garage 
with wheelchairs dial belonged to 
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departing "patients." 
The partnership collapsed in 

1998. Geoffrey Fieger assumed he 
could mmslate his courtroom bril­
liance into die political arena, and 
ran for governor He was smeared. 
Feeling neglected and bored widi 
success, Kevorkian upped die 
ante. He moved lo euthanasia, 
videotaped the act, and sent die 
tape to 60 Minutes. 

Then he dismissed Fieger and 
insisted on representing himself 
This resulted in a .second-degree 
murder conviction, and a lO-to-25 
year sentence. "I've got them right 
where I want dicm," he told Ine, 
die day diey led him away in 
April, 1999. 

He diought a public outcry 
would force his 
release. But he 
had about used up 
his minutes of 
fame. Most of his 
supporters melted 
away The judicial 
system took its 
dme about con­
sidering his many 
appeals, dien 
rejected Uiem, one 
by one. 

They trans­
ferred him to vari­
ous prisons until 
diey finally sent 
Prisoner No. 
284797 to 

Lapeer. Jack Kevorkian is 75 now, 
an old man widi many ailments. 
Last Sunday, he had a visitor he 
had finally agreed to see. (ieolfrey 
Fieger Hard as it must have been 
for Kevorkian to do, he asked 
Fieger to come back. 

This week, once again, die 
press releases went out and die 
cameras flocked to die steadily 
expanding suite of offices infor­
mally known as die Fiegerdome. 
"For ahnost five years Dr. 
Kevoridan has been more dian 
punished," his lawyer tiiundered, 
just like in die old days. "His con-' 
tinned incarceration is brutal, 
inhuman and cmel." 

Yet die world has changed. 
Wednesday, FIeger fonmally asked 
Oakland Circuit Judge Rae Lee 
Chabot to release his famous 
client, who Isn't eligible for parole 
for nearly four more years. Dr. 
Kevoridan's own physician wrote 
a letter testifying that the old man • 
suffers from serious hernias, dou­
ble vision, anemia and heart prob­

lems. 
They had hoped dial she would 

schedule immediate oral argu­
ments, and bring Kevorkian down 
from prison to attend. But she 
declined, saying she would accept 
written pleadings only, and con­
sider diem at her leisure. 

Wliat Jack Kevorkian may not 
realize is diat die worid has 
indeed changed since he dominat­
ed die headlines in an era when 
die economy was booming, for­
eign affairs seemed in l̂evant, and 
life seemed to be all about 
lifestyle. 

Today, diousands are still suf­
fering who would like "a soft 
landing," But national priorities 
are different, and people have 
diought less about individual 
choice in death since die day 
3,000 died in a flash dirough no 
choice or faidt of dieir own. 

Geoffrey Fieger has changed, 
too. The days when he could fight 
courtroom batdes all day and ban­
ter widi reporters in bars all night 
are gone. He and his wife, Keenie, 
have adopted two multiracial 
infants, Julian and Aidan, and by 
all accounis die flamboyant 
lawyer has, at 52, become a sur­
prisingly dedicated fadien 

"Geoffrey comes home at night 
a lot earlier now," his wife says. 
These days he hangs out widi die 
likes of U.S. Sen. John McCain, 
who lives near where die Fiegers 
have a vacation home. Someday, 
some judge may let Kevorkian 
out. But 1 wouldn't bet on it. The 
odds dial he wouldn't keep his 
word not to help anyone die seem 
too great. 

One has to wonder what die sit­
uation would be today if he had 
just gone on assisting suicides -— 
somediing die prosecutors had 
given up fighting. 

And one has to wonder about ' 
die future. "Oh, diis will become 
legal, all right," Kevoridan told 
me years ago. "You know why? 
There are 75 million of your gen­
eration and only 17 million in die 
next Do you diink diey're going 
to spend all dieir income to keep 
all of you hooked up to 
machines?"

realize that there are others lhal 
are just as c:ip;ihle of making 
Ihose lillle hairs on the back of 
your neck stand al allention, or 
send soft chills reverberating 
down your spine. 

'I'hough it's inipossihlc to coni-
p;ire every iiorrific tale to anolher 
in the world of books due to the 
siieer magnitude in the way of 
volumes of hound copy, there are 
still plenty that stand out in our 
minds as some of the creepiest, 
scariest and ali-too-realislically-
horrifying tales that have made il 
to a bookshelf near you:

Jack Torrance is a 
writer, and like many writers, he 
hopes to lake advaniage of the 
solitude and c|uiel hours such a 
place would provide him lo work 
on his iioiel. llis son. D;iiHiy. i.s 
endowed with "llie shine." which 
is a psycliic ability lhal gives him 
the power lo see the hotel's horrif­
ic pasl. Danny is iioi only scared 
by the horrors he sees, bul the 
snow piles up outside ;uKi llie 
i'aniily begins lo fall apan as his 
father disinlegrales w'llh the help 
of his alcoholism and his own his­
tory lhal brings forth memories of 
his own abusive father, 'i'he hook, 
according lo v;irious interviews 
wiih King, came to him as he and 
his family sl:iyed al a Col(.)rado 
hotel and he stayed awake late 
into Ihe night. Since the puhlica-
lion of'"i'he Shining." Iwo movies 
have been made: :i I'WO feature 
directed by Stanley Kubrick and 
starring Jack Nicholson and 
Shelley Duvall, and a 1997 televi­
sion movie.

Dr. Jeffî y Zaiis lias one very 
good reason for middle-aged 
women to .spend ihe evening widi 
him at die Sheraton Detroit Novi 
hotel. 

"It might save your life," he said. 
Dn Zaks, Providence Hospital's 

chief of medical otfice and vice 
president of medical affairs, and 
odicrs will be presendng a Women's 
Night Out event next Tliursday, 
from 6 to 9 p.m., and heart disease 
will be die focus. 

A cardiologist. Dr. Zaks noted 
diat while more dian 40,000 are 
diagnosed widi bn;ast cancer annu­
ally, more dian 10 Umes diat many 
women suffer from heart disea.se. 

Dr. Zaks, who will present "Heart 
Disea.sc - It's Not Just for Men 
Anyinore," will be joined by 
Beveriy Cameron, a registered die-
ddan at Providence, who will dis­
cuss "You're in Control - Making 
Lifestyle Changes to Prevent Heait 
Disea.se". 

According to Dr. Zaks, "Half of 
all woman 55 years old and older 
have high blood pressure. He added 
diat the mortality rate for female 
heart attack vicdms is twice as high 
as it is for men. 

He said one rea.son for diai may 
be diat ni;iny women dismiss die 
early signs of a heart attack because 

women's symptoms are different 
than men's 

"What's die classic image of a 
heart aUack?" he asked. "A man 
clutching his fist over his chest." For 
woinen, however, said Dr. Zaks, die 
first sign of a heart attack may well 
be abdominal discomfort diat diey 
typically dismiss as gas or indiges-
uon. He noted even caregivers often 
miss die early signs of heart attacks 
in women. 

This may be due in part to die fact 
diat a dispropordonatc "amount of 
die research on heart attacks has 
focused on men. 

Dr. Zaks noted diat two factors in 
incnesased rates of high blood pres­
sure among women have been an 
increase in hormone replacement 
dierapy and increased smoking 
rates. "It brings a whole new conno­
tation to 'You've come a long way, 
baby.'" he noted. 

Along widi increased rates of 
heart attack, increased blood pres­
sure levels also increases die risk of 
stroke. 

Experts agree die most muscle 
damage following a heart attack 
takes place widiih die first one to 

two hours (golden moment). It is 
widiin diese two hours diat dierapy 
in opening the heart vessel needs to 
take place. If time is lost and die 
vessel is opened after diis, the bene­
fit is much less. 

According to Dr Zaks, it's impor­
tant for women to have die infoniia-
don diey need to make informed 
decisions about dicir healdi care. He 
said al least once a year 
Providence's staff tries to combine 
important healdi informaiion for 
women along widi a fun activity.

The fuel cell Fntegris inslalled is made by Plug 
Power. ba.sed in Latham, N.Y.. one of ils cusloiiiers. 
The unit cost about S7.'i.(XX) to install :ind will 
replace only a small p;in of the electricity used by llie 
factory. Waste heat, a byproduct of fuel cells, will 
produce hoi water for a kilchen ;ind an ouldixir ice-
melling syslem on tlie fuel cell pad. 

"Tlie economics have to improve." Gofidiiiiui said. 
"Bul we have to get ready for the day when we nm 
out of dinosaur juice, and the costs fall as the tech­
nology improves. Tlie cost of die .systems :ind the 
cost of priHlueing ;ind ilislribiiling llie fuel have lo 
come dovvn.

"Our basic direction is lo reduce the size, reduce 
the co.st .and increa.se the reliability," .said Gregory 
Silvestri, chief operating officer of Plug Power. "One 
of the gr?alest change agents for diat is parts consol­
idation and material substitution, and that's where 
Enlegris excels." 

Entegris said it has helped Plug Power cut die 
weight of the next-generation unit by 70 percent and 
the number of parts by 50 percent, helping to slice 
costs in half and reducing the size of ihe unit by iwo-
ihirds compared widi ihe firsi-generation unit. 

Fuel cells have been used to power NASA space­
craft for decades. They are also being used in many 
applications in Europe, including powering lighted 
road signs and traffic signals, Goodman .said, and 
they're close to becoming commercially viable to 
fun laptop computers and other electronic devices 
that rapidly mn down traditional batteries. 

For demonstrations, he funs a PowerPoint pnesen-

lalion on a laplop powered by ;i fuel cell in a mclal 
bo.si ahoul llie si/e of a backpack. Il uses a 2-liler 
conliiiner of nielhanol, which produces enough elec­
lricily to run the laplop for 2(X) hours or more.

Tosliib:! has said it will introduce a Ibcl-cell-powered 
kiplop in 2(X)4 that will use small, replaceable con-
laiiiers of methanol. The fuel cell, abnul the size of a 
cigarette pack, would nin llie laplop for five hours on

Among the conipoiienls l-nlegris makes is plastic 
containers for methanol, Goodman said. However, 

Ihe question of where consumers could buy Iho.se 
containers illuslrales one problem lhal could slow 
fuel-cell developnienl — lack of infrastructure. 

"Evenlually, they'll be sold al retail outlets, right 
vi'liere you buy balleries," he said, bul Ihe production 
and distribution syslem must be developed before 
they will be easily obtainable. 

One olher problem is what Goodman calls the 
"Hindenburg factor" — the widespread fear lhat 
hydrogen is highly llammable and dangerous. But 
hydrogen is light and dissipales quickly, he said, 
making it safer Ihan many olher fuels.

' One day you run into an old friend on die street — and 
' blank out completely on his name. 

Another lime, you stride with purpose from one end of 
your house to the odIer to do something — but when you 
get diere, ydii don't have a clue as to what il was. 

•you foig()t. 
It happens to all of us at one time or another. The mem-

ofy fails. Facts flutter away And generally, the older we 
get, die more we forget. 

But here's one piece of information you might want lo 
remember: Researchers and doctors say there are some 
ways to fix a faulty memory, or at least boost our powers 
of recollection. 

Tlie memory-aiding sU'ategies—which range from put-
ling infonnalion in a memorable context lo reducing stress 
and improving nuuition — can't be expected to cure 
advanced Alzheimer's disease, brain damage or other seri­

ous afflictions. But they 
_ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ ofl̂ f promise for people 

suffering from the normal, 
but troubling, lapses of 
memory related to aging. 

"It's the nagging little 
memory lapses lhat start to 
bother us," says ElizabeUi 
Glisky a University of 
Arizona psychology pro­
fessor who conducts 
reseiurh on memory. "Our 
research suggests lhal there 
are some diings you can do 
about il." 

Dr. Dharma Singh 
Khalsa, president of the 
Tucson, Ariz.-based 
Alzheimer's F'revention 
Foundation, shares that 
optimism. "The brain is 
flesh and blood just like die 
rest of the body," he says. 
"It's not a computer. It's not 

a piece of wood. It's an organ, so it needs exercise, oxygen, 
glucose and general good nutrition" lo fiInction well. 

That, Khalsa says, means diere's hope for preserving 
brain fiincdons such as memory — and even improving 
them. 

If it appears you're dealing wiUi normal forgelfulness, 
Glisky offers diese suggesdons: 

• Pay attention. That mighl sound obvious, but in, reali­
ty our minds sometimes wander instead of focusing on die 
maneraihand. 

"It may be dial some older people will have to con­
sciously make an effort to pay attendon," Glisky says. "It's 
not as automatic as it is for younger people." 

• Repeat information you want lo retain. For example, 
if you're introduced to several people al a party, try to 
repeat their names. One way to do this inconspicuously is 
to inlroduce your new acquaintances lo otiiers at die party. 
After several repetitions, you'll probably remember die 
names. 

• Make associations. Using die same example of meet­
ing people at a party, Uy to associate a pefson's name widi 
somediing about him or her. Harry might sport a diick 
mane of hair, and dial could be die association that would 
help you remember his name. Theresa might strike you as 
a bit saintly — like Modier Teresa. 

• Seek to view new infomiation in a context radier than 
as a stand-alone fact. "Some people remember die content, 
die detail, of an event, but diey have trouble remembering 
die context — where it happened, or who told diem about 
it," Glisky says. "You may not be able to evaluate die infor­
mation if you don't know where you got i l . . . . It's impor­
tant to try to integrate diese two — the content of die sen­
tence and who said it." 

•Write diings down. There's nodiing wrong with mak­
ing a list and relying on il. 

• Use it or lose it "It's still somewhat conU-oversial," 
Glisky says, "but there's some evidence lo suggest dial 
people who are mentally active will retain dieir cognitive 
abilities." 

Khalsa has sought to prevent and reverse memory loss 
witii "an integrative or holistic approach" in his work widi 
die Alzheimer's Prevention Foundation. These steps, he 
says, are "similar to a regular, healdiful lifestyle, bul 
diey're very important to mental function and memory." 

Khalsa's key factors include: 
• Nutrition. A nuUitious diet, low in saturated fats and 

bolstered widi vitamins and minerals, can benefit die brain 
just as it nourishes die rest of the body Khalsa says. 

• Stress management. "Stress raises a chemical in die 
blood called Cortisol. It's neurotoxic," he says. "It kills 
brain ceils in die memory center of die brain. Ways to 
reduce It would be meditation, yoga, massage or guided 
imagery." 

• Exercise. Bodi physical and mental exercise can help 
limit memory loss, Khal.sa says. "Studies have shown dial 
women who get regular exercise between die ages of 40 
and 60 have a lower incidence of Alzheimer's," he says. 
"... People who exercise increase blood flow to die brain 
and decrease memoiy loss." 

The brain itself tdso needs regular workouts, Khalsa 
says. What's requued is "thinking, but not intellectual 
diinking, like your job," he says. "This is die idea of doing 
somediing different — taking up a hobby or music, using 
flashcards or working crossword puzzles. You have to 
exercise your brain just as you exercise your body."

At a time when yoga is going 
mainstream, healdi experts say, 
anecdotally, die number of peo­
ple tieing injured in classes is 
rising at an alarming rale. 

They blame bodi students 
and yoga teachers. Students, 
they say, come to class expect­
ing to work out at the rapid, 
strenuous pace diey did in aero­
bics or die weight room. Many 
teachers, on die odier hand, are 
inldequately trained. 

Dr. James G. Garrick, an 
orthopedic surgeon and director 
of the Center for Sports 
Medicine at St. Francis 
llospital In San Francisco, said 
most of die injuries patients 
suffer are to the knee, followed 
by lower back and shoulder. 

The injuries result from peo­
ple hying to stretch dieir bodies 
into difliculi poses that are 
beyond their physical lImita-

iions. 
"The last couple of years 

we've been seeing a dramatic 
increa.se in die number of peo­
ple injured doing yoga," he 
said, "h's frightened us. As 
more people have gotten 
involved with yoga, the 
demand for classes has gone 
up, and diere are not enough 
instmctors, (and) those diat are 
there are newly or briefly 
trained." 

Ganick .said people can min­
imize dieir risk of lieing injured 
by finding a seasoned, patient 
instructor who doesn't push 
students beyond what their 
bodies are able to handle widi­
out pain. 

"Yoga is as mental an exer­
cise as it is a physical exercise," 
Garrick said, "lt seems snidios 
and snIdents are putting more 
emphasis on the physical, to die 
smdents' detriment. To stu­
dents, I would say if you feel 
discomfort ... getting into a 

position, you shouldn't do it 
Ignore anyone who tells you 
odierwise." 

Linda Sparrowe, yoga direc­
tor at die San Francisco Bay 
Club, said she carefully screens 
yoga instructor applicants, 
seeking teachers with a lot of 
experience. She checks refer­
ences and also attends a class to 
observe technique, looking for 
instructors who take time to go 
over poses widi individual sm­
dents, as well as alignment and 
anatomy. 

A non-profit group, die Yoga, 
Alhance, based in Reading, Pa., 
has foraied a voluntaiy registry 
for instructors who have com­
pleted a minimum of 200 hours 
of training and instruction. But 
tiiere is no national certification 
program for yoga instmctors. 

"You've got to be paying 
attention," Sparrowe said of 
what she looks for ui prospec­
tive instmctors. "Some smdents 
are going to be too embarrassed 

to admit diey have an injury. A 
good teacher will inquire with 
the individual student and 
advise diem if they're having 
pain to adjust dieir pose or stop. 
I look for dial kind of rapport 
and attention. 

"I think more continuing 
education for teachers is a criti­
cal tiling and more education 
for (students) to help them 
understand yoga isn'l about 
being better or faster. It's more 
of an intemal practice." 

San Francisco-area yoga 
teacher Arkady Shirin agreed. 

"Unfortunately, il takes pain 
in order for some people to 
realize diey're doing a pose 
wrong," he said. 

"My advice is always: Slow 
down. Yoga is supposed to 
restore -your body. People are 
hying to look like Madonna, 
pushing beyond dieir limits, 
when yoga is really about being 
content with who you are. It's 
not about competition."

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Co-ed workout 
groups test even 
iron men

At Memphis Fitness Club, 
women moving to a disco beat per­
formed curls, squats and lunges 
using barbells and weights. 

That wasn't too unusuol, The 
class, called BodyPump, a high-rep­
etition strength and endurance 
workout, is popular across the coun­
try, and it's making inroads here. 

The odd part was that two men 
were sweating it out with the 
women. At this club and at odiers, 
many men would rather be bitten by 
a snake than join a group exercise 
class. 

BodyPump promises a shape-up 
in record time, but the club owners 
had another reason for launching it. 

They wanted to lure men out of 
their lair, die free-weight area at the 
back of the main room, and into the 
group exercise gym. 

"Men like iron," said Tammy 
Cutberth, a BodyPump insUiictof 
and partner in the club "Even on a 
busy night here, die men stay at the 
back. That's their domain. They like 
the clanking of the weights and the 
camaraderie. It might as well say 
'No girls allowed.'" 

To them, group exercise is a 
nightmare of "ladies in leg-warmers 
whooping and jumping up and 
down," she said. 

Attracting tiiem was a feat, bul 
Cutberth has made progress. The 
club has won over eight to 10 men 
for its Monday evening classes and 
a handful Tor Saturday morning ses­
sions. ..1. . . . ,: ! ,,,,„,„, I 

Eddie Zeganra had never taken a 
group class in eight years at the club 
until his wife, Karen, talked him 
into taking this one with her. 

"It gives us time to do somediing 
together," he said, "and it's a really 
good class. It's hard. I about died 
the first time in there. I couldn't 
walk for a week." 

Nationally, the most popular 
group exercise for men at health 
clubs is Spinning, or group cycling, 
said Bill Howland, director of 
research for The Iniernational 
Health, Racquet & Sports Club 
Association. 

Men make up 33 percent of par­
ticipants in those classes. They 
make up 20 percent of participants 
in aquatic exercise (aerobics in a 
pool), which is the next most popu­
lar group class for men. It's low 
impact and tends to attract older 
men, he said. 

"You know why more men don't 
take this class?" asked Craig 
Williams, manager at Memphis 
Fitness Club, who was watching the 
BodyPumpers work out. "They're 
not tough enough. I did it, and it 
kicked my butt. And I'm strong as 
an ox." 

Women can lower the weights 
they're lifting, but men unaccus­
tomed to aerobics can't escape the 
demands on their cardiovascular 
system, he said. 

He was soon proven right. 
Midway through the class, while the 
women were managing, the men 
were red-faced and sputtering. 

At one point, they put down their 
weights and laughed at each other. 

"This class is a real equalizer," 
said Kenneth Fanell, 49, mopping 
his brow afterward. "You have no 
ego after the first 10 minutes. You 
stop worrying about what weights 
the women ate putting on next to 
you." 

Like ZegaIra, he takes the class 
because he wants to exercise with 
his wife, Deborah, also in the class. 
They couldn't run together because 
she couldn't keep up with him. 

Of the 200 or so students who 
patronize The Pilates Centre, Ballet 
Memphis's largest pilates site, only 
about 15 are men. 

Most take private lessons with 
perhaps five men showing up for 
group mat classes, said Tamara 
Hoffmann, pilates coordinator. 

"Maybe pilates doesn't appeal to 
ihem because it's detail oriented 
and it requires patience," she said, 
but diat̂ s a mistake. "Almost every 
man I know has more upper-body 
strength tiian core strength." They 
have "tight shoulders, tight backs, 
tight everything." 

With pilates, "you're building 
strength while you're stretching," 
said Hoffmann.

Few drops orange or yellolv food coloring 
Small plastic bags, as needed 
Plastic spider finger rings, as needed 

Equipment: Lollipop collar molds; Silicone bak­
ing mat 

If you h;ivc lollipop collar molds, lay them on a 
silicone baking mat-lined sheet pan, fil them with 
sticks and place 1 piece of candy corn in each col­
lar. Or. just lay out the sticks in rows on a non-
slick mat. leaving ? inches of space between 
them, and place a piece of candy com above Ihe 
slick. 

Combine the sugar, com syrup and waler in a 
clean, dry, small saucepan (preferably one with a 
pouring spoui) filled wiih a candy ihemnomeieL 
and bring to a boil over high heat. 

Withoul stirring, cook unlil the mixture reach­
es 305 degrees or "hard crack" stage on the candy 
thermometer. (While Ihe syrup is cooking, occa­
sionally wash down the sides of the pan with a 
clean bmsh dipped in water, to prevent crystal­
lization.) 

When the mixture is done, remove the pot from 
the heat and dip it inlo an ice bath for 15 seconds 
lo stop Ihe cooking. 

Add the extract and food coloring and stir very 
gently with a wooden skewer so lhat ihe color is 
evenly distributed. (To avoid air bubbles in the 
finished lollipops, stir the mixture gently in both 
directions, but be careful not to over-mix.) 

Pour or carefully spoon the syrup inio ihe 
molds or ju.st over the sticks and candy corns, if 
not using collars, to make a quarter-sized disk. 
Cool until hard, at least 20 minutes. 

Lift the suckers off the mat and remove from 
the molds. Slip plastic bags over the lollipops and 
gather the bag shut with a plastic spider finger 
ring. Store in an airtight container for up to two 
days.

In the past decade, the popularity of U.S. lami-
raised catfish has grown well beyond lis deep-fried 
Southern loots, making ;i yeai-roiind ap|X';iraiice in the 
fish eiLses.of major grwery stores and in ni:iiiy of die 
counuy's most upscale restaurants. 

Since 1996. the per capita consumption of callish 
has about tripled in the United Suiles. according lo the 
Callish Institute in Indianola, Miss., jumping from 
0.41 of a pound lo 1.15 pounds. 

Chel's are drawn to U.S. liuiii-raised callish for its 
fimi texture, mild fiavor and versatility. No one ques­
lions lhal it lastes great fried, bul these days it's show­
ing up on menus baked, broiled, grilled and steamed. 

Il also helps lhal callish is reasonably priced com­
pared with odier fish and is a goixi choice for the envi­
ronment. Famied catfish, unlike their wild, boltoiii-
feeding cousins, iu'c fed high-protein, grain-based pel­
lets dial float on die surface of the ponds. 

The Monterey Bay Aquarium.iilhe-iNational. 
Audubon Society and the Rnviroiiniental Defense 
Fund list catfish as a "best choice," saying il is nol 
overilshed or ianiied in ways lhat harm the environ-
nienl. 

KiU-en Adler. co-author of "Fish and Shellfish. 
Grilled & Smoked," also likes the raised-in-lhe-U.S.A. 
label. "It's really the all-Anierican idol of llsli." she 
says. 

Long-time customers at Mania's Soulhern 
Plantation restaurant in Salt Lake Cily could have lold 
diem dial. 

Since 1997, when Ihe restaurant opened, diners 
have been ordering deep-fried or biackencd callish for 
dinner, calfish siuidwiches Ibr lunch and even asking 
for it at breakfiLsl. 

"People order it anytime of day," says Owen 
Hoskins, the restaurant's hostess. 

While biu-becued ribs ancl Iried chicken are popular, 
owners Mark and Rosalind Cazares say catfish is 25 to 
30 percent of die restaurant's business. "It's popular," 
says Ciizares. 

Part of die reason rests in the rcsumranl's secret cat­
fish coaling, a blend of conimeal and spices developed 
by Rosalind's late mother. 

However, he shaies diis lidbil: "Tiie best tasting cal­
fish fillets are telween 7 and 9 ounces." he says. 
"When you get diem bigger than lhal, Uiey aie too oily 
and the meat isn't as sweet." 

Here are a few suggestions offered by Uie Catfi.sh 
Institute: 

• Bake: Heat oven to 375 degrees. Place seasoned 
catfish fillets in a shallow baking pan and bake for 8 to 
10 minutes or when the diickest pan of the fillets begin 
to fiake widi a fork. 

• Broil: Place seiisoned callish fillets under the 
boiler under high beat for 3-1/2 to 4 minutes. Turn. 
Cook on die odier side for die .same amount of time or 
unlil die thickest piul of fillet te'gins to fiake widi a 
fork. 

• Grill: Place seasoned calfish fillets on grill over 
high heal for 3-1/2 to 4 minutes. Tum. Cook on the 
olher side for the same amount of time or until the 
thickest part of fillet begins lo fiake wilh a i'ork, 

• Steam: Place .sea.soned fillet on lop of a leaf of 
leuuce inside a steamer (Kamboo is ideal). Cover 
Steam over gently boiling water for 6 to 10 minutes or 
unlil the thickest part of fillet begins to Hake wilh a 
fo*. 

I S P I C Y B L A C K E N E D C A T F I S H 

(Sen'cs 2) 
2 teaspoons siveet paprika 
1/2 teaspoon drieil oregano, crumbled

The good news aboul home down-payment grant 
programs is that they make it easier for people to 
buy a home. 

The bad news about home down-payment grant 
prognuns is that ihey make ii easier for people to 
buy a home. 

Love Ihem or hale them, these programs offered 
by non-profit groups are sweeping ihe counUy. 

A former lender for one of ihe largesl builders in 
die counliy, Cenlex Homes, said she's used the 
"gifting" gram program for 60 perceni of ihe loans 
she makes in Ihe Denver area. 

"Tliey're very importani," said Shawna Johnson, 
a fonner senior loan officer wilh CTX Mortgage, 
Cenlex Homes' mortgage loan division. She now 
works al Shea Mortgage and plans lo conlinue lo 
promote Ihe programs. 

Critics charge lhat down-payment programs are 
infiaiing home prices that are al record levels; 
increasing the number of foreclosures, which is 
already up 38.5 percent from last year and causing 
renters to leave apartment comniunilies in droves. 

How it works: 
Let's say a seller is listing a home for $200,000. A 

buyer comes along who has the income .and credit lo 
buy the home bul needs $5,000 for a down payment. 

Instead of the home selling for $200,000, it sells 
for $205,000. and $5,000 goes lo a nonprofit group, 
plus a fee. 

The non-profit group dien turns over die $5,000 to 
the buyer for the 
down payment.

Tlie problem, crit- p,jni;jpai of Apaitmenl Realty 
ics say, is that Ihe . .

Thai infiaiion also can skew 
appmisals of homes in ihe neighborhood, criiics say. 

In turn, diat can be conuibuling io rising foreclo­
sure rates, some coniend. 

That's a concern of die Colorado Housing and 
Finance Authority, which provides zero-interest sec­
ond mortgages to first-time and low- and moderate-
income home buyers. 

The authority requires bonowers to put at least 
$1,000 down, said David Martinez, spokesman for 
CHFA. 

"We w;ant to make sure they have some of dieir 
own money inlo die house," Martinez said. CHFA 
also requires Uiat bon-owers attend a class on home-
ownership diat dis­
cusses what will be 
required to make 
dieir monthly mort­
gage payments. 

Gifiing programs Estlniated nunllier of 
are a hot topic in the Ilomes purchased 
apartment industry, ilationwide each monlh 
said Jeff Hawks, through doMm-payment 
principal of grant pltigrams 
Apartment Really 
Advisors. 

"Everyone is talking about it," Hawks said. "They 
could cause some real problems in ihe housing 
indusdy. If it is really inie dial a loi of diese down 
payments are funny money, and noi irue down pay­
ments, we could see a con^cdon come lhat will be 
preliy stiff and pretty quick." 

Debate continues 
But not everyone agrees dial the programs are 

fundamentally undennining die real estate market. 
John Davis, a veteran agent widi RE/MAX 

Southeast, sees bodi sides of Uie equation. "It is a 
good tool, but I Uiink a lot of real estate brokers are 
using diem to make transacdons dial shouldn't be 
made," Davis said. 

"They'iie not necessarily a bad ihing, because 
diey allow a segment of die market to buy a house 
dial odierwise couldn't," Davis said. "They are 
inflating die market. But diey're not leading to more 
foreclosures. That's being cau.sed by people losing 
dieir jobs." 

The down-payment programs were started in 
1997 by ihe Nehemiah Corp., a non-profit group 
based in Sacramento, Calif Dozens of oUier groups 
have entered die business since. 

"We are die oldest and die largest" said Scott 
Syphax, president of Nehemiah. "We make over 
36,000 grants a year. We've given away more lhan 
$500 million. Now, Uiere are hundreds doing what 
we do. More are springing up every day." 

Since 1998, Nehemiah has made 4,828 grants for 
a total gift amount of $25.75 miUion in Colorado, or 
an average of about $5,300 per home buyer The 
average income of a Nehemiah down-payment gift 
recipient is $44,651. Typical home buyers are in 
Uieir late 20s and 30s and tend to be single parents. 

It's estimated Uiat more Uian 17,000 homes 
nationwide are purchased each month Uirough 
down-payment grant programs, representing about 3 
percent of all home sales. 

Syphax said when Nehemiah compared its fore­
closure rate wiUI Fedeial Housing Administration-
insured loans, "our rates of default are lower J diink 
Uiese people know Uiey have been given a chance to 
own a home, and if Uiey lose Uieir home. Uiey know 
Uieir chance of ever buying a home again is slim to 
none."

Wilh al least one big bank 
poised to start charging for certain debit card 
iransaciions, what you don'l know could hurt 
your wallet 

Citizens Bank, the Rhode Island-based bank 
lhat look over Mellon Financial Corp.'s branch 
banking business nearly two years ago, will 
begin Aug. 25 chiirging certain customers 35 
cents every lime ihey authorize a debit card pur­
chase by punching in their personal identifica­
tion number Signature-based debit card transac­
tions will remain free. 

The PIN fee will be waived for customers 
with "Circle" checking accounts, which require 
a minimum combined b>ilance of $5,000. 

Citizens says it wants to encourage customers 
io choose signature-based debit card transactions 
because they bring the bank more revenue from 
retailers than PlN-based transactions. 

In general, however, customers favor PIN-
based purchases because ihey offer a cash-back 
feature. Retailers like them belter, too, because 
they cost less to process. 

When you swipe your card and authorize your 

purchase wilh a PIN, it works like an ATM trans­
action, immediately deducting the cost from 
your account. Retailers are charged a fiat fee to 
process it. 

When you use your signature, the transaction 
is processed through the visa or MasterCard sys­
tems, which create a debit against your account. 
That nielhod, which takes several days to actual­
ly deduct the money from your account, ends up 
costing merchants more because they're charged 
a fee in the form of a percentage of the transac­
tion amount 

Currently, relatively few banks charge cus­
tomers for using Iheir debit cards, also common­
ly refen-ed to as check cards. 

Lasl year, 12 percent of consumers nation­
wide got hil with fees for PIN-secured transac­
tions, while 4 perceni were charged for signature 
transactions, according to a survey by Star 
Systems, operator of the Star and MAC A T M 
networks. 

For customers whose banks do charge them, 
fees can pile up quickly. Consumers on average 
use their debit cards twice a week, with heavy 
users averaging five or more transactions a 
week, according to Star Systems. 

Citizens says customers concerned about the 
PIN fee should simply pick the signature-based 

nielhod, even though it doesn't allow ihem lo get 
cash back. 

The bank has charged ihe PIN fee in ils New 
England hometown market for years and wanted 
to make all markets uniform, senior vice presi­
dent Lisa Stanton said. 

Next year, however, ii could get a liitle hard­
er for consumers to choose pens instead of Uieir 
PINs. 

Under terms of a lawsuit settlement among 
retailers (led by Wal-Mart), and the credit card 
giants visa and MasterCard, merchants will be 
free in January to slop offering signaiure-based 
debit iransaciions even if they lake visa and 
MasterCard credit cards. Previously, retailers 
weren't allowed to offer one without the oUier in 
what became known as the "honor all cards" 
rule. 

visa and MasterCard also agreed to lower 
their fees starling in August through the end of 
the year 

Although retailers aren't likely io drop signa­
ture-based debit cards en mass since so many 
people use them, unless visa and MasterCard cut 
their processing fees next year, more merchants 
are expected to install PIN based keypads at their 
checkouts and promote their use. 

W i t h C r e d i t e v a l u a t i o n , i t ' s a l l a b o u t t h e s c o r e

These days, consumers who wanl io borrow money are 
evaluated first on how well Uiey pay Uieir bills. 

For most, that evaluation is based on a credit score. The 
higher Uie score. Uie greater Uie assurance to die lender Uiat 
the borrower will boUi repay the loan and do so on rime. 

Still, many consumen, don't know Uieir credit score, 
how it affects them or how to raise it in order to qualify for 
lietter loans. 

Those planning to borrow for Uie first time should take 
Uie time to understand what is al stake in a score. 

A good place to start is www.myfico.com, a Web site 
hosted by Fair Isaac Corp., which pioneered Uie concept of 
credit scoring in die late 1950s. 

The site gives a quick lesson in die importance of hav­
ing a good score. A consumer wiUi a high score of 720 to 
850, for example, might qualify for a home mortgage rate 
of around 6 percent or slighUy higher 

But anoUier consumer wiUi a lower credit score, say, m 
the Inid-600s, might have to pay several points more. 

Raise That Credit Score: 

I Keep balances low on credit cards and other forms of credit. High outstanding debt can 
affect a score. 

I Pay off debt rather than shifting it from one card to another. The most effective way to 
improve your score in this area is by paying down your revolving credit. 

• Don't open a number of new credit cards that you don't need just to increase your avail­
able credit. 

I Myvesta, a non-profit consumer credit group in Rockville, Md., said the biggest factor in a 
credit score is payment history. That accounts for about 35 percent of the score. 

I The total amount of debt accounts for another 30 percent. 

I The length of your credit history accounts for about 15 percent of a score. The longer the 
history, the better. 

I Other factors include types of credit and new credit. Applying for a lot of new credit can 
push a score lower. 

I Three well-known sources of scores are these widely used credit nepofting agencies: 
Equifax (www.equifax.com); Experian (www.experian.com); and TransUnion (www.tran- 
sunion.com). 

I Expect to pay a fee to see scores or accompanying credit reports.

Swinging for t l i e Fences 
As itie annual chase for b;ise-

ball's World Series championship 
begins, American small-business 
owners have more in common 
wiih ihe players on ihe field than 
they might realize. 

Entrepreneurs are no strangers 
to blistering curves, wild pitches 
and knuclileballs thrown at them 
with blinding speed. Instead of 
horsehide-covered spheres weigh­
ing five ounces, these "balls" 
aimed at small-business owners 
appear with frightening regularity 
in the form of government-man­
dated wages, regulations and 
taxes. 

Somehow though, morale in 
the dugout is high, according to 
the results of NFIB's recent eco­
nomic trends report. Optimism 
on Main Street took a big leap 
recently and the buzz among the 
team is that noiv's the lime to 
expand operations. 

But the team of lawmakers 
from Capitol Hill reared back and 
fired a high, hard one when it 
refused to update the nearly 50-
yciir-old employee overtime pro­
visions of the Fair Labor 
Standards Act to give workers 
flexibility and allow employcis to 
offer financial rewards for 
improved productivity and prof­
itability 

That wasn't the first one to 
cross the sniall-bu.sincss plate. 
Back before the economy started 
gaining momcntuin, a mandatory 
wage increa.se bill came out of 
the Senate's left field. 
Dccepiively labeled the Fair 
Minimum Wage Act of 2003, this 
slider llircalcncd to nail .small 
business in the hip pocket with 
yet another government-imposed 
pay boost to $5.90 an hour, then 
another hike to $6.65 one year 
later. 

Needless to say, small busine.ss 
cried "foul" and opposed the 
measure on the grounds that gov­
ernment manipulation of the 
starting wage has failed as a tool 
of social and economic improve­
ment. Free-enterjirise umpires 
agree that minimum wage hikes 
nol only hurt small firms, but 
ihcir employees as well. 

But the challengers continue to 
ignore the cheers rising from the 
stands as reports of capital-
spending improvement, inventory 
investment and hiring plans Hash 
up on the scoreboard. The econ­
omists who conducted the recent 
survey assure us that the record 
optimism stats signal big wins for 
growth during the second half of 
this year. 

Growing finns could put one in 
the upper deck, but procedural 
.spitballs from the Senate have 
prevented the Economic Growth 
and Tax Relief Reconciliation Act 
of 2001 from becoming a pemia-
nent change to the tax code. 
Good only through 2010, this 
statute provides smail-busiiie.ss 
owners temporary relief from 
high individual tax rates, elimi­
nates the death tax, eliminates the 
marriage penalty and makes a 
number of significant tax cuts 
and reforms to our nation's pen­
sion laws. But what happens 
then? Without a permanent, pre­
dictable policy environment in 
which to make .sound business 
decisions, small-business owners 
will be scoring fewer economic 
home runs. 

One fat pitch that entrepre­
neurs could slam into orbit would 
come in the forni of affordable 
medical care through Association 
Health Plans, but while the 
House has done its part, the 
Senate isn't even in the ballpark 
yet. 

Still, no matter how many wild 
pitches American small-business 
owners face, you can always 
count on them to hang in there 
and swing for the fences.
