M District takes
a wait-and-see
attitude

Although the stute would like to
sce every sith prade siudent with
u laplop computer in his or her
hands, the probability of il iy
prowing less likely by the day.
With an %800 million deficit
leoming, educators aren’l sure il
and how the program will work.
Even State Senator Nancy Cassis,
who voled for the laplop legisla-
tion in Wc beginning, 5 now will-
ing to reconsider becuuse in her
words, “The cost is too greal al &
time when there miy be other
needs and when school aid dollars
are searce.”

Novi Community  School
District Superintendent Emmett
Lippe believes that the iden of giv-
ing a laptop compulter to every
sixth grader is a good one, but
there are slill many unanswered
questions thal must be addressed.

A mujor congern that he and
many olher educators have is,
even if iuplops were provided this
year, there are many costs in get-
ling them started wp. He explained
that the iniGul information said
that it would cost $25 per sludent
for the: lapiaps, so schools would
have thal cost plus the cost of
installing all the equipment and
getting iLall set up. All those cosls
combined with the state deficit
puls a damper on the whole idca.

Olher questions that Lippe has
i, if schools pay for the first year, ©
what about the other three, four, or
five years that might be on the
lease? And when 4 chiid moves on
io the sevenlh grade, docs he or
she take the computer along, or
does it sty in the sixth grade?

“We really don't huve much
information. about. those kind of
details yet," Lippe said. “A lot of
people are izking a kind of wail-
and-see attitade and not gelling
too involved in it uniil the plan is

W Pastor Gary
Elfner believes
home-schooling
is the wave of
the future

While driving around the Novi
areg, it would be a little tough 10
miss the many educational institu-
tions that pepulale the area so
abundanily. Not only would one
n into a Navi public schoal
every few blacks, but there are
also many Montessori schools,
day cares and not 10 be forgolten,
the Nevi Chaistian School,

Nestled
away behind
the First
Baptist
Church  of
Novi, the
Novi
Christian
School is
localed on the
corner of Talt  Elfner
and 11 Mile
Rouds, 1t is & non-traditional
school which offers on campus
¢classes and home scheoling,
which is the organization’s bread
and butter.

According to Dr. Gary Elfner,
the church's pastor, the Nevi
Christian School teaches a lot of
studenis who woeuld have other-
wisc failed in the public school
system.

“We like to take kids into our
home school progam who have
no hope or nobody is icaching
them,” Eifner said. "*We have had
a few kids who have beer kicked
out of a public school and there
are some counselors who will rec-
ommend bs because (hey know
that we can help them, We give
them a diagnostic test, we find out
where they are, we give them
materiad that they can learn from
and they do exiremely well herc.”

Flfuier teld a story about a bay
whom be belicves was headed for
prison had he not enrolled at the
Novi Christian School. He was in
the seventh grade and could not
read. According te Elfner, the boy
He could read his name, but he
could not pick up the most juve-

oty ook off 3 shelf utd réad it

’“"H’i ’ibalxlléhts Were bhntincéd by the
Wslaffof the boys” school that he
would never he able to read, so he
was given a test which showed
that he could.
“He wasn’t retarded, he just
basically was not taught to read in

e
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the public school,” Elfner said.
“So, within four years here he
praduated with a 12.9 across the
board on his CAT tes1. Sc many of
the parents who bring their kids
here think (hat they are so far
behind, when in fact, with a Lintle
proper teaching, they can be so fur
ahead it many ditlerent subjects,”

Elfner explained that it's ulti-
malely up to the parents whether
they put their kids in the on cam-
pus school or home school, but
administrators also have a say in it
us well because of an elaborate
screening process, The home
school screening is more liberal
because o parent is tuking care of
their child’s education. A Jot of
parents are convinced that they
can nel leach a child, Wt the
teaching is done in the curriculuny
itself and it's complete.

The school's on campus pro-
gram has a computerized cureicu-
lum which is tonally interactive.
Sa, instead of reading about Dr.
Martin Luther King Ir., students

" can watch his speech, or instead

of reading about the White House
the siudents can take a tour of it
on the computer. ’

“In the public scheels, out of
necessity, they have to put sw-
dents into school according to
age,” Elfner said. “They’re mov-
ing thousands of kids through the
educalion program, so (hey have
1o do that according te the admin-
isiration. They don't have 2
choice, but if a parent comes in
here with a four year cld son who
is doing very well in reading,
we'll put him in beginning reag-
ing. But they couldn’t do that in a
public system that has to adminis-
trate thousunds of kids, so thdt's
another advantage that we have
here. We work very closely with
the parepts,”

Home schogling is
encouraged

Elfer said that though the
school offers both on campus
teaching and home teaching, he
and his sialf try to encourage the
lrome school program meore, Lust
year there were between 20 and
25 students enrolled in the on
campus school, but there were
over 200 home schaolers.
Students were cnrolled in the on
campus program (rom as far as
Westland, Brighton, Detroit and
Redford, just 1o name a few cities.

‘We feel that home schooling is the
premiere  type of education
because it's doable, The curricu-
lum teday is much more family
friendly and, we have scen great
results from it statistically.”

Ruth Ploski is the home school
director at Novi Christian School.
She-explained that most of (he
students enrolled in home school-
ing are from the Detroit area and % i
its suburbs, bul she also has a few
students enrolled from other patls
of the 1.5, In one case, as far as
Arizona.

“People find oul about us most-
1y Lhrough our web site,” Ploski
said, “There arc many reasons
why parents would want to enroll
their children in home school. We
see a variety of situations where
different [umilies want t take
their children out of the public
schools because they are failing.

Plaski explaincd that it's up lo
the students how (hey do the
work, The scheol has certain stan-
dards that students have to meet,
especially when they get to the
high school level, but parents

To recapitulale, Bob
Thompson, a retired Plymoulh-
area businessman, offered $200
million to build fifteen 300-5tu-
dent independeni charter Righ
schools in Dewoit wilh o targeted
90 percent graduation rate. State
legistalion would be required, of
course, and for a while it looked
as though Gov, Grasholm, Mayor
Kilpatrick and the Repubiicin-
dominated legislature were about
to agree on an enabling bill,

But, io and behald, the Detroit
Federation of Teachers skipped
work, staged an angry demonstra-
tion on the Cupitol grounds and
leaned - on Kilpatwick, who with-
drew his support, Granholin then
accused the Republicans of slip-
ping unacceptable linguage into
the draft bill. And 1he whele thing
collapsed in a maze of recrimina-
tions. Tellingly, Janna Garrison,
the president .of 1he DET, wus, .
quoted in a Time Magazine picce
last week as injesting racial poli-
tics into (he deak: “If somcone
from oulside came to Beb
Thempson’s suburban town and
said, ‘I'm gonna give you a fot of
money for cducation, but we
spend it my way,’ they just would-

talked w since have custigated the
governar (or not having the guts to
sland wp to the mayer and the
DFT.

And (he DFT
and the mayor
say, ‘No o deal!’

guts Lo address the core issues thal
lurk behind the deficit. These have
1o do with the basic structure of
Michigan’s ax system, the chron-
ic structural deficit builu into the
state budget and deeply ingrained
bad habits in the way he state
spends money.

1 urge Gov, Graphelm to take &
courageous step und submil tvo
cntirely different state budgels.
One would solve the deficil by
spending culs alone wd provoke
screps of prolest from every
known constiluency. The other

would propose a [ar-reaching -

restrucluring of the workings,
costs and revenues of stute gov-
ernmenl. At that point, the gover-
nor would be enticely justified in
challenging the legislature 10 have
the gits 10 lk about the root
causes of our finuncial problems
ruther than tuke the safely partisan

sourse, of foolig around Lpeir .

edges. And oul of such a discus-
sion might emerge enough politi-
cal courage o gel ut long-term
solulions to our chronic budget
problems.

13 Address defects in the archi-
teclure of the state's tax system,
Right now, Lhe two big laxes are
the & percent state szles tax on
most goods (excluding foed and
prescription drugs) that yields
around $7 billion a year, and the
Single Business Tax that is inde-
seribubly complex {though basi-
cally & tax on payrell) that yields
around $2 billion a year and
makes Michigan look like a terri-

ble plice 10 do business. Why not

broaden the base on which the
sales tax is levied (o include serv-
ices of most sarts, making it pos-
sible to maintain state revenues
and ailow a rote reduction?
Expents tell me, for example, that
eliminating the SBT und placing u
reduced 5 percent sales lax on
both goods and services would be
roughly revenue-neutral, while
adding a flut corporate prolits %
would increase faimess,

2) Correct silly ways of spend-
ing money. Take, for example, the
way the state pays for foster care.
Right now, the state pays by the
day lor custody of children whose
family situation is unstable or
unhealthy. This costs around $323
million per yeur, not counting
medical expenses. But the point of
foster care is notl 1o keep kids
there: it is to get them either back
1o their families er into adoption.

Of course, none of this will be
ensy. Frankly, T wonder whether
this term-limited legislature has
members with the experience 10

panticipate in such a dislogue.

Granholm is ong of the few politi-
clans arcund with the cemmuanica-
tion skills (o explain and sell such
a package 1o the voters of
Michigan.

Dems stumble, bumble along

Last week, 1o great fanfare, the
nine-count-"ern-ning  Democratic
candidate had what was called a
"debale” in Detroit’s swanky Fox
Theater,  There
were (Tashy back-
drops! Flag
bunting  galore!
Power  ties! A
podium for every
palate!

Yel every sign
indicates that the
public paid next to
no attention to it.
The next day, Do
one outside the
political  classes
was talking about
the so-called
debale.

The  gencra
public wasn't
allowed anywhere near the affais,
and mest "normal” people seemed
only vaguely aware il bad hap-
pened at all.

And small wonder. The enlire
thing was largely — although not
completely — 2 protesque wisle
of time, at lcastif you expected to
get real insight into these candi-
dates. Roger Ailes, the former
Reagan "spin doctor” who is now
president of Fox News, called it "a
public service so eritical o our
democratic process.”

Fact is that it was anything but.
Frankly, it couldn™t have been; the
number of candidates and the for-
mat made anything like a rea-
soned comparison of views, or
even of temperaments and styles,
impossible in an hour and a palf.

What happened was that a can-
didate was asked a question, and
then another candidate would be
asked a different question, There
was no teal opporsumity to com-
pare views, although some used
their questions to take nasty little
digs at their competitors. ("Unlike
Seaator X, | have always been in
favor of jobs and matherhood.”)

Fox News thought so highly of
the marketability of their “public
service” that they did not broad-
cast it on their main over-the-air
chanel, relegating it instead 10
the far reaches of cable. Actually,
the debate was jointly sponsored

by Fox, traditionally reparded as
the most conscrvative of net-
works, and the Congressional
Black Cauctis, which is seen as
among the most
liberal ef factions.
And within that
odd pairing lies
the Democralic
Party's fundamen-
tal paradox.
Eveirybody
knows that the
Democratic nomi-
nee will get at
leas! 90 percent of
the Africun-
American vote for
president  next
year. And every-
body knows that
the Republican
candidate — Mr.

This always happens. [y Drtroil.
both Al Gere and Jennifer Granhelm
pot 94 percent of all the votes —
about as close (o UNANIMOUS a5 you
can have in a democracy.

Yel at the same (me, in this
nation where race is still the defin-
ing American dilemma,
Democrats have 1o make surc they
are ol pereeived as the “hlack
party.” The last Democral who
won a majority of the white voie
was Lyndon Johnson in 1964,

Today, Democrals can win the
presidency — or the governorship
of Michigan — only by gelting a
Iarge black tumout and a large
minority share of the white vote.

Democrats fear that if their can-
didaic is perceived as being “"roo
pro-black.” he or she will be over-
whelmed at the polling places of
white America.

However, if a Democratic can-
didate is pergeived as nat being
fricndly enough to African-
American interests, many black
voters may just stay home, which
is what happened lo then-Gov,
Jamnes Blanchard in 1990.

Last week’s debate featured a
black moderator and a local black
anchorman. Questioners tossed
softer-edged questions at the two
black candidates, Al Sharptor. and
Carol Moseley Braun, neither of

whom hos a real chance at the
nomination.

Shurpton, in fact, stole the show
wilh lines like " replace the
Christian  right with right
Christians,” and "Why are we told
that it is an honor for the poor lo
dic for their country while it is a
burden for the rich lo pay their
taxes to-thelr country?”

US. Rep. Dennis Kucinich, D- |

OChio, the former national joke as
mayor of Cleveland, shewed he was
siill Dennis the Menuce with his
bizarre assertion that there had been
300 murders in  Detroit in
Scprernber. The real figure was 33,

Kwame Kilpatrick, Detroit’s mayor, |
was 50 upsel he demanded, and gol,

a comrection during the debate.

Possibly Lhe worst news fqr the |
Democrats, however, were that the
gang of nine spent most ol their

time conveying 2 Johnny-One-
Note message: Bush and his poli-
cies are bad, They managed Lo
score a few points, though the for-
mat and the time constraints
meant their arguments were most-
ly reduced o little more than slo-
gans.

But they were much less good
atoffering the voters something to
be for. U.S. Sen. John Edwards
did, in an intriguing part of his
closing statement, pledge to make
higher education affordable for
all, Wesley Clark, though it was
clear he was mew to the political
wars, managed (o convey an
impression of strength and Jeader-
ship, though it wasn't exactly
clear where he wanted to Jead us.

Eventually, some Democrat
may emerge from this process
who is able to make « real con-
nection with the people. The econ-
omy and the morass in Irag may
tum voters so sour that ey will
elect just about any D:moueat
when they go ta vole for pi sident
onc year from te.ay. Fo now,

Many cooks are living large with femon varieties

Think sbout lemons — Lhe way
they look, their many uses from furni-
tre polish o lemonade, how inex-
pensive they arc.

“Lemons:  Growing, Cooking,
Crafting™ ($18.95, Chronicle Books),
an interesting celebration of the
lemon by Kate Chynoweth and
Eiizabeth Woodson, sparks an explo-
ration inlo lemon varieties.

“That gave me an carly love of
lemons., When [ grew up and moved
1o Seatlle, I started to leam ubout the
history ol lemons. 1 thaughl they orig-
inated in the Mediterrancan, They
came from India. It was fascinating.”

While there are about 200 varieties
of lemons grown in the United States,
20 or so common cultivars are avail-
able in supermarkets. produce mar-
kets and specialty food stores.

The most common is the Eureka —
a fruil with a thick peel, a juicy polp,
a mildly oblong shape and ihe knack
for growing vigorously almost year-
round in Califomnia.

Eurcka originated in seed from an
Italian lemon called Luminaric. The
seed was planted in Los Angeles in
1858. By the 1880s, it was propagat-
ed by rancher Thomas Garey, who
named it Garey's Eureka.

Next in popularity is the Lisbon, a
lemon that originated in Portugal
about 1820, was introduced to
California in 1849 and is nearly iden-
tical in qualities to Eureka,

The Meyer, a hybrid cross of a
lemon and a mandarin orange, was
discovered by a Duich explorer born
Frans Nicholas Meijer ([875-1918), a
botanist and gardener who worked in
the Amsterdam Botanical Gardens.

“T withdraw from Eumanity and try

10 find relaxation in plants” Meijer
wrote in a 1901 letter to u friend,

That was the year he amived in
New York and got a job in the U.S.
Departiment of Agriculre green-
houses in Washington, D.C. Meijer
changed his named (o Frank N,
Meyer and became an itinerant aurs-
ery worker, landing jobs at businesses
that would pay for his global plant
exploration,

He went 1o Chile. He waveled 10
California. Ard in 1908, Meyer ven-
tured to China.

Near Beijing, he found a plant
growing in a pot located in a doorway.
It had a sweel Laste. 1t was the orange-
lemon hybrid that bears his name.

He brought the lemon to America,
along with specimens of persimmon,
Iotus, the Chinese horse chestnut and
the now-popular herb called ginkgo
bileba.

Meyer collected some 30,000 plant
specimens. He introduced soybeans
to America, plus new types of grain,
fruit, vegetables, bean sprouts and
bamboo. Plapning to return fo
America from another Chinese trip in
1918, Meyer sailed down the Yangtze
River io Shanghai. He died under
mysterious circumsiances.

Friends recalied a leiter he had
writien while in China.

“Our short life," Meyer wrote, “will
never be long cnough to find out
about this mighty land. When I think
about all these unexplored areas, I get
1 will have to roam
around in my mext life,”

Running backgtound checks on prospective employ-
ees is easier than ever, but that hasn’t deterred job
seckers from embellishing their resumés.

Especially in 2 soft economy, hiring managers say
they constuntly run into applicants who use fictiticus
dates to cover up stretches of unemployment, Others
exaggerate their skills, sales figures or work responsi-
bilities (o shine in a competitive job markel.

Some create blatant lies, confident they won't be
caught,

“T had 4 person who lisled four jobs, and when 1
called to verify her employment, she hadn't worked at
any of those places,” recalled Patti Heckman, viee
president of human resources for Sports Endeavors, a
direst-mail company in Hillsborough, N.C.

] was floored. But it's just one of those things:
People need jobs, and they're going to do what they
feel they need (o do to get those jobs.”

At least half of the resumés submitied to The
Accuro Group are padded in some way, said Jenaifer
C. Dunleavy, president of the Cary, NC., human
resources consulting and swmffing company.

She recalled one applicant with an impressive cor-
porate career, including a former Glle as vice president,
who lied to her agency about liaving eamed an impor-

Some companies expect that their screening process
is Figorous enough 1o discourage fraud. But there are
also iweas whare most hiring managers will have diffi-
cully asserting what's trze and what's not.

Many recruiters expect job applicants to automati-
cally inflate their current salary. They get around that
by instead asking what his or ber pay expectations
would be, said Amanda Mancuso, human resotrees
director for Scynexis, a Durham company that does
chemical research for the pharmaceatical industy.

Carolina [nvestigative Research of Cary conducts
hundreds of background checks on job applicants
every week for employers, Llooking at everything from
a person’s driving and criminal records to college
degrees and previous employment, Many clients are
contractors who send employees o work in private
homes, said company president Ann Lane.

With rore employers paying closer altention to
hires, Lane's stail has mere than doubied in the past
five years, Today, seven employess at the firm use
phones and the Intemet to probe 2 person's profession-
al and personal background .

But they, teo, can have difficulty confirming every
detail.

As a gemologist and |aboratory directorat
American Gemology Laboratory in Banletl,
Tenn., a Menphis suburb, O'Malley identi-
fies and grades colored stones and jewels for
individuals and major jewelry siore owNCTs.

She recently struck up a friendship with a
handmade platinum, diamond and sapphire
ring she appraised at almost $290,000. She
wasn"t fazed by the value: “T sec so much,”
she said.

Crne woman brought a load of jewelry in
a Tupperware storage bin o the Jaboratory.

“She was going through a divorce and resd-

ed 1o document everything for a setlement.”
Someane else wanted to know the value
of 65 pieces of jewelry for a divoree setile-

menl. “She had so much stuff she didn’t

know what she had."

As an independent gemologist with arep-
utation for meticulous appraisals,
Q'Malley's expertise is sought after by high-
end jewelry stores as well as individuals.

Many jewelry siores give appraisals,
which means giving a value based on knowl-
edge and expesience, but, O'Malley, 47,
said, “I'm indepeadent, so [ have 1o reason
to Lie. T just tell it like it is"

O'Malley worked as 4 restaurant manager
after graduating with a Spanish degree from
the University of North Carolina at

Asheville. She becare interested in the jew-

elry business after a friend asked her to sft at
a booth and pass out magazines at a jewelry
trade show in Atlanta.

She was attending a party for the late
Memphis wholesale jewelry owner Max
Fargotstein when she ret her future hus-
band, a jewelry sales manager for
Fargolstein’s  firm.  She  attended
Fargotstein's jewelry schools and learned
about repaifing and casting and eventually
moved up to become the company’s gem-
stone department TNAger.

Owver five years —- with O'Malley at the
helm — Fargotstein’s gemstone sales rose
from %6,000 to $2 millien annually. .
