Likely the clearest example of die 
importance of die C S X bridge open­
ing on Grand River Avenue Friday 
was nish hour traffic that evening. 
After mondis of negligible west­
bound U-allic, it W.1S relatively slow 
going on Grand River as far west as 
Milford Road Friday evening. 

Friday morning, scores of ciiy, 
county and siate officijils gadiered in 
a white tent on die eastbound lanes 
of the bridge's western approach lo 
clip a bit of yellow conshuction tape 
and reopen the crossing over die 

'Til ls is such a relief for us." 
Suite Senator Nancy Cassis, who 

has fought for road improvements in 
die iuea since tlie mid '80s, said 
completing the bridge is "paving die 

way for a new and most prosperous 
tomorrow in our community." 

Tlie new 90-foot-wide, five-lane 
span replaces a 48-lbot-wide .span 
dial was built in 1925 widi die help 
of convict labor. Although substan-
dally shorter dian die originid 146-
fooi span, the new 91-foot-long 
bridge is still the longest bridge 
owned by Oakland County. 

Tom Blusi, the Road 
Commission for Oakland Couniy's 
dircclor of engineering, said die new 
$7.6 million bridge is also die first 
of its type in soudieast Michigan. 
He said die bridge features an anu-
icing system dial sprays a mixiurc of 

brine and com byproducts on die 
bridge deck lo prevenl it from icing 
over in die winter. 

"Many of us have wailed a long 
lime lo see diis new bridge," said 
Brent Bair, die road commission's 
mantiging director He noted die 
original bridge was consUiicted in 
tlie 1920s and had deteriorated in 
recent years. "The newly widened 
road and new bridge wil l certainly 
ensure dial motorists ais better able 
to travel in and dirough Novi in a 
safer and more convenient manner." 

Bair praised local government 
officials for "lIuly stepping up to 
dieir responsibilities as civic leadere. 

Tlie bridge was just part of $15.3 
million wortli o f bridge improve­
ments dial included widening Grand 
River Avenue lo five lanes between 
Novi and Beck Roads. 

"I'm just happy to see it open," 
said Sally Zdravkovski, who along 
widi her husband, Dave, have sung-
gled at dieir restaurant. Rosewood 
Fine Foods. "Hopefully, we'll gel all 
our old cusiomers back. Hopefully, 
diings will be back to nomial."

"Space won't be a problem," said 
Linda Busse, Fountain Walk's 
dueetor of marketing, who agreed 
dial center management is clase to 
an agreement widi festival organiz­
ers. "We're very excited about die 
prospect," she said. '"This is a great 
way to be a part of what's going on 
in Novi." 

Kapelczak noted dial widi Gus. 
O'Connors coming on line in what 
used to be Vic 's Market, the 
Michigan 50s Festival was faced 
widi substantially less space dian it 

rides. 
Webb noted 

the exka space al 
Fountain Walk 
w i l l open the 
possibility of 
bringing back 
some of the 
crowd pleasers 
from earlier 
Music and 
Motor Fests, 
such as helicop-

.̂ ter rides. 
Webb said she's excited by die 

Fountain Walk location because, 
wiih businesses like Chuck E . 
Cheese and Cold Stone Creamery, 
it's "so much more family-orient­
ed." 

Kapelczak said dial after a one-
year absence die board is bringing 
Rocky and the Rollers back to die 
fesdval. Webb added the board is 
also looking lo bring in a headliner 
like Peter Noone, who attiacled 
large crowds to die event in die 
'90s. 

Kapelczak said die Novi Lions 
Club's Jerry Coonce has joined die 
festival board and wi l l be bringing a 
craft show to die event. 

Organizeni for die Michigan 50s 
Festival are planning a fund-raising 
sock hop for March 13 at die Novi 
Expo Center. 

This year's event has been set for 
July 29-31.

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• Festival moving 
ahead witliout Novi

After a 40-year hiatus, rock and roll leg­
end Chuck Berry and die deejay who first 
inkoduced him to Walled Lake are coming 
back. 

After months of dancing widi Novi cily 
officials, Lee Alan has abandoned his plans 
lo use the site of die Walled Lake Casino 
and shorten the name of his event, planned 
for die first week of July, to simply the 
Walled Lake Music Festival. 

Alan , who hosted concerts al die casino 
in the eariy i960s, came to. Novi Ci ty 
Council in September promoting die idea 
of a Walled Lake/Novi Mus i c and Family 
FesL Novi city officials, however, were put 
off by die lack of detail in die proposal. 

Neighbors aldng Walled Lake's soutfi 
shore complained the event would bring 
kaffic, noise and ti^h to their residential 
neighborhoods, and organizers of Novi's 
16-year-old Music and Motor Fest fretted 
diat Alan's event would drain sponsorship 

and attendance from tiieirs. 
In the 1960s, concerts at the Walled Lake 

Casino were broadcast on W X Y Z - A M 
radio and regularly attracted crowds of 
4,000 or more. That, say Novi residents 
near the casino's 13-acre site, is exactly tile 
problem. In the four decades since die 
Casino's heyday many of the open fields in 
die area have become quiet, residential 
neighborhoods. 

Alan's proposal came along about die 
same lime Walled Lake's city council was 
beginning lo put logetiier plans to mark dial 
community's 50lh anniversary as a munici­
pality 

Bob Donohue, Oakland County's princi­
pal planner for downtown redevelopment, 
said Alan's plans for a music festival dove­
tailed nicely widi die city's plans to mark 
ils first half century. Long before Walled 
Lake became a formal city, it was a summer 
resort community Donohue noted i t was a 
"hotbed for early rock and roll." 

Donohue said plans are well underway to 
use a variety of city and Walled Lake 
School District properties to hold a series 
of events, including Alan's music festival. 
He added that at some point during die 
summer several skeets in Walled Lake's 
historic downtown w i l l be closed. "The 

parking issue has been, pretty much 
solved," he said, explaining a number of 
school and commercial parking lots on 
Pontiac Trail wil l be used widi shultie 
buses going lo various venues. 

To raise funds for his summer eveni, 
Alan is bringing Beriy to Walled Lake 
Northern High from 7-11 p.m. on Saturday 
Nov. 29 for whal's being billed as a V I P 
Kickoff Celebration. Alan is promising a 
two-hour stage show widi Berry and odier 
Detroit rock and roll acts from the '60s, 
along with food and exhibits from die festi­
val's sponsors. 

Tickets for Berry's appearance are $100, 
but w i l l include one free admission to The 
Walled Lake Music Festival and One Ride-
A l l - D a y Pass To the Walled Lake 
Amusement Park July 1-4. said A l a n . 
Tickets are available by calling (866) 535-
9248. E-mai l inquires can be sent to

Novi residcni Mark Adler and 
colleague Galen Chandler of 
Farniingion Hills are working io 
bring more filmmakers io 
Michigan. 

The two, who both work in the 
film industry, recently created the 
Michigan Production All iance 
with this goal in mind. 

Adler, who has worked in the 
industry since 1974, is currently 
presideni of VAIdigital, a video 
support company for ihc film 
industry. He .serves as director and 
presideni of IVIPA. 

Chandler works for Legendary 
Films, which makes a wide vari-
ety of films for the television 
industry, and he serves as vice 
president of MPA. He's currently 
working on a documentary of 
Coney Island restaurants and how 
they evolved. 

M P A , a trade organization, has 
about 15 members since It was 
estiiblished in June, and Adler 
would like to double ihat number 

"Wc intend to have monthly 
meetings for the education of both 
seasoned veterans and entry-level 
people in the film industry," Adicr 
said. 

"We might include a technical 
description of a new piece of 

equipment, new film stock or we 
might showcase a new laciliiy," 
lie added. "We can also provide 
guidance to people who arc con­
sidering getting into the film 
industry." 

Adler, a native of Oak Park who 
attended Oakland Communiiy 
College, Wayne Siate University 
and received a degree in telecom­
munications from Michigan State 
University, urges people to visit 
the association's Web site at 
www.nipami.org for membership 
information. He recently assisted 
with the movie "8 Mi le" featuring 
Sterling Heights rapper Eininein. 

Chandler, who is from the 
Atlanta area, worked wiih Turner 
Entertainment before moving io 
Michigan. Adler met Chandler at 
an event he had organized for 
another trade organization several 
years ago. 

"He wanted to get involved in 
M P A . He's trying ip gel into the 
Michigan market as a video pro­
ducer," Adler said. 

As a video assist expert, Adler 
said his Job is to record everything 
ihat the film camera sees before a 
frame of film is run through the 
gates. Filmmakers review ihc 
video shoi on scene before actual­
ly rolling film, since film is .so 
expensive. 

"Plus, film processing lakes 

about eight hours," Adler noted. 
Adler noted that the coinedic 

actor Jeri7 Lewis invented the 
concept of video assist. 

"He made his own films, which 
were parodies of the films of the 
day," Adler said. "He just loved 
the process." 

He said digital video has been 
around for about 15 years. 

Adler and Chandler iire waiting 
for the membership io reach a cer­
tain level before ihey install a 
board of directois for M P A . 

"We kind of have a wish list of 
people we want. We' l l be making 
some calls soon. If (liey aren't 
interested in being a member of 
the board of directors, we'll ask 
ihem io rcl'ijr someone else," he 
said. 

"Our overall goal is to find 
ways io make the staie of 
Michigan's economy stable 
enough to help the production 
industry grow," he said. 

Adler said locally ihe film 
industry is tied to the auioniotive 
industry. 

"The drop in the industry has 
affected commercial T V produc­
tion, corporate T V procluction, 
public and private editing houses, 
graphics businesses and photogra­
phers. They're all affected," Adler 
said. 

"We're trying to find ways to 

bring more economic incentives 
to producers of both commercials 
and feature films, so they can 
actually save money by bringing 
their work to Michigan," he said. 

Most states have some sort of 
inceniive targeted to tilmmakers. 
Michigan waives lhe room tax 
afier a 30-day hotel slay. 

"The problem is that most film­
makers only stay about five days," 
Adler said. . 

He said better incentives are 
giving filmmakers tax rebates or 
waiving ihe state tax on related 
expenses. 

"In the 1950s, Michigan, and 
the Detroit area in particular, 
show more film than Hollywood 
for commercials and corporate 
training films for the automotive 
industry," Adler said. 

"Wc want lo have programs and 
information available for mem­
bers of M P A that wi l l help llIeni 
become better educated and thus 
be able to infiuence the state and 
help the economy grow," he 
added. 

MPA even has special instruc­
tional events or "boot camps" for 
film enthusiasts. The last one in 
October was held at ihc Specs 
Howard School of Broadcasi Arts. 
Adler and Chandler are planning 
another event in November.

Students at Novi High School 
received a real hands-on lesson on 
what a World War l Uench was like 
last week when tliey took tours of 
Lee Bonner's social studies class­
room. The room was literally Uans-
fomied into a trench, complete with 
chicken wire that symbolized 
barbed wire and die illusion of a 

• dead .soldier under a blanket. 
According lo Bonner, a world 

history teacher, diere is a couple of 
reasons for building die U^ncb. It 
was a chance for students to get a 
little more interactive with die 
whole study of Worid War 1, and 
diey had an,opponunity to Uimsfer 
what they letimed into die real 
worid. For die project, siudents got 
to be writers for a museum exhibit. 
They had to do all die research and 
they did all die detail work. 

Bonner explained Uiat all die stu­
dents were broken down into 
groups for die project and none of 
the groups knew what die odiers 
were working on. There were 
research teams and conshucdon 
teams, so diey really got focused in 
on specific areas. There was also a 
consiruction crew which just 

focused in on what die hench was 
designed like and what kinds of 
things were going on in it. 

"During Worid War 1, a Uench 
provided protection from automat­
ic weapons," Bonner said. "Tliis is 
die second yeiir dial I've done diis. 
I hope die kids see what it takes to 
design a museum exhibit and also 
to have some fun while learning. 
Something like diis gets all die kids 
involved .and diey also get to put 
dieir work on display for die whole 
school. We had classes come in to 
tour die trench, and diis yetu- it was 
complete widi war sounds." 

TWo Novi High seniors who 
helped build die Uench were Caitlin 
Parent and Lance Wilson. 

"We wanted to capture die mood 
or get die feeling of how it was 
back dien," Parent said. "Our goal 
was to make it as realistic as possi­
ble and at die same time, to give out 
a bunch of informadon reladng to 
World War 1." 

Wilson was responsible for 
much of the trench's assembly 
"Starting off, we had to figure out 
how to do it, but dien after diat it 
was really easy," he said. "We start­
ed building die ttench by hanging 
chicken wire from die ceiling." 

Bonner said diat die idea of 
building a trench in die classroom 
came to him at 3 a.m. only two 
days before he was supposed to 
sum teaching. When he was in col­
lege, he saw an exhibit at a mu.seum 
in Grand Rapids which was very 

similar to his concept, ;uid that's 
where he got the idea. 

"In die first yciu the kids were 
kind of skeptical. And even diis 
year, it was die same diing. But 
once diey got going, diey were 
fine," Bonner said. "Each group is 
unaware of what all the olher 
groups are doing. They're just kind 
of focu.sed in dieir own little worid. 
But by the end of the week when 
everydiing starts to come together, 
il all makes more sense. They're 
mosdyall I llh-and 12-gniders,bul 
dierc is one lOtli-gradcr." 

Both Parent and Wilson felt 
thiit participating in die project 
was a fun way to letirn about 
World War 1. 

"1 like this way of learning," 
Parent said. "I diink it's more fun 
and people are more willing to 
work. I think we're all learning 
more, but at llie same time, die 
more miditional way of teaching 
would be fine widi me, too. The 
majority of us would rather dp proj-
eels radier than sitting and listening' 
lo a lecture." 

Wilson agreed. "J personally like 
doing projects better dien regular 
learning because I don't like taking 
notes," he said. "I leam better when 
it's hands-on like diis."

Think you got what it takes to 
drive a school bus full of kids to 
and from school? Well, you better 
think again. According to Novi 
School Bus Driver Trainers Pagie 
Baggeit and Kittle Johnson, nol 
anyone with a driver's license and 
a good driving record can cut it as 
a school bus driver. 

Baggeti explained that i f some­
body walks into the transportation 
office on the comer of Tafl and 11 
Mi le Road and is applying to be a 
bus driver, they fill out an applica­
tion. Transportation Director Dan 
Tooman talks lo them and tells 
them what- the job entails, then 
they cotnc to her for some real 
training. 

Baggett is die union representa­
tive and she has been a bus driver 
for 19 years. She picks out three 
established drivers to interview 
the new drivers. There is a 10-
queslion page from which all 
ihree drivers lake turns asking dif­
ferent questions. If the new driver 
passes, they're then sent on lo the 
next level. 

At that point a new driver has to 
go to a Secretary of State office 
and must pass the Commercial 
Drivers License test lo gel their 
license. That test covers air brakes 
and the weight of the vehicle. A 
new driver can also only have no 
more then five points on their 
license, but even tliat is pushing it. 
After all of that, candidates also 
have to go for physicals and pass 
a drug test. They have to be phys­
ically able to drive the bus, and al 
that point Baggeit starts her train­
ing session. 

"After they pass our tests, they 
then have to pass a road test with 
a state inspector lo make sure they 
can drive this vehicle," Baggett 
said. "If Kil t ie feels they're not 

and tell her my thoughts. I ' l l take 
them out for a day or so, then 
we' l l get together, and a lot of 
times we decide that it's not going 
to work. We feel bad about doing 
lhat, but we let them go. We have 
let quite a few go because we did­
n't feel they were up to it." 

Baggett explained that some­
one should be at a certain point 
after so many hours of training. If 
they're not there, i f they're nerv­

ous or they're just not remeniber-
ing what they're supposed to, thcy 
then wi l l mo.st likely he let go. 

"It lakes a special person to do 
this," Baggett said. "We don't 
want just anybody in here." 

What's under the engine? 
When a new driver takes a test, 

they nol only have to know how to 
drive the bus, but they also have to 
name many parts under the 
engine. They have to name all the 
suspension parts, all the steering 
parts, everything about the wheels 
and the lugnuts lo the inllation, 
nol to nietition everything else 
about a bus. If they miss so many 
of them, they don'l pass. After 
lhat test, then they go out for the 
road test. If they don't pass one of 
those tests, they're done and thcy 
have to start all over again. 

New drivers are trained to have 
kids walk out lo 10 feet from the 
bus after exiting and thcy are to 
hold them there while he or she 
checks Ihc traffic. Then lie or she 
can give them a hand signal to 
cross when il's all clear 

If kids are crossing the street, 
red lights are put on about 200 
feet before the bus slops and traf­
fic is at a stop. Once the bust stops 
and the door is open, that's when 
kids can get up from their seats. 

"We have some hazard stops in 

this school di.slrict," Btiggcll said. 
"Hazard slops ate when arc yel ­
low hazard lights are flashing and 
the bus is all die way off the road. 
When people sec that, they can go 
llirougli those lights, because the 
kids ate not crossing lite street. 
They're getting off the bus and 
exiting, so the tranie can keep 
moving." 

Another thing that new drivers 
are taught is timeliness. Parents 
want their kids to be picked up at 
a certain lime, so the bus has to be * 
ill the slop at a certain lime. If it's 
early, that's when kids are running 
and that can be a danger. 

"We try to be on time, so there's 
a schedule," Baggett said. "Safety 
and being a professional driver is 
what we're after here - and we 
will iicccpt nothing less. When 
ihey get on a run, they have kids, 
high school, middle school, ele­
mentary school. They have to take 
care of the driving and maintain 
those kids at the same lime with­
out telling them lo sil down and 
shut up. You can'l .say that. You 
have lo maiiiiain the peace on the 
bus without loosing your cool 
yourself."

well . The inner self is much less 
tangible than the oihei-s, but it per­
tains to personality traits. Sludents 
sort out their personality Iriiiis, 
look at helpful ciiring and decide 
which of tlicm describes thcm-
.selves. 

When tlie sludenls were all fin­
ished, they each had a picture of 
themselves from many different 
angles. "The first activity is know­
ing about myself," Salata said. 
"They're sorting out tlie dilfeiciice 
between thinking and feeling 
between iheir bodys and their pei-
sonaliiy iraiis. The second is rec­
ognizing lhat there arc some peo­
ple who they're more free lo be 
ihcmsclves with." 

The Hip side, according to 
Salala, is kids also can be life giv­
ing. She had them choose five 
things about theniselves that they 
rciilly like, and tliey puj symbols 
next 10 the various traits. 

"Students worked ihrough all of 
that and sorting it oul and put 
togelher a map of themselves," 
Salata said. "It helps them see that 
they're distinct, that they're 
unique, and that iliey can be proud 
of ;ill of these charactcrislics.

"I ;iin passionate aiiout encour­
aging yriiiiig |x-ople to sec the fun 
of iiialhcmatical thinking," Hart 
said. "A lot of people I meet social­
ly, when ihey talk about what they 
remember in math, :ill they rcmem-
lx;r is worksheets, computation and 
ihey don't remember much about it 
being fun. I am trying to pass on 
my love of math lo the young peo­
ple, like doing numerical tricks, 
wh;it iipiieiirs lo be psychic mind-
reading tricks, mathefiiatieal oddi­
ties ;iiid novelties."

According to Hart, music has 
emotion. That's why he plays a 
horn during his presentation. 
"When I play something, people 
pay attention, I 'm trying to put 
•some emotion into the math by 
showing them tricks they can do 
for their aunts and uncles," he said. 

"They'll think you're a genius, or 
they'll think you're p.sychic. That's 
fun; that's an emotional activity. 
Kids can become math entertain­
ers." 

One fifth grader was so moved 
by Hart's presentation ihat she felt 
compelled io tell him so after it was 
all finished. "I told him thai in 
fourth grade i was honible ai math 
and I didn't like it because I was so 
bad," Carolyn Nagle said. " B u i 
ihcn after the program I told him 
that I'm getting better tu math and 
I'm starting to like it a lot more. His 
program helped me out."

Women u.sed to sit and knit a lot 
— cither at home or cl.sewlicrc. 

But over the last lew decades, 
knitting has taken a bit of a back 
scat to other crafts. 

Not anymore, according to two 
Novi women, 

Karen Luther and her cou.sin, 
Rita Kroetscli, recently combined 
I'lirces to teach .adults and children 
llic age-old craft with their new 
business, KNITWITZ. 

The two began having official 
clas.ses under the new bu.siness' 
name in Luther's home near 
Parkview Elenieniary School in 
.lune. 

"Our grandma taught us to knit 
when we were little. We've just 
kept it up," Luther said. 

Children meet for Sit-n-Knits 
from 4 io 6 p.m. on Fridays. They 
have different themes for the 
events, such as Lizzie McGuire 
Day, Cookie Day, Button Day and 
I'onl Pom Day. 

"We have them two or three 
I-'ridays a month," Luther said. 

On Nov. 14, the girls knitted 
si|uarcs for an afghan tliey will 
donate to the Warm Up America 
charity. 

Warm Up America is a national 
program in which volunteers have 
iniide more than 80,000 afghans. 
The lap blankets have been donat­
ed to victims of natural disasters, 
battered women's shelters and the 
homeless. For more information, 
visit www.warmupamerica.com. 

The cousins claim that with the 
recent revival in knitting that they 
ouldn't have started their bu.si­

ness at a better time. 
"These are girls who have gone 

thiough our clas;ies. We provide 
the knitting needles and yarn in 
the class. They come to these Sit-
n-Knits to continue their knowl­
edge. We've had girls make vests, 
scarves, hats and headbands. We 
help them do whatever they want 
to do," Luther said, 

"If they want to start a new 

project, we hiivc some yarn at the 
Sit-n-Knils, or wc .send diem to a 
yarn stoic. We give them a list of 
area dilutes," she added. 

Most of tlic students in the 
classes attend nearby Parkview or 
Deerfield Elementary schools and 
are second- to fifth-graders. 

"Wc incorporated the business 
last spring and have a federal ID 
number," Kroctsch said. "The 
classes have really snowballed — 
primarily with the children." 

Kroetscli believes today's par­
ents are' looking for activities in 
which children can be supervised 
but not openly. 

"We 117 to keep lliinking about 
new ideas to hold their interest," 
she said. 

Luther said knitting gives chil­
dren a creative outlet. 

"But it also teaches them math 
skills, because they have lo learn 
to count the stitches," she said. 

"We have adult classes, teach 
Brownie troops and do birthday 
parties," she added. 

Most of their advertising has 
been through word of mouth, and 
right now they have about 10 girls 
participating in the Sit-n-Knits 
and as many as 30 adults and chil­
dren in classes throughoul the 
year. 

"There's no question that 
there's a revival in knitting," 
Luther said. "I've knitted a long 
lime, and in the last couple of 
years, when you look in maga­
zines, there are aniclcs about knit­
ting. 

"There are also knitting cafes 
popping up in New York and L.A. , 
and there's even a new book about 
celebrities who knit scarves. 

"It's really amazing. I think 
after 9-11 people started wanting 
to stay home more. It's a very 
relaxing crafi. It's kind of like 
meditation. It's something to help 
us have some downtime," Luther 
.said, 

"And, it's something thtU you 
can dcand still socialize. You can 
talk to people, watch T V or even 
do it in the ear," .she said. 

Luther noted thtu knitting is 
also an excellent way to occupy 
idle time. 

" A lot of women Spend a lot of 
time just sitting and waiting for 
our kids. We feel very unproduc­
tive. Knitting gives us something 

to do," she said, 
"I've knitted ever since I was in 

about third grade, about age 9 or 
10," Kroctsch said. "Neither of 
our mothers knitted, but our 
grandmother knitted and cro­
cheted." 

Kroctsch said that her cousin, 
however, was really the one who 
inspired her to continue the crafi. 

"Her mom and my mom are sis­
ters. When I got out of college, 
every lime we went anywhere, 
Karen was always knitting. She 
inspired me to renew my interest," 
she said, 

Luther said knitting is great 
because it brings people together 
wiih a common interest. 

"We always sit on the back 
deck in the spring and summer 
and knit, and some of the neigh­
borhood kids wanted to learn," 
Luther said. 

"Learning a craft or skill makes 
kids i'eel good about themselves 
and their accomplishments. 
They're so proud when they finish 
whatever project they're working 
on." 

"It also bridges ihc age gap 
between friends and family," 
Kroctsch said. "I think knitting 
has inspired my daughter, 
Madison, to create her own 
designs and develop a side of her­
self that maybe she wouldn't have 
i f she didn't learn to knit," Luther 
said. 

In fact, her daughterevcn wants 
to open her own knitting store and 
design her own sweaters in the 
future. 

The K N I T W I T Z owners don't 
want lo open a full-fledged ytirn 
shop but are looking for a spot in 
the iirea for a knitting studio. 

"We 'd rather have a place 
where people can come and knit 
wi th us and take lessons," 
Kroctsch said. 

Those interested in learning

"We have newsletters with class 
schedules and prices," Kroetscli 
added.

Therefore molorisis 
arc encouraged to wear their safety bells in 
accordance with the stale laWab'oul'tiye'lrsfcof 
safety bells. 

By buckling up iheir safely belts, teens 
could save more than just money from hefly 
lines. They could s;ivc their lives.

Assiocialion succeeded in making 
many folks wilh an inlcrest in fine 
wine into ... lawbreakers. 

Here's Ilow: Micliigan suile law 
coiilains a provision Iliiii rcc|iiires 
Michigan reliiilei's lo ohiain any 
beer or wine sold in ihe slale from 
a wholesaler. Nol surprisingly, the 
wholesalers have 
been inlcresled in 
maximizing iheir 
profils by vigiliuil-
•ly guarding Iheir 
legislatively grant­
ed monopoly. And 
as a result, Ihc 
Wholesalers 
Association has 
become one of Ihe 
most powcrlul 
lobbying oullils in 
Lansing. 

O f course, con­
sumers hiivc sul-
feicd over ihe p | , j | p g y j g f 
years Irom this 
monopoly, in part 
beciiuse there is no real price coiii-
petilion in Ihe Michigan markcl 
for beer, wine and booze (a I'iicl 
well known lo any Micliigander , 
who visits Chicago.) Just as bad 
llas been the restriction of choice 
imposed by tlie wholesalers, who 
simply are nol inlcresled in slock­
ing odd, inleresling, oul-of-lhe-
way or rare wines. 

So as a practical mailer, if I 
warned to get a bottle of 
Screaming Eagle (a big-time 
California cult wine), I had a cou­
ple of choices in how lo break llic 
law. 1 could drive lo Chicago, buy 

ban on direcl iniporlation of wine 
inlo ihc slale. Jusl as bad, tliey 
couldn't get samples of wine from 
oul-ol'-siaie wineries lo use at 
their wine-lasting elas.scs al the 
Townsciid Motel in Birmingham. 

So three years iigo. the Healds 
brought suit in federal dislrici 
courl againsl ihe Stale of 
Michigan for uncoiisliuilionally 

resliaiiiiiig free 
iriidc in wine. A 
big pari of ihe 
argument in court 
was wliellier 
diieel-to-con-
siinier sliippiiig 
would resull in a 
sudden surge in 
underage wiiios 
getting Ilicir stuff 
from oul of slale. 
'file I leakis losl in 
dislrici court, hul 
llicy appealed lo 
llie Sixtli Cireuil 
Coun of Appeals. 

This past July, 
llie Federal Trade 

Commission dealt ihc slale's aigu-
nienl a blow in ils reporl, 
"Possible Aiil icoii ipeli l ive 
Barriers lo l£-conimercc wine." 
Tlic reporl concluded thai "H-
conlmerce offers consumers lower 
prices, greater choices, and 
increased convenience," while 
finding no evidence thai direcl 
shipping increases underage 
access. 

A n d in AugusI, Ihe Sixth 
Circuit Court ruled that 
Michigan's ban on diiect-lo-con-
sumcr shipments from out-of-
state wineries was an uncoiislilu-
lional reslraiiit of free trade. One Illy bottle and drive home (obey­

ing all speed limits and rules of judge asked a lawyer arguing in 
the road to deter arresi by the favor of Michigan's monopoly 
Michigan Stale Police) or I could 
have sent an e-mail to Screaming 
Eagle winery, asking them to ship 
me a bottle in a plain brown wrap­
per to avoid scrutiny by the 
authorities. 

Enter Eleanor'and Ray Heald, 
wine aficionados and wine colum­
nists for the Observer & Eccentric 
Newspapers. In the course of try­
ing to obtain Ihe wines Ihcy 
review, for tasting, dlcy repeatedly 
ran inlo the Michigan slatulory 

whether there was any empirical 
evidence that allowing free sllip-
menl would result in increased 
coiisiimplion of alcohol by 
minors. When die lawyer couldn't 
offer any. the judge instructed him 
to abandon thai particular line of 
argument. 

In ils wisdom (in llle person of 
Attorney General Mike Cox), the 
Stale of Michigan asked the Sixth 
Circuit for a rehearing by ihc full, 
court. Tliat gol turned down a cou­

ple of weeks ago. So now. Ally. 
Gen. Cox has a choice to make: 
Appeal the ca.sc lo the U.S. 
Supreme Court (a step that would 
cost the slate upwards of $1 mil­
lion il docsn'l liiive) or comply 
Willi llle Courl of Appeals. 

I hope llie allorncy general 
decides lo iel mailers sland. If we 
have learned anything from histo­
ry, i l is lhal monopolies — 
whether controlled by business or 
govcrnmeiil — are inherently bad. 
They drive up prices and drive 
down service. Tlicy shackle die 
workings of the iiliirkel, whicil left 
unfettered, would iiornuilly pro­
vide customers willl llle [iroducts 
and services ihey waiil, at compet­
itive prices they are wil l ing lo pay. 
And the monopoly profits, 
wlielher going lo llle coffers of 
corporations or slate govcrn-
meilts, are simply gouged from 
die pockets of ordinary con­
sumers. 

'fliere is much lalk in Lansing 
about how inlporlanl it is for die 
slate lo gel oul of the way of the 
workings of the free markel. If llic 
Michigan ruling .slailds. wc would 
become Ihc 27lh slate lo break a 
Icgisliilcd monopoly and allow for 
diiecl-to-consumer shipping of 
wine. 

Moreover, Michigan winemak-
eis would he allowed lo cxporl 
Iheir own wines lo consumers 
around llle country. So everybody 
will be bcller off... if our iillorncy 
general uses good common sense. 

A s a wine lover myself, I'm 
happy 10 raise my glass in a toast 
to Eleanor and Ray Hcald. They 
had the guts lo lake on the 
Michigan Beer and Wine 
Wholesalers lobby and die stale of 
Michigan. And tlicy h;id Ihe per­
sistence lo fight die case ihrougll 
Ihc federal Courl of Aiipeals. For 
them, 200."̂  has proven lo bc a 
very good year!

Anthony Ronlero knew he had 
his work cut out for him when he 
took over as head of the American 
C i v i l Liberties Union a couple 
years ago. 

"It wa.sn't as if we were silting 
around wailing for the phone lo 
ring," the tall, balding lawyer 
smiled over a Belgian waffic in a 
downtown Delroit llotel. There 
were worries about keeping reli­
gion and govenimeni separale, 
about c iv i l rights, and voting 
rights in the ahcr-
math of Ihe 
botched presiden­
tial election. 

Romero, who 
had just arrived 
from the Ford 
Found;ition, didn't 
even have any 
business cards lo 
take to his firsl 
major speech lo 
some of the 
A C L U ' s biggest 
donors. 

He was just 
about to start

ics and icfu.scs to answer criti­
cism," Romero said, noting that 
Asllci'oft is the only attorney gen­
eral who llas flatly refused to meel 
with the A C L U . 

One tiling lhal makes Romero 
loss and turn is the degree lo whicli 
mosl Americans have a fuildamen-
lal misundcrslanding of the A C L U . 
Thanks in large part to opportunis­

Annoyed, he excused 
himself and walked oul of llle 
room, to see people staring al a 
T V screen. It was a little alter 9 
a.m. on Sept 11, 2001. "I Wiis idl 
.set to give a basically optimistic 
speech a'oout new horizons, new 
challenges, hopeful optimism 
from the new kid on dle block. 

"And someday, I vvill give dial 
speech," he laughed. Inslcad, he 
went back and told the donors 
what had happened, and that the 
400,000-meinber A C L U would be 
facing a huge challenge, perhaps 
as great as any in the group's his­
tory. "And , you might say unfortu­
nately, I wasn't wrong." 

Since then, there have been 
many long days, many airplane 
flights and many nights spent in 
hotels. Sometimes, wilen Romero 
does manage to get home, his 
sleep is fitful. "1 know it's been a 
bad night when my partner asks, 
'So how was Mr. Ashcroft last 
night," meaning the U.S attorney 
general, ln real life, he thinks 
Ashcroft is appalling 

Consl i lul ion and laws o f the 
United Stales." 

What has made llle A C L U a 
conveilienl whipping boy is llvat 
Ihcy really do mciiii dial "al l peo­
ple." defending, for exiinlplc, the 
righls of Nazis and the Ku Klux 
Klan lo march and assemble. 
More recently, llle A C L U has bat­
tled against unreasonable arrest 
and detention of Americiins and 
legal immigftinis wlio are of 
Middle nastern dcsecnl. 

Michigiin A C L U director Kary 
Moss, who is both Jewish and 
from New York, was pcrhiips the 
leading defender of ihe righls of 
Arab-Aniericiins in Michigan in 
llle days after tile terrorist attacks 
on her home town. 

"New York. New Jersey and 
Michigan have been our key stales 
in this," says Mr. Ronlero, who 
canle lo Dclroil for Ihc first time in 
his presidency last week to keynote 
the state chapter's annual fund-
raising dinner (He told mcnlbers 
that Ihcy had to fight the "relentless 
and insilliable" assault on civi l lib­
erties led by Bush and Ashcroft.) 

Still only 38, Romero has had a

attacks, but he dcmonizes his cril- slory. The son of dirt-poor Puerto 

Rican inlmigranls, he was born in 
a New York Cily housing project 
and grew up speaking Spanisll. 
Somehow, his lalcnts were 
noticed, and he ended up going lo 
Princelon Univcrsily and then law 
school al Stanford. He was run­
ning a major Ilunlan rights pro-
graill for the Ford Foundation 
before he was lapped for the 
A C L U job. 

Most of llle stories aboul him 
focused on lhal he was both 
Hispanic and openly gay. Il nlighl 
have been more relevant lo iloie 
that he is idso a tireless and pas­
sionate worker. He docs get 
annoyed al those who suggcsl the 
A C L U doesn't approve of airesl-
ing lerrorisls. 

"The watchword around here is 
safe and free," Romero says. 

Whii l he docs worry about is 
whether, if a new terrorist incident 
silould occur, public panic could 
cause civil liberties lo be cheerful­
ly discarded. 

"When the blackout came, 1 
was sure it was terrorism," he said. 
As he walked down 82 flights of 
stairs and across 50 blocks on a 
hot August afternoon, he formu­
lated a strategy for dealing wilh 
the new repressive measures he 
felt were sure to follow. 

Fortunately, it apparently 
lunled oul to have been ;i case of 
decaying infrastructure. In recent 
monlhs, Ronlero has been sonle-
what encouraged over signs that 
members of Congress, including 
Republicans, are increasingly less 
wil l ing lo sign their righls awily. 
Afler a "Patriot A c l 11" was leaked 
lasl winter, Ihe negative reaction 
appears to have startled the 
administration, which then never 
introduced i l . 

However, he knows the A C L U ' s 
enemies aren't going away, and 
that he is unlikely, especially these 
days, to run out of battles. Nor 
does he intend to stop fighting. 
"Wc may nol win every case. 
Soniclimes, you fight lo leave a 
record. Sometimes, you fight to 
live to fight another day. But we 
al.so fight to win." .

With deer hunting season in 
full swing, many sportsmen are 
taking advantage of the oppor­
tunity 10 share time wilh their 
friends, relax iind enjoy Ihc out­
doors. The hunting season 
offers much in the way of 
sportsmanship and canla-
raderie, but il also poses some 
obvious inherent dangers. 
Every year we licar of tragic, 
fatal accidents that occur 
because sinlple precautions and 
care are nol being used with 
firciirms. Don't let what should 
be an enjoyable and memorable 
lime turn inlo a tragedy. 

Taking a hunter safety course 
is an excellent idea - and if you 
were born after January 1, 
1960, is required. A hunter 
safety certificate or previous 
hunting licen.sc is required to 
purcha.sc, any Michigan 
Hunting License. If you have 
your license, it is a good idea to 
remind yourself of .some sinlple 
rules and laws lo follow before 
you go out hunting. These 
important firearm safety lips 
wi l l make everyone more safe. 

Before you go on your Ilunl-
ing irip, Iel a fanlily member or 
friend know where you are 
hunting and when you plan on 
rclurning. If you plan on hunt­
ing on someone else's land, 
always be sure lo get permis­
sion from tlie property owner 
and, if obtaiiied,niake sure Ihey 
know wlien you wi l l be there. 

One of die most important 
rules is to always treat every 
firearm as if i l is 
loaded. Always point the muz­
zle in a safe direction and 
always keep your finger outside 
the trigger guard and off the 

. trigger until ready lo shoot. Bc 
certain of your target, and 
wllat's beyond it. 

As far as apparel goes, all 
firearm hunters must wear a 
llal, cap, vesl, jacket or other 
outer garmeiii made of "Hunier 
Orange" that consists of at least 
50 percent of the surface area. 
The Hunter Orange must be 
visible from all sides. A l l 
hunters, including archers, 
must comply, during gun,sea­
son. Canloufiage Hunter 
Orange is legal provided 50 
percent of llie surface area is 
solid Hunier Orange (excep­
tions: waterfowl, crow and wild 
turkey hunters, and bow hunters 
for deer during open archery 
season). Hunting from a tree, 
raised plalfonil or scaffold wilh 
a fircann is legal, but extra cau­
tion must bc u.scd when climb­
ing up or down. Do not carry a 
loaded weapon as you climb. 
Falls arc one of the fastest 
growing injuries to sportsmen 
and women. 

l l is illegal to hunt while 
under the infiuence of drugs or 
alcohol. 

These arc a few important 
rules lhal silould help keep your 
hunting trips safer. For more 
information on hunter safely 
and other seasonal infomialion, 
Ihe Michigan Depiirtmcnl of 
Natural Resources has an abun­
dance of information on llleir 
Web site at 
wvvw.nlichigan.gov/dnr. Also, 
nly office conducts hunter safe­
ty education courses every year.

• Tiie N o v i Wildcats football 
tcain .should bc arrested. 

The squad, coached by Tab 
Kellepourey, went out and 
bagged a group of Stags 
November 14 — a day before 
hunting season in Mich igan 
officially opened and al l of 
them without their deer licens­
es. 

By the end of the game, the 
Stags had shown they weren't 
going to bc prey and go down 
without a fi'ght, but the 
Wildcats inanaged to prevail in 
overtime, winning 20-19. 

"It really opened our eyes," 
junior quarterback Kevin Cis lo 
said following the game. "We 
had to wake up and pliiy foot­
ball , or we were going to be 
beat. We 've been in close 
games before, but this one real­
ly had us worried at times." 

The Stags definitely came 
ready io play some fooibal l . 
They took the kickoff and went 
right to work with some 
impressive running displays , 
including a reverse on their 
fifth play o f the game. The 
Wildcat defense held though, 
yet found themselves back on 
the field two plays after the 
punt when senior fullback Josh 
Buck fumbled for the first time 
this year. 

The Stags went 43 yards on 
three plays to put themselves in 
striking distance of the end-
zone, but Novi ' s defense came 
through once again. This time, 
it W.1S senior .^dam Brandau 
showcasing his catching abil i ty 
— minus the cast on his hand 
that has accompanied him for 
ihuch of the season — as he 
snagged an interception. 

"Our defense has been sol id 
all year," Buck said. "It was a 
goal to play hard on that side o f 

the bal l . That's what we 're 
known for and that's what we 
do best. 'We knew we had to 
keep playing strong defensively 
i f wc wanted to beat these 
guys." 

Novi took the ball down the 
field on a 68-yard march that 
took six minutes off the clock. 
Unfortunately, the drive stalled 
as it culminated with a wide 
field goal by Mark Angelocc i 
from 39 yards out. 

"1 hale to miss k i c k s , " 
Angelocci said. "I was upset 
with myself afterwards, but I 
knew l had to focus and get 
myself back in case J had to do 
it again." 

Mackenzie was the first to 
get on the board after taking 
over six minutes off the clock 
on their following drive — one 
which ended with a run up the 
middle and into the endzone 
from four yards away by Fred 
Wilson. The following k ick , by 

Gary Holt , sailed wide and left 
the Stags with a 6-0 lead with 
5:22 left In the first half. 

Novi found themselves mov­
ing the bal l just 28 yards on the 
next drive, which came to a halt 
on a fake- punt play, before 
Mackenzie found themselves 
going just three and out thanks 
to some strong defensive plays 
that didn' t allow the pall to 
venture past the line of scrim­
mage. 

The fol lowing drive began 
with a benefit in the Wildcats ' 
favor after punt returner Kerry 
Kreii tzberg called for a fair 
catch and was tagged by a 
Mackenzie defender, thus mov­
ing the bal l 15 yards on a per­
sonal fou l . Two plays later, 
Mackenzie added 15 more with 
a roughing the passer penalty 
and then another 15 on a defen­
sive pass interference. In a l l , 
Novi put together just 24 yards 
of offen.se on a 64-yard drive 

that ended with a touchdown 
strike from senior M i k e Hart to 
Kreutzbefg from six yards out, 
Angelocci added the point-after 
attempt for a 7-6 lead. 

"That drive was basically all 
penalties," senior tackle Steve 
Jabbori said. "They had some 
mental errors that we were able 
to take advantage of." 

Novi almost ended up trail­
ing before they headed into the 
locker room. A kick to the six-
yard line found a very fast 
Brandon Glenn cutting through 
some hard blocks and taking 
the ball down field nearly the 
entire way. With about 11 yards 
to go, Angelocci chased h im 
down with a well-picked angle 
and took his legs out from 
underneath him. 

'That could have made all

They know that means they are 
doing a greal job and not getting 
loo much attention from the offi­
cials. 

" T h e less you hear about an 
offensive lineman, the better he's 
doing," junior center Ryan 
PriiChard said.

A n d what a job this line has 
been doing. They punch holes big 
enough for two runningbaeks to 
boll dirough let alone one. A l l 
year long, diey have been the 
building block this team was built 
on — even ihough they knew that 
three o f them had never started on 
a varsity line and hadn't had a ton 
of playing time the year before. 

"I was a little worried at first," 
veteran senior tackle Chad 
Thurman said. "We knew we had 
a lot of talent to replace from 
graduation, and I didn't know 
how we would look for this year." 

Thurman, much l ike the major­
ity of diose who doubted die line 
in the beginning of the year, was 
pleasantly surprised. 

" I was amazed," Thurman said. 
Amazed at the transformation 

one of the line's members under­
took over the summer Senior 
guard Mark Kaminski found him­
self in the weight room every day, 
working at getting better and 
earning himself a spot on the 
offensive line. 

"It became a routine for me," 

Kaminski said. "I enjoyed doing il 
though. Gcuing in the weight 
room and lifting weights was 
something I had lo do i f I wanted 
10 see iniprovcmeiil from myself 
1 worked hard, and I'm happy al 
the difference il has made. It was 
worth it." 

Kaminski wasn'l the only one 
who came lo play. Senior lackle 
Steve Jabbori and senior guard 
K y l e Margrave knew Ihey had lo 
be prepared in order lo make Novi 
a successful offensive program. 
The iwo landed on die same side 
of ihe ball, the left side, and have 
become fast friends this year.

After 
Ihree monili.s had pa.sscd, I licgan io 
wonder if ihc check would ever 
come, and what sicps I'd lake il" i l 
never arrived ai all. So, when ihc 
check showed up in my m:iilbo,x late 
la.si monlh, I was both happy and 
relieved. Happy becau.se 1 wouldn't 
have lo go Ihrough die hassle of 
tracking down Ihc $50, and relieved, 
because in my haste lo meet ilie 
posimark dc;idliiie, I didn'l plioto-
copy Ihe rebate form before I mailed 
ii . Had tlic check not come, I would­
n't have had any record of ever sub­
mitting die paperwork. 

Thc.se days mail-in rebalcs are 
available on a variety of items, from 
electronics imd small appliances to 
baby furniture and computer .soil-
ware. To collect a mail-in reiiaie. 
consumers generally must pay die 
full cost of an item and Ihcn .send 
doCunicnIalion, including Ihe origi­
nal sales receipt. U r c code, rebate 
slip and Iheir name, lelephone num­
ber and address lo the retailer or 
manufacturer within a certain time 
frame. Wliat consumers may not 
know is by law comp:inics are 
required to .send rebates within die 
window of lime promised, or if no 
lime frame is specified, wiihin 30 
days. 

Fulllllnicnt companies, not Ihe 
product manufacturers or rclailers, 
manage the rcbjitc process. They 
receive die rebate docunienlatioii 
and process the requests, bul lliey'vc 
got io wait for Ihe money from the 
manufacturer or retailer before diey 
cut a rebate check. Fulfillmeiil com­
panies cite slow paying manufaciur-
crs and rclailers as one of Ihe main 
reasons consumers must wail so 
long to get dieir checks. 

Bul long wails !ire only p;u1 of die 
problem. According to M S N 
Money, more diim half of all mail-in 
rebates go unclaimed becau.sc Ihe 
rebate redemption process is oner­
ous and fniughl with complexities. 
For consumers who iire short on 
time and patience, elderly con­
sumers and consumers whose first 
language isn't English, the chal­
lenges of meeling postmark dead­
lines, culling oul IJPC Codes and 
making photocopies may nol be 
worth Ihe rebate check. 

If you're willing to grit your teeth 
and do what's necessary to get lhal 
rebate. Consider employing these 
tips from ihc Fecfcral Trade 
Commission (FTC): 

Gel out your magnifying ghiss. If 
you're buying an iicm widi a rcbaie, 
read die lemis of olTcr to make sure 
you qualify. For instance, one con­
sumer bought a refrigerator widi a 
$200 rebate. The store held onto Ihe 
refrigerator unul he Clo.sed on a new 
house. Bul by die time the store 
delivered the rcfrigeraior. die rcbaie 
period had expired, and die con­
sumer was unable lo collect his 
$200. Other tilings to look for 
include a purchase-by date, a rebate 
expiration dale and die paperwork 
you'll need to supply in order lo 
rc<leem the rebate. Also, note die 
dme i l will take to process your 
request. This will help you keep 
track of your rebate. 

Talce your time Completing die 
paperwork. Print clearly and supply 
all information asked for by die 
manufacturer or retailer Triple 
check your infonnation, particularly 
if die rebate is significant. If you fail 
to complete die paperwork correctly 
you Can likely kiss your rebate 
goodbye. 

The UPC code is a must. Most 
offers require die Consumer to sup­
ply die original UPC code from die 
box. This is so someone can't collect 
die rebate and dicn return die item to 
die store. UPC codes don't photo­
copy well. When you h<wc to supply 
die U P C code more dian once, for 
example, when there are multiple 
rebates available. Consider taking a 
digital pholo of die code and supply­
ing a printout of die photo wilh your 
request. But. before you do, check 
widi ihe nianufaciurcr or retailer 
first to .sue if diis is an acceptable 
practice. 

Protect yourself Make a copy of 
all rebate paperwork before you 
mail i t And if you're expecting a 
laige febate, request a po.sial dcliv-
eiy confirmation. 

A i r your complaint. If your check 
anives lale or nol ai all, Cidl die man­
ufacturer aIid retailer and lei diem 
know. Then file a complaint widi die 
FTC, state Attorney General or local 
Better Business Bureau. To file a 
Complaint with die F T C , visit 
www.flC.gov or call loll free, (877) 
•382-4357.

A.S die wcailier gels cold­
er, people become concerned 
iiboul the wild birds and 
begin I'eeding them in their 
yards. It is when people who 
feed birds have the opportu­
nity to join 15.000 more peo­
ple in one of ihe largest and 
longest running citizen-sci­
ence projects. 

Project FcederWaich began 
in Ontario, Canada, in the iiiid-
1970s. Al lc r ainning for 10 
years in Canada, il was 
expanded to the United .St:ites 
wiih the help of the Cornell 
Univeniity llaboratory of 
Omitliologv. Project 
FecderWatcli is a winter-long 
survey of birds that visit feed­
ers across North America. 
FecderWatcli volunteers count 
the highest numbers of each 
species they see at their feeders 
from Novemher dirougli April, 
l l i c project helps scientists 
track movements of winter 
bird populations and loiig-tcmi 
trends in bird distribution. 

A l l you have to do is count 
the birds in your yard al one 
time, then report the iiumher 
to the lab. 

Eacli year, wild bird popu­

lation levels and distributions 
fluctuate. For example, Ihi.s 
year ih the West, drought and 
forest (Ires have reduced nat­
ural food sources, so birds 
mighi be forced out of the 
mounlaiiis to lower elevations 
where ihey can find more 
food, including bird feeders. 

When people keep track 
nationwide, we can sec the 
weekly changes in dislribii-
lion and abundance. This 
important data can only be 
gathered ihis way. 

Some of the iniormation is 
nol just in the short term. The 
long-term trends in bird dis­
tribution and abundance are 
calculated. Also , expansions 
or contractions in the winter 
ranges of feeder birds, the 
kinds of foods and environ­
mental factors that attract 
birds, as well as how dLsease 
is spread among birds ihat 
visit feeders can be deter­
mined. FcederWaich data is 
used to gauge the effects of 
West Nile virus on wi ld 
birds. 

Plea.sc help monitor die 
healUi ol'winter bird [xipula-
tioiis by joining in tlic 17th sea­
son of Project FcederWaich.

where you can see maps, trend 
graphs and oilier results geiicr-
atcd from FcederWaich data. 

FeederWatchers receive a 
research kit ihat includes: ihe 
FcederWaich Handbook, a 
guide io feeding birds; a full-
color ideniification posier of 
common feeder birds (bolli 
Easicni and Wcsieni, painied 
by renowned ariisi l ^ n y 
McQueen); a 14-monih calen­
dar featuring phoiographs 
taken by FeederWaich piutici-
panis lasi season; inslruciions 
on how io participaie; and 
paper daia fonns and/or access 
io our online daia entry sys­
tem. In addition, piuticipanis 
receive a subscription io die 
newsleiier of ihc Cornell Lab 
orOmitlIology. 

There is a $ 15 annual panic-
ipation fee ($12 for membcn; 
of die Lab of Omidioiogy) that 
covers your materials and 
newsleiier subscription, staff 
support, Web site support, and 
daia analysis. Visii ihe Web 
site or call (800)84.3-2473. 

Before you start on your 
paUi to becoming a cilizen-.sci-
entist, I can answer a few com­
mon questions and inydis 
about bird feeding.

Feedersdo help birds find a 
reliable .source o f food during 
heavy snow or ice storms, so 
you may want io have some­
one keep it full when you arc 
away from home.

Wilh mortgage interest riites 
remaining at near-record lows, and 
home values rising at a record pace in 
many markets, the profile of today's 
mortgage borrower is clianging. 

A huge increase in equity has been 
accumulated by homeowners in short 
time — equiiy ihat could be lapped io 
consolidaic ouisianding debt or gen­
erate cash for college tuitions, invest­
ments or other needs.

Q: I decided diis year to take better care of my lawn. I 
got a .soil test and followed die recommendations and 1 
watered the grass when i i wiis diy. Bui what do 1 do for 
winter care for my lawn'.'Tlie local guys selling ferdliz-
er iell mc diat I need to put on 12-12-12 or 19-i9-i9. 
Do I cut die gross rcidly short like diey recommended? 

A; Here is die "way simple" fall turfgrass checklist. 
And diis list has one iiein; You don't need to feed or 
scalp. Just pick up the 
leaves as best you can. 
Wei leaves piled on gnlss 
ean start lo coiiipo.st ihe 
iurf. Ii's mild, ii's moisi 
and dierc is no air or light. 
Ifyou mow die leaves 
into litde pieces and die 
grass shows through, it's 
good enough. If you have been fertilizing, diere is no rea­
son io gci .something else. Ii is really ioo laie for diis 
year, anyway. If we should get a bit more wami weather 
and ihe grass begins to grow, ihe grass will probably 
have problems in die spring. Snow mold Is a winter fun­
gus diat will leave big gray, dead spots on die lawn in die 
early spring. The lawn was too lush and tender and got 
tra.shed. If your soil test didn't indiciie 12-12-l2or 19-
19-19, dien don't use i i . If your soil already has nitrogen, 
phosphoms and potash, eidier from fertilizer during die 
sea.son or naturally, don't add more. It's an "if it ain't 
broke, don't fix it" kind of diing. You have been very 
good to the lawn diis year, and nodiing more is needed 
odier dian picking up stuff diat will smodier die grass. 
There is no reason to cut the grass shorter dian usual. Ii 
would be better for snow to be caught on die blades and 
stay in place, radier dian have areas sufl'cr possible cold 
damage. Relax. You have been a good grass ciuiigiven 

Q; I bought a couple of shrubs and perennials last 
summer and never got ihem in the ground. If I leave 
them in the pots behind my house during the winter, 
wi l l they be all right? 

A : They'll look fine over the winter but the critical 
thing is that they will probably be dead in the spring. 
The pots will freeze and thaw dozens of times and 
plants will go into and oul of dormancy dozens of 
times. This kills almost everydiing. Ifyou want diem 
alive to plant in the spring, dien run out the door now 
and grab a shovel. Plant the plants and containers in 
the ground lo ihe rims of die pois. This will slop dial 
killer freeze-diaw cycle. Mulch the surface of ihe soil 
with three inches of wood chip mulch. Ifyou do ihis, 
ii 's a pretty good chance ihat everybody will be avail­
able to grow in ihe spring. Since you have negleclcd 
the poor dears, you should feel guilty enough to find 
a locadon for them as soon as die ground thaws in lhe 
spring and get them planted withoul the pots. Since 
they have been in captivity for so long, look for roots 
growing around in a circle. These roots will nol 
straighten out by themselves. Loosen roots or cut 
some so dial springtime growdi can become normal.
