Novi's employment hangs tough in soft job market

MW Despite
regional job
losses, city
shows slight
gain

Surrounded by a sea of pink
and red destgnating job fosses
since 1999, the Novi area is one
of the few brght blue spats on the
Southeast Michigan Councl of
Governmenls” employment map.

While the last year alone has
scen 9.000 jobs cvaporate in the
seven-county region covered by
SEMCOG, between 1999 and

2002 Novi suw total employment
increuse 3.8 percent, according W
A new report an employment
chimge just issued by e agency.

Thit cempares with a L1-per-
vent increase in employment for
Oakland County and an overall
A19-percent drop for the region.

Wixem did even hotter with &
21-pereent inerease in employ-
ment over the same time period,
Huowever, Watled Lake recorded a
3.8-percent drop in totul employ-
ment, according to the SEMCOG
stly.

Releasing the report, SEM-
COG Executive Director Paul
‘Tait saidd, L am hopeful that the
region “will emerge from what
cconoimists have called a ‘jobless
economic recovery’ (o actually
add jobs in coming menths.”

A trio of University of

Michigan coonomisis gave Tait a

reason lo be hopeful Friday by
predicting in their annual cconom-
ic forecast that the state will add
more than 169,(KK) jobs aver the
next two yours ater tosing nearly
87,000 jubs during the past twa.

While Novi has seen total
employment inerease by 1,033
jobs smee 1994, according Lo the
SEMCOG report, the bulk af
those new jubs came in 1994,
with new job creation slowing
acrawl in 2001 and 2002,

This comes as no surprisc (o
Jim Rodgers, SEMCOG's data
center manager. According (o
Rodgers, (19199 was the last of
the boom years. Since then it's
been flat and down.”

Oh yeah,
two live bats were brought to
the school as well,

According to Dale Smart, an
Gducation Specialist lor the
organization, Bats Incredible is
a digital program run with a
laptop compuler so there can be
sound and flipping text. It
replaces an old fushioned slide
show progrim.

“We're very provd 1o have
digitad equipment to Jdo this and
we're uble o do it thanks w a
grant  from  the  Toyola
Corporation,” suid Smart, or
Mr. Dale, as the kids know him
by. “We are doing over a thou-
sand programs per year now
throughout the nation. We're
unigue tn the counry that way.”

Onee that program was fin-
ished, however, the real fun
hegan as Smurt brought out &
live vampire bat and @ larger
tve fruit bat. He explained that
though vampice bats have o bad
reputazion in the mevies, they
are actuably very small and
quite  harmless o humin

beings. He alse said  that
though the Truit bat is guite a
bit larger and looks pretly men-
acing, it oo is harmless,

eficial for lumans and for the
earth,

“Our entire world's ecology
would fall apart without bats,”
Smart said. “Bats make up
quarter of all the mammals on
carth. There are just about
1,000 species of buts found
1 ka all the way down

‘Snmi 1id that bats el huge
numbers of crop pests, lhey cal
a lot of other insects like mos-
quites thit humans don’t wang
aroud and fruit bats spreiel
nearly all the seeds in the rain
forest and they help keep the
entire rain lorest healthy. He
suid they can even re-plant
plants. Pollinating bats polii-
nale special froits that humuans
like, like avocudos and bananas
and they spread papaya seeds
and mangos, just to nume some.

“It just poes on and on”
Smart said, "IN you take 8 key
speeies out of o habitat. the
whole habitat starts to unravel
and come apart,”

Smrt explained that vanypire
bats are less then five inches
tall and  shey're afraid  of
humians. They wat e be left
alone, but scientists are aetual-

ly studying them to make med-
icines for humans, They mostly
fike cow blood and they obiain
it by making a tiny seratch on a
cow's leg und dring a few
drops, then they Ty away.

The Crganization fer Bat
Canservation's Bat Zone is
location  at  the  Cranbrook
Institute of Science Muscum,
which is  the  Nutional
Headquarters {or the crganiza-
tion. Members of the organiza-
tion travel all over from there
and al this tine, during the
school year, there are cven pre- .
graims, so anyonc who goes cin
buy u Licket for a bat show right
in the museum, In the summer
Bat Zone is open seven days a
week and members do five
shows per day al) summer long.

There's lots of news to report
having (o do with the state’s dire
financial siwation. And, as is usu-
ally the cuse, there are a couple of
larger, more fundamental issues
that deserve more careful scrutiny
lurking under the froth of current
evels,

Gov. Jemnifer Granholm last
weck suid  she
favors suspending
the scheduled 0.1
percent cul in the
slate income tax
rate scheduled to
take place Jan. 1,
2004, in order ta
use the $115 mil-
lion in revenue so
pained 10 offset
budget cuts for
schools. Althongh
some Republicans
snarled  about
“Granholm's job-
killing tax hike," 1
think she's right.
Delaying a tax cut
of $30 a yzar for the average fam-
ily is a perfectly reasomable way
10 share the pain in overcoming a
$920 million stare deficil,

In other news, school officials
are having some trouble explain-
ing just why they should not be
osked to use some of their “rainy
day" funds — totaling nearly $2
billion statewide — to help mect
the budget crisis. It looks as
though the pootly cenceived lap-
top compuier program for sixth
graders ($22 million) has been
clicked off. And Lansing insiders
say the 52,500 Michigan Meril
Scholarship awards for kids who
do well on the MEAP is alinost
certain to be reduced as Grapholm
and the legislature come 1o lerms
about eliminating the deficil.

The good news is that the
University of Michigin’s annual
ecanomic forecast projects a sub-
stential uptick in the state's ccon-
omy, but not till next year. It pre-
dicts Michigan will add 77,500
more jobs in 2004 and another
92,000 in 2005, with the state’s
uncmploymet rate dropping from
teday's 74 percenl to 5.7 by the
end of next year,

As to the more fundamental
issues lying below the surface,

This year’s budget crisis is
hardly unigue. {t's just ene more
proof point that our state budgel
has been in chronic structural
delicit for years.

Accetding to Citizens Research
Council staffer Tom Clay, possi-
bly the most knowledgeable per-
soit in the slae abeut our tax
structure, this structural deficit is
the oulcome of “Michigan trying
to operate a sel of programs that
increase incost faster than the rev-
enue base’’ He cites Medicaid
paymeqts, now at § 2.3 billion per
year and growing at double-digil
rales, despite repeated cfforts to
cut payments to doctors and hos-
pitals. Any aitempt to fix our cur-
rent deficits thar ignores this
chronic budget imbatance is oth-
ing more than wheel-spinning,

Moreover, there are serious
flaws in two of Michigan's main
tuxes. The 6 percent sales tax is
levied on goods, not services.

fusing a ’50s tax system

Does this really make any logical
sense? Of course not. And the
stale's levy on businesses — the
Singlc Business Tax that nets
around $2 billion annually in rev-
cnue — is yery odd, indeed,
Essentially a tax on payroll (when
Michigan's unemployment rate is
at an 1l-year high!) the mx is
complex, difficult 10 compute,
bard to administer.

Worse, in comparison with
other stales’ business taxes, it
stands out like a sore (humb.
Research conducted by the

Michigan Economic Development.

Corporation indicates that a con-
siderable number of companies
[acing location decisions tuke one
amazed Jook at the Michigan SBT
and immediately man to another
state.

Morecver, there is a fundamen-
tal siruetoral change aking place
in Michigan's econormy, from ong
based on manufacturing to one
depending mote and more on
services. Although manufacturing
will he s big deal lor decades 1o
come, basic trends such as pro-
ductivity improvements and the
export of jobs lo low-wage coun-
tries like China mean that we’re
not Jikely to have as big a manu-
facturing sector as back in the
1990s. An economiy based on high
value-added scrvices and on the
high-1eeh spinolfs from research
al our s1te’s universities is on the
horizon. The big question is
whether our present tax system
helps that transition ... or husts it

As o popular one-liner in
Lansing goes, “Michigan is trying
lo pet to a 21st century economy
using a 1930s (ax system.” And
although you won't find anybody
willing to talk about it in public —
vt — a few [ar-sighted people are
just now beginning to think about
what kind of basic changes are
needed in our tax system and
about how to make them in a sen-
sible way.

A lot of dreams died that day in Dallas

Years ago, 1 was doing some
research at the John F. Kennedy
Library in Boston, and I asked to
see Dave Powers, the president’s
friend, a warking-class Irishman
who had been sort of the court
jester of the New Frontier,

“You’'re from Detroit?" he said,
eyes twinking merrily. "I love
Detroit, A great —
thing happened to
me there. We were
campaigning  in
Cadillac  Square
on Labor Day and
[ broke my
walch.” Puzzied, 1
asked why in the
world  breaking
his watch during
the madness of a
campaign  rally
was a great thing,

That’s exactly
what Powers, then
sorl of a ceremo-
nial curator of the
magnificent library, was waiting
for, “Because Jack Kennedy took
his off and gave it to me!™ he said
triumphantly, That was a leg-
endary day state Democrats still
lalk about. John Kelly, fer many
years & state senator, perched on
his father’s shoulder that day, his
11th birthday, and briefly grasped
the senator's hand, Thousands saw
him at rallies across the state.

Mary Ann Watson, a professor
of telecommunications at Eastern
Michigan University, was a lille
girl of four when the candidate’s
car whizzed by and she saw him,
as she imagined, looking straight
at her. She grew up 1o become the
nation’s -Jeading academic expert
on television iz the Kemmedy era.

Last week, as welevision flooded
the airwaves with specials, and
younger Americans struggled to
figure out what the fuss was all
about, those who knew remem-
bered. Michigan played a small,
bul significant part in sealing
Kennedy’s victory.

On Eleciion Day, it, was those
same Detroiters who gave John F.
Kennedy the margin be needed to
carry the state by a whisker in one
of the nation's ¢losest elections.
Some say it was Millie Jeffrey

Jack Lessenberrv

who did it, the tiny dynamo of a
labor crganizer who ran JFK's
carnpaign i the staie, “T met him
at a dinner in Grand Rapids in
1958, and was instantly (aken with
his charm, his ideas, his" fresh-
ness,” Jeffrey, now 91, remem-
bers.

But labor and civil rights
BrOUps \Were sus-
picious, Jeffrey,
the highest-rank-
ing woman in the
United Autoe
Workers  union,
chaired his cam-
paigt, made him
acceplable to the
Democratic
party's base, ral-
lied and fired up
the treops.

When
Michigan, after
scesawing  all
night, finaily
went to JFK at 6
a.m. the next morning, the Seeret
Service took that as their cuc 1o
move in and proiect the president-
cleet. {In those long-ago and sup-
posedly gentler limes, mere candi-
dates didn't get Secret Service
protection. Nor would they, until
after the public saw an unguarded
Bobby Kennedy dying in a pool of
biood on the floor of a hotel
kiwhen,}

Michigan's narrow, bul solid
margin for Kennedy in 1960 also
was a large part of the real reason
why Richard Nizon didn’t conest
the highly suspicipus resull in
{llinois that ycar. What is often
forgotien is that cven if the
Republicans could have proven
vote fraud there, Nixon still need-
cd another large state to win,
Michigan was his last hope,

“They loved him, We all did,”
said Frank Kelley, the nation's
longest-serving state attorney gen-
cral. He was a recent appointee t¢
the job when the president came
t¢ Michigan te campaign for
Democratic candidates for a day
in 1962.

“You know, that grace, those
perfect moves, those failored
suits, that face made quite an
imptession on a middle-class Irish

kid like me.” Asked about his own
race, Kelley made some comment
aboul his opponent’s ego.

“And I'll never forget —
Kennedy looked at me and said
‘we are all egoists, Frank. The one
who hides it the best wins.”
Kelley would go on to serve 37
years as altorney general, leaving
office at fast the year JFK’s son
died.

When he retired, T asked him
what his best day on the job was.
He couldn’t say. He knew what
the worst onc was, though, He
was swimming laps in the YMCA
poal in Lansing on Friday afier-
noon when he looked up to sce a
grim-faced aide come in.

“All T could think of was that
something bad happened 10 onc of
my kids,” he said. It was Nov, 22,
1963, and when the aide told him
what had happened, Keltey fclt no
sense of relief. “Thal was (he
hardest thing to take as a public
person. A Jot of hopes and dreams
died that day in Dallas,” he told
me as he was leaving office.

Dave Powers had died the year
before. If he were still around, 1
doubt that be would have been
very visible this week. He didn't
like talking about the President in
November; when he did, all pco-
plc wanted to know about was the
assassination. He knew all about
it. Tt was he who ran to the limou-
sine  at Parkland  Hospital,
wrenched the door open, looked
down on what he should never
have had 1o see.

“Who wants 1o talk abour that?
he said. “My goal is to keep the
memory alive, you know.” [ knew.
Last summer I was at the Kennedy
Library again, and saw people, old
and young, with stars in their
eyes, walching the Inaugurai
Address. In some crazy way, that
part of our past isn’t, in fact, over.
It isn’t, as they say, even really
past.

Tup the right side of your brain -
get creative, Consider some alter-
natives 1o store bought gifis, Dr.
Sam Quick, human development &
family relations specialist with the
Kentueky  Stie  Universily
Cooperative Extension Office, rec-
emmends crafting homemade gift
cetificaes, What type of gills
might you give? For the friends in
your life who are single moms, or
for the couple who needs a much-
nezded break from their kids,
donate four Friday evenings of free
babysilting. A son might give his
mother a certificate for an hour of
his time doing any chore of her
choice — with no protests.

To create a gift cenificale in
Word, open anew document, Click
“Insert™ on your ool bar, and then
choose “Text Box™ from the pull
down menu {fifth option from (e
bottom). Draw your text box. Click
inside the text box to add lext. [
the top left hand cormer of the box
type “To” and fill in the name of
the person to whom you’re present-
ing the certificatc. Next, type
“What:" and describe whal your
gifl is. Be specific (Dad will give
mom a 25 minule back massage.)
Finally, in the bottom right hand
carner of the certificate, draw a sig-
nature line (To draw 4 line, choose
“Autoshapes” by clicking “Insen”
and then “Pictures.”} There you'll
sign your name, in pen, Also,
somewhere oy the certificate, indi-
cate how long the offer is good for.
You ean fit three or four certificates
on a page. Print the page, cut cut
the certificates and put them in
envelopes. Consider asking your
kids to put their artistic touch on
the envelopes. You'll be involving
them in the gift giving process and
you'll sct an example of how you
can share the Christmas spirit for
just penties,

1 you pay with credit...1f you're
planning to use your credil cards
this year to purchnse gifts, usc the
one with the lowest interest rate.
And treat it as if it's money you
drew outof your checking account.
Once you reach the dollar limil you
decided on when you crafted your
spending plan, charge not enc ceat
more. And make a concerted effor
to pay down your balance quickly.
You don't want to be paying for
Tunior's toys next August.

Open a Chiistmas  Clb
Account, in January, open a
Christmas Club account.  Most
credit unions and many banks offer
them. Put some money in each
month based on how much you
spent lasi year. Arrange to have the
amount automatically deducted
from your paycheck. This way,
when it’s time to shop for the holi-
days again, you'll have all the
money you need. And you'll eam
interest rather than making big
interest payments to finance next
year's holiday shopping.

Rottermond Jewelers gives back to community

It ll began five years ago with a hope
and dream of Cindi Rotlermend, vice
president of Rottermond Jewelers,

She clearly remembered how dusing
her days at Ford Mator Company she had
participated in a Christmas program
called “Operation Good Cheer” in-which
cmployees “sdopted” abused/neglecied
children, making the holidays brighter for
those in need,

Cind talked it over with her husband
Dean and other stalfers at their Milford
jewelry store. “Did they want to be
involved in a similar local project?” she
asked.

When the replics returned in the affir-
mative, Cindi sprang into action. When
she learned that 183 area residents that
year had asked for aid through
Communily Resource Sharing (CRS), a
local assistance program, she was
shocked.

Thus, “Sharing Christmas with Others”

waus launched.
* Cindi and Dean asked their customers
also 1o become involved in adopting 12
fumilies, She distributed {flyers- around
town und Rotermond siaffers handed
them oul (o, customers, Cindi even
devised o method of kecping tack of
everyone who agreed to contribute and
what the danatien would be. Gift certifi-
cates for foed and clothing were also col-
lected and given to CRS for additiona!
families. e

From warm hoots and pajamas to
trucks and dolls, the gifts poured in. The
Milford Post Cffice employecs adopted
three (amilies and provided everything on
those families’ lists and more.

And she didn't stop there. Cindi enlist-
ed the help of parents of the Prestwick
Village Golf Club Children's Party and
asked them to contribule gift certificates,

Instead of exchanging gifts ameng them-
selves, the youngsiers brought the gift
certificates to their annual parly and
learned about sharing with others.

Rottermond  staffers  also  were
irvolved, They, too,, purchased gifts and
wrapped; havled and delivered them, All
of that was in addition to the bookkeeping
offorts of making sure every family's gifls
were together.

That was five years ago, and the pregram
has continued to grow, This year
Rotiermond Jewelers has adopted 20 fami-
lies, and the program of Sharing Christmas
with Others has been extended to the
Rallenmond’s Brighton jewelry store,

“Qur customers have come 10 expeet
this outreach,” said Cindi, “In addition 10
the Mitford Post Office employess, other
businesses have called 1o pitch in. We (ry
to allocale one gift per adult and three for
each child, For the youngsiers, it is often
the basics — coats, snow boots and mittens
and one toy, We-also try to give a grocery
gifi card to each family for food, ¥ Cindy
oxplained.

Clients and other denors are asked o
wrap each gift and deliver it to the store
by a specific day. Families arc directed 1o
come to Roliermends to pick up their
gifts on a designated day in keeping with
the-confidentiality guidelines set by CRS.

But the Rotermonds de not stop there
with their service 10 the community. Dean

Vallzy Schoots about 12 years ago, work-
ing with jewelry teachers Docothy Kane
at Lakeland and Andrea Bronson at
Milford High. He has supplied gemstones
and metals for the advanced jewelry
classes at both high schools.
