Schools hope that state doesn’t mandate fund equity use

B Novi figures
out how to deal
with cuts after
Dec. 5 decision

Say you are the superintendent
of a school disteiet and you had
planned July 1 ona fend equity of
$500,00 10 fund an educational
program for the 2004-05 school

year. Then the state comes in and
says thal they’re going to reduce
the per pupil foundation grunl
wmount by $200 per student,
which equals $600,000.

Now, what is your school dis-
trict to do?

Are you going o cul programs
1o save patt of yeur fund equity or
use your fund eguity to run the
programs running until there’s na
mare fund equity left?

This is just onc realistic dilem-
ma that many school districts in
Michigan are facing right pow
because of the state’s ngarly 1
billion budget deficit. Of that, the

smawe  educa-
tion fund is
amning a
deficit of
more  than
$300 million.

The
Michigan
Education -
Association
has alcady <. Koster
wamed school
disticts o expect a reduction in
the 2004-2005 foundation grant
of pearly $200 per student (Novi
corcily receives $8.310 per stut
dent). This prompted lawmakers

to say that school distdcts can
avold some ol the pain by using
fund equity and, in fact, they are
Lalking abuwt possibly mandating
.

A fund equity is like a savings
aceount that some school districts
have been shle (o build up over
the years. Schools say that having
a fund equity is pradent. It gives
them senye cushien for the unex-
pecied and it provides money lo
carry them over while waiting for
staie aid paymenls to amive.
Otherwise, they would have to
borew money te meet payroll,
which would mean they have to

pay interest.

The Novi Community School
District currently has a 14-percent
planned fund equity for the 2004
05 school year. That equals
almast 58 million in cash.
Fortunately for Novi, & is not in
the same boat of some other
school districts, But, according to
Jimy Kosler, assistant superintend-
ent of business and finance, there
is still need for concem.

“If the staie culs meney from
the foundution grant, there;
shouldn’t be a mandate lhar

While most people celebrated
Thanksgiving with turkey and
parades some marked the day witha
rampage of destruction,

Police in Novi and Farmington
Hills are looking for the people
responsible for more than $100,000
damage e 175 new vehicles at 10
dealerships in Nowi, Farminglon
Hills and Wanerford Township.

Although half the dealerships
attacked belong o cne group,

Suburban, police in Novi and
Farmington Hills say they don’t
believe the company was singled
out

Chief William Dwyer, who has
been Farmington Hills' top cop for
19 years, said he's never seen any-
thing like it. “We will net tolerate iL,”
he said, adding that Farmingten
Hills police are offering a 55,000
reiward (or information leading 1o
the identity, arrest and conviction of
the persin or people responsible for
the vandalism.

Novi Police Chicf Doug Shaeffer

said some B0 vehicles were vandal-
ized at four dealers aleng Hagpeny
Road. He suid a spokesman for
Mercedes of Novi estimated dam-
age Lo the |9 vchicles struck thereat
Teast $1,500 cach. “Anything over
$1,000 in malicious destruction is a
felony,” noted Shacifer.

He said investigators in Novi did
catch a break. Jaguar of Novi, where
17 wehicles were domaged, has a
vigeo surveillance systcm.

Shaeffer sqid the Michigan State
Police Crime Lab in Nonhwille has
the tape now. “We don't know whal

it will show, but we are very inter-
csted,” he said

In additon to Jaguar and
Mercedes, e vandalized Novi deal-
ers included Suburban Infiniti and
Suburban Jeep Chrysler. Across the
street in Farmington Hills the vie-
tims included Bill Cook Imports,
Salurn  of Farmington  Hilis,
Suburban Honda, Suburban Acuea
and Tom Holzer.

schools use their equity,” he
suid. “Ir sheuld be up 10 cach
disirict what to do. There are
schoo! districts that could aetu-
ully stop schoo! after their fund
equity is all gone. They could
stop school or they could cut
programs, but that has to be the
deciston of the district. There are
sume  districts  that  probubly
won’t nxake it trough the year
but we're nol in (hat hoal,”

Theugh he believes mandat-
ing that schools use their fund
cquily during, this time of finan-
ciul crises 1s wrong, Koster can
still understand the stale’s rea-
saning. He also explained, how-
cver, that Novi i committed 10
running its 150,000 square fect
of schooly - aud it won't get any
additional money to o so,

“We have to start saving a lii-
tle, bit before we open up
school,” he snid. "That's just
common sense and good plan-
ning. That's what an cquity is
for. It prohibits you Irom hor-
rawing und Lo allow for more
uncxpected expenses.”

The Novi School Board of
Education has the option. when
faced with the reduction of dol-
lirs from the state, 10 cot pro-
grams, dip intoe ity fund cquity,
do bhoth or do nothing at all.
These are the kinds of decisions
it may be wrestling with over the
next few months once Lhe state s
scheduled o make its decision

Dec. 5.

“Trying to take $1.2 million
out of 1 budget with six months
lefl s like doubling it Koster
szid.

Thanksgiving, the papers werg
filled with storles marking the
40th anniversary of the assassina-
sion of Presidenl John F
Kennedy. The pictures, especiatly
those of Mrs. Kennedy's bloed-
stained suit and glazed eyes.
brought back so many sad memo-
rics | couldn't avoid tears.

1 was a student at Oxford
University in
England  when
President
Kennedy wis
killed — a far
away. place at a
far away time. 1
remember  being
¢ a fermal dinner
when the Master
of my college
came in, pale and f©7
drawn. I think he [
said something |
ike this; “ am 1er-
ribly sorry o
interrupt this din-
ner (o say that the
rews  has  just
come over the radio that
President Kennedy has been shot
and, iz all probability, killed."

1 had arrived at Oxford thal
fall, directly from Fairbanks,
Alaska, where [ had been work-
ing as the sports cditor of the
Fairbanks Daily News Miner.
Needless to say, the cullure
change was fairly extreme, and 1
had not been at Oxford long
enouph to make many fricnds.

[ linished dinner, took my
leave, and walked in tears across
the quadrangle to my little room.
When I opened the door, to my
astonishment 1 found a dozen st-
dents — some acquaintances,
some absolule strangers — in my
roony, listening to the radic. They
all: sat the death vigil with me
until morming. I will never over
forget their caring and kindness.

So while my wife, Kathy, and 1
atiended Thanksgiving service at
our church, JFK was on my mind
as somebody to be thankful for.
His grace and sensz of ironic
humor charmea us. Hig intellec-
tual capacily, knowledge of histo-
¥ and ability to use the language

with precision and  passion
moved us, “The torch (of leader-
ship) fias been pussed 1o 2 now
generation,” he suid in his inau-
gural uddress, and it was true, For
me aid for many of my gencra-
tion, President Kennedy's clec-
tion marked a distinct and hope-
ful change in the potitical fife of
Our country,

1 saw him up close jost once,
while 1 was an
undergraduate at
the University of
Michigan. Hefe's
how,

n. 1959, |
joined a group
rather ponderous-
ly called
Americans
Committed  To
World
Responsibility.
We sat up too Jat
tatking and we
drank too much
coffee (and fur oo
nuch beer). But
we wound up con-
cluding our generation had nore
imporiant things to do than mere-
'y going into business and mak-
ing money. We fell young people
could volunteer o serve abrond
in iess developed counirics,
teaching English, helping with
public health, doing whatever we
might in order to exercise our
responsibility as citizens of the
world,

Of course, this being 1960, we
wrote all this down as a mani-
festo. And because [ was editori-
al page cditor of the student
newspaper, The Michigan Daly,
I ran our manifcsie in the paper,
It provoked enormous interest,
And so T sent it 1o the intercolie-
giale press service, which maved
it (o other swdent newspupers
around the country, where il pro-
voked much excitement, as well.

In time, we got the arlicle to
Mildred Jeffrey, the highest-rank-
ing woman {n the United Aulo
Workers union and a diminutive
force of nature, still alive and
kicking in Detroit today at 91
years young. At the lime, she also
was,” a_ Demecratic  Natjona)

Cominitteewoman. 1 believe she
gave the piece to ULS. Sen.
Hubert Hiemphrey, D-Minn., who
talked aboot it an and off during
the presidential primaries. The
thought was subsequent!y picked
up by Theodore Sorensen, a
lawyer writing speeches for
Senator Kennedy's presidential
epmpaign,

Little did we know (hat
Kennedy intended 1o talk about
our idex when he came lo Ans
Arbor to give a campaign speech
on October 14th. And little did
we know, as we waited in an
enormous  crowd gathered on
Swate Strect in front of the
Michigan Union, that his specch
would call for Americans to vol-
unleer Lo serve abroad or that our
idea weuld eventally wind up as
the Peacc Corps!

All T can remember about that
night — in fact, it was 2 am.
Kennedy's enlourage was tun-
ning late — was how young and
contemporary he looked as he
stood on the steps of the Union
and how his words, twanging
with that distinctive accent,
moved Us beyond measure. Here
was a candidale for the
Presidency, talking te us in our

own language, challengiog us o ¢

belicve we ceuld help make a
better world. The idea struck o
spark with countless young peo-
ple, and many in Kennedy's cam-
paign later felt the young con-
tributed significamly to his slim
margin of victory.

Now, nearly lifty years® afler
that speech, 1 conclude only (wo
things. First, that there is ne
power greater than a pood idea
whose time has come. Sccond,
thut something has gone terribly
wrong with our politics — now
so partisan, parochial, tasteless
und vicious — for such ideas
seemn (hese days to be in such
shott suprily.

Clarke's political star is shining again

This is the story of a mixed-
up young man who couldn™t find
himself, and a black lady pamed
Octavia Lyors who cleaned
house for a wealthy family in
the suburbs. Hansen Clarke was
a2 23-year-old college dropout in
1980.

His parents were dead. The
kids he had grown up with on
the mean streets of Petroit's
lower east side were getting in
trenble, or worse.

And Oetavia, who happencd
lo be his godmother, gave him a
talking o,
Several talkings
to, in fact, “She
teally was the
one who madé a
difference,” he
said oyer a late
luach Jast week,
scon after flying
in from an sco-
nomic  deveiop-
ment meeting in
Africa.

Today, State
Sen, Hansen
Clarke is one of
the Democrats’ JACK I.es_se
brighter lights in
the legisiature. Four years after
Octavia took him to task, she
logk the fizst and only plane uip
of her life, to [thaca, N.Y., Lo sec
him pgraduate from Cornell
University.

Three ycars later, he got a law
degree from Georgetowi. There
have been ups and downs since
then. But teday, he thinks his
particelar past has given him a
certain insight into the problems
of his city: Sitply put, he says
“Kids need two parents.”

Clarke's biggest cause in the
Senate has been pushing a bill
for “grandparent rights,” which
he says would help keep fami-
lies together,

“It is no secret that you have
many cases where the parents
may be non-existent, or on
drugs, and where the grandpar-
ents are raising these children,”
he said,

Clarke knews that sometimes

B cven when loving parents are

present, kids need extra help,
His main problem was that ie
didn't have his parents long
enough. Incidentally, when pee-
ple meet the senator for Lhe first
time, it is amusing to watch
them try to guess his age and
ethnic background.

He could pass for an Italian-
American in his early 30s, or get
away with claiming just about
any Middle Eastern or
Mediterranean pedigrec. But he
iy actually a 46-year-cld native
Delroiter with a twist — his
father was a Muslim from India,
his mether, Aftlcan-American,
Raised a Muslim; he is now a
Roman Catholic.

Clarke’s life has had its twists
and tums loo, cnes that have
taken him {rom the mean strecls
of the city's lower East Side lo

Philips  Exeter
Academy — und
back again. He
has gone from
homelessness
and food stamps
0 Cornell
University and a
law degrec from
Georgetown. By
the time he was
33 he was a ris-
ing political star.
A decude later,
after losing sev-
eral contests, he
nben’v was widely
- viewed o5 2
wished-up loser.

Now, his star seems to be
shining again. He defeated an
incumbent to win clection to the
Michigan Senate last year,
where be is one of only 16
Democrals, and where he has
alrcady moved inta a key spat
on the appropriations commit-
tee,

Incnantally‘ while he loya]ly
praises Gov. Jennifer Granhotm,
he thinks what is nceded te
solve the budget crisis is more
cutside-the-box thinking. “We
act as if we can oaly cut from a
few arcas,” he said.

“Well, let's get a new model.
We have a total state budget of
what, $38, %39 billion? Let's
Took at this in an entircly new
way. Yes, we need more revenue
— and we shouldr't be alraid fo
ask for it,” he said, “Bul 1 know
we can find a billion dollars in
there wilhout doing much dam-
age”

Whether that is right or pot —
and whether or not he could ever
get the majority Republicans to
go along in restucturing the
budget — Ciarke at least has a
can-do, enirepreneurial spirit.
For instance, he would reward
state employees who fiod ways

10 save e state money by let-

ting them keep at least part of
the savings. “You necd to put
your employees first,” he said,
“You need to reward risk-1aking
and initiative.”

What really moves him, how-
ever, i education. He thinks
charter schools arc not the
answer to our educational prob-
lems; fixing the public schools
is.

“My father dicd when [ was 8
yeurs old, and my mother took a
job as a school crossing guard
— which paid nothing — so that
she could keep an eye on me and
on my education, But many kids
don’t have what 1 had. What
ahout the mother who happens
to be on.crack? How is she
zoing to know whal is a good
charter schoal "

In September, he noted,
Beacon Inlernational Academy
on Detroil's easl side suddenly
and unexpectedly closed when
Ferris State University revoked
its charter, leaving parenls or
guardians of 300-vdd kids
serambling to find new schools
for 1heir kids, with the semester
aircady several weeks under

way.

Clarke thinks it would be bet-
ler to put our cnergy and
resources inle a system of reli-
able public scheels that parcals
could count on, no matter where
they might live. Such schools
stif exjsted when he was a little
hoy. He did well enough in one
that when ke was in junior high,
he unexpectedly got & scholar-
ship to Exeter. He didn’( stay to
graduate, but it changed his life.
Later, there was Cornell and
Georgelown.

So which school had the
biggest impact on him? No con-
est. “Jones  Elcmentary
School,” an Detroil public
school back in the old neighbot-
hood, he grins.

Jones is still there today.
Perhaps it isn't what it was in
the 1960s, bul he believes it
could be again, He plans to keep
an eye on it, and I plan o keep
an eye on whet promises to be
an interesting political career.
