When the State Depariment of
Education used  new testing com-
pany to collect the tests, grade
them and report the results back to
schools in Michigan, many dis-
tricts noticed an overwhelming
amount of errors in the punibers.
Bverylhing from missing test
scores to inaccurale attendance
data to students being included
who shouldn’t have been included
were discovered,

All districts had 15 calendar
days to review the information and
report back o the Depurtment of
Education with any appesls they
desired to make to change any
information they believed 1o be
inaccurate.

As u result, over 1,200 schools,
filed appeals challenging and ques-
tioning the data, The Novi district
had seven appeals that it sent back
ta the Siate Department of
Education, Each of the clementiry
buildings in Novi filed an appeal
on two issues. One was missing
data in the mah MEAP tesling
scores at the [ourth grade fevel und
the other ane was on the basis of
attendanee figures.

“The Depariment of Education
15 faced wilth an overwhelming
number of erors that have to be
resolved,  MNovi  Assistant
Superiniendent  for  Academic
Services Nancy Duavis said,
“Because of that, they arc now
telling s that our final report card
will not be.aut until Jan. 30, 2004
That means we'rc going o have to
wail yel another six weeks.”

For the matll MEAP testing
scores, there were several pages of

data provided —and in every schoal
in Novi, there was a page of data
completely blak, The data went
through the testing company,
Atlanty-based  ECS, hat wis
responsible for collecting the fests
and resending them all back in
boxes. They are all scancd
through a computer, which *gener-
ates reports, The computers then
{nbulate all the results and the final
results revealed that several pages
were just simply left blank. In ethir
words, something happened during
the reporting process that didn’t
completely reveal afl the informi-
tion.

As for Novi's anendance fig-
ures, the results dhae came back
from the state showed the district i
the 80-perceniile range, which
administraters immediaely koew
Wwere wrong.

“Our aftendunce in Novi is
extremely high” Davis suid. “We
average well over %) to 85 percent
cevery day all through the scheol
year, and we knew that wasa't
right”

As it tumed out, the problem
with the atrendance figures was on
the districl's side. Because of o
software {(Single Record Student
Base system) that schools use to
take atiendance, the days were not
counted correctly for the full
schoo! year, There was u day, for
instance, where the students
weren™ supposed 10 go to schuel,
but it was counted as a day of atten-
dance with no students.

The attendance problem wasn'L
just in Neovi, Thete are several
other school districts in Michigan
that ase the same software and they
all had the same problem in the
attendance numbers,

It
doesn't make much
diffcrence whether
this year's reduc-
lion is 6 percent or 3 percchl,
because higher cducation as g
whole has absorhed more cuts in
stale appropriations ever the past
three years than any other sceter,
All told, T'd guess the net overall
clfect of these cuts is pretty close
to 20 percent. Looked al another
way, Ihey will have cost each stu-
dent al the University of
Michigan's Ann Arbor campus
almost $1,500,

The short-term cost is that uni-
versity beards will be forced to
increase tuiticn yel again, making
it still tougher for families of ordi-
nary income to send their kids 10
college. According to the National
Center for Public Policy and
Higher Education, Michigan ratcs
a D+ for college affordability, und
thiat was before this year's round of
cus, The long-term cost is, if any-
thing, worse. Our public universi-
lies are already losing gifted facul-
1y miembers and researchers (o pri-
vate institutions; class size is going
up, buildings are deteriorating;
morade is.maL_good. 1t will take
ybars and years toundo the kind of
damage that is being done Lo our
PUDIIC unIversitica, ence eankad az
ameng the nalion's very best.

Of course, the political system
-— both the lepislature and the

all this — will respond that times
are louph, that higher education
has had a pretty cushy deal aver
the past few years and that any
cuis to university budgeis can eas-
ily be passed on to the sludents
and their familigs.

A picture-perfect cxample of
this sort of pass-the-buck (hinking
was produced last
month by Speaker
of the House Rick
Johnson. In a let-
ter to newspaper
editors responding
1o the 5,000 col-
lege stodents who
wrote letters
objecting 10 fur-
ther cuts for high-
er education, the
Speaker  made
these points fol-
lowed by my
translation  into
ordinary English,

Go blame wuniversity governing
board members for any fuition
inicreases. The legislature’s deci-
sion to slash state finding for ini-
versifies has nothing to do with
their tuition decisions, Anyway, i
it was up to us legislators, your
tuition increases wouldn't be so
high.

» “[ would cncourage you to
continue the energy and momen-

wm you have generated and to
work directly wilh your university
board 10 directly affect how your
schools (sic) appropriatiens are
allocated.”

Don't bother me any more with
your whining about state appro-
priations; go after those nosty
board members, insread.

Speaker Johnson, of course, is
not alone amongst our political
masters in seli-serving hypocrisy.

This kind of disingenucus rhet-
eric imerely masks the enormous
and largely silent poticy shift that
has 1aken place over the past 30
years or s0. Time was that invest-
ing public funds in the education
of each citizen was considered an
appropriate thing to do becausc of
the public benefils brought aboul
by cducated people. But now the
dominant idea is that higher edu-
calion confers o private benefil
mainly lo the individual receiving
it, und therefore the cosis of edu-
cation should be shified 1o stu-
dents and their familics.

Prosecuting monsters doesn't
leave Cheryl Matthews jaded

Cheryl Matthews kisseés her
husband and two haby sons good-
bye every morning, and gocs ofl
to spend the day dealing with
people who rape and ruin the
Lives of little children a5 young or
younger than hers.

“] guess it has a certain effect,
[ mezn, [ don't let my kids go see
Santa by them- _
selves," she said,
For six years, she
has  been in
charge of prose-
cuting child sexu-
al assaults in
Qakland County,
Detroit's largest
and most affluent
cellection of sub-
urbs.

No, she doesn't
have a firm con-
viction about
Michael
Jackson's guill or
innocence.  She
has seen cases where childrez do
make false charges.

"People in he public eye have
a spotlight on them and probably
do attract these lypes of dccusa-
tians," just by virtue of their
celebrity, "On the other hand, if [
was accused of sexually assauil-
ing another boy a few years ago,
as he was, 1 wouldnt be found
within 500 miles of a child." And

 while they aren't definite praof of

anything, Jackson's public stale-
ments about liking to Slcep in bed
wilh children "definitely set off
my ped-o-meter,” sending 2
warning that something was not
normal here.

We live in a highly sensational-
ist society where round-the-clock
broadcast media daily trompet
any news of scandal, especially
of a sexual nature. There alse
seem to be more sensational

B cases, from Elizabeth Smart to

Michael Jackson, involving chil-
dren. Could it be that the problem
is overblawn?

"Sadly, [ think it is undeme-
ported,” said Matthews, who has
prosecuted  hundreds, perhaps
mote than a theusand, such cases.
At 40, she looks considerably
younger and much more like a

Ja‘nk. Lessnberry _

elementary school leacher than
one of the area's loughest prose-
‘cutors, "You see a lot of affluent,
upper-class men who target Kids
from the lower-classes, from bro-
ken homes, who are needy and
vulncrable,” .

Earlier this falt she won 2 con-
victien against one Robert Basat,
who told many
young boys that
he * would  die
unless they gave
him their semen.
"There are certain
peeple  whosc
crimes are 50
cgregious  they
should never sce
the light of day."

Sociely  may
not have to worry
about Basay; he
got 50 o 80
years, Bul what
lrustrates her is
that so many oth-
ers gel awny. She just lost a case
where she is convinced the man,
a well-known arca businessman,
had molested little boys.

"But victims lake back their
testimony all the time. Often,
they are undes tremendous pres-
sure 1o do s0." Some can't even
testify at all. The 4-month-oid,
for example, with gonorrhea.
Looking at some of the cases
she's handled is enogugh to make
gven an old liberal think on-the-
spot execution might not be such
2 bad idea.

Oddly enough, Matthews does-
w1 seem 1o be completely jaded.
"1 think T have the abitity to look
at an individual and see when
they have a chance and may be
able to be tumed around, but also
recognize that there arc times
when society should give up,
when rehabilitation iso't possible
any more.”

Even in some of those cases,
she is abie to have some sympa-
thy for a monster.

You
feel some empathy, though you

Tronically, she never wanted Lo
do this kind of law. After a couple
of years doing corparate law in
Magnhattan, she reslized she was
well-puid but bored, and ok a
considerable pay cut to join the
prosceuter’s office in 1991,

When she was first asked 1o
head the scxual assault unit she
recoiled, Finally, she agreed to do
it for a year, und ended up stay-
ing, largely because she felt the
work was so imporiant. But
though she rightly takes some
satisfaction al the monsters she's
put away, to an outsider, the bot-
tom line is deeply depressing:

Child molesters have perhaps
the highest recidivism ratc of any
criminal. “The average one has
14 victims over his or her life-
time — and they aren’t all men,
she said.

Most do not get sentenced [0
forever in prison — and they are
eventually released, older, wiscr,
meore curning, Nor does she see
much hope that many can be
rehabilitated; she doesn't even
think castration, chemical or
physical, would do any pgood
even if legal, which it isn't,

Still, somebody has to keep up
the fight, Mathews kopes to do
so soon 0 a different arena. Next
year, she plans en running for
county circuit judge, a posl that
would be concerned exclusively
with "family court” matters,
including sexual crimes apainst
juvenifcs. "] think I have the abil-
ity to be fair," she said.

Those who know her have little
doubt of that. However, if she is
elected, let's hiope there is anoth-
er bulldog in her office with the
skill 1o put the real creeps away,
and the discretion not 1o label a
16-year-old boy a sex offender
for life becavse he went too far
with his gizlfriend who was two
months under the age of consent.

She sald that while the number
of children visiting the emergency
room appears to remain conslant
throughout the year, the types of
injuries change  significantly
around the holidays.

“There are about 400 fires
nationwide involving holiday dec-
orations annually,” she said.
“Christmas, Kwanzaa, Hanukkah,
they all include candles,” added
Smith.

Along with candles, holiday
wrapping tossed into a blazing
fireplace and past their prime hol-
iday lights draped on a too dry tree
are other major sources of holiday
ragedy.

Home safety at the holidays,
said Smith, is maicly a guestion of
common sense. For instance, il
you've had your tree lights a few
years and aren”t 130 percent sure

_nbout them, toss them and get a

uew UL-approved set.
“Most of the serious bums we
see come from fires slarted by

lights that were too ofd," she said.
According to Smith, it's just not
worth the risk (o squecze one more
season out of a wom siring of
lights.

She added it's also important
10 make sure you only use fights
approved for ouldoor use out-
doors. Using indoor lights out-
doors, Smith warned, adds the
nisk of electrocution 1o the risk
of fire.

Second to fire, she said, ame
spill/scald injurics during the holi-
duys. Most of these, she said,
could be prevented by adults sim-
ply paying more atlention.

“You're with people you love,
but ne one's keeping a close eye
on the kids,” she noted. As a result,
small children frequently wg on a
lable cloth or the cord to a crock-
pot with disastrous resuls. Last
year, she recalled, one child was
brought to the emergency room
with burns suffered when they
pulled over a crock pol and a head

injury from being hit by the crock

ol

Smith noted that just as there
should be a designated driver for
holiday revels, there should be a
designated adult to keep an eye on
the kids at fanily functicns, Smith
noted that many holiduy mishaps
are the result of every adult in the
house thinking thal someone clse
is walching the children.

She said people shoutd lake a
page from the summer dme pool
party safety book und have an
“I'm watching the kids™ sign to
hand from adull 1o adult during
the course of the party, This way,
everyone can be certain there’s
alwatys at leust one adult keeping
an eye on the children.

One of the most danpgerous
things in any holiday home for the
under-$ scl, it ures out, is grand-
ma’s purse, said Smith. $he noted
that grancdma [requently comes
with candy, gum and other treats
it bier purse, and when she wicks

her parse behind the sofa or under
her coat on the front hall chair, it
becomes a danger 1o small chil-
dren.

Smith explained that's because
older women's purscs are [re-
quently o veritable store house of
medications for nol only them-
sclves bul their companlons.
Small children, she said, ofien
assaciated older female relative’s
purses with candy. Since they
can't tell the difference between
heart medication and mints, trips
to the cmergency room freguently
resuit. -

She noted even things as benign
as antacids and vitamins cun be
dangerous for small childeen,

For a safe holiday season, said
Smith, “Mothing replaces adull
supervision.”
