The first hicoup came when company
officials discovered that no ona had pro-
tected the name GT40 that wan Henry Ford
1t racing glory in the mid-1980s and a kit
car maker had trademarked the name.

Some of Ihe new federal
changes that are 1o be imple-
mented in Novi's curmriculem
are rath standards that say mul-
tiplication  1ables  must  be
fearned by second grade andd
lgebiaic concepls begin in
sisth and  seveoth  grades.
Currently, muitiplication s
taught in third grade and muzy
students don't do ulgebra unti
nindh prade, although there is &
lor of middle school alpebra
going on already.

These siricter math bench-
marks are being pushed down 1o
tower grudes, bt all the math
hooks being used in those lower
erades are teaching lower math
skills. Hesse explained the cur-
rent way of teaching is a spiral
approuch - students learn o
skill, then go huck and review it
many limes so it stays refreshed
in their minds. The new curricu-
lum would etiminate that spiral.

Hess asked, “Can a student
actually fearn o higher level
raath it an earlier leved'? | goess
1 wonid huve o say yes"

Hesse spoke of her personal

experience  growing up in
Mexico.

“The nation when [ was there
was lhat students weren™t going
to stuy in school (or their whole
K-12 eaperience becavse they
have to go 1o work,” she suid.

When ! came 10
the United States, my math
skills were fur greater than my
peers.

Proposed voting system could be
just the ticket for better turnouts

Every clection, millions of
Americans templed hy third party
candidates face the same frustrag-
ing dilemma: Do they voie for the
candidale  they
really like, cven
theugh they have
linle  or  no
chance? Or do
they vote for the
“least bad™ of the
wo major parly
candidaies, jusl (o
prevenl the wors
one  from  win-
ning?

But what if vor-
ers could feel free
10 choose the con- [ ¥ &
didate of theie
drcams  without  Jack LESSE
any worry aboul
causing the election of the "evil of
two lessers?” Tom Ness, u politi-
cal aetivist and fomer Grecn
Party congressional candidaic in
Ferndale, has come up with a
solution.

He and a dedicaicd band of
activists eall it JRV, which stands
for Instant Runofl Voting.
Basically, it allows voters to pick
both o first and a second chaice
for any office, If any candidate
receives more than 50 percerl, the
second-place voles are ignored.

However, if nobody has a
majority, the second-plice vates
are added in. Take the most
fameus example in modem times:
Florida, Four ycars ago, the affi-
cial vole slood al George Bush:
2,812,790 Al Gore, 2,912,253,
Ralph Nader, 97,488,

Surveys showed that the Nader
volers would have split about 64
percent for Gore, 10 peroent for
Bush, and the rest wouldn't pick
anycne clse. Allocating those
votes would give a rough new
total of Gore, 2,976,000, Bush
2,922,000

The final resull would likely
have been closer, since the 34,000
Liberiarian and Reform voters
may have preferred Bush. But
Gore would have won,

“We aren't, however, proposing
1¢ do this nationally, but locally,”
said Ness, who these days oper-
ates something of a political

activist center wod cultural salon
called the Green House, on
Woodwurd Avenue in Ferndale, an
aging bluc-coltar Detroit suburh.
Ness and
Hoeward DitkolT, a
non-pracicing
psychiatrist from
Quk Park, are now
working husily to
get a proposzl o
wlopt 1RV on the
Ferndale hallot in
November.  and
their chances are
probubly as good
here as anywhere.
Ferndale, which
; has abowt 22,000
people, has in
nberry recent years
marked itself as a
gay-frieadly city, und gay couples
have moved in and rehabilitated
many of the town’s vintage-1920s
homes.

While Green Party candidates
¢lsewhere in Michigan huve been
performing abysmally, last year
Circens won clection to bath the
city council and school bourd.

“All we have t do is pet a few
hundred signatures and we are on
the ballor.” suid Ditkoft, who says
he dectded not to practice afler
graduating from medical school
“because the profession is so con-
trolled by the drug cempanies.”

Ness says [RY would benefit
Greens and other thicd party can-
didates, because their first-choice
vote would likely swell once vat-
crs saw that vating their con-
science no longer meant risking
clecting the person they least
wanled.

But (he major parties would
also benefit, since they would usu-
ally still win, he argues, and the
winner would beter be able to
claim a clear mandate from the
peaple. )

What happens now is that third
parly candidates generally get
fewer votes than polls shew, in
large part because volers end up
eturming to a major party in an
effort to block the candidate they
really don”t want.

Four years ago, of course, the
worst of all possible worlds hap-

pened for the Greens. Just duys
before the election, Nader was
running far higher in the polls
than the 2.7 percent of the vate he
received in the end, and Greens
were confident he would get the 5
percent needed 1o get federal
matching funds.

Much of' his support evaporated
in the final days. Yer while Nader
got lar fewer votes thin he had
haped, he still got more than
enough in Florida 1o deny Gore
the clection, gnd make for bad
njood ever  since  between
Demacrats and Greens.

IRV would prevent that. The
system  wouldn't  necessarily
always work (o the advantage of
liberals; there is some evidence
that most Perot voters in 1992
would have made the first
President  Bush  their  second
choice. The choice would not
always be mude on ideological
grounds, of course, especially in
Tocal elections.

For IRV aclivists, their cause is
becoming somewhat of a crusade.
They have been sparring with
Michigan eleetions direcior Chris
Thomas, arguing — so far unsuc-
cessfully — that new voting
cquipment shautd be made IRV-
compatible.

Last week, Ditkoff held a work-
shop for activists (0 other cities,
including Royal Qak and Ann
Arbor,. where hallot efforts are
also ander way.

Whether [RY would make a big
difference in election outcomes is
unknown, but it just might stimy-
late a new wave of interest in pol-
itics and veting. “If peaple see
that their vole will really count
and really matter, more people
will vate,” Ness said.

Givern (hat barely half of
Americans yote [h even the most
closely contested presidential
clections, that alone might be rea-
son enough Lo give RV a try.

Winston Chuechill, and Henry
Kissinger.

“Over the years every single
significant musician and anist has
played at Hill Auditorium,” said
Power who served 1987-99 as
regent for the University of
Michigan. “When someone really
importunt came (o speak. they
came there,”

Going to Hill Anditorium was
an evenl, something you gol
dressed up for, Women wore hots
and gloves, and somelimes even
black tie, especiafly on opening
night — tuxedos for the men, long,
elegant gowns for the women.

“[ think this weekend somc
people are likely 1o wear bluck
tie,” said Power who has many
fond  memories of  Hill
Auditorium,

Eugene Ormandy, conductor of
the Philadelphia Orchestra, was a
chum of his parents and always
came (o Hill Auditorium during
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Passport to Retirement
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May Festival. “He told me that
President Nixon called him to say
he was going to be given some hig
award,” sald Power. Ormandy.
whe was sick in bed when Nixon
called to lell him he'd been
awarded the Presidential Medal of
Freedom, got out of bed and stood
at atlention while taking the call.

In 1955 German pianist Walier
Gieseking played at Hill. "He was
six foot five and built like a line-
backer,” recalled Power. “But he
played Mozan so delicately that
notes came off the piane just ke
oil"

Hiil Auditorium cost $282,000
to build and was named afier
Arthur Hill o Saginaw business-
man who bequeathed $200,000 to
the university to build an auditori-
urn. Hill eamed a degree in civil
engineesing frem the woiversity.,
wus 2 UM Regent, and served a
term as Mayor ol Saginuw.
Designed by architect Albent
Kahn with acoustical engincer
Hugh Tailant, Hili Auditorium
was hailed as a “menument Lo
perfect ucoustics.”

“A key test was when the
acouslical engineer dropped a pin
on stage and it could be heard in
the second row balcony.” said
Power. “It's among the five best
concert halls acoustically in the
country.”

Three to five days after filing o
FAFSA online, or aboul four
weeks alter you mail your appli-
cation, you'll receive a Student
Aid Reporl (SAR), which summa-
rizes the information you listed on
your FAFSA. It also lists your
expected  family  contribution,
You'd better be sitting down wheo
you review the SAR, because the
expected Tamily contribulien is
almost always mere than the fam-
ily thirks it can pay.
