M Winter bills
extended three
more days

A calendar fluke means Novi
taxpayers will get an extra three
days 1o pay their winter taxes this
year, Because Valenting's Day
falls on: a Sawurday this year and
Presidents Day is on the follow-
ing Monday, Oakland County
residents have until midnight
Feb. 17 to pay their winter schoo!
and counly taxes.

Beverly Valente, the city's
assistan! treasurer, said Novi tax-
payers have already paid half the

534 millior: in real and persorial

property taxes due for the winter.
She safd most of them are home-
owners and merigage companies
who paid the Winter 2003 taxes
before Dec. 31 for tax reasons.

Valente .said taxpayers who
haven't paid their winter taxes yet
reatly should bring their payment
to the Novi Civie Center. *We
don't do postmarks, We go by the
day it arrives,” she said.

‘That means if you mail your
tax check today and it arrives at
the city Treasurer’s Office. on
Feb. 18, you owe Ogkland
County and the Novi Commuanity
School District 4 percent more,

Valente said she expects to see
all but 3 percent of the winter tax
bill paid by the end of the day
Eeb. 17. Those whe don’t pay by
the 17th will have until March 1
lo bring a check, plus penalty, 10
the Civic Center — or deal with
the county.

Although the siaff of the city
Treasurer's Office expects o see
more people than usual at the
counter over the next few days,
Valente said the lines shouldn't
be toe bad. She added, residents
can pet through the process a lit-
tle quicker, if they bring their
entire tax bill with them,

Taxpayers should enjoy the
theee-day grace period created by
this year's calendar, It won't hap-
pen again until 2032,

Tn fagt, he has many, He
explained that there are things
that stamd out i the elassroem
and aiso on the foorball {1cld or
in the gym that are very positive
memories Tor him, Certain stu-
dents over the years have come
back 1o citeh up on old times
aned gell hime where they are at in
their lives, Also, every onee ina
while he'll get quite & bit of
pasitive teedhack from parents
regarding coasching and experi-
enees that their sons or daugh-
ters have had, and e enjoys that
i lot,

Raburn’s  enthusiasm  far
teaching didn’t happen by acci-
dent though, There were two
teachers from his childhood
who impacted him in different
hut  positees ways, Mr
Greenhill,  his  fifth  grade
teacher, was also his first bas-
ketball coach. Raburn described
im as someone whoem  he
enjoyed being with and who
made him feel good ybout him-
self. In high school, Mr,
Dickelman, who was his social
stuclies teacher, had an enthusi-
asm Tor 1eaching that Rabarn
never lorget. He made the
course exciting and fun, and
that's what Raburn tries to do
taday.

The one teacher wha has had
the mast influsnee on his life,
however, was his wil‘q.

“Kathy taughi me putience,”
Raburn said. “She was a special
teacher, but she
recently retised after 30 years in
Walled Lake Schools. T have

been married to her for 30 years

Though he loves his job
tremendously,  Raburm does
experience difficult times, For
mstanee, juggting all of the dif-
ferent things tat he does, like
teaching, coaching and doing
his waork s w union representa-
tive, is sometimes hurd.

“[ come in every morning at
6;30 apd that’s when 1 do my
planning and my work,” Raburn
said, “When you're coaching a
fall sport event and o winter
sport, is very lime consuming.
My school diy ends at 2:30 and
| goright to the gynz That's five
duys noweek from August il
February, Somclimes peeple
don't realize that teachers don’t
anly work six hours a day.
That's net the ease ar all. 've
never had a six-hour day in my
career. During the fall and win-
wer I oget home somewhere
between 5 pam. and 745 pom
We have a good administration
here, but when you have all of
these different aspeets of your
dob, rying o juggle itall, trying
o do all of that managerial
work and also have time (o
devole 1o the kids who need
you, it can be a little difficult.”

The most (rusteating thing for
Raburn, however, is that there
are iimes when he feels like he
needs o have (wo or three of
h|ms§il in the reom and other
:uan. when e kids are all
working independently. they
den’t need him as much. “Buw”
he said, il one or (wo need
help, then you ean bet there’s
probably three or four or five
that need help two, especially in
this cwrriculun. The eehnolagy
is all state of the arl”

Rabura said that when his
studenls move on from the mid-
dle school, they will have bad
exposure te a ot of different
aspects ol technology.  He
explained that in his career in
Novi, he has heen Blessed, net
anly with good admisistrators
1o work with and to work Tor,
but also the community has
reafly supporied (echnology in
Novi schools,

“They have done thit by sup-

The Color of Gold

While we often refer to gold as a
vellow melal, it is actually 2 combina-
tion of light brown , yellow and
orange. Gold alloys not only come in
varying shades of yellow, they may
also be pink, green or white. The
pinker the alloy, the more copper it
contains, The greener it is, the mare
silver it has. As for the various white
gold alloys, the most common ones
¢ontain gold. nickel, copper and zinc,
Most were developed afier World War
11 25 a substirute for platinum, whick
was declared g stratepie metal that
was no longer avai]nh%c for jewelry
use. Most recently, white gold tends to
be associated more with silver than
platinum; however, (his (rend is now
reversing.

Financial tyrant gets some support

deficit.

Exusperated, the state, after
repeated warnings, look over the
city. Now 66, Schimmel, who had
absolutely no ties to Hamntramek,
was siarting to ease out of the pub-
lic bond business when he got a call.
Would he consider beceming what
amounted to  the czar  of
Hamtramek, with tatal financial
powers? That was on a Wednesday
night.

“They wanted me to start Friday.
That may have becn crazy, bat 1
love a challenge.” So he did. The
place where his tidy office is today
wogs a derelict room in 2 Jong-aban-
dened hospital tumed city hall, lit-
tered with what pigeons produce.

He took immediate control. “Yes,
1 fired people, I eliminated posi-
tions. We had early retirements. [
had to get the place’s financial
house in order”

On the streets and in te tough
union bars, he became the most
hated man on the planet. Noticing
he had a German-sonnding name,
there were the inevitable Nazi jokes.
Yet the garbage was getting picked
up again.

Gary Zych, then the mayor, was a
particular fee. He was essentially
disenfranchised, as were the five
city councilmen. For some menths

the EFM stopped paying their
salaries. They batiled him tooth and
nail, but he had the power and the
purse. Campaigning Jargely against
Schimmel, Zych was reelected —
by five vores — in 2002, But Jast
November, he lost to a tavern
owner, Tom Fankowski, wha
pledged 1o try for better relations
with Schimmel “since he is gaing 1o
be leaving.”

Or maybe not. The EFM, never
one o mince wards, says the new
mayor is a vast improvement over
the old one. Bul the problem, as he
sees i1, is not persanality, but form
of government. The city has long
had & weak mayor and no city man-
ager, and consequently, nobody has
overall responsibility.

"What Hamtramck needs s
gither a strong mayor er a ¢ily man-
ager” Last fall, a new city charter
that would have provided for a city
manager form of governmenl was
offered 1¢ the volers. Jt was
denounced by most of the usual
politicians, and lost 55-43.

The city can try lo pass the char-
ter again, If volers do, Lou
Schimmel would likely gratefully
tum over the keys and go home,
Last year, a new govemor ook
office in Lansing, and some discreet
inguiries were made as to whether
he was &bout ready o declare his
task done. *1 can quil tomorrow,” he
offered.

“And they said, well, uh, no,
that's not what we bad in mind .
he iaughed. The state backed down,
His department heads quickly got
wind of thal, however.

They promptly presented him
with a certificate, which now proud-
ly hangs in his conference room.
“We, the loyal few, do hereby attest
that tyranny, wickedness and insal-
vency stili reign upon the land. Let
all men know, by affixing our signa-
tures below, we freely and knowing-
Ty resolve to support cur EFM in his
quest to vanquish evil.” He may
have hired them, but gt least a few
Hamlramckans don't hate the boss.
