Though it niiiy not .seem like it 
while you're scraping Ihc frost 
from you windshield, spring is 
jusl around llie corner, which 
means tlie liiiidscape wil l soon be 
blooming wilh orange barrels and 
cones. 

Belween major road project's 
;ind nciglihorliood road rehabiliia-
tion, Novi motorists can look for­
ward to more than SiO'miilion in ' 
road repairs tliis summer. And that 
doesn't include the slate 
Dep;irimeiil of Trunsporl;ilion'.s 
$4.7 million project lo replace the 

Beck Road Bridge over 1-96. 
While i l may not seem lhal way 

when construction crews are in 
one's neighborhood, Ci ly 
Engineer Nancy McClain said 
local motorists should find travel 
conditions in the cily beller ihis 
summer than last. 

"Last summer we had m:ijor 
projects on Grand River, 12 Mile 
and South Lake all going at the 
same time," she said. McClain 
added that the wilh Grand River 
Bridge over the CSX Railroad 
iracks oul, i l lurned a portion of 
Grand River into a "mile-long 
cul-de-sac." 

Although this summer's major 
road projects won't be completely 
painless, McClain said lhal ihis 
summer's projects should be a lot 
less disruptive to local business. 

The Road Commission for 
Oakland County wi l l be revamp­
ing Novi Road's intersections 
with Grand River Avenue and 10 
Mile Road this summer al a total 

cost of $6.5 million. 
The project, which wi l l include 

Ihe addition of a riglit turn lane on 
westbound Grand River, signal-
izalion improvemenis, minor 
widening and radius improve­
menis, wi l l mean no left lurns 
from northbound Novi Road to 
wcsibound Grand River for Ihc 
summer. 

"That wi l l throw a monkey 
wrench into a lot of jicople's tniv-
el plans," suggested McClain. To 
head west on Grand River, 
inotorisis will have lo make a 
series o f riglil-h;ind turns onto 
Crescent Boulevard, Town Cenier 
Drive and then Grand River. 

Molorisls might as well gel 
used lo a certain level of aggrava­
tion on Novi Road, because in 
2005 Ihe road commission plans 
on building a five-lane bridge over 
Ihe CSX Railroad Iracks between 
10 Mile Road and Grand River.

Also, a few seats 
will be held open for children who 
are deemed lo be 'at risk' or would 
benefit from the full-day kinder­
garten program due to academic, 
social, or olher circumstances at the 
discretion of the principal and staff.

The U.S. Senate voted 76-21 
Feb. 12 to approve a highway 
funding bi l l that may bring an 
additional $2.1 billion in federal 
highway dollars to Michigan over 
the next six years. 

However, it w i l l likely be 
months before anyone knows if 
that w i l l have any effect on the 
state's decision last month not to 
include the Wixom Road Bridge 
over 1-96 in its five-year work 
plan. 

Jamie Loftus, spokesman for 
U.S. Rep. Thaddeu.s McCotter (R-
District 11), said that while the 
freshman representative is "sup­
portive" of funding for the Wixom 
project, "the House is still devel­
oping its final version of the bil l , 
and its difficult to predict what it 
wi l l look like." 

The House had been scheduled 
to vote on its version of the Safe, 
Accountable, Flexible and 
Efficient Transportation Equity 
Act of-2004 by the end of the 
month. But according to Loftus, 
House members voted Feb. 4 to 
approve another four-month 
extension to the current highway 

funding bil l . 
Ben Kohrnian, spokesman for 

the .state Depattnient of 
Transponation in Lansing, called 
the Senate's vote a "good first 
step." But, he added, "We have to 
wait and see what eventually gets 
passed into law before we can 
focus on specific projects." 

Earlier this year, the Michigan 
Municipal League was calling on 
ils members for a "ful l court 
press" to get more federal trans­
portation dollars for Michigan. 

Senator Carl Levin said 
Michigan is one of 21 states that 
sends more federal gas lax dolhu-s 
lo Washington lhan it receives. -

EaiHer this month the Oakland 
County Commission voted unani­
mously to ask Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm to put the Wixom 
Bridge project back on the state's 
work list. "This isn't a Republican 
issue or a Democratic issue," said 
County Commissioner Huge 
Crawford (R-Novi) . "It's an 
Oakland County issue." 

"This fits well with the gover­
nor's pledge to protect economic 
development, "said County 
Commissioner Jeff Potter (R-
Wixom). "J was grateful for the 
unanimous support of all 

Commissioners from both parties 
lo help keep jobs in Michigan. 
We're just trying to put our thumb 
on the scale for Michigan jobs." 

Potter and others who work at 
the Wixom Ford Assembly Plant 
believe that replacing the nearly 
half-Century old Wixom Road 
interchange with l-96 is a critical 
element in ensuring Ihe long-term 
health of their plant. 

State Senator Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi), who has been a long-time 
proponent o f replacing the 
Wixom Road Bridge, said she's 
been assured by both McCotter 
and U.S. Rep. Joe Knollenberg 
(R-Dislrici 9) lhat they wil l fight 
to get more transportation dollars 
for Michigan. Noting that this is 
an election year. Cassis observed, 
"Road funding is always seen as a 
positive thing locally." 

Despite the extension vote. 
Cassis predicted thai representa­
tives in Washington wi l l p;iss a 
transportation bill by the end of 
March.

McClain said repaving the 1.5 
miles of Taft Road from 10 Mile 
Road to Grand River should be 
"pretty straight forward." She said 
she hopes to have this project 
done by August so it won't inter­
fere with school busses. 

The three projects on 
Meadowbrook Road, said 
MCClain, w i l l be done in phases 
rather than repaving the 1.5 miles 
of road all at onCe. McLain said I-
96 makes a natural break point for 
the three projects. 

" I tell people that I tore up all 
the east-west roads last summer 
and I'm going after the north-soudi 

ones this year," said McClain. 
She said that while work on the 

major road projects wi l l probably 
start sometime in Apr i l , depend­
ing on how wet the spring is and 
how soon temperatures climb 
above the 40-degree mark, neigh­
borhood road rehabilitation isn't 
slated to begin until June. 
HoweveL that's still two months 
ahead of last year's schedule. 

This summer Novi plans on 
resurfacing 18 streets, ranging 
from Princeton Boulevard at 262 
feet to Cidermill Street at 3,989 
feet. MCClain said the city wil l 
repair 1.75 miles of asphalt pave­
ment and two miles of pavement 
street at a Cost of $ 1.58 million. 

The repairs arc part of Novi's 
2000 road bond. 

While not part of the city's road 
projects, MDOT's Beck Road 
Bridge replaCenient project is 
expected to begin giving westside 
luotori.sls fits in June as construc­
tion crews begin rerouting 12 
Mile Road farther north on Beck. 
McClain said she expects to see 
the interchange closed altogether 
sometime in August as state high­
way crews begin work on the 
approaches to the new bridge.

Decisiveness is 
also die liiicli|iiii llial kce|is die 
courl's uniifHtial ."il.lKIO iieu case 
dockel niDviiig, he said, and die 
gcslure which best provides indi-
vitlual relicl. 

l.asi year lioiidy heard appro.xi-
iiialely 4,200 aclual cases liinvsclf. 
according lo courl records, an 
equal Ihird of lliose divided bliiul-
ly among Ihree .'i2-l judges. 

"ll's a loiiglier job ihan people 
realize." said lioiidy, who ihis year 
»as sclecled hy his iwo I'cllim 52-
I judges. Driaii MacKeii/ie iind 
Dennis Powers, as ilie conn's pre­
siding judge. 'I'IkiI one-year lille 
makes him lhe courl's lead adiiiin-
islralor and holds him persoiKilly 
responsible for lhe conn's variiuis 
aclivilies. 

Bondy can sum up his new job 
ill two words: Decisions. 
Decisions. 

"You have 111 iiKike decisions 

all day long, and those decisions 
affect licoplc's lives." llondy said. 
•"I'oii ciin'l say, '1 don'l wanl lo 
make decisions this afternoon.' 
•l'ou have lo make decisions." 

.Siiiiictiiiies lliosc decisions 
resull ill lines, pnibalion or even 
jail lime, a reality liontly said he 
does nol relish. Hut it's a slice of 
justice he is willing lo mete oul. 

"People will gel a decision oul 
of inc." he siiid. "They may nol 
like it. bul I think [X'opIc want a 
decision, 'fhey wanl closure." 

Alrciidy some ca.ses have bro­
ken his heart, he said. .Sending 
someone lojai l I'or lhe iii:i.\iiiiuiii 
aiiiouiil of lime is never ;i picnic, 
for instance, nioslly because of the 
rippling impact such a sentence 
imposes on innocent spouses, 
children ;ind employers. 

"You know ihal's what has lo be 
done... there's jusl nothing satis-
tying ;ib<nit i l . " Uoiidy said. "You 
don'l go lioiiie feeling good that 1 
have put a lot of people in jail 
tochiy." 

l ie is reialcilraiil. "Hul 1 asked 
10 do this job. 1 asked to make 
decisions." 

l ie said ensuring that defeii-
daiils and plainlilfs alike receive 
their deserved day in court is his 
personal mission. And it's ;i 
responsibility he balances careful­
ly wilh il iciilily he learned from 
die ciimpiiign trail: "People don't 
wanl lepciil olTciiders." 

Oakland Counly Jail is iin 
opiioii. Ilul the higger prize, and 
loiiger-liisling solution liondy 
said, is sell-iiwareiiess iind person­
al accountability "If they under-
slaiul that they are iiccouiiiable. 
llien we iirc making progress," 

Last year, Bondy's docket 
included cases, rtinging between 
laiidlord-leiiant disputes to felony 
iirraigninents. Two months into his 
tenure, he presided over an 
iirriiignnieni centered around a 
high-prolllc Wixom murder case. 
His ruling bound the ease over to 
the Sixth Circuit Court in Pontiac, 
where felony cases arc heard. 

Don't let the custom-nt robe 
fool you, though. It still look 
Bondy, a sitting judge whose legal 
biickgrouiid is well-steeped in pro­
fessional merit, a while lo grasp 
one of the courl's more perfuncto­
ry tasks: Finding the microphone 
switch beneath his bench. 

He said presiding over cases 
advocated by some of his foniier 
attorney peers has not been diffi­
cult. But Ihc public perceptions 
assigned to his newly-elected 
position have required some 
iidjuslmenl. 

"I don'l think it's a negative," 
Bondy said. "Bul you arc more 
conscious of how people view 
you, and how they may perceive 
your iiclions. You do lose some of 
your iinonyniity." 

Still, the annual $1.38,272 job 
affords healthy doses of profes­
sional satisfaction, he said. He 
said his involvement with .'i2-rs 
Sobriety Courl, complelc wilh 
'thank you' letters received from 
people whose lives have been 
changed liy il and by Bondy's own 
decision lo initially enroll them, 
has been redeeming. 

Bul significant challenges 
remain, many of them dealing 
wilh youth, he said. During his 
2002 ciimpaign, Bondy pledged a 
personal coniiiiitmcni to area

youth. 
"Kids 17-21 are the toughest 

group wc deal with in this court." 
Bondy said, adding that parents 
should play iin active role in their 
children's lives. "Know what your 
kids are doing, know who they arc 
with, know who their friends are." 

Tlie court is not a parent, he 
said. Only one courtroom message 

awaits youths who have crossed 
the legal threshold: Personal 
accountability. "You got yourself 
here," Bondy said. "You have to 
get yourself out of here." 

Bondy said he is encouraged by 
the possibility of his new job. Bul 
he is also grounded by its real-
world limits. He is a pragmatisl. 

" I 'm not stupid," he said. "I 

know I'm not changing the world. 
But if I can change it for the better 
a little bit, one case at a time, then 
1 am doing some good."

; Judge Dcnise Page Hood 
iidjourned on Feb. 10 Arthur 
Payton's trial on federal bank rob-
lery charges to give the .19-year-
)ld Redford man more time to pre­
pare his defense. 
; Payton. who is representing 
|iimself, is expected to be b.ick in 
front of Judge Hood in federal 
court in Detroit April 10. But until 
then, according lo a spokesman for 
the U.S. Attorney's Office, he'll 
remain held without bond al the 
Milan Detention Center. 

At the time of his arrest in 2004, 
Payton was on probation after 
being convicted of an similar 
crime spree in Southern California 
in the early '90s. 

Novi Police Lt. David Molloy 
.said Payton.is accu.sed of hiring 
prostitutes to rob banks in Novi, 
Livonia and Plymouth Township. 
Molloy said investigators believe 
Piiyton provided them with their 
disguises >ind convinced them 
there was no danger by telling 
them the teller was in on the rob­
bery. 

Seven proved to be Payton's 
unlucky number when he alleged­
ly recruited Renee Lowery, 36, of 
Detroit, to rob the Bank One 
branch in Novi. Investigators say il 
was the seventh in a string of bank 
robberies that had begun in July. 

Lowery was in custody less than 
an hour after the robbeiy, in part 
because a local restaurant owner 
happened to be milking a bank 
deposit. Louis Golematis told 
Novi Police at the time that he was 
recounting his experience to his 
employees at the Lazy Lizard 
Restaurant when Lowery came, 
iuip the business to call a taxi. 

Golematis and one of his wait­
resses chased Lowery to the near­
by Red, Hot and Blue Restaurant, 
where she was taken into custody 
by Novi Police, Lowery reportedly 
gave police information that even­
tually led members of the Oakland 
Counly SONIC unit to a car in 
Allen Park that had been lied to 
eariier bank robberies and Payton. 

Payton has been in custody 
since Nov. 12, 2002. I f convicted, 
he could be sent to federal prison 
for 20 years. 

Molloy said Detectives Victor 
Luria and Todd Anger have 
already spent two days in Detroit 
preparing for the trial with federal 
investigators. He said he expects 
them to spend at least two more 
days in Detroit when the case 
comes to trial.

Novi City Council gave 
NorthvilIe developer Ken Nanda 
until Feb 9 to make arrangements 
to turn the streets in Cheltenham 
subdivision over to the ciiy or risk 
being sued. 

Gerald Fisher, the city's attor­
ney, is now asking to meet with 
City council members in execu­
tive session when the council 
gathers at the Civic Center Feb. 
23. 

City Manager Rick Helwig 
said city officials mcl with 
Nanda, Claudio Rossi and 
Will iam Lokey Feb. 9, but would 
only say, "It continues to be a 
work in progress." 

Lokey, whose family once had 
a 63-acre fami on Beck Road, 
sold Wilshire Abbey, a 29-lot sub­
division adjacent Cheltenham, to 
Rossi's Mirage Development 
Company last year. The Novi firm 
has been blocked from building 
homes on the property because it 
has no direct access to Beck Road. 

Assistant City Manager Clay 
Pearson dcClined lo discuss the 
details of tlie meeting, saying only 
that Nanda, Rossi and Lokey were 
in the Novi Civic Center Feb. 9. 

Although Nanda desCribes 
Lokey as the man who "did all the 
mischief," he has also suggested 
at more lhan one city council 
meeting Uiat the city has made 
several mistakes that have set it 
up for a mini-Sandstone. 

Nanda has been at odds with 
City Council since at least 1998 
over access to the Wilshire Abbey 
property. City ordinances require 
subdivisions to have at least two 
access points to major streets. 
Nanda maintains city officials 
illegally approved the final plat 
for Wilshire Abbey in November, 
since the property has no access 
to a public street. 

In 1998 city officials Caved to 
pressure from residents of 
Edinbourgh subdivision and 
refused to allow Lokey lo connect 
his subdivision to Inverness 
Drive. Access through another 
adjacent subdivision, 
Beckenham, wasn't possible 
since it hadn't been designed with 
stub streets. 

Lokey said he had originally 
planned to create an access road 
to his property from Beck Road, 
b i y ^ i t v , o 0 c i a l s nixed that plan. '. 
sayiIife'nhat''it w o u l d ' put • i h e * ' 
entrance drives io Wilshire Abbey 
and Cheltenham too close tpgeth-
eL 

Lokey added that after the city 
denied him direct access to Beck 

D e v e l o p e r 
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Road, he split off an acre-and-a-
half froni Wilshire Abbey before 
selling the subdivision to Mirage 
Development. 

Nanda has resisted dedicating 
the streets of Cheltenham lo the 
city because the city requires a 
two-year bond on new streets. He 
doesn't believe he should be held 
responsible for possible damage 
done by construction vehicles 
going to Wilshire Abbey. 

According to Nanda, the key 
issue is compensation. He said 
designing a boulevard entrance to 
his subdivision to accommodate 
Wilshire Abbey cost him three 
lots and allowed Wilshire Abbey 
to have three more. Those three 
lots, he said, are worth aboul 
$600,000 today. 

Nanda maintains that since he 
built a boulevard lhat benefits 
both developments, he should be 
compensated for it. 

Nanda added that city officials 
suggested at the Feb. 9 meeting 
that he and Mirage Development 
pay Lokey $100,000 for an ease-
meni through Lokey's Beck Road 
property. 

Lokey suggested the city could 
solve the problem by granting 
Mirage a variance lor secondary 
access and waiving the street 
bond for Nanda. 

Lokey said that while he sym­
pathizes with Rossi, he no longer 
owns Wilshire Abbey, so he's not 
really involved.

There was a ti.me when pros­
perity was measured by a chicken 
in every pot and a car in every 
garage, bul today the Chicken has 
to be free-range and the garage 
has to have room for at least four 
cars and some lawn equipment. 

Novi 's City Council is contem­
plating eliminating the city's 
1,000-square-foot garage cap in 
favor of something a little more 
spacious. 

Mayor Lou Csordas first sug­
gested the city needed to re­
examine its prohibition on 
garages larger lhan 1,000 square 
feet during his Slate Of The City 
address before the Novi Chamber 
of Commerce at the H o l d 
Baronette Jan. 20. 

Adorno Piccinini, who heads 
up Novi's Adco Group, Called the 
city's current limits on garage 
size "over regulation." Piccinini 
said he believes garage size 

should be "market driven." 
Over at Cambridge Homes, 

Matt Guidobono, the company's 
sales and marketing inanagcL 
said his finn has had to go before 
the Zoning Board of Appeals for 
every home in its Bcllagio devel­
opment on Beck Road. 
"lEverybody today wants a four-
car garage," he said 

'At city council's Feb. 2 meet­
ing, council members instructed 
city staff to prepare a report on 
how nearby Communities handle 
garage size. 

Council Member David 
Landry noted that in NorthvilIe, 
depending on lot size, homeown­
ers are allowed to have up to six-
car garages. 

"We're looking at too many 
appeals," said council member 
Toni Nagy, who was a member of 
Novi's Planning Commission 
before winning a seat on city 
council. 

According lo Bob Porteous, a 
construction manager with 
Cambridge, the typical four-car 
garage covers roughly 1,250 
square feet. He noted that in 
many larger upscale develop­
ments these days, there are 
restrictions against leaving vehi­
cles outside overnight. 

He said nol allowing people 
with sufficient space to build a

The House approved a bill by 
slate Rep. Craig DeRoche lo 
require tlie state superintendent to 
eviUuate every felony committed by 
a teacher on a casje-by-case basis to 
detennine i f the crime warrants 
immediate removal from tlie class­
room. 

House Bill 5476 creates dead­
lines for die state superintendent 
and the felonious teacher Upon 
conviction an individual has 15 
days to request a hearing from tlie 
state superintendent. The superin­
tendent then must issue a decision 

witliin 20 days. 
For heinous felonies or misde­

meanors, llie slale superinlendeni-
will Ihen have ihe option of sum­
marily suspending the teacher 
and/or scheduling a hearing. For 
oUier felonies the state superintend­
ent can order a heiuing dial can lead 
to suspension, revocation or contin­
uance of a teaching certificate. 
Finally the state superinlendeni can 
make a determination that the 
crime does not wiurant action by 
tlie slate. Every felony and serious 
misdemeanor perpetrated by a 

teacher will be evaluated by die 
state superintendent. 

"My bill will give die state super­
intendent authority and accounta­
bility," said DeRoche, R-Novi. 
"Under cun-ent law the state board 
of education is responsible for sus­
pensions iuid hearings of felonious 
teachers. My bill shifts the respon­
sibility to one high profile state 
leader — the state superintendent." 

Currently, school districts are 
forced to appear at a hearing to sus-
liend a teaching license after a 
teacher has been convicted of a 

felony. This problem came to light 
when a Soudi Lyon High School 
teacher and Coach plead guilty to 
his fourth felony charge after being 
arrested for numerous charges 
including felony possession of 
cocaine and dmnk driving. After 
these charges and the subsequent 
plea, he still has the right to protect 
his teacher tenure at a state board of 
education hearing set for March 8. 

The bill passed 98-6. House Bill 
5476 will now go to die Senate for 
consideradon.

Bordering properties include the 
Brightinoor Christian Church lo the 
souili, Erickson Reiirement 
Communities' Fox Run village to 
Ihe wesl and Haveriiill subdivision 
10 Ihe north. 

The developmcnl agreement 
belween PT Comnierce and liie cily 
allowed i92 unils in 96 duplex 
buildings, bul liie developer decided 
to reduce Uie number of unils lo 
eillier 190 or 189. 

Tlic condos will be priced in die 
mid $200,(XX) range. Mosi of ihe 
unils wil l be one-story, wilh a lOO-
sc|uare-foot loft option available llial 
could be u.sed its another lx:drooni 
or ofiice. 

Commissioner Victor Cassis sug­
gested combining two of the units 
on one lot into a deluxe unit, which 
would eliminate the need for a cul-
de-sac in that area of the develop­
mcnl. 

A variance from Ihe Zoning

Parents are always concerned 
about their babies gelling a cold or 
vims. 

Bul a particular virus. Respiratory 
Syncytial virus - or R.S V - is a lead­
ing cause of hospitalization for 
young children. Half of all children 
acquire die virus during iheir llrsl 
two years of life. 

In fact, Ihe virus is Ihc most com­
mon cau.se ol' lower respiratory 
infection and viral deatii in children 
under age 5 and is die mo.sl com­
mon cause of severe respiratory i l l ­
ness in young children, according lo 
die Centers for Dise>xsc Control. 

Todd Kofller, M.D., of 
Providence Park Pediatrics al 
Providence Hospital in Novi, said 
"RSv is one of a lot of viral infec­
tions llial kids will gel in the winter. 
The only thing lhal separates il or 
makes il unique as a vims is that i l is 
mon; likely to cause wheezing in 
young children than other viru.ses, 
allliough any vims can." 

Although Dr. Kolller said parenls

shouldn't become alarmed, bui 
"One in 200 children widi liiis vims 
in ilie firsl iwo years of lii'e will have 
lo be hospitalized," hc said. 

"Parents made 700,000 emer­
gency riKim visits in the U.S. within 
a four-yc.v period due lo RSV," Dr. 
Konicr said. "And 29 percent were 
admitted. Thai's close lo 100,000 
hospital admissions a yeiu-." 

The vims is not a new bug and 
has actually been around for ycirs. 

"RSV is a vims lhal probably 
everyone has caught once or more 
than once in ihcir lii'e. We jusl know 
lhal Ihis particular infeclioii is mon; 
likciy lo irigger wliecziiig in young 
babies," hc said.

A iTiedicalion, Synagis, is indicat­

ed for ilie prevention of severe RSv. 
The drug is administered by 

injection once a month befoix; and 
during the vims' season — general­
ly early November through April. 

"It's indicated for children Ihai 
iire in ihe firsl iwo year of life and 
were inore thmi two months prema­
ture," Dr. Kofller said. 

During RSV season in the U.S., 
up to 125,000 cliildren under age 1 
are hospitalized annually due lo 
RSV-related illnesses, and some of 
these children may die. 

Tile syinptoiIis may be like a cold 
at firsl and can include fever, runny 
nose, other cold-like symptoms. The 
symptoms may then get worse and 
can include coughing, difficulty 
breathing, wheezing and rapid 
brealliing. 

Doctors can also test for the virus, 
allliough there is currently no vac­
cine available. 

Dr. Koffler said steps, such as fre­
quent hand-washing, may help pre­
vent babies from acquiring RSV, 

"The liquid antibacterial products 
— those clearhand gels—aremore 
effective for killing viruses than reg­
ular soap and water," he noted. 

"1 would suggest using these 
when aIxiund young babies, espe­
cially when in group settings."

Joe and Stephanie Melnick of 
Pleasant Ridge became the proud 
parents of triplets in August 1993. 

They're healthy now, bul 10 
years ago, two oul of thf-ce were 
hospitalized as infants wilh 
Respiraiory Syncytial Virus, more 
commonly known as RSv 

The iripleis — Kevin, Natalie 
and Christopher — were 10 weeks 
premature. 

"They spent about five weeks in 
the hospital before they could come 
iiome," Stephanie Melnick recalled. 

Then, a few months later, 
Christopher acquired the virus. 

"We had visilors al 
Thanksgiving, and Christopher 
started haviiig coid symptoms that 
goi worse,— coughing,,sneezing, 
runny nose, fever. Then the symp­
toms gol worse, and he started 

wheezing," she said. 
"Wc look him lo the doctor and 

spent about three days trying to deal 
wilh the vinis at home. They tried 
brealhing treatments al die office. 
They finally said, 'You've got to put 
him in the liospital.' He was only 
four months old. It was horrible. We 
had one kid in the hospital and two 
babies al home. It was jusl crazy," 
she said. 

A week later, his brolher, Kevin, 
came down wilh the same symp­
toms. 

"This virus is more dangerous 
with premature babies because 
they're lungs aren't as developed. 
They also didn't have ihe dnig 
Synagis at die time our kids got 
sick," she said. 

W f b o y S ' sister, Natalie; 'also 
acquii^d'UiS£vri'us:bUt'wi^ 'able lo 
be treated at home. "She basicaliy 
just had a cold," Stephanie said. 

For the next five or six years. 

every lime tlie boys got a cold, the 
Mchiicks would have lo do brealli­
ing irealnienls on liieni. 

After llieir experiences with die 
virus, Ihe couple siarled Ihe RSv 
Coalition, a support group for par­
enls whose children acquire die i l l ­
ness. 

"I hadn't heard of this virus 
before. Thai's why wc siarled the 
coalition. Hand washing may help 
prevenl i l . And if you have an at-
risk kid, you need lo look al the 
possibility of them taking the pre­
ventative dmg," she said. 

"We've done some speaking 
engagemenls lo area doctors, a 
nursing group in Ann Arbor, other 
health care organizations and parent 
groups. People need to know about 
this even if they have a healUiy 
baby. It's 10.days lo two wecics 
before they're back to normal, and' 
it's v/orie than the average cold," 
she said.t-

Today, tlie Melnick triplets are 
ni'th-graders and are doing well. 

"They all do the same homework 
and are all on die same soccer team. 
It's great — I only have io go to one 

game," .she .said.

said. "1 was very surprised when 
Mr. Lawrence told me and it was 
funny because 1 was coming out 
of the media center and Mr. 
Lawrence was there talking on his 
walkie-talkie to someone and say­
ing 'There is no need; he's right 
here in ihe Media Center.' • 

Krupansky figured he had done 
something wrong until the princi­
pal said i l was good news and to 
come to his office. 

"It all was very surreal," said 
Krupansky. "He then asked if 1 
was going to make the call, 
implying I should call my parents. 
It was ironic that I'm going to 
Washington and ihe conversaiion 
seemed sort of presidential." 

Krupansky leads a teen volun­
teer effort called Teens Aiding the 
Cancer Coinmunity, which has 
supplied more than 900 back­
packs filled with toys, books, 
games, art supplies, stuffed ani­
mals and other items lo bereaved 
and cancer-stricken children. 
Krupansky's grandmother and 
uncle both died of cancer. 

The 18-year-old student is 
planning on taking his grandfa­
ther wi lh him on the trip to 
Washington in May. He already 

received an itinerary of ihe irip 
thiit includes a meet-and-grcct 
with members of Congress and an 
awards dinner. 

"It sounds pretty amazing," he 
said. "It's kind of jusi setting in 
now and I 'm pretty excited about 
it." 

As president of T.A.C.C., 
Krupansky solicits funding and 
support for the backpack program 
by organizing fund-raisers, speak­
ing to school and community 
groups and writing grant applica­
tions. He also recruits and trains 
teen volunteers, runs weekly 
meetings to assemble backpacks, 
researches new venues for back­
pack deliveries and coordinates 
deliveries to hospitals, cancer 
camps, focus groups and homes 
throughout tlie stale of Michigan. 
T.A.C.C. also sponsors a variety 
of events for young cancer 
patients, including p.arties, pic­
nics, egg hunts and hospital visits. 

Though Krupansky's plans are 
still up in the air as lo which uni­
versity to attend after high school, 
he does know ihat he wants to 
study music business. 

"I have really enjoyed working 
on ihe business end of T.A.C.C. in 

addiiion to all the other stuff, and 
I also play in a b;ind," he said. "I'd 
like 10 eoiribinc those Iwo pas­
sions to hopefully make some 
kind of career out of i l . " 

Krupansky has already received 
a full ride to University of Detroit 
Mercy, but he also jusi had an 
interview with Brown University 
in Rhode Island and lie applied lo 
Cornell University in New York, 
University of Michigan, New 
York University and vanderbilt in 
Tennessee. He's wailing until 
Apri l 1 lo hear from all of those 
schools before he makes his final 
decision. 

"This is odd," he said. "1 hate 
to say it, but it kind of makes me 
feel like high school is culmi­
nating. I think about how next 
year things are going to be dif­
ferent. 1 mighl be in Providence, 
Rhode Island. 1 may be living 
somewhere else and being 
involved in different things, but 
my involvement in T.A.C.C. and 
being there for Ihe ground work 
and all Ihc time lhal 1 put into i l , 
that is something ihat is never 
going to leave me.

(SFHAs) in Cily of Novi, Oakland County, Michigan, Ihrough issuance of 
a Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM). The Mitigation Division has deter­
mined that modification of the elevations of the flood having a 1% chance 
ol being equaled or exceeded in any given year (base or 100-year flood) 
for certain locations in this community is appropriate. The modified Base 
Flood Elevations (BFEs) revise the FIRM for the community. 

The changes are being made pursuant to Section 206 of the Flood 
Disaster Protection Act of 1973 (Public Law 93-234) and are in accor­
dance with the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended (Title 
XIII of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, Public Law 90-
448), 42 U.S.C. 4001-4128, and 44 CFR Part 65. 

Hydraulic analyses were updated to incorporate the changes in 
hydrology for Shaw Creek in previously issued Letter of Map Revision 
Case Number 00-05-259P, dated December 15, 2000. These anaylses 
have resulted in a revised delineation of the floodway, an Increase and 
decrease in the BFEs and SFHA for Shaw Creek. The table below indi­
cates existing and modified BFEs for selected locations along the affect­
ed lengths of the flooding source cited above.

Division must develop criteria for floodplain management. For the com­
munity to participate In the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), the 
community must use the modified BFEs to administer the floodplain man­
agement measures of the NFIR These modified BFEs will aiso be used 
to calculate the appropriate flood insurance premium rates for new build­
ings and their contents and for the second layer of Insurance on existing 
buildings and contents. '

We buy all the Ihings llial 
we wanl to sell and at die end of the 
three days, we have two giant auc­
tions where we spend all ihc money 
dial wc earned that wc have left." 

According to Ryan's niollier, 
Peggy, who was a parent volunteer 

for the activity, the students ieamed 
the whole concept of whal tiiakes 
an economy go in a community. 

'They have to make hard deci­
sions," slie said. "My son paid a 
higher price lo be in a central loca­
tion iKcause lie knew lhal location 
means higher sales. He had ihoughi 
lhal llirough last year and said lie 
didn't want to be stuck away in a 
comer, so he paid the higher fee lo 
have greater visibility.. He thought 
about liow muci) he shouid ciiarge 
and nol charge, and what die prod­
ucts are worth and what people 
were willing to pay for diem. He 
has much more insight and under-
.sianding into whal ihing.s cost and 
whal the retailer is having to deal 
widi. It's really exciting." 

Al die mini-society Ryan .sold 
what hc described as "delicious, 
sweet ireals." 

"Tliey're creamy, milky, deli­
cious chocolate on a stick and 
they're so good you can eat them all 
day," he said, " l l i i s is good because 
we IciUTi about economics and how 
to sell diings when we grow up. Wc 
leam about scarcity, low in supply, 
high in deiiiand. Thai's a major 
issue. This is so fun lhal I would 
love lo do il every day."

It w ou ldn ' t be m u c h of a n exaggera­
t ion to .say lha t publ ic educat ion is the 
hear t of American democracy - and 
tha t the qual i ty of educat ion is today 
the biggest single reason why people, 
especially parents, choose a c o m m u n i ­
ty in which l o live. 

W i t h that i n mind, Gov. Jenni fer 
G r a n h o l m is proposing a budget that 
w o u l d be disaslrol is for the best school 
d is t r i c ts in th is slate. In a conipronl ise 
effort to keep most educators happy 
and balance the books, she is propos­
ing to restore a $74 per p u p i l cut 
made late last year lo most d is t r ic ts . 
B u l those who al ieady spend more 
than $9,000 per pup i l - d is t r ic ts l ike 
B i r m i n g h a m . Southfield a n d Troy --
w o u l d n ' t get that money. Addi t iona l ly , 
more money would be transferred f roni 
schools Will i growing eni"ollmcnts to 
schools who arc losing s tudents ; i.e. 
f rom booming communi t ies to decl in­
ing ones. There is n o t h i n g w r o n g w i t h 

helping sUTjggling school systems. 
Bul there is everyth ing wrong w i t h 

steps lhat w o u l d damage the best 
school d is t r ic ts i n the state. W l i a f s 
especially bad a b o u t th is is not lhat 
Bloomfield Hi l ls , say, w i l l lose Ihe per 
pup i l money. VVhal's bad is lha l the 
best distr icts ' ab i l i t y to raise more 
money has been severely l imited by 
Proposal A. Ihe revolut ionary school 
financing system passed exactly 10 
years ago. Even i f i 'olers in a d is l r i c l 
l ike Southl lc ld were enlhusias l ica l ly 
wi l l ing to vole an extra millage for new 
programs, that is no longer allowed. 

That means the bet ter -of f schools 
are doomed lo a decline thai now 
threatens lo be drast ica l ly accelerated. 
I f schools i n better areas don't keep 
pace, parents, m a n y of w h o m moved lo 
those communi t i es for their schools --
are apt (o y a n k (heir k i d s o u l of publ ic 
schools. 

Each student lea\' ing a publ ic school 

for a char ier means the distr ict gets 
less s la le a id . w h i c h i n t u r n leaves the 
struggl ing d i s t r i c t w i t h even less 
money. Before long, this wi l l begin to 
affecl the c o m m u n i t y ilself. 11 i s no 
secret l h a l thousant is of educated, 
aff luent Afr ican-Amer icans have lied 
Detroi t for Southf ie ld . 

M o s l of thein canle to p u t their f a m i ­
ly in better schools. We risk l h a t 
dream at o u r per i l . To give the gover­
nor her due. ba lanc ing the budget i n 
these tinles isn ' t easy, especially when 
the state t u r n s u p a bi l l ion shor t eve iy 
year, and ra is ing new revenue seems 
pol i t ical ly impossible. MaklI lg p a i n f u l 
spending cu(s m a y be inevitable. 

B u t saving Inoney by threatening the 
qual i ty of publ ic education at any level 
Is what a fa rmer w o u l d have cal led 
eat ing society's seed corn . The gover­
nor and the legislature owe it to o u r 
stale and communi t i es ' fu ture to find 
another way.

I.e. there is a 
b u i l t - i n gap between revenue 
a n d expense l h a t . even i n 
good times, exceeds $1 b i l ­
l i o n , To her credit , the gover­
n o r has asked Slate 
Treasurer Jay Ris ing to 

explore adding services lo 
the state sales tax now levied 
on goods and lo consider 
replacing the peculiar and 
jjerennial ly unpopu la r Single 
Business Tax. B u t sooner or 
later, both the governor a n d 
the legislature are going to 
have to squarely face the 
issue of adjust ing revenue lo 
expenditure. The a l ternat ive 
is a state wi th a lax s t ruc ­
ture a k i n lo Mississippi 's 
w i t h an equally unappeal ing 
qual i ty o f life and uncompet ­
itive business cl imate. 

Bnslness C l i m a t e , espe­
c i a l l y i n I n a n i i f a c t u r l n g : 
Here's a glimpse of the 

future. General 
Moiors Is 
exiiected lo 
increase by 20 
l imes Ihe auto 
parts i t buys 
from China. 
According to 
the Detroi t Free 
Press, whereas 
CM b o u g h t 
about $200 
mi l l ion i n 
Chinese auto 
parts i n 2003 , 
the company 
plans to b u y $4 
bi l l ion i n 2009 . 

Smaller manufacturers are 
"absolutely lelxified" by 
China, according to F r a n k 
Vargo of the National 
Association of 
Manufacturers.

pet i t ion. 

H u m a n cap i ta l : H igh 
sk i l ls , technical prof iciency, 
imaginat ion, innovat ion — 
al l are essential assets i n 
overcoming huge wage dis­
pari t ies. But Michigan 
schools are hardly o u t s t a n d ­
i n g when compared w i t h 
other states and are a t a n 
absolute disadvantage w h e n 
compared w i l h most o ther 
countr ies . Worse, Gov. 
Granholm's budget proposals 
w o u l d further-disadvantage 
the few high-achieving 
Michigan schools.

Granho lm 
spoke i n geneial terms a b o u t 
revolut ioniz ing Michigan's 
workforce development sys-
leiB, a n d word o u l of 
Lansing is tha t some very 
serious work in this area is 
about lo be unvei led, A w o r d 
of w a r n i n g , though: 
Incremental , vani l la fiavored 
improvements i n job t r a i n i n g 
aren't going lo be nearly 
enough. 

E n t r e p r e n e u r i a l c i d t u r e : 
Anybody who has had any­
th ing to do w i t h the entre­
preneur ia l cu l tu re in 
Cal i fornia knows ful l well the 
enormous gap between 
Michigan's business c u l t u r e 
and the k i n d of intense, pas­
sionate r i s k - t a k i n g l h a l y o u 
see i n Si l icon Valley. M u c h of 
our business cu l ture has 
been determined over the 
years by massive, yet cau ­
t ious m a n u f a c t u r i n g corpo­
rat ions. Changing tha t may 
be the hardest task of al l . 
One symbol ic star t w o u l d to 
be el iminate any slate taxes 
whatsoever on newly for ined 
companies, on the g rounds 
tha t new entrepreneur ia l 
companies do most of the 
new h i r i n g and that they 
don't pay m u c h In taxes for 
i n the f i r s t couple -years o f 
t l ie i r existence. i 

In shor t , we're facing a c r i ­
sis t h a t s imply is not going 
to be riiet by buslness-as-
usua l incrementa l lsm. Gov, 
G r a n h o l m talked tough 
about th is In her State o f the 
State speech. That was good. 
A n d now i t is t ime for her, 
together w i t h the legislature, 
policy makers and leaders i n 
labor a n d the business c o m ­
m u n i t y to take practical 
steps to match good In ten­
t ions. When J o h n Engler 
took office, the late George 
Romney offered h i m j u s t two 
words of advice: Be bold. 
That is perhaps even better 
counsel now.

d r u n k d r i v i n g a r r e s t s , a g a i n

The numbers arc in on Novi's 
top night spots, and at lea.st one 
city council member isn't happy. 

According to a report prepared 
by the Novi Police Department. 
The Post Bar led ihe way in 
January wilh 11 operating under 
the infiucnce of liquor arrests, 
and that's too many for City 
Council Member Laura Lorenzo. 

"My bottom line is, how many 
arrests were there?" said 
Lorenzo. 

According lo the Novi Police 
Department's report. The Post, 
which opened in July, topped the 
cily's operating under the infiu-
ence of liquor hotspot list last 
year with 48 an-ests. It also led 
the an-est-to-occupancy ratio with 
a .08, compared to the nearby ."ith 
Avenue Billiards, which came in 
at .06.13 with a total of 40 arrests 
for the year, acCording to the 
report. 

So far for January, The Post has 
been slightly behind 6'Toole's 
arrest-to-oceupancy ratio of 
.0187 at .0183, but The Post has 
racked up a total of 11 operating 

under the influence of liquor 
arrests to O'Toole's four. 

"It's in tlieir court," declared 
Lorenzo, "Their numbers have 
got to come down. They need to 
do more. Whatever ihey need to 
do, they need to do. I'm not going 
lo micro-manage them." 

"If you want lo be concerned 
wilh the rate; then the numbers 
arc probably not out of proportion 
with anyone else," said Novi 
Police Chief Doug ShaeffeL 
However, he added. The Post's 
raw numbers are larger than any­
one else's. 

He said it comes down to a 
"question of what's going to be 
accepted in the community." 

"1 don't wiinl to go overboard 
and put microscope on them," 
.said City Council Member Bob 
Gall, a former police officer But 
he added the nightspot "needs to 
do a little better job of .self-polic­
ing." 

Gatt said he found reports of 
people urinating on the street 
near The PosI dislurbing. "Novi 
has certain morality that sets it 
aside from blue collar communi­
ties." he said, adding, "1 don't 
want to see people urinating on 

the street." 
However, he added, manage­

ment at The Post "has been taking 
the city's letter very seriously." 

Still , Lorenzo said the popular 
night spot needs to do more. She 
noted that when city Council 
unanimously approved The Post's 
liquor license last St. Patrick's 
Day, council members warned the 
company it would be scrutinized 
closely. 

Lorenzo said she's considering 
asking for a city ordinance that 
would levy fines against busi­
nesses with excessive calls for 
police service, not unlike the way 
the city fines businesses that have 
too many false burglar alarms. 

"Are wc picking on them?" 
asked Lorenzo. "I don't think so. 
They need to step up to the plate 
and do better in Novi." 

The Post and the Police 
Department's report is expected 
to be discussed at city council's 
Feb. 23 meeting.

At the teii'der age of 15, Northville sopho­
more Ava Ohigren found out she was going to 

try and make the cut for the 2004 
Olympics in Athens, Greece. 

Ohigren, who swims for the Bulldog 
Aquatic Club, qualified for the 2004 
U.S. Olympic Trials in two events before 
her 16th birthday, which was January 3 l . 

"It's exciting," .she said, " f never 
expected to make the cuts, but I did. I 'm 
really excited to have the chance to 

swim the Olympic Trials." • 
Ohigren qualified for the 400-nieter 

individual medley while swimming 
the 2004 U.S. Open in Seattle, 
Washington December 5, 2003. Her 
time was 4:55.14, which was nearly a 
second faster than the qualifying cut of 
4:55.89. Almost an exact month later, 
while swimming in the 2004 
Queensland Open and Age 

Championships in Brisbane, 
Australia, Ohigren qualified for 
the 200 individual medley with a 
2:20,29 - exacUy ,20 of a second 
under the cut. 

"Hard work pays off," Ohigren said after practice with 
the Bulldogs at Schoolcraft College's pool, " I 'm just 
happy to be able to i:6mpete against athletes at that level." 

Ohigren, who has a modesty many athletes could leam 
from, isn't concerned i f she'll make the 2004 Olympics. 

"It would be nice," she said with a laugh. "To tell you 
the truth, my goal at this point is to make the 2008 
Olympic team. I f I were to make it this year, it would be 
great. If I don't, I have the experience for the next time I 
get the chance." 

I f Ohigren hopes to make the team either this year in 
Athens or in 2008, she'll have to find herself finishing in 
the top two in either of her events. I f she doesn't, then she 
said she plans on applying her experiences to her swim­
ming with the Bulldogs and eventually in college. A t the 
age of 16, Ohigren doesn't have to worry too much about 
getting too old, too quick for the Olympics. The next 
opportunity for this talented swimmer wi l l be when she's 
a sophomore in college at the age of 20. 

But that doesn't mean she's going to squander this 
opportunity eidier. 

" I 'm going to give it my best shot," she said. " I ' l l go in 
there with the same attitude I go into every race with. I f I 
make it to the finals, I ' l l be accomplishing something. I f I 
don't, I know that I tried my best." 

For Ohigren, that mind set has been something that has 
made her into one of the top swimmers in Michigan, the

Competition so steep that a leam 
widi die background and impres­
sive history of die Novi Wildcats 
finished five places deep—mean­
ing die sport has been growing in 
leaps and bounds over die past few 
years. A leam like Garden City — 
which used to be a major power­
house but slipped off die radar for 
die past few years — winning die 
stales shows how much of a popu­
larity boost pom pon has received. 

"It speaks well for die sport," 
Hubenschmidt said. "We love die 
competition diough, and it just 
keeps coming. We don't mind 
diough. Novi keeps standing 
stiong." 

The Wildcats five point differen­
tial proved dial it doesn't take a 
major victory to earn a state cham­
pionship — or to finish as one of 
die top five teams in die entire 
state.

The girls on die squad, which 
includes justnineseniMsoutof26 
poms, gave die showing of die 
year in front of some vefy critical 
judges and against some veiy tal­
ented teaiiis, 

"They were jsoud of what they 
accomplished,'' Hubenschmidt 
said. "There were only two weeks 
between the regionals and states 

and we pretty much had a com­
pletely different routine at each 
competition. These giris put in a 
ton of hard work and practice into 
diose two weeks and diey didn't 
waste a minute of i l . They know 
dial, and diey are exu^mely proud 
of dieir accomplishments," 

According lo Hubenschmidt, 
one of the giris in the group 
addressed die odicrs and let diem 
know that awards aften't die only 
measuring stick of success. The 
squad was well awai-e of dieir 
accomplishments on die year and 
in past years, and diey didn't need 
a state championship trophy to 
know what place diey finished in 
dieir own hearts, diose of dieir 
parents and diose .of dieir fans as 
well. 

"They truly handled i l like 
champs," Hubenschmidt said. 

The fan base for die pom pon 
squad nol only cheered diem on at 
die regional competition, but fol­
lowed them to Eastern Michigan 
University for die state finals as 
well. 

"We always have excellent par­
ent and fan support," 
Hubenschmidt said. "You'll see 
students and administration wear­
ing Novi pom garb. Parents show 
up at 7:30 in die morning for a 
competition at diree and dieir sup­
port is absolutely outstanding. We 
couldn't ask for more in terms of 
dieir support," 

The future is bright for die 
Wildcats as well. Not only did 
Uiey take fifth in die state widi a 
squad diat will only graduate nine, 
dieir junior varsity counterparts 
escaped die day widi die grandest 
accomplishment of diem all — a 
state championship. 

"They were absolutely fabu­
lous," Hubenschmidt said of die 
underclassmen squad. "It was just 
amazing." 

Hubenschmidt also said diat 
widi die low number of graduates 
and die impressive talent base dial 
wil l be returning next year, die 
future is so bright die squad might 
have to wear sunglasses at dieir 
competitions. 

''Just in die girls diat aiie return­
ing diere was a whole new level of 
drive and detemIination in diem," 
she said. "Widi such a strong J v 
team to fill in for our graduating 
seniors, l 'm Icwking forward to 
what we can do come next year."

Obviously, Ohlgrcn's top events 
iuc die medley races - the rciison Ibr 
which she said has a lot lo do with 
sirategy She stiuls oiT hard in llic 
butterfly before pacing herself in the 
backstroke and breaslstroke legs of 
the event. Then, she pushes herself 
to die limit in die linai, freestyle por-
uon at tiic end of die nice. 

'The 400IM is extremely tough," 
Ohlgren said. "You have to have a 
lot of sirengdi lo work through i l , 
bul it feels grcal when you finish 
faster than die odier swimmers." 

Ohlgren works at being tough loo 
along widi die natural talent ihat 
courses dirough her veins. Willi the 
Bulldog Aquatic Club, Ohlgren and 
lierleiunmaies put in about 24 hours 
of practice a week during the high 
volume summer schedule. The rest 
of die year, Ihcy pul about 12 hours 
in a week. Two-hour practices con­
sists of swimming approximately 
9.000 yards and once a week they 
lift weights for an hour and a half lo 
keep their muscles toned and con­
ditioned. The club boasts approxi­
mately 90 swimmers from commu­
nities such as Northville, Novi and 
Livonia. 

Swimming has always been a 
major part of Ohlgrcn's life. In fact, 
she probably doesn't have too 
many significant memories from 
years she hasn't swum. Since the 
age of three, Ohlgren has been in 
the pool and by the age of four she 
was swimming competitively. Her 
older brother, Derek, and her older 
sister, Kaihryn, were both swim­
mers and her parents, Teri and

I can'i say 
enough about how supportive my 
parents have been." 

No matter how many successes 
Ohlgren has in the pool, the whole 
idea is that she loves what she does 
and never wants to quit. 

"I'd love to swim in college and 
the Olympics one day," she said. "1 
jusi love doing it. I love lo swim 
and 1 love the challenges. I'll prob­

ably be swimming for die rest of 
my life." 

But no matter how far she goes 
and no matter how well she docs, 
Ohlgren said it isn't about the win­
ning, or having her fans tell her 
how good she is. 

"If you're good, you don'i need 
odier people telling you that you 
are," she siiid. "You go in die pool 
and you prove it. The harder you 
work, the better you're going lo 
get.

Consumers 
beware: all 
credit counselors 
are not equal 

A new gencraiion of non-profit 
credit-counsciing agencie.s is 
preying on debi-ciioked Americans. 

According to "Credil 
Counseling in Crisis," a jo in l 
study by ilic National Consumer 
Law Center and the Consumer 
Federation of America, these 
offending agencies are offering 
bad advice and socking con­
sumers with high fees. They're 
also offering few debt counseling 
services — bad news for the 9 
mi l l ion Americans who seek 
assistance each year. 

Consumer complaints to the 
Better Business Bureau (BBB) 
about credit counseling agencies 
liave increased more than 500 per­
cent since 1998. In 2002 llie BBB 
reported receiving 1,480 com­
plaints compared lo just 26i in 
i998. Complaints have focused on 
agencies' failures to make con-
.sumcrs' payments on lime, decep­
tive claims about voluntary fees, 
and failure by the agencies lo dis­
close the fees associated with .set­
ting up and maintaining debt man-
agemenl programs. 

The emergence of low-quality, 
high-cost counseling operations is 
due in part to the credit card 
industry's reduclion in funding to 
credil counseling agencies. As 
funding has decreased, agencies 
have cul iheir range of services 
and increased iheir fees. Crediiors 
arc also less willing lo reduce 
interest rates for consumers in 
debt consolidation programs. 

Whal can consumers do to pro­
tect themselves'.' The NCLC and 
Cf-A offer these suggestions: 

• Say "no" lo high fees. I f i i 
cosis more than $50 to set up a 
debt consolidation program, and 
more than $25 a moiiih to main-
Iain, look for another agency. If 
the agency is vague about fees, 
look elsewhere. 

' Ask Ihe agency whether its 
fees arc voluntary. Some agencies 
publicly claim their fees are vol­
untary but won't lell consumers 
they're voluntary. Or, they'll pres­
sure consumers to pay Ihe full fees 
even i f they can't afford i l . i f die 
fee is too much, don't pay the 
agency more than you can afford. 

• I f you feel pressured into 
entering a debt consolidation pro­
gram, walk out. Legitimate agen­
cies w i l l discuss a variety of 
options with you, including budg­
et and financial management 
counseling and credil educalion. 

• Inquire whether counselors 
arc paid on commission. If ihcy 
are, they may nol be acting in your 
best interest. 

• Administer the "20 Minute" 
lesi. I f an agency offers you a debt 
management plan in less than 20 
minuie.s, they haven't spent 
enough tiihe reviewing your 
financial situation. A comprehen­
sive counseling session wi l l take 
anywhere from 30 to 90 minutes. 
Also, i f the agency doesn't offer 
you educational options, such as 
budget counseling, consider one 
that docs. 

• Be wary of agencies that 
engage in aggressive advertising. 
It's likely these agencies wi l l offer 
few options except a debt manage­
ment plan. Without financial edu­
cation and budget counseling, you 
might find yourself once again 
loaded down with unmanageable 
debt. 

Look for an agency that meets 
your needs and makes you feel 
comfortable. 

Now that you know the right 
questions to ask and die red flags 
to watch oul for. ask your friends, 
family and credit union for refer­
rals 10 a reputable agency. 
Consider contacting GreenPalh 
Debt Solutions; it's a member 
ageifcy o f the National 
Foundation for Consumer 
Counseling (NFCC) also known 
Consumer Credit Counseling 
Services (CCCS), the nation's 
largest and longest-serving credit 
counseling agency. GreenPaih's 
counseling services are offered in 
person, over the phone and via the 
internet. 

According to the NFCC, about 
one-third o f all customers of its 
member agencies are recommend­
ed for debt management plans. 
The other two-thirds typically 
receive a budget review, financial 
education and possibly a referral 
to other social service oIiganiza-
tions to address the underlying 
problems that affect their financial 
well-being.
