According to Lt. David Molloy, 
.security staff at Providence heard

screams in the parking lot at 12:55 
a.m. He stiid they found die victim 
and saw a man driving iiway in a 
blue Ford minivan. 

The woman told investigators 
that she had brought lo die emer­
gency room a friend who had 
slipped and fallen. According lo 
Molloy, she said she had just 
parked her compact pickup when a 
man in olive pants and a tight T-
shirt approached her. She said the 
man told her there was something 
hanging from her driver's side 
door. 

Moments later the man forced 
the woman into her tmck, saying 
he had a gun in his pocket, said 
Molloy The man began grabbing 
at the woman, iiccording to Molloy. 
When she realized he did nol have 

a gun, she began fighting back. 
The woman told investigators 

her attacker backed away and 
pulled out a small knife. He began 
lunging at licL trying to slab her in 
the stoiTiach and leg. She said the 
man lied when she was able to .set 
off her tnick'.s panic alarm. 

According to Molloy, 40 min­
utes after Novi Police broadcast a 
description of die van, Oakland 
County Sheriff's Deputies Dave 
Scott and Derrick Trifilc spotted a 
blue Ford van on Grand River 
Avenue near Milford Road. When 
the vehicle turned on to a dead end 
ro;id without signaling, the 
deputies stopped it and found 
Gonzalez. 

Deputies found no weapons, but 
Gonzalez reportedly failed field 

sobriety tests and registered a 
blood alcohol content of ,13. 
Molloy said Gonzalez registered 
.11 in two additional tests at police 
headquarters. Prior to allegedly 
attacking the woman, Gonzalez 
had reportedly been drinking at 
The Post Bar in Femdale. 

According lo Molloy, Gonzalez 
has been living wilh a Novi family 
since last year when he was 
released from prison in New Jersey, 
Gonzalez has an extensive crimin;il 
liistory in New Jersey and New 
York, with convictions for burglary, 
fraud and assault, said Molloy.

They went up tuiletly last

liic ciiy of Novi spent more liian 
$6,000 trying to balance its desire 
to improve security al the civic 
center and police deparimeiil with 
its need 10 provide adequate liand-
icappcd access. 

Following a Code Orange Alcri 
'rom the federal olUce of 
Homeland Sccurily, Dcparlnieni 
of i'ublic Works crews put up 
inetiil-and-wood barriers held in 
place with sandbags March 20 ;ii 
each end of the Civic Ceiilcr's 
north access drive and at the 
enlrancc lo police headquarters. 
The wooden barricades were soon 
replaced wilh ina.s.sive concrete 
planters lopped wilii decoralive 
evergreens. 

Six of liie pianicrs now wait in 
a DPW yard for tlicir nexi assign­
ment. Another two guard tiie wesl 
end of llie Civic Comer's iiorih 
access drive, waiting I'or spring 
and Ibr DPW crews to rip tip ihe 
pavenieiit and replace il wilh sod. 

No sooner did the barriers go 
up than handicapped rights advo­
cate Wayne llogaii and iiieiiibcrs 
of various senior groups wlio use 
the Civic Cenler began coiiiplaiii-
ing about the loss of eight handi­
capped parking spaces on the 
norlh side of the building. 

Through lite sumiiicr and into 
llie I'all, Novi City Manager Rick 
Hclwig consistently iriaintained 
lhal the barricades were necessary 
10 nieel Homeland Sccurily 
guidelines. 

The city reconfigured its main 
parking lot at iiie Civic Cenicr, 
increasing the total number of 
handicapped parking spaces from 
12 10 17 while eliiIiinatiiig six

noii-haiidiciipped spaces. The 
projccl included removing several 
dozen leet of curb and sidewalk 
and leplaciiig it wilh a barricr-IVce 
sidewalk. 

Allhough city officials have 
been unable lo provide a cost esii-
inale for the work, engineers con­
tacted by Novi News suggested 
tiic work couid cost anywhere 
iielwecn hctwceii $6,000 and 
$8,000. 

Craig Kkiver, tiie city's chief 
operating officer, said liic ciiy 
spent $2,700 on nine concrete 
pianters. He said ihe cost of 
restriping an employee parking lot 
and inslalling li;iiidica|)ped signs 
was "minimal." He iiddcd lhat 
work to expand the iiaitdicapped 
parking area in the Civic Center's 
main parking area was unrelated 
to security concerns. 

Now that the barriers have been 
removed I'roni the east end of the 
Civic Center's norlh access drive, 
there are a total of 2.'i parking 
spaces marked I'or handicapped al 
the i'acility. 

Helwig said security remains "a 
big issue" ui the Civic Center. Hc 
noted "no one is designing iiuiid-
ings with roads righl ncxl lo 
them." 

Novi Police Chief Doug 
Shaefler said that in 1995 a 
domestic terr'orist was able to park 
an explosives-laden van a mere 12 
feci I'rom the Alfred P. Murrah 
Federal Building in Oklahoma. 

Tiie blast that followed claimed' 
168 lives. 

Crilics of the Novi Civic Center, 
barricades pointed oul thai all â  
terrorist would have to do was. 
drive over the six-inch curb and, 
around liie planters lo drive acros.s,. 
llic lawn lo the building. The,, 
Civic Cenler, noted Shaeffer, wa.s;, 
built two decades ago when a dii'-, 
I'eienl design ethic was in place. , 

"Our building and city hall„ 
weic biiill wilh a very open con-, 
cepl ill mind," Shaeffer said. The. 
chief said lhal because of the;-
extensive use of glass in the Civic. 
Cenicr, there is likely no pari of 
ilie complex's parking area far, 
enough away to prevent major 
damage in the event of a severe 
blast. 

"There's a great deal more" 
work and invesligalion to be^ 
done," said Sliael'fer. He said hc^ 
and other ciiy officials have*' 
"talked a whole wide range oL 
things, including permanent, 
staffing |al the Civic Center). The-
plan continues to evolve based on 
possible threats." 

Shaeffer said that for the.

Legislation restricting use dates from J o h n s o n era

Hmvey Wolfe knows a lot about 
billboards. 

The owner of llie Tamily-ruij 
ilarvey Wolfe Co. advertising 
agency in Walled Lake since, 1970, 
be .specializes in producing bill-
iioard creative I'or clients iliroughoul 
the area. 

Hc believes that legislation 
againsl billboards is mosl common 
in clcclion years. 

"During election years, politi­
cians get on their .soap liox and talk 
about 'Wouldn't il lie nice lo nol 
have billboiuds.' They c.iil il [xillu-
lion on a slick," Wolfe said. "It's an 
ca.sy soapbox to stand on," he said. 

Wolfe, vvlio operates his business 
with llic help of his son, Miuly, and 
daughlcr, Tracy Vincent, recalls 
when fomier Michigan Attoniey 
General Frank Kelly badmoiitlicd 
billboards. 

"Hc hated billboards and proba­
bly slill docs." Wolfe said. 

"There arc such ridiculous ordi­
nances in IcK'al coininunilics. They 
wanl lo keep billboards away," he 
said. 

Bul despite elTorls lo reduce the 
number of billboiu-ds in tlic area, the 
medium is slill popular. Wolfe said 
one of the reasons iiillboard advcrtis-

. iiig is so elTcclive is lhal i l pull.s driv­
ers olT the highway lo businesses. 

"Several years ago, llie number 
one tourist allraclion in the stale was 
Ihc Birch Run Outlet Mall. That out­
let mall wouldn't have survived 
unless llicy had billboard advertis­
ing. Off-cxpres.sway mall.s as well as

hotels really depend on hilliioard 
advertising," Wolfe said. 

Wolfe noted that, in a roundabout 
way, llic state of Michigan is even 
involved in billboard advertising. 
The Slate pays Cor signs denoting 
oir-exprcssvviiy restaurants and gas 
stations pictured on blue and white 
highway signs at exits. 

"Bu.siness is excellent, and we're 
gaining new clients all the lime," 
Wolfe said, " i would like to see the 
laws changed, liowever, lo make il 
easier lo iiuiid biiiboards and do il in 
an allraclive way." 

Since zoning regulaiions have 
reduced the number of billboiu'ds 
allowed in comniunilies, billlioard 
companies created iri-vision bill­
boards. 

"Now three messages can be 
posted on one .side," Woll'c said. 
"This allows us lo increase dollar 
volumes on tiie limited number of 
billboiu'ds." 

Wolfe said billboard advertisers 
are usually loyal customers. 

"We've gol clients llial have used 
outdoor advertising since 1965. 
Probably 90 percent of our business 
continue tlieir previous accounts," 
he said. "Once liiey have a billboard, 
they love it." 

Wolfe said major billboiu-d com­
panies include Viacom, Ljiniar and 
Adams. 

"Billboards are slill around, and 
ihey're a wonderi'ul means of adver­

tising," Wolfe said. 
Jeremy Kramer, an individual 

agent for RE/MAX real estate al 
moo Orchard Hill Place, Suiic 
W. in Novi, owns billboiuil space 
near Ilie border of Novi/Nort/ivillc, 

His .siniiiiig face can be seen by 
motorists on the east side of the 
street driving north on Novi Ro;id 
jusl north of Eiglil Mile Road near 
Gucniscy's Restaurant. 

"It's a two-sided billboard. 
RE/MAX has one side, and I have 
the olher," Kramer said. "I ihink I 
have the belter side," hc noted. 

Kramer believes billboards wc a 
greal way lo iidvertise. 

"I have people who call me and 
say, 'We need lo list our house, and 
we live right iiy your billboard,'" hc 
said. 

"It's a staple of my advertising 
biidgel, 1 won't lei it go," Kramer 
said. 

As far as resU'iclions on billboard 
advertising, Kramer said, "This is 
America. Everybody has a righl to 
make a living." 

Proponents of billboard advertis­
ing also poinl to the many public-
service oriented billboards promot­
ing nonprofit causes. 

"I think Ihe industry as a whole is 
very philanlhropic. Il's really a great 
medium," Wolfe said. 

"ll's probably liie oidest I'onii of 
iidvcrtising," Wolfe said. "Cave peo­
ple wrote on ihe side of their caves."

"Biiiboards are already iicavily 
regulated in Michigan by .slate 
law, federal law and local ordi­
nances in nearly ail communities. 
Our slate billboard law is tougher 
Ihiin the billboard hiws in most 
oliier stales. The number of bill­
boards in Michigan is about the 
same liiday ;is a decade ago, and 
there are hundreds if not tliousands 
fewer than 30 years ago," he said. 

Billboards, which first ;ippcared 
in ihe state in ihe 18.50s, arc regu­
lated by a federal billboard law, a 
slate billboard law and local ordi­
nances. The laws regulate bill­
board si/e, spacing, lighting and 
iiiuinlenancc. 

The Slate law. Public Act 109, 
enacted in 1999, doubled the 
spacing requirements between 
billboards and banned double-
decked billboards, in fact, bill­
boards are allowed only on land 
zoned for commercial or industri­
al u.se. 

As a rcsuli of these regulations, 
the number of billboards in 
Michigan is about the same today 
as a decade ago, and there arc far 
fewer Ihan in the early i970s.

The City of Novi has about 10 
billboards in use, and city officials 
don't plan to increa.se that num­
ber. 

The ordinance only allows 
ihcin in 1-2 zoning districts, which 
is heavy industrial u.se. Any new 
billboards in tlie cily would have 
io receive approval froni the 
Zoning Board of Appeals. 

Although ihere is no spccifie 
"billboard ordinance" per se. the 
structures fall under ihe city's sign 
ordinance, which jusl doesn't 
allow any more of (hem, accord­
ing to (he ciiy's Property Code 
Compliance department. 

The ci(y"s sign ordinance does 
have a chapter on off-premise 
advcr(ising signs. Ground pole 
signs can be a maximum of 300 
square feel and not more than 15 
feet high. They must also not be 
closer than .50 feet froni any resi­
dential property. 

The ordinance also slates lhat in 
no cvenl shall any off-premises 
advertising sign be closer than 
1,200 feet from another such sign. 

Current billboards are only 
allowed because they existed 
before the city's current sign ordi­
nance took effect. 

Tlie large billboards on 1-96 in 
Novi were actually approved fol­
lowing lawsuils filed against the 
city in the 1970s. 

Rich Studley, senior vice presi­
dent, government relations, 
Michigan Chamber of Coniinerce 
in Lansing, reports that a package 
of bills — .Senate Bills 898-901 
— has been introduced into the 
Michigan Senate that would 
impose substantial new regula­
tions on outdoor advertising. 

Senate Bil ls 898-901 would 
establish an advisory council 
administered by ihe Michigan 
Departmeni of Transporiation to 
define "best practices" for the 
industry; increase billboard per­

mit fees and establish a govern­
ment fund to remove certain b i l l ­
boards; and place a cap on Ihe 
number of billboards in Michigan 
by halting Ihe issue o f new per­
mits. 

"We are opposed lo these bills," 
Studley said. "Every day, across 
Novi and throughout the slate, 
businesses use outdoor adveilis-
ing. This legislation is unjust and 
counterproductive to businesses' 
ability to advertise their products 
and services. We believe al ihe 
Michigan Chamber of Commerce 
that billboards are a necessary and 
important part of business." 

Studley said Michigan 
Chamber of Commerce lobbyists 
hope to stall the bills against out­
door advertising, bul thai propo­
nents o f the package hope to 
schedule a Senate hearing this 
spring. 

Since the enactment of the fed­
eral Highway Beaufiftcation Bil l 
of 1965, Ihe question of who 
should regulate outdoor adveriis-
ing and the related issue of how 
far billboard regulation should go 
has been of interest and concern 
to Michigan's business communi­
ty-

A study conducted last summer 
on behalf of the Outdoor 
Advertising A.ssociaiion of 
Michigan (OAAM) shows the 
vast majority of Michigan bi l l ­
boards are used by ihe state's 
leading employers and industries, 
including small local and fran­
chise businesses, retail stores, and 
tourism and auioiiiotive indus­
tries. 

Charities also depend on bi l l ­
boards, according to the study, 
which analyzed the content of the 
12,102 billboards owned by 
OAAM members. O A A M mem­
bers own about 87 percent of 
Michigan's 13,828 billboards.

Seeing the inside of an eye

As p;ul of a partnership in edu­
cation between the Novi 
Community School District ;ind 
Town & Country Fyccaie in Novi,, 
Optometrists Tim i<irk and Amy 
Crissman visited Orchard Hills 
Elementary to demonsirate Ihe dis­
section o f slieep eyes lo second 
graders. They also brougiit along a 
sliile show which ciemoiisiralcd ail 
the parts of a human eye. Second 
gr;ide teacher IDawn Capling 
added licr own lliivor to tiic activi­
ty by exposing tiie children to 
Braille writing. 

As .second grade lc:ichcr Ellii 
M.icAilhur c\pl;iined, students are 
learning about the p;irts of the eye 
and about people witii vision difl i -
cullies and wiial llicy do to cope. 
Highlights of the tuiatomy students 
covered during the dissection were 
tlic basic parts of tlie eye. Students 
labeled the eye pans on worksheets, 
IciUiicd alxiut tlie coinca, coloa-d 
iris, pupil, lens, back of lhe eye, die 
ivtinii, ;uid the wall of the eye. 

According lo Kirk, tliis prognini 
lias been going on since 1994. 
"The second graders traditionally 
have studied tlie eye. One of the 
highlights I'or iheni, from what the 
teachers tell us, is tlie acttuil eye 
dissection," he said. "Wc hope that 

tlic kids will lean) firet hand the 
din'erent parts of ihe anatomy and 
science of the eye." 

Kirk and Crissman also spoke to 
the sludenis iibout wen: eye safety 
and routine eye care. 

"Il's important to understand 
why it's important lo take care of 
your eyes and what a visit to the 
eye docldr involves," Kirk said. 
"We Ii0|)c to remove any fear from 
the children's first visit to tlie eye 
doctor by coming here and dcmon-
slriUing the dilTcrent equipnicnt wc 
u.sc and explaining titc process of 
the eye exam. We also hope to 
Iv.ive a lot of fun with tlic kids with 
diflcrciit optical illusions and dif­
ferent activities." 

Kirk explained tiial any time 
kids can touch and feel something, 
it wil l definitely slick in their 
minds a lot more than if they jusi 
read about il in a book, 

"I know that the teachers 
expkiiiicd that having guests in the 
classroom often times reinforces 
what tliey'rc doing and infoniia-
lion slicks with the kids on a loiig-
tenn basis." 

Crissman said that the slide 
show presentation is an important 
part o f the activity because i l 
shows students the parts of a 
liuman eye before they go into die 
di.ssection room, which makes 
Ihem well prepared. 

"This presentation goes over 
how tlie eye works like a camera, 
eye safety and it also goes over 
whal happens in an eye exam so the 
second graders arcn'i scared about 
llieir first eye exam," she said. 

Since the students arc curtently 
learning about Helen Keller, 
Ciipling thought that this was a 
good lime to expose them lo 
Braille writing, which is for a per­
son who is blind or deal'. Capling 
visited the Livonia-based 
Seedlings organization, which is a 
company tliat transfers books into 
Braille versions. She also obtained 
an illustration of Braille writing, 
some Braille books, bookmarks 
and a board which demonstrates 
how to write in Braille to show to 
the class. 

'Tn i exiMsing die kids lo Braille 
writing which is for a person 
who's blind or deaf," Capling said. 
"1 am challenging Uie kids, which 
is suictly optional - whatever ihey 
donate, I will personally double 
their donation to Seedlings so tiial 
diey can make more Braille books 
for people, i will match the dona­
tion, whatever lliey bring, pennies, 
nickels, whatever.

On May 3, 1993, Ihe Department of Homeland Security's Federal 
Emergency Management Agency identified Special Flood Hazard Areas 
(SFHAs) in City of Novi, Oakland Counly, Michigan, through issuance of 
a Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM). The Mitigation Division has deter­
mined Ihat modification of Ihe elevations 0/ the Hood having a 1% chance 
of being equaled or exceeded in any given year (base or 100-year flood) 
for certain locations in this community is appropriate. The modified Base 
Flood Elevations (BFEs) revise the FIRM for the community 

The changes are being made pursuant to Section 206 of Ihe Flood 
Disaster Protection Act of 1973 (Public Law 93-234) and are in accor­
dance with the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended (Title 
Xlil of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, Public Law 90 
448), 42 U.S.C. 4001-4128, and 44 CFR Part 65. 

Hydraulic analyses were updated to incorporate the changes in 
hydrology for Shaw Creek in previously issued Letter of Map Revision 
Case Number 00-05-259R dated December 15, 2000. These anaylses 
have resulted in a revised delineation of the floodway, an increase and 
decrease in the BFEs and SFHA for Shaw Creek. The table below indi­
cates existing and modified BFEs for selected locations along the affect­
ed lengths of the flooding source cited above.

Under the above-mentioned Acts of 1968 and 1973, the Mitigation 

Division must develop criteria for floodplain management. For the com­
munity to participate in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), the 
community must use the modified BFEs to administer the floodplain man­
agement measures of the NFIR These modified BFEs will also be used 
to calculate the appropriate flood insurance premium rates for new build­
ings and their contents and lor the second layer of insurance on existing 
buildings and contents. 

Upon the second publication of notice of these changes in this news­
paper, any person has 90 days in which he or she can request, through 
the Chief Executive Officer of the community, that the Mitigation Division 
reconsider the determination. Any request for reconsideration must be 
based on i<nowiedge of changed conditions or new scientific or technical 
data. All interested parties are on notice that until the 90-day period 
elapses, the Mitigation Division's determination to modify the BFEs may 
itself be clianged.

Bill deals with 
felonious teachers 

At ."i o'cliK-k in the moniing, a Soulli Lyon 
iiigli ScIkkiI teacher and footbiill coacii was 
pulled over i'or tinink driving witli a 2t)-year-old 
passenger in tliec;ir. His bliKxl alcohol Ici'cl w;ls 
registered at 1.9. 

In addition to tlie driving olTensc, cii;irges 
included felony possession of coctiinc and m;iri-
ju;in;i possession, ' l l i is lalc'st ;inrcst resulted in his 
fourth i'elony charge. 

Under cun-ent law this individuiii is still 
:illowetl in the ehissrixim and the hxrker tmm. 
Now a scIkkiI in my legisl:itive district h;is to 
waste money on legal fees to have him fonn;illy 
removed. When I talk to average citizens, lliey 
;irc astounded Ihat a felonious teacher is not aulo-
niatictilly a'moved from the ekissrixini. 

n i l s week, the House tipproved House Bill 
.S476 to require tlic stale superintendent to evalu­
ate every single felony on a case-by-e;tsc basis. 

Under cura'iil law tlic sl;itc board of cduc;ition 
is responsible for suspensions of felonious teach­
ers, but it is liard lo hold a little-known, eight-
member Ixiard responsible. My legislation gives 
the state superintendent llic authority and 
iieeountabilily to detcmiinc if crimes wanrant tiic 
ininiedialc suspension of a teaciiing ccrtilicaic. 

When a leachcr is convicted of a felony or 
.serious niisdeineaiior tiie pro.sccutor must ;ilcrt 
the state superintendent. For heinous i'eloiiics 
like murder, sexual assault, child abuse, and drug 
trallicking, tlie state superintendent wil l immedi­
ately su.spend Ihe tcucjicr's ccniiicatc. i-or other 
all otiicr felonies, die state superintendent will 
order a iiearing that can lead to suspension, rev­
ocation or continuance of a teaching certificate. 
Finally, tJie .slate superintendent can make a 
dclemiination that certain low-grade crimes do 
not warr.int action by the state. To satisfy due 
process rcquircmcnt.s, all teaciicrs will have a 
hearing and tiic righl of appeai before iosing dicir 
teaciiing certificate. 

This bill requires the State Department of 
Educiition to issue a quarteriy report to the 
Legislature describing die course die stale super­
intendent took on eacli crime. This type of pub­
lic disclosure will infomi lawmakers, parents and 
citizens of the how felonious teachers arc dealt 
witli. It wi l l bring public scrutiny to the process.

Ordiiiiincc violations. It's Inie dial the (icnalty is 
clKuiging but I take issue with die comparison to 
parking tickets. 

1 am a code compliance olTicer widi the City 
of Novi. Our department is charged witii the task 
of presen'ing Novi's long-tcmi chanicler and 
condition via tlie Novi City Code. VVidiout ordi­
nance enforcenienl, property issues can "get oul 
of hand" and in time (sec City of Dehoit). 

Wliile working witli a largely diverse popula­
tion, die Code Compliance Department inspects 
for, teaches about iind cnforecs stiindard.s set by 
this community. Regulation of signage, land use 
and zoning, debris and junk control, property 
maintenance and environmental preservation are 
concepts lhal have lo be controlled over time in 
order to disphiy pride in ownership. 

Our department continually strives lo lie con­
sistent even in die face of indifference. The act of 
changing ordinance violations to civil infractions 
stresses the importance of maintaining the 
integrity of Novi's Code. The court, as granted 
by code, will now have the power, as Pam pul il , 
"to actuaiiy order die defendant to actually do 
something." This ".somediing" is known as 
injuncuve relief This means die City will be able 
to lake measures to bring a site into compliance 
if nol resolved by the property owner. 

AnoUier note on whal Pam wrote in iter last 
paragraph. Misdemeanors were never handled 
by the Circuit Court. Misdemeanors were always 
handled by the District Court. The same offens­
es, now civil infractions, will still be adjudicated 
by 52-1 District Court. Novi will depend on die 
judges of this court to honor and uphold the 
newly revised Code.

Something like Ai percent of

.squeezed in the middle. How 
come Bush's ratings arc drop­
ping? Lots of media attention has 
been devoted to the Democratic 
contenders, bul the Bush political 
machine will start to move once 
it's clear who the opponent will 
be. The Republican secret 
weapon: A well-funded, highly-
targeted gel-out-the-vote opera­
tion aimed al mobilizing every 
G O P activist and getting every 
polenlial Bush supporter to vote. 

• On the oilier side, within the 
past week I've had two friends 
approach mc about politics. Bolh 
are distinguished professionals — 
one's a lawyer, the other a surgeon 
— in the prime of their careers. 
Both told me they plan lo lake a 
sabbatical this fall to volunteer 
full-time to work againsi Bush. 
This is die firsl lime since the 
vielnam War i've seen such pas­

sion in national politics. Even 
thougli Bush is llic incunibcnl, has 
tons of money and sits atop tlie 
most politically competent White 
House in memory, the intensity of 
feeling against him is quite 
remarkable ... and could be a force 
this fall. 

M y own view? I still think the 
election is Bush's to lose, but I no 
longer think i t ' l l be a landslide.

Tim Skubick's new book. Off the 
Record, publislied simultaneously 

late Last year by 
the University of 
Michigan Press 
and Petoskey 
Publishing Co. 
(418 p;igcs; 
.$29.95) The 
longest-serving 
reporter in the 
state Capitol's 
press corps, 
Skubick is the 
host of the public 
television show. 
Off the Record, is 
a political reporter 
for W W J and 
W J I M radio and 
writes a syndicat­

ed column for various Michigan 
newspapers. 

Over the past 34 years, Skubick 
has covered four Michigan gover­
nors — B i l l M i l l i k c n , Jim 
Blanchard, John Engler and 
Jennifer Granholm — and an 
amazing slew of legislators, poli l i-
cos and activists, some classy and 
some not, who have rotated in and 
around Lansing. Skubick has seen 
it all. He writes in a breezy and 
quick style. He's funny. And he's 
very well informed. Anybody who 
has more than a passing interest in 
Michigan politics sliould read it. 

• Something veiy odd is going 
on with llic federal guidelines for 
the No Child Left Behind Act, 
which is suppo.sed to increase 
quality and accountability in 
schools. Turns oul lhal some top-
ranked Michigan schools that 
received National Blue Ribbon 
awards failed to meet the federal 
guidelines this year i'or showing 
adequate progress in lhe Michigan 
Educational Assessment Program 
( M E A P ) . . 

President Bush himself visited 
Southficid's- Vandenberg 
Elementary School in 2()02, hail­
ing it as a model .school that "is 
nol afraid of accountability and as 
a result is excciiing." Vandenberg 
scored two As and a B on llie stale 
report card, but failed according to 
the federal guidelines because it 
didn't have a 95-peicenl M E A P 
participation rale. And Avoiidale 
High School iti Auburn Hil ls and 
Avondalc Middle School in 
Rochester Hills both llunked the 
federal report card. A l Avondalc 
High, 88 percent of sludenis took 
the M E A P test, one of the highest 
participation rates for any 
Michigan school, bul nol high 
enough i'or the feds. A n d 
Avondalc Middle, which won a 
national Blue Ribbon designation, 
missed the federal cutoff by 2.4 
percent, the equivalent of three or 
four students. 

i'vc aiways fell that a key to 
improving schools is setting stan­
dards i'or wliat kids are supposed to 
Icani iind then finding ways to 
measure actual learning, nol artifi­
cial criteria, in fact, I spent years 
on the board of llic National Center 
for Education and the Economy, 
which was the national leader in 
pushing school accountability But 
the way this federal act is working 
gives me — and lots of other 
school-oriented folks — pause. 

• Cheers to the (Granholm 
Adminislralion for coming up 
wilh a $1 million fund to liclp 
high-lech start-up companies 
compete for federal help. Even 
though $1 million .sounds like 
sinall change in such a context, it 
could leverage as much as $25 
million in federal money lo do 
research and development for new 
products.

Democrats underestimate 
Terri Land at their peril

When you talk to Terri Lynn 
Land, who just finished her first 
year as Michigan Secretary of 
Slate, you get the distinct 
impression that she doesn't like 
her job. She absolutely, posi­
tively, loves i l . "Oh , I'm running 
again, yeah!" she says wilh an 
enthusiastic l i l l le laugh. Whal 
makes that declaration remark­
able is that her next election is 
nol in November, but nearly 
three years away. 

Fact is, she is a 
no-nonsense type 
o f woman, and 
doesn't see any 
point in being 
coy. Besides, "I 
real ly want to 
finish this proj­
ect," she adds. 

W h a l she 
means by lhal is 
a complete 
revamping and 
updating of 
Michigan ' s vot­
ing technology. 
That is happen­
ing, thanks largely lo nearly 
$100 mil l ion the state is getting 
from the federal government 
under H A v A , the Help 
American vote Act passed in the 
wake of the mess left by punch-
card and buttcrfiy ballot hurri­
cane in Florida. 

Republicans are often por­
trayed as nol being eager to 
spark massive turnouts, espe­
c ia l ly among reluctant voters 
who, i f they do show up, arc 
l ike ly to vole Democratic. But 
though Land is a 45-year-old 
mom from suburban Grand 
Rapids, she is something o f a 
technology wonk, and bubbles 
w i l h enthusiasm as she talks 
about equipment that makes it 
possible for the blind to vole in 
secret. 

"There is a lot more that wc 
have to get started on. I encour­
age everyone to vote," she said. 
"When people vote, we get the 
best possible decision." 

Her department, which over­
sees vehicle and driver licensing 
and elections, is the oldest cabi 

ing a governor, or, i f they 
behave themselves, an attorney 
general.,Bul i f you ever want lo 
vote or drive a car, you become 
one of Terri Land's customers. 
A n d she is big on customer 
service. 

"When I was Kent Counly 
clerk, I sometimes worked the 
counter, because people expect­
ed lhal," she said, noting accu­
rately Ihat Grand Rapids has 

evolved into a big 
city whose resi­
dents s l i l l expect 
small-town serv­
ice. During her 
first year in 
office, she visited 
every one of the 
state's 173 branch 
offices. And yes, 
she worked the 
counter in a few. 

Traditionally, 
M i c h i g a n pol i t i ­
cians have 
regarded secre­
tary of slate as 
either a stepping 

stone or a retirement home. 
From 1955 to. 1995, the office 
had only two inhabitants, one of 
whom was finally ousted when 
i l was clear his faculties were 
slipping. 

Terri Land may be the first to 
have wanted the job for ils own 
merits. "Afler I had been (Kent 
County) clerk for a year, 1 saw 
lhal i f 1 really wanted lo make 
any changes they would have to 
be statewide." That was in 1995, 
just afier her fellow Republican 
Candicc Mi l l e r had won the job, 
and so she knew she'd have to 
bide her lime. 

Fortunately, she wouldn't 
Have lo wait decades. 
Michigan 's constitution had 
been changed to limit any secre­
tary of stale to two four-year 
terms. Land had a tough battle 
for her party's nomination in 
2002, and when she finally won 
i i , her chances looked bleak. 
Jennifer Granholm, the 
Democratic nominee for gover­
nor, seemed to be headed for a 
landslide win. Land's opponent, 
Detroit lawyer M e l v i n "Butch net post in lhe state - and the 

only one that touches the life of Hol lowel l , was smart, well-con-
v i r tua l ly every MichigandeL necied and charismatic. 
M i t ten staters can go their 'Yet she had a few things 
whole lives without encounter- going for her, namely money. 

Her father and husband have a 
prosperous development busi­
ness, and the family pul well 
o v e r S l million in her campaign. 
Land's pleasant blond features 
gazed al the state from a forest 
of billboards, and a flurry of T v 
ads .sealed the deal. On Election 
Day she won a 57 percent land­
slide, running far ahead o f 
Granholm, the woman who gol 
all the press attention. 

"What was funny in lhal race 
was al l the people who would 
come up and tell me they hoped 
I became governor," .she .said, 
breaking out again into her fre­
quent and infectious laugh. 
Though she is ambitious, she 
has done something that bolh 
suppressed her ego and saved 
the taxpayers money She is the 
first SCDS in memory nol to have 
ordered large expensive .signs 
with her name erected in every 
branch office. 

Not that she isn't ambitious. 
She has been hooked on politics 
since her hometown hero, 
Gerald Ford, suddenly became 
an accidental president and was 
locked in a tight race with 
Jimmy Carter in 1976. S t i l l in 
high school, Terri traveled 
across the country as a/'scatter 
blitzer" urging people lo vole 
for Ford. 

That November, she cried in 
her Hope College dorm when 
her hero lost a .squeaker. For 
him, it was over. For Terri , it 
was just starting. 

Of f the record, few 
Republicans expect to have 
much chance lo beat Land in 
2006. The interesting question 
is what wi l l she run for after 
that. U . S . Senate in 2008? 
Governor in 2010? Whal is clear 
is that - as she w i l l cheerily tell 
you - she wi l l run for some­
thing. "I ' l l only be in my 50s, 
and that's still pretty young," 
she says. If Democrats underes­
timate her, they do so at their 
peri l .

The classic, wilh music by 
Richard Rodgers and lyrics by 
O.scar Hammerstein II, was adapted 
from two short stories hy James 
Miclietiei'. The story chronicles two 
love aflairs. 

Tlic lirsl love coiiiicclioii (KX'iirs 
between Lt. Jew Ctiblc and a young 
Polynesian girl, Liat. The second 
romance features Nellie Forbusli, a 
Navy nurse from Lillle Rock, Ark., 
and Emile de Dcci|ue, a French 
planter who she falls for "one 
enchanted evening." 

R(xlgers and Hammerstein con­
nected the slories by having Ciible 
and de Bccque go on a dangerous 
mission beliind Japanese lines from 
which only one of them returns. 

The original protluclion of "South 
Pacilie'" opened ai the Majestic 
Tlieaire in New York City on April 
7, 1949, and ran for 1,925 pcrfonii-
ances. Tliis iiitide the |x-rfonnance 
the second longest-mnning musical 
of the deciidc. Tlie lirst production 
starred M;iry Martin and was lhe 
Broadway debut ol' Mctropolilaii 
Opera basso E/.io Piiiza. 

"South Pacific" was only ihc sec­
ond musical to lie awarded the

" I mostly did Ihe things oth­
ers didn't wanl lo do," Harwell 
said. " I read a lot of copy and 
would write heads for the news­
paper." 

His time in front o f the type­
writer sparked an interest in 
Harwell . After high school, he 
went to Emory University and 
came out wi lh a career already 
in mind. 

"My ambition oul of college 
was to be a sports writer," 
Harwell said. "1 couldn't find a 
job at any of the Atlanta papers 

• because there weren't any open­
ings." 

Bu l , Harwell did gel a chance 
lo wr i te nonetheless. During 

• World War I I , he served four 
years wi lh lhe Marine Corps 

' and wrote for their publication, 
Leatlierneck. 

I l wasn't a sports desk thai 
was destined to be Harwell's 
home though. While searching 
for a job in Atlanta, Harwell 

; came across an opening at the 
WSB radio station for a sports 
announcer 

When Harwell showed up for 
the audit ion, things fell inlo 
place. 

"I 've been in radio and T v 
since 1940, and it was more by 
accident than anything else," 
Harwel l said. " I guess you 
could say I 'm just a failed 
sports wriler." 

And from 1940 on, the legend 
of Harwell began lo form. He 
covered some football games al 
Georgia Tech and even covered 
The Masters gol f tournament in 
1940 and 1941. In 1943, 
Harwell started call ing play-by­
play for the Crackers. 

His work w i th the minor 
league ball club paid off, and in 
1948 his work was noticed by 
lhe Brooklyn Dodgers. The deal 
to br ing Harwell lo Brooklyn 
resulted in the first-ever irade 
for an announcer 

"(Dodger's announcer) Red 
Barber was on a trip wi lh the 
team when he became sick and 
they d idn ' l know i f he would be 
able lo come back or nol," 
Harwell recalled. "His boss, 
Branc Rickey, called the owner 
of the Crackers, Eric Mann, and 
said, ' I 'd like to have Ernie 
Harwell come up and replace 
red as my announcer' Erie 
Mann said, 'Wel l , that's fine but 
he's under contract io me, and i f 
you really want him you send 
me your catcher from Montreal, 
C l i f f Daper'" 

There was no doubt about it 
— Brooklyn wanted him. In 
1948, one year after Jackie 
Robinson broke inlo baseball, 
Harwell joined the Dodgers' 
broadcast team. Two years later 
he went to the New York Giants 
and worked for them for four 
years and broadcasted the debut 
of W i l l i e Mays. From 1954 to 
1959, Harwell announced for 
the Baltimore Orioles. 

In I960, the man who would 
become known as the voice of 
the Detroit Tigers stepped into 
the broadcast booth with 
George Kel l . 

"It was the best move I ever 
made," Harwell said. " I love 
Detroit." 

Harwell remained a constant 
voice in Detroit until Deceinber 
of 1990, when he was informed 
by Tiger's management and 
WJR radio that the 1991 base­
ball season would be his last. 

"I had had offers to leave, but 
] was never interested," Harwell 
said when asked of die years 
leading up to lhat day. 

" l had traveled around 
enough. 1 loved Michigan and I 
loved the people there. 1 wanted 
to stay Ihere the rest of my l i fe 
and never had any real ambition 
to leave." 

Bul , according lo manage­
ment, his tenure was over 
Dur ing his 32 years with 
Detroit, he had seen two World 
Championships and a slew of 
significant moments. 

" I was just happy to have 
been able to do it for so long," 
he said. 

Two years later, and after an 
enormous outcry from Tigers 
fans, team ownership changed 
hands and Harwell found him­
self back with the Tigers. 

"1 came back because of Mike 
Ill ieh and because he was sup­
portive enough to bring me 
back," Harwell said. "I never 
realized that he would buy the 
team and things would suddenly 
settle forme again. He indicated 
to me that 1 would be there for 
quite a while, and told me I 
would work as long as I wanted 
lo." 

Since that l ime, Harwell has 
seen a change in venue for the 
Tigers from Tigers' Stadium to 
the new Comerica Park. And, 
once again, he retired — but 

this time i l was voluntary. 
Tributes were played through­

out the 2002 season, and 
Harwell vvas able lo hear jusl 
how much lie was appreciated 
not only by the fans, bul by his 
peers as wel l . 

"I was very much louched by 
the tributes," he said. "They hiid 
a dii'fcrent one every night. 
Guys like Bob Costas, lhe com­
missioner (Bud Selig) and 
George Brett." 

And then-came another trib­
ute — a lasting one. A statue 
was unveiled at Comerica Park 
showing Harwell standing 
proud with microphone in hand. 

" I knew I didn' l deserve i l , " 
he said. "But I took i l anyway. 
It's big enough lhat I don't think 
anyone can knock i l down, and 
it's inside so the pigeons can'l 
gel to i t and that's a good 
thing." 

Like the statue, there's some­
thing else thai won't be forgol-
'ten by Tigers' fans woridwidc 
— it's the charming Southern 
drawl of the announcer they've 
all come to love: Ernie Harwell. 

And to think how different 
the game would have been had 
he jusl found a job sitting at a 
sports desk in Atlanta. 

"•you never know when life 
w i l l take you in a different 
direction," Harwell said. 

"When it does, you should 
jusl fo l low that direction and 
see where i l takes you. You 
never know, it might be some­
place good."

Tliat's bccau.sc 
you gel a deduction for tiie full i'iiir 
m.Trkci value of piopcny you have 
held for longer than one year, and 
you avoid paying capital gains tax 
o"n tlie appreciated value. The deduc­
tion is limited to .10-percenl of your 
AGi.
