A year from now Grosse Poiiilc 
developer Robert Halso plans on 
transforming a I l l - ac re ptircel 
near the comer of Napier and Nine 
Mile roads into a 70-unit single-
family ncighboriiood. 

Novi City Council voted unani­
mously at its March 1 meeting to 
approve Halso's plans for The 
Preserve. 

According to Halso's engineer­
ing consultant. Cliff Sieber, The 
Preserve will be a mix-used devel­
opment with lots ranging from 

15,523 square feet to one acre. 
Under the tenns of the city's RUD 
ordinance, Halso could have put 
up to 84 home sites on the proper--
ly-

The planning commission had 
voted unanimously at its Jan. 28 
meeting to recommend city coun­
cil approval of HaLso's plans. 
Miiyor ProTeiii David L.indry lold 
Halso, "I 'm impressed by the lay­
out. I'm impressed that you did not 
seek maximum density, and you 
should be commended for that." 

Plans for The Preserve include 
donating 45 acres to Ihe city, 
which would expand an existing 
city park lo 25.3 acres and extend 
the Singh Trail in the Quail Hollow 
development south to Nine Mile 
Road. According to SiebcL plans 
iilso call for die creation of nine 
homeowner parks within the 
developiTient, which combined 

with the city donation will pre­
serve 61 percent of the property. 

Council Member Laura Lorenzo 
was concerned about the proposed 
layout of the trail through The 
Preserve. "I'm a nature lover," she 
said, "but the practical reality is 
private homeowners don't have the 
resources to police trails." She said 
she was concerned about teens loi­
tering nc.-ir homes afong the trail. 

She suggested that Halso be sen­
sitive to existing homeowners 
along Nine Mile Road and move 
the trail farther back into the prop­
erty 

Council Member Toni Nagy 
agreed with, Lorenzo, noting there 
have been complaints from home­
owners in Chase Farms about loi­
tering teens. 

Halso said he was "very aware 
of their concerns." 

Lorenzo said she was also con­

cerned about homes being built too 
close to wetlands and driveways 
running through wetlands. 

Halso assured council members 
that he wil l be building on areas 
that iire "high and dry." 

In approving plans for The 
Preserve the city agreed to aban­
don right-of-ways along quarter-
section lines along ihe northern 
and eastern boundaries of Ihe 
property. Sieber told council mem­
bers that wetlands in these areas 
would make building roads in 
these areas impractical at best. 

Halso said he expects it to take 
18 to 24 months lo complete The 
Preserve once construction begins 
next spring.

lure themselves, but still want lo 
read about Uieir peers having an 
adventure. 

"This is an excidng time of life 
for me," she stiid. 

Life for Crawford began just 
about an apple's Uirow from her 
office at die Novi Senior Center on a 
350-acre fann along Grand River 
Avenue. "I was llie biggest baby 
ever bom at Sessions Hospital," she 
laughed, noting the Northville hos­
pital closed not long after. She 
added her childhood doctor's office 
in Northville is today a bed-and-
breakfasl. 

Crawford and her husband, 
Hugh, an Oaklmd County commis­
sioner, both grew up on farms in 
Novi and have watched the commu­
nity transform from scattered farm­
steads into a suburban city. Both 
have thoroughly embraced the 
iransfonnafion. 

She said that while growing up on 
a farm was fun for a kid, she doesn't 
miss it a bit. 

"It's a difTicult life," she recalled, 
nothing that her parents .vid grand­
parents marveled that city people 
could take the weekend oft lo relax 
at cottages along Walled Like. 

Growing up, said Crawford, she 
could never remember a time when 
her mother and grandmother were 
nol cooking. 

Her father worked at a tool-and-
die shop across the road from their 
rented farm. Her grandfather 
opened a gas station, where sum­
mers she sold com and night-
crawlers to Delroiters. 

Crawford said she frequently 
jokes wilh the seniors she now plans 
activities for that she probably sold 
them com when they were both 
much younger She said helping 
older people was just a natural out­
growth of growing up on a fami 
wilh handicapped aunts and a 
grandfather who eventually sulTered 
a sUTike. 

She pretty much invented her job 
in Novi. Crawford had been devel- . 
oping senior center program for the 
Oakland Livingston Human 
Services Agency when she noticed 
her own community had virtually 
nothing. 

"I'm a fimi believer in, if you 
don't like what's going on, gel up 
and do something. Don't just sit on 
the sidelines and constantly com­
plain," said Crawford. So, she got up 

and convinced then parks and recre­
ation director Tom O'Branovic to let 
her work on creating a .senior center 
for Novi. 

For the first two years, she 
recalled, she was paid part-time for 
what was really a full-time job. 
Then in 1980, tlie city put heron the 
payroll full-time. Still, she said, it's 
not a job you do for the money. 

"If it feels like work," she said, 
"you do not want to do this job." 

Today working in a senior center 
requires credentials and certifica-
uons, but when Crawford got start­
ed, .she sort of made diings up as she 
wenl along. She also helped write 
Ihe standards for the certifications 
for those who followed her. 

Her list of past accomplishments 
runs three pages, but Crawford is 
looking to the future. Her plans 
include creating a Town Hall Series 
for Novi and writing a book about 
Ihe community's past. 

"Every day," she said, "is a new 
beginning."

• A modification was made lo 
hold three seats per school open 
for those students labeled as 'at 
risk' or would benefit from Ihe 
full-day kindergarten program due 
to academic, social, or other cir­
cumstances at the discretion of the 
principal and staff. 

• The selection at random for 
the full-day kindergarten pro­
grams will be balanced by gendef. 

The board also passed a recom­
mendation to approve the modifi­
cation of the selection process at 
Deerfield so that families wiiK 
children cunently enrolled i l l 
grades kindergarten through 
fourth will not participate in the 
random selection process.

board on Ihe impact of full-day 
kindergarten compared to half-
day experiences.

Detroil-born artist Bob Seger 
wi l l be inducted into the Rock and 
Roll Hall of I'ame on Monday. 
And ill lionor of liiis niomenloiis 
occasion. Fox f<im retirement 
coniinunily in Novi had its own 
Bob Seger Day March 5. 

About 150 residents and staff 
participated in ihe event, which 
featured Bob Seger and the Silver 
Bullet Band posters, lip-syncli ren­
ditions of his songs, prizes and 
karaoke. 

"We got excited about Bob 
Seger being inducted into the Rock 
and Roll Hall of Fame and wanted 
to do .something for the coniniuiii-
ty," said Mike McCormick, execu­
tive director of Fox Run. "We're 
alwiiys looking Ibr fun Ihiiigs lo do 
lo celebrate life here at Fox Run." 

McCormick noted that Seger is 
58, which would make iiini eligi­
ble to live at Fox Run in just four 
years. 

"He iives in Orchard Lake, 
whicli is only about 10 minutes 
from here," be noted. 

Poster boards set up on tables at 
Ihc event traced the rock legend's 
life, and old album covers brought 
back memories for many at the 
Fox Run tribute. 

"We sliared some stories about 
Bob Seger. About half of our resi-

McCormick said. 
Some of the vvaiisiaff at Fox

"We al.sp played Bob Seger 
music on our in-nelwork TV sta­
tion all week," McConilick said.

The iininials were brought over 
by llic Plymouth—based Living 
Science Foundation, fi company 
that travels to elenienliiry and mid­
dle schools all over Michigan and 
sun-ounding states to leach ahoul 
science. It w;is the organiziilion's 
African Animals presentation that 
the sludenls witnessed, which is 
only one of live dilTcreul programs 
it does, 

The kids came face lo face with 
an African Crested Porcupine 
named Spike, a Spur-Thigh 
Tortoise named Mali, a I3;ill Python 
named Wilson, a Giant African 
Millipede, an African Gray PaiTot 
named Gray and an African 
Ridgeback Bullfiog jusl to name 
some. According to Robbin Ward, 
Science Interpreter I'or Ihe Living 
Science Foundation, the hope is that 
the kids get an understanding of 
their world and the animals that are 
in it.

H 
the problem is. when the legislature does1i'tcli(jO«to 
fully fund it. school districts iuc at a loss because we no 
longer can pass millagcs. Though Proposal A in concept is 
good, the legislature needs to keep its promise and fully 
fund public education - and it's not doing it. 

Specifically, under Proposal A. in a district like Novi , 
wc arc being hit harder and harder because now that the 
state has been funding public schools for the past two 
years, the per pupil foundation grant has been frozen at 

.S().7()(). And in fact il was reduced about 
a month and a half ago by Si74. Under 
Proposal A, the promise that Ihe legisla­
ture made to the public schools w;is lo 
iully lund them and they are nol keeping 
their proini.se. Public schools are not 
being Iully funded. Wc are not even 
keeping up with innation any more. 
I here was talk lhal next year the per 
pupil louiidalion grant is again going to 
be S(i.7()(). In order lo keep up with 
iiinalion. we need .S(),y98 per student. 
Districts like Novi are being very hard 
hil because we are not getting enough 
money to niii the pnigraiiis lhal wc need 
lo run in Ihe .school di.slrict. 

• Quest ion two: W h a t ct langes do 
you t h i n k should b e made n o w ? 

Ko.slcr: 
There ;tre dislricls that are moving 

and shaking districts. Novi is one of 
llicm, as are Birmingham and 
Bloomtield Mills. Thc-sc are the districts 
that make the presentaiion of Michigan 
strong. As soon as those p;irenls realize 
that ihose educational programs in lliose 
districts are going lo go down, they're 
going to yell the loudest and that's when 
everything is going to hi l . How they'll 
solve it, I don't know, but parents wil l 
not lei that happen. That will happen 
sometiiiie 1 would s;iy between April 
and August this ye;ir. Parents will 
demand change from Lansing becau.se 
they wi l l not allow it to happen. This is 
political reality. There has been all kinds 
of change propos;ils, but who knows 
what the solution wil l be. 

BaRdady: 
Beyond the magic wiind lo make the 

econoiiiy recover iiuicker. and given 
Proposal A, a lot of districts have been 
brought up in ;i financitil standpoint. 
We're at llie point where maybe our dis­
tricts ought lo have some individual 
righl lo raise funds that their community 
wants them to. 

I.ippe: 
In my opinion there needs to be a mix 

of state funding education and perhaps a 
large source of revenue coming from Ihe 
local school districts. In the short run, I 
think i f there was latitude for the local 
school districts lo levy a property tax for 
a three-year period of time, to get us 
over the difficult time ihc stale of 
Michigan is going through right now, 
tli;it would he good. Every school dis­
trict in the stale of Michigan, or at least 
most, are going to be very light in tenns 
of budget. The last couple years wc have 
taken things away from the budget. And 
if we have to do that same thing this 
year, it w i l l mean personnel and pro­
grams. In a community like Novi that 
highly values education, it seems to me 
that a local community should have an 
option to ask the local community i f 
they would support additional revenue 
for the schools for a short period of 
time, and then after that the economy 
recovers and we go back to the way i l 
was before, in a minimum, I think that's 
how Proposal A ought to lie modified. 

Local boards of education should 
' have the option to approve millages so 

that programs could stay in tact for the period of lime that 
the Michigan economy is on the downside. 

Moblo: 
I think that the legislature needs to keep its promise to 

fully fund public schools. They need to look at die budget 
and they need to find a way to get school districts enough 
money to property educate the students. Under I^oposal 
A. the legislature promised that it would ful ly fund public '•, 
education and it isn't. 

• Question th r ee : W h a t do you t h i n k the w o r l d of 
pub l ic educa t ion in M i c h i g a n is a p t t o look l i k e 
10 years f r o m now: 

That's a good question. I think the worid of public edu-
calion wil l still be quite vibrant because the reason why 
it's public eilucation is because everybody has the same 
opportunity. That's Ihc fundamental core of this country. 
So if someone who can't afford an education, they can still 
gel ;in education. It wil l be really sad if we had a diver­
gence where those who were wealthy removed themselves 
from public education and you end up with public educa­
tion for the poor and private education for the rich. That's 
how il was in futile times. I don't know what that answer 
is, but we cannot allow that to happen. Kids have to learn. 
Right now .'52 percent of the unemployed are not high 
school graduates. 20 yeans ago, that number was 33 per­
cent. 

llagdady: 
Given the way things have changed so much in the past 

few years, I don't think anyone can sit down and accurate­
ly say what it's going to look like. You can't. It's been so 
different in the past five or six years. I'd like it lo look like 
all schools are performing at a level anticipated by ~ 
Adequate Yeariy Progress and No Child Left Behind, but 
nuiybe without all of the red tape and, frankly, administra­
tive craziness. 

Lippe: 
The education system wil l be more diverse in popula­

tion and we're going to have more English-as-a-second-
language-type students in high school. It's going to take 
more support to bring those people up to speaking the 
English language and being able to attend school with dial 
knowledge. There's going to be a conUnued evolution of 
technology ihrough the use of more virtual classes, partic­
ularly the high school and perhaps the middle school. 
There's going to be a need and an expectation in terms of 
communication in public school districts to die parents 
and from parents to die school districts. Some of that will 
be through technology or some type of communication 
device. Parents expect to have more readily-available 
information on their child's progress, both academically 
and also the whole school environment. There is going to 
be more emphasis on preschool education plus more 
cmpliiisis on lifelong learning. 

To what degree wi l l people in our society continue to 
support education'? The look that we take at how we shape 
education in the future wil l all depend on a large degree 
on Ihe degree of support that people give. 

Moblo: 
Until the economy improves, i f die legislature doesn't 

fully fund public education, I see serious teacher layoffs, 
larger class sizes and I see more and more emphasis on 
high-stakes testing as opposed to measuring die true 
knowledge that students are gaining in school. I see it 
becoming harder and harder to attract high-quality public 
school teachers. I see that widIoul public funding dlere is 
going to be an erosion in what I Uiink is a very good pub­
lic st:hool system in the state of Michigan.

After 25 years of futility and 
12baliot proposals, in 1994 
iVIichigan voters approved 
Proposal A, which revamped 
the way the state fundsK-12 
education. Voters reduced the 
state's relatively high property 
taxes, which had been about 
35 percent above the national 
average before the reforms and 
now are about the same as the 
national average. Proposal A 
not only gave property tax 
relief but reduced funding dis­
parities among school dis­
tricts—spending had ranged 
from $3,400 to $10,300 per 
pupil. 

Local property taxes for 
schools were largely replaced 
w/ith new state education taxes. 
The reforms: 

• increased tfie state's 4 
percent sales tax to 6 percent 
and earmarked the increase for 
the School Aid Fund; 

• created several new rev­
enue sources for schools, 
including a 6-mill state educa­
tion property tax and a 75-cent 
per pack cigarette tax; 

• limited annual property 
tax increases on each parcel of 
property to the lower of (1) the 
inflation rate or (2) 5 percent; 

III stipulated that school dis­
tricts on the low end of the 
funding spectrum would 
receive bigger annual funding 
increases than would the "rich­
er" schools; and 

• eliminated a number of 
categorical (special) grants and 
rolled the funds into the foun­
dation allowance. 

F u n d i n g D is t r ibu t ion 
To reduce funding disparities 

among school districts, a 
"foundation allowance"—a per 
pupil amount of operating 
funding—was established for 
each district in the state. This 
allowance was influenced by 
tile amount of funding a district 
had received before Proposal A 
was passed, meaning that dis­
tricts that had higher property 
values before Proposal A were 
assigned a higher foundation 
allowance. (In the first year of 
Proposal A, foundation 
allowances for K-12 districts 
ranged .from: $4,200 to 
$10,294:) A "minimum" foun­
dation allowance—the least 
amount a district would 
receive—was established at 
$4,200 in FY 1994-95 and has 
Increased each year to the cur­
rent level of $6,500. 

A basic foundation 
allowance (the "basic")—a tar­
get amount to which lower-
funded districts one day would 
be raised—also was estab­
lished. In FY 1994-95, the first 
full fiscal year of the new 
school finance system, the 
basic was $5,000 per pupil. 
Districts with a foundation 
allowance below the basic 
received an increase in their 
per pupil funding of up to W\ce 
the dollar amount of the 
increase in the basic, î or 
example, if the basic increased 
from $5,000 to $5,153, as it 
did f rom the first to second 
year of the reforms, all districts 
with a minimum foundation 
allowance of $4,200 in FY 
1994-95 received a per pupil 
increase of twice this $153 
rise, or $306. However, every 
district that was above the 
basic received only $153 per 
pupil—the amount of increase 
in the basic. (See the exhibit.)

The ie;ison why Novi Woods 
kindergarten teacher Jill WaIro 
is the beature Teacher I'or March 
can be summed up in one quote:

K e y s t o p r o t e c t i n g y o u r c h i l d 

National headlines have recently been 
filled with heartbreaking stories ahoul chil­
dren being abducled. The last several abduc­
tions we have heard about in ihe news have 
occurred wliere the children were taken from 
Iheir fnmt yards, within their homes, or in 
broad daylight in a public place, i'arents have 
been siiocked and lerrilled all over the coun­
try. We expect our children to be safe when 
they arc ;it home, and we are sadly realizing 
lliiit virtually anywhere c;in he the site of a 
crime. 

|-irst, you should know that in fact the 
iniijoriiy of abductions in our country arc 
actually committed by parents 
or other family members. 
There ;ire over a quarter of a 
mi l l ion family abductions 
aniiuiilly. Many involve non­
custodial parents who trans­
port their children out of stale 
with the intention of keeping 
ihem |x-rmanently. 

Si i l l , the recent cases in the 
headlines appear to be non-
family abductions. Il is esti­
mated that .1,201) 10 4,600 
non-family abductions are 
reported to law enforcement 
each year. Most offenders arc 
someone known to the family, 
such as a casual iicquaintanee. 
Of those reported, apprtiximaicly 200 lo 300 
are total stranger abductions, meaning that 
someone not known to the family kidnaps the 
child. It is estimated lliat more than 114,000 
•Stranger abductions arc attempted annually 
and most involve an attempt io lure a child to 
a car. The police arc never contacted in ihe 
majoriiy of ihese ca.scs. Regardless of Ihc sla-
tislics. however, it is apparent that wc need io 
find better way.s to proiecl our children, 
because even one missing child is too many. 
The biggest problem with our iradilional 
mcihod of preveniion is that wc focus on 
icaching kids aboui "stranger diingcr" 
RemcmbcL mosl kidnappings are commiiied 
by someone with whom the child is familiar. 
Wc must not l imit our focus to strangers only.

In addition, studies have found that most 
young children do not truly understand whal 
the word "stninger" means. They picture a 
stranger as someone with a scary pliysical 
appearance, nol a nian in ihe park iisking for 
help lo find his puppy. Also, once a stranger 
tells a child his or her name, the child docs not 
think they are a stranger any longer. Or, if lhc 
person lias met liic child before in ihe neigh­
borhood or at a slore when the child's parent 
is there, then thai is nol a stranger lo a child. 

The most important ihing wc e;in do as p;ir-
enls is to leach our children ahoul which sile."-
alions lo avoid, not simply about "stranger 

danger." 
Teach your children to avoid 

any situation where an adult is 
asking for help. Tell them ihat 
"adulls ask adults" I'or help, and 
adults should nol be .asking 
children for assistance. If an 
adult asks a child for direclions, 
or for help finding their puppy, 
the child should be taught lo 
run in the other direction. Teach 
children not to lake candy or 
gifts from anyone without your 
permission, and lo slay away 
from individuals in cars or 
vans. Tciich your child ihat just 
beciiusc .adults may be familiar 
lo tliem, il does nol mean ihey 

should go anywhere with them, withoul your 
permi.ssion. It is much more effective lo leach 
your child about the.se situations and actions, 
ralher than trying to teach them the meaning 
of the word "stranger" Teach them they 
should never go in a home without your per­
mission. Also, it is a parent's job to best deter­
mine which'houses arc safe and how long a 
child may visit. 

T ips fo r k e e p i n g your c h i l d safe 

Encourage open communication between 
you and your children. Many children are told 
not to tattle or that "children are to be seen, 
and nol heard." Wc must let children know 
they can talk to their parents about anything. 

We teach our children lo respect and listen lo 
adults. We must also leach children that i l is 
okay to say "no" lo an adult, and that not all 
adults arc good. Always know where your 
children are. Never Icl Ihcni go anywhere 
alone. They should always have a friend with 
them when they are playing. Make sure they 
ask your permission before going anywhere. 
Make sure your children know their own 
name, address, phone number and how lo 
reach you in case of an emergency. 'You 
should also have a trusted adult they can call 
in an emergency. I f your children must be 
home alone, make sure they keep ihe doors 
locked and leave strict instructions as io who' 
is allowed inside. Be alert io any ieenager or 
aduli that is piiying an unusual amount of 
aliention lo your child or giving your child 
gifts. 

Obtain references for babysitters. Teach 
children to yell "you're not my parent" i f 
someone grabs them or tries io lake them 
somewhere. 

• Teach your child to run ihe oiher way I f an 
adult iisks Ihem I'or assistance of any kind. 
Even i f your child sees an adult they recog­
nize, tell them ihey always need your permis­
sion io go anywhere wi ih any aduli. I f your 
child has Iniernei access, discuss safeiy 
guidelines wi ih ihem. Be certain ihcy do not 
give oul any personal mformalion over the 
Internet. Monitor your child's Internet use. 

• Teach your children that no one should 
ever touch any part of their body that bathing 
suits cover. 

If you help your child acquire knowledge, 
self-confidence and assertiveness skills, they 
wil l be more able lo recognize and escape 
from danger. Don'l teach your children fear, 
but teach them to be cautious and aware.

citizens to renect on how much ;i 
greiil university system iTeiiefiis the 
stiitc and to consider how best to 
deal with a terrible state economic 
climate. The panel 
deliberately did nol 
include university 
folks, whose piuiic-
ipation could have 
seemed self-serv­
ing. 

I .served on the 
commission, and I 
can lepori that our 
discussions were 
pretty much true lo 
the original idea. 
Wc wound up writ­
ing a report thai 
was duly dissemi­
nated to various imd 
sundry, including 
the governor and 
the .state legislature. We also urged 
the University Presidents' Council lo 
follow up on some of our sugges­
tions. Tliis report, signed by Irvin 
Reid, president of Wayne State 
University, and Mike Boulus, execu­
tive director of lhc Council, arrived 
reccnlly. 

Plainly, universities in Michigan 
ire responding to tough times. Stale 
appropriations dropped by $240 
million or 15 percent between 
December 2002 and December 
2003. During tlie sluiie lime, public 
universities cut anotiier $ 160 million 
from their collective budgets and 
laid off more than 1,400 full-time 
employees. Cour.se offerings are 
being reduced and class sizes 
increased. 

One of our commission's recom­
mendations had lo do with finding 
collective ways to save money. The 
universities helped start die Higher 
EducationyState of Michigan 
Purchasing Consortium, which bun­
dles purchasing power among uni-

A similar collective hid I'or natural 
gas is in die works. 

Rising healdi Ciu'c costs are hit­
ting eveiybmly, and the universities 

have responded hy 
starting the 
Michigan

Coalition on 
Heiillh to create a 
composile picture 
of Iheir collective 
healih care services 
and cosis. These 
daia are being used

providers. The 
numbers involved 
arc nol trivial.

Associales, eslimates medical 
expenses will increase at an aiinilal 
rate of 12 percent, while ilie prices 
of drugs will incrca.se by 20 perceni 
annually ihrougli 2008. Increases of 
this order of magniliide could mean 
lhai slate universities' health, care 
costs could approach $500 million 
annually -— a substantial larget for 
cost siivings. 

AITordability loomed large in our 
commission's discussions, as 
declines in slate support inevitably 
produce increases in university 
tuition ;uid Ices, There are at leasl 
three aspects to this issue: I ) .

The conventional wisdom is that 
die nice for presidenl this year will 
be close and hard-fought, wiih 
Michigan and Ohio battlegrounds 
right up till the end. 

But deep down, most pundits 
expect Michigan, with its larger 
minority and union populations, lo 
probably wind up in the Deiiiocraiic 
column. Ohio, however, long ilie 
mosi Republican of 
America's major 
indusirial slates, is 
seen as more likely 
to end up reaffirm­
ing its loyalty io ilie 
party of the Tafis. 

Bui ihere are 
some reasons io 
diink boih guesses 
could be wrong. 

The one diing 
thai is certain is 
ihat each slate can 
expect io sec a lot 
ofGeorgeW.Bush 
and John R Kerry. 
With this year's 
primary contest over, earlier than 
ever before, Americans wil l have 
eight months to get to know bodi 
men. 

And it is a cinch that both of them 
will spend more time in our two 
siaies than in New York. California 
and Texas put together. That's 
because we live on ihc front lines of 
an America seen as closely divided 
between "die red and the blue." 

Those are ihe colors TV uses on 
election night io show how siaies 
voied — Democraiic blue and 
Republican red. Four years ago, ihe 
nation was divided so closely thai 
had even the smallest red state 
switched io blue, A l Gore would 
have won. 

'Vet mosi states are not really in 
play anymore. Back when John F. 
Kennedy and Richard Nixon were 
fighting their cliflliaIiger campaign 
in 1960, boih campaigned in nearly

eveiy slate of the union. This year, 
the candidates will make a real 
effort in half lhc stales — maybe, iis 
few as 1:5. Most of the Rocky 
Mountain wesl and most or all the 
SouUi arc hopeless for Kcny. and he 
knows il. Bush can forget about 
New York, New England and 
California. 

Which leaves the Midwest. Last 
time, both parties 
fought hiird for 
Michigan ti l l the 
end, but Democrats 
surprised even 
themselves by win­
ning by a comfort­
able 217,000. 
United Auto 
Workers union 
members had elec­
tion day off; a well-
oiled and ellicient 
machine got black 
workers in Detroit 
lo the polls, and 
Gov. John Engler 
failed to deliver 

for George W, one reason he wasn't 
even considered for a cabinet post. 

Ohio wiis anoiher siory. Wiih a 
week io go, Al Gore essentially con­
ceded defeat and pulled all his TV 
advertising, sending the money to 
other states. During the campaign, 
he never visited Toledo. Nol surpris­
ingly. Bush won. 

But he didn't win by very much 
— just 4 pcreem; 2,351,309 lo 
2.186,190. Dcmoerais later g a m ­
bled dial a real effort might have 
lumed die tide. 

That's doubtful — but there is 
reason io diink ihai George Bush's 
siock has fallen in ihe Buckeye 
Stale. Manufaciuring has been hard 
hii by die recession, recovery has 
been slower ihan expecicd, and 
Ohio unions and DcmocraLs are 
energized. Take noic: Twice as 
many Dcmoerais voied in lasi 
Tuesday's primary than voied ihe 

same day in New York, ihough die 
Empire Siaie has ainiosi iwice 
Ohio's populaiion, 

Michigan's unemployment fig­
ures are even higher — but ihai is 
noi unusual, after years of the 
boom-and-busi auto economy. But 
while President Bush isn't csjiccial-
ly popular here, die Democrats iirc 
in • some disarriiy Detroit's "boy 
mayor," Kwame Kilpalrick, has 
nowhere near the get oul the vote 
ability Dennis Archer and his bril­
liant and ruthless lieutenant, 
Freeman Hendrix, displayed four 
years ago. 

Worse, ilie party has noi one bui 
iwo sialc chaimien, an embarrass-
menl diai resulted when the gover­
nor, as is traditional, wanted to' 
name her choice — Butch 
Hollowell — and ihc unions refused 
io give up iheir man, Mark Brewer. 

Brewer and Hollowell have a 
simple relaiionship: They loaiho 
each other, and each wishes ihe 
odier wasn't ihere. Thai led io a 
mess in die stale's Democraiic cau­
cuses last mondi, and could spell 
trouble in November. It would be a 
poor idea for either party lo take 
either stale for granted.

The Granholm' Administration 
has now produced a plan under 
which dio.se univcrsilies diiit limit 
dieir fall 2004 tuition increiises to 
die rale of inflation (currently 2.4 
percent) will receive a rebate of 3 
perceni of this year's 5-perecnt 
Execulive Order appropriations 
reduction and no fiirllier appropria­
tions reductions for the fiscal yeiu-
dial begins October I, 2004. Most 
univcrsilies iire considering taking 
up the governor's offer. 

But Ix'wiire! Accepting a cap on 
tuition increases risks selling a dan­
gerous precedent, especially for 
high-quality instiiuuons. Once a uni­
versal exiicct.ition .irises that tuition 
will not increii.se faster lhan infia-
tioii, any university dial wishes to 
increase qualily will find itself in a 
len'ible bind. 

Michigan State Univcrsily con­
fronted exactly dial problem in die 
1990s when President M. Peter 
McPlierson uniliitenilly announced 
thai MSU tuition would rise no 
fiister diiui inflation. Tlie chain of 
causalion was inevitable: infialion 
was iow; costs steadily increased; 
faculty salaries and other iicademie 
expenses were in effect frozen; fac­
ulty became grumpy; and academic 
qualily declined. Ultimately, 
McPhcrson was forced lo reverse 
coui-se. 

Son-y lo say i l , but if Michigan is 
going to compete widi die rest of llic 
worid for good jobs, dial competi­
tion will in liyge part be won or lost 
on die basis of the qualily of educa­
tion, faculty and research in our uni­
versities. A politically convenient 
cap on college tuition in exchange 
for reduced cuts in state support may 
sound good ill first. But it will likely 
turn oul to be a terrible idea in die 
end.

Galccka will be one of many 
cancer survivors and concerned 
citizens who plan lo participate 
in the Fifth Annual Novi -
Northville American Cancer 
Society Relay For Life. Tlie 
event will take place from 10 
a.m. M;iy 15 to 10 a.m. May 16 
at Ford Field in downtown 
Northville. 

The overnight, community-
based team event is a nationwide 
movement that offei's an opportu­
nity for everyday people lo help 
in the fight against cancer 

Tciims have 10 or more mem­
bers who each raise funds and 
commit to having one member of 
the team wiilk the track for the 
duration of the event. Relay For 
Life honors cancer survivors dur­
ing the first lap. 

A kickoff for the upcoming 
fund-raiser at the Sheraton 
Detroit Novi last Wednesday 

included an emotional video and 
personal experiences about the 
event. Kurt Wcstphal of Novi 
.serves as chairman of this year's 
event. 

Last year, the Novi-Northville 
Relay For Life event included 36 
teams and collected .$82,000 for 
cancer research, which was more 
than triple the eoirimunity's goal. 

"The goal for this year's event 
is 40 teams and $84,000, plus a 
renewed awareness of cancer in 
the Novi-Northville area," lovan 
said. 

Since its creation by a Tacoma, 
Wash., doctor in 1995 Ihrough 
last year, the event has raised $1 
billion toward the fight against 
cancer.

"Tlie doctors were able to. catch 
the ciincereiirly enough that it didn't 
do a lot of damage. Now, diey're just 

watching to make sure thai any pre­
cancer cells don't progress," she 
said. 

HaIper's friend, the late Lee-Ann 
Murphy of Northville, attended 
middle school, high school and col­
lege togedier. Her senior year at 
Michigan State University, Mutphy 
was diagnosed witli sarcoma, a form 
of cancer. She passed away Sept. 29, 
2003. • 

"I got permission from her moth­
er ai her funeral to have a fund-rais­
ing event in her mcmoty." Harper 
said. "She was very supportive, and 
thought tliat would be very nice. 
Lee-Ann's deadi gave me the inspi­
ration to try to raise funds to fight 
tills disease. J just consider myself 
so lucky after my ordeal. I 'm so 
thankful," she said.

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As you make piaiis io go on a 
family vacaiion, or iackle iiial home 
impfoveiTient projeci you've been 
puiting off, consider giving yourself 
a financial checkup. Spring is a 
great lime to make certain you're on 
track io meci your financial goals. 

Cut the clutter - Your first item 
of business should be lo evaluate 
how organized you are. Start by 
making a solid effort to sort through 
your mail three times per week. If 
you let your mail pile up you run 
(he risk of inispl.icing a bil l . Shred 
all pre-approved credit c;u-d appli­
cations and put your bills in a des­
ignated place in your office, in a 
"bill box," or file drawer. Consider 
sorting by due date. 

Then create a filing sysiein 
Begin my making ihrcc folders 
(you can always create more if you 
need to). One folder should be for 
your inveslinent account informa­
tion. Another folder should hold all 
of your lax-related items including 
W-2 forms and 1099 forms from 
brokerage and mutual fund compa­
nies. Place receipts for your 
deductible expenses like paid med­
ical bills, property tax bills and 
charitable conlribuiions in this fold­
er. Place your monthly checking 
and savings account siaiements, 
cancelled checks, debit ciu^d and 
deposit leccipis in the third folder. 

After you've set up your filing 
system, make a list of all your bank 
and credit card accounts. Include 
iiccouni numbers, expiration dates, 
crcdii limits and phone numbers. 
Also list ihe contact information for 
your phone, gas and elecuic compa­
nies. Then, for insurance purposes, 
make a list of all your possessions. 
(Some insurance experts recom­
mend making a videotape of your 
possessions.) Place Ihis informa­
tion, along with your wi l l , insurance 
policies, proof of residence (deed or 
lease), morlg.ige information, 
Social Security cards, birth and 
marriage certificates, family 
records and any other documents 
you deem .ippropriale, in a fireproof 
box in your house or in a safe 
deposit IJox. Tell a family member 
or trusted friend where these docu­
ments are kept. 

It's never too late to budget - If 
you find each month that you're 
spending too much and saving too 
little, it's time to craft-and adhere 
lo-a workable budget. Personal 
finance software like Microsoft 
Money and Quicken can help you 
manage your personal finances, but 
consider drawing up an initial budg­
et die old fashioned way wilh a pen 
and paper. You might find, as I have, 
lhal when you write down and cross 
oul information, your brain makes 
more of a connection lo what you're 
doing lhan if you accomplished the 
same task with a few keystrokes. 

Take a piece of paper and divide 
il into two columns. Note your 
monthly income at die top. Write 
down your basic expenses in the left 
column. These should include rent 
or mortgage, student loan, utility 
and houisehold bills, your car pay­
ment, gas, and any work related 
expenditures. You should also note 
in this column the money you put in 
savings each month. If you have a 
separate emergency fund, include 
the amount you deposit into dial 
account as well. Total it up and sub-
Uact that amount from your income. 
What's left over is your disposable 
income. 

Track your spending for at least a 
few months to gel a good idea of 
how much you spend on things 
other than your ba.sic expenses and 
what you deposit into savings. 
Write everything down, even if il's 
as insignificant as a pack of gum. 
Note diose items in the right col­
umn of your page. Add Ihem up. 
Are they mote dian your disposable 
income? If so you'll need lo reduce 
your expenses. 

I>iit the lid on bad spending 
habits - There are two advantages 
to tracking your spending. The first 
is you leam how much money you 
fritter away each month on things 
you really don't need. But, more 
importantly, by paying attention to 
what you spend each month, you're 
forced to come face to face widi the 
spending habits diat are draining 
your checking account. 

Separate needs f rom wants -
Separating needs from wants can be | | 
difficult, even for disciplined 
spenders. I f you're really committed 
to reforming your spending habits, 
ask yourself this: Do I really need 
Ulis (blank)? You'll be surprised 
how many items fall under the 
"want" categpry.
