[n testimony during the prelim-

inary heacing last  Oectober,
Oakland - Counly  Madical
Examiner Ljubisa J. Drugovich
said the child died of brain
swelling, forcing the brain stem
down the opeing of the base of
the skull. The swelling was
caused by at least four blunt-force
blows to the head.

Second-degree burns were alse
found on the girl's buttocks and
thighs that appeared Lo be from
ber lying on a heating vent. There
was also a bum on her chia that
appeared to be from the metal part
of a disposable lighter as well s
cigarette hurns on the chiid's right
forearm, front of the body and
betiom of the right foot.

Dragovich also testified that
kair had been ripped from the
child's head in twe patches —one
behind each ear — and that there
was tearing acound the lips.

Dels. Lauria and Warren said
one of the most important pieces
of evidence in the case was a 37-
inch piece of duct tape with large
patches of the child’s blood and
human hair. The evidence was
found ir the bathrootn of the mas-
ter bedroom, The child's blood
was plse found on another piece
of dut tage

Th chxlds blood and

Frederick's fingerprint were also

found on a rall of duct tape in the
home.

“She gave multiple conflicting
statements and admitted to push-
ing the child into the toilet, caus-
ing a head injury” Lauda said,
“We don't think there's any doubt
that this was first degree child
abusc and a felony murder.”

1o themselves — i they spent
time working in u youth recre-
alion program — | think many
al the problems we luce today
wouldn't he as had.”

Now, however, Hendrix is
lesting out the seapbox, teying
1o get (he public's atteation, The
city he served is in a deepening
mess, and he wants
e he mayor.

Personally, he
doesn’t need 1he
jeb. He walked
away from” polities
without bilterness
i carly 200!,
when  his  boss
couldn’t  decide
whether 1o run
again. Hendrix
then became chief
operaling officer of
Strategic Siaffing
Solutions, an inlor-
mation icchnolagy
company, and start-
ed mgking serions money for the
fivst time in his life. He played
golf, lock some vacations, gol
his son and daughter in good
celleges.

Last menth he stepped down,
however, 10 begin Iesting the
walers for a rug for mayor next
year. Though he chooses his
words carefully, he is plainly
appalled by the present adminis-
tration’s priorilies and ways of
doing busingss.

The idea of spending vnre-
vealed millions ta buy the ruins
of the old train station on the
city’s southwest side and con-
vert it into a police hieadquarters
steike Hendrix as something
close to, well. nuts. “The police
stalion needs to be downtown,
and they need a state-of-the-art
new facilily,” he says, shaking
his head.

He also thinks Mayor Kwame
Kilpatrick's other recent procla-
malion, thas Detroit necds a new
million-square-foe1 convention
center, is overreaching too, (As
with funding to pay for the train
station, the mayor has been
mysterious about much of the
convention center  details,
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including how Lo pay for it and
where he plans to put it.)

And Hendrix is willing o
commit the vlimate polilical
feresy and teil the truth, even
when it hurls. Detroiters have
1aken to saying their lown is a
“world-class city” or on the
brink of becoming one. Freman
Hendrix, who himself  was
known 1o say that on occasion,
now wishes he hadn't, “That's
something we wanled (0 move
towards, bul we aren’t even
close. But we need strong lead-
crship 10 starl getling us there.”

He thinks he could provide
that leadership, combining his
corporate and political conlacts
with the common touch that the
somewhat stuffy Dernis Archer,
u corporate lawyer, lacked. But
Ihe big question is whether he
will gét the chance.

Kilpawrick, who likes to call
himsell the “hip-hep mayor,”
will assuredly run again. So will
Sharen McPhail, a city council
member who is ¢harismatic and
controversial. Both have vastly
higher name recognition than
Hendrix, and perhaps the only
thing they have in common is
that they loathe him.

Hanging out in his northwest
Detroit neighborhood  coffec
shop, “Free” hopes that Ihere
will be a general sense in the
city that it is time for a rational,
compelent, compassionate
grownup, “Right now | am lest-
ing the waters,” he suys, spend-
ing a few months in board-
reoms, on lalk shows, and in the
neighborhoods,

He wants 1o sce il the money
needed Lo run a major campaign
is there, and trying to gaugc
whether the votes will follow, If
not, he'll do something else. He
wants, but doesn't need this job,
which just may be a powerlul
urgument for putling him in it,

Natioral headlines  have
tecently been filled with heart-
breaking storics ahout children
being abducted. The Last several
abductions we have heard about
in the news have occurred where
the children were taken from
their front yards, within their
homes, or in broad daylight in a
public place. Parents have been
shocked and rterrified all over
the country. We expect our chil-
dren to be safe when they are at
home, and we are
sadly realizing
thal virwally
anywhere can be
the site of a
crime.

First, you
should know that .
in fact the major-
ity of abductions
it our couatry
are aclually com-
mitted by parents
or other family
members. There
are over A guar-
ter of a million
family  abdue-
tions annually.
Many irvelve npn-custodial par-
ents who transport thejr children
out of state with the intention of
keeping them permanently.

Sti]], the recent cases in the
headlines appear to be non-fam-
ily abductions. It is cstimaied
that 3,200 o 4,600 non-family
abductions are reported to law
enforcement each year. Most
offenders are someonc known to
the family, such as a casual
acquaintance. OF those reported,
approximately 200 to 300 are
total stranger abductions, mear-
ing that someone nol known 1o
the family kidnaps the child. It
is estimated that mere than
114,000 stranger abductions are
attempted annually and- most
involve an attempl to Ture &
child to a car. The police arc
never contacted in the majorty
of these cases. Regardless of the
statistics, however, it is apparent
that we need to find belier ways
to protect our children, becausc
even one missing child is 0o
many, The biggest problem with
our traditional method of pre-
vention is that we focus on
teaching kids about “strangcr
danger.” Remember, most kid-
nappings are committed by
someone with whom the child is

familiar. We must not limit our
fogus to strangers only. In addi-
tion, studies have found that
most young children de nrot
truly understand what the word
“steanger” means. They picture
a stranger as semeonc with a
" seary physical appearance, nol a
man in the park asking for help
lo find his puppy. Also, once a
stranger iclls 2 child his or her
name, the child does net think
they are a stranger any longer.
Or, if the person
has met the child
befare in the
neighborhood er
at a slore when
the child's parent
is there, then that

Teach your children to avoid
any situation where an adult is
asking for help. Tell them that
“adults ask adults" for help, and
adults should not be asking chil-
dren for assistance. If an adult
asks a child for directions, or for
help finding theiv puppy, the
child should be taught 10 run in
the other direction. Teach chil-
dren not to tlake candy or gifts
from anyone wilhout your pec-
mission, and to stay away from
individuals in cars or vans.
Teach your child that just
because adulls may be familiar
to them, it does not mean they
should go anywhere with them,
withoul your pernission. It 15
much more effective to teach
your child about these siluations
and actions. rather than trying to
teach them the meaning of the
word “stranger.” Teach them
they should never go in & home
without your permission. Also,
it is a parent’s job to best deter-
mine which houses are safe and
how Tong a child may visit.

Encourage open COmmunica-
tion between you and your chil-
dren. Many children are 10ld rot
1o tattle or that “children are to
be seen, and not heard.” We
maust fet children know they car

safe in these terrifying times

1zlk to heir parents aboul any-
thing. We teach our children to
respect and lisen to adulls. We
must also teach children that it
is okay 1o say “no” to an adult,
and that not all adults are good.
Always know where your chil-
dren are. Never let them go any~
where  alone. They  should
always have o friend with them
when they are playing. Make
swre they ask your permission
before going anywhere. Make
surc your children know their
own name, address, phone num-
ber and how to reach you in case
of an emergency. You should
alse have a trusted adull they
can call in an emergency, If your
children must be home alone,
make sure they keep the doors
locked and leave strict instruc-
tiens as to who is allowed
inside. Be alert lo any leenager
or adult that is payirg an unusu-
al amount of alenticn to your
child or giving your child gifls.

Obtain references for babysit-
ters. Teach children 1o yell
“you're not my parent™ if some-
one grabs them or tries (o (ake
them somewhere.

» Teach your child to run the
other way if an adull asks them
far assistance of any kind. Even
if your child sees an adult they
recognize, tell them they always
need your permission 10 go any-
where with ary aduli. If your
child has Tnternet access, dis-
cuss safety guidelines with
thein. Be certain they de not
give ont any personal informa-
tion over the Internct. Monitor
yaur child’s [nternel use. .

+ Teach your children that no

_one should ever tonch any part
of their body that bathing suits
cover, .

Tf you help your child acquire
knowledge, self-confidence and
asscriivencss skills, they will be
more able 1o recognize and
escape from danger. Don't teach
your children fear, but teach
thein to be cantigus and aware.

Craft a budpet - The lirst step
in achieving [inancial heplth
requires sxamining your income
and expenses.

You can also prepare a 100-word
sitement explaining why you
believe the information is ingor-
recl. The agency must provide (he
stalement when you request your
report.

Steer elear of eredit repair com-
panies that claim they can clean
up your gredit record for a fee.
You're the only one who can
repair your credit. And the only
way to do it is (o be patienl, live
within your means, pay your bills
on time and usc credit wiscly.
Doing so will demonstrate to
creditors that you can handle your
persenal finances.
