A blaze caused by a sofa 
catching fife due to a burning 
cigarette look the life of a 48-
year-old man last week in N o v i . 

Richard Jones was pro­
nounced dead at Ihe scene ai his 
home on lhe Walled Lake shore­
l ine by ihe Oakland County 
Medical Examiner the evening 
of March 31. 

The man died o f sinoke 
inhalation and burns, according 
io medical reports. 

Oakland County Sher i f f 
Department Arson Investigators 
were called io the scene to assist 
with establishing the cause and 
origin of the fire. 

Reporls from ihe cily and 
Sheriff's Department have not 
yel been completed. S 

tatements at ihe scene, how­
ever, indicated that ihe man's 
mother, Juaniia Jones, had 
attempted to pui out a sofa fire 
in the living room. 

When her efforts failed, she 
called 911. 

Another son who lived in the 
house escaped unharmed. 

Fire Chief Art Lenaghan said 
thai Stalion N o . 2 was dis­
patched to ihe fire at 9:34 p.m. 
March 3. The response lime was 
about 10 minutes, according to 
Lenagh,in. 

"It was reported initially as a 
sofa fire, l lowevcr, a second 
call to 911 changed it to a bui ld­
ing fire. A t the same t ime, 
Engine No. 2 was on Ihc way, 
saw the fire across the lake and 
requested additional help ," 
Lenaghan .said. 

While in route to ihe burning

home, dispatch notified 
responding units, which includ­
ed the Walled Lake Fire 
Department, that there was 
.someone trapped inside. 

It was not possible to attempt 
a rescue, and operations were 
directed toward preventing fur­
ther damage to ihe house next 
door. 

"This fire was so intense that 
it spread to the home next door 
at 1259 West Lake Dr ive ," 
Lenaghan said. He.ivy w(inds off 
the lake contributed to the fire. 

The neighboring home 
received extejisive damage to 
the exterior and roof 

The house where the blaze 

originated at 1251 West Lake 
Drive is a total loss. 

One firefighter, L l . Thomas 
Grcenwald, was injured on the 
scene. Lt . Greenwald received 
second degree burns to his face 
and was taken to Providence 
Hospital at Grand River and 
Beck where he was treated and 
released. 

"It's been more than 10 years 
since we've had a fatality relat­
ed lo fire in Nov i , " Len>ighan 
noted. "The lasi fatality 
occurred when a fuel tanker 
caught fire on 1-96" near 
Meadowbrook Road." 

Residents of the home at 1259 
escaped uninjured but had to 

evacuate the home due to the 
extensive damage caused by the 
fire. 

Friends and neighbors 
addressed members of city 
council Monday night about the 
fire. 

"I think we all want answers 
to what happened that nighi. 
Who was in charge?" asked a 
woman who lives on West Lake 
Drive. 

"A friend lost his home and 
his life." 

Reporis on the blaze should 
be compicted'later this month, 
according to Lenaghan, who has 
talked to friends and relatives of 
the victims about the fire.

• Council postpones decision on Hooters liquor license

City leaders came to a standoff 
Monday nighi on approving the 
transfer of a liquor license for the 
restaurant Hooters of Nov i at 
Fountain Walk shopping center. 

The vote was 3-3 at city coun­
c i l , which meant the motion 
failed. However, members voted 
after that to postpone die vote 
until a full council was present on 
Apr i l 19. 

Council Member Lynne Paul 
w.is absent from the meeting. 

Those voting to approve the 
request of Hooters of Novi, L L C , 
to transfer ownership of a 2001 
Class C liquor license with dance 
permit and request for a new 

entertainment permit to Fountain 
Walk included Mayor Lou 
Csordas and Council Members 
David Landiy and Kim Capello. 

Those voting to deny the 
request included Counci l 
Members Bob Gait, Laura 
Lorenzo and Toni Nagy. 

Charles Lane, the Clinton 
Township-based attorney for 
Hooters, addressed city council, 
noting that HoOlers of America is 
ba.sed in Atlanta. The business 
currenlly has 359 restaurants in 
43 slates and 12 foreign coun­
tries, 116 of which are actually 
company owned and operated, 
with the remainder operating as 
franchises. 

Hooters of Novi would be a 
^company-owned location. There 

are currently 10 Hooters in 
Michigan located in Grand 
Rapids, Lansing, Roscvile, Flint, 
Muskegon, Sterling Heights, 

•Troy, Taylor, Bay City and 
Saginaw. 

The company, which started in 
1984 in Cleanvaler Beach, Fla., 
Robert Brooks of Fayetteville, 
Ga., is the owner of Hooters of 
America. Koby Brooks is presi­
dent of Hooters of America. 

The restaurant has a casual 
beach theme featuring music 
from the 1950s and 1960s, sports 
on television, a menu with 
seafood, sandwiches, salads and 
spicy chicken wings, and the 
world famous Hooters Gir ls . 

Lorenzo said she thought that 
the Novi Police Department 

should do a background check on 
Koby Brooks, president of the 
company, rather than just Robert 
Brooks, the owner. 

She noted that Fountain Walk 
officials have been marketing the 
shopping center as a family-ori­
ented venue, citing a full-page 
newspaper add promoting this 
theme. 

Lorenzo is also concerned 
about several violations stem­
ming from the sale of liquor to 
minors at Hooters restaurants in 
Michigan. 

Novi Police Chief Doug 
Shaeffer addressed this issue.

world. Even families thai are 
together are living in extreme 
poverty," she said. 

'Tiiere is a serious lack of edu­
cation, &nd a lol of people don't 
have access to clean drinking 
water. They arc drinking water 
from streams alongside animals," 
she noted. 

Dixon's firsl projcd was to 
contribute funds lo install a com­
munity well in the village of 
Cliinko, Malawi. 

"She started out small, not 
':nowing where it would go," 
Landry said. 

Dixon immediately received a 
letter thanking her for the well. 
Landry noted lhal after the wel l . 
was installed lhat there were no 
more deaths reported from water-
borne illnesses in tiie country. 

Dixon learned about the impov-
erishcii country lliroiigh iter niece, 
who went there on a mission. 

"We've gotten sponsors and 
donors and have been sending 
money consistently. She was 
amazed al the community's 
response to her efforts," Julie 
Landry said. 

"I've wanled lo do soinclhing 
ibr her for a long time, so 1 decid­
ed to have a benefit concert," she 
added. 

Dixon explained al ihe benefit 

that she met Max Jawati from 
Malawi when a church in New 
Balliriiore sent funds for him and 
his wife to visit the United Stales. 

"We had a meal together in 
which he sat with tears in his eyes 
at the abundance of food before 
hin), knowing the hardships of his 
country. He shared wilh me the 
conditions of the orphaned chi l ­
dren in Malawi, how they dug 
through garbage looking for a 
morsel of rotten food lo eat and 
their dim chance of survival. 

"Il was during his visit that the 
idea of the New Life Centre was 
born. It was our dream lo make a 
difference in the lives of Ihesc 
orphaned children lo give thcin 
hope .ind let them know lhal 
someone cared aboui them — to 
give them a chance al nol only 
surviving bul thriving," Dixon 
said. 

Since then. Touching Hearts 
supporters have rented a building 
for Ihe orphans, who losl their 
parents to AIDS. This building, 
the New Life Centre, has been 
open and running for almosl two 
years now, according to Dixon. 

"Dianks to ihc generosity of 
many of the citizens of Novi and 
olhcr communiiies, we have 
taken in 73 children and hired 
eight employees who look after 
and leach the children. They also 
receive medical attention," Dixon 

said. 
Jiiwati talked lo students at 

Novi Meadows Elementary 
School during his visit and shared 
stories of his country. 

"1 was so moved .md proud of 
tlie children of our community 
for the compassion they 
expressed and coming forward 
wilh a fund-raiser that enabled 
Touching Hearts lo purchase 
clothing, uniforms, shoes and 
some school supplies for the chil­
dren at the New Life Ceiilre," 
Dixon said. 

Currently, the orphans do not 
have a perniiinent place lo sleep 
al night. Some have temporary 
housing while olhcrs are back on 
the streets at night. 

Dixon said the charily has pur­
chased four acres of land outside 
the capital city of Lilongwe 
where it plans lo build permanent 
homes, schools and a medical 
center for the children. Residents 
will also be able lo farm Ihc land. 

"Our goal is to raise socially 
conscious, caring young adults 
committed lo a brighter future for 
all of Malawi . 

"Children who were so mal­
nourished that they could iiardiy 
move their limbs are st;irling lo 
play and grow because jieoplc 
here showed Ihey cared. I am 
proud lo live in a community thai 
reaches out its hand nol only lo its

Solving budgel issues for a city 
wilh 50,000 people is never easy. 

But Novi city officials iiave sev­
eral ideas in mind to .solve money 
issues facing the conimunily in fis­
cal year 2004-2005. 

Woric sessions on liic budgel 
started Saturday and will continue 
April 24 and May 5. 

In a recent letter from City 
Manager Richard Helwig to Mayor 
hou Csordas and members of ciiy 
council, Helwig outlined some key 
points to consider. 

"While (he City of Novi is 
blessed witii a continued, sound 
financial condition, wcare 'holding 
on' during turbulent financial times 
in Michigan," lleiwig said in the 
letter, 

Helwig said that since fiscal year 
2001-2002, the slate has reduced 
ilie city's second highest revenue 
source, State Shared Revenue, by 
14,6 percent of about $558,000 
annually. 

However, Novi , unlike many 
other communities in the state, has 
been able to handle this reduction 
due to ongoing investment and 
growth in the community. 

The city has also been able lo 
maintain at least a 14 percent rainy 
day fund reserve. 

Helwig believes, however, Ihat 
the city is not keeping up in such 
areas as police, fire and public 
works basic services. 

Sufficient funds are also not 
available for capital improvements 
and equipment needs identified by 
various department directors, 
according to Helwig, 

To add insult to injury, there is 

one additional pay period in fiscal 
year 2004-2005. totaling about 
.S600,000 from Ihe General Fund, 
'This extra pay anomiUy occurs 
evciy 12 years," Helwig noted. 

The Master Plan Update and 
Growth Management and 
Development Plan will include a 
Fiscal Analysis, which wi l l be, 
available ihis summer, Helwig said. 

Helwig sees the following as 
budget plan priorities: . 

• Maintain the same ciiy proper­
ly iax millagc of 10.5 

• Maintain a rainy day fund of 14 
percent of annual general fund 
expenditures 

• Eamiark $100,000 for ihe 
Judgment Tiiist Fund established in 
2000 to prepare for meeting fulure 
costs involved wiih litigation 
involving the city 

• Eannark public safety funds to 
replace tliree police cmisers valued 
at $87,550, hire two new police ser­
geants in January totaling 
$149,039, and hire a new Fire 
Lieutenant and Fire Captain at 
$104,292 for both positions 

• Maintain tlie same levels of 
basic services, including Ihc freeze 
on conferences and workshops 
except those needed lo renew pro­
fessional certifications 

• Lcs,scn ihe inipaci of increasing 
heaiili insurance costs by imple­
menting a prescription dmg co-
payment, an employee contribution 
of 2.5 percent of the monthly pre­
mium and a 50 percent employee 
payment for the monthly premium 
on policies including dependents 
ages 19-25, 

Tliesc insurance co-p;iy policies 
would begin July 1, 2004; Jan. 1, 
2005; and July I. 2005, respective­
ly-

share that kind of passion, he 
doesn't get upset. Instead, 
Lawrence just starts asking ques­
tions like, 'Where is this student 
falling short?' and 'What is hap­
pening here?"

For the third week in a row, die 
Novi Community School Disirici 
Board of Education met publicly 
to discu.ss budget issues on Apri l 
I, .stating that in all likelihood, a 
millage proposal wi l l be adopted 
ai lhe next regularly scheduled 
.school board meeting Apr i l 22. 

The board also spoke of 
searching for other w;iys to 
increase income to help alleviate 
the S4.3 million deficit the dis­
trict faces next school year. Four 
options they considered were to 
make reductions, use the dis­
trict's fund equity, which is like a 
savings account, have a niillage 
vole, or do a combination. 

In ;Kldilion to considering die 
non-rcncwal of five administra­
tors' contracts on March 25 and a 
proposal lo pass a millage, the 
board made public an extensive 
list of other proposed reductions. 

As a result of the board's dis­
cussion, in all likelihood, basic 

reductions may include:

C h u r c h m e m b e r s g a t h e r f o r a n n u a l m e e t i n g

Episcopalians from across 
Southeast Michigan voted in 
Novi recently to support church 
unity, investing in housing for 
the poor and funding for AIDS 
programs, among other things. 

More lhaii 600 church mem­
bers from as Car as Monroe, 
Adrian and Clarkston gathered at 
lhe Novi Sheraton the first week­
end of .March for the Diocese of 
Michigan's 170th convention. 
The diocese, one o f four in the 
slate, has more than 30,000 
members in 95 congregations. 

The Rev, Karen Henry, priest-
in-charge at Holy Cross (Thurch 
in Novi , told convention mem­
bers thai her church grew by 39 
members last year and iidded 
another 16 last month alone. 
Church membership, said Henry, 
now stands at just over 150 peo­

ple. 
Holy Cross is what is known 

as a mission church, which 
means it is not self supporting. 
According to Henry, at the 
church's current growth rate, it 
could be a full-fledged parish 
within three years. Henry was 
sent to Novi 17-months ago as 
part of the Diocese's Strategic 
Redevelopment program. 

When Henry arrived in Novi 
at the end of 2002, she found a 
church that had changed little in 
size since its first service on 
Christmas Eve in 1966, even 
though the community around it 
had exploded. Her marching 
orders from her superiors in 
Detroit were fairly simply -
grow the flock. 

Since then, she told fellow 
church members at the conven­
tion, she's seen financial pledges 
to the church nearly double, 
Henry said the church's youth 

program has grown from a core 
of six teens to between 20 and 24 
who attend a twice-monthly 
youth service. 

Henry told ' fellow 
Episcopalians that Holy Cross 
has scrapped plans to build a 
$1.2 million structure to replace 
the cement-block sanctuary on 
its existing iO-acre site on 10 
M i l e Road. The church is look­
ing a i moving building less than 
two miles away "that contained 
our entire 'wish list. '" The move, 
she said, might even take place 
before Easter. 

Karen Bota, the Diocese's 
Canon for Communications, .said 
her group wil l meet in Lansing 
next year. She said in recent 
years ihe Diocese has alternated 
between Novi and Lansing. 

This year local Henry said 
Episcopalians voted to "shun 
schism," which means io sepa­
rate into factions. In the past 

year the Episcopal Church and 
its Anglican brethren in other, 
countries have been rocked by 
the election of an openly gay 
Bishop in New Hampshire and 
the church's adoption of a reso­
lution acknowledging same-sex 
unions at its General Convention 
lasi August. 

Episcopalians attending the-
convention in Nov i also voted to. 
urge Michigan's Congressional 
delegation to vote for President 
George W. Bush's $4.3 billion 
H I V / A I D S relief program forv 
Africa. 

On the home front they voted 
io encourage ihe Diocese's 
trustees, local churches and 
members to contribute to ihe 
Michigan McGehee Interfaith 
Loan Fund and to support the 
provision of affordable rental 
and owner-occupied housing for' 
low- and moderate-income fami--
lies.

Amid tough economic times, 
area workers gave students al Novi 
Middle School a dose of optimism 
at the 14th Annual Career'Day on 
March 26. 

This year the program included 
20 top caliber speakers for the sev­
enth grade classes and something 
new for eighth grade called The 
Reality Store. Students were 
exposed to the six different career 
pathways: Arts and 
Communications, Business-
Management-Marketing & 
Technology, 
Engineering/Manufacturing-
Industrial Technolgy, Health 
Sciences, Human Services, & 
Natural ResouIces-Agriscience. 
Career Day helps students leam 
about emerging career opportuni­
ties while connecting them to post-
secondary education and the world 
of work, budgets and lifestyles. 

In the past the fonIiat of Career 
Day has been the same for both 
seventh and eighth grades, where 
students were exposed to 40 
speakers. This is the first, year, 
however, that it was changed up a 
little bit. 

How d i d i t c h a n g e ? 

"I was asked last year i f I would 
take over as chair person and I 
agreed and I read all of these eval­
uations of the event that were writ­
ten up by all the teachers and the 
students," Career Day Volunteer 
Moira Robinson said. "The 
resounding theme was that some 
of it was engaging and some of it 
was not engaging." 

In an effort to make the whole 
day engaging to students, 
Robinson brainstormed new ideas. 

"I wanted to bring more of an 
impact to Career Day because the 
teachers have to be ahl^ to fulfill a 

: i i @ i s l s r : ; • 
thing, of.value that they can carry 
for the rest of their lives," she said. 
"1 think ihis is a good age to start 
that because they are becoming 
aware of the economy." 

While Robinson was at work 
last September, a representative 
from Schoolcraft College told her 
of a program that was kind of like 
the game of Life. She was told to 
contact the Canton Business and 
Professional Women's 
Organization, which has a copy­
righted program" called the Reality 
Store. 

"They have been doing that pro­
gram in the Canton School District 

for the last four years and I talked 
with them about bringing it to the 
Novi School District," Robinson 
said. "We decided that would 
break the career day up." 

Robinson and the rest of the 
Career Day volunteers decided to 
have speakers for just the seventh 
grade. Since there would be less 
speakers, the quality of the presen­
tations could be elevated, which 
would in turn, be mote impactful 
for the students. 

As for the eighth grade, the pro­
gram was totally different. 

"We thought we would bring a 
new program to the eighth graders 
so tlie seventh graders would have 
something to look forward to," 
Robinson said. "The eighth 
graders would have tlie Reality 
Store, which has a lot of benefits to 
it. Not only are the kids learning 
that they have to make good choic­
es early on, but I think they can 
also get an appreciation for what 
their parents provide to them." 

For the Reality Store, students 
were told to choose a career, which 
came with a certain salaiy. Then 
monthly taxes were taken out and 
they were told to pay for housing, 
house insurance and utilities. Next, 
students had to decide if they 
wanted a land line phone and/or a 
cell phone, cable television and/or 
a pager. 

More money was (aken out of 
their salaries when they had to pay 
for transportation, auto insurance, 
child care, i f they chose to have 
kids, food, clothing, personal care 
and medical and life insurance. 
After that there was a reality 
check, where the kids had to reach 
into a bag and choose a number 
and depending on which number 
was chosen, they could either gain 
or lose money through everything 
from winning the lottery to getting 
into a bad car crash. 

Later medical and dental 
eitpensss wer^ takej1 out, they put

ed some spending Ihohey for kav-
el and entertainment and at the end 
they were asked i f they wanted to 
contribute to any charities. Those 
students who had money left over 
came out on top, but most of them 
were in a lot of debt. 

' 'A good example of what the 
kids learned was when they had to 
choose groceries," Robinson said. 
"They all chose the generic brand, 
but when they asked the question, 
'would you like it i f your parents 
brought home generic,' they said 
'no way." It gives them a new 
appreciation of what their parents 
are providing for them now. It's

What d i d i t t a k e to get 
Career Day go ing? 

According to Robinson, it took 
the efforts of over 180 people to 
bring this event to the students, 
which included 16 committee 
members, 36 student guides, 20 
speakers, 25 volunteers from 
Schoolcraft College, five volun­
teers firom ,the Canton'.^Pusiness

voliInteers. This years committee 
worked on things such as artwork 
& gifts, volunteer & speaker 
recruitment, sptice set up & deco­
rating, printing programs, serving 
lunch, coordinating speakers and 
student guides, plus many more 
details. 

Many o f die resources the stu­
dents used to explore career oppor­
tunities were listed in Ihis year's 
Career Day prognun. There were 
live teams in the seventh grade and 
four classes in each team, which 
meant only 20 speakers were need­
ed to speak to the students. Each 
speaker had the same amount of 
time to speak, there were question 
and answer sessions and the speak­
ers were encouraged to bring visu­
al aides and to be interactive with 
the kids. 

"The overall idea is to touch on 
the career pathways," Robinson 
said. "There arc six differcnl ones 
and we tiy to get speakers from 
each pathway. We had an FBI 
agent, we had a lieutenant from ihe 
Novi Police Departmenl, we had a 
fire fighter and we had judge who 
is conducting a mock juiy for her 

classroom, just lo name some." 
The speakers were encouraged 

to talk about what kind of choices 
they made when they were 
younger and what led tliem to the 
career that they're in. They were 
asked how many times they 
changed careers before they 
wound up in the one they're in now 
and if they had to do it differently, 

'what choices would they have 
made. 

"The school disuict as a whole 
is very lucky to have the volunteer 
efforts that i l has," Robinson said. 
"We had a bunch of students from 
Schoolcraft College, we had some 
high schoolers, we had a few peo­

ple from the Canton Business and 
Professional Women's Association 
and we also had the Professor of 
Economics from Schoolcraft, who 
brought his class. The honors pro­
gram brought their people to help. 
We had parent volunteers and 
(Middle School Principal) Milan 
Obrenovich donated a timeless 
effort in making sure we had 
everything we needed to pull this 
off."

"If an electronic system can 
capture thai feedback instantly 
and keep a record of lhal, we can 
go back and see which experi­
ence would pay off in the class­
room or not," Hesse said. 
" K A L P A is the electronic system 
lhal captures our leachcrs feed­
back and helps us to put i l 
together in data form." 

If Ihc project does get funding 
il w i l l not come from any 
schools. The school board

Gelling teachers logellier lakes 
lime, which transclates into 
resources and money. That 
means Ihe project won't go for­
ward unless the district gets 
funding.

How do s t u d e n t s b e n e f i t ? 

Tiiere is a lot of research of 
whal lias been functioning well 
in prolcssion;il developiiieni over 
the last ."iO years and N o \ i is now 
at a place in history where things 
arc al a higher level of e.vpecia-
lion wilh more diinentions lo 
cverylhing. On iiie oiiicr hand, 
however, there is less time in 
everyone's schedules and less 
budgel 10 supporl everything. 

"Mow can we maximize ihis so 
that our students always benefit 
at Ihe liighcsl level'.','" Hesse 
asked. "We simply lap into dif-
i'crcQl ji;sourcc,s. We can talk to 
people who have different skills 

and it makes sense if we're all 
silling around a table, someone is 
likely lo have more knowledge 
on a subject that could benefit 
my learning and all I have to do 
is have a conversation with that 
person, Wc want our teachers to 
give us personal, one-on-one 
feedback, Whal was the content 
like, what was the context like, 
what's the process like and did il 
actually pay off in your class­
room'.' Which students did it 
help'? If it helped a group of stu­
dents, bul i l didn' l help another 
group, you need something dif­
ferent for them," 

"This is fine tuning, Hesse 
added, "but it's just a different 
system to do i l in. We're extend­
ing our reach to diifcrenl districts 
so that we have, not just our 
teachers wi lh their different 
background in terms of educa­
tion, but now across the level, we 
have a different kind of experi­
ence and we're hoping lo gain 
some new knowledge aboul 
lhal," 

According Hesse, 'The Novi 
Project' came from ihe Novi dis­
trict's experience wilh finely 
tuned professional dcveloprnenl 
for teachers, 

"On one hand, you have pro­
fessional staff development and 
Ihe more wc know about teach­
ing and learning, llie more we 
know what this professional 
development has lo look like," 
Hesse said, "On the olher hand, 
wc Iiave our students needs and

of course those needs change 
when ihe stale changes their 
grade level benchmarks. The 
more we get into higher expecta­
tions, the more the professional 
development is really critical." 

Novi 's teachers constantly 
have new learning to do in order 
to help Sludenls. The connection 
is to always improve the profes­
sional development so that whal 
students experience in the class­
room is al the highest caliber o f 
teaching. 

Hesse explained that liypethet-
ically, i f the stale comes ihrougli 
wilh grade level-benchmarks in 
mathematics and there are many 
changes- involved, different 
teachers would have different 
needs because tlicy have diflercni 
kinds of educational back­
grounds. As a result, constant 
line tuning is what needs to hap­
pen in their professional develop­
ment. 

W h a t g o e s in to p ro fe s s ion -
a l d e v e l o p m e n t ? 

"If you know about profes­
sional development, you know-
that there is a content in terms of 
whal a teacher learns in profes­
sional development," Hesse said. 
"In this case it would be aboul 
mathematics and it might he a 
specific pari of mathematics." 

Another part of the piolession-
al development is the context, 
which can be many ihiiigs. Most 

of the lime, ihe same teacher who 
teaches mathematics for fourth 
grade sludcnts also leaches 
English language arts, science 
and social sludies, but that's not 
true wilh lOlh grade teachers and 
above. It's one thing to leach 
nialh computations to a fourth 
grader, bul how do you leach i l to 
other students? If a teacher has 
25 to 28 students in a classroom, 
lie or she might have three who 
have a particular way of learning 
it and four olhcrs who have a dif­
ferent way of learning it, so this 
is also part of the process. The 
professional dci-e/o/imenl experi­
ence thai teachers go to have lo 
involve all of these and have lo 
be in a timely manner. 

Wl iy i s i t c a l l e d the Novi 
P r o j e c t ? 

The idea for an upgrade came 
from Nov i . The Novi School 
Board ruled thai Ihe district, 
through Assistant Superintendent 
of Business and Finance Jim 
Kosler and Executive Direcloi- of 
Administrntivc Services Bob 
Schram, wil l be ihe feduciary 
agents for Ihe whole projecl. 
They ' l l help to manage the fund­
ing for if Ihe project gels funded 
from a grant. A year ago, when 
Hesse sal down wilh reprcsenla-
lives from K A L P A , Ihey quickly 
realized lhal Ibis system had a lot 
more capability lhal the district 
needed, so Ihey slaried thinking 

aboul what they can do to 
enhance thai and get some results 
for Novi , 

N o v i P r o j e c t g o i n g 
n a t i o n a l ? 

The other dimenlion of lh;s 
that has a national perspective is 
that, this kind of connecfion 
bclwcen professional learning 
and specific student needs and 
achievement is somewhat of a 
novel idea. I f Ihis system, 
through K A L P A and through 
what Novi leachei's discover, has 
cffcclive results, then (his can 
potentially be a national projecl. 
If it can ma.xiinize professional 
dcveloprnenl. maximize student 
achievement and help any district 
use their resources as wisely as 
possible, i l wi l l be a success. 

"If it is a success, we ' l l know 
whal works and whal doesn't 
work, so why spend dollars on 
something that may or may not 
work if we can find out right 
away lhal it's not going to 
work'.'" Hesse asked. "Thai 
would save everyone dollars and 
of course we're interested in 
doing that. I would imagine a 
foundation would be inleresled 
in helping any organization lo 
save dollars."

Hot i s s u e s i n Novi 

Main Street Novi is. was, and wil l continue 
lo be a "hot issue." During the campaign for 
Cily Council last fall, many questions con­
cerning this area o f ihe city were raised by 
voters, news media and other groups. It's 
incumbent upon all of us to be patient with 
the present business population locating 
there. Time will be the best judge as to 
whether or not they are "good for Novi" or 
not. In my long career with the Novi Police 
Department I witnessed many different busi­
nesses that started off good, then tume-;l sour, 
and many that started with a myriad of prob­
lems that required police scrutiny, that turned 
out very good. Let's be patient. And obser­
vant. 

Another "hot" issue. Hooters is coming to 
Novi. I have received more phone calls, 
emails and other correspondence on this mat­
ter than any olher in my short career on City 
Council. I wil l go on the record and tell you 
that I have never been in a Hooters in my life, 
l don't even know where one is. The name of 

the esiablishmcnl is oifensive lo mc and to 
many other people. Although adverii.sed as a 
"place fatnilies can go to", 1 would never 
expose my children lo Hooters. Having said 
that, however, i f a vote comes before C i l y 
Councifas lo whether to allow Hooters in the 
City or not, 1 will most likely vole yes. 
Simply because there is no L E G A L reason to 
keep them out. To vote N O based on feelings 
and my learned morality could result in litiga­
tion that would be difficult to win. And, very 
expensive. ' If Hooters locales in Nov i , I 
would expect our outstanding police depart­
ment to keep a close eye on the place to 
ensure that lliey are complying with all the 
laws on the books in our ciiy. 

Finally, we in the metro Detroit area were 
deeply saddened by the news of two Detroit 
Police Officers murdered while they were 
simply doing their job. I had to hold back 
(ears as a group of my fellow employees gath­
ered around a television set on Friday and 
watched the funeral service. In my career as 
a Novi Police Officer, I have been to inany 
police funerals. Too many. Can you even 
imagine a world without police? Can you 

even fathom how lawless, how dangerous, 
how ugly it would be? The weak would not, 
could not, survive. Women would be prey. 
Children would be victimized at every turn in 
their life. It would be a world of darkness and 
tragedy. People who murder our police offi­
cers in ihis country should be put to death. 
The murder of a police officer or any other 
official who is employed to P R O T E C T US 
should be a federal offense, punishable by 
de.ith. This jerk who murdered two of our 
finest a few days ago will no doubt be put into 
the Michigan Penitentiary system for the rest 
of his life. Do you kIiow how much that wil l 
cost you and me? This is not a matter for 
Novi C i ly Council . Bul, 1 urge everyone who 
reads this to write to your State and Federal 
elected officials urging them to consider a law 
that would force those who murder our police 
officers to pay the ultimate price themselves. 
We owe it to our protectors. We owe it to our­
selves.

You've probably seen the ads D T E 
Energy (formerly Detroit Edison) has been 
running in the papers lately. They talk 
about the wolf being al Edison's door. 
"Because of flaws in the electric deregula­
tion law. Public Act 141," one ad say.s, 
"out-of-state companies are coming, 
snatching up the biggest eleclricity cus-
loIners and leaving the rest of us lo pay Ihe 
price to k'eep the entire system running." 

P h i l P o w e r 

I had regarded this campaign with mild 
curiosity until last Friday, when 1 read a 
letter from an outfit wi lh a Southfieid office 
that explained "fully 25 percent of D T E ' s 
large commercial electricity customers 
have begun lo reduce and conlrol their 
electricity costs by participating in the 
Electric Choice Program established by the 
Michigan Public Services Commission." 
The letter helpfully included a form author­
izing Detroit Edison to release my compa­
ny's electric consumption history, so ihey 
could examine llie details and show me 
how to .save some money. 

B y chance, D T E Energy chairman 
Anthony Eariey and Eric Schneidewind. a 
lawyer representing the Customer Choice 
Coalition, had arranged to meet with a 
group of our editors that same morning. 
Their dLscussion was illuminating. 

Basically, D T E contends that the 
Michigan deregulation law allowing indus­

trial, commercial and residential electric 
users lo choose iheir electric utility has 
resulted in the loss of 12.000 cusiomeis, a 
20 percent drop in business, and an 18 per­
cent decline in earnings from the previous 
year. "We're a fixed cost company with a 
declining customer base," Eariey explained, 
"so that Willi sonic o f our large customers 
leaving the.syslem, il's ihe residential and 
small commercial users that are left. They 
could see electric rates going up by as 
much as .10 percent or utilities like Detroit 
Edi.son winding up bankrupt." 

What's causing large cusloiiiers io leave 
the IZdison .system? Public Act 141, passed 
four years ago, allows i l . Indeed, the act 
requires Edison to make available to com­
petitors details of its customers' usage and 
bills. And the act al.so allows those cus­
tomers that leave the Edison system to 
return at its mosl favorable rales. 

Eariey argues that Edison has to operate 
in a regulated manner, generating electric 
power (including a 15 percent margin of 
reserve) and maintaining its entire distribu­
tion infrasiruclure to deliver electricity io 
all cusiomeis in the region. Its competitors 
operate with none o f the.se requirements. 
Tliey are essentially eleclricity brokers lliat 
buy eleclricity from the national electricity 
pool and cherry-pick Edison's best cus­
tomers. 

What's the solution? Eariey argues that 
big issue should be doing everything we 
can lo avoid a repeat in Michigan of the 
electric utility disaster in California that 
resulted from a botched attempt to deregu­
late the market. He says Edison is perfectly 
prepared io operate "on a level playing 
field'" — a market either completely dereg­
ulated or entirely regulated — bul argues 
that as a regulated company, Edison can't 
coiTipele wilh electricity brokers that are 
largely unregulated. 

He proposes amending Public Act 141 to 
creiilc an electricity market split into two 
parts; One ttniegulated market for bigger 
customers who are presumably more 
sophisticated and able to shop for eleclr ici­
ty from among a range o f providers and 
separate regulated market to serve residen­

tial and small commercial customers who 
are not equipped to survive in an unregu­
lated markel. He suggests an easy demar­
cation line is one illegawatt (about the 
amount of energy a b ig Meijcr store uses 
in a year) which wou ld leave about two-
thirds of electric customers in tlie regulat­
ed market and about one-third free to buy 
however they choose. 

Schneidewind, in opposing these piopos-
als, argues lhal Edison, instead o f facing 
the wolf al Ihe door, is crying that the sky 
is falling. A temporary dip in earnings is 
not conclusive, he points oul, and in any 
event, the Public Service Commiss ion 
could easily intervene i f Edison begins to 
look as though i l could go bust under pre.s-
eni markel conditions. 

Maybe so, but the P S C has never been 
noted for acting qu ick ly or timely, even in 
dire situations. A n d once a large, fixed-
cost firm like Edison starts getting in trou­
ble, the downward spiral can accelerate 
very quickly. Plainly, nobody wants to see 
here in Michigan a repeat of California 's 
experience, where one of Ihe state's major 
electric utilities went bust and customers 
were faced with blackouts and enormous 
raie increases that wi l l saddle them for 
years with very expensive power. 

To my iiiind, Edison's Eariey makes a 
lot of .sense. Public A c t 141 should be 
amended to solve this problem before it 
gets out of control. Slate Senator Bruce 
Patterson, R-Canton Township, who chairs 
the Technology and Energy Committee, is 
holding hearings around the state, asking 
both utilities and their customers for their 
input. Good. Possibly the state senate, 
instead of obsessing over world-shaking 
matters like the hunting of mourning 
doves, ought to turn its attention to some­
thing genuinely important for everyone in 
this stale. Or would that seeni too much lo 
ask?

champion and guardian of the interests of her 
husband, U.S. Rep. John Dingell, D -
Dearboin. 

"She IS the most politically powerful non-
elected official in Michigan," noted Melv in 
"Butch" Hollowell, state party chair, carefully 
searching for ihe right words. 

He likes her. But not eveiyone does. When 
you ask some politicians for a comment ihey 
roll their eyes. Uh-uh. Some plainly don't care 
for her becau.se, as the party chairman said, 
"She is no shrinking violet." 

"Sometimes you have to have somebody 
who is willing lo knock heads together." he 
notes. That was the case four years ago, when 
she was put in charge of the Democrats' 
somewhat muddled presidential campaign in 
Michigan. She ran it like George Patton, and

in die end, A l Gore won a surprisingly easy 
victory in the holly contested slate. 

When the governor's mansion was in need 
of renovation and repair last year, and the stale 
budget was strapped, Debbie took tlie lead 
and managed to raise a few Iiiillion without 
much muss, fuss or bother. 

Noliody disputes her skiils. But some com­
plain — always off the record — that she llas 
the influence she does only because of who 
her husband is. 

Tliat wounds her. Privately, Deborah Insley 
Dingell is surprisingly sensitive. 
"Discrimination still exists.... A man can be 
tough and effective. A woman who shows tlie 
.same qualities is a b — . " She shrugs. 

That goes with the ten-itory. "I still care 
about what people think, bul you can't be 
effective and let how people think impact your 
dealing with the problem," she said, in what 
sounded partly like an attempt to convince 
herself. 

Her devotion to her husband is unques­
tioned. But she was not at his side the day he 
was first sworn in as a congressman, taking 
over a seat held for decades by his father, who 
died in office. Debbie was not there largely 
because she was only 2 years old. 

John Dingell had been divorced for .some 
time when he met her on an airpliule in the 
iiiid-70s. Anybody who assumes she was a 
golddigger looking for a rich and powerful 
husband is way off. He had only his salaIy 
and custody of four small children. She, on 
the other hand, was descended from the Fisher 
brotliers of General Motors fame. She was a 
Republican and hated guns. 

He is a staunch New Deal Democrat and 
loves blowing away large animals. On some 
issues, they agree to disagree. They had fierce 
arguments while dating, and resolved them 
only by getting married in 1981. 

Neither has seemingly had a nsgret since. "I 

adore him. There is no reason that we are 
together except that G o d wanted it lo be," she 
said. ' 

"But 1 do believe that. We are each otlier's 
otlier hand, W? have different strengths butv^e 
hliike each other whole. He has allowed me to 
be who 1 am, to grow and develop ... I worry 
about him non-stop." 

Listening to her talk in their Dearborn 
townhouse, John Dingell grins. "I am married 
to a beautiful woman. I don't have any prob­
lems." 

He has, however, had a few healtll prob­
lems, including two heart procedures hist year. 
This November, he will roll over soine token 
Republican opponent and be elected to 
Congress for the 25tli time. If his healdi holds 
and he stays in Congress unUl March 2009, lie 
will become the longest-serving member in 
history. Should Democrats lake the lower 
house back Big John w i l l be, once again, tlie 
immen.sely powerful chair of the Energy and 
Commerce Committee. 

But nothing is forever. Whiit both Dingells 
also know is that he wil l be 78 this summer; 
Deborah is 50. When the time comes, wil l she 
try to succeed him? 

" ! do not know what my future holds," she 
says, measuring her words. "This is whal 1 
know right now. 1 know that as long as the 
people of this district want John Dingell and 
he is in good health, that is what he should 
do." 

And after Ihat? " l don't know. I would like 
to be in public service o f some kind," she 
says. There has been a Dingell in that con­
gressional .seat ever since 1932.1 wouldn't bet 
on that changing soon.

with a loved one, a child who rebels so 
strongly because of too tight a control on the 
part of anxious parents, a remark, that is criti­
cal or prejudicial of another race, faith, style 
of life, are all indications o f the human 
capacity to not only live in darkness but to 
perpetuate darkness. There is a kind of child­
ish approach which might say that if lite has 
to be bad for me lhan 1 wi l l make it bad for 
the other one, too. Depression may take 
over, there may be a set o f circumstances in 
my life which leads me to become very 
angiy quickly, or I may want to the worid to 
serve me because l deserve it. These and 
many other attitudes and the lifestyles which 
emanate from them all seem to be in the 
thinking of many of us and sometimes turn to 
action or behaviors. 

The .ibove lisl of circumstances and 
approaches to situations are all limidng. The 
hurt and pain o f one gets thmst upon another 
because one cannot behave any other way or 
think any differendy. The more 1 learn about 
the darkness in one's life the more I imder-
.stand how these forces and influences are so 
powerful. But dlis is where the spiritual/psy­
chological theme of liberation, supported by 
the seasonal change, becomes the second part 
o f the helpfulness. A combination o f stories, 
religious and spiritual tradis, and historical 
documents tell us that liberation is real and 
opens up possibilities for life to go on, in a 
new way. There can be fireedom from 
bondage. The gray o f Ihe winter sky and the 
bleak bark of a tree trunk give way to the 

beauty of new leaves or the bright sun and 
warmtli of the weather change. So, widi 
patience, understanding, and the ability to 
appreciate the particular circumstances of a 
person's prison i l is possible to discover Ihe 
key to open the door to gel out. 

It takes courage and time and patience to 
move into a new life situation. It is not only 
anger management which supports a change 
in behavior. That is a first step until die 
forces which shaped one's anger are under­
stood and worked through. Similarly other 
life situations require that same approach but 
the hope of new life gains mote power as just 
a litde light is shed on the subject, or die first 
breadi of fresh air is taken. In the early days 
of civilization the religious or spiritual leader 
of the community was also the medical, psy­
chological, emotional and relational healer 
for the people as well . So, in the work 1 do it 
is as important to help one with their sense of 
belief and how they make sense of the world 
as one way that they can be a partner in the 
freeing of themselves from a life of darkness 
to a life of light. M a y the change o f seasons' 
bring you a new look on your life.

In the mountains west of Haiti's 
' capital. Port Au Prince, lies the 
town of Mirebalals. Like Novi, it 
has a population of 50,000, but 
the siniilariiies end abnipdy (here. 
The town has no doctors and the 
average resident has no reason­
able expectation of making the 
half-century mark. 

Four die past four years Jay 
Amistrong, his wife, Susan, and 
other members of Novi's Holy 
Cross Episcopal Church, have 
been traveling to Mirebalais annu­
ally as pari of ihe Detroit Area 
Haiti Mission. The group was 
scheduled to go to the island 
nation lale last month. However, 
armed revolt on (lie island has put 
that off lo November 

"The only ihing these people 
have is hope," said Roger 
Maiihews, who wiih his wife, 
Dominique, founded ihe Detroit 
Area Haiti Mission widi (he help 
of Southfield's St. David's 
Catholic Church six years ago. In 
ihe last eight years ihe Matthews 
have seen Iheir efforts to bring 
medical supplies to the impover­
ished nation grow from a suitcase 
a year to a semi-trailer annually. 

But for the people he's me( 
there, Anns(rong said Haiii would 
be a preiiy grim place. "They are 
ihe warmesi, friendliest people 
I've ever met," he .said. 

They are a people with little to 
be happy about. 

While places where tourists go, 
such as Port A u Prince, are ablaze 
with the blues, reds and pinks of 
the Caribbean, Armsirong said 
Mirebalais is a sea of mainly 
uiipainted concrete block build­
ings. He said as a result of pover­
ty and turmoil, both internal and 
international, most of the trees 
were long ago cut down for fire­
wood for cooking and Ihe city's 
park is a grassless expanse of

dust. 
Armsirong said thai while 

Mirebalais is only 65 miles away 
from Port Au Prince, an hour's 
drive or less in Michigan, it takes 
his team five hours each way to 
make the journey in four-wheel-
drive vehicles over what was once 
a paved road. 

Even before the recent trou­
bles, Haiti was a dangerous place. 
"There's always at least one guy 
wiih a shotgun at gas siafions." he 
said. The first thing he noticed 
aboui the hotel his group stays al 
in Port A u Prince was the armed 
men on the roof and at the doors. 
He said it's not uncommon to see 
men in the streets widi machine 
guns. 

The week before Holy Cross 
members went io Haiti last year, a 
western missionary was k id ­
napped. Missionaries walk 
nowhere alone on the island. 

Armstrong, who works at 
Specialized Automotive Support 
in Livonia where he lives, said he 
became involved in the Detroit 
Area Haiti Mission two years 
after he and his wife joined Holy 
Cross. He said it was her idea 
adding that she wanted to do more 
than donate blankets at the church 
over the holidiiys. 

"After the meeting," he noted. 

"wc got io car and she said, 'Well 
I ' l l be going Haiti for a week.' and 
I said. 'Wel l , I'll have been there a 
week ahead of you. '" 

While Susan had volunteered to 
spend a week working widi the 
missioti's medical team. Jay had 
volunieered for two weeks on its 
construction team. He described 
himself as "one of those people 
who can get by at home," He's put 
dlose skills lo work helping to 
wire the medical clinic in 
Mirebalais and adding a second 
floor lo the town's Episcopal 
school. 

Susan has helped the medical 
team vvith inoculations for the 
population and photographed the 
children Ihe mission helps. "We 
can actually physically hand 
sponsors a piciure of a kid wc saw 
two weeks ago," said Armsirong. 

He said it's likely the members 
of the Delfoii Area Haiti Mission 
arc ihe only medical personnel the 
children of Mirebalais wi l l see in 
a year He said ihat while the 
growing violence in the country 
makes him wonder i f he'll see his 
friends there again, it's a question 
he asks himself every lime he 
leaves the counuy. 

"We diagnosed 16 members of 
a family vvith T B two years ago," 
he said, "and last year ihere were 
only two left." . 

Matthews said there's an image 
ihai keeps drawing him back io 
Haiti. He said it's the image of a 
mother deciding every night 
which child wi l l eat and which 
child wi l l not. 

Armstrong denies what he and 
his wife do is heroic. "Nobody l 
know does this for Ihc 'me' in it." 
he said, "It's exciting. It's reward­
ing. But I can't say it's fun."

Gijijeil Van Sicldc iliis summer 
can ioolc down lIis road as new 
aspiialt is poured, across his yard as 
new homes are buiii, ihcii bactc at 
his familiar own enierprise, 
unchanged Ibr decades. 

The owner of Munro's Saw Mil l 
at 25650 Tafl iioad. licro.ss frum 
Novi Meadows, is the third genera-
lion of his famiiy to operaic ihc 
busines.s. The lifelong tcsidcnt -
who maintains one or Novi's oldest 
businesses by daily wielding a chain 
saw, cam hook and axe --- stoiciilly 
ial<es in tlie iratisformation of the 
once--rural iuta around him. 

The city is scheduled to start 
resurfacing Taft in June. Just last 
week developers cleared trees lo 
make room for 22 Tafi Knoll.s 
homes just to tlIc south of Munro's. 

"I gnjw up here," Van Sickle said. 
"Ever since I was bom, Uiis has been 

niy whole life." The paid-oiI-call 
Station 4 captain wii l i the Novi Fire 
department tiikes pride in being the 
most .senior city employee. Even 
furilicr back than lii.s 36 years as a 
firefighter, he lias known a career in 
ilie mill and still moves nimbly 
among saws, planers and hanging 
liowcr tools. 

Munro's mostly saws area-grown 
. hiu-dwood planks and stakes. Van 

Sickle said, aldiough he frequently 
iiccomiIiodates custom orders. Sales 
and service of Siihl [wwer tools -
chainsaws, blowers, line trinimeis 
and so on - is Ihe oiher part of the 
business. 

"It's not a job you gei rich at, but 
there's plenty of work," Van Sickle 
said. In a tight teaching m;u-ket after 
he eiimed his degree in education, 
ihe mill owner joined his uncle, 
John Munro, in the family business 
in 1968. He hits run the mill wiUi 
ihe help of one hired hand since his 
uncle died in 1985. 

His grandfather. Burton Munro, 
in 1933 set up ihe mill on ihe fami­
ly's xiriginal 80-acre farm, which 
Van Sickle iraced back to 1874. The 
fann has dwindled to his 15 acres 
and his mom's 10. With the recent 
sale of 10 acres of the origifIal farm, 
he said he is watching for construc-
iion to start tliis summer on the 22 
homes just outside his shed door. 

"It's not .someiliing I want to see, 
but there's noihing 1 can do about 
it," he said. "It's breaking up the 
family famL I'm not excited aboui 
it." 

A step back in time 
A visit 10 (he long, open-raftered 

shed ihat houses Munro's Saw M i l l 
assaults the senses: the smell of 
fiesh-cut lumber, ihe nose tickle of 
floating dust particles, the wade 
through inches of sawdust, tlie roos­
ter crow and dog baik, and taste of 
another era. Amidst the dusting of 
ihe saw, sighls in the crammed quar-

ters dart from neatly bundled hard­
wood .stakes, to random pieces of 
wood, to a huge John Deene front-
end loaddr poking into the overhead 
door, to power equipment, (o 
ancient-appearing machinery. 

Al l the milling equipment dales 
back to the 1800s, Van Sickle s,iid. 
When his grandfather set up ihe 
main saw, he powered it with a i 928 
Buick engine. In 1950, they 
replaced tliat motor with a 1921 
electric engine; a 1904 street car 
control turns it olT and on to this day 

An example of a recent one-of-a-
kind project Uiat Munro's tackled 
was creation of a miintel for tfie new 
Main Street senior center in neigh­
boring Nortliville. Last fall. Van 
Sickle serioijsly stepped to the task 
of cutting into shape ihe 1,500-
pound cherry log ihat a senior advi­
sory council member hauled to his 
yaId.

bite, as well as a metal deiecior to 
scan tlie log before the cut.

Van Sickle had 
reached with familiarity to lend io a 
dulling chainsaw blade. Using a 
hand file, the mill owner adepily 
sharpened each blade, baie-handed-
ly advancing the studded links along 
the bar.

High school seniors are gradu­
ating wiih few of Ihe personal 
financial skills ihey need to sup­
port themselves, according to a 
2004 survey by the Jump$lart 
Coalition for Personal Financial 
Literacy, a conglomeration of 
organizations-public, private and 
non profit-that works to improve 
the financial literacy of youtli. 

A similar study was conducted 
with Michigan high school stu­
dents in 2001. The statewide sur­
vey sponsored by the Michigan 
JumpStart Coalition for Personal 
Firiaiiciai Literacy and conducted 
by the National Institute for 
Consumer F.ducation (NICE) 
looked al I2lli gnider.s' level ol 
knowledge within four .iieas 
income, money tiiaiiagenient, .sav­
ing and investment, and .spending. 
,Sludeiils were asked questions on 
a wide range of topics and con­
cepts such ;is liixcs, rclireiiicnl, 
insurance, credit use, inflalioii and 
budgeting. On average, survey 
participants answered 49 percent 
of the questions correctly - a fail­
ing grade based upon the typical 
grade scale used by ,schools. 

Here are simple ideas collected 
from sources like llie National 
Youth Involvement Board (NYIB) 
and NICl ; that parents can employ. 

Get them saving at an early age 
When your kids ate young, 

aboul 3 or 4, show lliein how lo 
tell coins aparl. Then give them 
three clear piggy banks-label one 
for saving, one for spetiding and 
one for charity, 

Ghe allovfaiices an a regular liasis 
Regular allowances give cliil-

dreti ample opponunilies to pr.ic-
iicc saving and spendiitg. When 
deciding on an appropriate 
ainouiit, be sure to ittdudc enough 
money for some discretionary 
spending on lop of whal they'll 
need to cover lunches and bus 
fiire. A popular idea is lo give kids 
il weekly allowance of $i per age. 

Ccniral lo the process of mak­
ing wise spending decisions is 
being able to diifercnlialc 
belween wants and needs. Each 
lime your child wjints somclliiiig, 
sucli as a pair of expensive jeans, 
ask if she really needs the jeans, or 
i f she simply wjints the jeans 
because her a friend has a pair, 
Youf intention shouldn't be to say 
"no' Ciich lime she asks; rather, 
you should want to gel her into the 
habit of asking herself: "do I need 
this" or "do 1 want this." 

Open a savings account fcf them 
Open a savings account in your 

child's name. Many banks and 
credit unions have special youth 
savings programs for kids 12 and 
under. Accounts typically only 
require a $5 deposit. In addition lo 
earning dividends on iheir sav­
ings, kids can participate in a vari­
ety of fun activities designed to 
educate them about the wise use 
of money. Participation is key to 
instilling lifelong money lessons. 

Make saving a routine 
Miike it a rule that your kids 

save a percentage of their allow­
ance, birthday money, or part-lime 
neighborhood job earnings. 

Craftalmdj^ 
Before doling an allowance 

each week, have your kids write 
down what they expect to pur­
chase and spend for the week. 
Include both necessities such as 
lunch and discretionary items like 
coniic books or games. By regu­
larly budgeting, Uicy learn early 
on to spend within their means. 

Set goals 
Have your kids write out a wish 

list of all they wish io purchase 
this summer, and rank them 
according to importance. Tlien, 
help Ihem determine how much 
they need to save each week to 
reach Uieir goals.

When he gets paid, take 
the opportunity lo talk about the 
exchange of money for wages. 

HaUt of spendhig lesponslbly 
lIave your child plan a family 

meal, and then take him to the 
store with $25 and have him buy 
tJie food. Encourage him lo com­
pare prices for the best deal.
