The thieves stole about $1 mil-
lion worth of jewelry — half in
watches and ihe cther half in dia-
monds and necklaces.

The ofher three defendants,
Darrell Shipman, Yoland Price
and Lashown Montgomery, were
cousins of the. ringleaders,
Reginald and Jerome
Montgomery. These three will go
to trial in late April or early May,
depending on the schedule of
Judge Richard Yoille, Genessee
County Circuit Court, according
to Riggs.

Regingld, 33, and Jerome
Menigomery, 38, both,of Detroit,
were found guilty March 31.

Jerome Montgomery was con-
victed of multiple life felonies,
including three counts of kidnap-
ping, which is a felony punish-
able up to life in prison. He was
also convicted of conspiracy to
comit kidnapping, a felony
pimishable up to life in prison,
and of home invasion in the first
degree, punishable up to 20 years
i prison, consecutive to the four
life counts.

Finally, he was comwicied of
possession of siolen property

»over $20,000, punishable up e
10 years in prison.

iwo counts of armed robbery,
three counts of kidnapping, one
count of censpiracy to commit
armed robbery, one count of con-
spiracy 1o commit kidnapping,
first degree liome invasion, pos-
session of a firearm by a felon,
felony fireartn, and carjacking.

Both defendants had previous
felony convictions and will be
sentenced as habitual offenders,
Riggs said.

*“They will initially be taken to
the Intake and Reception Center
at Southern Michigan Prison in
Jackson. From there, their record
will be reviewed, and they will be
assigned to any of several prisens
within die stue prison system,”
Riggs said.

Novi Police Chief Doug
Shaeffer recognized detectives in

the Novi Police Department ar
the April § city council meeling
for their work in soiving this
case, as well as the murder cuse
mvolving 2-year-nld Anp Marie
Shawley, 3 victim of child abuse,
and the recent 54.8 million seized
in a Novi botel and Northville
home in a rearjuana wafficking
operation,

*“Novi should be proud of how
well this case was investigaled,”
Riggs said. “In fact, I sent a lefter
to Chief Shacfer commending
the efforts of Detective Victor
Lauria and the other detectives
under his command.”

“The Novi Police Department
worked very closely with the
Genesce  County  Sheriff’s
Departmens, and between the
detectives for both agencies, this

case was uble 1o be solved”
Riggs said. "Novi has a group of
detectives thal are just outsiand-
ing.”

%Having the rescurces that you
can devote to a cuse oflen makes
the difference between solving it
or not,” he added.

Riggs noled that Detective
David Dwyre of the Genesee
County Sheriff’s Office also
worked on this case intemsely at
the beginning, which contributed
10 the case belng solved,

“If these detectives had not
been able to devote the time that
they did immediately after the
critme occursed, these defendants
could have gotten away with aver
81 million in jewelry as well as
kidnapping, armed robbery,
home tnvaston and & host of other
crimes,” Riggs said.

Riggs said that several of the
atworpeys for the remaining three
defendants have inquired about
the possibility of plea bargains
for the accused.

“However, nothing has been
wotked oul at this peint,” Riggs
said.

Bur he is 68 now,
and realistically will be too old
for another run. Four years ago.
he came out of nowhere to give
Bush a stiff challenge for the
Republican nomination, win-
ning a shocking upset in New
Hampshire.

Nobody gave him any chance
in Michigan, and indeed the
party snubbed him, something
that outraged Schwarz, who like
McCain, had served in Vietnam.
Schwarz ended up running a
McCain primary campaign that
ended in humiliation for former
Gov. John Engler. McCain's
candidacy later ran out of
money and sieam, partly
because hard-line conservatives
didn’t trust his talk about cam-
paign finance reform and criti-
cism of tax breaks that gave oo
much to the rich.

But i1 made him 2 pational fig~
ure, and also resuiled in a lasting
[riendship between himself and
Joe Schwarz, two gruff straight
shootees who have a politically
unusual attachment to integrity,
honesty and eommon sensc.

While many like 1o falk about
Teddy Roosevelt, these two men
really ace Republicans in his
mold. They believe in rugged indi-
vidvalism — but they also believe
in fair play, the environment, and
thal government has a duty to pre-
vent monopoly corporations from
strangling the economy.

They know that many in their
party are closer to Enrco and
Ken Lay than to Roosevelt and
Lincoln, and they hate that more
than they can say.

But they imend to go on try-
ing to redeem their party, T
asked John McCain if he
remembered what TR had done
wheg he lost the nomination. “Tt
was stolen from him!" he said,
He knew, as did 1, that Teddy
then started his own party. Bui
he wouldn't go there, not even
verbally, not, at any rate, yet.
