to make a decision, city council 
finally concluded the debate wiih a 
4-3 vote denying the franchise of the 
license on Monday. Council 
Member Lynne Paul, who was 
absent from ihe April 5 meeting 
where the vole was 3-3, cast the 
deciding vole. Those voting again to 
deny the request weie council mem­
bers Bob Gatt, Laura Lorenzo and 
Toni Nagy. 

Those voiing again to approve ihe 
request of Hooiers of Novi, L L C io 
transfer ownership of a 2001 Class 
C liquor license wiih dance permit 
and request for a new entertainment 
pennit included mayor Lou Csordas 
and council members David Landry 
and Kim Capello. 

"Hopefully, rather lhan sue, they 
give us the opportunity to discuss 
tlIis and reconsider a vote," said 
Csordas. "1 don't tlIink any lawsuit 
is good for ihe city, especially an 
unnecessaIy one." 

Lane said the Hooters franchise 
began in 1984 and by September of 
1995, ihe first resiaurant opened in 
Michigan. He explained to council 
lhat Hooters policy has always been 
that i i is illegal io serve alcohol to 
minors and those who did do so in 
the past have been icmiinated from 
the company. 

There have been nine liquor law 

violations by Hooters restaurants in 
Michigan and six of those involved 
the selling of liquor to minors. Gatt 
said that record is why he decided to 
vote no. 

Lane spoke of an incident which 
happened in Livonia with another 
lawsuit. He said that Hooters was 
approved by council on a 4-3 vote 
for a liquor license there, but- ihat 
decision was vetoed by (he mayor. 
However, Livonia has a mayor who 
sits separate fixim tlie council, so he 
doesn't vote witli council. Lane 
said. i ' 

"Under their chaIter, the mayor 
has veto powers. The only tiling is 
ihat the mayor misused that power 
and that was the basis of the lawsulL 
The mayor did not have die power 
to veto the council's decision. A s a 
r«ult;' ' 'lilfimateiy the court'- of • 
appeals stated that the mayor did nol 
have the authority to do it and they 
reversed the veto and lei stand the 
council's decision to allow Hooters 
to come into Livonia."

Atlanta. The business currently has 
359 restaurants in 43 states and 12 
foreign countries, 116 of which are 
actually company owned and oper­
ated, with the remainder operating 
as franchises.

Coby Brooks was checked 
dirough IChat, Aulotrack, LEIN and 
NCIC. There were no outstanding 
wants, wiuranls, or civil actions. 
There was no history of criminal 
violations .ind no history was locat­
ed of alcohol violations.

I'ell that with no reason lo deny, we 
irotcntialiy could have had a lawsuit 
iilcd against us." 

C.soidas Ixilicves lli;it llic vote 
was mostly based on eiiiotioii.s and 
not ihc facts. 

Council niembere Paul and Nagy 
bolh cited the lack of "uniqueness" 
in Hooters' menu items compared to 
other establishments in Novi. 
I.orcnzo said she did not believe the 
leslauranl was compatible with die 
:irea, noting its closeness to .schools 
and tiie billing of Fountain Walk as 
a family area. 

"They clearly have a couple of 
options," Csordas said. "The issue 
never was if tlicy could open or nol; 
lhe issue always was if Uiey could 
have a liquor license. We say liquor, 
hut all lliey want io do is serve beer 
and wine. 'Ilicy don't even want to 
serve whisky or anything like that. 
They had the option lo open witlioul 
a liquor license or widi a liquor 
license. I don't really know what die 
lioiiom line liiiancially to them as 
far as how much money diey would 
make on the liquoL but 1 know dial 
70 [x;rccnl of tlieir business is food. 
They iirc simply a sports bar widi a 
unique niime lliat plays on die emo­
tions of some people."

City planners recently present­
ed the first draft on Novi's Master 
Plan, outlining what's in store for 
the future of the community. 

Darcy Schmitt, project manager 
from the Plan Review Center of 
the Planning Department, pre­
sented the document at the 
Planning Commission's Apri l 7 
meeting. 

Commission members voted to 
recommend to city council that 
ihe plan be distributed to neigh­

boring communities, public utili­
ties, railroads and officials In 
Oakland County. 

Schmitt has been working on 
the document for several months. 

State statute requires cities to 
update UIeir master plan every 
five years. It is yet to be deter­
mined whether the Novi Planning 
Commission or the Novi ,City 
Council w i l l be the approving 
board on the plan. 

"Basically, a Master Plan is 
required every five years because 
it's important to keep tlie plan 
updated to reflect cun-ent changes 
in the community," said David 
Evancoe, planning director. 

"The: plan asks what do we 
have, whal do wc want and how 
do we get it?" Evancoe said. 

Area residents who wish to 

view the initial draft can find a 
copy at the Novi Public Library, 
the Ci ty Clerk's office or the 
Planning Department. The docu­
ment w i l l eventually be available 
to review online al the City of 
Novi Web site. 

Two members of the planning 
commission are also members of 
the Master Plan and Zoning 
Commiltee. 

Goals and o'Djeciives in the plan 
include: 

• Continue to protect the char­
acter o f the southwest quarter of 
llie city, as this is home to the 
majority of vacant land in Nov i 

• Encourage residential devel­
opment to make adequate provi­
sions for neighborhood open 
space 

• Make sure that light industrial 

and residential developments and 
compatible when located next to 
each other 

• Enhance Novi's reputation as 
an attractive community to live 

• Create aesthetically pleasing 
developments, especially in resi­
dential areas 

• Create a stronger cultural 
presence and identity for the city 

• Protect the city's historic 
buildings and sites 

• Protect the city's remaining 
woodlands and wetlands 

• Increase recreation opportuni­
ties in the city in the face of less 
open space and funding 

• Maintain adequate infrastruc­
ture in an environment o f limited 
federal and stale funding 

• Make certain that various laIid 
uses have no negative impact. 

physical or fiscal, on the commiI-
nity's infrastructure 

• Promote interconnectivity 
between neighborhoods to reduce 
vehicle trips on main roads 

• Interconnect the city's pedes­
trian and bicycle patlls 

• Ensure that the city continues 
to be a desirable place for busi-, 
ness invesiment 

• Determine the effect of non­
residential development on the 
city as a whole 

"It looks like the finish line is in 
sight," Evancoe said.

Brady said. 
"There has been a decrease in 

tlie amount of starches that we're 
serving," she said. 

One change lhat may occur with 
many restaurants across die counuy 
is the appearance of bread baskets. 

"We automatically provide 
ihem to each table. But, I mighl 
have io rethink ihis, because many 
iinies ihe baskei i sn ' i even 
touched. So then, I 'm Uirowing 
out the bread and the butter," 
Brady said. 

A few niondis ago, Brady start­
ed fcaluring an Atkins or South 
Beach diet dish every week. 

"•yVc start offering it on Friday 
and it's offered until Thursday 
Then we offer a new entree on 
Friday," she explained. 

"There are so many people look­
ing al couiiling Uieir carbs, and lliis 
gives them options when eating 
oul," Brady said. Thc bistro's carb-
fricndly menu items include 
"Soudi Beach Sea Bass Amandine" 
and "Arctic Char a la Dr. Adcins." 
Char is a fish similar to s.nlmon, but 
more mild and lender. 

"This gives people something 
special. Although our menu is 
very adaptable lo the low-carb 
diets, it's nice to have entrees just 
for these people. Wc sell a lot of 
them. I could go through 100 from 
Friday dirough Saturday," Brady 
said. 

Brady does not necessarily 
endorse the low-carbohydrale 
cLize herself, however. 

"People love ii because the ini­
tial weight loss is fast. But I have 
honestly noi spoken wilh anyone 
who has noi gained weight back 
after they return to a more tradi­
tional diet," she said. 

Brady thinks people also love 
Ihe Ad<ins diet because they can 
eat "bad" foods. 

"There's no limit to the amount 
of fal you can eat on this diet. I'll 
have men order two filets wilh 
bacon on lop and (hen they throw 
a pal of butter on lop. The bottom 
line is mosl people get bored pret­
ty fast with die diet. It's very lim­
ited," .she said. 

She doesn't sec the popularity 
of the Atkins and Souih Beach 
diets ending, however, any time

As far as nutritional advice for 
weight loss, Brady said: " M y 
belief is to eat the leasl processed, 
freshest food in moderation. 
Organic and wild is better. A n d 
increa.se your cxerci.se."

The Big Lands Meeting was cre­
ated in 2002 witli the objective of 
reaching landowners and hunt clubs 
lhat own half a secfion (320-acrcs) 
of property or more and presenting 
them with the various available land 
protection options. The first meeting 
was held during the summer ol" 
2002. The 2004 Big Lmds Meeting 
will be held Saturday, June 26 in 
Alpena County and reservations are 
required.

A fire plays by no mles and every circum­
stance is dilfcrent. This was a honific U^agcdy, 
but why must people have to [xiiiit fingers and 
lay the blame on a group of men and women tb;it 
were putting their own lives on the line lo fight 
.an intense fin; aided by heavy winds? As it was. 
a lieutenant was injured with second degree 
bums to his face while lighting ihis blaze. 

I live in Novi Mciidows ;uid have unfortunate­
ly had the opportunily to witness lirst hand, on 
many occasions, our Novi firefightcLs in 
action. More often then not, it has bcxi\ die very 
same on-call firefighters who live in tliis com­
munity lhat respond .and I have nothing less llian 
complete admirafion and respect for what they 
do. 

I have al.so had the pleasure of meeting .some 
of the men and women in this profession, and I 
can a.s.sure you that every one of ihcni have 
tremendous pride and dedication in doing a job 
that most of us are not capable of 
handling.

M i c h i g a n ' s n o t California 

We arc pleased tlial your newspaper is higli-
lighting the debate about Public Act 141. 

Tlie column by Phil Power focused on what he 
contends are similarities between Michigan's 
reslmclured elechical environmenl and dial of 
California. 

We believe that comparison is wrong for sev­
eral rea.sons. 

Unlike California, Michigan electric utilities: 
continue to own all iheir generation assets; arc 
not required Io purehase all tlieir energy needs 
dirough a spot market; can continue to enler inio 
long-term power contracts for ela'Uncity; and, 
electricity purch.-ises in Michigan are not priced 
dirough a power exchange. 

None of the conditions that caused the 
"California-style blackouts" exist here in 
Michigan. Moreover, DTE's proposed amend­
ments to Public Act 141 would do nothing to cor­
rect Uie conditions that cau.scd last year's black­
out. 

The Commission continues lo proactively 
improve elecuic reliability, while also ensuring 
die financial health of our utilities, and fostering 
a well-structured competitive environment for 
those seeking choice. 

Just four days after die August 2003 blackout, 
the MPSC ordered a thorough investigation into 
the blackout. The report lliat resulted called for 
congressional enactment of mandatoiy reli.abilily 
standards and specific improvements by utili­
ties. Since then, Ihc Commission ordened uuliues 
to file reports on the status of their transmission 
;md distribution systems, emphasizing hee-trim-
ming pracdces. Tough, new electric reliability 
standards have been adopted, and the ufiliiies 
were ordered to make any necessaiy changes to 
minimize the likelihood of future cascading out­
ages. 

The Commi.ssion's .swift action on these ilcms 
dispels Mn Power's assertion that the MPSC 
does nol act promptly The MPSC ha-s been 
required to meet statutory deadlines in over one 

-KTtn no't'i'l'') rrot irit 

thousand cases since 1995 and has met eveiy one ' 
of them. The recent interim relief order for ; 
Detroit Edison was issued only 10 days after the 
last brief was filed in the case. The MPSC's ' 
November blackout report was issued four 
monlhs before lhe New York and Massachusetts • 
reporls and I'ne monlhs before the U.S.­
Canadian report. On the very day the U.S.­
Canadian final report was issued, tlic MPSC 
iicted. ret|uiring all Michigtiii utilities to respond. 

While the ;iclioiis of Uic M P S C and olhers 
have conliihuied to the increased reliability of 
our Iransiiiissioii system, it cannot be empha­
sized enough lluil iMichigan's citizens will not 
have the level of confidence Uiey deserve until 
the U.S. Congress passes mandatory reliability 
shiiidards. Such action would go much further 
toward tivoiding blackouts llian amending a state 
hiw lhat prinides coiiipctitive alternatives to 
Micliigan's businesses.

P h i l P o w e r 

Many years ago, when 
President Lyndon Johnson was 
attempting (unsuccessfully) to 
recruit me for his staff, I spent the 
best part of a day with him in the 
White House. Naturally, we talked 
about politics from time to time. 

"I don't care who voles, just so 
long as l get to count 'em," ihe 
President said at one point. He 
then launched into 
a detailed and 
expert discussion 
of how best to 
spoil paper ballot 
votes made with a 
ballpoint pen. 
Tunis out you can 
sInear them widi a 
swipe o f your 
thumbnail so as to 
extend the mark 
outside the litde 
box, thus disquali­
fying the offend­
ing vote. 

Fast forward to 
the 2000 election 
in Florida, where 
Katherine Harris served as bodi 
the state's top election official 
(she was elected Secretary of 
State as a Republican) and also as 
the co-chairwoman of the state 
Bush-Cheney campaign. Mrs . 
Harris had a lot to do with tlie way 
the Florida election turned out 
and, hence, with who is President 
today. 

B y now, the evidence is pretty 
clear. Mrs . Harris aggressively 
purged some voiing rolls of voters 
who were likely to be Democratic, 
she allowed confusing "butterfly 
ballots" to be used In some coun-
des, and she allowed (and disal­
lowed) some polls to stay open 
past closing time to accommodate 
lines of voters. And she was the 
state official who made the origi­
nal rulings about the celebrated 
"hanging chad" on the punch card 
ballots. No wonder she went on to 
receive her reward: A safe seat in 
the U . S. House of 
Representatives from' a nice 
Republican district. 

Florida is not alone In selecting 
the top election officiai on a parti­
san ballot and inseeing secretaries 
of state involved in highly partisan 
roles during election season. In 
Michigan, Candice Miller, having 
been twice elected secretary of 

stale as a Republican, also served 
as the co-chair of the Dole for 
President campaign in Michigan 
in 1996. While Dole went down to 
disaster, she went on to win her 
custom-designed seat in the U . S. 
House in 2002. Former Secretary 
of State Richard Aust in , a 
Democrat, was involved in vari­
ous partisan acdvities during his 

long tenure. 
So it comes as 

no particular sur­
prise that the cur­
rent Michigan 
Secretary of Stale, 
Tern Lynn Land, 
also elected as a 
Republican, 
signed on this 
year as co-chair­
woman of the 
Bush-Cheney 
campaign . in 
Michigan. What is 
surprising is that 
the obvious con­
flicts between 
service as the 

chief election official of a state 
and active political pardsanship 
have been largely overlooked. 
They shouldn't be. Where voting 
and vote counting give even the 
appearance of having been fina­
gled by a partisan pol, ordinary 
citizens are going to wonder audi­
bly about the integrity of the bal­
lot box. 

Secretaries of' state can, for, 
example.- decide which newfan­
gled electronic voting machines to 
use. Some of the companies that 
make diose machines are partisan 
diemselves; according to the New 
•york Times, the chief executive of 
Diebold, one of the leading manu­
facturers o f electronic voiing 
machines, wrote a fund-raising 
letter saying he was committed to 
President Bush's re-elecrion. I 
wouldn't be all that surprised If 
Mrs . Land (Republican) and 
Governor Jennifer Granholm 
(Democrat) wound up widi differ­
ing views about the relative merits 
of installing Diebold equipment in 
Michigan. 

Part o f the reason there has 
been no particular uproar about 
Mrs. Land's potendal Conflict is 
that Micli igan has a very ditferent 
(and much better) election law 
dian Florida, one lhat resUicts the 

influence of any secretary of state 
in counting and recounting bal­
lots. Going way back lo UIe fierce 
fights over vote counting lhal reg­
ularly took place when G . 
Mennen Williams was being re­
elected governor of Michigan by 
cliffhanger margins, our law is 
very detailed and specific about 
vote counting. Wherever there is a 
conflict, the issue goes to the 
Board of Canvassers; i f the four-
niember (2 R's, 2 D's) board is 
deadlocked, the matter goes lo the 
courts. 

A n d inside the Secretary of 
State's office, the Bureau of 
Elections is responsible for con­
ducting elections in Michigan. 
That Board is run by Chris 
Thomas, a long-time (24 years, 
dirough diree secretaries o f state) 
and able career c iv i l servant, who 
holds' the statutory authority to 
supervise and manage elecUons. 
Thomas told me diat dirough his 
entire career, "Every secretary of 
slate has respected the firewall 
between their partisaii affiliations 
and what I do to manage elec­
tions." So, thankfully, we've been 
spared the nasty mess Florida 
went through four years ago. 

A l l the same, die fact that a sil­
ting secretary of state can engage 
in overdy partisan activity, raise 
money ahtl help manage political 
campaigns in Michigan represents 
an unseemly conflict o f appear­
ance Uiat neither secretaries of 
state nor Michigan voters should 
want. Asked about this. Secretary 
Land responded that the overall 
integrity of the Michigan election 
system immunized her - and her 
predecessors - against such a con­
flict. 

Maybe so. But at UIe very least, 
it still looks bad. The common-
sense solution; N o state official 
who has anything to do widi elec­
tions should be allowed to lead 
political Campaigns or-indulge in 
any odier overtly partisan activi­
ties.

G o v e r n o r M i k e C o x ? N o t 

i n 2 0 0 6 , b u t m a y b e l a t e r 

Jack Lessenberry 

Michigan Attorney General 
M i k e Cox 's relationship widi the 
governor, Jennifer Granholm, 
was wary at best during their firsl 
year in office. He is- the first 
Republican attorney general in 
half a century. She's the first 
Democrai ic governor in more 
than a decade. 

Bod i are young, hungry and 
ambitious. She was also his 
immediate prede­
cessor as attorney 
general — ' and 
spent much of her 
single four-year 
term as the state's 
top lawyer getting 
ready io run for 
govemoL There 
was lots o f specu­
lation Cox would 
fol low her lead 
and take her on in 
2006. 

But early this 
year, he quietiy 
called and told 
her not to worry, 
he wasn't running. Instead, he' l l 
ran for re-election as attomey 
general two years from now. 

His election two years ago was 
a cliffhanger and an upset. Cox. a 
prosecutor in charge of Wayne 
County's tough homicide divi­
sion, won die statewide race by a 
mere 5,200 votes. Since then, 
however, he has shown consider­
able political ski l l , and is likely 
to be a heavy re-election favorite. 

C o x , who is just 42, has some­
what reoriented die office since 
he took over in January, 2003. 
Democrat Frank.KeUey, who was 
attomejj general for 37 years, 
emphasized consumer protection, 
a tradition Granholm continued. 

But while maintaining that 
.CohsuIrier protection is s t i l l 
i i t t f i ^ t i aV ' die current: A G has 
iitlade parents who don't pay child 
support his signature issue. At die 
start o f dIis year, he set a goal o f 
recovering $10 mill ion in delin­
quent child support payments by 
the end of2004. His oifice is run-
i i n g bebiiid that ^ace, he admit-
i i d ^ d i i ^ f i M ^ with Ijareiy $ l 
liIjlliOn collected through March. 

" M y diought was dial i f we can 

get it up to $ lO million, it w i l l act 
as a (deterrent) because diey ' l ! 
see that we are serious about 
coming after diem," the attorney 
general said. The issue is one in 
which he has a personal stake; as 
a young man in die Marines, he 
ended up being the sole support 
of a daughter, Lindsay, some-
diing diat wasn't easy, financially 
or otherwise. 

Not all his 
actions havfe been 
as populaL The 
morning I met 
him for breakfast, 
the Detroit Free 
Press had a front 
page story saying 
that the state 
police claimed 
that the attomey 
general's office 
had hampered 
their investigation 
last year of 
Detroit Mayor 
Kwame 
Kilpatrick. 

A l l Detroit was abuzz for 
months with lurid claims that tiie 
mayor direw a wild party in late 
2002 that ended witii an exotic 
dancer beaten up (in the most 
popular version by the mayor's 
wife.) Cox launched an investiga­
tion, which speedily concluded 
that there was nothing to it, 
though he chided the mayor for 
mnning a sloppy and disorgan­
ized administration. 

The state police did tiieir own 
considerably longer probe — and 
concluded die same diing. "They 
wanted ^ six-mondi investiga­
tion," said Cox, who indicated 
ihat he diought his office had bet­
ter things to do dian wallow in 
the mayor's sex hfe. Politically, 
beating up on the mayor of dior-
oughly Democratic Distroit might 
have been tempting for a 
Republican officeholder, who 
depends for most of his votes on 
places where Deti-oit is seen as 
Gomorrah. 

But he resisted. Cox doesn't 
always take dte predictable path. 
Though a conservative, aiid a 
firm supporter of President Bush, 
he is from working-class Irish 

immigrant parents who still have 
a spot of land back in the Auld 
Sod. 

Likeable, with piercing eyes 
and spiky hair. Cox is a some­
times halting speaker who has 
been known to mangle a name or 
two, but who is improving. 

He was born the day aftef 
Frank Kelley became attorney 
general, and never met a 
Republican who .served in the 
office before h im, mostly 
because diey were all long dead 
by die time he was grown. B u l he 
says Kelley, who still practices 
law i n Lansing, has been helpful. 

These days, he has personal 
concerns of an international 
nature. His daughter, who fol­
lowed in her fathers footsteps, is 
now Marine Lance Cpl- Lindsay 
Cox - and is serving in Fallujah, 
doing logistics for a communica­
tions battalion.

Kroll did more than just grad­
uate from Catholic Central. The 
veteran coach played defense for 
the school and was named lo the 
All-Sii i ic team three times. After 
gradpiiling in, 198^, Kroll Went 
on to play lacrosse and football 
for Yale University before gradu-
atiiig from the Ivy League school 
in 1989.

If you liaven't reviewed your 

homeowners insurance policy in a 
while, you might consider iaking 
a few moments to reacquaint 
yourself with the specifics of your 
coverage. Changes can be accom­
plished by a review of your policy 
and a phone call to your agenl. 

Ctiangos In your insufafice needs 
Certain events siiould precipi­

tate a call to your insurance agent. 
If, for instance, you've recently 
married or divorced, made your 
home safer by adding an alarm 
system, or upgraded your home's 
heating, plumbing or electrical 
.system, you'll want to notify your 
insurance company to find out 
how your homeowners insurance 
will be affected. You'll also want 
to notify your insurer if you've put 
an addilion on your home. You 
don't want to bc underinsured. 

What are you coirered lor? 
A standard homeowners insur­

ance policy, typically provides 
coverage for the stnicturc, person­
al belongings, liabiliiy for causing 
bodily injury or property damage 
io oilier people, and the living 
expenses — hotel charges, and 
meals — you incur while waiting 
for your home to bc rebuilt. 

A standard policy covers the 
structure of your home in the 
event your home is datnaged or 
destroyed by fircjiurrlcane. hail, 
lightening or other disasters listed 
in your policy. It won't pay for 
damage caused by a flood or 
earthquake; you'll have to buy 
separate policies to cover iliese 
disasters. The policy won't cover 
routine wear and tear either. Most 
standard policies also cover struc­
tures ihat are detached from your 
home such as a garage or tool 
shed. These items arc covered for 
about 10 percent of the amount of 
instirance you have on your house. 

Your personal twionglngs. 
With a standard policy, your 

clothes, furniture, appliances, 
sports equipment and other ilems 
arc also covered if they are stolen 
or destroyed by fire or other 
insured disasters. Generally com­
panies will provide a significant 
pcrcenlage of the amount of your 
dwelling coverage limit, some­
times as much as 70 percent, 
depending on the insurer. And 
unless you've opted against off-
premises coverage, your belong­
ings are covered anywhere, 
diough diey may not have die 
same level of coverage. 

Coverage on big-ticket ilems 
like jewelty is limited. To insure 
diese ilems for dieir full value, 
you can purchase a "floalcr" or 
"property endorsement" policy for 
each item, which will reimburse 
you for its appraised value even if 
you lose it. If the item is new, hold 
on to die bill of sale to provide to 
the Insurance company. Older 
items will need to he appraised. 

Liability pfDtetjtion 
Standard liability proleclion 

covers you against lawsuits for 
bodily injury or property damage 
you or your family members 
cause to odier people. You're also 
covered if, for example, your dog 
chews your neighbor's Persian 
rag. If you're sued, die liability 
portion also pays for die cosl of 
your defense as wel! as a court 
award. Ask your agent how much 
your liability limit is. If it's 
$ 100,000 you might consider buy­
ing more coverage. Should you 
ever find yourself in a drawn out 
legal balde, your legal fees alone 
could add up very quickly. 

Standard policies provide limit­
ed medical coverage for a person 
or persons who arc accidentally 
injured in your home. Coverage 
may also apply if the injuries hap­
pen off your property, except in 
the ca.se of an automobile accident 
where liability may be covered by 
your automobile insurance. 

Uiringi 
The living expenses you incur 

while your home is being rebuilt 
are covered under a standard poli­
cy These include hotel and meal 
charges and additional living 
expenses for which many compa­
nies will provide about 20 percent 
coverage of your dwelling cover­
age limit. You can ask your agent 
to increase your coverage, widi 
the tmdefstanding, of course, Uiat 
your premium will increase.
