Today, the most optimisttc
thing you can say about Highland
Park is that it is in desperate
shape, Whea the last Mode! T
rolled off the line in 1927 it had
something like 53,060 residents
in thres jam-
packed square
miles. They lived
mainly in com-
fortable-to-ele-
ghnt wood-frame
homes.

The popuiation
today is barely
16,000, who are
disproportionatcly
old, jobless, terri-
bly poor, and
nearly all black.
Unemployment
was 22,7 percent
Tast moneh. That
was good news;
it had been 24 percent,

Nearly half the children in the
city live in deep poverty. The cily
is being nun by an emergency
financial manager appointed in
2001, after the city could not pay
its bills, She found the records
were in complets chaos,

Today, on the surface, things
leok even worse. The epidemie of
arson that devastated many
streets seern (o have abated, But
the city’s onc Blockbuster Video
has closed, The Farmer Jack,
which opened ir 1997 to consid-
erable fanfare in front of the old
plant (shoppers entered the store
walking under a glass-enclosed
Model T) was replaced by a no-
frills “Food Basics™ store.

How did the city that put
America on wheels come to this?

‘What happened was “that a lot
of people made money here and
then abandoned Highland Park,”
said Saperstein, whose job is to
be constantly on the lookout for
anything that might bring in jobs.

Ford gradually phased out of
the city after the Model T ended
production in 1927. But that was-
o't the end of Highland Park. For:
many mone years it served as

_Chrysler’s headquarters. But in

1987, Chrysfer left ico.
That finished the town. Nearly
three-quartets of the city’s tax

that changed all
our lives is dying away

base immediatiely vanished. To
Chrysler's credid, it ceniribuled
$3 milllon to stant HP Deveo, the
cause'for which Harriet, the wife
of 4 physics professor at Wayne
State, and a few faithful lieu-
tenants have labored for years.
They've had their successes,
mainly an industrial park on the
east side of town. One empleyer,
Budeo, Tne, has ereaed more
than 1,000 jobs. But itisa't
enough. It is hard to see how the
city can ever make it.

" Titus McClary believes, how-
ever, He was elected mayor Jast
fall, replaciag a man who spent
much of his time in Tennessce. “I
think we've tuned the comer”
said McClary, 66, a retired
policeman whose mother moved
to Highland Park in 1952 becasise
the school system provided free
books.

The mayor is happy that the -
city was allowed to issue $6,3
million in bonds earlier this year,
That cnabled Highland Park to
pay pensions il had gotten behind
on, and some other debts. “Now
we just have to gel some new
business lo move to the city.”
That won't be casy, he concedes,
largely because of ctime. There
isn’t much left of the city's police
force, but sheriff 's deputies now

* patrol Highland Park’s streets,

Sapersiein thinks it would help
a lot If the company that started it
all would do its part. Repeatedly,
she has asked Ford for some
help. But Ford said no; they were
putting their phifanthrepic efforts
elsewhere. { A Ford spokesinan
didn’t return a call for this col-
v}

“Ido believe that Ford has
more responsibility to Highland
Park than it has shown so far,”
she said. The town sprung up, she
notes, hecause of the automaker,
which then left it 1o rot, Ford, she
believes, needs a better idea,
