Members of the Novi City 
Counci l revisited Hooters of 
Novi 's request for a liquor license 
transfer for the third time Monday 
night, denying the request again 

in a 4-3 vote. 
Charles Lane, the Cl inton 

Township attorney representing 
Hoatei.s, .said Tuesday that a law-
.suii will be filed againsi Ihe city in 
Oakland County Circuit Court by 
the end of tlie week or next week. 

"There's no nish, We wi l l ask 
the court to grant us the liquor 
license transler due to the fact that 
we've met Novi's criteria for the 
granting of a liquor license. We 
wi l l also tie seeking damages for 
lost profits," Lane said. 

The reconsideration of Hooters' 

request at ihe May 3 council meet­
ing came after council members 
denied Hooters' request for a 
liquor liccfise transfer from R.H.F. 
Enterprises. Inc., 2635 E. 
Highland, to 44375 Tft'elve Mi le, 
Suite G-155, at Fountain Walk, at 
their Apr i l 17 meeting. 

"Obviously, they were afraid by 
the press that they were receiving 
that their position was u n s u p ( » r t -
ed. They felt it was nece.ssary in 
order to protect themcelves from a 
lawsuit to restate why they were 
denying the request and try to put 

it on legal grounds," Lane said. 
"They didn't have much to go 

on in their denial," he said. 
Those voiing to approve 

Hooters' liquor license transfer 
included Mayor Lou Csordas and 
Council Members K im Capello 
and David Landry. 

Those voting to deny the 
request included Bob Gatt, Lynne 
Paul, Laura Lorenzo and Toni 
Nagy. No votes changed from the 
Apr i l 17 meeting.

The Novi Community .School 
District Board of liducation was 
quite efficient in conducting its 
business last Thursday. During a 
special meeting at the 
Educational Services Building, 
which only lasted about a half 
hour, the board made two impor­
tant decisions that could have 
considerable impact on the dis­
trict in the near future. 

Tlie board decided to put two 
millage renewals and one new 
millage on the June ballot and 
layoff four administrators (see 
related story) in an effort to 

cover a $4.3 
million 
deficit. 

According 
to Jim 
Rosier, assis­
tant superin­
tendent of 
business and 
finance, the 

J . K o s t e r two millage 
renewals are 

basically non-issues. When the 
state changed the way schools are 
fInaIiced in 1994, Novi was 
allowed to levy 18.00 mills against 

•'non-hoinestead" properties and 
5.49 mills against "homestead" 
properties (cunent state law. how­
ever, only .illcws tlie districl to lcv>' 
4.0411 mills, a 1.48 mill reduction 
againsi "homestead" piopcrties). 
That saine year. Novi voters passed 
these millages for a period of 10 
years. 

Those 10 years are now up, and 
the millage Iencwal pnipositions 
wil l be on the June 14 balJoL 
Kosler said that these fenewals are 
veiy critical to the 
districl, as they gen­
erate over $20 mil­
lion. 

Each year the state 
determines the 
amount each district 
receives on a per-
pupil basis. This 
amount is the sum of 
the non-homestead 
taxes and an amount from the state. 
State law only allows Novi to levy 
a millage equal to $591 per child. 
As more homes are built, the tax 
base incieases, but the amount per 
child never increases. Thus, the 
millage late continually declines.

Facing a $4..1 million deficit 
next school year, the Novi 
Community School District 
Board of Education passed a reso­
lution Thursday to layoff four 
administrators with salaries total­
ing $314,218.

• Jennifer Cheal - executive 
director of instrac-
tional services -
$111,449 

• Carol lMglio -
Novi High School 
dean of snldents for 
attendance operation 
-$75,035

Originally, the board was consid­

ering laying off five administrators, 
but decided to reduce that number to 
four. 

Executive Director of Human 
Resources Bob Schram said Adult 
Education Supervisor Belinda Seal-
Sweet ($63,145) was dropped 
fk im the list because that program 
is funded by fees from snfdents 

B . S c h r a m 

and fees from federal government 
programs. 

"We have determined tliat there 
is enough revenue to keep Belinda 
on board," Schram said. "If she 
went away, the program would go 

away. The 
money from 
the students 
and the federal 
government 
are more than 
enough to 
cover the 
whole cost of 
the program 
plus her 
salary." 

Under state law, theie is a process 
the board must use in order to temii-
nate administrators. If the adminis­
trators aren't given notices within a 
certain period of lime, their contracts 
automatically get extended for one 
year. Tbat is why tlie recommenda­
tion for layoffs was made before 
knowing which way the board will 
go to deal with the deficit 

The district was required to advise 
die five administrators of the recom­
mendation to the board, which was 
done on March 22. The board then 
passed a resolution March 26, indi-

mill.s again.sl non-homcslead proper-
tics, luiotiier liiw in the state says that 
Novi caii'l levy 5.49. bui it can only 
levy up to 4 .M 11," Kostcr said. "We 
can't levy any more lhaii tiiat right 
now in 2004. Tlie Ixiard is asking for 
another 10 years, which would iic 
the siuiie funding that we had since 
1994. They pul liial on ihe ballot for 
an election." 

As for Ihe new millage, tiie slate 
t;L\ code, originally written in 1917, 
suites that a schtxil districl may levy 
a niillage for operating systems of 
"public recreation ;ind playgrounds." 
'i'hal means there are portions in 
Novi's bnilgel labeled "Coniniunity 
Recreation," which are currently 
funded by tlie district's general fund. 
The ide;t is lo levy a fecrealioiiul 
millage for those services, tliercby 
divciting tlie money r.iised lo educa­
tional progriuns. 

"We're not alone. Tiiere .ye quite 
il few disiiiels that are doing this 
right now."

eating non-renewal is under con­
sideration. Schrom then gave a 
written nodcc of tiie tioard's con­
sideration 10 tiic five adniinislra-
lors. Tlic admiiiisU-ators dien had 
die right to meci with die board 
widiin 30 days to be ab/e lo slate 
why thcy shouldn't be let go. 

After the .̂ 0-day period, which 
Wits lasiTliursday, tlie board passed 
a resolution of non-renewal of four 
adnijnislrjtors. Nov\', a written 
notice will be given to the four at 
least 60-days prior to tlie date of lay­
off, which is largeled for June ."iO. 

According to Sciiram, none of 
the cmpioyces elected to meet 
with the board within the 30 days 
because they realized this is a 
biidgei siluation. 

"The employees had ihe 
option to request lo meet with 
(he board during lhat 30-day 
period. Typically wlicn you ter­
minate somebody it's because of 
poor performance, which is 
obviously not the ciise at all," 
Sehram said. "Whal the law 
intended was that the employee 
would have tiie ability to meet 

with the board to plead their case 
as io why their jobs shouldn't be j-
ienninaied," | | ' 

Schram gave two scenarios o f , 
• "whal could happen in the near ' 

future: 
• i f the two millage renewals 

and the new millage all pass, the 
two layoffs of Cheal and Main 
would sii l l be in elTect, However, 
the two deans at ihe high school • 
wil l be retained. 

• If the two millage renewals 
and the new millage do not pass, 
Ihe board will have three options. 
They can elect to keep the two 
deans and spend more of the 
fund equity; they can get rid of 
ihe posiiions; or they can keep 
one and not the other 

Since tlie four are now offi­
cially laid off, Ihe board now has 
the option to rescind the layoffs, 
meaning that they can be called 
back 10 duty after July 1 if ihe 
financial outlook improves. ^

Sen. Nancy Cassis, R-Novi, is 
co-sponsoring several bills that 
would provide more legislative 
oversight to MDOT and ensure 
taxpayer money is being used 
responsibly. 

The Michigan Department of 
Transportation's plan to spend $5 
mill ion of funding on new passen­
ger vehicles for MDCj r employ­
ees instead of road projects like 
the Wixom Road interchange is 
irresponsible, Cassis said. 

"Spending $5 million on new 
vehicles when our roads are crum­

bling simply doesn't pass Ihe smell 
test," Cassis said. "Rebuilding (lie 
Wixom Road interchange is criti­
cal to the health, safely, and eco­
nomic development of ihe Novi 
and Wixom communities. I am 
appalled to see M D O T acting ihis 
irresponsibly." 

Cassis has been working with 
local leaders' and commiiii i ly 
members since 1997 to make ihe 
Wixom Road construction project 
happen. While in the House, she 
amended the M D O T budget to 
add a study of tlie Wixom and 

Beck inierehanges and guided Ihe 
projcel's inclusion into ihc 5-Year 
Road and Bridge Plan. 

"The Deparimenl of 
Transportation often poinis :i lin­
ger al Washington, saying Ihey 
need more federal money to repair 
our crumbling roads and bridges," 
Cassis said. "Washington may 
have Irouble hiking us seriously 
when ihey sec ihc slate spending 
gas-tax money on new rides 
instead of new roads."

Have you ever wanted to see 
your name or a friend or loved 
one's name in print? 

Well, now you can with a new 
business called PageOne, created 
by Novi resident Chris Davis. . 

Davis, who recently left his job 
as editor of the Norihville Record 
to embark on the new home-based 
business, is using his skills in the 
newspaper business to build a 
front page of a newspaper that can 
feature an individual's special 
event or accomplishment. 

The front page, which is suit­
able for framing, can feature a 
person's special birthday, engage­
ment, anniversary, retirement, 
graduation, promotion or whai 
have you — "any occasion you 
can think of that's deserving of a 
gift but you want something very 
personal," Davis said. 

Davis officially incorporated 
the business with Oakland County 
as of last week and already has 
several jobs in the works. 

He originally wanted to name 
the business FrontPage but dis­
covered that Microsoft has a 
piece of software by ihe same 
name. 

"1 didn't want to cause any 
problems by using that name, and 
then the name PageOne just k ind 
of jumped out at me," Davis said. 

"I got the idea for Ihe business 
when 1 was working at the 

Northville Record. For a long 
time, it was tradition to give a 
fake front page of the newspaper 
that featured Ihe employee to out­
going employees. 1 was the one 
who started doing it, and it 
seemed to go over well," he said. 

Actually, Davis created his first 
pseudo front page that featured 
his wife, Emily. 

"1 was running short of ideas 
for her 25th birdiday and came up 
with this as a gift.

The ordinance amendmcnl 
would change llie maximum 
liuilding height from 65 feet lo 
115 feel as well as provide 
appropriate setbacks between 
the hospital and residential 
property. The amendment also 
stales that such plans musl he 
for :il least a 40-acre site. 

A public hearing took place 
at tlic Nov i Planning 
Commission's Apri l 7 meeting 
on the amciidnicnl to the ordi­
nance that wi l l modii'y the stan­
dards for liic iicighl of inpatient 
hospital i'aciiities in the city's 
OiTice Service Comnierical 
Zoning Dislrict.

"Wc have met with the fire 
marshall, and we're excited to 
be here," he said.

First and second grade sludenis 
from Deerfield Elemenlary 
School recenlly held two "infor­
mance" concerts to show their 
faITiilies whal they have being 
learning in music educaiion. 

According to Deerfield music 
teacher Ainsely Sontag, an infor­
mance concert "combines per­
formance with informing. It 
brings the music and concepts that 
students are learning in the class­
room onto the stage." 

More than just a concert, the 
audience observes some of the 
methods students employ to train 
their ears, read music, keep a beat, 
play an instrument and express 
themselves through movement or 
dance. 

Learning basic music concepts 
relates to everything else a student 
is expected to leam. Music is madi-
ematica) as its rhythms are based 
on subdivisions of time (fractions) 
which must be done instantaneous­
ly, not worked out on paper. 

Learning to read music is like 
learning a foreign language. Most 
musical ierms are in l ia l ian, 
German, or French. The symbolic 
notations are a highly developed 
form of shorthand that uses sym­
bols lo represent ideas. Learning 
the semaniics of music is learning 
a universal language. 

Scientifically, music is specific 
and demands exact acoustics. A 
conductor's full score is a graph 
where frequencies, intensities, 
volume changes, melody, and har­
mony simultaneously interact fol­
lowing an exact lime schedule. 

Music has a historical compo­
nent as it often reflects the events, 
attitudes and culture at the time of 
its creation. 

Music is physically demanding 
too. l i requires faniasiic coordina­
tion of fingers, hands, arms, lip, 
cheek, and facial muscles, in addi­
tion to extraordinary control of 

die diaphraginatic, back, siomach, 
and chest muscles, which respond 
instantly to the sound the ejir 
hears and die mind interprets. 

During the Informances, the 
sludenis performed 11 songs. 
Each student had two opponuni-
lies to demonstrate the specific 
skills they learned from the song. 
During the "Sound Song." stu­
dents sang several verses of 
rhyming lyrics centered on specif­
ic word families. Learning word 
families helps sludenis learn to 
read and spell. An example would 
be the "op" family which mighl 
include words like hop, shop, 
mop, top, etc. Near the end of per­
forming the "Sound Song," stu­
dents were challenged to come up 
widi a word family and develop a 
verse on the spot. Learning lo 
square dance during the song 
"Yankee Doodle," sludenis 
worked on hearing and respond­
ing to eighi-beat musical patterns. 
Following the square dance move­
ments required .students to listen 
carefully and follow direclions.

Taxpayeis in the Novi Schwil District are 
aivuit to get double-dippqd if Novi .School's 
recreation niillagc passes on June I4(h. 

The school distritl wants voters lo approve 
about a i.O miil school operating niillagc 
increase for "parks and playgrounds" which 
wil l cost homeowners an additional $10() a 
year i'or a $200.(JOO home. 

Novi currently has an extensive eoniniuni-
ty recreation program which is funded 
liirough the district's $6,7(X) per pupil stale 
foundation grant. You are alieady [laying for 
these services. 
. Over the years, Ihc Novi .Schools have vol­

untarily instituted many non-essential (|uaii-
ly-of-lil'e cor.imunity centered programs like 
recreation. This community spirit by ihc 
Novi Schools was commendable. 

The cost of iiiaintaining and staffing of 
these programs and i'acilities ;ire very expen­
sive. Prior to Proposal A of 1994, the Novi 
.Schools could afford to maintain these pro­
grams as long as dislrict voters would 
approve the incessant annual Hcadlcc over­
rides and millagc increa.scs for school district 
operations. 

Back then, any defeat of those millage 
elections seemed to go liand-in-hand wilh 
threats and the dire consequences of pay-to-
play and/or the elimination or cutback of 
bussing, athletics and many other non-essen­
tial school programs. 

If you watch lite siaiements coming from 
.schooi officials today, they arc right back to 
their old tricks. 

Proposal A changed all thai. By shifting 
the reliance from local pIopcity ta.xes to a 
large increase in other .stale (axes, school dis­
tricts had to begin living within Ihcir means 
as average families have to. 

Under Proposal A of 1994, school operat­
ing niillagcs were eliminated or banned and 
replaced with a state foundation grant thai 
was funded with an increase in your state 
sales lax, iob;\cco taxes and other taxes. 

However, your eleclcd school board, 
unable to contain costs and live within its 
means, has lound an obscure 87-year-old 
law, Publie Act i56 of 1917, which will 
allow ihcm to legally subvert Proposal A of 
1994 and levy a new oiieraling miilage for 
recreation. 

The new operating millage, if passed, wi l l 
generate atioul $l,90(),0O0 in new revenue 
i^'hicti the ,school district will use to replace a 
like atnounl of cuneni cxiicnditures used for 
community recreation programs. 

This shift and shaft simply double-dips 
taxpayers because the state wi l l not propor­
tionally reduce its slate i'oundation grant or 
6.0 mil l State Education Tax. This cash 
grab, quite simply, allows you lo pay twice 
for Ihc .same .services. Legal? .Sure! Wi.se. 
no! 

When the original architects iind authors 
wrote Ihc Proposal A ConstitiItion 
Amendment back in 1994. they failed, 
through an oversight in due diligence, to 
amend the 1917 law allowing itdditional 
school operating millages. They have pub­

licly admitted this error in legislative over­
sight. 

Last September, voters in ihe Dexter 
School district widely defeated a similar 
recreation millage scheme when some of the 
original Proposal A authors threatened a law­
suit and publicly questioned Ihe recreation 
millage's constitutionally. 

The Fowlerville School Board quickly 
ilip-flopped and voted not to put a similar 
recreation millage on the ballot last March 
when news stories broke that exposed how 
the miilage subverts Proposal A of 1994. 

Also U-Qubling is Ihe fact that Proposal A 
promised more equitable funding per student 
between Michigan school districts. This 
millage if passed, wil l give Novi Schools an 
iidditional $300 in per pupil funding over 
Oakland County's olher school districts. 

Novi residents should conlact their slate 
legislators to repeal this onerous legal loop­
hole in Proposal A . 

This millage scheme reminds one of Ihe 
French Controller General back in tlie 17th 
Century, who said "Taxation is the art of so 
plucking the goose as to obtain the maxi­
mum amount of feathers with the least 
amount of hissing."

A little more than a year ago, 
shortly after we invaded Iraq, I 
wrote a column on the war. The 
headline: "Uncomfortable paral­
lels between Iraq and Vietnam." 

The eoluiTin provoked a Jot of 
reaction, pro and con. Some o f 
the criticism was justified: How 
could I possibly write about the 
parallels between Iraq and 
Vietnam only a few weeks after 
the start of the 
present war? 

Some of it was 
merely attacks on 
my character for 
questioning our 
goveiTiment. Yet 
pointing to 
uncomfortable 
parallels between 
the two wars is 
hardly unpatriotic, 
especially in light 
of the axiom that 
those who do not 
remember their 
history are con- . 
demned to repeat 
it. 

Last week marked one year 
since President George W. Bush 
stood on llie deck of the aircraft 
carrier USS Abraham Lincoln, 
underneath a banner that boasted 
"Mission Accomplished" and 
declared an end to "major com­
bat" in Iraq. 

So this sounds like a pretty 
good time lo review the parallels 
1 noted between Iraq and 
Vietnam, and see where we are 
today. The strongest had lo do 
with tlie economy. During 
Vietnam, President Lyndon 
Johnson's policy was tfial we 
could have both "guns and bet­
ter." Rejecting tax increases to 
pay for the war paved the way for 
rapidly increasing budget deficits, 
which in turn helped drive infla­
tion up, causing tlie Federal 
Reserve lo eventually push up 
interest rales to double-digit lev­
els. Al l this triggered the devas­
tating recession of the early 
1980-s. 

Today, economists are warning 

eral deficit is at record-setting 
proportions, the product of the 
recession (now ending) and the 
Bush tax cuts, together with very 
large extra expenditures -— some 
of them hidden ~ for tlIe war 
and for reconstruction in Iraq. 
Deficit spending usually results 
in inflation, and big deficits usu­
ally result in big inflation. And 
the standard way to control infla­

tion — by 
increasing inter­
est rates, at which 
die Federal 
Reserve is now 
hinting — often 
results in a full­
blown recession. 

Another paral­
lel has to do with 
our failure in both 
Iraq and Vietnam 
to understand the 
enemy After 
Vietnam, former 
Secretary of 
Defense Robert 
McN.imara admit­
ted he and other 

war planners hadn't understood 
Vietnamese history and culture 
and the impact of French colo­
nialism on the country. Most 
Vietnamese regarded American 
troops as little more than the 
newest round of westeni colonial­
ist invaders and were prepared to 
fight us to the death. 

By now, we are all aware how 
utterly wrong Vice I'resident 
Dick Cheney and Defense 
Secretary Don Rumsfeld were 
when they asserted that the Iraqis 
would welcome our troops as 
"liberators" and greet them with 
flowers and candy 

Recent polls demonstrate that 
most Iraqis regard us as infidel 
invaders instead, and that a 
majority wants us out of the 
country P D Q , even though they 
recognize our departure would 
probably make them less safe. 

A last parallel has to do with 
troops and leadership. American 
troops in Vietnam, even after they 
recognized the war was probably 

'of a "fflailft-ajn wri5ik.-'5Tfii! fftdi'' 'lH4''̂ <^^•iig^^Vaf Sfih&wjiong time 

and the wrong place, fought 
bravely. They were disgracefully 
mistreated when they came home 
to an ungrateful country. 
American troops in Iraq tu-e han­
dling their difficult, dangerous 
and subtle mission wilh profes­
sionalism, loyalty and courage. 

1 hope when they come home 
— whether safe, wounded or 
dead — they are treated as the 
heroes nearly all of them are 
(despite Ihe apparent disgusting 
misu-eatnient of prisoners by a 
few) and not as objects, or politi­
cal pawns. The cunrent attempts 
to censor photographs of flag-
draped coffins is yet another 
indefensible atienipt to sugar-coal 
the fact that brave men and 
women are inevitably harmed 
when they go to war. 

And as to leadership: President 
Johnson disappointed an entire 
nation when he tried lo mislead 
us that there was "light al the end 
of die tunnel," when he knew that 
was not the case. In the case of 
Iraq, we are by now all familiar 
witf) the fundamental mi.sjudg-
ments and inielligence failures 
that led President Bush and his 
advisors to invade Iraq in the first 
place. Their arrogant assumpliotis 
about our success and ihc way 
we would be received in Iraq and 
the Middle East generally have a 
great deal to do wiUi the inept 
way the war and especially the 
occupation was planned and the 
ceaseless ongoing attempts lo 
cover up the real costs and soft-
pcddlc the bad news. 

President Johnson was driven 
from office in 1968 because his 
conduct opened up a "credibility 
gap" between his presidency and 
the American people. We all 
should hope President Bush is 
wise enough to avoid a similar 
fate.

This has made for a rough bap-
dsm under fire for a woman who 
might have been known, were 
demography different, as 
Detroit's first Japanese police 
chief Detroit Police Chief E l la 
Bully-Cummings is always intro­
duced as the first top cop in 
Motown who is a woman. Make 
that, an African-American 
woman, But she was bom in 
Japan — her mother is Japanese 
who married a black GI from 
Detroit, and her heritage is a big 
part of who she is, 

"Every day I look in the mirror 
— I have my mother's eyes. M y 
mother is my heart," she says. 
But she no longer speaks a word 
of the language, and has never 
been back to the country she left 
in 1959, before she was two. 

A n d before she contemplates 
her mirror, she usually checks her 
home computer for the grim toll 
from the night before. 

"There is no one factor I can 
see," she says when asked why so 
many murders. "If you look at 
the homicides in the city — most 
are not random. They are people 

that knew one another, and if it is 
not drug-related, it is either 
revenge or retaliation or domestic 
violence." 

Last year at ihis time, she 
never expected to be sitting here. 
Five years ago, she left the police 
force, she thought for good. 

because she did­
n't respect die 
adminisu-ation at 
the time. Then 
two years ago, a 
new chief, Jerry 
Oliver, arrived 
from Virginia 
wi.th a new agen­
da, and persuaded 
her to come back 
as an assislanl 
chief It took 
some selling, but 
she did. 

Then last fall, 
Oliver, who had 
been controver­

sial from the start, attempted to 
board a plane with a loaded 
handgun in his luggage. That was 
the end of his Detroit career. 

Three days later, the mayor 
appointed El la Bully-Cummings. 
Thirty years eariier, she had been 
a ticket taker in a neighborhood 
theater, a skinny lilUe girl from a 
desperately poor family. A car 
pulled up, and a policewoman in 
full uniform emerged. El la was 
transfixed. "It was nothing I 
could ever think about becoming 
up to thai momeni." Thereafter, 
she couldn't think of anything 
else. 

She worked her way through 
college and law school on the 
force, did most of the major jobs, 
was shot at; learned the ropes. 
Except no one really can leara 
how to be chief And the depart­
ment she took over last 
November was under fire indeed. 
Federal investigators said it was 
the most troubled they had ever 
seen. 

7\vo embarrassinig "consent 
decrees" stipulated that Detroit's 
police would be watched over by 
the federal courts for at least five 
years. That came after the U.S. 

Department of Justice charged 
that DeU'oit citizens were subject­
ed to "excessive force, false 
arrests, illegal detentions," and 
police who routinely violate con­
stitutional rights. 

Citizens cotnpKiined of cops 
who gunned down people need­
lessly. Cocaine disappeared from 
a locked room in the aged and 
dank police headquarters on the 
fringe of Greeklown, a place 
where insulation pokes through 
walls and wires hang crazily. 

None of diis fazed Chief El la, 
" l would call it a department 
undergoing change." she says, 
choosing her words carefully. 
"But it is a refoitn that was long 
needed. It is about accountability, 
and maintaining standards." 

Tliose standards are meeting 
with some resistance. Last winter, 
when homicides skyrocketed, she 
put cops on 12-hour shifts to get 
more police presence on the 
streets. The police union protest­
ed, and she backed down. 

"But what I am going to do is 
redeploy resources back into 
patrol." She plans lo have fewer 
of her 4,000 cops manning desks, 
that is; put more on Ihe sireels. 
She can make the change on her 
own. But what isn't clear is how 
much good that wi l l do. 

The real problem is that 
Detroit is a city of broken fami­
lies and increasing poverty, 
where the whites are gone, the 
black middle class is now fleeing 
for die suburbs and casino gam­
bling is nearly the only growth 
industry. 

Wringing comIption oui of the 
force is bound to help. But what 
Ella Bully-Cummings and her 
cops need most is a city with 
more jobs and hope, and leader­
ship with the vision to gel Detroit 
there.

No responsible small-business 
owner would dare post such a sign 
on ihe from door of his or her 
shop. After all, the key to being a 
successful entrepreneur is aitraci-
ing customers. 

Bu i more than iwo-ihirds of 
American small-business owners 
are. in effect, turning cusioniers 
away because ihey fail to lake 
advantage of ihe technological 

revoluiioii. 
According lo 

ihc Iniemaiional 
Data -Corporation 
(IDC), more than 
two-thirds (67 
percent) of the 
nation's small 
firms don't have 
Web siies, so ihc 

increasingly techno-savvy cus-
iomers of loday have no idea ihese 
firms exist. Thai's .siartling in the 
Iniernei age, es|)ecially consider­
ing that the IDC survey shows 41 
percent of firms lhal launched a 
Web site reported higher sales. 

IDC says the main reason ciied 
by small-business owners for not 
creating a Web site is a lack of 
money lo hire informaiion-lech-
nology workers and to buy tlie 
necessaiy equipmcni. Tight budg­
ets are a way of life for ihese 
firms, which employ more tlian 99 
percent of tlie nation's workers. 
Their sl im profit margins and 
other operating elTiciencies leave 
little available capital for such 
acLivities. 

As the U.S. economy begins io 
gain traction on the road io recov­
ery, it is imperative that both the 
federal government and the infor­
mation-technology industry lend a 
helping hand. 

One slep Congress could lake is 
io make permanent a iax provision 
that allows small firms io expense 
$100,000 of new equipment pur­
chases per year. This temporary 
measure was passed in recogni­
tion of the vital benellis small 
business provides to ihe American 
economic infrastructure, but the 
provision is set to expire at year's 
end. 

Simultaneously, the informa­
tion-technology industry should 
work io educate small businesses 
about ways io iake advantage of 
available technologies. More cap­
ital for purcha.se5 would be a 
boon, but without the knowledge 
io apply technology io iheir benc-
fii. owners wil l continue io miss 
key opportunities. 

To dieir credii, some leading 
firms in the technology secior 
have reached oui to small business 
with innovative educational pro­
grams. Last summer, Del l 
unveiled an 18-wheel mobile 
"classroom" loaded with technol­
ogy solutions for small business­
es. The company's "Total 
Business Tour" brought not only 
ihe latest technology, but also 
experts to assist entrepreneurs in 
their own communities. But the 
task of bringing millions of small 
firms up to speed is massive and 
time-consuming. 

Lawmakers and technology 
experts have an obligation to play 
a key Iole J3h encouraging pro­
grams an{l-.'poiicies that wi l l ignite 
greater imiovation and growth by 
the nation's Ma in Street firms. 
Enu-epren'eurs should be unhin­
dered in their efforts to do what 
ihey do best: grow, create new 
jobs and provide meaningful 
livelihoods for themselves, their 
families and their employees. 

One certain way to spur the suc­
cess of those millions of small 
firms is to aid them in erecting 
more signs that read "Open for 
Business. Please come in." on the 
electronic highways and Main 
Sireets of ihe World Wide Weh

Q: We have a lol of walercol-
ors and prints inherited from vari­
ous relatives. 1 need some hints 
on how to woik them into our 
rooms, over tables and beds, 
nierc 's no space to hang a big 
wall of art, .so they'll have to go 
in groupings of two, three or four. 

A : The basic guidelines for 
successful picture hanging have 
to do with propoflion and bal­
ance. As a rule, you want to add 
vertical movernenl to your rooms, 
.so think of hanging things up, 
rather tlian across, the walls. 
However, if you have just one 
si/.able paititing, it should go at 
eye level, about fi 1/2 feel from 
die floor. When you hang art over 
a table or chest, die Ixittoni of the 
frame should be 8 inches lo 12 
inches above the furniture. 

In the large traditional bed­
room in diis photo, designer Lori 
Lennon, AS ID , has used three 
very different picture groupings 
that show how lo anange multi­
ple artworks: 

1. Avoid hanging two pictures 
ihe exact same size together. 
Belter lo include a ihird piece. 
Look closely .it the far wall and 
you'l l sec two like pictures, 
hung one above the other, with a 
smaller sunburst to relieve the 
arrangement. On the other side 
of the window, notice how the 
lampshade works into the 
arrangement of three pictures. 

2. If you have two pictures of 
different sizes, put Ihe larger one 
on top. Three pictures of equal 
size can be hung side by side. 

3. In a grouping, establish and 
maintain al least one su-aight 
line, wrtical or horizontal, ' i l ie 
eye craves soIncihint of order. In

Q: 1 was given half a dozen 
pots of blooming bulbs between 
Christmas and Easter. 1 know that 
I'll get a few more for Mother's 
Day. l")o I throw Ihcm out or wail 
until next fall or spring lo pliint 
Ihcm? Can 1 rebloom iliem in the 
house? Basically, is there life 
beyond this one blooming? 

A: Round two is Loniiiig up. 
Most of your iiulbs can do this 
again next spring if you handie 
them right. If there are green 
leaves on Ihe bulbs, keep watering 
Ihcm to keep them going until they 
go out. If the phuil has dried up, 
water the soil the day or so before 
the big journey l l miil<es Iliem eas­
ier lo gel out of Ihe pol. The time 
to plant tiie bulbs is now. If you 
wail until fiill, they wil l have had 
mondis of no photosynthesis and 
no food storage. Having a spring 
performance is chancy. If you wail 
until next spring, Ihe bulbs will 
resemble little shrunken heads ;uid 
be as useful. The goal is to return 
Ihcm lo the wild lo mn free until 
spring. They need this lime lo 
store energy for blooming and 
need the cold winter domiancy lo 
make it happen. Choose a spot in 
the giu-den and be sure lo place ihc 
bulbs deepier lhan they were in the 
pol. Dafl'odils iind tulips should be 
six lo eight inches deep and small­
er bulbs should be closer to Ihe 
surface. The.se should be placed 
about three or four inches deep. 
Remove Ihe bulbs from the polling 
mix and place in die soil. You can 
mix in a bit of bone meal at Ihe 
lime of planting, if you clifxise. 
Water them well and leave diem 
alone. If they produce more green 
leaves, that's fine. Il's also fine if 
they don'l. If we have weeks if lit­
tle or no rain, water your sleeping 
beauties. Expect that daffodils will 
be the most successful al returning 
year ;d"ler year. Tulips will proba­
bly not be too spectacular and 
continue to decline each year. It's 
just the way of llie tulip in 
Michigan. Hy<icindis will look a 
bit looser wilh fewer blooms each 
year. Cr(x:us and .some of the odier 
lesser bulbs will be just fine. If

you have paper while narcissus, 
Ihey iue a "one bloom" item. Tliey 
are too lender for Michigan win­
ters, If you keep diem in the 
house, they wil l grow lovely 
foliage and no flowers ihe next 
year. Don't try to rebloom thejic 
current bulbs in the house. Start 
over with new ones in die fall if 
you wiint to do this. 

Q: Why do some garden maga­
zines talk about adding manure 
or compost to a garden? Bag fer­
tilizer has way more nutrients 
and is easier to apply. Plants 
can'i lell llie difference in nuiri-
ent sources. 

A : Plants may not know the d i f 
ference but the soil does. It's tied 
10 those iwo magic words, "organ­
ic mailer." The addition of organic 
matter does several things. It adds 
small amounts of slow-release 
nuuients. It adds water-holding 
capabilities lo sandy soils. It 
breaks up die compaction of clay 
.soils by adding air spaces. It keeps 
diose valuable worais, soil insects 
and rnicroorgimisms happy. When 
all these things come logether, it 
creates plant health. Healthy planls 
produce more and are better able 
to resist or recover from insect or 
disea.se damage. It's also wonder­
ful exercise as you shovel and till 
in your soil improvement good­
ies. Continue to add bag fertilizer 
but get a soil test to determine 
what's needed. That goes for 
lime especially. Good soil can go 
bad and bad soil can get worse 
with the misuse of these concen­
trated products.
