The boy staled that an oder
model, silver, four-door car pulled
ap along the curb, and the driver told
the bay 1o *Get in the cor.”

The boy refused, and the car
itnenediately ledt the arca, The driv-
er, described as an 18-t0-18-vear-
ald white male with brown hair
weartg a preen and whise plaid
shir, did not atiempt to abduct the
hay.

The hoy run hoine lotiowing the
incidew ard inforned his parcals
what had happened. Novi police
were then intormed of the incidenl.

“No saspects have been identified
al this point. The investipation is
continuing, We've had three inci-
denis in a span of abou three wecks
mwobving juveniles and males of
virious ages,” said Police Chief
Doug Shaelicr.

“it doesn'l appear that any of
thent are related st all. We remain
very alert and urge the communily
to femain alers as well.” Shaeffer
said,

The Police Department senl a
nutice out to aii Novi schools (o}
lowing the incidents, which were
distributed to parents.

“All of thz schools in the city have
been very cooperative about inform-
ing the student body and parents
about the inciderts. We even sent
the notices to privae schools in te
city,” Shaeffer safd.

Although not common, Novi has
had such incideats in the past.

“Unforturately, all communities
have this problem.” Shaefler potod.
“Bedropm cornmunities ane even
moe suseeptible compared to busi-
ness distriects. Chiklren are more
approachable in these communities.”

Shaetfer said parents should tell
their children to “Run 1o other peo-
ple and (el them what happened
immediately. Don't be afraid o
eome forward, and the first reaction
hax to be 0 un”

Health Allisnce Plan (HAF)
hus awarded $878.000 to the
Center for Complementary and
Integrative Medicine {or an jnno-
valive chronie low Dack pain
seudy. The conter, Jocated in Novi,
is part of Henry Ford Health
System.

The study, led by Rohert A.
Levine, Ph.D., co-direcior of the
center, aims to improve the quali-
ty of care for chronic low back
pain sufferers while reducing
health cuce costs. The back pain
study will involve 180 HAP mem-
bers in metro Driroir,

“The podl of the integrative
medicine-hased progran
designed by Dr. Levine is to
improve outcomes for patients
while reducing patentially unnec-

essary surgery, high-technelogy
testinng, and pharmauceuticals,”
said Mury Heth Bolton, M.D.,
HAP senior vice president and
chict medical officer. "HAP sup-
ports this research becanse evi-
dence suggests that insleguate
management of chronic pain may
cesult in unnecessary procedures
for patients and higher costs,
These added costs da not benefit
the palients with the disability.”

More than 100 million people
in the United States suffer from
chronic low back pain. The dis-
ease 15 o significant, mulii-billion
dollar cost 1o American society,
laking into account health cure
costs, time off of work and Tost
productivity,

Low back puin is traditionally

treated with physicat therapy (o
rehabilivate the patient and phar-
maceuticals, such as paine killers
and anti-inflammatory drugs, to
mlnage pain. In severe gases, sur-
gery of injections are employed.
"HAP is providing a geeal serv-
ice to the medical community by
providing funding for 4 back pain
prograsm that will be easily repro-
duced thraughout the health care
system,” said Levine, "We expact
the study 0 show that novel, inie-
pralive approaches are valid and
produce pesitive results with
patienis. Once the approaches are
validated on a lage scale,
providers will be placed in parts
of Henry Ford Heulth Sysiem w
administer the treatments,”
Paitents wili initially be evalu-

ated by Shiomo Mandel, M.D., a
Heary Ford Hospital onhopedic
specialist. Participunis will then
receive . conventional care or one
of two innovalive upproaches to
treating hack pain:

» Comprehensive Integrative
Care - includes chiropractic
manipuiation,  neuromuscular
therapy. movement reeducation
{breaks dysfunctional movement
patterns), acupuncture, and hyp-
notherapy.

* Streamlingd inteprative Carg -
includes therapy thal restores neu-
romuseolar bilance, non-needling
acupunciure, a jaint mobitization
technique, and hypnotherapy.

Both services employ hyp-
notherapy (0 enable patienis o b
aware of how their subconscious

mind drives autorutic reactions
that can lock buck pain in place,
Patients are irained in self-hypno-
sis, which they can use w0 sup-
press aulomatic reactions und
help restore heaith, .

The initial research to vafidate
the approaches will be complete
in approximately 13 months.
Following the initial research, the
study will demonsirate that the
tremments can be disseminated in
other areas of Heary Ford Health
System and produce similar post-
tive results.

Though it's looked upon by
school admittistrators as a positive
thing and something they should
he doing anvway, sending infor-
mation abaw stadents o the gov-
ernment in electronic formats ix 2
bit of a burden for James Fry.

Fry, Novi Communiiy School
District's Instrusctional
‘fechnology Consultant, explained
during a recenl school board mest-
ing that the information explosion
EOing on in the state right now is a
big issue facing sehool districis.
He said that dug to mandates from
the state of Michigan that school
disiricts must adhere le, it is
hecoming increasingly difficult
sistain the amount of information
they can send without hiring a sec-
ond employse 1o gather studemt
data,

“I's a goed thing in one way to
send jnlormation electronically.”
Fry said. “Is smart not to be
sercling lots of paper. Bul what the
state of Michigan is attempting 10
do is o conselidate 25 different
japer reposts inte one large elec-

lronic report ihal’s sent tree or
four times # year. It makes sense,
bul the problem is, like many
things that happen, these things
are mandated and put into place,
ut there is no support follow
through with funding for it That
usually means some reorganizi-
tion within the district”

Fry addressed the board more or
less to inform them 20d 10 keep
them aware of the issue, 50 as they
starl 1o go threugh the budget
process, they can ook at where
they have to make cuts or adjust-
ments.

“They need information {0
make good judgments,” Fry suid,
“and thut's what 1 was trying to do
— o get them information and 1o
make them sware thit we do need
angther person.”

Fry expluined that hiring u sec-
ond emplayee is very critleal
becauss of the work load of al? the
mondated information that has to
be sent in. He also suid that he
understood that the district is
financiaily sirapped at the moment
und hiring someone would proba-
bly not be high on the priority tist
of the board. However, if nobody
is hired, the disirict probably
would not be able 1o sccomplish
the s1ate mmndates,

“We need at leust two people to
accomplish that work that has to
getdone and part of that is manag-
ing he technology,” Fry said.
“Realistically, there is no new
money coming in [rom the state,

so you have {o rcallocate funds
from the budpel itself. As a district
we need to Jook al just the bigger
issue of swdent fnformation and
leok at the bigger structure of
departnents. As departments we
need (o look ! maybe some real-
location of responsibilities. We
may have to shuffle some jobs or
shuffle some moneys from other
parts of the district.”

Fry -said that what he and his
stafT e trying 1o do is certainly
something they need to be doing,
but it's coming on very quickly
hecause 1he government is starting
te realize what technalogy can do.

“It started with these mandutes
from Michigan and now with No
Child Left Behind, tat has even
added more mandates for us (o
report on how kids are doing with
their proguess,” Fry said. “Thur's
not a bad thing ~ we certinly
wanl the kids tc have good
progress and we certainly need (o
be accouniable und report on that
— bul it's new so it's something
that all school disticts have to
new shift gears with. This is the
growing pains and struggles of
making that shift from traditional
ways of recording and now 1o
newer electronic tecording.”

Helen Thomas, the most
fameus newswoman in America,
wasn't happy with something
Planned Parenthood of Michigan
said about her in the press release
promeling a fundraising speech
she gave in Troy Wednesday.

They called her a "former
Detroit resident.” That's not what
she calls herself,
“Whenever I run
into someone
who asks where's
your home, 1 say
Dewroit,” she said
over lunch in
Washington last
fall. "Even
though I came t0
Washington on
what | said was a
trip in 1943 and
still haven't got
around Lo coming |3

home.,”

But 16 most of Jack Lesse
the nation, her
home is 1he White House, where
she has bean covering presidents
and presidential press confer-
ences since John F Kennedy, For
most of thal time, she worked for
the ance-great wire service UPL
In the carly years, she always
wore red, thinking that would
make her stand out, and catch the
president‘s eye. Laler, when she
became the semior wire service
reporier, she was always given
the right o ask the first question.

That changed wilh George W.
Bush, after she asked him a cou-
ple questions he had difficulty
answering early in has leam.

"They ro longer call on me
anymore, bul that's all right,” she
chuckled.

Iy, | still think that journalism is
best when it's giving the straight
story. People will never know
how difficult it is to get the
straight story, to get the facts.
There's so much secrecy endemic
in povernment, in business, in
everything.

She should know, She was
there far Watergate, [ran-cantra,
Whitewater, and a million lesser
scandals. Martha Mitchell, the
ditzy wife of Richard Nixon's
attoreey general, would confide
in her in the dead of night.

Now, however, she is supposed
to give her cpinion — ard she has
become maore controversial than
ever. She has been highly eritical
af the war, of President Bush's
fitness for the job, of this entire
adminiszration. Her disdain is
shared. When all the living ex-
presidents were asked to be hon-
orary co-chairs of an anpual
Helen scholarship event, they
(and Nancy Reagan) eagerly
agreed. President Bush declined.

But she shrugs and grins. "We
arcn't here 1o be loved, you -
know."” ’

She shared
seme of het best stories and 2
few of her apinions over lunch at
Troy's Northifield Hitton. She
also took questions, and
answered all of them . . .
the hig one,

“Retire? Me? [ hope not! [
want lowdie with my boots on!”
she says. What keeps her going?
"I'm sell-propelled. 1 care sbout
the news.”

Bioethics aside, 1 can't help
think that it wauld be damed
good for journalism if somehow,
Helen could be cloned.
