Novi Community School District 
administrators were extremely 
pleased io receive winter M E A P iesi 

• fpsHlis l as t fmky, m<i not just 
b« :ause of the scores. 

• Only results for grades fourth, 
fiftli, seventh and eighth were 
received, but Assistant 
Superintendent of Instniciional 
.Services Nancy Davis expects higli 
.school results to follow shortly. 
Davis said that Novi had some of the 
highest scores in Oakland County 
and in Metro Delroii. but lhat was 
almost expected. I 

The extraordinaty aspect was that; 
the scores wefe received only eight 
weeks after tests were taken. 

"We're really pleased lhat the 
results came back so quickly," Davis 
said. "The reason for that is because 
llie state's Department of Education 
is once again in charge of Uie tests." 

In recent years, the state's 
Department of Treasuiy was in 
chaI^e of administering and grading 
ihe tests. As a result, the district did­
n't receive test scores for several 
months after studepis took them and 
when they did receive them, tliere 
were many entirs lhat delayed the 
public release even more. Now, 
Davis said that there were no mis­
takes on the surface that she could 
see, but she hadn't yet examined the 
results in depth by press time. 

"From last year to this year, oiir 
students generally showed improve­
ment, which is quite an accomplish­
ment because thc scores \yere quite 
high aliieady," Davis said. "That's a 
credit to our teachers."

An Oakland County Circuit 
Court jury determined that 22-
monih-old Jonathan Shawley, ilie 
son of convicted murderer Nikole 
Frederick and her husband, John 
Shawley, both of Novi, is now under 
the court's juri.sdiction. 

Shawley's parental rights may be 
terminated because his home is .seen 
as unfit because of the violence that 
caused die death of Jonathan's h;ilf-
sisier, 2-yeai-old Ann Miuie 
Shawley, on Sept. 2,2003. 

Fiederick is serving a life .sen­
tence at Scott Correctional Facility 
in Plyinouih for the murder of her 
steiidaughtcr. 

On April 29, die jury found 
Shawley's lionie to be unfit as well 
as him, due to his continued support 
of tile murderer of his child, accord­
ing to Cynthia Pike, Oakland 
County assistant prosecuting attor­
ney. 

Next Thursday, Oakland Circuit 
Court Judge Elizabeth Pezzetti is to 

issue a written opinion on die status 
of Shawley's parental rights regard­
ing Linda Shawley, 5, and Jonathon, 
22 mondis, according to Pike. 

Frederick is die mother of 
Jonadion Shawley 

Raeanna Schmidt, of Emmcit, 
Mich., John Shawley's ex-wife, is 
lite mother of Linda Shawley 

"Nikole and Jonathan had been 
living with Shawley's father and 
stepmother. He had thrown her out 
in December and was having a reia-
donsliip with another woman. He 
also wasn't paying support once 
they moved out," Pike said. 

Shawley was not clitrged in the 
murder of his daughter. He claimed 
to be asleep in the back of their 
mobile home at Old Dutch Fanns 
on Napier Road in Novi when the 
murder took place. 

"I don't believe that any reason­
able [icrson thinks dial he didn't 
know what was going on. That 
investigation is still pending," Pike 
said. 

Pike noted diat Shawley has a his­
tory of violence againsi women. 

"He sLxshed the dres and blew out 
die windows of Nikole's car and 
admitted dial he would push and 
shove her during altercations. He 
made comments lo several to 
friends or relatives of Nikole's dial

Tlie sliowdown on tlie propo.scd 
City of Novi 2004-2005 Budgel 
Monday night lumed into a siaie-
;nale, with city council meiiiber.s 
unanimou.'ily vonng lo adjourn 
without reaching a decision. 

After more tlian (our hours and 
several failed motions, it became 
painfully apparent tliat an agree­
ment on Ihe next fiscal year's 
budget of about $55 million was 
not going to bc achieved by the 
May 17 deadline. 

The new budget year begin.s July 
1,2004. 

On Tuesday iiioniing. Mayor 
Lou Csordas scheduled a Special 
Emergency Crisis Meeting for 7 
p.m. May 19 in council clianibcrs. 
The purpose of the meeting was 
discussion and adoption of a 200^-
2005 budget resolution. 

"Right now the city is in viola­
tion of llie city charter," said Sheryl 

Walsh, community relations direc­
tor. 

.Scclion 8.5, Adoption of 
Budget; tax limit, .states tlial the 
city budgel must be adopted no 
later than the third Monday of 
May. 

By council rules, a meeting 
could not be held on Tuesday 
night, since the city is required to 
give the public a niiniinum of 24 
hours notice of emergency meet­
ing. 

Discussion Monday night cen­
tered around .several topics, includ­
ing thc number of police dispatch­
ers, new sergcunls and patrol offi­
cers to be included in the budget; 
when bids on legal services for die 
city would be requested; and funds 
10 bc allocated for park improve­
ments and more. 

The council also lalked about 
adding funds lo ihe Judgment 
Tmsl Fund for legal expenditures 
and reinstating tlie director of plan­
ning position, which was proposed 
to bc cut. 

"The budget as originally pro­
posed was reasonable, '[he budgel 
as i l is amended could work. 
Anyone who has ever developed a 
corporate or municipal budgel wi l l 
lell you that money can be moved 

during the fiscal year. 1 am asking 
Ihis council lo take Ihis practical 
and fiscally responsible action," 
Csordas said. 

A document from Kalhy Smith-
Roy, finance direcior, last week, 
showed that the city had an addi­
tional $146,729 for re-program­
ming. 

The mayor did nol support the 
elimination of the pla-iining direc­
tor's position widi Ihe city at less 
than 75-perceni buildout. "By 
retaining the planning director 
position, the revised reprogramma­
ble funds wi l l be $88,894," 
Csordas said. He suggested that 
this entire amount be moved to the 
Judgment Trust Fund. 

"It appears a major rea.son for 
not reaching an acceptable com­
promise on the budget relates lo 
whether or not to appropriate 
funds for legal .sei-vices for six 
months or tlie full 12 months of the 
new fiscal year," City Manager 
Richard Helwig wrote in a memo 
to city staff Tuesday. 

'The mauer further relaies lo 
prior C i l y Council direcuon lo 
seek competitive proposals for 
legal services later this year. 
Another major reason is an 
expressed need to fund parks and 

recreation improvements," Helwig 
said. 

Several council members, and 
Helwig, suggested using federal 
forfeiture funds lhat tlie c^ly will 
receive as part of the recent $4.8 
mil l ion seized in drug-rehiled 
money lo fund a diird .sergeant in 
die police department. 

However, this money caiiiiol be 
budgeled because die city does nol 
yet control these fund.s. Police 
Chief Doug Schaelfer esliniales 
diat Ihe cily svill receive about $2 
million of the seized funds some­
time next year. Forfeiture funds for 
per.sonnel can also only be used foj-
one year. 

Nagy suggested lhat an inde­
pendent audit of each city depari­
menl be done in Ihc future and dial 
a U'ciid analysis be perfonned. 

"The needs of the staff are 
important, but so are die needs of 
the taxpayer," Nagy said. 

Capello iJioughl lhat a special 
committee should be fomied to 

review and study the engineering 
department in light of recent sug­
gestions that a position also be 
eliminated in dial area. 

Novi Historical Commission 
President Kalhy Mutch made an 
impassioned plea for more funding 
for the organization, whose funds 
were cut drastically in the pro­
posed budget. 

Mulch slated dial euirenl fund­
ing would mean lhal only $500 
would be available for llie enlire 
fiscal year beyond thc $3,500 
needed to maintain the Township 
Hall under the lease agreement 
wilh Ihe Novi Public Library. 

Another topic of discussion 
included a proposed iiicrea.se in 
administrative salaries, ranging 
from 2.5 percent lo .125 peirent.

"We believe it was the right sole 
all along, il shows that Bob Gatt 
li;is a lot of character to be able to 
stand up and vole i'or the fiest 
interests of his constituents. We 
really didn't w:int to file a law.suit, 
hull it was our only choice. And 
we reali/.e that a lawsuit doesn't 
make luoiicv for anybody." 

Lane said Hooters' ne.il step is 
lu opt-ii al l-ounlain Walk shop­
ping center wilh a tentative target 

date of June 15. 
"Anybody upset with the deci­

sion should be open minded. 
Come and visit the store when it 
opens. You may be pleasantly 
pleased," Lane said. 

Monday was the fourth time 
council had voted on the contro­
versial restaurant chain's request. 
Tlie first time, Nagy, Lorenzo and 
Gatt voted to deny the license 
while Csordas, Landry and 
Capello voted for approval. Paul 
was absent. During the next two 
voles, she cast the fourth and 
deciding vote for denial. 

Hooters of America is based in 
Atlanta. The business currently 
has 3.'>9 restaurants in 43 states 
and 12 foreign countries, 116 of 
which are actually company 
owned and operated, with die 
remainder operating as franchis­
es. Hooiers of Novi would be a 
company-owned location. There 
are currently 10 Hooters in 
Michigan locited in Grand 
Rapids, Lansing, Roscville, Flint, 
Muskegon, Sterling Heights, 
Troy, Taylor, Bay City and 
Saginaw. 

"This is good news." said Lane. 
"Now it's time for us to be a good 
neighiior."

Schleudcr, a regional manager 
for Student Painters, is a 2002 
graduate of Novi High School. He 
just finished up his sophomore 
year al Central Michigan 
University and has been involved 
with Student Painters since he 
was a freshman, livery year the 
organization puts on a paint train­
ing/charity paint in which a proj­
ect is .selected and painted for 
free. The only expenditure is the 
cost of the paint. 

"I thought I could give a little 
something back to the school," 
Schleuder said. "There are two 
barns there that actually need 
painting pretty badly and we only 
have time, unfortunately, to do 
one. But if it goes well and is suc­
cessful, it looks like we may have 
a paint training for next year too." 

Though the Fuerst Bams are 
used by the high school, they are 
actually owned by the City of 
Novi, which means the city pro­
vided the cost of the paint. Novi 
Mayor Lou Csordas was even 
invited to put ihe first stroke of 
paint on tlie bam at 9 a.m. on 

I Saturday. 
"I thought that it was a great 

thing dial they did." Csordas said. 
"It's a great siiuation because those 
bams are so terribly run down any­
way and I thought it was a nice 
tiling they did for our community." 

The weekend-long project is a 
charity where the Student Painters 
organization searches for a house 
or a project diat looks like it needs 
to be painted, but the owners 
might not have the funds lo do it. 
A l l the labor is free and Sherwin-
Williams, which is one of the big­
ger paint comp.inies in the United 
States, comes out to help as well. 

"Sherwin-Williams is kind of a 
sister company with us." 
Schleuder said. "They're not com­
pletely affiliated with us 100 per­

cent, but we get all our paint 
ihrough them usually and they're 
really helpful with us." 

Schleuder is a double major in 
financial planning and p.sycholo-
gy. Ill the future he hopes to run 
his own financial institution or his 
own private sector business. With 
the psychology and financial 
training, he says he has really 
been able to conned with a lot of 
homeowners by learning about 
how they think. 

"I'm putting myself through 
school, 1 have plans for grad 
school and I do want to be suc­
cessful at this," Schleuder said. "It 
has really been a positive experi­
ence for me. I put in probably 50 
to 60 hours easily every week 
over the summer. There's not a 
whole lot of lime for personal 
stuff, but it kind of puts me a little 
ahead of die game in terms of 
where I'm at in the real world." 

Schleuder explained that 
Student Painters has been around 
for 18 years, l l is a managing con­
sulting company that hires college 
students and u.ses painting to 
teach them how to run their own 
businesses. 

"1 got a phone call last October," 
Schleuder said. "I had to go to 
three or four interviews, so there's 
quite a bit of prep going in ii. For 
them, i l 's an all-risk situation 
because they want to make sure 
they have die right type of person. 
I went through manager training 
and paint training lasl summer." 

Schleuder then ran a $45,000 
business by himself, which is 
above average for most managers. 
He worked in the Novi/Northvillc 
area all last year and had to hire 
all his own painters. He also had 
to do all the payroll and all his 
own marketing. He put up lawn 
signs, fiyers and handled all the 
sales. After doing so well, he was 
promoted last summer to regional 
manager. 

" M y boss decided to put a few 
managers under me," Schleuder 
said. "I actually have four man­
agers under me now. which is a lot 
more pfe-wofk. 1 have to train all 
the employees. I was trained last 
year by another manager who did 
what I'm doing right now. We 
already did our manager training 
in FebmaIy, so 1 took them step-
by-step through basically every­
thing I learned last year." 

A l l but two of the painters who 
work for Schleuder are former 
painters and all of them helped 
widi die project on the weekend.

The ; City of Novi and 
NorthviiicTownslilp were among 
tlie iop'lOcomInunities in soulii-
east MicliigaIi based on tlie num­
ber of new housing start.? in 2003 
for the second consecutive year. 

Novi liiiiked fifth wilh 740 new 
housing iinits and Northville was 
eighth ;with 554 in 2003. 
HowevoL both communities 
dropped in Ihe rankings from 
2002 when Novi was third with 
871 new units and Northville was 
fifth with 649. 

The rankings are based on the 
number of residential building 
permits issued in 2003 according 
to the report compiled by the 
Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments (SEMCOO) . 
Constniction of new homes in the 
region increased by eight [)cicent 
in 2003 to Ihe highest level .since 
1998, according to the reixiri. 

Ill 2003, Novi issued pennits 
for 278 single-family homes, 122 
condominiums or townhouses and 
340 multi-family units (apart­
ments). Novi's total of 740 units 
led all Oakland County communi­
ties last year. 

Northville issued permits for 
356 single-family units, 28 two-
family units, 148 condos or town-
houses, and 22 apartments in 
2003. Northville was third in 
Wayne County behind Canton 
Township with 976 units and 
Brownstown Township with 725. 

"We recognize the need to have 
a mixture of housing in die town­
ship," said Jennifer Frey, director 
of community development for 
Northville Township. "We expect 
to see more smaller scale housing 
projects here in the future." 

The number of residential units 
in Northville Is significant consid-
enng it is actually half a township 
with 17 square miles splh wilh 
Plymouth Township directly 
south of It, compared to other 
townships with about 36 square 
miles, according to Frey. 

Northville Township has issued 
170 residential building permits 
year-to-dale through the end of 
Apri l , compared to 158 during the 
same period in 2003, according to 
Don Weavci; director of public 
service for the township. They 
issued 55 single-family and four 
mulu-family building pcmiits in 
Apri l alone, he added,

High-end homes popular

homes. The Michigan operations 
for the national builder of luxury 
homes are based in Fannington 
Hi l ls . 

One of die area's largest devel­
opments. Island Lake of Novi, 
features 762 sites for single-fami­
ly homes, condos and town homes 
around the 170-acre Island Lake 
on tlie 800-acre site on Wixom 
Road just north of Ten Mi le . 

"We're not just selling a com­
munity, we're selling a lifestyle," 
said John Obcrlin, assisianl vice 
president al Tol l Brothers in 
Michigan, who lives at Island 
Lake. 

Tol l Brothers is developing lhe 
Northville Hil ls Golf Club com­
munity with 369 single-family 
homes, and 184 condos, and 
Steeplechase of Northville with 
284 homes, 

Cambridge Homes, a local 
builder of custom luxury homes, 
Ls the developer of Bellagio, one 

of the most prestigious develop­
ments in the area. Located on 
Wixom Road, i i includes 55 .sites 
in the high-end, gated community 
with homes selling from $1 to $4 
mil l ion. 

"There are only 12 home sites 
remaining at Bellagio," said Mark 
Guidobono, C E O of Cambridge

Maybury Park Estates, located 
west of Beck Road off Eight Mile 
in Nov i , has 43 half-acre hoirie 
sites in the first phase of the 
development by Babcock 
Development and Mult i Building 
Company.

"The overall demand for hous­
ing has remained robust in the 
Novi and Northville areas over 
the past year," said Jim bu rne r of 
Pultc Homes, Inc. in Bloomfield 
Hills. 

Pulle is building residential 
developments across soutlieastcm 
Michigan including current proj­
ects at Woodlands of Nordivil le 
and Waterstone Estates in 
Norihville. 

Resideiii ial building permits 
issued in other local communities 
included Mi l ford with 60; South 
Lyon, 106; Walled Lake, 61 and 
Wixom, 33, according to the 
S E M C O G report. The part of 
Northville in Oakland County had 
five new building permits in 2003.

A local couple is awaiting 
word to learn when a company 
might be interested in an idea 
they have developed for an inno­
vative new pioduct lhat could 
help increase safety and saves 
lives on the road. 

Novi residents Brian and 
Carolyn Yurkunas developed the 
^i^ncept for a new invention, 
\Vhich they cal l the Early 
Emergency Radar Warning sys­
tem, designed lo alen drivers of 
approaching emergency vehicles. 

"It's a good safety feature." 
Carolyn said. 

"And it could save a lot of 
lives," Brian added. 

Emergency vehicles often 
move ill high speeds and drivers 
may not hear the sirens or .see ihe 
flashing lights making it difficult 
for them to know the vehicle is 
approaching. This unique device 
would inform drivers of the direc­
tion from which an emergency 
vehicle is coming and allow the 
driver plenty of time to pull over 
in the proper direction. 

Brian and Carolyn began 

developing their idea for Ihe 
Eariy Emergency Radar Warning 
device in 2000. They were moti­
vated to develop such a product 
by seeing and hearing about so 
many accidents involving emer­
gency vehicles and auiomobiles. 

They talked about their idea for 
some lime but didn'l know how 
lo go about pursuing it, Brian 
said. He saw a commercial on tel­
evision for an organization called 
Invention Technologies, Inc. thatj 
helps people get their inventions 
developed so he requested some 
information about it. 

After discussing Uieir idea with 
Invent Tech, the couple sent a 
draft of their product to the com­
pany in late 2OO0. The company 
liked their idea .and they called to 
discuss it wilh them by telephone, 
Brian said. 

The couple decided to invest 
$600 lo proceed wilh Invent 
Tech, which developed a rough 
blueprint for the device. The 
inventors made some minor 
changes to the proposed product 
and Invent Tech tweaked it a hil 
over die past few years, he added. 

Invent Tech is now marketing 
(heir original idea for the device 

to manufacturers interested in 
new product development, espe­
cially in the automotive industry. 
They h;ive advertised and market­
ed it al trade shows for automo­
tive manufacturers in California 
and Germany, according to Brian. 

Invent Tech is seeking a manu­
facturer that would sign a licens­
ing agreement with the 
Yurkunases as owners of the 
product. The licensing agreemem 
•-gfants ,the.,compa(ly,, t|i,e, right 
imanufaclure, market and profit 
•from the product. 

Once a licensing agreement is 
reached with a manufacturer, 
Invent Tech would then obtain a 
patent on the product for their 
clients, according to a company 
official in Inventor Relahons al 
Invention Technologies, based in 
Coral Gables, Fla. 

Brian and Carolyn have invest­
ed an additional $10,000 with 
Invent Tech to find a manufactur­
er, sign a licensing agreetnenl and 
obtain the patent for their prod­
uct. Brian's brother Chuck and 
his wife Brenda provided some 
financial backing for ihe product 
as an investment. 

The Iwo couples hope lo make 

w a r n i n g 

a return on their inveslment once 
a licensing agreement is reached 
with a manufacturer, Brian stiid. 

How much money can they 
expect to inake for their Early 
Emergency Radar Warning 
device'.' 

In addilion to an iicquisilion 
fee or up-front payment, royalty 
payments to the developers could 
equal roughly 25 percent of any 
profiis on i l . Depending on the 
specifics of the prpducji a rqyall^^ 
riile of 2'^ip 20. 'perceiil'o'f ilie 
invoiced selling priced could be 
paid to them, according lo Invent 
Tech. 

The inveslment was a sizable 
risk for ihe Novi couple. Brian 
has worked in the tool and die 
business for the automotive 
industry but is currently unem­
ployed. Carolyn works as a wait­
ress at a restaurant in Brighton. 

The couple hopes lo have the 
Early Emergency Radar Warning 
device in produciion and avail­
able lo the (lublic in the near 
future. 

"The sooner we get them In 
vehicles, die sooner it can help 
prevent tragic accidents, injuries 
and deaths," said Brian.

As aii annual riglil of passage, 
founii graders froni all five ele­
menlary schools in Novi visited 
Novi .Meadows School last week 
for an orientation and a meet-and-
grect with teachers, administrators 
and counselors. Each .school took 
one day to visit for the purpose of 
getting the kids used to what will 
be dicir new surrounding.s come 
ne.Kt fall. 

According to Kristen Robb, 
organizer of the orientation for the 
pa.st I'lvc years, ibe event is very 
effective in relieving any anxiety 
and stress that students may feel 
about attending a brand new 
schiKil in the fifth grade. 

"The layout of our schools is 
unique due to Ihc fact that our ele­
mentary schixils are K-4 and Novi 
Meadows building is unique in 
itself l>ecausc it is only fifth and 
six 111 grade." Robb said. "It's pret­
ty overwhelming lor incoming stu-
dciit.s from all ihc (jthcr clemcnt:u-y 
schools." 

Hach visiting fourth grade class­
room is paired up with a fifth grade 

classroom. Fifdi grade students 
write a postcard invitation to each 
fourth grade student and invite 
diem to visit beforehand. Students 
sit through a small orientation 
presentation by die administrators 
in die cafeteria in the moniing, 
dicn diey go to the classroom and 
they pair up in groups of two or 
four widi their pen pal buddy who 
invited them over. Tlie fifdi graders 
give the fourth graders a tour of the 
building, and after lhat diere is a 
qucstion-and-answer session and a 
.scavenger hunt. 

"The fourth graders are asked to 
prepare questions about some of 
the exciting things that are new to 
diem," Robb said. 'The clubs are 
new, die cafeteria and die lunch 
program is new, the specials' rota­
tions are different, And the fifth 
graders ate able to lake band, so 
that is new to them as well." 

Other new aspects of Novi 
.Meadows include having to know 
how to use a locker and dealing 
with more homework dicn they arc 
used to. 

"rhey're coining from five dif­
ferent elementary schools and we 
are trying to ease their anxiety by 

sharing with them and helping 
them to understand that everyiiody 
is new here," Robb said. "We Uy to 
help diem develop new friendships 
because dicy're all logedier from 
the fifdi grade on till they graduate 
from high school. Homework is 
also a big anxiety for the kids. 
They're always wonied about all 
die rumors of how much more 
homework they will have when 
they get here." 

Robb explained diat die Iburdi 
graders feel important because 
they each get a personal invitation 
from die fifdi graders. It's al.so 
good for die fifth graders bccau.sc 
diey are responsible for telling 
each fourdi grader all about their 
school. 

"It gives the fifth graders a sense 
of pride," Robb said. "It's nice for 
me because I see all the kids. 1 
know all die fifUi graders, so 1 
actually enjoy doing it and 1 can 
tell the fourth graders that I will 
see diem next year."

Students at Novi Woods 
Elementary School received a real 
lesson in sportsmanship when 
vintage baseball players Harlan 
Worden, Jeff Lytle, Patrick 
McKay and Robert Lytle came 
visiting April 30.

When 
he doesn't make it, he takes a bike 
ride down a trail, fails down and 
when he awakes, discovers that he 
has gone back in time and wit­
nesses how baseball used to be 
played. 

"Mr. McKay is the curator of 
the Museum in Rochester and his 
nephew is a student here in Novi 
and because die nephew is a base­
ball player, he got this book I'rom 
his uncle last year for Christmas," 
Lytle said. "The boy read it and 
loved it. He brought it to his 
teacher and she read it to the 
whole class. She asked ML 
McKay to come out and do a pres­
entation of baseball and he asked 
me to come along. My son is here 
along with Harlan Worden, so 
four of us were able lo come." 

The four spoke to a group of 
students who have all read the 
book, so they already had a back­

ground on what the topic was. 
"We talked about the way base­

ball was played," Lytle said. 
"They had a lot of good questions 
and I tried to answer a lot of ques­
tions about writing, l was able to 
explain some things lhat I have 
learned about writing books." 

The story in "A Pitch in Time" 
starts out in the year 2005. Being 
from Atlanta, the boy moves up to 
Michigan and ha.s a .southern 
accent. He is teased because of it 
in school. He knows that if can 
get on a baseball team, he would 
make friends. He learns and also 
teaches many lessons along the 
way. 

As the curator of the Rochester 
Hills Museum, McKay knows 
much about the subject as-well. 
"Whal we're trying to do is give 
children a chance to understand 
that baseball and all sporting 
events can be played by the rules 
of a gentleman's sport, whether 
they're ladies or genlleman, bul to 
understand lhal a sport is more lo

teach good social skills as well," 
he said. "It's not always about 
competition or winning or losing. 
You can have fun and cheer for 
the other person, and that'̂  a good 
lesson that takes you all ^hrough 
life." 

McKay is hoping that baseball 
is a good way of teaching kids 
how lo behave in silualioiis where 
they're not always the winner. He 
said lhal good competition is 
good, but they should always 
compliment the other team after 
the game. 

McKay explained thai in Ihe 
I86()s, the only group of men thai 
would have worn a uniform were 
the fire department, so ihe four 
men's uniforms mimic the fire 
department type uniforms, bul 
they also represent good clolliing. 

"We wear an official bow lie 
and hat with collar.s down," 
McKay said. "It's a very formal 
uniform because wc arc out per­
forming in front of our friends in 
the community.

According to die item concerning the dis­
missal of planning director David Evancoe, 'The 
savings of his salary over a six-monlh period 
would bring an additional $57,835 lo die city." 

Can one infer that Evancoe works only six 
mondis of each year, or does one concluderfliat 
his total cost per year is $115,670? 

Somebody is obviously attempting lo distoIt 
die undi about die exorbitant salaries of our city * 
employees. 

Anodier perplexing statement informs us "dial 
diere is an extra pay period diis ycar..having a 
$600,000 impact on die city's payroll." Does dial 
mean: 

1, Twelve (12) plus (1) x $600,000 or 
2, R<ty-T\vo (52) plus (1) x $600,000 or 
3, Twenty-four (24) plus (I) x $600,000 or 
4, Twenty-six (26) plus (I) x $600,000 
PrecLsely, how long is a pay period, and what 

is die annual net cosi-$ 1.8 million, $31.8 mill ion, 
$15,0 million or $16,2 miUion? 

One more issue is befuddling. 
Instead of infomiing us dial "I mil is equal lo 

1/10 of a cent (chicken feed) which is equal to 
$286,000," why nol mention dial 10.5416 mils 
equal $30,185,000 which is .spent eamesdy by 
our city officials al an annually increasing rale 
beyond die rale of inflation. 

Also, dial measly 1/10 of ceni multiplied by 
I0.54i6 levied on a home worth $300,000 adds 
up to $ 1,581.24 if assessed at 50 percent of mar­
ket value. 

Why must we do die madi if we want to know 
die actual bottom Une?

Law, moral uadition and die 
teachings of most churches all 
sanction "just wars," which 
require a valid casus belli ("cause 
for going to war,") such as being 
attacked, as this nation was al 
Pear! Harbor. 

The problem with Iraq is dial 
die stilted cause for going to wai' 
is now so muddled. War is a terri­
ble business. Always it involves 
episodes of atiocities, torture, 
abuse, inisjudgments. These can 
be tolerated by society as regret­
table but inevitable, on balance 
legitimized by die moral authority 
of die original cause for going lo 
wai; But it is precisely die lack of 
an obviously jusl cause for die 
war in Iraq dial has made die 
recent revelations so exquisitely 
painful and damaging lo America, 

But it is important to note, 
please, diat Iraq is not Afghanistan 
and Abu Ghraib prison is not die 
Guantanamo Bay detention center. 
The Tidiban took over Afghanistan 
and used it as a base lo allow dieir 
al-Qaeda friends to plan die hor­
rors of 9/ i 1. That's jusl cause for 
going to war in my mind, and the 
Taliban and dieir len'orist friends 
deserve whatever diey get.

The 
daytime population 
is close lo 250,000. 
At night, a widely 
diverse 78,000 resi­
dents sleep here. 

There is a 
Jewish community 
and a Chaldean 
one. There are 
longtime white res­
idents, many 
Aftican-
Americans, some 
Asians, and even. 
Mayor Brenda Lawrence says, 
immigrants from Nigeria. 

So is Soudifield die Americim 
dream? Is it becoming die place 
where "litde black boys and litde 
black girls wil l be able to join 
hands widi littie white boys and 
girls," as Martin Ludier King imag­
ined in his famous speech? 

Lawrence hopes so. Now 49, she 
won a close race for mayor in 
200l, beating Donald Fracassi, who 
had been in office for 29 years. 
Keeping Southfield a diriving, 
diverse community is very impor­
tant to her. "We want every group 
to realize die tiiIth — dial diis is a 
wonderful place to live," she said 
early one moming before starting 

: her day job as manager of training 
and development at Soudifield's 
post office. 
. • Ed Powers, executive director of 
Southfield's Chamber of 

*ComInefce, has nodiing but praise 
for her style. "Fracassi did a lot for 
business in this city. But our new 
maycff came in with a very unique 
approach of reaching out to the 
metropolitan area while at die same 

Lfime looking after Soudifield." 

Indeed, he says, despite the ixo-
nomic difficulties of recent years, 
diere has been no weakening of die 
business community, Powers said. 

"Wc have an occupancy rate of 
80 to 86 percent, and dial compares 
favorably to any place in die 
region," he added. 

But die future of population 
diversity in Soudifield, a city 
founded, in die days of die first 
suburban exodus from downtown 

Detioit, seems far 
less certain. In 
1970, die African-
American popula­

Throughout die 
1990s, city offi­
cials mainlained 
die black popula­
tion had .stabilized 
at around a diird of 
die total. Bul die 
2000 census 
showed Soudifield 
was 54 percent 
African-

American; 38 percent white. 
Kurt Meizger, in charge of popu­

lation and demographic studies at 
Wayne State University predicts 
dial by 2010, Soudifield will be "70 
to 75 percent African-American," 
nearly as black as Dedoit 

'To some extent it depends on 
the Ordiodox Jewish communily," 
said Meizger, who was an analyst 
for die U.S. Census Bureau for 
years. If diey stay it may be a littie 
less, i f diey leave, it may be a litde 
more." 

The problem is diat, as New York 
University political scientist 
Andrew Hacker puts it. "white resi­
dents will stay ... if black anivals 
do not exceed 8 percent Once die 
black population passes dial point, 
whites began to leave die neighbor­
hood . . . and the area will be on die 
way to be becoming all black." 
Obviously, Soudifield is well past 
dial pomt 

Soudifield is different from older 
indusnial cities in dial tiiere is no 
"ghetto," no slum area, jusl nice 
nesidential housing. But starting in 
die early 1980s, it became a mecca 
for middle-class black families flee­

ing Detroit's problems — and espe­
cially, its dysfunctional schools. 

More dian one Detroit politician' 
was caught lying about dieir resi­
dence 10 sneak dicir children into 
Soudifield schools. Todiiy, 89 per­
cent of Soudifield students are 
black, and most of die rest multi­
racial. 

Yet tfiere are a number of posi­
tives, MeKger notes. New houses 
arc still being built, and die popula­
tion is still increasing. "And while 
die new arrivals are African-
American, Uiey are still seem to be 
solidly middle-class." 

But he worries dial may change. 
Southfield schools are in tiouble. 
Thaidcs to die city's commercial 
base, diey were once financially 
secure. But Proposal A changed all 
dial in 1994. Now, Soudifield 
homeowners pay virtually die high­
est school taxes in the state. In 
March, diey decisively rejected a 
20.6 mUl request 

On June 14, die schools wil l tiy 
again. Even if dial is approved, die 
schools will have to make $8 mil­
lion in cuts. But If die millage fails, 
die result wi l l be financial chaos, 
and a mined school sysiem. And 
dien die middle-class of every color 
will leave. "WIdiout good schools, 
die only people who move in are 
die newly wed and die ahnost 
dead," said Mr. Metzger. 

Mayor Lawrence knows diis. 
She and her husband moved to 
Soudifield in 1986, and put dieir 
kids dirough die schools. Thai's 
why, after working bodi her jobs, 
she campaigns where and when she 
can for the nuUage. 

"We're die center of it all," she 
tells voters, echoing die city slogan. 
What's yet to be delerminai is, as 
William Buder Yeats said, whedier 
diis particular center can hold. 
Whedier it does may tell us as 
much about die ftItiue of democra­
cy in America as i l does about one 
particular suburb.

A i first giance, one would think 
courage is gaining popularity In 
.some areas of the nation. 
According lo tiic National 
Conference of State l.x;gisialures 
(NC.SL). the majority of U.S. 
states expect io end their fi.scal 
years in much better financial 
shape than a year ago. Three-fifths 
are projecting surpluses at the end 
of the year. 

The couragi': to cut wasteful 
government 
spending and 
use taxpayers' 
dollars only 
when and where 
necessary surely 
must be behind 
this uplifting 
news. 

But a closer 
look is disap-

ixiinling. On top of ihe .$20 billion 
provided to states by Uncle Sam 
to pay for Medicaid and other pro­
grams, many state officials hiked 
fees and (lipped into emergency 
funds to survive recent financial 
disasters. 

Although the budget picture 
today appears rosier beyond the 
Capital Beltway, the conference 
reports ihat more than half of the 
states are expecting "budget 
gaps"in F Y 2005, totaling some 
Si5 bil l ion. 

Commendably, some states 
have stanched the hemorrhage of 
red ink, N C S L noted, but 10 states 
are now worse off than in 
NovenibeL Eighieen others have 
admitted gaps and 17 are casting 
blame on Medicaid and other 
health programs for siphoning 
away their funds. To their credit. 
Delaware, Florida, Nevada and 
Wyoming will have surpluses 
the latter expecting more than 14 
percent extra cash in the state cof­
fer at year's end. 

Now's a good time for state 
lawmakers and budgeteers to ask a 
very pertinent question: What 
would small-business owners do if 
they looked in the cash register 
and found it fiiied with lOUs? 

Small-business owners would 
have the courage to say "no." No 
io spending money they don't 
lii ivc, no to wasting the funds 
they've earned, no to taking on 
un-needed labor, no to filling their 
shelves with inventories they can't 
sell and no lo ignoring the dangers 
o f deficit spending that could kill 
their enterpIises. 

It's easy to say "yes" when 
you're spending someone else's 
money. Many of Uiese states will 
continue their irresponsible 
spending sprees and try Id solve 
(heir problems with the same old 
knee-jerk tax increases. Oihers, 
N C S L said, wil ! look io gambling, 
higher college tuitions, imposing 
surcharges or raising fees. And 
those who absolutely lack the 
courage io look small-business 
owners and other taxpayers in the 
eye wil l play sneaky calendar 
games, such as sliding up tax-due 
dates. 

If they want io lest their 
courage, state officials might con­
sider doing some of the things rec­
ommended by the American 
Legislative Exchange Council in 
i t 's guide "Budget Cutting 
Strategies for Cash-Stfapped 
States." Il offers 10 ways state 
governments can get themselves 
out of diis fix, such as reducing 
workforce costs, cutting spending, 
selling off surplus assets, elimi­
nating poorly-performing pro­
grams and reducing duplication. 

These are not complicated solu-
lions. Most of ihem are realities 
dial small businesses deal with 
every day. 

But the first and most important 
step is having die courage to say

Having tiptoed dirougli tiic

bargains-coii-
firiiied by tlic 
sales associate: 
"you saved 
more dian $100 
today M a ' a m " 
-_ when the 
intrepid clerk 

^ teased her with 
M a r y $20 more in sav­

ings. A l l she had 
to do was ojiofi a 

line of credit at the store. 
"And the savings don't end 

today," she said. "The second 
Tuesday of every liiontii, card­
holders receive 15 percent off :ill 
purchases. And the piomotioiis... 
Let ine tell you iihout the special 
proiiKitions." 

Normally Sofia would have 
politely declined. She and Iicr 
husband use one credit card for all 
purchases and pay off Ihc balance 
religiously eveiy month. It's their 
way of keeping Iheir personal 
finances neat and tidy. 

But she wanted more, more sav­
ings lo brag abniil when people 
commented on her new suit. 

Whi le her application was 
being processed she Hashed back 
lo the lean years just alter college 
when this exercise would have 
likely proven futile. She'd racked 
up significant credit card and stu­
dent loan debt, so much more than 
her paltry entry-level incoiric 
could manage. 

Gradualing students have un 
average of $20,402 in combined 
education loan and credit card i ial-
anccs, according lo recent studies. 
The average number of credit 
cards per college student is 4.25. 

Today things were dilCerenl, 
much different. Her debt load 
reduced to a mortgage and poor 
spending iiabits iong since arrest­
ed, she had no doubt that the cred­
it card company would welcome 
her wilh a generous credit line. So 
why was she i'eeiiiig so anxious? 

For die second year in a row, 
Americans earned a " D " grade in 
bankratc.com's Financial Liteiacy 
Survey for 2004. Tiie survey indi­
cates dial Americans are in "debt 
deni.ll" — unwilling to admit dial 
credit Is a problem. 

"You've only got one card, 
Sofia. One card, Tliis is no big 
deal," she coached herself. 
"People have lots of cards. You 
can put i l away ~ store it some­
place safe and dust it off when the 
need and related savings arc in 
harmony" 

The average citizen is drowning 
in debt; and 75 percent of credit 
CTfd holders have inaxed out al 
least one credit card during the 
past year, .s:iys the Suniinii Dai ly 
News. 

But i l was a big deal, siic 
dioughi as the well-accessorized 
clerk presented her with a tempo­
rary card loaded with a $1,500 
limit. Tl ic interest rale was 19.8 
percent. Were she lo fall into her 
old habit of paying the mininium 
mondily balance, il would lake 18 
montlis to pay off her $150 pur­
chase today — and $20 in interest. 

Sixty-four percent of con­
sumers ages 18 to 24 don't even 
know the Intefesi rates they pay on 
their credit cards, according lo 
M y vesla. 

"Wc hope to see you next 
week," she said. "You'll be getting 
word of die promotion in die mail. 
Be sure to bring your card." 
. Sofia finally identified the emo­
tion she was wrestling with as she 
hung her bargains from the cloth­
ing hook in die car. Remorse.

Three weeks after opening die 
account — before the card had 
arrived in die mail — she'd can­
celled i l . Since, she'd received 
four promotional offers from the 
retail oudet and an influx of new 
credit caId offers. Fonunaiely, she 
wasn't tempted lo use ihem — not 
even to chase a bargain.
