As the nation prepares lo honor its 
fallen veterans Monday on Memorial 
Day, a former longtime Novi resident 
and his family received a special 
honor last month when die veteran 
received a full iiiilitiuy burial April 16 
al Arlington National Cemeteiy in 
Washington. D.C. 

Lt. Col . Frederick J. Baker, 
United Stales Marine Corps, 
Retired, who .served in World War 
11, ihe Kore^-War and ihe Vietnam 
War, died Oct. 5,200.1 
- "We contacied the military lo sec 
about having him buried al 
Arlington. Anyone who is retired 

from the mili­
tary who has 
been cremated 
can be buried 
in Arlington 
National 
Cemetety," 
Juanita Baker 
.said. 

"He was in 
the Marines for 
more than 26 

years. Anybody who knew Fred 
knew Uiat he was a Marine until he 
died," she said. 'This is someUiing 
lie always w.intcd, .so we we're glad 
wc could do it." 

Baker enlisted in the Marine 
Conis in March 1943. During World 
War II he served in a Marine Dive 
Bombing -Squadron in ihc South 
Pacific and also during Ihe liberation 
of the Philippine Islands. 

After Worid War 11 he was dis-
cliiu-ged as a staff sergeant and 
began his college career at thc Naval 
War College. Following college 
gradualion, he returned lo active 
duty as a .second lieutenant due to 
die sliirt of the Korean War. 

During the Korean War, Baker

served wilh an infantry regiment in 
Korea.

Baker was .sent to .Viemam and 
assigned as Battalion Commander 
of a Tnick Battalion supporting ihe 
infantry. ^ 

He was awarded'die Bronze Star 
with Combat " V " for his service in 
Vietnam. Afier the Vietnam War, 
Baker was transferred lo U.S. 
Marine Corps Headquarters and 
was assigned as -Head Molor 
Transport Branch in Ihe G-4 
Section. 

After serving three years in ihis 
position. Baker retired from active 
duly and moved his family from' 
Alexandria, Va., to Novi. 

Following his redremeni from die 
miliiary, thc grocery siore chain 
Kroger employed Baker as die 
maintenance superintendent for its 
fleet of micks. In 1975 he began 
selling heavy-duty parts to micking 
flecLs until his retiremenl in 1993. In 
his remaining years, he enjoyed 
golfing and .spending time wilh fam­
ily and friends. 

Baker is survived by his wife of 
more dian 60 years Juaniia, of Novi;

According to Davis, perception 
still seems lo be thai it's cosring 
the district too much money to 
have full-day kindergarten.

Schram explained diat statistics 
show diat there were more stu­

dents enrolled in first grade dieii 
diere were in kindergarien each 
year dating back to die 1998-99 
school year. For example, the 
1998-99 kindergarten class had 
450 sludenls in i l . That same class 
had 461 .students when il moved 
on to the first grade.

Schram said that since die Novi 
Community School Districl didn't 
offer full-day kindergarten prior 
to diis school year, parents were 
turning to private schools and 
daycare. Then, after a yeaf, they 
would enter.dieu- kids in first 
grade at Novi Schools. 

"This is what's cleariy showing 
me that parents were keeping 

iheir kids out because they went 
to the private sector just for full-
day kindergarten, dien diey came 
back lo us in the first grade," 
Schram said. "That's why we 
have many more students from 
the same class in die first grade 
die very next school year." 

After kindergarten enrollment 
steadily declined for die most part 
over those years, administrators 
expected to have approximately 
400 students enroll in kinder­
garten this school year, but diey 
were pleasantly surprised when 
443 students enrolled. 

Schram said that dial particular 
statistic alone.shows diat more 
parents are pulling dieir kids in 
full-day kindergarten programs 
than ever before. The fact that the

Swan crashes through windshield

A s thc saying goes, truth is 
stranger than fiction. 

Take, for example, an inci­
dent lhat happened lasi 
Saturday morning in Novi . 

Pam Falzon of New Hudson 
was driving west on Grand 
River Avenue just west o f Beck 
Road when a swan crashed 
through her windshield al 
10:47 a.m. 

Thc bird caused about 
$1,700 worth of damage lo her 
1996 Mercury Villager mini-
van. 

"1 had just left Home Depoi. 
I'm and arlist and was buying 
some art supplies. The light 
had just changed, and I was on 
my way home. 

" ! saw a bird in ihc distance. 
It was flying low and trying to 
gain altitude. There was a truck 
alongside me that started 
through the light al the same 
time I did. 1 think Ihc wind 
draft from the truck pulled the 
bird down into my windshield. 
The swan was going faster and 
faster but coining down toward 
die windshield. He looked like 
he was losing altitude fasi," she 
recalled. 

Fal/.on said the beautiful 
while swan was killed when it 
struck the windshield. 

"It hit so hard that i l hit me in 
the face. 1 was sprayed by the 
glass dial broke from the inside, 
bul I had sunglasses on, so that 
protected my eyes," she said. 

"When it hit, it went through 
ihe windshield and pulled apart 
the roofing of thc interior of the 

van where die window frame 
.connects and ripped off the dri­
ver's side visor," Falzon said. 

"Il was almost surreal 
because I saw it coming al me. 
1 closed my eyes and held onto 
the wheel when I saw i i com­
ing." 

Falzon admitted diat i l was 
quite a freak accident. 

"This is something that never 
happens. The bird was huge. 
The wing span covered the 
whole windshield," she said. 

"I really felt bad about i l . It 
was such a surprise to see 
somelhing like that happen. 
There are a lot of birds in /light 
in lhal area because iherc arc 
two ponds — one on either side 
of Grand River. I've seen geese 
hii in that area before," she said. 

Falzon said the Novi police 
officer on the scene was as 
shocked as she was when he 
saw thc swan stuck in her 
windshield. 

"His jaw dropped when he 
saw the bird," she said. 

Olficcr Scott Tcwes said that 
the bird was halfway inside die 
miiiivan and halfway out of Ihc 
vehicle. 

"The wings kepi i l from 
going completely into ihe vehi­
cle, bui i i collapsed ihe wind­
shield. I'd never seen anything 
like dial before, it's somelhing 
you don't see every day," 
Tewcs said.

all of ils elcmenlary schools this 
year attracted many parents to 
s iar i Ihcir kids educational 
careers in the district, rather 
than wait ing until Ihe first 
grade. 

"Thc state is going lo give us 
$8,000 per ch i ld , whether they 
are enrolled in full-day of half-
day kindergarten," Schram said. 
" W c have 43 more kids in 
kindergarten this year than we 
expected." 

That equates to $344,000. 
According lo J im Koster, assis­
tant superintendent of business 
and I'inance, the districl needed 
approximately $190,000 lo 
break even. 

"Wc made $154,000 by hav­
ing full-day kindergarten," .said 
Schram. "When our overall 
enrolliiient went up seven per­
cent and kindergarten enroll­
ment went down, that's what 
made it even clearer to me thai 
we're losing kids to the private 
sector when we had jusl half-
day kindergarien." 

The more students the dislricl 
has in its schools, the more 
money wi l l be brought in from 
Ihe state. Thai 's why il is very 
important lo administrators to 
keep full-day kindergarten in 
tact. 

"If we go back lo half-day 

kindergarien only, a number of 
parents would probably choose 
to have their kids go lo another 
program, or a private school, or 
a chi ld care center that offers a 
full-day kindergarten program," 
Davis said. "We would nol get 
those students into thc Nov i 
school system unl i l potentially 
the first grade." 

C r u c i a l t ime f r a m e s 

Davis believes that the dis­
trict's enrollment has gone up in 
part because people like the 
high school program as well . 
She explained lhal the iwo 
major lime periods thai parents 
tend lo move their families is 
just before Ihe oldest one goes 
10 high school or when a child is 
ready lo enler kindergarten. 

"Those two spots, thc kinder­

garten spot and the high school 
spot are crucial , " Davis said. 
"Fo r us, provid ing ful l-day 
kindergarien this year really 
bolslered ihe numbers. Thai 
gives us dollars." 

" W c have an excclleni half-
day kindergarten program, bul 
the full-day kindergarten pro­
gram simply gives an option for 
kids who are ready lo he in an 
educational program for a 
longer per iod of l ime," she 
added. "They have the opportu­
nity to extend their learning. It's 

not that it's a better academic 
program; it's the .same academic 
program." 

Dav is explained lha l an 
extensive screening where stu­
dents are questioned, ics icd or 
observed is perlbrm'cd lo deier-
ininc i f (hey arc ready fo r fu l l -
day kindergarien. There is a 
wide variety of activit ies or 
tasks that they compleie, par­
ents arc asked aboul i l ie i r 
ch i ld 's personal habils, how 
many naps Ihey still take and i f ' 
they're they arc potty trained. 
This is done to find out i f kids 
are ready for Ihe duration of a 
lul l-day program.

Tlie city councii recently aniend-
eci Novi's Nuisance Ordinance, 
pulling togcliier oiTcnses tiiat al'fccl 
property owners. 

A new iirocinure piiiilislIcd iiy llic 
cily, "Exterior Property 
Maintenance Tips & 
Requirements." outlines some of 
the ciiiinges. 

City Council approved lite 
aniendmenls to llie ordinance May 
.1. A first offense cosl.s .$200; a 
repeat offense costs $500. 

Cindy Ugiow, neighborhood 
services coordinator, said the 
amended ordinance is an iniprove-
incni. 

Before the aniendmenls were 
made, sections were scattered 
throughout the ordinance. The goal 
was to taiie these sections and 
establish a new code section which 
focuses on the condition of residen­
tial and commercial properties. 

"It's more user-friendly. We 
pulled different sections from olher 
code chapters that were specifical­
ly categorized nuisance-tyiie ordi­
nances and combined them into 
one chapter called the Nuisance 
Ordinance. Within that ordinance, 
we're starting to address the exteri­
or maintenance of the property, 
including dwellings, weeds and 
inoperable vehicles," she said. 

The new brochure has a checic-

list 10 help owners determine if 
their property needs repair. 

• Properly owners are not 
allowed lo have iraSh, debris, 
garbage or uncut weeds. Weeds 
and plants, excluding cultivated 
floweni and garden areas, must be 
less than eight inches high. Al l nox­
ious weeds are prohibited. 

• Residents can aiso not have 
inoperable, unlicensed or disman­
tled vehicles'pariied in (heir yard. 

• Areas cannot be cluttered with 
oid lumber, scrap metal, aluminum, 
appliances or fumiture. Are there 
rat bunows on ihc property, and, if 
so, is U'ash or dog food stored on 
die property'.' 

• Firewood must tie stacked at 
least six feel from a stnicture, o/l' 
Ihc ground and free of any rubbish 
or debris. 

• Dead trees, tree limbs or brush 

must also be removed. And roofs 
can't sag or have missing or dam­
aged shingles or holes. Property 
owners are urged lo check caves 
and soffits for missing boards, 
damage or rot. 

• Cracks or holes in tlie building 
foundation itfe lo be patched and 
walls with rolled wood, broken, 
loose or missing siding, cracks in 
mortar or cracked, blislercd or 
peeling paint should be repaired. 

• Gutters that sag, leak or have 
missing or disconnected sections, 
are nisly or need paint also deserve 
attention. 

• Broken windows, loni or miss­
ing screens, windows llial don't Iil 
wilhin lhe frame well, have rolleii 
frames or cracked, blistered or 
lieeling paint or do not open and 
close properly need lo be 
addressed. 

• Doors that do not fit within the 
frame well , have rotted wood, 
cracked, blistered or peeling paint 
or do not open and close properly 
are olher things to look for in 
keeping buildings up to code in 
Ihe cily. 

• Porches with missing boards or 
railings, thai have delerioralcd 
columns or arc not supported prop­
erly, sag excessively, have cracked, 
blistered or peeling pain or torn 
screens also must be fixed. 

• .Stairs to porches can't sag, 
have missing steps or have loose or 
missing handrails. A h;indrail must 
be present if dicre are more llian 
four steps. 

• Garages, sheds and other 
detached buildings thai lean or 
have any of die condition.s listed 
above are also in violation of Ihc 
ordinance. 

• Fences and retaining walls ihat 
lean, have parts missing, are loose 
or unstable, need paint or have any 
cr.icks dial need patching should 
also be repaired. 

• Property owners siiould check 
sidewalks for any tripping hazards, 
graffiti should be removed or paint­
ed over, and il is unlawful to have a 
portable toilet on land zoned resi­
dential unless it's a construction 
site, park or school facility. 
Residents, however, can obtain a 
special permit for portable toilets 
for a special event. 

• Finally, owners must also cle.ir 
snow and ice from sidewalks widi­
in 24 hours after the end of accu­
mulation of snow greater dian iwo 
inches.

A producer of root beer, beer, 
liquor and energy drinks has 
reecivcd a nod of approval to 
start establishing a brownfield 
authority in Green Oak 
Township, 

The brownfield authority 
would allow Green Oak to eap-
turc increa.sed tax revenues from 
new investment in thc old 
Thcrinoni building and use those 
funds to clean up the site, which 
is coniaininated. The township 
lioiird supported the idea of try­
ing to create an auihority I'or 
V O D A Dist i l l ing Inc., which is 
currently scrubbing the build­
ing's interior so il can begin pro­
duction of an energy drink. 

Officials were happy to see 
interest in the large vacant nianu-
I'acluring building. 

"Whal we have here is a build­
ing lhal has sat vacant for five 
years, is being vandalized .iiid 
becoming an eyesore," said Mark 
St. Charles, Green Oak Township 
supervisor "Wc have a chance lo 
rehabilitate this building and cre­
ate new jobs." 

The Thermofil site has been 
vacant since 1998, when a huge lire 
destroyed part of the business. 
Thermofil. which had sought water 
for a fire-suppression syslein, 
moved ils operation lo Fowlerville. 

Unlike Thermofil, die building's 
new owner, Peter Paisley, will have 
the advantage of water service. The 
township is wrapping up work lo 

supply waler to the area as part of 
the Livingston Community Water 
Auihority 

Paisley is planning to invest $3 
million in the building, and ihe 
company is expecting lo create 40 
new full-time jobs. 

Rick Seymour, township U\isiee, 
said he couldn't see any risks, short 
of the company nol making i l . 

"We end up widi a pretty empty 
building and a cleaned up site," 
Seymour s;iid. 

James Tischler lold tlie board an 
estimated $50,000 would be need­
ed to assess the contamination. 
Tischler is employed with A K T 
Peerless Environmental Services, 
which was hired by V O D A 
Dislilliiig 10 help set up the brown­
field iiiithority 

Tischler said anolher $500,000 
would bc spent lo tear up the exist­
ing fioor and install a sealant lo 
prevent vapors from coming up 
through die floor 

"We have an idea of what we ' 
Ihink may need lo be done, bul 
won' l know exactly unlil ihe 
asscssmenl is done," Tischler 
said. 

Increased taxes that could he 
captured would include school 
taxes iind local taxes. The authority 
cannot capture debt millage. 

Paisley used to own and oper­
ate Local Color, a popular Novi 
restaurant and brewery. He closed 
Local Color in order to focus 
completely on the V O D A distill­
ery/brewery project in Green 
Oak.

accountability

council hiive personal agendas to address, in 
disregard lo what is best for our citizens.

We're coming up on Memorial 
Day weekend, and the news out 

, of Lansing sounds like deja vu all 
. over again. The state's budget for 
; this fiscal year is around $250 
; million out of whack. The esli-
• mated deficit for the next fiscal 

year, which starts Oct. 1, is a 
whopping SI .3 billion. 

Sound familiar? It should. It 
happens every year nowadays. 
Sure, our econo­
my is starting to 
improve. Apri l 's 
jobless rate came 
in at 6.1 percent, 

. down from 6.9 
percent and the 
lowest since 
August, 2002. 
The state revenue 
estimating confer­
ence concluded 
that tax revenues 
are beginning to 
trend upward. 

But improve­
ment isn't going p |^ j | pQ|j | /gf 
to happen nearly 
fast enough to 
plug the holes in this year's and 
next year's budgets. So Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm and the 
Republican-dominated legislature 
are back al it again, at logger­
heads over how to close the gap. 
(Unlike the federal government, 
the state is constitutionally 
required to balance the budget 
every year.) 

Granholm wants to fix the 
problems by increasing ta.xes on 
booze and cigarettes (increasing 
the slate's take on a pack of 
smokes from $1.25 to $2, making 
it among the nation's highest.) 
She figures these tax increases, 
together with continuing the 
estate tax on individuals with 
estates of more than $1 mill ion, 
wil l go along way to paring both 
deficits to manageable levels. 

Most Republicans running the 
legislature want to cut spending. 
On a party-line vote last week, 
the House turned down the ciga­
rette tax idea, while Senate 
Majority Leader Ken Sikkema, 
R.-Grandville, has been talking 
about massive spending cuts hit-
dng everything from per-pupil 
state school aid to merit college 
scholarships, to higher education. 
Medicare, even prisons aren't 
immune. 

Not surprisingly, tempers are 
getting short. Republicans com­
plain the governor is preoccupied 
with style over substance. They 

mock flashy projects like "Cool 
Cities" that are supposed to 
attract the "creative class" to spur 
new business development. 
Democrats say Republicans are 
paUiologically fixated on cutting 
taxes and spending at the cost of 
turning Michigan into Mississippi 
north. 

The House, especially, is 
becoming increasingly hard to 

manage. Speaker 
Rick Johnson, R-
LeRoy — who 
incidentally, does 
support the ciga­
rette tax hike — 
is confronting a 
noisy and inexpe­
rienced group of 
ambitious politi­
cians, some 
already running 
for Speaker after 
the term-limited 
Johnson has to 
leave office next 
year. 
' Lansing experts 
say prospects are 

dim for getting any compromise 
budget plans out of the lower 
chamber, but warn ihey'll be 
much worse next year when most 
of the moderate representatives 
will be gone, courtesy of term 
limits. 

Faced with the prospect of a 
long, hot, gridlocked summer, 1 
called up old friend, Craig Ruff 
who runs Public Sector 
Consultants, for insight and sol­
ace. I got a fair amount of the 
former, but not much of the latter, 

"Everybody's terribly fnIsU^t-
ed at this point," Ruff said. 
"We're going on three years with 
the 'same old, same old.' Nobody 
came up to Lansing to slog end­
lessly Ihrough these budget short­
falls. So faL the governor and the 
legislature have behaved fairly 
reasonably, but the frushation 
level is so high that nobody can 
tell whether all this wil l result in 
compromise or stalemate." 

He predicted it wi l l be close 
either way. And here is how he 
categorizes budget expenditures: 
"You have maintenance programs 
such as prisons or Medicaid. And 
you have things that get you into 
tomorrow with a chance at suc­
cess — higher education and the 
life sciences corridon Right now 
nobody seems able to make clear-
cut distinctions tietween diem, 
and so relying on budget-cutting 
alone gets you nowhere." 

My own view is that the 
sounds coming out of Lansing 
resemble the noise made by rear­
ranging the deck chairs on the 
Titanic. Ralher than squabbling 
over racinos, taxing booze and 
cigarettes, cutting taxes and 
slashing spending on this and 
that, wc should be addressing the 
fundamentals: 

• The state budget is chronical­
ly and structurally out of balance 
by at least $1 bil l ion per year, 
thanks to imprudent assumptions 
and political decisions made 
years ago. Until we fix that, 
we're just going to be chasing 
our tail, year after year after year. 

• The state's tax struclure is 
archaic. The Single Business Tax, 
the state's main tax on business, 
is at heart a strange and complex 
payroll tax diat stands out like a 
sore thumb when any business 
considers opening a plant in 
Michigan. Worse, the 6 percent 
sales tax on goods leaves die 
mosi rapidly growing part of our 
economic activity totally untaxed 
— services. 

• Repealing the Single 
Business Tax and extending the 
sales tax to include services but 
at a reduced rate (say, 5 percent) 
would solve both problems in one 
blow. But (aside from State 
Treasurer Jay Rising, who has 
been asked by the governor to 
look into the overall lax climate), 
nobody in Lansing is talking 
about anything so far-reaching. 
• This includes the governor... 
so fan To be realistic, any first 
temi governor is not likely to be 
proposing radical policies just 
before running for re-election. 
Granholm continues to be wildly 
populiu', and it looks to me as 
though she wil l mn on her popu­
larity and great communications 
skills rather than on big-time pol­
icy innovations. 

For now, she looks safe. For 
proof, try asking your Republican 
friends who's gonna take on her 
nibs in 2006. You're likely to 
hear the deafening sound of -i 
silence. But in Michigan, politics, 
like the weather, can change very 
quickly.

B o n i o r ' s b e e n t h e r e , d o n e t h a t 

The cliffhanger presidendal 
election wasn't the only thing that 
changed the course of history four 
years ago. Had a 
few thousand 
votes for Congress 
been cast differ­
ently, David 
Bonior, who now 
sits in a pleasant 
small office amid 
labor history 
archives at Wayne 
State University, 
might be Speaker 
of the House in 
January. 

Democrats 
fought hard to 

Jack Lessenberry 
that year, but fell 
just six seats short of the 218 they 
needed, losing one in Michigan by 
a mere 88 votes. Had they made 
the niagic number, Mr. BonioL 
then minority whip, would have 

' become Majority I.eader. 
And had his Democrats kept 

that majority, he would have been 
in line to become speaker when 
Dick Gephardt retires at the end of 
the year Yet he says he has no 
regrets — and sounds like he 
means it. 

"Nah. l was ready to go," he 
grins. Next month-he turns 59. 
"You know, J always said I would 
leave at 50.1 didn't, because I had 
a chance io rise in ihe leadership, 
but we could never take the House 
back, so. . . " 

So instead he ran for governor 
two years ago. He polled enough 

., votes to win the nomination most 
'• years, and finished ahead of still-
^ popular fonner Gov, James 
•- Blanchard. But a flood of enthusi­

astic female voters gave Ihe nomi­
nation to Jennifer Granhohn. lt 

• was the only election Mr. Biinior 
, has ever losL 

Though he seemed devastated at 
' the time, he says he wasn't really, 

"Wel l , I knew it was an aivfid long 
shot going in." 

Republicans were not unliappy 
10 see liIm leave Washington. 
Elected to Ccngress at 31 firom a 
district centered in the Detroit 
aiea's largely blue-collar Macomb 

County, he evolved into the 
Democrats' pit bull. No one did 
more to raise ethical questions 

about former 
Speaker Newt 
Gingrich, who 
eventually fell 
from power. 

He fought hard 
for labor(he and 
Toledo Rep. 
Marcy Kaptur 
were close allies.) 
His grandfather 
was a Polish 
immigrant who 
worked al Dodge 
Ma in ; his father 
was a union print­
e r "What we had, 
we had because 
o f unions." 

On foreign policy, he fought to 
keep the Reagan Administration 
from supporting the c o n u ^ in 
Nicaragua and right-wing forces in 
El Salvador 

"I think i f I hadn't we would 
have had koops in Nicaragua," he 
said. 

Strongly affected by post-
Vatican II ideas of liberation tiieol-
ogy and social justice issues, he 
stoudy opposed both die 1991 
Gulf War and the current war in 
Iraq. Today, he tiiinks we are on 
course to diplomatic disasteL 

Were it up to him. he said he 
would push for Iraq to be turned 
into something of a tripartite feder­
ation, with Kurdish, Sunni and 
Shiite spheres, "and get die United 
Nations involved and us out of it 
as soon as possible." 

The administration isn't, to put 
it mildly, asking li is advice. 
Neither, incidentally, is the only 
person ever to beat him, Jennifer 
Granholm. 

"Well, l don't blame her, 
tiiough; I think l said something to 
die effect that she needed to build 
her own team," he said. Asked 
how he thinks she is doing, he 
says, "not bad." and them quickly 
adds, "That's too harsh. O f course, 
I wisJI she would be a little more 
aggressive, but that's me, you 
know," he grins. 

These days, Mr . Bonior speiids 
half his time at Wayne, where he is 

a university professor of labor 
studies, wiUi an office next to dial 
of United Auto Workers' legend 
Doug Frascr in die Walter Reuther 
library. 

But he still has a home in the 
. Washington suburbs, where he is 

chair of a new pro-union group, 
Amen'can Rights A t Work. 

"What people don't know is dial 
tiiousands of workers arc fired 
every year for trying to organize a 
union in dieir workplace. Just look 
at our Web site (www.american- 
rightsatwork.org) for some of their 
stories." 

"We're down nationally to 
where only 13 percent of workers 
are organized — only 8 percent in 
the private sector. But I think that'j 
going to start to come back up," 
said the man who was perhaps 
NAFTA's biggest opponent. 

This fall, he plans to do whatev­
er he can to help John Kerry. "I 
want him to win, even diough he 
wasn't my first or second choice," 
he said, chuckling through his salt-
and-pepper beard. He hopes die 
nominee selects his favorite, U.S. 
Sen, John Edwards as his running 
mate. 

There are still diousands of cars 
and pickup trucks statewide with 
fading green-and-while Bonior 
stickers. Could he lie lured out of 
retirement for some future cam­
paign? Some old warhorses can 
never resist die call to die post 
But David Bonior seems to accept 
that he's been there; done that. 
This summer, he could have been 
a national convention delegate, but 
quietly demuned. 

"I view my life now as sort of a 
mentoring aiid giving back kind of 
thing." he says. "You know, l 
worked for it, but l was very fortu­
nate to be given the opportunity to 
do many things, fIom a football 
scholarship to Congress." Perfiaps 
the stoiy is not that he fell just short 
of real power, but that he emerged 
sane and decent in the end

And all three of the Sissons use 
the same tcelmiciue. Come out of 
the blocks hard, burning Ihem­
selves for the first 100 before 
notching it down jusl slightly for 
Ihe straight stretch. Around the 
comer, they can feel the bum in 
their muscles and chesl before 
gii'ing il Ihe remainder of their 
energy I'or the final stretch of 
Irack beneath their feet. 

"It's so tiring." said Allie, u 
freshman who is already making 
her mark in ihe eveni. "No mailer 
how exhausted you are while run­
ning, you know that when you 
cross the line you can go down 
and rest for a while. So, you go 
out and give it everything you've 
got and you know you can't stop 
until you've crossed the finish 
line." 

Though Allie can't run with the 
guys, she and her two brothers 
share a passion for the event as 
well as ihe 4-by-800 relay that all 
three participate in. 

Brad and Trenl make a point lo 
cheer on their litile sibling while 
she runs, reminding her to pump 

her amis and lift her knees while 
running and cheering her on with 
shouts of encouragement to keep 
her going. •'• 

They help each other as well. 
Brad chases Trent and Trenl does 
his darnedcsi to keep iihe.id of hiis 
little brother. 

"He's close," Trent said of liis 
little brother gaining on him. "I 
still have liim by a second or two. 
Hopefully it lasts the rest of the 
year so he can't say he ever beal 
mc." 

Brad disagiees. In fact, he's 
hoped for the complete opposite. 

"He makes me push myself lo 
be even more competilive," he 
said. "It makes me want to beat 
him all that much more so I can 
rub it in his face. That's the beau­
ty of a sibling rivalry." 

And tlie beauty of Ihe 400. For 
many, they'll just never get il. For 
the Sissons, getting it was one of 
Ihc best things that has ever hap­
pened in their athletic careers. 

It's nol a 400-meier dash thing 
after all. It's a Sisson thing.

Although not reported in Ihc 

news, there niu.st have been a mad 
riish for the medicine cabinet by 
Arizona lawmakers whose fingers 
got smashed when someone 
slummed the lid on a cookie jar 
filled with workers' compensation 
n'loncy. 

Attempting to swipe some $50 
million from the .St;itc Compen­
sation Fund to cover their budget 
abyss, Grand Canyon State legis­
lators found themselves peering 
into an even bigger hole when 
Superior Court Judge Rebecca 

Albrcciit denied 
access to the 
cash, .saying 
such light-fin-
gercdness 
would violate 
the stale's con­
stitution. 

liinployers 
are required by 
law to pay for 

workers' compensation insurance 
thai covers medical care, rehabili-
iaiion and losi wages of those 
injured on the' job. Tiie judge's 
ruling reiiffiniied the ciaim by 
NFIB, other sniaii-busitiess 
groups, and tiie Arizona Slate 
Compensation Fund Ihat the 
money is to be held in trust for the 
fund's policyholders and sliould 
not be viewed as a source of rainy-
day cash to paper over misman­
aged stale budgets. 

Thanks to an up lick in the 
nation's economy, the Hscai fias­
cos facing many states won't be 
quite a.s foreboding as ihey were 
in recent years. Tax revenues have 
relumed some funds io depleted 
coffers and more than half of the 
states are reporting surpluses, 
according lo the Naiionai 
Conference of Siaie Legislatures. 

Helping too were federal 
bailouts of $20 billion that 
brought temporary relief, 
although many legislators com­
plain thai lots of their financial 
problems arc caused by fallout 
from Washington, D.C.-imposed 
tax cuts, unfunded mandates and 
fcost-shiftiiig in key areas such as 
healthcare. 

C8me June 30, those federal 
funds will be no more, and legis­
lators in many states, h.'iving 
failed io make the lough decisions 
during a breathing period, are 
again peering into every nook, 
cranny and cash box for cufrency. 
Fiscal year 2005 isn't going lo be 
a time for tc.i and crumpets for 
many of them. Cumulative gaps 
of between $.16 billion and $40 
billion are .said to be building 
among more than 30 stales. 

Taxpayers in Ihese states can 
expect higher taxes, spending 
cuts, renewed efforts to borrow 
and dips into reserves-and more 
sleights-of-hand trickery such as 
that attempted in Arizona, and in 
other states willi well-managed 
workers' compensaiion funds. 

Small-business owners, major 
contributors to such trust funds, 
are accustomed to monitoring 
their cash registers, balancing 
iheir budgets and making the hard 
decisions. It's unfortunate that 
they must also keep a wary eye on 
their state's treasury, fearing the 
sticky fingers of politicians who 
give the nod to every lax-funded 
Idea thai comes along. 
."Judge Albrechi is to be com-
inended for quickly closing the 
Arizona Siaie Compensation 
Fund cookie jar. She' no doubt 
knew that some very important 
political fingers would get 
btuised, but was steadfast in her 
opposition, saying that these "are 
not public funds, but funds held in 
trust... for the employer and ulti­
mately for injured employees and 
their families..." 

Small-business owners should 
perk up their cars for the telltale 
rattling of cookie-jar lids as state 
lawmakers search for goodies to 
meet iheir July I budget dead­
lines.
