Floods? Not here

M Storm water
management
pays off for city

In the afermath of the recent
recarg-setting downpours (846" for
meiro-Detroit in the month of
May), which dumped as much as
three inches of rain over & four-day
period, Novi residents might be
usking, “Why didn’t Novi (lood?”

Beany  MceCusker,  director,
Department of Public Works, said
DPW has a mainienance crew that
does nothing b work on stem
drains.

“We visit four or five main drains
¢very year. There may be wee
growth or debris. We have a lot of
people who dump grass clippings
and debiis inta the drains near their
homes. They don™ sealize thal this
cpuses problems,” he said,

DPW workers also review the
cily's catch basins, including look-
ing at spots thm

becanse it was such 2 model study
on storm waler.

“The study shewed that what the
city needed was 2 regional deten-
tion basin system, with improve-
ments to the stom drains them-
selves. Thar eventually got ibout 70
percent built,” Kapelezak said.

“It was under Mayor Romaine
Roethel's administration that city
officials first started talking about
handling storm water as a ulilily in
the city,” Kapelczak said.

Memories flood back

Ed Kriewall, former city manag-
cr, Rgreed that fooding used to be a
big problers in Novi.

“Nine Mile at Meadowbrock
flooded because of Meadowbrock
Lake. Novi Read flooded by the
railroad tracks. South Lake Drve
would ilood becuuse of Walled
Lake, We really did not have any
form of storm water management in
place,” Kriewall said.

The <ily created 2 Stogm Waler
Management Commillee, chaired
by former council member Joe
Toth, in the late 1970s 1o deal with
the problem,

Novi used to have a lot of flood-
ing in the late 19705 and early
19805, huz Novi's storm water man-
agement plan climinated fleoding
problems in the city,

In fact, the plan won an
Emminent Conceptor Award from
the Consulting Enginesrs Council
of Michigan in 1984 and 2
Michigan Socicty of Planning
Officials Award the same year,

In 1987, Gowv, James Blanchard
gave the study the Governor's
Environmental Excellence Award
for innovative technolegy. The plan
was even displayed ot the
Smithsonian Institute in
Washinglon, D.C., for six monihs

needs,  which
included the Patpales drain in
southeast Novi, Meadowbrook
Lake and funding for storm water
detention basins,” Kriewn!! said.

A millage was also passed about
the same time that provided addi-
tiomal funding, The third compo-
nent was 1o charge developers a
connection. fee (o connect (o the
regional storm waler management
systeih.

*“We had \hree different financing
approaches, As far as we knew, we
were the only city in the US. hal
had such a program,” Kriewall said.

Besides the Meadowbrook Lake
dam off of Ninc Mile Road, “We
also have g dam on Walled Lake,
and many regional detention basins
were built under the bond issue and
sn?;m millage program.” Kapelczak
said.

Michigan has failed 10 wina
fair share of the $20 billion goif
teavel market, with olher states
enjoying more activity, accord-
ing to some Farmington Mills-
based advertising execulives.

“Michigan is not even o the
map for golf travel and
teurism,” said Tony infante,
director  of advertising  for

Resons, Travel and Tourism for,

Eidos Group, inc.

“Recent sludies show that
Michigan ranks twelfih among
states that poliers visit and play
golf. Twelfth? Michigan is gel-
ting bewten badly by states like
Ohio, Wisconsin and Virgina,
Worse than tat, Michigan ranks
thirteenth amonyg  states  that
gollens would consider for future
visits, Thal's behind states like
Alabama,  Tennessee  and
Colorado. So, it's getting worse”

Ls Michipan really less attrag-
tive than other destinations for
summer golf travel?

In 2000 Nowi opened Deerfield
Elementary School yet we stitl have fewer
kinderazriners attending Novi school than
belore 1his sehool opencd. So any increase in
maney that is claimed based on full-day
kindesgasten (which started at Deetlieid)
would seem fo be false. In fuct, one could
argue that our overall eoroliment has
dropped s a result of all-day kinderparten,

Many chikdren in the kindergarten age do
20 Lo alternative kindergartens. but to say
that was due (o Lhe desire or all-day service
wiould nol be cotafly true. Many select alier-
native leaming for kindergarten and some do
select combined daycare kindergarien. If you
really want to prove you arg profiting on all-
day services for Kinderparten then charge
peaple for & half day of day care. That is
whut they elfectively pat. Visit an all-day
clasy il see what is going on. 11 looks s
much Jike daycare for hal of the day you
wander wliy everyone in Novi contributes w0
the dayeare needs of the 20 to 30 femilics
that as reporied now use Novi kindergarten
as a result of the ali-day program.

If we have 43
more students as a result of the program and
there are 180 schiool days, the scheols wonld
generate $119,325 per year plus we would
still get the state money of $8,000 per stu-
dent or $344,000, Now that is profiling.
