While making some lifestyle 
changes m.iy help in your overall 
quality of life, early detection and 
trealmeiil is the best defense against 
brciist cancer.

Due to the high costs associated wilh llie.se

(xirtion of Ihcir horse's expenses. When she was 
14, my own daughter worked all summer at $5 
an hour in order lo pay half of llie cost of pur­
chasing her horse.

Since dien she lias worked every summer lo pay 
part of the board and vet expenses.

/Vow during the school year part time. The odier 

members of die equcsuiiin leaIn work every 
summer and afier school. Some of the older 
leam mcmlx;rs were able io pay for everyihing 
asscx'iatcd widi ilieir hone and in aildition slill 
maintained a gpa of over .3.5 

Obviously when you arc involved in such an 
expensive activity, you don'l expect a handout 
from the .schools. 1 would like lo know whal Ms 
Thompson drought the school allilcue depart­
ment was doing—providing a hor>iC for ulftlie 
team members? That sure would be nice. Did 
she Uiink Ihey were riding dieir horse up al the 
high sciiool on the soccer fields? Maybe ihe 
horses were being boarded at die Fuersl farm? 
(Free of charge of course). 

Owning ;i horse can nin in excess of S.SOOa 
month fur board, feed, lessons and vet bills. 
Tliis docs not include the cost of tlie horse 
itself; show clolliing, horse Uick, a horse Uriiler 
and other miscellaneous items. Being a member 
of an ice skaling team also runs into a lol of 
money when you consider costumes, ice skates, 
the blades, les.sons, music, ice lime, and travel 
expenses when in competition. 

There arc many other sports that cost a lol of 
money to participate in. Mosl of the .students 
who participate in these sports are great kids 
widi excclleni moral values and work ediics. 
Participation in sports leaches diem aboul lime 
managemcni, beingateamplayer,self improve-
mcnl as they are always irying lo improve dieir 
skill level, and a commilnieni toward laking 
caie of another penion or animal. 

The parents and the students who participate 
in these exinivagani sports are already paying 
for these activities oureelves and have been 
doing so for a long time. We never have and 
never will expect the taxpayers to foot the bill 
for us.

I A dozen years ago, Tim 
Richard wrote a wonderful 
column for our newspapers 
celebrating Ihe conscientious 
fathering practiced by the male 
bluegill. Now retired and l iv ­
ing in God's country (Up 
North) Richard was one of the 
best reporters I ever knew ... 
and an acute and thoughtful 
observer of nature. 

Tim's column began; 

From the boat launch, I 
looked into the shallows and 
spotted him -— 
less than seven 
inches long, hov­
ering over a 
saucer-sliaped 
depression. 
Earlier in the 
spring, the bidl 
bluegill had 
scooped out the 
nest, herded in a 
female, then fer~ 
lilized the eggs 
she laid. 

The bull 
bluegill, with his 
iridesceiU gill cov­
ers and yellow 
bowlie, will guard 
the eggs until they hatch. Let a 
minnow, beetle or another fish 
venture too near and the bull 
'gill attacks, his .sharp dorsal 

fm flashing. When a slovenly 
carp or idiot speedboater .stirs 
up the bottom, Ihe bull 'gill 
fans away the sih with his pec­
toral fins... 

Other fish, like muskie and 
salmon, scatter their eggs and 
spawn, then depart. Not the 
bluegill, who has an excellent 
reproduction rate and is one of 
Michigan's most widespread 
and successful species. The 
bull bluegill, though cold­
blooded and pea-brained, is a 
better father than many human 
males. The importance of 
Father's Day isn't told in 
syrupy verses of Hallmark 
cards. It's found in the socio­
logical statistics. Bad things 
happen to kids born into a 
household with no father 

The situation hasn't 
improved for tiie human 
species since Richard wrote 
ihme woidw Scieiitisf.'i„ie8ch:;;j 
ers, socic^agists and copS-aili-i-n 

know it. Children who grow up 
in a household without a 
father: 

• Have an infant mortality 
rate double ihat of their coun-
lcrparts. 

• Are likely lo be raised in 
poverty. Around half ihc 
feiTiale-hcaded families in 
Michigan are below the pover­
ty line. 

• Disproportionately have 
difficulty in school, lack skills 
and don't do well in llie work­
place. 

roles. Giris who grow up with­
out fathers around have trouble 
dealing wilh boys and father­
less boys have trouble figuring 
out how 10 be secure, capable 
men. 

Certainly, kids who grow up 
in a household hejided by men 
experience many of the same 
problems. Bul there are far 
more single-parent households 
headed by women than by 
men, so the bad effects of 
fatherless families are far more 
widespread. 

Either way, human biology 
and developmental dynamics 
offer conclusive evidence that 
two-parent households seem 
belter wired for success in 
raising children than single-
parenl families. Of course, 
there are countless examples of 
single parents successfully 
raising their children, bul il 's 
much tougher, alone than wilh 
a partner (I should know; I've 
been a single piu-cnl, and it's 
lough.)

of Canada geese al our place. 
The adult birds are by far the 
most capable and conscien­
tious parents we've seen in 
years, and watching them 
working to raise their goslings 
10 maturity in the face of all 
the threats excites our admira­
tion and pulls on our heart­
strings all al once. 

There they go, swimming 
across Ihe pond. M o m is in the 
lead, looking right and left for 
Ihe big snapping turtles lhal 
like nothing belter ihan pulling 
a gosling down, while dad 
makes sure the five goslings 
keep up and slay properly in 
line unlil ihey reach the shore. 
Once up Ihe bank, mom eals 
while dad keeps alert waicli for 
foxes and coyotes; then, on 
silent signal, dad cats while 
mom keeps watch. 

Daily they go aboui training 
their goslings in the skills of 
being a successful adult goose: 
How to slay in line and in 
touch with the flock. How lo 
drink from the pond: firsl a 
delicate sip and then head up 
for the swallow. How to eat 
pond weeds from the bollom, 
white lails vertical in ihe air. 
Jusl now, Ihey're beginning 
flying lessons, which al ibis 
poinl consist in wing-llappiiig 
exercises and practice runs in 
Ihe grass, bul afler a couple of 
weeks ihey'll be up in the air, 
working on turns and landings 
on water. 

So for even a goose, grow­
ing up involves an awful lol lo 
learn, and having Iwo parenls 
around lo help seems an essen­
tial element. Jusl imagine how 
much more important two-par­
ent families are for humans. 

With feathers or without, 
fathers (and mothers, too) mat­
ter — far, far more than the 
folks at Hallmark imagine. 
They fully deserve their day of 
admiration and respect, some­
lhing they earn every day of 
the year

Jenenne Whitfield, a conser-

' vatively tailored, rising young 
bank loan officer, couldn't 
believe her eyes. She happened 
10 turn onto an unfamiliar 
slreet on Deu-oit's easl side, 
and saw a riot of color 

She was surrounded by old, 
nearly falling-down houses, 
covered with brightly colored 
huge polka-dots. There were 
dozens of shoes hanging high 
in a tree; dolls and 
mannequins 
nailed lo houses, 
discarded toilets 
with crosses and 
bibles, and pr imi­
tive-appearing art 
on car hoods half-
buried in die 
ground. 

"Whal tiie hell 
is this?" she asked 
a tall man she saw 
talking earnestly 
to a prominent 
local judge. "The 
Heidelberg 
Project," he said 
with a slow grin. When asked 
who was responsible for i l , he 
said "me. I 'm Tyree Guyton." 

"And dial is how i l all slart­
ed," she grinned. Thai was nine 
years ago. Not long after that, 
she b.ecame executive director 
of the project, which is proba­
bly the most controversial 
artistic siaiemeni ever made in 
Detroit. 

"I took a massive pay cul lo 
do Ihis," she said, laughing. 
But dIe more she learned about 
it, tile more she decided that 
What T^ree Guyton was doing 
was about far more dian wild 
an. It was a political slaiement 
about tile city itself 

Some of die symbolism is 
obvious; over and over, 
"1967," die year of the horren-
dously destructive Detroit 
Hots, appears in his painting, 
as do die tiIemes of God and 
war; it seems apparent that 
Guyton dossn't tiiink much of 
eitiieL 

Den-oil's power structure has 
been mostly not amused. 

• Mayor Coleman Young sent 
the bulldozers in and destroyed 
some of dIe first decorated 
houses in 1991. He would have 
destroyed it a l l . but he was 
prevented by the courts. 

Delroil City Council bulldozed 
more of i l in 1999. 

But Tyree Guyton simply 
wenl back to work. Today, 
there is a large open-air exhibit 
of broken vaeutim cleaners, 
lined up like marching sol--
diers, which his friends say 
symbolizes City Council. 

"This is a mission. A mis­
sion aboul transformation, of 
the eily and ourselves," said

Detroit 
Today, afler surviving a tor­

rent of criticism, what Guyion 
is doing has begun to attract 
intemalional notice. The city 
of Sydney, Ausu-alia, has com,-
missioned him lo help design a 
new city park, and decorate it 
wilh his famous polka-dots. He 
has been feted in Europe and 
Japan. A n award-winning 
video documentary, "The 
Faces of Tyree Guyton" has 
been widely shown on public 
television. 

Each year, according to 
Whitfield, at least 275.000 peo­
ple spend enough lime strolling 
the street to sign a guest book 
that is displayed outside on 
sunny days. Collectors can buy 
some of the works; odiers dete­
riorate from die effects of the 
elements, which suits die cre­
ator just fine. 

"I want Ihis to be a city 
where we care about our peo­
ple, where you don'l have lo 
leave and go somewhere else 
to be recognized," he says. 

Increasingly, it is a city tiiat 
is accepting its most eccentric 
artist. Elementary schools 
bring dieir classes to 
Heidelberg Slreet to tour die 
site. 

Unlike his predecessors. 
Mayor Kwame Kilpatrick has 
had nothing bul good to say 
about the Heidelberg Projecl 
— in large part perhaps 
because one of the mayor's 
heroes, rap impresario Russell 
Simmons, is a big Heidelberg 
fan. 

This month, Tyree is on his 
way 10 Albuquerque lo accept 
a major award for environmen­
tal design. 

Jenenne, meanwhile, is hot 
on the trail of grant money 
which, she hopes, wil l eventu­
ally allow Ihe Heidelberg 
Projecl to expand to encom­
pass four square blocks. 

"Jenenne is a fighter," lyree 
said admiringly. Sometimes, i l 
seems she is a bigger believer 
in his vision than he is. A cou­
ple of years ago, in fact, she 
further deepened her invest­
ment by marrying him. 

Currently, "fyree is working 
on transforming what had been 
Uie "OJ House," which was 
largely a sarcastic slatemeni 
about our media and cultural 
obsession witii celebrities, into 
"The House That Makes 
Sense." which wi l l be covered 
with 700,000 pennies (dona­
tions are welcome.) 

A n d he believes deeply in 
what he is doing, a project that 
was partly inspired by his 
grandfadier, Sam Mackey, who 
was also his best friend, and 
who inspired him during the 
darkest times, after the city 
destroyed much of his work. 

When Sam died at 94, his 
last words to Tyree were "Son. 
don't stop," His grandson dien 
covered his casket, and later 
his house, widi bright polka-
dots. 

"This is about community, 
and renewal," Jenenne 
Whitfield said, watching the 
tourists circle die block on a 
bright Wednesday morning. 

After two decades, die city 
Tyree Guyion has always loved 
finally seems to be accepting 
him.

_ , Generous as 
M a r y D a v l s ^,ese incentives 
are, tliey should be used only after 
consideration of financial obliga­
tions and goals. Student loans, rent 
and utilities can quickly gobble up 
an entry-level salary leaving little 
money to save, or pay off credit 
card debt. Graduating students 
have an average of $20,402 in 
combined education loan and cred­
it card balances, according to 
recent studies. The average num­
ber of credit cards per college stu­
dent is 4.25. Given this level of 
debt, it's nol surprising that per-
.sonal bankniptcy filings arc grow­
ing fastest iimong people 25 years 
of age and younger. 

If you're contemplating buying a 
new car, consider postponing your 
purchase until you're comfortable 
enough with your finances to save 
regularly in addition to paying 
your other bills. (You may also 
want to give some serious consid­
eration to buying a late-model 
used car.)

'Before you can Ihink about buy­

ing a car — or anything cLsc for 
that matter — you've got to know 
whether you can afford tlie month­
ly payment. A budget will give 
you an understanding of Uic 
money coming in and going oul of 
your bank account each month. 
Begin by listing all sources of 
income and then list your fixed 
expenses. Your fixed expcn.scs 
remain die same from month to 
month; examples of these would 
be rent, utilities and .student loan 
payments. Next, list all of your 
fluid expen.ses, such as entertain­
ment, clothes, dry cleaning, h;iir-
cuts, etc. Now subtract your fixed 
expenses from your income. The 
money left over — your dispos­
able income — is what you can 
ilieorctically u.sc for .1 car pay­
ment. Remember, you'll want 
some cushioning in your budget-
money left over every nionlh that 
you know you won't have to use 
lo cover expenses. It's difficult to 
break die cycle of living paycheck 
to paycheck once you've begun. 

Pay off your creilll t^rd delit 
If you're saddled witli credit 

card debt, set a goal for when you 
want your debt paid off, and figure 
out how much you have to pay 
each month to iieach your goal. 
Have die money automatically 
deducted from your paycheck each 
month and deposited in a separate 
account, I)on't u.se the account for 
anydiing else except to pay off 
your credit cards.
