And according to thase who par-
ticipated in the ad hac *Freedom
Schools,” they performed a minor
miracle themsedves by getting peo-
ple mmgry for edocaton, enthiwi-
astic shout learning and voting.

The world is differens today,
Boggs notes. “There is no longer
an African-American community,

Jet alone one thal reveres educa-
tion,”

“There is 1o longer even agree-
ment on the meaning of “educa-
tion,” she suys, Namrally, this
comes at a lime when adulis with-
cul a decent edueation have essea-
tially no chance for even moderate
SUCCESS.

Grace Bopgs is not, however,
given 1o despair. Last weekend, she
hosted a conference s Detnoil
designed boih to honor the memory
of those "Freedom Schools™ — and
1o see what possible Jessons Lhey
may hold feor the future.

“We need 1o bring the communi-
1y together 10 envision schools that
ignite pur desire to leam and
rebuild our communitics,” said Al
DeFreece, a graduale student from
New York who has come to work
with the institute Grace founded,
the Boggs Center te Nunure
Community Leadetship.

“All over urhan America, schools
have become war zenes whers sto-

Whether the *Freedom School”
concepl is the right mode? is yet 10
be proven. Voier lumeul and educa-
lion levels in Mississippi are siill
abysmal, even though those civil
rights goals have long since been
achieved.

Bui what is beyond dispane is
that conventional edocation meth-
ods have failed in Detroit and efse-
where in urban America, and the
uch-ballyhooed “chaster schools”
seem to be doing ne better
Dropout rates are soaring; few high
schocl graduates go on the college;
and many whe do are semi-Kterate
at best. Given all that, something,
indoed almost anything, might be
worth a try. :

Law may demand doctors
improve their penmanship

Those receiving written prescrip-
tions from their doctors may soon
get anather healthy benefit clear
handwriting.

Taking seriously & subject that is
often fodder for jokes, the Michigan
House of Representatives voled
overwhelmingly (95-10) on June 2
lo pass House Bill 5549.

W approved by the Senate, it will
require handwrilien prescriplions to
be legibly printed in a type not
smaller than 10 point (aboul the
size of this ext), wrilten with ink or
an indelible pencil, and signed by
thé prescriber,

It also gives the green light for
sending handwritien preseriptions
electronically, by e-muii, fax or oth-
erwise.

Local pharmacists underscored
the woes of fulty penmanship.

“Prescriplions are homible 1o
read,” said Heather Meharg, phor-
macy manager at the Novi Drug
CO. "I think a b1g porticn of them
are poorly written"

After years of cxperience,
Metharg is often able 1o decipher
the scrawling. Stiil, a daily average
of five to 10 wrilten prescriptions —
which cutasmber typed forms —
require a call-back.

Providence Hospluﬂ in Novi has
begun io address this issue by using
the Computer Physician Order
Enuy, an electronie methos.

“Doclors sometimes  have a
unique handwriting, and it's some-
times dillicult for the phanmacist 1o
intemprer,” said Bruce Kaplan, doc-
tor of asteapathy and past president
of the hespilal's medicat staff. “The
medical indostry really has 1o make
the wm to have electronic records.”

But he isn't sure how effective
Jaw-mandated lgibility would be.

“I'm not sure the methodology is
correct,” Kaplan said, “What is leg-
ible handwriting? This would be
nothing mere than a stop-gap meas-
ure.”

According w Rep. Edward
Gallney, R-Grosse Pointe Farms,
who proposed the amendment,
pharmacists could file complainis
with the Medical Practice Board,
which could instaie fines up fo
$10,080, depending on the degree
of harm done.

“There's really no problem if the
pharmacist can read " said
Gaflney. “l would suggest the fimt
tinie, a waming. The purpose is nat
(o punish doctors but to change
their behavier.

Voling in favor of the bill, State
Rep. Craig DeRoche, R-Novi, actu-
aliy had a personal experience with

the issue.
“The doclor had apparently
signed his name incorrectly or illeg-

"ibly. That really caught my atten-

tion.”

[n the ease of medications that
sound or look similar, the bill could
potentially save lives.

"A few letters can make all the
world  of difference)”  said
Narthville Pharmacy owner Wanda
Hammoud. “There's a list of drags
that are soend-like that bave caused
an array of confusion.

“You cun quickly hurt somebody
badiy. It's almost lke playing
Russian rouietic.”

Doseage and strength also can be
deadly if misread,

The bill has been reported to the
Senate Health Policy Commiltee,
where ¥ cveptually will be dis-
cnssed and opened 10 testimony.

"1 thirk i is probably a reason-
uble law,” said Sen, Nancy Cussis,
R-Novi. “You want assurance that
what the phansacist is reading is
clearand accurate. 1 want to bear all
the: information. Typically, it’s a bil}
that makes sense”

writing how much the policy will be
warth in twe, five and 10 years.

The palicy sheuld spell out
all the goods and services you want
the insurance to cover, as well as
contingencies.

And agk if
funeral armangements ¢an be trans-
ferred to another, establishment s

+ Savings — Set aside savings to
cover funcral expenses. :

+ Paid on Death Account — Set
up a POD accouat at your financial
institution designating your fogeral
establishment es the beneficiary of
the funds,

* Life Insyrance — Plan for a
portion of your life insusance policy
to be used to cover your funeral
expenses, Instruct the beneficiary to
handle the arrangements in accor-
dance with your last wishes.

Here's the part of the conversation
where a lot of falks just grunt and
sy | can fill my freezer with meat |
buy at the grocery store, Yup, I'm
well aware of thut, 'm also well
aware of how they Kill those and-
mals, and [ have ta say that it makes
me even in mere (avor of hunting. [
also know how much that mea
costs. Let's see, $4.30 for a cheap
steak or $35.00 in honting expenses
that will feed me for Iwo-straight
months.

Not all hunts are nearly that suc-

I've also
been oul where I™ve spent double
my above-meatianed price and only
had enough meat for two or three
meals. Expensive? Yes, at times. For
the mast part, with what [ hane, the
cost-lo-meat ratio is well worth it.

Which brings me back to the
doves, actually. Have you ever seen
one of these things? They don't ave
enough meat on them to make 2
meal out of a single bird. You'd have
te get 10 just to feed 2 family and
that alone is going to deter many
huneers from even going oul and
bothering with them, '

In my opinion, not only is open-
ing up this scason 2 fine-and-dandy
thing to do, I think it's kardly going
to change the population of the
doves in this state. The hunting will
he done in select counties, by
extremnely avid bunters and during
very precise times of the year. Look
atany of the other birds or animals
that are hunted in Michigan cach
yeir. Not only do the populations
still thrive, but they re far rom being
extinet.

The doves are safe from me, that's
for sure. In fact, while on vacation
I"ve been able to speak to numerous
hunters and each and every one of
them just shake their heads when
asked if they'll be hunting doves any
time soon.
