Rifles or shotguns?

B Technological advances prompt Novi Poliice fo re-evaluate weapons

Navi pulice officers wilt soen
have 3} rifles and associued equip-
mentvalued & about 366,610 fund-
ed from the Police Departrment
drug forfeiture account.

Mewbers o city  council
approved the solicittion of bids
from vendors at their June 21 meet-
ing so that the rifles can e pur-
chased.

Novi police have traditionally
been issued and trained in the use
of shotguns us the pamary long
gun.  However,  technological
advanees in rifles and sighting sys-
wems have prompied & re-examin-
tior of that standarel,

The proposal is to replace the
shatgun with rifles as the primary
leng pun used by officers. Officers
would receive training on the ritles
and exch un-duty officer, investiga-
e ano supervisor would carry

nfle in theiz vehicle,

The shotgun application would
be redefined as a tactical or special-
ty fircarm for projecting fess than
lethul projectiles, The shotguns
would also be marked for easy
identification.

After the rifles amive and offi-
cers ave been trined. excess shot-
guns will be sold according to city
ordinances.

Chiel Douplas Sheetfer said in o
letter te Richard Helwig, city man-
ager, thal  contemporary  law
enforcement philosophy regards a
police officet’s handgun s a sec-
ondary weapen uvsed o delend
against unexpected altacks.

Officers are instrucied 10 nse 3
long gun {rifle or shotgun) uny time
they are going inw o known dan-
gerous sitwation. The long gun's
accuracy, range and firepower are
Superior 1o @ handguon.

Shotguns are desipned 1o praject
up o 12 pellets per shet in i wide-

ly dispersed pattern, This s intend-
cd to make it casier Lo hit u difficult
target at ranges up 10 50 yards.
Shotguns are generufly regurded as
inefleciive for use at ranges of 40
yards or more.

However, the wide dispersal of
pellets from a sholgun can creale
problems in an urban — or subur-
ban — environment. There are
wmany incidents of shotgun pellets
missing their mark and bining
innocent bystanders and other offi-
cers, Beyond 18 yards, (he patlern
of a shoigun loaded with 0§ buck-
shot is wider than o human terso.

The sholgun weight, recoil,
rmechanics of relouding and aiming
technigue also causes problems for
officers. Shacffer cited the Ford
Wizom Plant shooting severul
years 4go in which a person anted
with i nffe shiot a several peophe ik
the plant, killing one.

A Novi police officer and (wo
Qakland County Sheriffs deputies

were shol al a distance of more
than 100 yards. The shotter was far
enough away that officers and
deputies had no effective means of
returning fire with shotguns or
handguns. The shooter was finalty
foreed 1o move by o tactical assault
group of officers.

“Had the deputies or Novi offi-
cer breen equipped with rifles, they
could have returned fire initially
and possibly prevented the deputies
from being shot,” Shaetfer suid,

Rifles can effectively be shot at
ranges of 200 yards or mare by the
average officer. Releading of a
rifle is also relatively simple and
comgirable (o reloading the semi-
aulomatic pisiol officers currently
use,

“He's sitting up in heaven
right now, looking down and say-
ing, ‘Poor Southem bay. [ bad just
as mnch fien as you did, but |
knew how to handle it”” The rules
were different then, but when it
malered most, JFK had self-disci-
pline, The bright boy from
Arkansas did not.
