It is now gener-
ally uceepted that these s a strong
relationship between cxposure to
human papilloma viras, HPY and
the development. of cervical can-

There arc some cstimaies al up
to 75 percent of the population
may fiave been exposed to this
virus at some time, Most of the
time, an HPV inlection is harm-
less and temporary and will go
away on its own. In fact, the

Some strains of this
virus carl canse genilal wars.
There are mzny different types
of HPY, and only a few of them
have the potential to canse cervi-
cal cancer, However, HPV can
cause changes Lo the cells of (he
eervix, making them look abnar-
mal. Most of the time, these are
herign changes that have mo
Tong-term 2ftect and clear up on
their own. Some, however, may
signal precancerous changes and
need 1o be closely maonitored.
Rescarchers have determined that
because of the transient nature of
HPV infections and because it

intervals  between  screcnings
would not be harmful for most
women.

Il you have had a Pap test
recently, you may have noticed
that instead of spreading the sam-
ple on a glass slide and spraying
wilh a fixative, your practitioner
is pouing it into a liquid solution
instcad. This new, liquid-based
Pup lesl preserves more of the
sample and aliows the Jaboraiory
to prepare the slides so they are
casier to read and makes for morc
accurate results, in additien, il
the results are abnormal, the
remaining cells can be used to
test for the presence of HPY,
allowing your praciitioner Lo gela
more complele piciure withoul
having to bring you back for fur-
ther testing, Knowing whether
the abnormal cells on the Pap test
are the resull of an HPY infection
or have some other arigin will
hielp determine what kind of fur-
ther treatment may be necessary.

So, what are (hese new screen-
ing puidelings and how do you
decide what is right for you? As
with all guidelines, individual
differences and risk factors must
be taker inte consideration,

New screening guidelines make
annual Pap test thing of the past

When to start screening

Screening  should  begin
approximalely three years afler
first sexual intercourse or by age
21, whichever comes first.

How often to screen

Wamen under age 30 should be
tested anoally. For women over
age 30, if they huve had negalive
results on three consceutive annu-
al pap tests, andfor have fested
negative for HPY, they may be
able o be screened every two to
three years.

When fo stop screening

Healthcare providers may
decide 1o disconnue screening
in older women based on (heiz
history and current health status.
This is a decision made on an
individual basis.

Exceptions

More frequent scrcening may
be necessary for women in cer-
tain high-risk caregories, such as
those who are infected with HIV,
are immunosuppressed or were
previously diagnosed with cervi-
cal cancer.  There may be other
reasons that your practitioner
wanls to continue to screen you
on an annpal basis, so be sure lo
discuss this at your next aunual
exum,

determing what is the best testing
schedule for you. Even if you de
nol require anmtal Pap 1esting, it
is stil! impertani to have an amu-
al exam that inciudes a pelvic and
breost exam.  Remember, eervi-
cal cancer is relatively rare and
preventable if you follow the rec-

What kind of democracy?

Anerica is a democracy, and

B hat's o wonderful ihing. Anyare

who heard any of the many speech-

5 made over the Fourth of July

weakend can have no possible
doubt aboui that.

But o democracy of what kind?
That's where the discussion can get
plenty tangled. For most conserva-
ives and pragmatisis, whal we are
supposed (o have Es 4 “representa-
live democracy” That's what the
Founding Fathers invented, and by
(hat they meant a system in which
he: people vote 10 elect theic repre™
senlutives, who
ther lake office
and exercise their
best judgment in
goveming.

We clect as our
mpresenlnuves
members of the
city council or the
siate Jegisloture, for
cxample, and we
expect their voles
in office to reflect
inacomplex way a
mixture of their
best wisdom and
visions for the Ph“ Power
future and our har-
row, parochial, and I-wanl-it-now
Interests.

Thial's becn the creative tension
that hias been the genius of our sys-
1em for two centuries. But contrast
this with another version of demaoe-
racy Jurking out there, something
ol might be called “direct democ-
racy.” Advocates of this method are
suspicious of any indirect system
that does nol surmmon up the direct
vole of the people on any major
issue it involves goveming them-
selves.

Throvghout our political history,
(e traditional antidole to a boss-
dominated, rigid and unrepresenta-
tive political system has been a
direct vole of the people, the so-
called "'cilizen initiative.”

This idea was the mainspring
behind various populist move-
ments, especially in Califomia in
the early 20th rentury and in the
Midwest in the 19305,

Conslitutions in 24 states now guar-
antee statewide various citizen ini-
tiative rights, including the right to
throw elected officials out of office
or pul initiative measures on the
ballol. 3t's a highly desirable safety
valve, a remedy to unrespansive

and unszm,sg:ntqliyc political .- .

T?:erc may even be occasionsl
great questions, one or two a life-
time: perhaps, on which a direct
vole of all the citizens ought to be
held. But itis easily possible for
“direct democracy™ to microman-
age much too far. In Colorado, they

held a statewide vole on regulating
hag farming; in California, they
voled on banring the use of leg
traps in hunting aienals.

There is something sinisier lurk-
ing behind such sillingss: An
mcrcasm;,ly sophisticated consult-
ing industry thar*— for a fee, aften
very large — will draft an initiative
propasal, pay organizers ta gather
the signatures 1o put it on the ballot,
manage the political campaign and
erect legal bamiers 1o prevent post-
election chatlenges.

. Since many cilizen initiatives
cannot be amend-
ed by vate of the
tegislature, it's
well worth it fora
single interest to
pay & big fec o
harg-wire a meas-
ure into the basic
apparatus of state
Bovemment,

Critics (myself
included) think
this is no way to
nun a radlroad. The
average cilizen
typically has no
idea of the ins and
ouls of any particu-
tar proposad, regacdiess of the sim-
plifled and propagandistic TV cam-
paigns the special incerests engi-
neer. Moreaver, the members of the
state legistature, relieved of the
requizement for acwally leaming
enough w cast difficult votes on
complex matters, are (oo oficn quite
happy to duck that responsibility by
taking 0 pass en whatever slatewide
proposilion du jour comes along, 1
think this predisposition is intensi-
fied by teem-limited logisiatures,
both less knowledgeable and more
risk-averse than those in the past,

But if lawmakers aren’| willing
1o muke the hard cholees, voters
have every right to ask what the
devil are we paying them for?

[ Mictagan it takes 318,000
valid signatures (30 percent of the
total votes cast fior Governor in the
most recent election) to put a meas-
ure on the ballot, But some signa-
tures are always sure to be invalid,
and as a practical matter, most
experts figure you need to submit at
least 400,000 signatures in order to
survive scruiiny by Lhe state clec-
tions board

Automation Alley will compete

Ninety years ago, Detrott was the
Silicon Valley of its day. Inventors,
innavaters and highly skilled work-
ers flocked te Southeast Michigan
to getin on the

' automotive boom.

Technelogy flour-
ished, and every-
one got nich...

And that was a
long time ago.

For decades
now, Detroit's rep-
utation as a center
of inspiration has
shrunk along with
ils population. Too
often, it has been
seen as a center of
& mature industry
that js in a constant
stuggie 1o keep up
wilh new technology, primarily
from foreign automakers.

That is why, five years ago, afflu-
cnt, white-collar Oakland County
took the lead in forming something
called Automation Alley, which

- Was meant to creale a new climate

of innovation and to reverse a high-
tech “bruin drain.”

“The principal reasen was lo
attract and retrain technology-
skilled workers to the area,” said
Dr. Thomas Anderson, a soft-spo-
ken, wity man who direcls the
Alley's technology center, which
will soon move into a gleaming
new 12,000-square-foot headquar-
ters in suburban Troy. The econom-
it downtum and the need o fight
old-fashioned perceptions may have
slowed things, but he lhmks itis
working.

lhcm s ohviousty a need for
confidentality, but we have a cou-
ple exciting projects that are getting
close” 10 the point where a public
announcement can be made,
Abderson said over a salad at the
Birningham Athletic Club.

Totn Andecson is not exactly
undereducated. At 56, he has a
PhD, inpeuroscience from the
University of Michigan (he was 2
head-imjury researcher for General
Motoes, for years), an executive
MBA from Michigan State
University and several other
advanced math and physics

degrees.

Two years ago, he dropped in to
1alk 10 Ken Rogers, a deputy
Oakland County executive who is
Automation
Alley's top marn.
Anderson was
hoping 1o do some
consulting, and
ended up becom-
ing director of the
technology center,
4 job that was
stiaped in part for
him.

He's not mzking
as much money as
he ance did, e
confides with a
broad smile, but

be is haviog a lot
of fun. What he
does in large part is get the message
out and help the right people make
contacts, “What we arc, really, is a
high-energy nucleus for business
creation,” e said.

While there is some limited
investment capital available through
the technolagy center, it is mainly
“a worId-cIm business acceleration
process,” which offers business
counseling and raining aimed at
helping get products to market and
helping sell them cnce they amive
there.

Jehn Cain, wh launched 315, a
subscnpunn Web scrvice company
based in Novi, gives the Alley a lot
of credit for geting his firm off the
ground, both with seed capital but
especially “the ‘door-opening’
effect that the pmnmhlp with
Auomatior Alkey had,” esi_mcua.lly
with the financial cormamunity.

Indeed, the Alley is perhaps
strongest in its abilities to provided
nerworking apportunities, profes-
sional development seninars, and
various other services, including
help in winning grants.

Panels of experts in any particu-
Tar field review cvery application
for aid; though for now they are
giving beavy priarity (o innovations
aimed at the automotive industry,
especially those with intemational
applications, this may gradually
change. So far, Automation Alley
claiims o have atracied mare than

$21 million in new business as a
result of inlernitional trade mis-
sicns alone.

Anderion thinks the perception
of the area as one of bleak, obsolete
faciaries manngd by poorly educat-
ed workersg is changing rapidly.
“What's been harder to change is
the perception that this is exclusive-
ly for Oakland County.”

On the contrary: Thaugh
Qakland tock the lead in cstablish-
ing the Alley, most of its funding
now cares tuough the state, and it
is appraaching the paint where it
will be éntirely economically self-
sufficient, [t has nearly 500 mem.
bers, ranging from Genesee County
and the city of Detroit to the
Monroe County Industrial
Develapment Corporation.

Companies car: also jain — but a
firm or ah inventor doesn't have o
be 4 mefiber or be based lecally to
apply fof aid; they merely have 1o
be thinking about 2 project based in
Southeastern Michigan.

“We intend to create a regional
technology cluster that attracts the
creators and consumers of diverse

Automation Afley says in its pro-
mational litertue.

“Yes" said
Anderson, a Chicago native. “"This
is neally a preat place to live”

B Generic
drugs cost
much less

For about five years, 77-year-old
Caroline Braley has Deen 1aking
various medications for her arthri-
lis and blood pressure.

Her bill comes to at least $400u
month, so she's tumed to generic
brands for saviags of around $40.

“[ pay for my own medicine all
the (ime" said Braley, a part-time
receptionist at the City of Novi
Senior Center. “T get the generic as
muck: as T can. 1 would say defi-
nitely I've been suving.”

Jan McAlpine, senior center
manager, has seen drug needs and
costs nse in her 21 years in the
business.

“There's more seniors and there
are more medicalions, and they
cost more money,” McAlpine said.
“Generic drugs can be a very good
savings.”

The Medicare Prescription Brug
Improvernent and Modemization
Act of 2003 helped the quest for
generics on the federal level,

Brand name drugs enjoy patent
prolection for about 11 years,
befors they can be made 2s gener-
ics. According to the U.S. Food
and Drug Administration, the act
allowed for limits en court actions
that could defay the process.

In the meantime, veluntary
Medicare cards are another option
that became available in May.

Statewide, there are 41 cards
available, with information on 34
posted at  www.meidcare gov.
Possible enrollment fecs do nat
exceed $30.

“Credit or debit?” [t's a familiar
question to millions of consumers
who uje debit cards to make pur-
chases. With more than 285 nil-
lion now in circulation, debil
cards have become a popular form
of pzyment,

When a consumer uses » debil
card to make a purchase, the
ampunl and sales tax are dedveted
from the cardholder’s checking
accouat. Some cardholders, how-
ever, we discover-
ing that feancial
institutions  are
debiting  their
accounis for mare,

About 25 per-
cent of all linao-
EREPR cizl  instiltions
Mery charge cardhold-
Davis ors fee for mak-

ing purchases
using their Personal tdentification
Number (PIN}). PIN-use fees
range from 25 cemis 1o §1, accord-
ing o a siudy by Boslon-based
research Giom Dove Consulting.
The financinl knstitutions sur-
veyed impose no fees for signa-
wire-based  transactions, which
require cardhelders te sipn for
their purchases.

n fact, some banks and credil
unions are rewarding their mem-
hers with perks such as free air
miles and cash rebates for selects
ing “credit” instead of “debit” on
the point of sale device keypad.
And it's preity clear why.
Financial institutions impose fees
on merchants (o cover the costs
associnted with the debit card
wransaclion process. Where mer-
chants pay a pitlance in process-
ing fees for PIN-based tansac-
lions—just 10 w0 38 cems per
trapsaction-—they can pay as
much as 2 percent of the total puc-
chase in processing lees when
cuslomers sign for the purchase.

Fees appear to have deierred
few debit cardholders from using
their PIN to conduct transactions.
Given the cheice of either credin
or dehit, 45 percent of cardhelders
prefer to enter a PIN, and 38 per-
cenl prefer to sign for the pur-
chise, according to the American
Bankers  Association-commis-
sioned  “2003/2004  Study of
Consumer Payment Preferences.”

Untike ATMs, points of sale
devices don'L disclese fees associ-
ated with PIN-bascd transactions.
Cardholders find out these fees in
their monthly statement,

The Federal Reserve Boaid has,
at the request of the United States
Senate Commitlee on Banking,
Housing and Urban  Alfairs,
undertaken a study abous disclo-
sares of debit cord fees, They’re
asking the public 0 weigh in en
whether existing disclosures ade-
quately inform consumers of fees
imposed by the financial institu-
tion that has issued the debit card,

If you've been socked with a

fee and think curcent discloswres
aren’t adequate, consider Jogging
on o the Federal Reserve's Web
site a1 hipfwww. federalre-
sepve.gov/generalinfoffoia/Propos
edRegs.cfm. Click on “Other
Proposals” in the middle of the
screen and ook for “Study on
Disclosures of Debil Card Fees.”
‘This isu't the appropriate {forum
for complaining about bank fees;
rather, it’s an opponunity to lel
palicy makers know how you feel
about the way in which fees are
disclosed to you. You have until
July 23, 2004, 1o express your
-views on the mater, (For a
deseription of the siudy go to
http:fiwww.federalreserve.govibo
arddocs/pressihereg/2004/200405
18/auachment.pdf.)

One final thought; additional
disclosure could likely lead 1o
mare  signawre-based transac-
tions, which could cost you more
in the end. Merchants may feel
compelled 1o increase prices of
goods and services to cover the
cost of debit card processing fees.

Separately, look for your pay-
check to have a little more girth,
Effective Thursday, July i, the
Michigan Income Tax rate will
drop one-enth of a percentage
point t 3.9 percent. The reduction
marks the final phase of the 0.3
percent reduction enacted in 1999,
The reduction was delayed from
Jag, [, to help balance the state
budget.
