Carter staried w Novi High one
year before her brother, but when
he fimished up his education, she

side-by-side, und he jumped a it.

“My brother and [ went w0 col-
legre wilh the idca that we both were
going 1o become lawyers nnd
maybe start a fitm together,” Carter
said. “Tronically,” he went 1o
Western Michigan and 1 wenl to
Michigan State. Arcund our sopho-
more or junior years we bath decid-
ed we wanled [0 seck out eaching,
hecause it was something that came
really easy.”

Carter vohwitéered for a tutorial
program at Michigan State, ad she
also did an inlernship at the state
capital. She had 10 make o tough
decision of what she wanted lo do
with the rest ol her life - go into
politics, be a lawyer or teach. Her
sludents are glad she picked the
thind option.

“The values and. different things
beslowed in teachers were einbed-
ded in us as we grew up," Carter
said. “We've been shaning a cluss-
room for (he past three years, which
has been preity interesting, -Bul
next year we'll be next doot 1o each
olher, which we're both excited
about.”

Tr his first year of ieaching, sonic
sludents weren't quite sure what
kind of relationship Carter und

Nuckolls had. In fuet, some of them
thought they were duting because
they wonld eat lanch togetber every
duy i the calcteria.

| State’s economy will soon
 rely on brains, not brawn

Last weck, a lead headline
shouted the problem: “Mich.
bleeds factory jebs.” The story
chronicled yet anather drop in
pood-paying maaulecruring jobs:
Down 10,000 for June; down by
26,000 overall, itom st year,
Overall, the state’s June unem-
pleyment rale was 6.5 percent,
down & bil from May but a nearly
a full point above
the national raie
of 5.6 percent.

To a degree, it
was like 2 familior
tlull blow flling
on u bruise; we've
been seeing simi-
lar hendlines for a
generation, More
poignanl was the
story in the
Detroit News (hat
traced the decline
of the lool making
industry, once the
summit of the
skilled metalwork-
ing tradcs.
Taolmakers were the aristocrats
of the blue collar labor force,
guys who starled right out of high
school and who could cam
$80,000 a year as they nuastered
the mills and jig borers that could
shupe a piece of hard sieel to tal-
erances less than a human hair.

You used to see all kind of lit-
tle tool and die shops in places
like Madison Helghts and
Femdale. There was even a time
when an aggressive guy could
start a shop, pet enough work to
survive, put away a little and pass
on the business to his son, Now
in Michigan, more than 16,000
tool and die jobs have disap-
peared since 1997, according to
the state labor department.

Justice Kelly wants one more
crack at educating the public

Michigan Supreme Court
Justice Marilyn Kelly realizes
that most peaple don't know
much about the state’s highest
_court or its judges,

“Most people cligible 1o vote
did not vote us in.
They simply did
nat volte,” she
says, smiling
sadly. Though
Michigan elects
its seven Suprems
Caurt justices lo
cight-year lerms,
nearly half the
electorate doesn'l
vote at all, ind
many who do
slraply skip the
judicial races,

Nor do most

voters have much JACK Lessenhe"v

of n grasp on
what 1he court really does. Soon
after she was elected in 1996,
she met a carpenter on an eleva-
tor who told her that he had
taken his 6-year-old son inte the
voting boolh, “First, [ voted for
the important offices. Then 1
turned it over to him, and he
voted for you," the carpenter
said.

“That certainiy brought me
down 1 peg,” she Taughed.

Actually, the case could be
made that the high court maiters
more then many other offices.
What few realize is that it super-
vises and sets rules for the entire
court system and its judges. It is
also the court of fast resort for
Michigan. Every year, lawyers
ask it to reconsider something
like 2,500 cases that have been
decided by lesser courts, the vast
majority of which the justices
tum down.

When the high court does
decide a case, the decision can
be appealad to the U.5. Supreme
Court, but few are, and “I can
anly think of one case where
they reversed us,” a truckmg
industry case in ‘which she, inci-
dentally, happened to write a dis-
sent that the nation’s highest
court said was comect.

Justice Kelly has a somewhat
unusual background; she was 4

young French teacher al ting
Albior: College when she became
interested in education issues and
somehow got the Democratic
Party 1o neminate her for the
State Board of Education when
she was 26, “You
know, when you
are in your 20s
you think you
know everything
and can do any-
thing”

That was 1964,
and Democrats
swepl the stale, It
soon hecame
clear o her that a
knowledge of the
law would be
extremely helpfui
in dealing with
the state’s educa-
tion systen. o

she abandoned plans [or a
French Ph.D., got a law degree
from Wayne State Universily,
and afier years on the board and
in private practice, was elected
first to the Michigan Court of
Appeals and then the Siate
Supreme Court.

These days, she 35 often ina
mincrity, Though the justices are
technically non-partisan, they are
actually rominated by the major
political parties. Republicans
now have a 5-2 majority, and that
makes for a lot of 5-2 opinions.

[f anything, Michigan’s
Supreme Court is more ideologi-
cally split than the nation’s high-
est court. Asked what the aumos-
phere was like when the justices
discuss cases, she said “profes-
stonal.”

“You can't not be on speaking
terms,” she said.

Nevertheless, whils not every
case breaks down along ideclogi-
cal lines, she speads a Jot of time

. writing both dissenting opinicns
and objections ¢ the majorily’s
decision nol to hear cases,

She is also spending lime cam-
paigning for re-election this fall
— though she doesn't know who
her opponent will be.
Republicans will nominate a can-
didate at their August conven-
tion, but in practice, it has

proven ncarly impossible 1o
defeat sitting Suprerne Court jus-
lices, in part because they are
listed on the ballot as o justice of
the Michigan Supreme Ceurt.

Still, that means she has to
raise money — her 1996 race
cost about $350,000 — and
make a ot of speeches. There are
those who say thal judicial elec-
tions arg intellectally meaning-
less, because the judges are ethi-
cally prohibited from saying how
they plan to rule,

Marilyn Kelly disagrees. “I
think if you leok at my Web site
you can get a prelty good sense
of who [ am and where [ stand
on the issues,” she says.

Indeed, in her siump speeches
she has been saying that “'the
Michigan Supreme Court in its
Republican majority is moving
the siates jurisprudence in the
wrong direetion.” She has lashed
out at the court for weakening
women's and workers” rights.
She also befieves the coult in
recent years has weakened con-
stitutional protections of civil
libenies.

"“Yes, I think we are supposed
1o interpret the law as it was
intended, but we should admit
we do make law by our deci-
sions. That is inevilable. They
did that in a recent case where
they took away a man’s benefits
by chanping the way they inter-
pret the Workers Disability
Compensation Act.”

Should she win re-election,
this will be her fast term. The
Constitution prohibits state court
judges from running again after
age 70, and she is 66,

But she would like eight more
years io make g difference in not
only the law, but “to de more to
help educate the public about the
court,” she said. That might be a
view that, regardless of philoso-
phy, few would oppose.
