The ¢ty churter states thal a
budget must be approved by the
third Monday in May. This year,
council did rot reach a decision
until nine days after the deadline,

The volers mus! approve any

changes - 10 the cily's charter.
Csordas hoped to oblain coiincil’s
approvil on the umendment so that
it conld be
placed on the
ballol in the
next  general
eleclion  in
November,

1 talked to
our  atlorney,
and he drafied
the  proposul
for me.

“My conceérn with the charter
amendment is that it takes away the
accountability of the council,” said
resident Chris Jank. “T thick the
default process lakes away the
power of the people.”

“[ don't care who the city man-
ager is. He doesn’t need to control
our purse stings,” said resident
Carol Crawford.

Wixom’s Hirata Corp. wins $50 milli_dn’ GM contract

H Firm builds
assembly line
equipment for
fransmissions
and engines

What's the proper way to cele-
Dbrate after securing a $50 million
contract with one of The Big Three?

Go bowling, of course.

That's what Hirata Corporation
of Amesica, a 60-year-old global
company with an office in Wixom,
did after recenily winning a contract
totaling about $50 million with
General Motors Corp,

General Motors chose Hirata to
build two assembly lines — a trans-,
mission line in Warmen and a V10
engine lipe will be in Fonawanda,
N.Y. according to Shawn Egger,

director, Hirata, and manager of the

Detroil Division in Wixom.

The assembiy-line equipment
will be used o construct vehicles
coming out in 2006 and 2007,

“We've been working on geiting
this contract since November 2003
against the major assembly equip-
ment providers of the world,” Egper
said,

Paul Thal, applications manager
a1 Hirata, said that only about six
companies manufacture assembly
lines at the scope and size of Hirafa.

“"Fhis is our biggest award clusier
so far;' Egger said. “We've done
two major engine lines for General
Motors so far. Thas will be our first
transmission line and third engine
ling for the company.”

Hirata has.only had an office in
Wixom for four years. The Detroit
office focuses on powertrain assem-
bly lines — engines and transmis-
sions. “We've been very successful
in the short amount of time we've
been here,” Egper said.

The 34,000-square-foot. Wixem
location is only one of several across
the plobe, with another office in.
Indianapolis. “Worldwide, we make

assembly Jines 1hat put houses
together, appliances, computers ad

all different kinds of things,” Bgger -

said,

The company employs ahout
1,500 worldwide and hus annual
saies of abour $330 million year.
Only about 35 people work in the
U S, with about 10 warking in the
Wixom office,

“We wenl bowling at Novi Bowl
lo celebrate this latest conlrac:
Egger said.

“It"s for GM, so there's nat lots of
proiit, bt it will keep us in bread
and water for a few ycars. What
we're trying to do is 10 estabiish our
own manufacluring capability in
house in Wixam. These projects will
allow us to po forward with that. It
takes us between nie months and a
year 1o make this equipment,” Egger
said,

Two years ago, Hirata made the
equipment used to build the
Cadillie CTS  engine in St
Catherine’s, Ontario,

The ultimale modem horrors
were 1968 in Chicago, when out-
of-control cops tear-gassed and
clubbed demonstrators and deje-
gates, and 1972, when anarchy pre-
vailed; vice-presidential votes were
actually cast fer Mao Tse-tung, and
the nominee didn’t get 1o speak Gll
3 a.m, — prime time only on
Guam.

Back then, networks prided
themselves on so-called “gavel-to-
gavel" coverage. Sadly, that’s now a
thing of the past. The major net-
works plan to show only thres
hours of coverage all wesk. That
won't present many opportumities
for the 155 Michigan delegales 1o
see themselves in prime time.

Yet questions remain. Wit Johz
Kemy finally electrify people? Will
Al Sharpton behave? Will
Michigan's two party chairmen,
who loathe each other, make nice
for the cameras? Despite all the
pre-packaging, something fascinat-
ing or hizarre is bound ta happen,
With Democrats, i¢ nearly always
does.
