DEADLY GAS:

B Sump pump
by basement
became vehicle
for deadly gas

Tom Wiliiams of Novi thought
he was improving his health when
he cxercised in his basement five
times a week for 25 years.

Ironically, he was actually
causing himself to acquire Jung
cancer from exposure lo radon
though a sump pump in his own
home. -

The Williams have lived in their
home - on Clover Lape in
Whispering Meadows subdivision
south of Nine Mile and east of
Meadowhrook roads for more
than 25 years. Although he hasn’t
been able to work since the end of
March, Tom is a lieutenant with
the Wayne State University Police
Department, and Judy has taught
at Novi Middle School for 10
years. -

Tom, 58, has never smoked,
doesn’t live with a smoker, and
has led a healthly lifestyle. In fact,
he was a scuba instructor at
Oalland Commanity College for
27 years.

He siarted having sympioms
last winter.

“I started going 1o the doctor
around February 1, because I had
this cough that just wouldn’t go
away,” he said. Then one day, he
had 2 searing pain in his might
{ung.

“It was like someone stabbing
me," he recalled.

His primary care physician

.- thought he had asthmatic bronchi-

tis. Next, he saw a pulmonary spe-

cialist, who thought i1 was pneu-
wonia, and he was treated for that
without success, A biopsy eventa-
ally revealed h caneerous tumer in
his right fung and cancer in his
lymph nodes.

Years ago, the Williams tested
their basement for radon pas sand
received a healthy, below normal
rating,

“We thought our home had no
radon problem,” Judy said.

They checked the level again in
May, hawever, after leaming from
Tom's oncologist that raden is one
of the causes of the type of lung
cancer — adeno carcinoma — a
non-smoker's lung cancer affect-
ing Tom.

The radon level had jumped to
13.9pCi/L, while 4.0pCi/L consti-
tutes a necd lor immediate action,
according  to  Environmental
Protection Agency standards and
Real Estate transactions, Judy
said.

“It would be iltegal 10 sell a
home with the high level of radon
found in our basement,” Judy
explained.

Four follow-up test kits were

placed in various areas of their
home, confirming similar levels
of radon in the basemeni, with
reduced levels on the main Licor.
Theirneighbors’ homes have been
tested at low [evels,

When Tom und Judy Willlams of Novi Teamed tat Tom
hud lung cancer due to high levels of radon in their home, his
oncologist suggested they contacl Dy Peter Johnson, medical
director, Departmen( of Qcenpational Healtly, at Henry Ford
Health System in Detroit,

“You can determing how much of the total lung cancer i a
particular population is attributable to radon, but you can’t
determine whether a pacticular case of cancer wi caused by
radon. You cot have probabilities, but net a yesfno answer,”
Iohnson said.

Exposure to high levels of radon, however, is uswally asso-
ciated with lung cancer.

“A lot of the artginal work it this aneu canme from studying
cancer rates in maners, padiculurly umnlum miners in (e
western United States, Canada, Africa and Burope,” Jelmson

Letting elephants go shows
Kagan’s progressive nature

Whatever their politics and
whutever their views of wh's
lrappening in the stite and the
nation, just about everyone il
Michigun in recent years has
been happy abowt one thing: The
Detroit Zoo,

That is, until the divector, Ron
Kigan, snnowiced a startling
decision this spring. This fall, he
will send away 1he 2o0s (wo
Asion clephanis, Wanda and
Winky. hecause he feels it is not
fuir to keep them in caplivity.

And they won't be replac
Lo as he hay anydiing (o say
about it, which
mens [l]l) 200,
which his D at
least one ele-
phint ever singe
the plice opened
in 1928, will
have them no
maore.

‘That has
prompied the
lirst major con-
{roversy sur-
rounding. the o
since Kagan
arrived at the end
of 1992 und
inauguraled sort
) ance
ut the fucility, which really isn’t
in Deiroit a1 all, but suburban
Royal Qak.

Since then, the Zao, which by
the 19805 had become a hit fun-
down and scandal-ridden, has
again been recognized as ane of
the best zoos in the country.
Anyone who hasn'l been there in
a decade is bound to be blown
awuy hy the vast range of new
exhibits and improvemens.

They include the Arctic Ring
of Life, which simulates a natu-
ral polar environment, a stunning
Wildlife Intemretative Gallery, a
vast exhibil that shows great apes
in something close to their natu-
ral habitat; and. for frog and
salamander lovers, the Nationaf
Amphibian Conservation Center,

Alttendance has soared, and the
zoo hes won faverable national
attention in everything from
industry journals to the
Discovery Channel and Animal
Pianet. Virtuaily all of 1his was

Jack Lessenberry

and scli-effacing man who has a
daoctorate in zoology, is fascinal-
ed by the selence of manage-
ment, und is delighted to talk
about anything at the zoo except
himsell.

Lately, however, hie has been
talking a lot about elephants,
which traditionally have been
among the most popular animals
al any zoo. "Our mission is cele-
brating and saving wildiife, and
educating people abous them,” he
sinid.

“But there is an ethical dimen-
sion. Anyone in charge ol an ani-
mal has i respon-
sibifity 1o give
that animal tie
best guality of life
possible, and we
Jusl can’l reason-
ably do ihat ade-
quately here” he
said. The zoo
would need o set
aside 20 acres and
put a heated dome
aver haif it,
“which would
cost mayhe 530
million, which
would be just
cruzy lo conlem-
plae”

Currently, the zoo's two cle-
phants Live in an enclosure il is
just aver an acre. That's higher
than industry standards, but fac
legs than they really need,
Winky, 51, and Wanda, 45, suffer
from arthritis and foot problems
from heing conflined in sucha
small space; clephants in the
wild often roam for miles every
(lay. “Besides. they don’t belong
in cold climates, anymare than
you can respo; ibly nxaintain
polar bears in the deep South.”

Sa hefore winter, they will be
resettled in a vast wildlife refuge
in either Tennessee or California,
depending on input from the
American Zoological Society.
Instead, the zoe will nse the for-
mer elephant area to show thi-
TIOCEIOSES,

That decision was denounced
in a Detroit News editorial,
which said the zoo should keep
the clephants, which afier all,
“don’1 have 16 worry about lions
biting them en the backside.”

One reader wrole in und suggest-
ed the zoo direelor e sent (o
ream in California or Tennessee
instead.”

Bul zoo ofiicials were
astounded that the vast majority
of responses supporled the deci-
sion. “We normally (think 200
fetters or c-mails on an issuc s
big. We have gotten more than
2,000 ¢n the elephants — 90 per-
cent of them supporting the deci-
sion to give them a better life,”
Kagan said.

Some old-timers, such us
Beatrice Scalise of Plymouti,
reminisced about the days when
kids could come to the zoo and
ride on an elephant, then added,
“I have more respect for animals
iwowidays, so [ say let them go
free.”

People will have a final few
months 10 say goodbye. Kagan.
who lives In 4 housz on (he zou
grounds, says he isn't at all sur-
prised il there are some hard
leclings, Nor dogs he expect all
z00s to follow his lead,

“We've been told all vur lives
that it is OK to have clephants in
capnvny“ he said. “You can't
expect people to suddenly under-
stand overnight.”

Yei he has fuith that in a world
in which sensitivity to the rights
andl needs of animals is growing,
Detroiters will “get it” and con-
tinire to support the zoo. "“We
have tw be creative in how we
promale nature in ways thal go
heyond the iraditional,” he says.

“That's the challenge.”

{Not necessarily a1 good
dream:) Next Saturday's annwal
Dream Cruise, in which people
fill Woodward Avenue with
ancicnl vehicles, is @ mixed
blessing for Kagan. On one
hand, he loves cars. On the other.
it effectively blocks the zoo
entrance, and can cast the park
as much as 350,000 in Josl rev-
cnuc,
