School board puts
cell phones on hold

M New policy
should be voted

* on at next meeting

The only reason the Novi
Commuprity School  District
Board of Education did not pass
its new policy regarding student
use of cell phones and other elee-
tronic commonication devices in
schools is becavse it left out one
major part of a student’s day:
luneci '

The policy presented to the
board on Sepl. 9 staled that “Cell
phones, pagers/beepets shall be
turned off during instructional or
class time, during passing time
between classes and ac any school
sponsored events where there is a
reasonable expectilion of quiet
attentiveness or where use of the
device would causc any disrupzion
unless there is a bopa fide health

or safety ernergency."

In other words, students in
grade 5 or 2hove may bring their
tell phones and other electromic
comimunication devices to schoel,
to afler-schaol activities and to
sehool-related functions, provided
that during school hoors and on a
schoo! vehicle, they are turned
off.

However, nowhere did the poli-
¢y mention that (he devices are
expecied 1o be wmed off during
lunch, as well. For that zeasen, the
policy is in the process of being
resworded and will be presented
to the board again on Thursday,
Sept. 23, for approval,

“We've obviously implemented
the state law in the past and vsed
that as a basis for kow we reacted
1o cell phenes, but for now, we
have o develop our cwn policy,”
said Bob Schram, exécutive direc-
tor of hurnan resoorces.

Schram explained (hat in Pablic

Now, they have changed their
argument to “improving aceess™ for growing suburbs, such as Novi and West Bloamficld, But full-service hospi-
tals Providence, Botsford, Huron Valley-Sinai, and S1, Mary Mercy are all within 30 minules’ drive iime or less.

And, building twa new hospitals in such ¢lose proimity to one another inakes litle sense. The change in mtion-

ale further demonstrates the dubious nature of these proposed facilities.

The CON exemplions for Providence and Henry Ford would have a damaging effect on existing hospitals, in
western Wayne/Qukland counties — these hospitals could lose as much as $59 million from their collective incorne
e toan increase in the oversupply of beds. This could cavse same hospitals (o terminate needed healih care serv-

ices or close entire hospital unils.

We deserve quality care

Providence Hospital proposts to trans-
fer some hospital beds from their other
mudical care fucilities to Providence Park
in Novi: however, competitor hospitals
have filed lawsuits to prevent it Do you
wonder why when at icast one of them is
expanding with a massive and very expen-
sive addition? Insteud of focusing on
hkealth care, is the lawsuit an attempt to
stifie competition?

As Chief of Police in Novi, | sec our

residents suffer greal medical incomven-
icnees. Trauma victims, persons suffering
a heart atiack, and people in amomobile
accidents are rushed 10 Providence Urgent
Carz in Novi and later put back in an
ambufance ard taken o the longer stay
Providence Hospital in Southfield.
Expeciant mothers rush to a full service
hospital twenty-five to thiry-five minuies
away. No bods means substandard service,
great incoaveniences, and increased costs.
There are hwenty-seven hospitals east of
Telegraph Road but exceptionally few

major hospitals west of Telegraph. The
nearest tonger tenm care hospital, some-
times argued that il is only a few miles
away, is at least twenty-five minules away
in the best of circumstances, If there is a
traffic problem, expect 1 much longer
delay. Not having a hospital near by is
ludicrous, treats those west of Telegraph
as lesser citizens, and is totally unaccepts
able. .

Some argue that building hospitals
results in higher health care cost. The
argument relies on the 1960 Roemer’s

theory that posited, *. it seems that almost
any additional hospital beds provided will
tend to be used up, to a ceiling not yet
determined.” Roemer's theory is faulted. It
was proctaimed before the onset of strict
regulation by insurance companies for -
hospital admissions, duration of stay, and
authorized treatmenis; when state of the
art of medicine mandated lengthier hospi-
talizations; and when there were insuffi- -
cient number of hospitals to serve a_
boaming population. In fact, current occu.
pancy of Detroit area hospitals is quoted

by the media as 47%; beds not filled,
Problem is, they are in the wrong loca-
uons. .

What's wrong with that? Docsn't everyone
want 10 keep costs down? The truth is far
more complicated, und if you ean plow
through the details, you will see yel ancther
shining cxample of fiow short-sightedness by
our political masters is jeopardizing our high-
er education system and, therchy, the eco-
nomic health of our state.

When the recession hit three years ago, the
govemor and the legislature stared cutting
stale appropriations (o universities by meuns
of “Exeeutive Orders,” a fancy ierm for cyt-
ting spending.

Over this period, some $250 million in
state support was slashed from university
budgets, representing a cut of nearly 25 per-
cent from what they had been getting.

Not surprisingly, universilies laid off facul-
ty aned stalT, eliminated some classes and
increased class size for others, delayed main-
tenance and a host of other things that cash-
strapped uRiversities do to save money (and
regreltably reduce the quality of the educa-
tion they provide for their students.)

This produced a large volume of com-
plaint, some whining from university presi-
dents and some serious concern about jong-
run deterioration of the state’s most valuable

CCoNomic assef.

The grumbling got so loud that Gov.
Jenpifer Granholm {inaly agreed that if’ uni-
versities kept their wition and fee increases
below the annual rale of inflation (2.8 per-
cent), she would restore three-fifths of the 5
percent reduction in slate support tat was
taken away in her Executive Qrder of
December, 2003, Of course, this lelt a cut of
2 percent, but at Jeast it was a reduction in a
cul, if you follow tonucus sccounting logic,
A normal human might say “it hur less bad."

Then last week, the governor and the leg-
islative conference committec, having
thrashed out the rest of the budget for the
coming fiscal year that starts Oct. 1, finolly -
aot around to dealing with higher ed appro-
priutions. But by the end of last week, every-
body ngnccd' (sort of) (o (he deal, and to an
overall approprigtion of §1.65 billion for state
universities.

Okay — so where does this leave us? [n
three places, all bad.

First, university fiscal years, like those of
tlie schools and most everyone else, begin
July 1, (The state switched to Oct. | years
#£0, because of uncther budgel crisis.)

So the universities have to adopt budgets
by that date, which involves predicting what
the governor and the legislare are going 1o
do about state appropriations.

And, of course, the governor and the legis-
luture have no idea what they're going to do
that early, so the universities have to take
budget decisions in an information vacuum.
This is, of course, no way to run any kind of
business, public or private, Second, alerl
teaders will have noliced that Lansing has
now succeeded in achicving what amounts 1o
complete centrol over the finances of public
universities.

Up to now, the staie could determine the
amount of siate-appropriated meney going to
higher education, but what each university

" did about tuition and fees was pretty much

left to the discretion of each school and its
poverning boird.

But as a resull of the present deal by which
parl of a previously imposed cut was
“reslored,” the universitics have accepted a

precedent for keeping their tuition and fees
below the rate of infTation. In past years,
faced with declining stie support, universi-
ties simply increased their wition bills. With
that device now denied them, most public
universities will simply acquicsce in reducing
the quality of the educalion they provide iheir
students.

{This dilentma apparently does not apply 1o
private universities, which received overall a
smull, §3 million cut in state support. though
they were meanwhile boosting their wition
rates an average of 6 pereent. rosghly double
the increase allowed public universities.)

And i last week's colum, 1 pointed out
that a frog, once poached, will {ind it very
hard 1o get unpouched. The point applied to
our gowd public schools (whe finelly got theic
$74 back — for now - in & last-minuie cem-
promisc. )

Now it also applics o our universitics,
which if anything g more inporiant, 17 we
refuse 1o pay for first-rate higher education,
Michigan docsn’t have much of a competitive
Tuture.

Michigan thrives as a ‘swing’ state

Michigan has been an impertant “swing”
state in presidential clections cver since the
Great Depression made volers reslize that
what had been a
small agricul-
iural state liad
hecome an
industrial pow-
erhouse.

More than
ones, it hns-
beeh an impor-
tant key to vie-
tory for one
candidate or
anather. When
Michigan fell to
o bt -
donrightin  Jack Lessenberry
1988 it became
instantly clear that Michael Dukukis didn’t
have a prayer.

Back in 1960, Michigan was the state that
convinced the Secret Service that John Fo
Kennedy had won. Il wasn't till the networks
called the Wolverine Swte for JFK al 5:45 a.m.
that the service sent agents (o protect him.
({Nowadays, majer candidates get Secrel
Service protection right from the start.)

This time, both George Bush and John
Kerry ¢ach have been here more than a dozen
times, and arc ceriain to be here many more,
Each side is convineed it can win, and both
cxpect the race to be very close.

So whe should you het on?

If you believe in cycles sad historical pat- -
ters, John Kerry is your nyan.

Since Werld War [, here’s how Michigan
-has voted for president:

Republican the first three times, (1948, .
1952, 1956.) Then Demecratic three limes.
Then Republican an astonishing five times in a
row ~— [972 through 1988,

The last three times, however, Michigan has
voted Dernocratic.

According to this latest cycle, Democrats

should win the state lwice more.

But there are more reasons than nomber pat-
terns to think the Democratic candidate may
have a slight edge. Michigan’s heavily manu-
facturing-based econoimy was hurt by the
recession more than most other states, and
recovery has lagped. Presidest Bush's job
approval raling has beer consistently pocrer
here than elsewhere, and Lhe demographics -—
the makeup of the state's population — jsn't

Democratic candidates pifed up huge macging
in Detroit, and then wailed to see if it was
enovgh to withstand the Republicans' big per-
centages outstate and in the metropolitan sub-
urbs.

Now, things are more complex. Detreit is
not jusl Democratic; it js a one-party enclave.

Al Gore wor 94 percent of the votg Inst tie, a -

figure you'd expeet to find only in a phony
‘Banana Republic or People’s Democracy elec-
tion. Twa years ago, running for govemor, ~
Jennifer Granholm also won 94 percent.

Yet Detroil has shriveled and the rest of the
state has boomed, and it now accounts for far
less than 10 perceat of the stte's vote. Years
apo, that would have meant Republicans were
a shoo-in statewide.

But not anymore, Oakland County, one of
the two or three richest counties in the nation,
has been, as they say, Republican since
Abraharn Lincoln was a boy. It gave solid mar-
gins to candidates from Wendell Willkie
through Ronald Reagan, Yet Oakland County
voied for Gore, and its best-known
Republican, L, Brooks Patterson, the county
executive, thinks it may vote for Kemy.

That's because Oakland County
Republicans tend to be highly educaled and
more sacially liberal, or at least tolerant, and
uncomfortable with whal many feel s an
increasingly right-wing image prejecied by the
natienal party. .

Many are [iscally conservative bul aiso pro-
chaice, and are uncomfertable mingling
church and state. Those fuctors have helped

Four years ago, evervone believed it was o
toss-up. George Bush wijs cven in the state on
the moming of clection day. But there was no
suspense about Michigan that night. Al Gore
won by 217,000, Last week, cven in the teeth
of Pregident Bush’s post-convention “hounce,”
the Rasmussen tracking poll showed Kerry 48,
Bush 44.

That could change dramatically, given some-
revelation of tererist anack, There dre seven
weeks lefl to go, and many voters are only
now beginning Lo pay attention. Bu history
and demographics suggest if the election is
close, and President Bush needs ong more
state, Michigan isn't likely to be the one.

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Due process
overdue at
tax court

in public and often buried in long
and overly-wordy legal docu-
ments that interest only lawyers,
histarians or government officials.
But the phrase “without due
process of law™ is ene of those
ancient chalienges to the basic
frecdoms of Americans that sel
Hberty-loving peoples’ blood 10
boiling and raise cries for faimess
and honesty from their govern-
ment.

While many of the nation's
small-business owners may not be
able to pinpoint the location of the
phrase, which is tucked away in
the Fifth Amendment to the
Constitwtion of the United States.

That's why the NFIB Legal
Foundation, upen learning that the
1).8. Tax Court recentiy refused to
disclose information in a case
involving a small-business owner,
has taken up this challenge before
the [7.5. Supreme Court. The tax
court’s refusal Lo allow access to
special - (oal judges’ reports, the
Foundation asserts, is 2 clear vio-
lation of a taxpayer’s right to due
process,

The issues under review in the
case of Ballard v. Commissioner
of Internal Revenue are of consid-
erable importance to all xpaying
Anmericans, especiaily small-busi-
ness owners. Similar 1 many
other tax cases, the underlying
case siarted in the 1.8, Tax Court
where a Chiel Judge appoints &
special trial judge (STJ) 1o con-
duct the trial. At the conclusion of
the trial, the ST submits a report
ta the- Chief Judge who can then
accepl, reject or modify the report.
However, due o a change of
direction by the Tax Court in
1983, the STI reports are no
longer disclosed to the parties, nor
are the repons included in the
court record.

Currently, the tax court is the
only ferum in which a small-busi-
ness owner of an individual {near-
Iy 85 percent of small businesses
file taxes as an individual) can
contest an income tax without firsg
paying the deficiency in full.
Therefore, many small busincsses
choose Lo try their tax disputes in
tax court. But denied the ability 1o
review the ST) reports, a taxpay-
er's ability 10 appeal the court's
decision is scvercly hampered
becnuse they have no way of
knowing why the decision was

" made.
In its [ncnd-af-the-coun filing,
- the NFIB Legal Foundatior polnts
to that ancient language contained
in the due process clause claiming
that the case is feunded vpon two
simple principles of democracy:
fairness and transparency. Thesé
are true hallmarks of the judicial
process, -

I's bad enough that these entre-
preneurs must face an increasing.
ly complex federal tax cede that
bleeds them of lime and money
that they could be investing (o
make their businesses bigger and
stronger. Requiring full-disclosure
and transparency for all records is
essential to ensuring that small-
busingss owners have the ability
1o properly challenge decisions by
the tax court ot any other office of
our natipn’s legal system.

The US. Tax Coun is long
overdue for a refresher course in
due process.
