Stafl finally brought in seme yel-
low-and-black cuution tape and
chiirs by kate meming lo fashion a
more organized line.

A total of 25432 voters, which
was 75,15 percent of registered vol-
er3, showed at city hall on Nov. 2 -
a record number for the cily, accord-
ing 1o the city clerk’s office. [n 2000,

21,685 voles were cast, rep
67.7 percent of Novi's regmemd
voters.

Voters from Precinets 14, 15 and
17 voted ! tie Novi Civie Center,
with those frem Precinct 15 having
the lonpest wail.

“There was one voting machine
and 16 voting booths for each
precincl, and abowt the same nom-
ber of registersd veters in each
preciact,”  said  City  Clerk,
Maryanne Comelius, who areived at
5 a.m. on Election Day.

“People staned lining up as early
us 6:15a.m.,” she added, with polls
open from 7 am.to 8 pm.

People read books, fed snacks to
children in swollers, and talked
about the Jong line and how they
should have come earlier — or later,

Sorne people even brought their
dogs with them.

I wan't be perfect - but the Ten
Mile/Novi roads intersection will
be far more manageable this win-
ter than business owness in the
area originally thaught. And they
have the combined efforts of ¢ity
officials, the chamber of com-
merce and the Road Cammission
far Oakland County to thank fer it.

At a special meeting at the Novi
Expo Center Monday afternaon,
representatives  of the Road
Commission for Gakland County
explained their revised plans for
the Intersection,

“We're fairly pleased with what
we have (o offer” Tom Blust,
director of engineering with the
road comnuission, said  at
Meonday's meeling.

He explained that berween Nov,
[5 and April 15, construction at
the intersection will be halted.
Lane closures will remain in
place, but one (hrough tane and a
left turn lane in each direction will
be apen. There will also be dedi-
cated right turn lanes for south-
bound Novi Road and westbound
Ten Mile road.

The City of Novi ts waiting to
se¢ what happens in Troy and
other local cities hit with lawsuits
involving political/clection signs
before possibly amending its own
sign ordirance,

The uly of Novi was notified at

the end of June that the Oakland
County Branch of the American
Civil Liberties Union  in
Birmingham was concemned about
sign regulations in the city of Novi,

“Political sign regulations
become a hot topie every four
years,” said Gerald Fisher, chy
altomey.

“It has been bmugm w the
ACLL's atention thar Nowi's
ordinances tefating to political
signs are, in pan, unconstitution-
al read the letter signed by
Rozanne Sedler, chair, and Elsa
M. Shartsis, chair, ACLU Legal
Commiltee.

The ACLU staff ¢laims Novi's
sign ordinance infringes upon the
right of freedom of speech guar-
anteed in the First Amendment to
the U.8. Constituticn, and that the
ordinance should be amended.

“This issue was brought this 1o
the attention of the Cily of Novi
several weeks ago,” said Chuck
Tindall, a 19-year resident of
Novi.

Tindall recently contacted the

city abouwt some political signs -

that.he says violate Novi's current
ordinance.
