B DeRoche
named Speaker
of the House

With locals Nancy Cassis as a
state Senater and Craig DeRoche
winning a second term in the
House of Representalives, it
appeared Novi would continue to
have a strong voice in Lansing,

That veice got a lot louder last
week when DeRoche (R-Novi)
was named the new Speaker of

1he House in the Michigan House
of Representatives.

“I'm very excited,” he said.

In this new siatewide {eadership
post, DeRoche will be responsible
for running the legislalure, along
wilh the Senate Majorily Leader,
and working with the govemor on
budget, stafling and policy issues.

How will his new posilion
affect Novi residents?

“I will leok at things from
more of a statewide perspective.
But, 1 would hope that the rela-
lienships 1'm building with the
Senute Majority Leader and the
governor will allow me more
time to convince them of some of
the local issues that 1 would like

io see fixed, not only in Novi but
in all of southeast Michigan,” he
said.

DeRoche said he thinks ir's
important o get the Wixom
Road/[-96 interchange back on
line, and that Providence Park
becomes a hospital.

This is a highly influential posi-
tion for & lepislator in only his
second term of office. But, with
lerm Jimits, time is of the essence
when it comes to moving up the
legislative ladder.

DeRoche said he can sec both
sides of the argument when it
coInes 1o term timits,

“I voted for term fimils in 1992,
and we, as voters, chase to have a

Speaker of the House that oaly
had two or four years of experi-
ence, Now, | think a fot of people
have Fell maybe that six years was
too short, that people should get
more legislative  experience,
However, there's something to be
suid for somebody whao still has
onc foot in the real world in the
privale seclor being in govem-
ment,” he said.

DeRoche agrees with the phi-
losophy of Ken Sikkerna, Senate
Majority Leader, who has said
there will be no new Laxes lo meel
the state’s deficit, estimated by
House and Senate members to be

Accounting in the Eaton Center at
the nocthwest camer- of Ten Mile
and Novi roads, saict, ““We think it's
a worklerful idea, because we tried
to put signs cut before and couldn't
because of the erdinance. Now,
we're going o take advantage of the
temporary ordinance. We're going
to have a sign pul up now to attract
ey tax filers,” he said, ;

"We may be able 1o keep it up
until the construction ends,” Carm
said, “That’s what we've been told.”

Dan Jones, general manager,
Twelve Ouks Mall, said, on the city

E. Lj Officially,
ppe the Michigan

have to pit out a request for pro-
posal and then choose the test,
“What they have in the back of

their minds, I think, is the ACT,”
satd Emmeu Lippe, Novi
Community School District
superintendent. “The House is
expected to take up that pasticilar
law in early December when they
come back into session.”

Lippe said that the 125t wouldn’:
change for the swdents untl the
year 2007, That's what's being pro-

posed, but it's still subject to discus-
House of-

sion by the
Representatives and then, of course,
it has 1o be signed by the govemor,

“(The change froni winter to
fall for the MEAP} just passed the
Senate, but it has (o be dealt with
in the House, so it’s not a bill that
has passed yet," Lippe said.
“Many years ago, we used to have

fall testing, and they kind of
switched it hack and forth.”

Lippe explained that there have
been pros and cans over the years
about which times are best o test,
but he couldn’t say one way or the
other which Novi prefers. He did
say thal whal the educakors would
like, however, is to have the test
somewhat consistent, And they
would like to get i nailed down as
o when the tesl is going to be
given, rather than switching it
every several years,

"President Bush's focus may be
on a similar program to No Child
Left Behind,” Lippe said. *The
governor also is looking at ways

W Deer hunting

limited to just
four areas

Novi is more than 60 percent
built out, and naturally, that
means there's less space %o hunt
than ju years past, |

Michigan's firearm deer hunt-
ing season opencd up this
Monday, but in the city, only four
lacations are in use, with a max-
imurz of four pecmits per site.

“They should have itin at Jeast

" -a week ot $0 before they want to

Imm.," Evie, Walt, executive sec-
relary for Novi's polics chief,
said. “The chief of police can
issue a 60-day permit. It's just a
hunting permit in Novi. They
have to huve wrilten permission
from the landowner. I take a copy
of their hunting license. They
have o comply with the restric-
tons.”

This year, the aneas are limited
to the northwesl and northeast
comers of Eight Mile and
Garficld roads, the south side of
Twelve Mile Road west of
Wixom Road and ground on the
cast side of the Links of Novi,

An ordinance passed in 1992
limits weapons to bows and
arrows and sholgans with steel
shats that are no larger than 0.2
inches fn diameter.

Hunting is resticied to areas nt
least 8OO feet from any occupied
land, structure and public road-
way, and no less thap 600 feet
from property boundary dines.

“We have an officer go out and
make sure ng subdivision has
beenn built close 10 the gmund
where people want to Thunt,” Wart
said.

Yiolations could result in a
$100 fine or 90 days in prison,
said Novi Police Officer Diane
MacCiregor.

“It's very restricted here in the
cily, just for the prolection of the
public,” MacGregor said. “Evea

Each sign meeting the criteria below will be permitted from
Thursday, Mov. 25, through Friday, Dec. 24. Each sign shall he
removed immediatefy upon the exgiration af this aporaval. To pro-
vide fairness and to maintain safe and attractive business areas,
the faflowing rules apply:

B Ong additional sign per business registered with the city of
Novi is permitted.

W The sign must be a portabie sign, meaniitg 2 free-standing
sign not permanently anchared or secured 10 either a building
or the ground, such as A-frame poles temporarily driven into
the ground and T-shaged signs in the nature of 3 traditional
“for sale” sign.

Identily Theft Protection

Recently, landmark legislation
to combat the growing incidents
of identity theft passed the
House and Senate. The bill 1
sponsered, Senate Bill 793, is
considered the core of the pack-
age and is entiticd “The Social

- Security Number Privacy ActL”

The key provisions include:

* Requiring empioyees han-
ding social secority numbers (0
ucknowledpe and abide by a pri-
vacy/confidentiality policy.

* Prohibiting individuals, com-
pamies, governmental organiza-
tions such as schools and univer-
sities, or other legal entities from
using all er more than four digits
of a social sceurity number
urless the person consents or the
disclosure is authorized by fed-
eral or state law,

* Prohibiting use on a mem-
bership or I card.

+ Prohibiting sending anything
through the mail on which a
social security number could be
seen from the outside of the
etivelope.

Replacing the 11th Brade
MEAP Test

In an effort to address the
growing namber of high school
students who were reluctant to
tzke the MEAP tests, the Senate’
Education Commires conducted
hearings on the advisability of
ransitioning to a standardized
test Jike the SAT or ACT, tests
recognized by most colleges for
admissios. Compelling Lestime-
ny from educators, principals,
assessment experts and students
resulted in SB 1153, the
“Michigan Merit Examination,”

which would include a stndard-
ized exam and possibly supple-
mentai reading, writing and
skills tests,

Benelils of this new measure
include greater siudent participa-
tlon; the sizte rather than the stu-
dent paying for a college admis-
sion lest; increasing the number
of minority and low-income stu-
dents taking the test; and pursu-
ing post high school education.

Headlee behind many changes

Richard Hesdlee was & devout
Mormion whe was bor in Towa
and grew up and weat 1o schoot in
Urah, where be died Toesday at 74,
surrounded by a lage and loving
family. What makes all that uausual
is that he was one of the most
important pofitical figutes of the
modem era ... in Michigan.

“He was ihe forerunner. The
godfather of the modem
Republican Party
in the statc, and the
man who really
reshaped the party
and made John
Engler’s election
& FOVCrhor possi-
ble,” said Bill
Ballenger, publish-
er and editor of the
well-regarded
newsletter Inside
Michigan Politics.

Incredibly, Dick
Headlee was a
busingssman who
was nover ¢lected
to anything. He:
ran for office only
orice, was beaten, and acver ied
again. But his influgnce was monu-
mental. He led a crusade for tax
reform, and his nime lives on in the
“Headlec Amendment,” which lim-
its property fax increases and says
state spending can never exceed
9.49 percent of Michigan personal

income, the percentage it was at in
1979,

The Headlee Amendment was
passed overwhefmingly by
Michigan voters in 1978, Later,
afier surviving a hean transplarit in
1987, its author also helped fead the
successful 1992 drive 1 enacl (erm
lirnits for all elected state officials.

Ten years later, on she brink of
moving hame to Utah, he told one

newspager be was Jeaving with
head held high. *1 think [ bave done
enough damage w libesals in
Michigan™

What he also did was spearhead
a revolution within the Michigan
Republican Party. Twenry-five
yeats ago, the state GOP was one
of the most liberal in the: nation. Its

leader, Gov. William G. Miliken,
was a se-described Rockefeller
Republican who worked hard to
help cash-strapped Detroit.

Jack Lessenberry

Conservatives in the Millikenera
were pushed 1o the sidelines,
Headlee changed all tht. He had
moved (o the slate in 1964 and had
hecome an advisor o his fellow
Mormon, then-Gov. George
Remney,

Ris drive for tax reform weat
ugainst the grain of his own party.

In 1982, three years alter the
Headlec Amendment became law,
Milliken decided to
retire. His anointed
successor, Li, Gov.
James Brickley,

was expecled 1o be
the GOP's candi-
date that fall. But
Heudlec pulled a
stuaning upset.
beating Brickley

34 percenl o 30
percent in the pri-
mary.
The margin
probably would
have been larger if
il hadn’t been for
Ui presence of
twao other conser-
valives in the race, including L.
Brooks Pauersor, thep the Qakland
County prosccutor, who finished a
close third,

That stunningly and effeclively
ended the cra of moderate
Republicanism as a major force in
Michigan politics. Headlee, then
the president of the Alexander
Hanilton Life Insurance Co. in
Farmington Hills, was 2 cheerful
and enthusisstic campaigner, a
pleasant man who reminded me in
two ways of another pioneering
conscrvative, Barry Goldwater.

Both men had a sense of humor
abeut themselves. Headice dis-
played political cartoons lampoon-
ing him in his office, where hie
imight give you an interview leancd
back in his swivel chatr with his
legs siretched up the wall.

And like the Arizonan, Dick
Headlee had a tendency to mm his
cntire foot down his throat, When
one woman legisiator criticized
fim, be quipped that she ought io
look more carefully in the mirror
while shaving. i

That was not a goad idea, espe-
cially in an era when political car-
rectness was just coming intor

vogue. Nor was his comment that
supporiers of the Equal Rights
Amendment were really proponents
of lesbian mamiage,

That prompted the usvally low-
key Gov. Milliken, a strong ERA
supporter, 1o say that his party's
standard-bearer “puts me in mind
of an ass.”

Tz the end, Headlee osl the gen-
eral election 10 James Blunchard,
ther a young congressman credited
with shepherding the Chrysler
bailout bill through Congress in
1979, The vole was A relatdvely
close 51 percent ta 45 percent, and
many aflerwards blamed his verbal
missteps for the loss,

But that probably wasn't fair.
Republicans had then held
Michigan's governership for 20
years, and many voters fel: it was
time for a change.

The ceonomy was in recession,
and Republicans did poorly nalion-
ally in that fali’s midterm elections.
Blanchard was an encrgetic and
effective campaigrer, and some of
Headleg's potential support was
siphoned ofT by a third-party candi-
date, 2 more 7ealous lax-culier
named Bob Tisch, a rural drain
commissioner who in political
1erms, skated near the edge of the
fringe.

‘That was his only and last cam-
paign, but the man mnning it
lewrned & lot from the experience.
Few paid much attention to
Headlee's campaign manager dur-
ing that race, 2 young state senator
named John Engler.

Eight ycars later, he would heat
Blanchard in the biggest upset in
Micbigan political history, and go
an to drastically reshape state gov-
cmment and the Republican Party
along the lines Headlee talked
about in his campaign.

__"You could never have had John
Engler as governor without Richard
Headlee,” said Ballenger, onoe a
moderate Republican state senator
himself, And like it or not, that is
indisputably true,

Village Ousks Elementary
School recently witnessed a
unique Native American pres-
entation (hat emphasized the
importance of respecting and
being respensible lowards the
land we all live on.

Reg Pettibone and his wife,

Marca,  both  of  Native
American descenl, visited the
school  weuring  traditional

clothes and performed many
dunces and songs lor the s
dents. He explained that when
they sing, it's actually a type of
prayer, and by dancing, they’re
giving thanks 1o mother earth
for providing life.

“We express the meaning of
mother earth's past and luture
(hrough our  program,”
Pettibone  said. “Hopefully,
mother earth will stick in the
student’s minds and they'll
understand that afl of us have to
have respect and responsibility
towards her because if we dor’t
take cure of mather earth, the
human being is not going o
survive”

Pettibone  said  that  if
mankind coutinues desicoying
{he carth, some animals and
plants will begin te become
exlinct by falling out of the cir-
e of life. Orce that happens,
they never  come  buek,
Eventually, it will be the huraan
being that becomes extinet.

“That won't happen during
your lifetime or ducing my life-
time, but perhaps your grand-
children’s grandchildren’s life-
time," Peftibone said, "'We
wouldn't wanl Gt situatior: for
them. Five hundred years ago
we were able to drink the water
out of any river, creek and
streant on this Iand. Would you
do thar now? In another 200
years, what's going to happen to
cur chikdren? This is what we're
(eaching.”

Pettibone cleared up some
misconceptions about Native
Americans that people may
have seen con old movies. He
explaingd that Native
Americung never used the word
“how" (0 say hello and they
never performed war damces
because all of their dances and
songs are actally prayers. He
also laught the children how to
say certuin words in his native
tongue, such as “hello” and
“{riend.”

One surprising fact that
Petlibone talked abour was
that for 300 yecars, the United
States Goverament called his
people Winehagos. It wasn't
until four years ago, however,
that & representative of his
people visited Washington,
D.C,, o usk the government to
change that name t¢ He
Chung, which is what they are
really called.

Pettibone and his wife trav-
¢l throughout the United
States and Canada during the
summer to teach their lessons,
He was born on a reservation
in River Fafls, Wis., and was
laught his way of life by his
grandfather.

“Every evening, he would
teach us sangs and we danced,”
Pettibane said. “Every evening
we would bring out the drum,
We liad no ielevision and no
video games. We were learning
who we are as people. Video
games and television don't el
you that. This is how we pro-
mote mother earth.”
