At Ihe ceiituiy niark, Georgina 
Tucker exercises regularly, says 
she's never had a sick day and, as 
those who know her well say, 
always dresses in style. 

Tucker turns lOO today She'll 
celebrate tomorrow at her 
Waltonwood senior community 
home in Novi, along with 40 
family members. 

"I don't have a secret," Tucker 
said last week, clad in a red-and-
black outfit accented by pear! 
jewelry and a neatly-kept crown 
of while hair. "It just happened." 

Born in Windsor, Tucker's 
father, William Thomas Shaw, 
was a Presbyterian minister. She 
had two sisters. May and Bertha, 
and mother Florence. The family 
traveled to several Canadian 
towns until Shaw died when 
Tucker was 8.

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Georgina Tucker flips through a family helrloorti Bible 
circa the 1700s. Tucker, a Waltonwood resident, cele­
brates her 100th birthday today.

ters." Tucker said. " M y mother

a carriage ride. 

"We always had to wear a hat 

to church. M y hat blew off in the 
buggy. Nobody noticed it ' t i l we 
got to church and l didn't have a 
hat to wear," tucker recalled, 
laughing. "They (still) lei me go 
in. I was glad to get rid of that 
hat." 

When Tucker was 14. the fam­

ily settled in Detroit. Whi le 
attending services at Highland 
Park Presbyterian, she met (juy 
Tucker, an engineer from 
Tennessee. 

"I was sitting . . . up in the bal­
cony; there was a group o f us," 
she recalled. "He walked in 
church, and he was good looking, 
and I said to myself, 'I've got to 
meet Ihai guy and hang onto 
him.'" 

They started walking from 
church and were inseparable 
from their 1927 wedding until 
Guy's death in 1968.

Background: 
'Liberty' from a lawsuit 

Before ground broke for 
Liberty Park, the City of Novi 
spent years settling a major law­
suit v/ith Sandstone Associates 
Limited Partnership. 

The firm originally intended to 
build its Vistas of Novi develop­
ment at Thirteen IVIile and Novi 
roads. That meant redirecting 
Novi Road further east. 

When the city allegedly didn't 
construct the road soon 
enough. Sandstone said the 
project couldn't be marketed in 
a timely manner and filed suit 
against the city. 

In January 1999, an Oakland 
County Circuit Court ruled in 

favor of the firm. Attempts to 
appeal the decision were unsuc­
cessful. By the time Novi settled 
in 2002, damages were $72 mil­
lion. 

To keep taxpayers from foot­
ing that bill, a settlement was 
adopted by a newly-elected city 
council. The city offered 
Sandstone insurance proceeds 
and about 87 acres off Twelve 
IVIile Road west of Dixon Road 
for mostly residential develop­
ment — acres that were part of 
the 550-acre North Novi Park. 

In addition, Sandstone was 
given 70,000 square feet for 
commercial development, 
adding to the firm's original 
100,000-square foot Vistas proj­
ect at Thirteen IMile and Novi 
roads. 

A counter-suit from park 
activists failed, and the settle­
ment was approved. 

After that, Pulte Homes pur­
chased the former parkland 
from Sandstone. Liberty Park's 
single-family homes and town 
homes are now under the first 
phase of development. 

The Vistas land has been 
vacant, but, city officials say, 
there's been interest In building 
a service station at the south­
east corner of the roads. 

H o m e o w n e r s p l a y w a i t a n d s e e 
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cr. "The first 26 sites were spo­
ken for . . . by about one o'clock 
in ihe afternoon. We actually 
took a couple of extra agreements 
and put them into pending for 
phase two." 

"We had over 300 people reg­
istered for die V I P list. Since 
grand opening, we've had about 
30 people a week come dirough 
Ihis site interested in buying." 

A l l this, and the wooden 
beams haven't even gone up. 

The land, once part of the 550-
acrc North Novi Park, was given 
by the city of Novi to Sandstone 
Associates Limited Partnership 
to remedy a seven-year, .'S72 mil­
lion lawsuit. 

Pulte bought the land from 
Sandstone after the 2002 settle­
ment. 

Assistant City Manager Clay 
Pearson said home numbers 
dropped from earlier estimates. 

"It's all substantially less num­
ber of units than was allowed 
under the original consent judg­
ment," Pearson said. "It could 
have been much higher density, 
higher residential. 

"The very nature of the devcl-
opnienl will be a nice fit along 

Twelve Mile , which you see is 
developed considerably with 
retail and office. It's wrapped 
around by the park around there." 

Pulte's Kristen Reneski, area 
sales manager in charge of single-
family homes,, and Nick Czar, 
sales counselor for the town 
homes, are almost always at the 
site, open daily 11 a.m.-6 p.m. 

Czar, present Ibr the grand 
opening activities, said potential 
neighbors got to know each other 
during the event. 

"The camp-out was actually a 
pretty fun experience," he said. 
"Wc rented a big screen T v Wc 
broughl them food, tried lo keep 
ilicm occupied." 

Five Port-a-Johns, a large tent 
wilh tables, a security guard and 
three daily meals were on hand. 
The night before official sales, a 
coiilact review session was held. 

For Ihe single-family homes, 
prospccuvcs came in trucks, 
vans, campers and even a tent, 
Reneski said. 

"You just had to have a person 
there to hold your place," she 
said. "They were really (rue, true 
troopers. It was unbelievable." 

Reneski said homeowners for 
the first phase might be moving 
in as soon as this May. 

"We just got the roads in," .she 
said. "We will be pulling permits 
pretiy shortly here and digging 
foundations. If we stay ai the 
same pace, i t ' l l probably be earli­
er than expected." 

The single-families range in 
price from $345,990-5390,990, 
and town homes will be in the 
mid-$I0O,000s, according to the 
duo. 

The site is also being .sold on 
its "walking distance" to the 
Fountain Walk shopping center, 
across Twelve Mile to the south, 
and Twelve Oaks shopping cen­
ter, to the southeast. 

"There are many traffic lights 
through that area, a couple of 
intersections where people could 
cross the road. 1 think there's a 
good likelihood that people wil l ," 
Proudfit said. "From the site, you 
cross Twelve Mile and you're in 
the parking lot at Galyans." 

As of last week, more than 55 
single family homes were sold. 

"They seem to be coming from 
everywhere," Proudfit said.

Alter three council meetings, 
and no doiihi lonf;thy closcd-dixir 
discussions. .Novi City Council 
iiieiiihcis finally came lo ;in agree­
ment Monchiy night on how much 
ui p;i>' Sccrcsi. W;udlc, Lynch, 
Hampton. Tniex and Morley. the 
city's l;iw firnmf choice. 

The countil unaninioiisiy 
approved a budget ainendinent to 

provide additional funds that will 
p;iy for legal services for the rest 
of the fiscal year. This amounted 
to .'iil62,5(K). with a correspon­
ding amendment of the contract 
further reducing Sccrcst Wardle's 
fees. 

The amended agiecnient, 
which Secrest Wardle partner 
Gerald l-ishcr devised, was actu­
ally Ihe third proposal. Council 
accepted a fee structure of 
S12.5/liour for partners. .$110 for 
senior associates and $105 I'or 
associates at the firm. 

Secrest Wardle provided a 
detailed list of which attorneys in 
the firm were in which category 
as well as their principal respon­

sibilities. 
The council approved the 

$162,5(K) in funding before dis­
cussing liiial approval of the con­
tract. 

Council meiilbers talked aboul 
an ordinance that would change 
requirements, obligations and 
fees for legal work financed by 
escrow funds — money set aside 
for legal expenses. 

Fisher suggested that an oper­
aling procedure be established on 
legal work of Ihis nature, which 
would not need lo be part of the 
ordinance. 

Mayor Lou Csordas suggested 
creating a job order number for 
each legal case, and assign fees to 

that number. 
Members unanimously 

approved the first reading of the 
ordinance, wilh certain amend­
ments. The proposed ordinance 
will come before council again 
before its final adoption. 

Mayor Pro Tem David Landry 
said he would like to have the 
city's administration review legal 
iippcals before they come before 
city council.

The City of Novi wil l be look­
ing for residents inicrested in local 
access to cable television if a new 
Public Access Promotion 
Committee is approved by Novi . 
Farmington and Farmington Hills 
early next year. 

The Southwest Oakland Cable 
Commission, which serves as a 
liaison between the three cities 
and Bright House Networks, llie 
local cable provider, presented this 
option at a public meeting Nov. 
17. 

The commission presented a 
draft of new bylaws and will nieei 

to review a revised draft at its next 
meeting 6:30 p.m. Jan. 19 at 
Famiinglon Cily Hall. This meet­
ing will not be broadcast, since 
Famiinglon doesn't have that 
capability. 

The new inulli-jurisdictional 
agreement tliat Novi, Famiinglon 
and Farmington Hills receniiy 
approved, eliminated the longtime 
Cable Access Committee. This 
was a volunteer organization that 
incntorcd those who waiu to pro­
duce their own show and promoted 
public acccss'televlsion in the ;irea. 

If the new bylaws are approved, 
the new Public Access Promotions 
Committee will replace the Cable 
Access Committee. 

Careu Collins, S W O C C execu­
tive director, said thai the draft o f 
the new agreement has the exact 
stime language aboul ihe seleciion 
of members to ihis new committee 
as the 1982 agreement did about 
ihc Caiile Access Commillee. 

"That's what was in the draft, 
and there was no discussion con-

U-ary io that. No changes were 
brought forth (al the Nov. 17 
meeting)," she said. 

The new committee's function 
won'l be quite the same, however. 
In 1982, the S W O C C Studios had 
no siaff, no money and no studio. 
The new commillee will focus 
more on promoling public access. 

Mark Adler, a Novi resident and 
former member of lhe Cable 
Access Committee who watched 
Ihe meeting, said Collins initially 
wanted to dictate who the chair of 
the new committee would bc. 

However, commissioners did 
not think ihis was appropriate 
since this would give S W O C C 
administration loo much control 
over the committee. They suggest­
ed that a more equitable solution 
would be lo have members of the 
new commillee select lhe chair. 

Il was also brought up at the 
meeting thai for years, S W O C C 
did nol follow Ihe Open Meetings 
Act by providing an agenda prior 
to and minutes after each meeting. 

SWOCC MEETING 
Coinmissioners will discuss 

the proposed new bylaws that 
will affect residents In Novi, 
Farmington Hills and 
Farmington at the next public 
meeting of the Southwest 
Oakland Cable Commission at 
6:30 p.m. Jan. 19 at 
Farmington City Hall, 23600 
Liberty St., Farmington. For 
directions, call (248) 474-5500. 

S W O C C management had llieir 
attorney review a draft in which 
administration would allow an 
inspection of Uie minutes of each 
meeting at S W O C C Studios in 
Farmington eight business days 
after the meeiing — by appoint­
ment only. Administration also 
agreed to release minutes of all 
S W O C C meetings 15 business 
days after each meeling, according 
lo Adler. 

Novi resident Kalhy Mulch, a 
former city council member, said, 
"It's important to preserve the 
opportunity for an independent 
forum for citizens' voices. Local 
cable access offers people a 
venue for the free expression of 
ideas." 

As the number o f satellite dish­
es goes up, subscribers to cable 
television go down. Public access 
was meant to fill the void — 
where non-mainstream ideas can 
be put forth over the airways. 

"It's one of the only ways that 
you can express yourself out of llie 
Internet," Adler said. 

Jerry Ell is , chairman, SWOCC, 
suggested that members of the 
public attend the Jan. 19 meeling 
to express opinions about the pro­
posed new bylaws.

The salon has a "Giving Tree" 
that features ornaments with each 
girl's name, robe size and shoe 
size People can lake an ornament 
off the tree, purchase the robe and 
slippers, wrap them and return the 
gil't to the salon, 

"We already have the tree set up 
with the ornaments containing die 
girls' names," Manza said, "We 
want clients to have the robes and 
slippers wrapped and in the salon 
by 4 p,in. Dee, II , We plan to 
deliver the gills in person on Dec. 
12 and wil l have a Christmiis party 
;it my house aflerwards." 

Pamela's Salon has been 
involved wilh the girls at Vista 
M;iri;i for several months since the 
salon opened a year ago. 

"1 asked the staff at Vista Miiria 
what we could do as a salon. They 
were shocked and grateful. Tlic 
one thing that the girls want is to 
have their hair done," Manza said. 

"Now, we have the Vista girls 
visit us once a month. We close die 
salon on a Friday afternoon and do 
the girls' hair, nails and iinylhing 
other beauty service that they 
desire." 

According lo Sarah Plalz. volun­
teer coordinator at Vista Maria, the 

the girls absolutely love i l . 
"It really gives them a chance to

The agency has a mental healdi 
program, a substance abuse and 
conduct disorder program, a sexu­
al abuse and trauma recovery pro-
grain, two step-down units, a 
deicniion center and a shelter, 
Platz said. 

Currenlly, 168 girls live al Vista 
Maria. In the suminer, the agency 
had a prom for the girls, and 
Manza and other slaff from the 
salon drove to Dearborn Heights to 
do their makeup, nails and hair 

Manza came up with the idea for 
the robe anil slippers for 
Christinas, which Vista Maria slaff 
approved. 

Redkcn is going lo doiiaie gifts 
also, which wil l include items such 
as shampoo, conditioner and hand 
lotion. 

"Pamela's Salon is an Elite 
Redkeii Salon, which means I only 
carry Redken products," Manza 

.said. 
Manza believes that this particu­

lar age group is one segment ot our 
society that people often neglect 
when it comes to giving. 

"There are a lot of nice things 
that people do for others dunng the 
holidays, but people don't often 
think iiboul juveniles," Manza said.

Tribute to R i c h a r d H e a d l e e 

Richard H . Headlee was the author of the 
"Headlee Amendment" which was adopted 
by the citizens to Michigan's constitution in 
1978. The amendment imposes lax limita­
tions on the stale, county, municipal, school 
district and related local governmental units 
as noted below: 

• It limits growth in stale revenue lo the 
growth in personal income for the Stale of 
Michigan. 

• It prohibits the state from mandating 
activities of local governments widiout reim­
bursing these local governments for die 
increased costs. 

• Il requires a rollback in local authorized 
millage rates i f the local tax base (TV) 
increases more than inflation. 

• Il requires voter approval for bonds 
pledging die full faidi and credit of the local 
govemmcnt. 

LANSING CONNECTION 

• It prohibits the imposition of any local 
tax not previously authorized without voter 
approval. 

The Headlee Amendment protects taxpay­
ers by limiting taxation and government 
spending. 

Recently, 1 had the privilege of making the 
following floor statement during our Senate 
session to pay tribute to the passing of 
Richard Headlee who passed away Nov 9. 

Today, 1 rise in tribute to Richard Headlee, 
a renowned champion of state taxpayers. 
Elected by the people, we all have experi­
enced the exhilaration of seeing our legisla­
tion become law and the agony of seeing 
them set aside. At momentous instances in a 
state's history, an idea genninates in the 
intellect of an advocate or an agent from the 
grassroots, and a movement is launched lo 
affect change. 

Richard Headlee was such an advocate. 
He came forward at the right time in the 
right place. He advocated his lax idea wilh 
conviction, professionalism, persistence and 
unwavering commitment. He worked widiin 
the system, had the wind of voters' power 
beneath his effort and eventually tasted the 
fruits of victory. 

Today, we moum Richard Headlee's pass­
ing because he leaves a void. But we never-
dicless celebrate his life and his legacy, the

Health Maintenance Organizations ( H M O ) 
benefit packages which are more competi­
tive and affordable. 

Senate B i l l 1150 would give H M O s the 
ability lo offer a menu of selected basic 
health services instead the current tradition­
al plan o f offering only one package. A l l 
H M O contracts would now be required to 
minimally provide a level o f preventive 
health care benefits. Additionally, HMOs 
would be required to offer a set of health 
benefit contracts lhal include basic health 
care services. 

The change is needed to allow employers 
to choose an alternative H M O plan that they 
can afford instead of offering no H M O ben­
efits at al l . Traditional H M O high-level 
basic-health benefit plans wouldn't be 
affected by the b i l l . The measure is support­
ed by the Michigan chapter of ihe National 
Federation of Independent Business, the 
Michigan Nurses Association, die Michigan 
Association of Health Plans and the 
Michigan Primary Care Association.

ers put "moral values" at the top of 
dieir concerns and dial most of 
diem voted for President Bush. 
Combine lhat widi die graphics 
showing so sLarkly die red slates 
and the blue stales, and it's easy to 
conclude diat our nation is bitleriy 
split between tlie godless and airo-
giint liberals and die hard-line and 
intolerant religious right. 

Some of my fellow churchgoers 
voted for President Bush; some for 
Senator John Kerry. But virtually 
all of diem share a set of funda­
mental American values diat go far 
beyond any partisan divide: God; 
family; right and wrong; patriotism; 
compassion; tolerance; responsibili­
ty The list goes on and on. And I'd 
guess many observant readers have 

^ noticed that die gap between die 
red and blue stales doesn't seem to 
show up as dramatically in dieir 
daily life as it does on the T V 
screens. 

What's going on here? Part of 
die problem is die media's knee-
jerk urge to find die most sensadon-
al way to simplify die story, wiiich 
usually comes at the cost of eidier 

Economist) are more nuaiiced and 
much more interesting. The share 
of die lotal vote from people who 
put moral values .it die top of dieir 
concerns diis yeai^ was 22 percent, 
just a few points more dian diose 
who cited die economy or diose 
who felt tentirism was most impor-
laiil. Moreover, die 22-percent 
share is lower than it was in die two 

previous presiden­
tial elecuons; 35 
percent put moral 
values on lop in 
20OO, and 40 per­
cent felt that way 
in 1996. 

Certainly, evan­
gelicals voted 
heavily for 
President Bush, 
but .so too did 
Cadioiics (Bush 
bud a 5-pcreent 
iead), Hispanic 
Cadioiics (he lost 
diem, but his 
showing was up 11 
pcicent from 2000) 

and regular churchgoers including 
mainline Protestants (favoring Bush 
by nearly two to one). The only 
exception: African-Americans, wlio 
voted, as diey generally do, for the 
Democrat by nine to one.) 

The conclusion is fairiy obvious: 
President Bush's majority is not 
just a bunch of right-wing evangeli­
cal Chrislians, but i l comes from a 
broad specu^uni of people who hold 
to miditional values and who are 
religiously observant. 

Much of die sensible political 
commentary since die election has 
made diis point. For example. Brad 
Snavely, executive director of die 
Michigan Family Fomm, wrote in 
Tlie DeU-oit News: "One thing 
worked diat against John Keny was 
|x;ople of deep faitii and personal 
conviction don't necessiuily expect 
dieir president to be their advocate, 
but diey do expect him lo under­
stand why diey feel so sdongly 
about many moral issues.... The 
majority in diis counlIy want a 
president who believes in right and 
wrong and who can speak widi 
moral clarity widiout Imposing his 
views on die counuy." 

So, ddes diis mean diat die coun-
fjelail.or-cpntext.Parf of it,cpfnes,,^,ii,i|ryJ5 deeply and in^eversibly.jMJar-. , ; 
fr9p) ille Uiumphalist rhetoric we 
are heiuing diese days from 
Christian evangelical organizations 
intent on putting forward dieir 
claims. And part of it comes from 
Democrats, now firmly lucked into 
the fetal position, whimpering 
aboul die election resulls as a 
wholesale rejection. 

Tlie data (cited in a valuable arti­
cle in the respected weekly, Tlie 

ized between people who believe in 
right and wrong and those who do 
not? Most experts say no, dial die 
country is in fact a complicated 
overiay of all kinds of differing 
interests and attitudes and diat die 
enormous majority of Americans 
hold pretty sUTughtforward tradi­
tional values. 

Prof Wayne Baker, who teaches 
in die University of Michigan's 

business school and conducts 
nationiil studies of values, echoes 
what psychologists and sociologists 
have known for a long time: 
Peoples' core values are fonned 
during early adulthood and tend to 
be very stable after diat. 

Baker lold me diat "Americans 
have clustered around Uciditional 
values for a very long time. The . 
notion of a bitleriy divided nation is 
a convenient fiction — quite possi­
bly with a political purpose — but 
il siiiiply doesn't comport lo die 
facts." 

A helpful way lo illusmlte this 
point was discovered by Jefl' 
Culver, an infomiation graphics 
expert, who uied to blend die red 
states and the blue states to show a 
"Purple America," a map lhat 
shows a gradient between tiie two 
groups. 

Not surprisingly, il shows blue 
predominating on eidier coast widi 
heavy red in die mountain West, but 
die Midwest and die Soudi are 
slightly reddi.sh purple. "The 
United States is not as divided, geo­
graphically speaking, as it seems. 
Differences are still deep, but more 
so from one individual lo die next 
dian one region to die next.... It's a 
real mistake for a party to write off 
a whole part of die counuy." 

Quite so. Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm was quoted in The New 
York Times arguing dial Democrats 
must have''a message tiial is "strong 
and suongly pro-work, pro-respori-
sibilily, pro-child, pro-.seniors.... 
And not to be afraid of saying God. 
A n d not to be afraid of saying tliat 
dus is a counhy based on faidi." 

M y own conclusions? 1) While 
die religious right played a big part 
in diis election, by no means does it 
hold a monopoly on Americans' 
moral values. 2) The country is 
much more united around stable 
traditional moral vidues dian 
appears at first glance.-3) Any polit­
ical party tiial eitiier claims lo be 
die only repository of moral values 
or is perceived as scorning diem 
wil l certainly get into tfouble.

Lou Anna Simon often rides die 
campus bus around Michigan State 
University, where most students 
.seem to regard her as ".some old 
person widi a 
briefcase." She 
says she isn't much 
of a cook, and she 
and her husband, 
Roy, i'requentiy eat 
lunch or dinner in 
one of die donms. 

However, .she 
has otiier talents. 
On New Year's 
Day, die longtime 
provost will 
become president 
of Michigan Stale 
University, suc­
ceeding M . Peter 
McPherson, who 
has led the school and ils 44,836 
students for more dian a decade. 

Short, modest and self-effacing, 
Simon is eager to get to work and 
.seemingly jusl as eager to try to 
direct attention away from herself 
"It really is not about me," she said, 
" i ' m just here fora liide bit In die 
whole scheme of diings. And it's 
my responsibility to do whatever I 
can to make sure Michigan State 
has die ability to be even greater in 
die future dian i l is today" 

News media accounts have 
focused on die fact dial she is die 
first woman lo head Michigan State 
since it was founded as a school of 
applied agriculture for farmers in 
1855. But what is more remarkable 
is dial she has spent her entire adult 
life at die institution. A native of 
small-town Indiana, she arrived as a 
23-year-old Ph.D. student from 
Indiana in 1970, and just stayed. 

Remarisably, she nearly became 
MSU's president a dozen years ago. 
But the board deadlocked over her 
appointment and McPherson, dien 
a Bank of America official and for-. 
mer Reagan treasuIy undersecre­
tary, was brought in as a dark horse 
candidate. 

led to Simon's leaving die universi­
ty But the two forged a good rela­
tionship. Last spring, McPherson, 
widely regarded as die school's 

strongest and most 
effective president 
in decades, 
announced he was 
stepping down to 
look for a new 
challenge. 

That nonnally 
would have led to 
a nationwide 
search. Not diis 
time; he unhesitat­
ingly recommend­
ed to die M S U 
board dial diey 
choose Simon as 
his successor, and 
tlie board unani­

mously agreed. "She will be an out­
standing choice," he told me. "She 
is superbly equipped to lead diis 
institution." 

Lou Anna Simon knows dial 
means a lot more dian showing up 
for commencement. She takes 
office in a year diat will be loaded 
widi celebrations of die school's 
I50di anniversary, culminating in a 
diree-day on-campus bash in 
September. She sees die most 
important part of her job as keeping 
what she calls "die land grant 
ideal" alive and relevant for die 
next century. 

The school, once known as die 
Michigan Stale College of 
Agriculmre and Applied Science 
was founded, she noles, as part of 
an experiment to take knowledge 
beyond die ivory tower and make it 
relevant to citizens and die state as 
a whole, and to pioneer new dis­
coveries for die public good. 

"Not many people know diat die 
process to pasteurize nulk was 
invented here, dial die diug dial 
saved Lance Armshong from can­
cer came fiom here," she noled. 
When M S U was founded, "die 
visionaries of tJie time wanted a dif-

move society forward widi its dem­
ocratic ideals. And diey wanted a 
place dial would position America 
to become a real economic player, 
as well as a champion of die people 
in the society who had talent, but 
who were underserved by die insti­
tutions at hand." 

Today, she said widi a smile, 
diose srmie problems still exist, i f in 
a slightly different form. "In order 
for us to be competitive in 
Michigan we have to find a way to 
shift out of diis manufacturing 
mentality, and dial's going lo 
require an educated citizenry of a 
different kind ... and becoming an 
engaged partner widi odier institu­
tions in order dial we can meet die 
needs of society." 

Nobody questions her intellect. 
However, some have wondered 
whedier die self-effacing Simon, 
who occasionally lapses into educa­
tional policy-speak language, can 
be an effective advocate for M S U 
in die broader political arena, where 
universities go toe-to-toe widi each 
odier in die battle for recognition 
and funding from die state 
Legislature. 

Bmce McCrislal of Bloomfield 
Hills , a 1954 graduate who just 
wrote an excellent new history of 
die school, "The Spirit of Michigan 
State" (MSU Press, 2004), says he 
knows her well and isn't wonied at 
all. "She is such an effective and 
ardculate speaker. She won't have 
any problems." 

In an era of pinched budgets and 
funding cuts, dial may not be quile 
true. But a century and a half after 
M S U was foundal, die university's 
20di president is eager to show 
what she can do.

Savvy Senior 

Coping wi th arthritis 

Dear Savvy Senior, 
Arthritis can bc a real pain in 

the neck and tlie knees, fingers, 
feel, back, dips, ankles. You gel 
the idea. 1 have had severe 
oslcoaithrilis for about 15yc;u-s 
now, but I'm managing pretty 
well, and it hasn't taken over my 
life. It did, however, change it, 
but my life has been very produc­
tive since my joints started talk­
ing to me. Could you please do a 
column on how to live ;ind cope' 
with arthritis? l i .seems like most 
of us older folks have a little of 
it, but for those of us who have 
lots of arthritis pain, it's not all 
bad new.s. 

Living iind Aching 

Dear Living, 
You're right. For tlic more tliiui 

20 million Americans who sulTcr 
from osteoartliritis, tlicre are some 
things that can help tliem manage 
But, it's also important to remem­
ber that chronic arllhiiis pain varies 
greatly from person to pereon. So, 
while these tips might help some 
people manage a little better, it 
might not help otliers at iill. 

Pain management 
Just as there are different types 

of arthritis, there are also differ­
ent types of pain. Most sufferers 
of osteoarthritis find that a com­
bination ofinedicineand mild 
exercise works best lo help deal 
with the pain and stay mobile. 
However, you should work wiilI 
your doctor to create your own 
pain management plan. What 
works for one person may not 
work for .someone else. 

Savvy tip: Many people are 
trying altemativt: therapies to 
help heat arthritis pain, such as 
dietary supplements, acupunc­
ture, hydrotlierapy or yoga. For

Respect your pain 
It's important to listen to your 

body, slow down and be gentle 
wilh yourself. Here are. a few 
extra ihiiigs (o keep in mind: 

. • Let your largest muscles do 
the work. Squat to piek up an 
object, or sit in a chair to bend. 
To open a heavy door, lean into il 
10 use your body weight lo help -
push il open. 

• Balance rest arid activity and 
don't over do i l . Fatigue may 
increase the risk of accidents. 

• Distribute tlie pressure. Carry 
heavy loads close to your body. 
For groceries, try using paper 
bags instead of plastic. In the 
kitchen, use both hands to lift a 
heavy pan. Carry a shoulder bag 
instead of a handbag. 

• Diet and exerci.se. Extra body 
weight means extra strain on tlic 
joints. Diet and exercise can be a 
good strategy in lowering the 
load and relieving the joints. Talk 
to your doctor lo delennine the 
best filness program for you.

M E A P s u p p o r t d o w n , 

a c c o r d i n g to s t u d y 
Most Michigan parents say the 

M E A P test isn't being used lo 
help their children, according lo a 
recently released study by Ihc 
Great Lakes Center for Education 
Research and Practice. 

The center teporlcd Ihe lack of 
enthusiasm and interest has imicli 
to do with parents' lack of 

, knowledge about the purpose of 
the test, or having dif/eicnl prior­
ities for their children's educa­
tion. Five percent said they knew 
what the tcsis are designed for, 
and 1 percent saw standardized 
test scores an important indicator 
of whether a child is gelling a 
good education. 

The study indicated that par­
ents are more concerned aboul 
self-esteem, desire lo learn, work 
ethic, and motivalion when it 
comes to influencing their child's 
success. 

Lansing-based EPIC-MRA 
conducted tlie study of 1,700 par­
ents in October. Comniissioned 
by the Great Lakes Center in 
conjunction with the Your Child 
Coalition, it looked at parental 
involvement in education in 
Michigan, Illinoi.s. Indiana, 
Minnesota, Ohio, and Wisconsin, 

Here are the other findings,,,, 
• Only 20 percent of the par­

ents surveyeti believe that their 
child's le.'it nssulls wil l actually be 
used io specifically help tlieir 
child improve in school. 

• Only one-third of parents 
believe that such test.s provide a 
good measure of their own 
child's abilities, 

• Two-thirds of parents do not 
discuss standardized tests at par­
ent- teacher conferences. This 
raises the question of how valu­
able the tests .Ire i f parents and 

'tciichcrs aren't talking about the 
le.s'i.s/'resHll.v for C;IC1J child. 

• Only I percent of parents 
listed standardized test scores as 
being mi iniportjiiit indicator of 
whether or not their child is get­
ting a good education. 

• Of piireiits asked, only 5 per­
cent claim they know what such 
tests were designed I'or and 30 
percent do not know what llie 
results are used for 

• When asked what their child 
needs in order lo be successful, 
piirents did nol mention standard­
ized test scores. 

• One in four piyents say 
schools spend eilher loo much or 
too little time prcppiiig kids for 
tests. 

• A htfge segment o f parents 
still don't seem to be in agree­
ment on how standardized test 
results ought to be used. 

• One in three parents asked 
feel lhal rewards such as 
increa.sed funding from the state 
or higher propeny values based 
on a school's test results is a bad 
idea. 

• One in three parents asked 
feel that the cum;nl state and fed­
eral government consequences 
under N C L B Ibr schcxils that 
perform poorly on such tests are 
a bad idea. 

• The study found that parents 
who say they did poorly taking 
similar tests (one in four) when 
they were in school were twice 
as likely not to go on to college 
as those who did well on such 
tests. This raises the issue of 
whether test .scores might hold 
iheir children back from getting 
the educadbn/training needed in 
today's competitive job market.

Due process 
for business 
overdue at 
tax court 
' The word.s are old, rarely heard 

iiI public and often buried in long 
and overly-wordy legal docu­
ments that interest only hiwyers, 
historians or government offi­
cials. But the phrase "without 
due process of law" is one of 

tho.sc ancient 
challenges to 
the basic 
freedoms of 
Americans 
that set liber­
ty-loving 
peoples' 
blood to boil­
ing and raise 
cries for fair­
ness and 

honesty from their government. 
While many of the nation's 

small-business owners may not 
be able to pinpoint the location of 
the phrase, which is lucked away 
in the Fifth Amendment to the 
Constitution of die United .States, 
diey instinctively understand that 
their continued economic survival 
is dependent upon a properly-
functioning system that recog­
nizes and holds sacred the rights 
it implies. 

That's why the NFIB Legal 
Foundation, upon learning that 
the U.S. Tax Court recently 
refused to disclose infomiation in 
a case involving a small-business 
owner, has taken up this chal­
lenge before the U.S. Supreme 
Court. The tax court's refusal to 
allow access to special trial 
judges' reports, the Foundation 
asserts, is a clear violation of a 
laxpayer's right to due process. 
; The issues under review in the 
case of Ballard v. Commissioner 
of Internal Revenue are of con­
siderable importance to all t.ix-
paying Americans, espcci.illy 
Small-business owners. Similar 
to many other tax cases, the 
underlying ca.se started in the 
U.S. tax court where a chief 
judge appoints a special trial 
judge lo conduct the trial. At the 
conclusion of the trial, the STJ 
submits a report to the chief 
judge who can then accc|it, reject 
or modify the report. However, 
due to a change of direction by 
UIe tax court in 1983, UIe STJ 
reports are no longer disclosed to 
the parties, nor are the reports 
included in the court record. 

Cun-ently, the tax court is die 
only forum in which a small-
business owner or an individual 
(nearly 85 percent of small busi­
nesses file taxes as an individual) 
can contest an income tax with­
out first paying the deficiency in 
full. Therefore, many small busi­
nesses choose to try their tax dis­
putes in lax court. But denied Ihe 
ability to review the STJ rejxirts, 
a taxpayer's ability to appeal the 
court's decision is .severely ham­
pered because tlieyhave no way 
oT knowing why the decision was 
made. 

In its friend-of-the-court filing, 
the NFIB Legal Foundation 
points to thai ancient language 
contained in Ihe due process 
clause claiming lhat the case is 
founded upon tivo simple princi­
ples of democracy: fairness and 
transparency These are mIe hall­
marks of the judicial process. 

It's bad enough UIat Uiese 
entrepreneurs must face an 
increasingly complex federal lax 
(:ode UIat bleeds them of time and 
-ilIoney UIat they could be invest-
Jng to make their businesses big-
."ger and shonger. Requiring full-
;disclosure and transparency for 
;all records is essential to ensuring 
-that small-business owners have 
!the ability to properly challenge 
;decisions by the tax court or any 
;dUIer office of our nation's legal 
system. 

The U.S. Tax Court is long 
overdue for a refresher course in 
due process.
