He was Icnown ;is "Mr . 
Choralaires." 

Daril R. Riley, 66, of Novi , a 
member of the Choralaires 
singing group in Novi since 
1977, died suddenly of a massive 
heart aiiack the evening of Nov. 
23. 

He had just finished his work­
out at Bally Total Fitness in Novi 
when the coronary occurred. 

Emergency medical services per­
sonnel worked on him for about 
half an hour but were unable to 
revive him. 

Services were held Saturday 
morning at St. John Lutheran 

Church in

Hills. 

Riley was 
bom in Des 
Moines, 

, Iowa, and 
moved to 
Appleton, 
Wis., as a 
boy when 
his father, 

who worked for Montgomery 
Ward at the time, was transferred. 

He graduated from Lawrence 

D . R i l e y 

College in Appleton and served 
in the U .S . Army for three years. 
Riley spent a lifetime in sales and 
was most recently sales manager 
for Fidelity Communications in 
Novi. 

He is surt'ived by his wife of 36 
years, Audrey, of Novi; two sons, 
Kevin, of Waierford, and Craig, 
of Royal Oak; a brother. Chuck, 
and stepmother, MaIy Ann Riley,^ 
both o f Appleton, Wis. 

His widow noted (hat the couple 
would have celebrated their 37th 
wedding anniversary Nov. 25. 

"He loved to sing. He was Mr. 
Music Man. He ju.st loved music 
and loved to dance," she said. 
She met Riley .it a Detroit gather­
ing place when he asked her to 
dance. 

"I wasn'i in the mood, but he 
was persistent," she said. "He 
was wonderful. 

"He wasn't a sick person and 
took good care of his health. He 
was the last person you'd expect 
to have a problem," said Jan 
Wassilak of'(Vliiimore Lake, who 
had known him for almost 30 
years. 

He'd been a member of the 
Novi health club for over 35 
years, his widow said. 

Riley sang bass in the 
Choralaires, an auditioned 
singing group formed in Novi in 
1975. Wassilak took over as 
director in 1977, the same year 
Riley joined the group.

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It's one of every parent's wof-st night­
mares: to watch your child battle an 
unknown illness day in and day out, while 
people around you are saying that it's just a 
bug that's going around. 

That's precisely what Diane Busard was 
going through before she and her family 
found out that her son, Brian Jones, actually 
had was a rare disease called eosinophilic 
esophagitis. 

Jones is now a senior at Novi High School. 
He was finally diagnosed correctly during 
his sophomore year. What this disease has 
brought upon him and his family, however, is 
something most might find unbearable. 

According lo Busard, her son went 
through six months of misdiagnosis. She 
explained that the doctors he went to were 
very competent, but they had never treated 
anybody with eosinophilic esophagitis. 

"When Brian was diagncsed, they came 
up with this huge word, eosinophilic 
esophagitis, and we didn't know what that 
was." Busard said, tears in her eyes. "Little 
did we know that was finally the end result 
after three misdiagnoses." 

The disease acts like a huge allergic reac­
tion where white blood cells appear in the 
esophagus. However, the body's immune 
system overdoes it until there's nothing left 
to attack, so it begins to attack the body, 
which causes much vomiting. 

Busard said that after leaming about the 
disease, she found out that it affects all ages. 
She talked about a woman who was 50 years 
old when she was first diagnosed, when she 
had stomach pains throughout her life. 

"Once you're diagnosed, you have this 

forever, and i i might take a while to get diag­
nosed because it's so rare," Busard said. 

S y m p t o m s a n d p u i l l i c r eac t ion 

Jones didn't have any symptoms until 
January 2003, There have been reports of oth­
ers, however, who were showing symptoms 
since birth. It's not a disease (hat has visible 
symptoms, cither. It attacks from ihe inside. 

Part of ihe problem, according to Busard, 
is the emotional toll it takes on the family. 

"When people see Brian, Ihey say he looks 
good, and they ask, 'What do you mean youi-
child is sick?'" Busard said. "It's very hard for 
families to get support because of that. Even 
extended family members don't understand, 
asking things like, 'What do you mean your 
child caIi't eat anything? What do you mean 
he's throwing up? Get him lo .school.' Thai was 
ihe advice we were getting early on with Brian."

Bob Jackson of Novi, a for­
mer employee of HomeTown 
Newspapers, which includes the 
Novi News, has been named the 
new press secretaIy for l l U i 
District Congressman Thaddeus 
McCotter (R-Livonia).

$2 MIL FOR ROADS 

Representative Thaddeus G . 
McCoiter (R-Livonia) secured $2 
million in federal funding for three 
road consmicdon projects in Novi, 
Wixbm and Walled Lake. The 
funding was included in tlIe 
Consolidated Appropriations Act 
for Fiscal Year 2005, which was 
approved by Congress Nov. 20. 

Half of the $2 million will be 
used for the Ieconstrucdon of 
Beck and Wixom Road 1-96 inter­
changes. Congress eamiarked^$l 
million for the project one year 
after Congressman McCotter suc­
cessfully secured $2.5 million in 
federal funding lo the 
BeckAVixom project m the Fiscal 
Year 2004 omnibus spending bill. 
The congressman woIked with 
Novi, Wixom and Walled Lake 
officials during the appropriations 
process. 

"These critical federal funds 
will be used to improve residents' 
quality of life and promote our 
manufacturing and commercial 
sectors," McCotter said. "The 
Beck and Wixom Road funds will 
continue the process of returning 
oiu' tax dollars back home to 
Michigan." 

The Beck and Wixom Road 
interchanges have been listed as 
dangerous by the Micliigan 
Department of Transportation, due 
to their odd configuration and 
heavy traffic loads. 

Congressman McCotter also 
secured funds for two additional 
road constmction projects; 

• $500,000 loward the prelim­
inary engineering to widen Maple 
Road from two lanes lo five 
between Decker and Welch roads 
in Walled Lake and Commerce 
Township. The project is expected 
to cost a total of $7.5 million. 

• $500,000 toward tile prelim­
inary engineering to widen Grand 
River Avenue from two lanes to 
five between Novi and Haggerty 
roads in Novi. The project is 
expected to cost a total of $13 mil­
lion.

Shepp said about 65-70 percent 
of the volunteers were Ci:i<T 
members from across the county. 
Others were public safety or 
forestry workers, l ie and his team 
memhers went door to door lo see 
if victims needed water, food or 
other necessities.

People received military rations 
for food and water donated by 
Anheuser-Busch. 

" F E M A ' s goal was to gel every­
body livable — what they needed 
to survive," Shepp said. "The 
(Florida) panhandle was hit luost-
ly by (Hurricane) Ivan. Mosi of 
the damage was done by torna­
does that spun off of the hurri­
cane. There were eight tornadoes 
in aboul an hour and a iialf and 
just devastated blocks. Almost 
100 percent of the county was 
without power." 

Shepp said it was rewarding 
going on the rescue mission, and 
he would recommend others 
donating their tirne for such caus­
es. 

"We had volunteers thai ranged 
from ihe 18-year-old right out of 
high school to a retired deputy 
chief from a major city fire 
departmenl. They all worked 
together great," he said. "And, the 
people (victims) were so thankful. 
1 like to help people."

school. Some even suggested ihat 
he must have haled his mother 

"Sure," Busard said, "you're 
angry when all of tliis is happening, 
and we cried a loi. l i was really 
hard because you never know when 
you're looking for a rare disease." 

Busard said thai iier son had 
always been healiliy and earned 
straight As in school before he 
siarled expressing symptoms. 

"He woke up on a winicr morn­
ing throwing up," Busard said. 
"Everyone thought thai it must be 
the flu bug. He was out seven, 
eight, nine days. We had lioriible 
arguments in our house because 1 
was gelling feedback from people 
saying he's goi lo gel lo school. 
Even the school called and said he 
had to gel back. Wc had no idea 
he was going to miss 26 days of 
school that year We had no clue, 
and we didn't know wlial was 
wrong with him." 

What B r i a n went through 

Though Ihe disease is not cur­
able, Jones is currently in remis­
sion, which means lie's noi vomit­
ing any more. He did, however, suf­
fer a lot before gelling lo iliis poini. 

Jones explained lhal he wenl 
through a period of six weeks 

where he vomited 15 to 20 limes 
per d;iy on average, and one day he 
vomited close lo 30 limes. On 
many occasions, he woke up exu^ 
early just to voinil for aboul three 
hours before going to school. 

"The vomiting iiself was whai 
worried me ihe niosi," Jones said 
of his illness. "They kepi idl ing 
me lhal if I vomited loo much I'd 
gel dehydrated and I'd have to go 
to the hospital and gel an i v I 
almost got lo that point many 
times. Tliey would ask me to grade 
my pain on a scale of 1-10. It fell 
like someone punched me in the 
stomach as hard as they could. I'd 
always say il was around a nine or 
a 10. 

Jones said lie couldn't focus, 
was di/zy all the lime and would 
have lo lie on Ihe couch. At one 
point, he lost 20 pounds in a 
monlli. 

"My biggest feeling when I was 
going through this was anxiety 
because nobody could figure out 
what it was 1 had," Jones said. 
"Day after day I kepi vomiting, 
and il wouldn't slop. 1 did school 
work at home and just kind of look 
i l day by day." 

After many icsis, dodors found 
oul thai Jones is extremely allergic 
to ragweed and grass. Fortunately, 
however, eosinophilic csophagitis 
is a biopsy disease - doctors take 
tissue samples oul of llie aflecled 
area lo determine how severe il is. 
Afler Jones had been put on med­
ication in June 2003, doctors said 
that they had cured him by the end 
of lhal summer 

"But he was still sick," Busard 
said. "He look more medication, 
had a seizure and went right back 
to the hospilal. They did another 
scope, and he was worse. What 
saved Brian, 1 think, was having an 
extremely smart pediauician who 
said, 'I believe you. There's some­
thing else wrong wiUi him.'" 

B o w l i n g for C i n c y 

After much research, the family 
found the Cincinnati Children's 
Hospital Medical Center, which is 
doing research on die disease. Two 
years ago, doctors diere received a 
citation from the governor of Ohio 
because of Iheir work. However, 
money was needed, .so the Novi 
family came up with a fund-raiser 
to help find a cure. 

"You can't look ai your child 
and say, 'Sorry, you have a nu-e 
disease, and there's nothing we can 
do,'" Busard said. "We had no idea 
what wc wanted to do at first, and 
then we came up with the idea of 
bowling." 

Il wasn't until then tliat Jones 
found the ime meaning of friend­
ship, as many of his classmates put 
aside their thoughts of exams and 
college searching to help out. 

Busard said lhal Ihe high school 
kid's warned to do the bowling so 
dial they could help her son. They 
said Ihey wanted to spend part of 
their senior year helping a class-
male with his illness. 

"We've got the bowlers, but now 
we're looking for the money," 
Busard said. "We're asking Ihe 

"Eosinophils are a type of 
white blood cell that your body 
produces," said Andrew M. 
Singer, lMD, whose patient is 
Brian Jones. "They are involved 
usually in allergic inflammation, 
so people who have allergies 
usually have more active 
eosinophils. What Brian has is a 
newly-identified disease, and 
patients with it usually have 
symptoms such as a lot of vom­
iting, feeling very nauseated and 
a lot of heartburn-type symp­
toms. A lot of times it looks lil(e 
a severe case of heartburn that 
doesn't get better with the usual 
medications that are out there 
now. It can start at any age, but 
typically it's something that 
affects younger children to 
young adults. 

"The disease is not fatal, but 
if left untreated, people will have 
nutrition problems because 
there's some things they can't 
eat or they can't keep all the 
food in because they're having 
problems vomiting. It can go 
from involving the esophagus to 

involving more of their intes- , 
tines, including their stomachs. 

• Someone can get ulcerations 
and a lot of pain from that, and 
it interferes with their life. 
Untreated long term, you can 
get abnormal narrowing of the 
esophagus, which you might 
have to have surgery for 
because you can't swallow, and 
you form scar tissue. 

"People with this disease are 
usually on steroid medications. 
Because these are cells in the 
allergic immune system, we 
also try to identify the things the 
patients are allergic to, which is 
real important. It could be any­
thing from pollens to dust mites 
and mold. If you can figure out 
what things you're allergic to, 
you can avoid it, and that can 
improve your chances to get 
better."

The Oakland County Circuit 
Cour l of Appeals recenily 
entered an order lo expedite 
Ihc appeal, according lo 
Gerald Fisher, cily allorney. 

"We have been wailing for a 
notice on an early dale lor orai 
argumenls," Fisher said. In ihc 
incanlinic, Nanda filed a 
motion aslving the courl to scl 
aside lis order for an cxpudilcd 
hearing. Fisher said. 

Mirage, developer of ihe 
adjoining subdivision. 
Wilshirc Abbey, intervened in 
the case while i l was pending 
in Oakland County Circuit 
Courl . 

On appeal. Mirage iiicd a 
motion with Ihe Court of 
Appeals, asking (ha( Ihc case 
be expedited for hearing and 
decision, Fisher said. Mirage 
owners alleged (hal ihe dchiy 
was a hindrance to the sale of 
lots in their subdivision. 

"Our posilion has iieen thai 
it would be good lo expcdile 
the resolution of ihe case in 
view of llic uncertainly for Ihe 
Chcllenham residents. We 
believe il's not fair lo Ihciii |to 
delay a decision in the casc|," 
Fisher said. 

Developer Ken Nanda llled 
an appeal following Oakland 
County Circuit Courl Judge 
Fred Meslcr 's decision thai 
streets leading into ihe 
Chcllenham Estates subdivi­
sion belong lo the cily of Novi, 

Cheltenham Estates is locat­
ed on Ihe west side of Beck 
Road south of Ten Mile Road, 

The Oakland County 
Clerk ' s Office confirmed 
Nanda filed an appeal July 23. 

"Because of the appeal 
action, we also asked for a slay 
order which would stop the 
judge's order to make ihc 
roads public," Nanda said. 

Council members reviewed 
conditions under which the 
city should authorize ihe 
assigning of a plat in Wilshirc 
Abbey subdivision, just north 
of Cheltenham Estates lo ihc 
current owner. Mirage. 

The ci ly could not assign die 
plat becau.se Ihe status of ihc 
roads leading into the subdivi­
sion was up in the air because 
of the lawsuit involving ihe 
original developer, Nanda. 

"When Ihe Cheltenham plat 
was finally approved in June 
1998, i l was undcLslood thai 
Wilshirc Abbey subdivision, 
for safety reasons, would have 
a separate primary access oui 
onto Beck Road. So, original­
ly, Wilshirc Abbey was not 
landlocked. The city decided 
later, however, that this 
entrance would be too close to 
the Cheltenham Estates' 
entrance," Fisher said, 

W i l l i a m Lokey, another 
Northville Township develop­
er, was developing Wilshirc 
Abbey at lh<it lime. Now, 28 of 
30 lots have been sold to Toll 
Brothers, and 28 homes have 
already been built in 
Cheltenham Estates, 

"Lokey split off land that 
had been part of the plat thai 
would have provided frontage 
for the primary access lo ihe 
subdivision. Then he sold ihe 
land io Mirage," Nanda 
explained. 

C i ty officials thoughi 
Cheltenham Road and other 
roads in Cheltenham Estates 
would be dedicated to the cily 
as public roads in 1998. When 
Nanda decided he did not want 
to dedicate the roads, the city 
sued him. 

Judge Fred McsteL Oakland 
County Circuit Court, ruled 
that the roads should be dedi­
cated to the city as public thor­
oughfares. 

Fisher noted that i f Mirage 
wants to use Cheltenham 
Drive for construction activi-

• ties, the developer must obtain 
permission from MesteL

& Wildlife Services and oilier fed­
eral organizations, invasive 
species can cause irreparable 
harm to the environment and 
affect recreational and commer­
cial use of aqualic resources.

"We have lo recognize lhat peo­
ple maintain aquariums, outdoor 
ponds and water gardens and con­
sider how we're going to deal 
with issues that come along with 
that," Meyers said. 

He noted lhat more than $14 
million liou.seholds have home 
aquariums. 

"We know thai there are about 
$2 million families that have 
freshwater aquariums in iheir 
homes who also have outdoor 
ponds. Turning anything loose in 
liie ciivironmcni can become a 
probieiii," Meyers said. 

Most people unknowingly turn 
fish or plants loose. In ihc Great 

Lakes, Ihe biggest current prob­
lem is keeping Asian carp out. 
This fish eats plankton important 
for native game, spon and com­
mercially valuable fish. 

"It's like a horrible science fic­
tion movie," Wooley said. 

The Slate of Illinois, Army 
Corps of Engineers and other 
organizations are working lo delcr 
lliis menacing fish by building a 
massive electrical barrier. 

One invasive species, Ihe sea 
lamprey, is being controlled wiih 
the help of Canadians and repre-
seniatives from the eight Great 
Lakes slates, Wooley said. A spe­
cific toxin lhal doesn't harm other 
fish is u.scd kill them in stream 
ivhile they're sp;iwning. 

II takes about $15 million lax 
dollars every year to support this 
program, according lo Wooley.

Wtiisk the egg yokes together in a mixing bowl until thick. Add 

the sugar and whisk until it dissolves. Finally, whisk in the heavy 
cream. 

Pour the custard into the 8 prepared ramekins! Set the 
ramekins in a baking dish and add water to the dish to come 
halfway up the sides of the ramekins. 

Bake for 45 minutes or until the custards are just set; the mid­
dles will still be quivering slightly. Remove from the oven and 
cool to room temperature. 

While the custards are baking, prepare the ca'ndy cane top­
ping. Pulse the candy in a food processor until pulverized. 
Reserve. 

Sprinkle the top of each custard with 1 tablespoon of the pul­
verized candy. Shake the custard to distribute it evenly over the 
surface. Burn the candy with a blow torcli until melted and 
beginning to brown. 

S p i c e t i P u m p k i n Tiramisu 

3 packages Italian ladyfingers (soft, not hard cookies) 
4 tablespoons Frangelico liqueur 
16 ounces mascarpone, at room temperature 
1 cup canned pumpkin puree 
2 teaspoons ground cinnamon 
3/4 cup ground ginger 
1/4 teaspoon ground mace 
11/2 cups confectioner's sugar 
1 teaspoon orange extract 
11/4 cups heavy cream, whipped and chilled, divided 
1/2 cup candied walnuts, chopped 

Arrange ladyfingers on the bottom of a 9-inch spring form pan. 
Arrange more ladyfingers around the side of the pan, standing them 
upright like soldiers, with the rounded part of the cookie facing out of 
the pan. Brush 2 tablespoons of the Frangelico liqueur over the 
ladyfingers with a pastry brush. 

In a mixing bowl, blend together the mascarpone with the pump­
kin puree. Add the cinnamon, ginger, mace, confectioner's sugar and 
orange extract. 

Fold in 1.1/2 cups of the whipped cream. Pour half the mixture 
over ladyfingers. Place another layer of ladyfingers atop the filling 
ancJ brush with 1 tablespoon Frangelico. Spread a third remaining fill­
ing over the ladyfingers. Place another layer of ladyfingers atop this 
filling and finally, top with remaining filling. 

Sprinkle the top with a dash or two of additional cinnamon and 
chopped candied nuts. 

Cover and refrigerate at least two hours before serving, or 
overnight. Slice to serve.

"Put your money where the 
guests an: going to appreciate it,'" 
she said. 

Invitat ions 
"To most people, getting an invi­

tation indicates something formal," 
said Preville. 

The host or hostess can change 
dial by making their own invita­
tions either on a home computer or 
by hand. Snowflakes cut out of 
paper make great invitations for 
any winter holiday patty, she said, 
and can be inexpensively accented 
by writing the party details in silver 
or gold ink. Make sure to indicate 
the theme of the party and wheUier 
the dress is formal or casual, .she 
said. 

Preville said hosts and hostesses 
can avoid undue stress by planning 
a party that will woric for them as 
well as Iheir guests. That is why 

Uiere is nodiing wrong with leidng 
a deli or caterer do some of the 
work, she said. 

"No one has to know you didn't 
do everything yourself," she said. 

Also, she said, a breakfast, 
brunch or afternoon party can be 
just as enjoyable as an evening 
event and may be easier since later 
plans wil l not have to be canceled. 
As she pointed out, "You should 
enjoy your own party."

Your thyroid gland plays a 
vital role in your health and well 
being, affecting every organ, tis­
sue and cell in Ihe body. This 
small, double-lobed gland locat­
ed al the base of the neck pro­
duces hormones that regulate 
metabolism. When it is not work­
ing properly, it can affeel your 
heart rale, body weight, energy 
level, muscle .strength, menstrual 
cycles, skin health, memory and 
jusl about every other function of 
your body. 

Thyroid disorders are more 
common in women than in men 
occurring in approxiiTiaicly i in 8 
Ainerican women, according liie 
U.S. Office on Women's Health. 
Other risk factors include being 
over 40 years of age and having a 
close family meinber with thy­
roid disease. 

There are different types of 
thyroid disorders. Hypo-
ihyroidisni, or underactive thy­
roid, is the most common type of 
thyroid disease. It occurs when 
the thyroid gland does nol pro­
duce enough of the thyroid hor­
mones, causing weight gain, 
fatigue and intolerance lo cold 
temperatures. 

Other symptoms may include 
coiislipation, irregular menstrual 
bleeding, anemia and slowed 
heart rate. It can also contribute 

lo infertility problems in some 
women. These symptoms often 
develop slowly over a period of 
several years and since other dis­
eases have siiTiilar symploms, 
may take a while lo diagnose. 
Hypothyroidism can be delected 
with a simple blood lest and is 
usually treated with replacement 
of thyroid hormones. 

Hyperthyroidism, or overac­
tive thyroid, occurs when the thy­
roid produces an excess of thy­
roid hormones, causing weight 
loss, irregular menstrual cycles, 
muscle weakness, palpitations, 
heal intolerance, feeling of irri­
tability .and insomnia. 

Some women may have fertili­
ty problems and frequent miscar­
riages. This condition can also be 
diagnosed with a blood test. 
Treatment for hyperthyroidism 
depends on the cause of the con­
dition and a woman's reproduc­
tive plans. It may involve taking 
radioactive iodine lo inactivate 
the gland or surgically removiiig 
i l . Replacement horinones may 
then be necessary. 

Woinen can develop ihyroid 
problems during or following a 
pregnancy. In the postpartum 
period in particular, the symp­
loms of fatigue, insomnia and 
depression may be dismissed as 
iiorinal for a new mother. During 

pregnancy Ihyroid disorders can 
result in preeclampsia, increased 
miscarriages and may impact the 
child's p.sychological develop-
menl. Some physicians routinely 
check Ihyroid levels in all 
patients, so underiying thyroid 
disease can be delected and treat­
ed early. 

Thyroid disorders can also 
mimic .symptoms of menopause 
and premenstrual symdrome 
(PMS). Often Ihe symploms of 
hyperthyroidism, such as palpita­
tions, heat intolerance, irregular 
periods, hot flashes and mood 
swings, can be confused with 
symptoms of menopause, espe­
cially in women under 40, 
Likewise, hypothyroidism may 
cause symptoms, such as bloat­
ing, weight gain, mood changes 
and faligue, similar to those of 
PMS.

Faced wi ih a $4.9 million 
deficit, liic Novi School i^oaid 
of Education said this past June 
thai it would have to cut nearly 
$900,000 in programs and per­
sonnel even i f voters approved a 
new $1.9 mil l ion niillage. 
S ix iy- f ive perceni of voicrs 
complied, but now ilic board is 
reinsiaiing some of those reduc­
tions. 

Through financial manage-
nieni and financial conirol.s, ihe 
district has additional money 
entering ihe 2004-O.S school 
year, according io Jim Koster. 
a.s.sistani superiiiiendeni of busi­
ness and finance 

Koster said Ihe disli icl has 
saved money in many areas, 
including llie Michigan lax b i l l . 
He explained that the district 
has to- budget every year for t;ix 
abatement, which means lhat il 
has the legal righl lo conlc.si ils 
taxes. The City of Novi said i l 
taxed the district correctly, so 
Koster asked the slate to review 
the di.slrict's (axes. The result 
was a savings of aliout 
$100,000. The dis l i ic l original­
ly budgeted $2.50,000, and the 
slate's results came back around 
$150,000. 

"We have bi l l ing from 
Oalcland County iwice a monih 
through June. Usually in June is

when you gel hit with a lot, but 
\vc didn't, so we saved 
$100,000," Koster said.

The district also anticipiited 
adminislrative reiiiement in iJie 
budget, whicli didn't happen, so 
that saved a chunk of money as 
well . This is aiso the first year the 
district bought its electricity 
through a third company pro­
gram, so it saved over $100,000 
on utiliiies. 

Olher savings included over 
$100,000 on computer mainte­
nance. 

"(Computer maintenance) is 
soniclhing you just don'i know 
beforehand until you gel to i i , " 
Koster said. "That's the sum of 
a l l the contracts and every­
thing." 

Because schools in the dislrid 
are taking less Held trips this 
yeai\ the district saved on bus 
driver lime. Also, savings were 
incurred when dislrid employees 
made ciuinges to their health iien-
cfils. 

"The majority of the savings 
conies from when we loid our 
staff just lo wiiicli llicir spend­
ing," Ko.sler said. "In the high 
school we saved some money on 
supplies ;md Icxibooks, and we 
saved some money al the middle 
school. When you add up all the 
little stuff, it's a lot. Wc also 
saved on legiil fees."

new sljilc lottery g;unes. Il would: 

• Ueiiuiie voter approv:il of any 

form of gambling authorized by 
law after Jan. 1, 2004. 

• Require voler appi'oval of any 
new state lotlery games utilizing 
"table game.s" or "player operal-
ed mechanical or electronic 
devices" introduced after Jan. 1, 
2004. 

• Provide (hal when voter 
approval is required, both 
statewide voter approval and 
voter apjjroval in the cily or 
township where gambling will 
take place must be obtained. 

• Specify that the voter 
approval requirement does not 
apply to Indian tribal gaming or 
gambling in up to three casinos 
located in the city of Detroit. 

A l the liine, Koster explained 
thill Ihe proposal is retroactive to 
Jan. 1, 2004, and thai the Keno 
game, which generated roughly 
$100 million for school districts 
in Michigan, came inlo effect 
after that date. Therefore, that 
money could possibly be taken 
away from the district. 

"We' l l sec where Ihe chips fall 
for Proposal 1," Koster said. "It's 
too soon lo tell al this point how 
il wil l al'fecl our biidgel."

Although one political party 

li:is control/power over three 
hriuiclies of the federal govem-
menl. and the .Supreme Court is 
ill conserv:itive hands, that liariy 
does NOT luivc tlie mandate i l 
declares (.51 to 48 percent). 

In institutional terms. America 
is a cenler-righl country. But this 
is not true in terms of people. 
One magazine journalist believes 
lhat this is a center-right country 
and a cenler-lefi country, but the 
center has not held.

Many members of the powerful 
majority arc emboldened and 
blatant. The President's state­
ment " I ' l l reach out to everyone 
who shares our goals" is not 
reassuring. 

The creeping movement 
toward theocracy during the pre­
ceding four years is growing 
stronger. Examples include: 
prayers outside Ihc Capitol 
Building against a moderate 
Republican; Ihe attempt to 
rewrite history in a film shown 
by the national park service in 
Washington, D . C , which would 
exclude such civi l rights issues 
as pro-choice and Ihe rise of 
i'eminism; suggesting amend­
ments to the U.S. Constitution -
lo define marriage and lo allow a 
foreign-bom person lo be eligi­
ble lo run for President; attempts 
lo control the media by banning 
certain movies such as "Saving 
Private I^ight Ryan" and 
"Kinsey;" diatribes against 
"activist judges" - those who 
make judgments based on ethics 
instead of polities; making 
"aclivi.st judges" and "liberal" 
synonymous with "traitor;" 
labeling di.sscnlers and skeptics 
as non-patriotic; u.sing such 

words as moral, family, values, 
character and God to signify one 
particular, limited meaning; 
increasing homophobia; promot­
ing the teaching of creationism 
in public .schools; the erosion of 
civil liberities through the Patriot 
Act. 

Another frightening aspect of 
the movement toward theocracy 
is the rise of office ministries 
and job-site prayer groups. At 
the Rjverview Comminity Bank . 
in Otsego, Minn. , die employees 
pray with customers and prose­
lytize. Journalist Russell Shorto 
in the Oct. 31, 2004, issue of the 
The New York Times Magazine 
writes: "The workplace-ministry 
phenomenon has gained momen­
tum since 9 / i i , but it is part of a 
trend that began in die '80s with 
the rise of the Moral .Majority 
and continued at the national 
political level with the emer­
gence of the Christian 
Coalition." Mr. Shorto lists these 
places where this workplace 
ministry is taking place: The 
Curves chain, American Express, 
Intel, the While House. He 
includes faith-at-work newslet­
ters and blogs and books widi 
titles like "God@Work," 
"Believers in Business" and

A c c o u n t a b i l i t y L e g i s l a t i o n 

During tlie past iegisiative .session, the 
Michigan legislature lias 
carefully reviewed a 
scries of two packages of 
bills know as the ISD 
Accountability Packages 
I & II. The purpo.se of 
this legislation was to 
hold our ISDs more fis­
cally accountable since 
irregularities surfaced in 
the Oakland ISD more 
than a year ago. The first 

package was signed into law last July, and 
the second package is currently awaiting the 
governor's signature. 

l S D Accountabil i ty Package l : 
• Allows for the recall or removal o f ISD 

members who an: elected by constituent 
school board members 

• Requires the approval of the ISD budgets 
by Uie local school dishict 

• Establishes new bidding requirements .for 
ISDs 

• Requires each ISD io establish and 
appoint a special education advisory com­
mittee 

• Allows any individual to be the school 
district's representative in voting for ISD 
board members, and requires a school tward 
Iesolution designating support 

ISD Accountabil i ty Package I I : 
• Requires the Michigan Department of 

Treasury io conduct five random audits of 
ISDs every two years. 

• Requires all ISDs to post financial infor­
mation on iheir individual website pertaining

to demographics, travel, contracts, salary and 
other compensation, technical costs, lobby­
ing cost, and other additional costs. 

• Allows for individuals or school boards 
who misuse tax revenues designated for spe-
ciafeducation or vocational education to be 
prosecuted. 

• Makes it a felony to misuse ISD Or other 
public funds, to violate competitive bidding 
requirements, or io misuse bond proceeds 

• Requires ISD boards to develop and 
adopt a conflict-of-interest policy 

L e g i s l a t i o n R e q u i r e s Parent 
Involvement P l a n s 

In May of this year, I was honored to have 
a very important piece of legislation signed 
into law. Senate B i l l 307, now Public Act 
107 of 2004, requires that Michigan school 
districts, intermediate school districts, and 
public school academies adopt and imple­
ment a parent involvement plan. 

These plans must be designed lo encour­
age parent participation and are required to 
be adopted and implemented no later than 
January 1,2005. The law also requires each 
school io provide a copy of ihe parent 
involvement plan io the parent or legal 
guardian of each pupil. 

The law allows for local development of 
parent involvement plan and requires ihe 
Michigan Department of Education to post 
successful plans on their Web site. 

Many school districts and individual 
school buildings have already adopted parent 
involvement plans. For example. Oxbow 
Elemeiitaiy, of the Huron Valley School 
District in White Lake, has a highly effective 
program in place. Oxbow Principal Peg Sell 
has devoted her 32-year career to encourag­
ing parent involvement. She coordinates lit­
eracy nights, evening programs and monthly 
activities that promote getting parents more 
involved in their student's education.

During the development of die legislation, 
I worked with Dr. Cheryl Somers, a profes­
sor from Wayne State University, as well as a 
several school psychology graduate students.

You don't have to be a dycd-
in-lhe-wool conservative to rec­
ognize that there are far too many 
instances of the "nanny stale," 
where govemmeiils presume thai 
ihcy alone know best how lo take 
care of people and that there is 
no real or imagined problem that 
cannol be over­
come by contin­
ued and oppres-
.sive regulation. 

Examples 
abound, including 
thill tag on your 
mattress cover 
lhal forbids its 
removal "under 
penalty of law" 
and stale restric­
tions on process­
ing (why noi 
"butchering," for 
Heaven's sake?) 
venison. 

Another exam­
ple has to do with 
the spider web of regulations 
covering ihe shipping, warehous­
ing and selling of wine, beer and 
booze. When Prohibition (itself a 
first class example of failed state 
nannyism) ended in 1933 with 
the adoption ofthe21.st 
Amendment, many slates lost no 
time in combining a bow to tem­
perance advocates with a grab for 
stale profit by enacting elaborate 
regulations on ihe sale of alcohol. 

Michigan, i i tunis out, is one 
of 11 slates that forbid out-of-
state wineries from sending bot­
tles directly to customers. This 
rule, which restricts consumer 
choice and protects the economic 
turf o f inembers of the Michigan 
Beer and Wine Wholesalers 
Association (the single most 
powerful lobby in Lansing), is 
now being challenged at the high­
est level. Oral arguments before 
the United States Supreme Court 
will be held next Tuesday. 

Advocates for change argue 
that the Constitulion, through the 
Interstate Commerce Clause, 
gives the federal government — 
nol the slates — Ihe right to regu­
late interstate trade in wine or 
anyUiing else. Defendants 
(inciuding Michigan Attorney 
Geiierai '!vIiKe^C6x;"wHtf-^«0lita, 
knbW better) assert diat the 2 ist 
Amendiifiijht gives states the right 
to reguiatc everything aboui the 
sale o f alcohol. This argument 

over states' rights has been sim­
mering quietly for a long time, 
but the rise of the Internet as a 
shopping medium and the 
increasing numbers of new, bou­
tique wineries have brought the 
issue lo a head. 

The moving forces behind all 
this are ; i couple, 
Ray and Eleanor 
Hciild. who have 
been writing a 
column on wine 
and spirits for the 
Observer & 
Eccentric 
Newspapers since 
1990. Four years 
ago, Ihc Healds 
heard aboul the 
Domaine Alfred 
wiiiciy in 
California; Ihey 
coniacled Terry 
Spcizer, the wine-
maker They 
asked if he could 

send them a bottle of pinol noir 
to ei'aluaic for llieir cokimii. No, 
he replied, because Michigan law 
won't allow oul-of stale wineries 
10 send even one measly bolllc 
into the slate. Moreover, he 
couldn't sell his product here 
because wine distributors in 
Michigan couldn't be bothered 
with slocking wines from such a 
small winery. So the Healds and 
Speizcr sued. 

Tliere's little doubt lhat over­
turning the restrictive state laws 
lhal now exist in ;ilmost half our 
nation would benefit both con­
sumers and small wineries. In all, 
11 stales have passed laws favor­
ing in-stale wineries and anolher 
13 forbid oulright all direct wine 
shipment. The Federal Trade 
Commission found in 2003 that 
direct shipping and online wine 
sales would "significaiitiy 
enhance consumer welfare." One 
reason is price; the F T C found 
that buying wine online is cheap­
er than at local stores. Anolher 
benefit is choice; there are 3,700 
wineries in the U.S., but most of 
them are too small for traditional 
wholesalers and distribulors to 
bother with. The Wine Institute, a 
group arguing for regulalioii 
cHuhge/wys"artly' B-ptrceht of ' 
California's 800 wineries have 
distribution in all 50 states. 

For example, consider 
Tantalus, a small, ultra-premium 

winery in Sonoma County, 
California. I met Jim Harwood, 
Tantalus' president, last summer 
when I sampled his syrah wine 
and found i l exccllcnl. "Can 1 get 
some?" I asked. "Nope, unless 
you actually visit Ihe winery in 
person, in which case Miciiigan 
law allows me to ship you one 
case." 

" M y outpul is only 3,.'iOO 
cases, which is pretty small," 
explained Harwood, who married 
a woman from Michigan in 1978 
and found his hobby turning into 
a fully perniitled family business 
in 1989. 

"Over the years, I've had three 
distributors in Michigan, hut all 
of Ihem found my wines uneco­
nomic to stock. Even a wineiy 
with a .SO.OOO case production is 
on the borderline. There are plen­
ty of people in Michigan who 
would love io buy my wine, but 
they can'l gel il hecau.se of the 
law. And there are so many dif­
fering laws in the different stales; 
shipping wine lo Kenlucky, for 
example, is a felony." 

When asked, advocales for Ihe 
present system like lo throw up 
monilistic rhetoric aboul "curtail­
ing underage drinking." Sure. 
Some kid is going lo go on the 
Web and pay 40 bucks a bottle 
for an ullra-prcmium wine? A 
2004 study by the National 
Aciidcmy of Sciences found lhal 
parties, friends and strangers are 
Ihc most likely ways for kids to 
gel booze, a finding lhat matches 
the experience of most parents. 
(They don't normally gel in trou­
ble with premium wines, either.) 

1 admire the Healds (who write 
a pretty darn good wine column) 
for their professionalism and 
Iheir willingness lo lake on the 
nanny stale in its lair. 1 hope the 
Suprenies listen with care next 
Tuesday. A decision is expected 
some time next summer

The entire state — make 
lhat, the whole nation — is loudly 
indignant over die 
famous "basket-
brawl" incident in 
jvhich players 
from the Indiana 
t'acers, all of 
whom make more 
money than God, 
climbed into the 
stands to tieat up 
fans during a 
game againsi Ihe 
Deiroit Pistons. 

Matter of tact, 
you would think 
from the outraged 
reaction of Ihe 
"chattering class" 
that this incident 
was slightly more significant than 
die recent presidential election. 
Well, lei's not go Oiere. But there 
are two odier tilings being said 
that just aren't true. First of all, 
diis had nothing to do widi 
Deu-oit. 

That's right. .Whatever may be 
wrong with Detroiters, they are, 
by and large, poor. Few can afford 
tickets io Pisions games. Even if 
tiiey could, many don't have cars, 
and would have a hard time get­
ting there. The Detroit Pistons 
play, not In Detroit, but in Auburn 
Hills, a middle-class suburb 40 
miles away. 

Most or all the fans involved in 
die melee were prosperous while 
suburbanites. Matter of fact, die 
one who allegedly started it all by 
throwing sometiiing at Ron "Mad 
Dog" Attest was recognized by 
one o f his fomier neighbors who 
was watching videotaped replays 
of the mayhem. Too bad for him 
ihe neighbor is now die Oakland 
County prosecutor. 

Anyway. Time to debunk die 
second big falsehood. There's 
nodiing new about players going 
after fans. UnusuaJ, yes. Original, 
no. 

Not only is dIis not tiie end of 
life as we know it, it has happened 
before. 

That's right, and what's more, it 

also involved Detroit. A player 
iiltacked a fan — a crippled i'an, 

yet — and vaulted 
into the stands and 
heal iiim up. 

The outraged 
auihorilies sus­
pended the athlete 
— and his entire 
leam went on 
strike in solidarity. 
Don't know the 
story? Thai's per­
haps because it 
was neariy a cen­
tury ago. The dale 
was May 15, 
1912, and the 
player was good 
old Ty Cobb, 
sometimes known 

as (he sociopath of ihe ba.se paths. 
Ty Cobb was not a nice man. 

He liked to spike jicople. He beat 
up his own leammales, and once 
neariy killed a black man witii his 
fi.sts just because he fell like i l . 
But on lhal spring afternoon, he 
met .someone as wonderful as he 
was. 

Claude Lueker spent four 
innings calling him evcrytiiing 
except a child of God. Finally, 
Cobb hopped the fence and 
whaled the tar out of him. 
Sportsmanlike, this was not. 
Lueker had only one ami, and was 
missing most of tiie fingers on ihat 
hand. 

Ban Johnson, Ihe president of 
die American League, was as hor­
rified as N B A officials seem to be 
today He suspended the Georgia 
Peach indefinitely for "acting 
without regard to die dignity of 
baseball." 

Thai outraged his fellow Detroit 
Tigers, who promptly went on 
strike. The American League told 
die manager and die owner of die 
team they would be fined heavily 
i f die team didn't play Frank 
Navin, tiie owner told die manag­
er, Hughie Jennings, io find some 
players before die next game, or 
else. 

The manager could take a hint. 
He found some college players. 

He made two middle-aged scouts 
play, and he picked a few guys out 
of Ihe stands. 

They lost lo Philadelphia, 24-2. 
Sports historians are still wonder­
ing how the ersatz Tigers got die 
two runs. Everyone was horrified; 
tiie .American League then banned 
replacement players and Icaiiis, 
and the Tigers relumed to play. 

Then the league foided, and Ty 
Cobb (no Ron Ariesl, he) was 
aiiowed to return to die field. He 
went on lo bat .410. The Tigers 
finished ihe season aboui as poor­
ly as Ihey did this year, and 
nobody knows wlhit happened lo 
die foul-mouthed heckler who was 
beaten up iiy basebail's greatest 
hitler. 

What's Ihe moral of Ihe slory? 
Perhaps that even if you think 
moral values arc eroding, Icstos-
leronc always has been with us. 
And in general, people who make 
$5 million a year risk a lot if tiiey 
get into fistfights witii your aver­
age slob. 

And vice-versa. 
Profile In Courage: Last sum­

mer I wrote about Ron Kagan, die 
Deiroit Zoo director who had 
decided dial Detroit had neidier 
space nor climate to properly 
maintain Ihe zoo's two aging ele­
phants, and so he planned lo send 
ihem to a wildlife sanctuary. But 
now die American Zoological 
Association opposes tiiat, and 
wants die elephants sent to the 
Columbus Zoo instead. 

Dr. Kagan doesn't think Wanda 
and Winky would be any belter 
off tiicre, and tilings are at an 
impasse. Another complication: 
Wanda is technically owned.by 
San Antonio's Zoo, and i l won't 
sell her to Detroit. Though it may 
risk die zoo's accreditation. Dr. 
Kagan vows to keep fighting for 
what's right for tiie elephants.

Americaii.s look forward lo the 
day when men and women .serv­
ing in combat far from home 
return .safe and secure lo titeir 
families, friends and communities 
around tlie nation. 

For as long as this nation has 
existed, it has been defended by 
cilizen-.soldlers, Ihc first of whom 
.ippeared on a small galhcrinij 
spot in Lexington, Mass., nearly 
230 years ago. "Minuiemcn," they 
dubbed themselves, for they 

vowed to be 
"ready in a 
minute" to 
take up arms 
against an 
oppressing 
enemy. As 
soon as Ihe 
threats were 
repelled. 
America's 
first entrepre­

neurs put down their muskets, 
picked up Iheir tools and wenl 
back to work as farmers, craft.s-
nien and shopkeepers. 

Like their risk-taking forcbeiu-s, 
today's veterans have a strong 

. entrepreneurial spirit. According 
to a study recently released by the 
U . S . Sniidl Business 
Administration's Office - o f 
Advocacy, who has been charged 
with developing programs to 
assist veterans, nearly one-tjuarter 
of the veterans polled said Ihey 
were either purchasing or .starting 
a new business, or giving it some 
serious consideration. True to 
Iheir Minutemen roots, nearly 
two-thirds of those cl.issified as 
"new-veteran entrepreneurs" 
planned lo initially open their 
businesses entirely from their 
homes and 67 percent foresaw 
expanding beyond their resi­
dences in die near future. Almost 
two-fifths of current-veteran busi­
ness owners surveyed indicated 
Iheir operations were entirely 
home-based small businesses. O f 
these, nearly 36 percent had plans 
lo grow their enterprises outside 
of their homes. 

O f course, today's armed forces 
are die most organizationally and 
lechnologically sophisticated our 
the nation's history-applying their 
skills to meet the needs and chal­
lenges of modem combat. Those 
men and women who have 
relumed and are starting new busi­
nesses are making good use of the 
training they received during their 
militiiry .service. For example, Ihe 
S B A study found ihat 11 percent 
of the ncw-veieran entrepreneurs 
plan to be entirely Internet-
dependent, while nearly onc-ihird 
said Iheir business would be .50 
percent or more lied lo Ihe 
Inicmel. Almost a quarter of cur­
rent-veteran business owners 
reported that Ihcir enterprises 
were 50 percent or more internet-
dependent. 

Overall, the study determined 
dial military service appeared lo 
have provided a significant pro­
portion of both new-veteran entre­
preneurs and current-veteran busi­
ness owners with skills necessary 
to operate a business. More than 
one-third of those queried in the 
study (bolh new-veteran entrepre­
neurs and current-veteran busi­
ness owners) confirmed that they 
had gained skills while in military 
service that were directly relevant 
io business ownership. 

Jt is comforting and re-assuring 
that after more than two centuries 
of answering the call to defend 
Iheir nation, America's veterans 
retain die citizen-soldier tradition. 
That's the good news; the better 
news wi l l come when those men 
and women bravely serving the 
nation throughout the woHd 
return-many of diem to pursue ihe 
American Dream o f small-busi­
ness ownership.
