increasing the cigarclie tax twice,
casino tuxes, income tax delays,
property Lax shifts, and the promise
of the single business tax being can-
celed,

“These have not improved the
stae government's eash flow,” siid
Studley.

Stdley said the chamber, which
represents over 6,300 membery
(including Novi businesscs) in
Michigan, feels the only guarantee
thi there will be enough revenue js
4 strong and growing cconorny.

Stulley said. *Some are lost (orever.
Ong of the reasons is thal the stale
and country place 2 heavy burden on
manufnciuters, We'd like to see that
reduced lo make us more competi-
tive wilh other states”

Although the service seclor has
been crepting many of the stales
new jobs, Studley says it would be a
mistake (0 shifl the tax burden to
them  from  manufacluring,
Likewise, asking fimancial institu-
tions 10 take more of the loud isn’t
reasonable either.

However. with the
passage of Senate Bill 1193, T am pleased to
unnounce that General Fund dollars are
being trmsterted to e School Aid Fund so
that schenls will not lace pro-ration cuts half
way through this school year.

Ner do they really eperate
stalewide. People can and do bring
in anirals, particulacly injured
wild animals, from as far away as
Traverse City or Mornroe, Some
dogs even came in as a esult of
the Florida hurricanes. But their
anti-cruefty “animal cops,” who
are featured regalarly en TV's
Animal Plangt, only venture into
Detroit, Highland Park and
Hamtramck.

They have three major shelters,
in Detroit, Rochester Hills and
Westand, where they serve per-
haps 100,000 animals a year. But
that's jusi a drop in the ocean,
noted Amy Johnsen, the society’s
a vojunteer coordinator and com-
munity relations specialist, The
state is being overrun with
celenies of feral {wild) cats.

*“The cstimaies are that there are
as many feral cats as house cats in
the country,” she said. Many are
sick and ill-nourished. Even their
kittens cannot be domesticated in
any real sense. When they come to
the shelter, they have to be put
dawn, as do any ard all pit bulls.

Humane society relies solely
on the support of individuals

“No, not all of them are vicious,
but they have been bred for fight-
ing,” said Jennifer Rowell, who
manages the Detroit sheller, where
animals are crammed inte every
nook and cranny of a century-old
bailding where the humane society
has been sheltenng animals since
the depths of the Great
Depression.

For some, there is a happy end-
ng. Nearly all the puppies and kit-
tens considered adoptable go home
with someone, tminus their ability
10 repreduce. In the last few years,
there seem to be fewer unwanted
puppies being hom, though the
lives of many are nasty, brutish
and short in the grim sireets of
Detroit, where large sims are bet
in seeret, illegal exbibitlons where
pit bull terriers fight to the death.

But the Michigan Humane
Society, which is in the process of
building a new shelter in Westland,
needs ail the help it can get. Log
on to www Michiganhumanz.org
and get a food of what they need,
and how you can help. Or call
{248) 852-7420. One minor way is
by not keeping so-called exotic
animals. Every year, they have 1o
dispose of many unwanted baby
alligators, who have no business in
Michigan.
