Novi, Wixom and Southfield 
were all hit by bank robbers on 
the same day last week, with 
police still searching for suspects 
in all three cases. 

At 3:11 p.m. on Wednesday, 

Jan. 12, the Novi Police 
Department received a hold-up 
alarm from Comerica Bank at 
27768 Novi Road in the Twelve 
Oaks Miil l shopping district. 

The suspect entered the bank, 
walked up to the teller and asked 
the teller to hand over money. A 
weapon was iinplied but not seen. 
The suspect then fled on foot. 

The suspect is described as an 
approximately 5-foot 3-inch 
Caucasian male with a mediuin-
dark complexion between the 
ages of 30 and 40. The man was 
also described as having a very 

thin build and sunken cheeks. He 
was also described as wearing a 
black, nylon ski jacket, large-
framed dark sunglasses and a red 
knit cap. 

On the same day in neighboring 
Wixom, the Naiional City Bank at 
49200 Pontiac Trail was robbed at 
11:50 a.m. In this case, a weapon 
was also implied but not seen. 
• The robber was described as a 
white male, approximately 5-feet 
8 inches tall, with a medium build 
and about 25 years old. He was 
also reported to have brown or 
darker-colored hair, a mustache 

and was wearing a beige jacket. 
This man oblaiiied an undis­

closed amount of cash and also 
escaped from the bank on foot. 

There is no other information 
available at this time in this case, 
according lo Det. Sgt. Charles 
Yon of the Wixom Police 
Dcpuriment.

Newly-elected Speaker o f the Michigan 
House Craig DeRoche wasted no time last in 
telling colleagues assembled for the start of 
the 93id l^egislative session last Wednesday 
that it was time to make changes. 

"It's time to be bold again and it's time io 
lead," said DeRoche. "The kind of leadership 
that blasted the rast off our economy, created 
good jobs and made Michigan the envy of 
other states." 

According to the nonpartisan National 

Council of State Legislatures, 31 states started 
2003 with a hole in their budget. Today, 
Michigan remains one of only three slates fac­
ing a deficit. 

"America has turned Ihe corner," said 
DeRoche. "It's leaving Michigan behind and 
it's tune for us to get to work and start living 
within our means." 

DeRoche pointed to a willingness in the past 
to rely on accounting gimmicks, tax shifts and 
fee increases lo balance the state budget as a 
key factor in Michigan's ongoing budget woes. 

"It hasn't worked," said 
DeRoche. "Michigan isn't in bijtter shape. And 
now it's lime to make the lough decisions." 

DeRoche promised lo work across party 
lines to seek input and member priorities in lhe 
budget process, but stated firm his commit­
ment to pass a budget that funds only those 
priorities that the state can afford. 

The new Hou.se Speaker pledged to fund 
"priorities lhat create good jobs, teach our kids, 
keep our families safe and healthy and meet 
our responsibility to taxpayers to spend their 
hard-eanied money with caution and care." 

DeRoche reminded leaders of both parties 

that only two states have higher unemploy­
ment than Michigan, a sobering reminder o f 
the difficulties facing so many families and 
communities tliroughout Michigan. He noted 
that little had been done in recent years to alle­
viate this cri.sis. 

"Whi le Michigan small business, job 
providers and workers struggle lo make pay­
roll , government keeps looking to lhem to 
bank-roll state spending," said DeRoche. "Our 
businesses and workers should be our priority 
and they deserve a better return on their invest­
ment." 

DeRoche made clear his top priority would 
be to make the tough choices needed to fix 
Michigan's ailing budget and reform 
Michigan's tax and regulatory environment to 
help create good paying jobs in Michigan 
again. 

"Today I am optimistic about Michigan's 
future despite Ihe job we have ahead." con­
cluded DeRoche. "Working together, across 
the aisle, it is my pledge to lead this chamber 
in ful f i l l ing our responsibilities... responsibil­
ities nol oniy under our constitution, but to our 
constituents. Colleagues and families."

Though many liked the design, 
Novi's planning conimi.ssion Jan. 
12 nixed a building proposal for a 
Twelve Oaks mall out-lol. mainly 
because it was too tall. 

In a slim 4-3 vole, the Commis­
sion denied its nod to city council 
on Singh Development's mixed-
use plan for eight acres off Twelve 
Mile Road. 

A primary reason was the 
building's height, which would 
include housing and retail. 

According to city ordinance, 
the plan's four siories was one too 
many. Plus, it exceeded by neariy 
three feet a maximum permiited 
height of 45 feel. 

Singh vice President G. 
Michael Kahm argued thai Ihe 
downward slope of the land 

forced Ihe additional lloor. 
"We have four fixed points 

around us. That is what we have 
to design within," Kahm said. 

Ill a preliminary proposal, the 
lirsl story, which includes parking 
and retail, is below ground level 
from its front view off Twelve 
Mile. 

However, due to the land's 
pilch, the story — plus a base 
level for parking — are visible 
from the south backside of the 
building. That side faces 
Wallonwood, Singh's senior 
reiirement community, 

"By definition of your ordi­
nance, Ihal level is our ground 
lloor," Kahm said. "Unle.ss ye,a 
wanted to have a niamnioth 
retaining wall on the south side of 
the properly... there's really no 
other way around it." 

Purchased by Singh from 
Taubman Centers, owner of 
Twelve Oaks, the land can't house 
any shops in competition to the 
mall, Kahm said. 

Suggested were a fi.OOO-square 
fool resiaurant and service busi­
nesses like a car shop or dryclean-
cr 

Under works for several years, 
Ihc Irapczoid-shapcd land recent­

ly received a "planned develop­
ment" option to complement its 
regional center zoning. 

With reslriclions. Ihis allows 
developers to include buildings' 
wi lh both retail and housing. The 
idea was to creale a Iransilioii lo 
olher area uses. 

Singh was involved wilh Ihe 
drafting of ihe oplion, Kahm said. 
Coinmissioiicr Lowell Sprague 
was concerned wilh setting a 
precedent. 

"What's to prevent us from say­
ing 'no' to anybody else who 
wants lo build an extra lloor on 
any building in Ihc city'.'" Sprague 
said, " l l seems lo be clearly out­
side of what was wrillen and 
properly intended in Ihe ordi­
nance." 

Singh wanted variances for lhe 
floor and loading sile changes. 
There also was commission ques­
tion on whether too much residen­
tial was included. 

Replacing a greenbelt buffer 
w i lh a decorallvc wall along 
Twelve Mile was met wilh 
approval, but lhe commission ulli-
inalcly lurned down the request. 

When commissioner victor 
Cassis asked i f a floor could lie 
eliminated or commercial moved

to a lower level. Kahm said no. 
"We have lo be leaiistic when 

we design buildings to address 
market forces," Kaliiii said. "You 
need to have exposure. Retail ten­
ants want drivc-hy traffic."

After a lengthy discussion, Novi 
City Council members recently look 
ilie first step io change the city's pur­
chasing policy. 

Membeis agreed in a 4-2 vole al 
liicir Jan. 10 meeiing to approve a 
resolution to increiise llie fonnal bid 
limits from $5,000 lo ,$15,000; 
increase the limit for items to be 
included on the city council agenda 
from $3,000 lo $15,000; and io 
increase tlie capital outlay limit from 
$1,00010 $5,000. 

Items identified as capital outlay 
are Ihose thai mu.st be depra'iatcd in 

' tlie budget over the years. 
The nssolution io amend the pur­

chasing policy waji only a first .step. 
For the changes to .ictually take 
place, the council will have to for-
m.illy amend Ihe ordinance regard­
ing the purchasing policy at a later 
dale. 

There will be a second reading on 
tlie ordinance changes presented to 
council in the future lo make the lan­
guage consistent with what the 
council approved on Jan. 10, accord­
ing to Carol Kalinovik, purchasing 
director 

Finance department stalf encour­
aged ihe approval of the amendment 
since the current limits were estab­
lished in 1989. 

Rick Helwig, city manager, told 
the council thai Kaihy Smith-Roy, 
finance director, has petitioned the 
city manager's ofifice io change the 
purchasing policy for three years. 

'The numbers presented redect 
die growth of the community and 
inflation. This wi l l reduce the 
amount of paperwork as ihe office is 
encumbered now with an archaic 
system," Helwig said. "Tlie dollar 
amounts are unrealistically low 
now." 

Smith-Roy said that increasing 
the amounts subject lo scrutiny 
would reduce costs. She esiimaied 
thai i l costs between $900 and 
$2,500, or more i f a project includes 
constniction, io go ihrough ihe bid 
pra-ess 

"We're trying to be cost-effective 
with the resources we have," Smith-
Roy said. "The city would realize a 
cost savings i f this new policy is 
adopted." 

' " Members Laura Lorenzo and 
Lynne Paul did not support the reso­
lution. 

"1 see this as taking soine of; ih^, , 
authority and accountability away 
from the city council. It also takes it 
from a public decision to a behind-
closed-doors decision," Lorenzo 
said. 

"Call me old-fashioned, call me 
con.servative, but J think $3,000 is a 
lot of money when it conies to the 
stewardship of city funds," she 
added. 

Lorenzo said she was also con­
cerned ihat this new policy might 
allow for an environment of 
favoritism. 

Paul said she saw the resoludon as 
actually three motions, and that she 
could only support ihe increase in 
capital outlay amount. 

"We're trying to give you the 
tools to get the city to grow up," 
Helwig said.

Walk in Novi. Adams and her late 
husband, Kevin, opened the store 
in June 2003. 

"Things arc going better than 
expected," said Adams, even in 
Ihe winter months. 

Things are going so well, in 
fact, thai Adams, 34, just opened 
another store in New Hudson. 
The three awards she recently 

recieved were for the top volume 
in Michigan (18 stores), high 
national volume (905 stores), and 
for superior salesmanship. 

While Adams answers phone 
calls and hands out free samples, 
her 4-year-old daughter parades 
around the store like a... kid in an 
ice cream store. Of course, this 
isn't a normal day. On Martin 
Luther King Jr. day Adams took 
her daughter to work with her. 

Adams and her husband had 
always warned to open their own 
business. "We had diffc-rent back­
grounds and we both loved ice 
cream, so we found our passion 
here with Cold Stone," said 
Adams. 

Her background is sports med­
icine and M r Adams' was liiinian 
resources. She admits that it was 

hard lo find a middle ground. 
"At first we couldn't really find 

a business that worked well for 
both of us," she said. "1 first had 
it (Cold Stone) in Arizona and 
fell in love wi lh the product as 
well as ihc atmosphere." 

Adams' slory is not all that dif­
ferent from Cold Stone's. The 
first Cold Stone opened in 1988 
in Arizona. Founders Donald and 
Susan Sutherland also loved ice 
cream and wanted to open a busi­
ness. Now Ihere are over 1,000 
stoics under development in 
•iddilion 10 llie 900-plus already 
operating. 

Adams is devoted to her work, 
"1 might be depressed but my 
work is what keeps me going." 

Il shows. Upbeat and smiling, 
Adiuns is the kind of person you 

want serving you ice cream. 
"It's my job to make everyday 

a great day for ice cream." 
Adams speaks an ice cream 

lover's language. It's not just 
what Ilavor a customer wants but 
what "creation" he might want. 
The Havor'is only ihe beginning. 
After choosing, ihe ice cream is 
put on a flai granite sione at 16 
degrees Farenheii and mixed with 
anything one might want, from 
crushed cookies to pie fillings. 

ALso, il's not small, medium, 
or large, but "like it, love i l , gotta 
have it," respectively.

When you're recording your personal or family history, keep 
these tips in mind: 

• Determine a subject and audience: Is the story an individual his­
tory? A series? A several-person endeavor? 

• Determine a format: Interviev/s? Written memoirs recited? A 
conversation? 

• Organize material: Outline chronology or themes? Discuss goals 
and stories beforehand: check dates, rolemt historical events, 
names: use photos and mementos as visual aids. 

• Recording session: Find quiet space and comfortable seating, 
have plenty of tapes/discs, allow plenty of time to redo segments as 
needed, label recordings. 

• Post-production: Edit material and assemble into tracks; clean­
up sound, mix tracks and balance sound levels: add music, sound 
eflects, titles, photos, graphics; master to CD.

Once a 
loan is consolidated, dial gradu-
ale can lock in llieir loan in ;i 
lower inleresl ra;e. as opposed lo 
having Ihe inleresl rale llueluale 
Irorn mic year to llie nc.xl. 

As Kick .Sliipinan. director of 
liiianciul aid al Michigan .Stale 
I'liiversily pul i l . a consolidation 
loan can be beneficial for slu­
denls who are sirelehed financial­
l y Il lets graduates lake iiiuliiplc 
loans from multiple sources and 
combine them logclher into one 
larger loan. The interest rale on 
lhal larger loan is ihe weighted 
iivcrage of the loans that arc 
comprising the consolidation. 

"In essence, if you have some 
loans at higher interest rates and 
some ai lower interest rates, your 
getting the benefit of that ihrough 
ihc consolidaiion of ihc weighted 
average, bul what you end up 
with is one monthly payment 
which is generally quite a bit 
lower than what the sum of the 
separate payments would have 
been to ihc individual lenders," 
Shipman said. " I f there arc any 
bcnefiis thai arc tied to pne of ihe 
unconsolidaied loans, you could 
lose ihat kind o f benefit when 
you consolidate, which would put 
you at a disadvaniagc." 

For instance, many lenders 
have a policy where i f a gfaduaic 
csiablLshcs a good fepayment 
record, repayments would be 
reduced by a certain amount. 
Those are called bofrower bene­
fits. They icnd to go away i f 

someone consolidates their loans 
because they no longer have the 
loan that offers lhal heiielll. 

A henefil for people lo eonsoli­
dale. however, is thai all sludeni 
loans have a variable inleresl 
rale, which is sel by Congress 
every July 1. When in repaynieni, 
one iloesii'l know I'roiii one year 
lo Ihe ne.xl svhal lhal inleresl rale 
is going lo be. When you eonsol­
idale, however, whatever your 
inleresl rate is, using that weight­
ed average forniuhi, il wil l be 
li.xed for ihe life of Ihe loan. 

"Righl now, when inleresl rales 
ate very low, you mighl eni.1 up 
wilh ;i vpereent rale or lower 
after consolidaiion," Sliipiiian 
said. "Under the regular lepay-
menl program, you might end up 
paying _S pereeiit ihis year and 
you niighl end up paying X per-

eeiil Iwo years 
down die road, or 
maybe even per-
eenl Iwo years 
aller lhal. You 
never know whal 
il will be."

Start ear ly 

One olher aspect lhal can real­
ly help sludenls lo finance llieir 
higher education, if iheir parenls 
slarl early, is the Michigan 
I-diicalioii Trust l-'uiid. I l is a pre­
paid tuition program which 
allows parents, granilpareiils, 
businesses and olhers lo prc-pur-
eh;ise a child's I'ulurc college 
luilion. 

Holli directors highly encour­
age parenls to look into i l . 

"Any program lh;il encourages 
parenls to save is good." Thomas 
said. "()iie of Ihe problems that I 
have observed over ihe years is 
that loo often paienls wait loo 
long 1(1 begin saving, and Ihcy 
don'l really have ihe abilily lo 
come up with the amount of 
money dial they should." 

Realistically, according lo 
Thomas, the lime to start plan­
ning for college is when the child 
is tin infant. 

"If you look al how luiuon has 
increased in the pasl 17 years, 
and if parenls have a lifestyle thai 
entibles liiem lo save, chances are 
Ihey will have the abilily lo help 
finance lhal sludem's cducalioii," 
he said. "Il's a lillle like saving 
for a house. I f you spend every 
penny you gel your hands on, 
you're nol probably going to be 
able to buy a house. You have to 
save some money lo come up 
with Ihe down payment and then 
borrow lo pay. Parents have io 
plan for college the same way." 

Shipman explained ihat 
Students lhal have MET contracts 
arc able lo have their tuition cov­
ered by Ihc stale institution. It is 
one expense item lhal can be up 
lo $7,400 for their tuition and 
fees. 

"Il's an expense lhal they don't 
have, which makes it a lol easier 
to come up with Ihe rest of the 
money, which is about the other 
half of the $15,144 out of other 
resources," Shipman said. 
"Students who have lhal contract 
have a leg up on people who 
don'l and who don't have the 
financial whcre-wilh-all to pay 
out of their current income." 

The bottom line is, unless a 
student is eligible for gift aid, 
which is based on need or inerit, 
students are going to have lo 
come up wi lh some way lo pay 
for iheir schooling. Obviously, 
ihc earlier parents start lo save 
the better by opening an educa­
tional savings plan for their new-
boms.

Now it is a different worid. 
Each of die "Big Three" has suf­
fered shake-out and trauma in little 
more dian a decade. General 
Motors crashed in the early 1990s, 
and had to be rescued by a toodi-
paste salesman. Chrysler is now a 
wholly-owned subsidiary of a 
German firm. Ford is losing 
money and market share, and 
many fear it wil l eventually cease 
to be a full-service automiiker 

Last weekend, as crews worked 
overtime to set up the auto show 
exhibits in Cobo Hall, Detroit's 
convention center, a panel of 
experts a block away held a liitlc-
nodced conference for the nation's 
news media on the auto industry's 
future. 

Their conclusions might best be 
summarized in the tide David Cole 
gave to his presentarion: "The 
Auto Future: Il's the l-aw of the 
Jungle." Indeed, all agreed dial for 
some automakers, especially dlose 
who are insufficiently smart or 

insufficiently flexible, die future 
will likely be nasty, bnitish and 
short. 

"The old business model is bro­
ken," said Dr. Cole, a fonner 
University of Michigan professor 
who chairs die highly regarded 
Center for Automotive Research 
(CAR) in Ann Arbor. The worid 
industry is highly unstable, not 
anywhere close to its final fonn, 
he noted, and Detroit's old solu­
tion of alienipting to solve its 

problems just by 
boosting sales 
doesn't work any 
more. • 

Se.iii 
McAlindcn, 
CAR'S chief econ­
omist and a man 
wilh a puckish 
wit, laid it on the 
line. The auto 
business is the 
worid's biggest 
industry and likely 
to slay that way. 
Bul while Detroit 
isn't exactly going 
out of business, 

die trend lines are slowly sloping 
in one direction: Down. 

Employment in vehicle and 
pirns manufacturing has fallen dra­
matically in the last five years, 
especially in Michigan and Ohio, 
wliich have each lost more dian 20 
percent of ihese jobs. And for die 
most part, Uiey are never coming 
back. 

"Profit margins are low, and will 
stay dial way in develoix;d mar­
kets," he said. "Finns arc going to 
compete by cutting capital spend­
ing." but diis is likely to lead to a 
shake-out in the industry, and 
some casualties. 

"Nobody can make money 
unless they utilize al least 90 per­
cent of their manufacturing capaci­
ty," he said. American manufactur­
ers face two big problems. 
Demand is likely lo remain low for 
the next several years, in part 
because auto §ales didn't decline 
that rhuch during die last reces­
sion. 

What is even more of a handi­
cap is dial most experts agree it 
costs domesdc manufacturers as 

estimated $2,000-$2,500 more lo 
make a vehicle in diis country than 
it does in many overseas markets 

There is no great iiiyslery why: 
Aulo production workers in die 
United Stales average $31.67 an 
hour (Gennans make even more.) 
Those in Mexico make $5.12; auto 
workers in China, 90 cents 

Add to dial die problem of 
"leg.icy costs" — there are more 
than twice as many General 
Motors retirees on pensions as 
active workers — and the scope of 
die problem becomes even greater. 

Yet not all is doom and gloom. 
Michael Robinet, vice picsidcnl of 
Global Forecast Services in 
Farniinglon Hills, has .spent a 
career forecasting trends in the 
aulo industry. He thinks beiier 
days may be coming for Detroit. 
For one thing, many of the "legacy 
costs" will greatly diminish as 
nature lakes ils course, and the 
new U.S work force is leaner, 
meaner and a whole lol younger. 

And he was fairiy optimistic 
about Ihc long-term. "Whal is 
more important is die stability of 
the growth," he said. In Ihe near-
term, he sees steel and oil prices 
peaking or declining — good news 
for Ihe car business — and worid 
vehicle sales rising from 57 mil ­
lion in 2003 lo nearly 70 million 
by decade's end. 

North America's share of Ihat 
market is becoming "a smaller 
piece of the global pic." But 
domestic manufacturers can lake 
heart from one developmenl: 
Thanks to whal he called 
"Generations Y and Z" new con­
sumers will swell the market by 
104.7 million new drivers by 2020. 

What nobody knows yet is 
whose cars ihcy will be driving, 
ahliough sonic of them will proba­
bly be Chinese. About all Ihat 
seems certain is when it comes to 
woridwide competition for ihe car 
market, we've barely seen any-
diing yel

When Novi High students 
receive their new course catalog 
they might notice fournew class­
es which were not there before. 
The district's board of education 
approved a new dance course, a 
new advanced placement psychol­
ogy course, a math statistics 
course and a new advanced place­
ment math statistics course. 

The putposes of the classes, 
according to Randy Gawel, direc­
tor of teaching and learning, are to 
offer students opportunities to 
explore areas of interest and to 
expand what they're able to do at 
the high school and to fill in gaps 
in the school's curriculum. 

"As we look around at other 
competitive school districts and 
see how psychology fits in, how 
A.P. Statistics would fit in and 
how dance would fit in, these are 
things that Novi can offer our .stu­
dents," Gawel said. "I know that 
we can't meet every need to 
everyone, but we can certainly put 
in an effort to try." 

Gawel said that every .spring, 
students fill out scheduling forms 
and once administrators have 
those, they then schedule classes 
at the high school. He said that 
one of the new classes that was 
just added was advanced place­
ment- psychology because admin­
istrators have seen that program 
grow from four sections to nine-
and they're all full. 

"There's been a great interest 
among students to explore further 
what they have learned in intro­
duction to psychology," Gawel 
said. "It's based on need and a 
very important thing to remember

is, we can propose classes as we 
see fit, but if students don't sign 
up for ihem, they will not run." 

One way of expanding opportu­
nities in tlie fine arts curricuium is 
by providing more studio space 
for dance. Gawel said that was 
decided not only tiiis year, but in 
Ihe long-range planning of the 
building. 

"If we have dance, we're not 
going to hire a dance teacher until 
we have sufficient interest," 
Gawel said. "We're going to mar­
ket the class to kids, but If they 
don't sign up for it, it won't run 
this year. That's the same with 
classes that we might have been 
running tlie last 10 years. Every 
class is the same way." 

Gawel explained that U.S. 
History, however, is a class that 
every ninlli grader is required to 
take, so it's a given that every one 
of those classes will be full. 

"There are very few set require­
ments, however, as far as what 
students need to take," Gawel 
said. "The statistics class was one 
tliat previously was at the high 
school and we're bringing it back 
because there has been an 
expressed need for it. We have a 
huge math program and il comes 
down lo giving kids opportunities 
within that."

That ineans that 
N o v i High's new cufr iculum now 
must Include informatIon about 
adoption and safe del ivery. I f 

approved by 
the board, the 
issues w o u l d 
be added to 
the schoo l ' s 
sex education 
classes start­
ing in the sec­
ond semester 
o f this school 
year. 

A c c o r d i n g 
to N a n c y 

Davis , assistant superintendent o f 
instructional services, by state 
law, die disuict has to have two 

N a n c y D a v i s 

public hearings at school board 
meetings to give any memlier o f 
the publ ic an opporiunity to 
review ihe materials. T h e first 
public hearing was held on Jan. 6 
and the next one will be tonight. 
Davis also said that anyone inter­
ested in reviewing the materials 
before F e b 3, who was nol able to 
make it to any o f the two meet­
ings, can call her office during the 
day and make an appoinUnent to 
come in and take a look at them. 

"There are four pieces o f print 
material diat come directly f rom 
the Fami ly Independence 
Agency ," Davis said. ' T h e s e are 
documents that give students 
information about the adoption 
process and the other topic is 
something Called safe delivery." 

Davis explained dial there have 
been stories in newspapers and 
other media oudets about how 
teenagers somedmcs give birth 
and then drop their babies off in a 
dumpster or leave diem out in the 
co ld . 

"This is information about a 
law diat was passed in Michigan 
that basically assures a young 
modier or a faUier who has a baby 
and doesn't want it that diey can 
take it safely to a police station, a 
fire stadon or a hospital and die 
baby wil l be taken with no ques­
tions asked and cared for with no 
deUiment or penalty to the par­
ents," Davis said. 

Davis also said diat N o v i has 
already been complying with slate 
laws in a superb fashion and is 

receiv ing good participation f rom 
communi ty members and parents 
o n its reproductive healtlI c o m ­
mittee, but the disuict d id revise 
Its structure anyway because o f 
new requirements. 

T h e law now requires that more 
tlian half of the committee be 
made up o f parents within the 
school district and that the it be 
C O - c h a i r e d by a parent. Typical ly 
what happened in the past, and 
this was true in N o v i , is a teacher 
w h o also is a parent, chaired die 
coInmitlee as wel l . 

"She chaired the committee for 
several years here and she was 
very good , but she's a staff mem­
ber as well iis a parent," Davis 
said. " T h i s new law was set in 
place to make sure diat uu ly par­

ents, not parents who happen to 
be employees o f the district, are 
chair ing the Committee and I 
think that may have been to avoid 
any potential perception that even 
though it's a parent, because 
they're a teacher or a staff m e m ­
ber, they may be more inclined to 
favor the district over what the! 
parents want. It's really a safd 
guard." I 

T h e new curr iculum materials 
wi l l need to be reviewed by the 
committee before diey can be 
introduced in the cJassroom.

Because of a new senate bi l l , it 
appears diat the N o v i Communi ty 
School Disuict 's parental involve­
ment policy wil l soon be updated. 

Pending school board approval 
tonight, T h e N o v i C o m m u n i t y 
Schools administfation and staff 
shall establish and maintain pro­
grams and practices diat enhance 
and encourage parent/guardian 
involvement and reflect the needs 
o f students and their families. 
These programs and pracuces wil l 
be implemented at bodi die dis­
uict and school level. 

A c c o r d i n g lo B o b S c h r a m , 
executive director o f administra­
tive services, the board approved 
the parent/student handbook, 
which was released in August . 
There was a section of parent 
involvement in die book, but it 
was his feeling that, after review­
ing the bil l , the section probably 
needed to be expand upon. That's 
why he drafted a new policy, 
which he presented to the board 

o n Jan. 6. 
"It all started from Publ ic A c t 

107 of 2(K)4," Schram said. "That 
was a bill f rom (State Sen.) N a n c y 
Cass is . It says, not later than 
January 1, 2005, the board of the 
school districts shall adopt and 
implement a parent involvement 
plan designed to encourage parent 
participation. The board o f direc­
tors should provide a copy o f the 
p lan to the parents or legal 
guardian of each pupil and that 
diey also provide a copy to the 
department of education. That 's in 
essence what the law says." 

T h e new policy draft states; T h e 
Board sUongly encourages and 
welcomes the involvement o f par-
ent(s)/guardian(s) in all o f the dis­
trict's educational programs. It is 
recognized and appreciated that 
parents/guardians are the "first 
teachers" pf their chi ldren, and 
diat their interest and involvement 
in die education of dieir children 
should not diminish once dieir 
chi ld enters die schools o f the d is ­
trict. Accord ing ly , the board 
directs, by die adoption o f this 
po l icy , that the administration 
shall design a program/plan that 
wi l l encourage parent/guardian 
participation diat may include, but 
not be limited to: 

• Involvement in the develop­
ment and review of instructional 
maierials 

• Two-way meaningful c o m m u ­

nicat ion between school a n d 
home and home and school 

• Information and educadon o n 
parenting skills 

• volunteering opportunities o n 
mutually aid student learning and 
support die disuict's cun icu lum 

• C o m m u n i t y col laborat ion 
used to strengthen schools, f ami ­
lies and student learning 

• Providing information c o n ­
cerning current laws, regulations 
and instructional programs 

• Involving parents as partners 
in school improvement commi t ­
tees , 

• Informing parents of c o m m u ­
nity resources available that pro­
vide educational enrichment and 
bodl family and learning support. 

"I assume Uiey're comfortable 
wi lh diat and It wi l l probably be 
on the consent agenda," Schram 
said o f tonight's school board 
meet ing. "We have a lways 
involved parents to a great extent 
in the education o f dieir chi ldren, 
so this is nodiing new for us and 
according to Nancy Cassis, the 
way we operate in Novi is not the 
way other school districts may 
operate and that's why she felt a 
need for diis bill."

Through the collaiioratiiig efforts

The class was started in lhe 
beginning of November 2004 
becau.se Craik and DeBcnedei want­
ed to have it up and running before 
Clirishnas. Since tlien, it has been 
tweaked here and there, and so far it 
is working out well. 

The idea for Uie class was actual­

ly Cniik's, who was die coordinator. 
She and her family had just moved 
back lo llie area from Sealtle, where 
she was the director of children's 
ministry at a church. When she 
returned to the First United 
Mclliodist Church, tlie one she and 
her family belonged to before mov­
ing, she reconnected with some old 
friends. 

In the 10 yeai-s Unit Craik was 
away, a friend of hers had a diird 
child, and that child had Down's 
syndrome. 

"When 1 met the family again," 
said Craik, "I asked her liow lhal 
child was doing in Sunday School. 
She said he was doing line riglu 
because lie was slill in a preschool 

• class. But, when he gets into kiiidcr-
gartcii and lii'st grade he's going to 
need to start doing .a lillle more lis-
leiiing ;uid it will be ;i lot more stnic-
lured." 

Having brought back knowledge 
from .Seattle of how lo create a spe­
cial needs class al a church, things 
stiuicd to click, and Ihe idea of a 
class in Norlhvilie c\'olved. Craik 
happened to be a friend of 
DeBenedel, who inlbnned her lhat 
there were other children in the 
church who were ;dso having dilli-
ctilty ill the regular classrcxini sel­
ling. 

"It so happens that al Ihe church 1 

was at in Sealdc, we started a pro­
gram for children wilh special 
necd.s," Craik .said. "1 knew how to 
do it. While i was diere a motiicr 
came lo mc, whose son was special 
needs and wlio also happened to lie 
an educator. She was die one who 
got the ball rolling, and we orgiui-
izcd llic whole Uiing." 

Cniik's new cla.ss now has 14 vol­
unteers, and some actually conic in 
lo be peer friends for sjxicial needs 
cliildrcn. Craik explained tlnit a spe­
cialty child ill the cl:i.ssrooni meiuis 
that you have a volunteer with that 
child and jxissibly a peer friend. 

"Really, one child equals Uiieo 
lieople ill lhe c l u s s r t K i m . " Craik said. 
"F.vcii diougli we have only four 
children al this time, the class can 
have as many as 12 people plus a 
leaclier. i-or our piirticuiiu- kids, it's 
kind of ivverscd rnainstrcaming. 1 
dnn'l feel like the kids lu'c missing 
out on being around odier children 
as role models. The volunteers get a 
lot out of il as well, so it's a win-win 
situalioii." 

The church only has its general 
population of .students, but Craik 
also knows that a lot of times people 
don'l come to church because tliey 
don'l feel dicro wi l l be a place for 
lheir child or they don't feel thai 
people will uiidcrslaiid that Uieir 
child needs special altentioii. She

"This Sunday school class is all

Craik said, "It's really about leach­
ing Uiem where tiiey're at so they 
know Jesus just iike their lypicai 
counterparts. We're very intentional 
about teaching diem and giving 
Uicni a safe environment."

The Fair and Accurate Credit 
Transactions Act of 2003 (FACTA) 
grants you one free credit report per 
year from each of the three nation­
wide consumer credit reporting 
companies - Equifax, TransUnion 
and Experian. You can request one, 
two, or all three reports at the same 
time, or stagger your requests over 
a 12-month pefiod. One advantage 
of ordering all your reports at one 
time is you can compare the infor­
mation each of the bureaus has col­
lected on you. However, i f you opt 
to order a report evety four months, 
you'll be able to see any unautho­
rized activity dial's occurred in Uie 
previous months. 

Free credit reports became avail­
able to consumers on the West 
coast in December 2004. 
Consumers in Midwe.stem states 
including Michigan can order 
copies beginning in March 2005, 
while consumers in tlie .southern 
and eastern states will become eli­
gible for die free reports in Jutie 
and September, respectively.

The consumer advocacy group's 
study, which looked at credit 
repoits belonging to 200 adults in 
30 stales, found that almost 80 per­
cent of tiie reports contained mis­
takes, including misspelled names, 
wrong social secuIity numbers and 
inaccurate birth dates. Otiier errors 
included closed accounts listed as 
active, loans listed multiple times 
and loans not listed at all. Most dis-
tuibingly, the same shIdy found that 
one in four credit repoits contained 
eiTQfs grave enough to impact Uie 
consumer's ability to acquire 
affcHdable credit, and can even 
result in Uie denial of loans, hous­

Witii lionie prices conlinuing 
to rise in 2005 and interest rates 
remaining low. the growing 
titnd to remodel wi l l probably 
remain sh-ong throughout die 
year. 

"Yeiu- 2004 was amazing for 
home remodeling," said 
Douglas Sutton, chairman of die 
Remodeling Council of the 
National AssociaUon of Home 
Builders. "Widi a record num­
ber of home sales last year, 
major addiuons and alieradons 
have kepi many remodelers 
busy with conUnually growing 
backlogs." 

The remodeling boom is rid­
ing on die heels of historic low 
interest rates and solid con­
sumer confidence, reported die 
NAHB recendy. 

"Widi die ongoing favorable 
interest rales, rising employ­
ment and hou.schold incomes 
and high home price apprecia-
uon rates, we expect the remod­
eling m.vkei to remain on a 
strong growih path," said 
NAHB chief economist David 
Seiders. "Current factors signal 
thai die markel w i l l remain 
healdiy. Al l indicators point io 
anodicr booming year for 
remodeling." 

"Major remodeling projects 
iypically Come in one of diree 
caicgories. FiIsi, growing fami­
lies expand and improve dieir 
living space to make more loom 
and enhance dieir lifestyles. 
This step is often made instead 
of buying a new home. 

Second, consumers remodel 
to increases value and miwimize 
profit before selling their home. 
Third, consumers customize 
their new homes by adding 
rooms or making alteradons to 
meet individual needs. 

The most cosi-elTeClive proj­
ects are improving bathrooms 
and kitchens. A new or remod­
eled badiroom is an excellent 
investment because the return 
Can be as high as 90 percent, 
reported die NAHB. 

Here are a few tips from pro­
fessional regarding bathroom 
remodeling: 

- The standard badi tub-show­
er combinadon is out. Today's 
popular master bath showers 
incorporate cascading niin-fall 

shower heads and massaging 
streams.

Q: Has die Federal Housing 
AdIninistradon limit on home 
loans been raised recendy? 

A: Yes. Higher FHA loan 
liniiis will make it possible for 
more consumen; to qualily to 
buy homes of dieir own. The 
FHA recendy increased its sin­
gle-family home mortgage lim­
its by more dian 7 percent 

EffecdveJan. t . I ^ A insures 
single-family home mortgages 
up io $172,632 in low-cosi 
iveas, and up io $312,895 in 
high-cost areiis. Lorn limiis for 
iwo-, three- and four-unit struc­
tures have also gone up. 

In 2004, die limits were 
$160,176 in low-Cost areas and 
$290,319 in high-cost areas. 
Five years ago, ihe liniiis ranged 
from $121,296 io $219,849. 

Q: How will commercial real 
estate fare 2005? 

A: This should be a particu­
larly good year for commercial 
real estate, says Gmbb & Ellis 
Co., a commercial property bro­
ker and management firm. 
Economic growdi in 2005 
should be strong enough to pro­
pel vacancies lower, but not 

strong enough to push interest 
and mortgage rates higher, said 
a G&E report. 

"In many respects, die slow to 
moderate growdi forecast for 
diis year is nearly ideal for real 
estate," said Robert Bach widi 
G&E. "In many ways it wi l l be 
just like die porridge for 
Goldilocks (in 'The Three 
Bears'), not too hot and noi loo 
Cold." 

Beyond 2005, looming budg­
et and trade deficits and high 
levels of household debt are 
likely io rcstfain die growdi rate 
of die economy, but arc unlikely 
by diemselves to trigger a reces­
sion, die G&E report Concluded. 

Q: Will die real estate boom 
continue through 2005? 

A: A particularly interesting 
assessment of die real esiale 
market was recendy expressed 
by noicd real estate Consultant 
John Bums. 

"As 2005 progresses, we find 
a housing market dial is no 
longer a naiional boom, bui 
instead a mbt of regional booms, 
slowdowns and mosUy 'siaius 
quos." Tlie oudook is for slowly 
rising mortgage rates and slowly 
improving job growdi. I f both 
occur, die change in housing 
construction levels should be 
mmimal diis year," Bums said. 

"Job growth is slowly 
increasing in most markets, with 
most noticeable improvements 
in die markets diat were hit 
hardest by the technology 
downturn in 2O0O. Population 
growdi is likely to be greater in 
die more affordable markets 
where jobs are also plentiful. 
Your best local barometer for 
housing demand is probably die 
number of Cars on die toad dur­
ing msh hour. 

"If you're looking for die best 
submarkets, find out where die 
office and industrial building 
construction is occurring and 
seek great neighborhoods near 
tiiese emerging job centers," 
Bum concluded.
